Dumas, jr., wrote a whole book on the

su})ject, and others hauve written and
said so much about it, which has
brought around public opinion to en-

tertain the notion. Several times the bill had
been rejected by the French legislature, and
the fact that it has now passed shows that
the people who voted for it, had to doso, The
French mind is wonderfuliy easy to lead, the
people follow their leaders. Secret agencies
of all kinds are set to work, and in the mat-
ter of elections the workingmen do as they
are told, and as the foremen of most all fac-
tories ave Freemasons, they compel those
under them to vote as they do. As a rule
the leaders of French secret societies are
ambitious and unscrupulous. There is a per-
fect network of secret societies throughout
France, and’ during the elections their power
is felt, but this could not be in a country
thoroughly Catholic like Belgium, and it is
well known that the great bulk of the French
people are not Catholic at heart and would
like to see religion and religious institutions
kept down. A person in Irance, who has
several thousand men working for him, will
work so that these men depending upon him
for a livelihood will have to vote as he does.

THE CHURCH AND CONCORDAT.

The Catholic faith in France, up to the
time of the great revolution, was the official
form of religion, and at & later period, al-
though there was really no state religion, the
Catholic faith was acknowledged as the re-
ligion of the great bulk of the people. The
concordat brought about terms between Pope
Pius VII. and Napoleon I. which secured to
the Church a certain number of privileges
as a small compensation for what she had
been robbed of by the revolution. The ob-
ject of the present hostile party in France is
to take awny the remnant of privileges, and
they would like to sce the French bishops
and clergy break off from the concordat. The
clerical party are getting heartily sick of the
government and would like to break off all
negotintiens with it, but do not like
to  assume the responsibility of the
rupture, principally for two reasons. Tirst,
the Church would then be thrown upon her
own resources, and the bulk of the people are
not used to this, they always huve looked
upor the government for a certain amount of
assistance, and would feel at seu if the Church
was independent of the government. Second,
as 2 master of fact fifty millions of francs are
paid yearly to the clergy by the government
a8 a guaranteed debt, and which, if the
Church refused to aecept it, would seriously
cripple it financially.

FRANCE NOT MOPELESSLY INDIFFERENT,

““In concluding my remarks about France,”
said Father Hogan with much earnestuess,
‘“although I have given you my views re-
specting the greater portion of the French
people, let me say that those who are still
Catholic are possessed of as much zeal for
their religion as formerly.  Their noble bands
of missionaries, their sisters of charity, their
religious institutions are as great as ever, and
the time will once more come, and I hope
soon, when France will bear, and deservedly
so, her former title of ¢ Eldest Danghter of
the Church.””

Our reporter having thanked the reverend
gentleman for his kiudness in granting an in-
terview, then withdrew. Father Hogan left
Montreal this morning for Beston to assume
the duties of his new and important position,
but hopes to return next summer and then
make o tour of Cunada.

THE BOSTON SEMINARY:

A New Ecclesiastical College of the Highest
Order—Its Superior and Directors—The
Accompiished ammt Learned Sulpdelans—
Their Mcthod, Discipline and System,

The Catholic Seminaay of Boston will be
opened for the reception of students on the
22nd of the present month. The building of
this seminary was begun several years ago,
but progressed slowly, as those who had the
matter in charge were determined that the
new institution should not be burdened with
any heavy indebtedness; consequently the
work of construction advanced only us rapidly
as the available funds would allow, and at
present but little remains to be paid for the
expenses already incurred. The present build
ing is situated at Brighton, one of Boston’s
most beautiful and healthy suburbs. It is
able to accommodate about one hundred per-
sons, but additions will be built as the in.
creasing number of students may demand ; it
forms part of a more general plan which will
not require completion for several years to
come,

About fifty students are expected to have
their names registered on the opening day ;
the classes for the first year will comprise
Dogmatic and Moral Theology, Cavwon Law,
Sacred Scripture, Ecclesinstical History and
Ceremonies ; in each branch there will be but
one course, which all thestudents are to fol-
low together., The institution will be under
the direction of tho Priests of St. Sulpice ;
Rev. Father Hogan, P.8.8., late of Paris,
will be its first Superior ; he will, moreover,
explain the principles of Canon Law ; the
other members of the faculty are Rev. Father
Chapen, P.8.S., late of Baltimore Seminary,
professor of Dogma ; Rev, Father , P.
.S., professor of Moral Theology ; Rev.
Father Rox, P.S.S,, of St Charles College,
will fill the office of Procurator, and expound
the Sacred Scriptures, Rev. Leuis S. Walsh,
of the Diocese of Boston, will be the profes-
sor of Eoclesiastical History, and Master of
Ceremonies.” KA
The Diocese of Boston has been fortunate
in securing the services of the Sulpicians for
conduoting its seminary, and especially in ob-
taining such a man as Father Hogan for its
Superior. The ’ Society -of ' St. Sulpice las
been long and well-known for its proticiency

in preparing young men to fill - the ‘high 'and

holy ' funictions: of -the :priesthood:;” it was
established for that pur about’
l:{itha venerable: M. Olier, who had wit:.

the ovils-resultlng [roni -hiuviig an im:
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person two indispensable qgualifications —
proficiency in ecclesiastical knowledge and
solid piety ; many of the French clergy in
M. Olier’s time lacked either of these nttri-
butes ; some possessedd great learning in rel.-
glous matters, butin all else were like men of
the world; others were full of picty and
good-will, but were wanting in that know-
ledge which is requisite for cvery teacher of
religion ; and this was due to the training
those men had received previously to their
admission to orders. Hence the necessity
was felt of establishing seminaries under the
direction of able and experienced men, in
which the proper training of candidates might
be assured—in which they might obtain a
complete knowledge of theology, and give
proof of the moral qualifications necessary for
o priest. The rules which M, Olier framed
for the guidance of his associates have this
end in view. Students are required to pass
examinations at the end of every session, and,
unless they give satisfaction, are not called to
orders; a spiritual director is assigned to
euch student, and in all that regards his peni-
tent the director is obliged to keep the
greatest secrecy ; when there is a question of
calling a candidate to orders, his director
can siy nothing in his favor or against him.
Admission to orders depends not only on the
possession of the student of suflicient know-
ledge, but also on his good conduct, and his
fidelity in observing the discipline of the
house.

The Sulpicians take no special vows ; they
form not a religious order properly so called,
but a society which they are free to leave at
any time; they ure presided over by a
superior-general, eclected for life ; any
ceclesiastic wishing to join the socicty must
have finished the usual seminary comrse, and
passed a yearin the Solitwde ut lIssy, near

Paris ; the Solitude corresponds to the
novitinte of the religious orders ; the

~olifaires spend this year in reviewing their
previous studics ; in giving before the com-
munity lectures on theological subjects and
sermons, and in acquiring the principles
which areto guide them in the direction of
their penitents. To the Sulpicians has been
intrusted the carc of the iost important
ecclesinstical seminaries of Irance; in
America they direct three institutions besides
that of Boston—the college and seminary of
Montreal, the seminary of Baltimore, and St.
Charles College, near Ellicott City, Maryland.

The first superior of Boston’s new seminary
is an Irishman. Father Hogan was boru in
Clare County about fifty-five years ago; at
the age of fourteen he went to France, and
entered the petit Seminaire of Bordeaux;
having finished his collegiate course, he en.
tered the Grand Seminary, where he pursued
his ecclesiastical studies with distinction,
After his ordination he joined the Society of
St. Sulpice, which had so largely contributed
to his own clerical education ; lie gained dis-
tinction as a Professor of Philosophy, Cunon

Law, Sacred Scripture, and Dogrmatic
) LI -}
Theology : but it is as a casuist that
S, . . .
he has earned his most brilliant repu-
1

tation. He was Professor of Moral Theology
in the Grand Seminary of Paris for about
twenty-five yeurs, during which time he be-
came one of the most widely known theolo-
giuns in France ; priests and prelates from all
quarters frequently applied to him for the
solution of. ditticult cascs of conseience.  Qut-
side of the ecclesiastical world he is well
known and possesses great infiuence.  During
the Commune be was perhaps the only Catho-
lie priest who Jdared walk the streets of Paris
in clerical robes without fear of molestation.
His long and continuzi resideuce in Fraunce
has left him  firmly attached to the
country of his birth, He has always shown
a deep interest in Irish alfaivs, on which he is
pretty well posted, and his influence has more
than once prevailed in obtaining favorable
consideration for Ireland at the hands of the
Parisian press.

With a man of Father Hogan's learning
and experience at its head, the Catholic Semn-
inary of Boston may justly hope to enjoy a
career of great usefulness; and to accomplish
much for the proper education of the New
Ingland clergy.—Catholic Reriew,

LONGUE POIXTE.

Blessting of the New Bullding, thix morning,
by His Lordship Mgr. Fabre—Sketehes of
the Building and Grounds—The Clergy-
men present at the Cercmony—Luncheon,
&e.

The Brothers of Charity have just completed,
at their farm at Longue Pointe, the erection of
an establishment of which the need has been
felt fora long time. Tt often happens that old
men, the blind, the infirm, in fact all those who
are unable to take care of themselves, have
found it very difficult to secure a place in the
limited asylums kept by religious orders,and fre-
quently dw relatives of these unfortunate people
are obliged to keep them at home or allow them
to be thrown on the world without heing able to
give them the care which their eoudilion de-
mands, On the advice of His Lordship the
Bishop of Montreal, the Brothers of Charity
have Luilt, in a most charming spog, a spacious
and handrome building to receive the n'ld and
infira alluded to. Thoe building is situated a
few miles outside the eastern limits of the city
and right on the banks of the St. Lawrence, 1t
containg close on one hundred and fifty
rooms and halls,  No expense nor effort
has been spared to make the sojourn of
the inmates of this house both healthy and
ngrecable.  The mighty river almost washes the
foundation stones; beautiful gaerdens, flower
beds and grass plots are 1aid out in inviting har-
mony and beauty around the building. Pure
and good water has been brought into the house
by means of a small canal from a spring which
is situated shout two miles away, Thep as to
the internal administration of this kind "of insti-
tutions, it is well known that the Brothers are
amoug the most competent, and that they have
acquired in Furopea reputationwhichnoone dis-

wtes. The Brotherwho will have the charge and

direction of the LonguePointe House hasalready
made a name for himself in the successful wd-
ministration of similar establishments clsewhere,
The terms of admission to the House will vary
according to the exigencies of the paticnts,
Those who wish to have several apartments, a
servant at their disposal, their meals served in
their rooms will have to pay more than those
who follow the connnon regulations.  There will
be a resident priest, speaking the English and
Froanch languages. A doctor will also visit the
House daily, Al other information can be ob-
tained by addressing  the Provincial of the
Prothers of Charity, 187 Mignonne street, Mont.-
real, or by communicating directly with the Su-
perior of the St. Joseph lustitute, Longue
Pointe, PO,

The erection of this magnificent four-storey
brick building was comnenced sonwe eighteen
months ago by the Brothers of Charity, who are
identical with those i charge of the Refonnatory
School in this city, and having just heen com-
pleted, the next thing to be done was to have it
blessed by His Lordship the Bishop of Montreal,
The hour appointed for this hinpressive cere-
mony wias nine o'clock  this mormng, and
about  half-past  eight  carringes  contuain-
ing clergymen and others commenced to ar.
rive, and when, o few winutes before nine, the
carrire containing Tis Lordship drove up to
the duor, quite a large number of persons had
assembled to assist ot the impressive ceremony,
His Lovdship was then tendered o snitable re-
ception by the Brothers of the institation, and
at onice proceeded to bless the bailding and all

CHASTITY AND PUBLIC LIFE.

The Bemoralization of Puablic Sentiment—
A Lesson from the Cleveland Sceandat,

We do not write on this subject for the
purpose of influencing votes in the Presiden-
tial coutest. The subject has entered the
struggle, and  in conscquent discussion there
has appearsd and been advocated a theory
that would take all opprobrium from unchaste
uction and tend to demeoralize public senti-
ment. No person having the virtue of the
people at heart cun consider such u result
without concern.  tor this renson we write.

It is brondly asscerted that the chastity of a
person holding public position need not be
considered ; that a person  who is regardless
of that virtue may nevertheless be most com-
petent and trustworthy in public life. His}
tory does not sustain those who so judge.
Scriptures, the history of the Church, profune
history, are full of warning to the contrary.
The instances of Samson, David, Solomon
and Herod in Holy Writ suflice to show how
crimee of this kind are visited not only upon
the criminuls themselves but upon the people
intrusted to them. In Church history the
persecution  of  St. John  Chrysos-
tom, tho  kingdoms  placed  under
interdict, the schisins and heresies causerd
by lustful rulers, notably the defection of
England from Catholivity, arc suflicient
illustration. In profanc history we note wars
caused by such crimes, numberless intrigues
leading to petty persecutious, oppressions aned
death of citizens. Any one who is at all
familinr with the principal cvents of history
from the Trojan war inthe dimuess of fable
down to our own century can ensily recall
fucts without number thut ure to the point, so
that it can be asserted with all probability
that nothing else has 8o changed the face of
empires and caused such desolation ax un-
chastity in public men, Tt can thus be seen
that chastity in public life is a matter of
grave concern, and how flippant is the talk of
those who wish for partisan purposes to
create a different impression,

But thisis not all.  The most important
point is the demoralization of public senti-
ment.  There is necessarily an abhorrence of
known impurity becnuse of the disgrice, mis-
ery, despair and  other afllictions that are
brought about by unchaste action. It is this
abhorrence that lewds so frequently to the
Hrcedy lynching of those who have had a
share in such crimes.  1f there is one harrier,
beyond the grace of Gad, to o deluge of im-
purity it is the public disrepute that attaches
to those who are guilty of the crimo. It can
thus be seen that it is not hypocrisy and  in-
consistency to punish those who are publicly
known to he guilty of crimes that are se-
cretly committed by many other persons
with impunity. It is simply regand for a
burrier to immorality, Those who are guil-
ty of such erimes feel their own degradation
and  seek the darkness.  The reasoning
of some persons  would  take away all
the opprobrium and give the crindunl im-
punity in the noonday sun, "The sume reason-
ing carried out would take all these erimes
from the penal code and let every sach eriti-
nal go unpunished from the conrt roomn,
Ioverybody can readily understand what would
hecome of gociety insuch a state of affnirs,
Those who wre acquainted with the dangers
to youth in the general laxity of eustoms as to
asgocintions of young men and young women
in this country, the dances and nightwatking
80 common, the early freedom from purental
restrictions, so that in general when childreen
attain the age ofubout cighteen years, parents
almost as u rule do not know the whereabouts
or companionship of young folks, cannot with-
out concern sec disrepute lifted from criminal
actions and criminal associations.

I am limited to simple
fare, such as ontmeal, arrowrcot and milk
punch, and ate my first solid food, such as
vegetables, o few days ago. It may scem
strauge to you to hear e say that it is harder
to endure an incresse of daily ratious than a
decrease.  Up in the Arctics our Jecrease
was gradual and endurable. Qur stomachs
adjusted themselves to a diminishing supply
and became so accustomed to a trifle of foad
that a large amount causes a heaviness that
is not only painful and swelling in its eflect,
but crentes a horrible craving for more. As
to my tauned complexion, that is duc to the
cifeet of the Arctic winds.”

Your correspondent solicited a discussion
of the charges of cannibalism made against
the Greely party. The attention of Mr.
Fredericks was called to a widcly-published
dispatch which charged sclfishness on the
part of himself and Long and a determina-
tion on their part to live, whatever became of
the rest of the party.

“It is a lic from the word go,” said Fred-
ericks, *'So, too, is the statement that
there were two factions in the Greely
party. I never saw a party so united and
harmonious as was the Greely purty. The
only man who cver disobeyed an order was
shot. This was Henry, ns you know. So far
»s 1 know there is no foundation for the
charge. It might have been that therc was
some cannabalism, but ¥ there wns it resuit-
ed in instant death, for tho stomachs of the
men were in no condition to take such food.

We de-
manded his life of Greely, but Greely was
chicken-hearted, or rather too big-hcarted,
and begged him off.  All the time Henry
kopt in u good physical condition, coming out
in the spring as sleck as he was in the winter.
One day Isaw him take food from a man
without arms or legs, and from another who
wns drawing his last breath. I upbraided
him for his conduct, but he was indifferent
and afterwards bhoasted that he wasable
to take carec of himself. The party be-
came a unit against him and demanded that
Greely should issue a death warrant or allow
it to procced without. Greely finally consent-
ed nnd the order was sceretly issued.  Now,
mind yon, Henry was as supple as cver, and
if he had known that an order for his death
had been issued he would have killed us sll,
for we were so weak that we could not defend
ourselves, und could barely walk with a gun.
Three guns were loaded—I can’t tell who
loaded them—twe of them with balls, the
other with a blank cartridge. The three
were placed on the ground and an equal
number of men detailed to take them up for
the cxecution.”

*“Who were the men?”

“ Brainard, Long and myself were the
three. We did not know who loaded the
gun with blank cartridge. Nobody knows
except the man who louded the gun. We
were then ordered to proceed to the execn-
tiecn. We found Heury down on the coast
and alone, uhout 150 yurds away, in the very
act of collecting sculskins which were de-
signed for the subsistence of the entire party.
Henry did not know that we were about to
kil him, but he knew that he had
been warned time and again that he would
he killed if he persisted in appropristiug the
food of the party. We walked to within
twenty yards of him, and the ranking mun
said : ¢ Henry, we are now compelled to carry
out our orders,” The order to tire wos given
and the mun dropped dead.

“SHUEN-YE-TFOW” SAYS CHINA CAN
FIGHT BETTER TO-DAY.

What was dome by
Chinamen in Tonquin was done by them in
their individual capacity, and done when
smarting under the destruction of their homes
and business and under the tyranny of French
martial law.

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PRELATES TO MEET AT BALTIMORE.

Bartivorg, Md., Sept. 9.—A pastoral let-
ter from Archbishop Gibbons was read in all
the churches of the archidiocese to-day relut-
ing o the nssembling of the Plenary Council
in November. The pastoral states :-—

Our Holy Father, Leo XIII., out of his pa-
ternal solicitude for the welfare of all the
fuithful commitied to his care, has desired all
the biskops of the Church in the United
States to assemble in Plenary Council to con-
gider the Lest means for promoting the sal-
vation of soulsin this portion of the Lord’s
vineyard and because of the infirm health of
I1is YWainence the Cardiual Archbishop of
New York, who was so well qualified to pre-
side, not only on account of his
high oflice, but also of his mature wisdomand
weight of merits, is Holiness was pleased to
appoint us to convoke by his npostolic au-
thority the third Plenary Couucil of Balti-
maore and preside over the same as apostolic
delegate. We  thierefore,  dearly  beloved
brethren and children, now muke known to
you that, in witness of this authority, we
have by our letters of date March 27, of this
year, convoked the third Plenary Council, to
convene in our metropolitan church at Balti-
more, on the 9th day of November, in this
year of our Lord, 1884. Kighteen years huve
now elapsed since the last Plenary Couneil
was held, and we have reason to be devoutly
thankful to God for the stendy progress
which religion has made in the United States
since that period. It cannot fail to be a
source of consolation snd benefit to the chief
pastors of the Church of America to meet
agunin, after so long am interval, to recount
their trinls, their hopes and their successes in
their respective ficlds of labor, to interchange
views, to enlighten each by mutnal counsel
and to derive that etrength and confidence
which result from the reunion of earnest men
engaged in the same holy mission.

Every State and diocese of the Union will
be represented at the approaching Council by
prelates and priests, and although they arce
descended from divers nations and speak
every Europenn tongue, thoy are all united
by the bonds of a common faith and animated
by the spirit of fraternalcharity. The object
for which this Council is summoned, as youn
are well aware, 18 not to formulate new
dogmas of faith, for the only doc-
trine we preach now is ‘‘the faith once de-
delivered to the saints.” Nor will our de
liberations have any political significance to
redress, no political aspirations to gratify
The Church of God has no direct relations
with politics ; politicsl iutriguesform no part
of her divine mission ; the kingdom of Guritt
and of His Church “is not of this world.”
““She renders to Cwresar she things that are
Czsar’s, and to God the things that aro

JAMAICA ANNEXATION TO
CAN:\ D.‘X.
The proposal that the West India colonies
should be admitted to the Canadian Con-
federation does not seem to meet with any-
thing like general favor. The Island of
Jamaica, which is at the bottom of this pro-
posed annexation movement, is in a lament-
able position of decay as regards its political
institutions and its industrial and social con-
dition. It is a Crown colony of England
that has been, like the rest of her colonial
territory, ina constant state of ferment for a
number of years, und is now in an attitude of
defiant hostility to the Crown. The country is
without representative institutions ; its popu-
lation is divided into classes, composed of the
proprietors representing the aristocracy, who
are all-powerful, and the common people,
who arc little above mere serfs, and from
whom the dominant class has strenuously
sought to keep all power. The inhabitants
have forwarded a memorial to Lord Derby, as
Sceretary of State for the Colonies, in which
a heavy indictment is drawn up against the
present administration.  The petitioners,
among other grievances, declare that the
administration of the government has
been marked by extravagance, inefficiency
and neglect of the public intercsts, that large
sums of public money have been and are being
squandered in maintaining an excessive aund
useless civil establishment, and that on other
necessary items of expenditure the most
pressing wants of the people are neglected.
It is further contended that the condition of
education is extremely backward and thatthe
people are unable to satisfactorily educate
their children under the present system.

The work of the Boston Convention hes at-
tracted the atteution and commanded the ap-
proval of the great people of whom we aren
part. It hasgiven joy nnd increased hope to
our race throughout the world. Its ahility,
dignity and barmony have advanced our just
cause to an extent alinost beyond our own
appreciation.

We appeal to you to supplement the great
work ot that conveution with your ewrnest
efforts to give rencwed life and enthusinsm to
the League, The League is now firmly estab-
lished. Its purposes are kuown and applaud-
ed by all just men of all ereeds, all races and
all parties. It needs but your determination
to make the Lengue in mumbers and in finan-
cial strength what it has already become in
moral influence—the most potential civil or-
ganization in the world in behalf of liberty
and justice. If you will for a few years
longer consent to labor earnestly and sacrifice
slightly, you will have the great gratification
of saluting an Irish Parlioment in College
Green, and of witnessing the restoration of
the industries and commerce of onr mother-
land. 'The officers you have placed in  posi-
tion are powerless without your co-operation.
Not for our sake, but for the ties which are
as sacred to you as to us, we beg that co-
operation.

The branch meetings mey bie made both in-
teresting and instructive it musical and liter-
ary exercises he added to the routine business ;
a specinl committee on music and literature
should be appointed in every branch.

There should also be s committee on Par-
Hamentary Fund appointed in every branch.
Where there are several branches in a town
or city a joint committee should be selected ;
and where there is a municipal council that
body should organize and go to work imme-
diately. A general parliamertary clection is
now possible at any time and ma . reasonably
be said to be among the certainties of the en-
saing ten months, We reccived the brilliant
representatives of the Parliamentary party,
Messrs, Sexton and Rodmond, with cheers.
Shall not these cheers be followed yy deeds ?
After telling them and their colleagues to go
on and be assured of our support, shall we
give that support promptly und generously?
We rely upon your patriotism for the res-
ponscs to these gnestions.

In the local branches, as in the National
Convention of the League, we drop our char-
acter as members of American political par-
ties when we rross the threshold of the
League hull. Puring the coming political
canvas, let no axcitement or differcnces of
opinion concerning political affuirs either de-
creage ourcen * siam or influence our actions
in the Leagi.e  fappily we have lived to be-
hold our people at home able to bury creed
and provincinl distinctions. Let us show
that wearc able to bury political distinctions
in our League work, and to tolerate the
widest differences of opinion in American
politics among our members.

The gentlemen chosen to serve as members
of the national committece are expected to
take an active part in  extending the
league in their respeotive States ; and the
delegates to theconvention whoselected these
gentlemen  ave expected to see that their
State delegates discharge the duties of their
offices and to aid them in its discharge. The
men who placed officers in position are
equally responsible with the officers for the
success or fuilure of the adwinistration. From
one and all carnest, active, loyal work is
necessiy.

A portion of the flood
from that course reached here at 1 p.m. yes-
terday and swept away cvery bridge, ive in
uumber, outside the city limits, with a large
pumber of buildings, including Keehe's
planing mills, Comins’ feed store, Stiles' logs,
and Bailey’s livery stables; also, Strumm &

the city is estimated at $100,000. The worst
is still to come, as a dam six miles north has
passed out, releasing 750,000 feet of logs.

Owing
in a great measure to its.monosyllabic charac-
ter- the- Saxon i8 extremely forcible and im-
pressive. Both from his natural genius,
and ‘from his long practice, Mr. Gladstone
is undoubtedly the best orator in the
House of Commons. A careful analysis of
the derivation of the language employed by
Mr. Gladstone in his speeches gives . the
fcllowing results: Seventy per cent. of the
words are Saxon, 13 per cent. Latin, and 13
per cent. French, the remaining 4 per cent.
being composed of words derived from differ-
ent sources. One fact is peculiar. With all
his liking for Greek, and his well known at-
tainments in that language, his usage of
words derived from that source does not equal
1 per cent. Even’on topics involviug an ap-
peul to carly history, such as the theological
side of the discussion on the parliumentary
oaths bill, Mr. Gladstone’s language is scarce-
ly moro classicul, as the figu.es in the latter
instance stood thus:—Saxon, 72 per cent ;
Latin, 15 per cent; French, 11 per cent;
other words, 2 per cent, of which Greek aguin
forms less than 1 per cent.

An analysis of the speeches of the leader of
the opposition shows that in his language
there is & great similarity with the component
parts of Mr. Gladstone's. Sir Stafford Novth-
cote’s speeches give the following results:
Saxon, 70 per cent; Latin, 16 per cent; French,
11 per cent ; other words, 3 per cent,

Sir William Harcourt is a forcible speaker,
and, when occasion requires, he is without an
equal in invective and sarcasm: but in
general his speeches, both in style of delivery
and subject-matter, are much above the
average of the house. They show the follow-
ing results; Saxon, 77 per cent; Latin, 15
per cent ; French, 7 per cent; other words, 1
per cent.

Mr. Bright does not speak much now, and
since his great speech on the Irish land act
of 1881, which kept the house crowded till
long past midnight, he has spoken compar-
atively seldom in parliament. Thereis no
question as to his being a great orator. As
a speaker he has always been regarded as an
Englishman of the English, but, strange to
say, an analysis of some of his later speeches
gives figures which vary but little from those
of the other speakers already quoted. They
stand thus: Daxon, 74 per cent; Latin, 12
per cent ; French, 10 per cent; other words,
4 per cent.

o one could possibly refer to the promi-
nent speakers of the house without including
Lord Randolph Churchill, for lately ppon
all subjects, great and small, he hus had a
great deal to say. A speech of his own on
the franchise guestion gives the following
results : Saxon, 72 per cent; Latin, 16 per
cent ; French, 6 per cent; Greek, 2 per cent;
other words, 14 per cent,

Naturally the best speakers in the house
are looked for among the occupants of the
first two benches, but below them many
good speakers, like Mr. Cowen and Mr.
Morley, are to be found; and whatever may
be said of the opinions and tactics of the
Irish party, it must be confessed that there
arc some very able speakers to be feund
in its ranks. From these few figures two facts
are deducible—first, that the languusge of all
the speakers quoted approximates greatly to
one standard, and secondly, that the greatest
strength of the language is derived from the
Saxon eclemeut. Taking the words derived
from the French as being originally Latin, it
mey be said that of the language used in the
House of Commons, three-fourths comes from
the Saxon and one-fourth from the Latin.
Both our political and literary history of the
pust accounts for the number of Latin words
used, but still they are only words of general
acceptance, and words whose import is per-
fectly well understood. The utilitarian theory
applies mowhere more strongly than in the
case of language, and if a word is useful it is
sure to be retained. —Pall Mall Gazette.

Thus the whole
finuneial machinery is upset, and for no clear
prospective advantage, ns the breadstufis’
markets under conditions so far known are not
likely to score asufticient advance to compen-
sate for the risk of winter storage. The trade
at this point appears to besound. There are
no important fuilures and a wise forethought
is being exercised by importers. The total.
imports for August were valued at $3,733.078,
being $92,866 Lelow the importa of last
Auvgust.
