Wixkirit, Man., Nov. 14 —De. Lavelle,
ouc of the medical comnissivuers, was inter
viewed here to-ay, hut he mde statemonts
with reluctacee, fearfut lest they should
affect the goveroment in their decision in
Riel's case. Ho said ke helieved Riel was
insane, but Dr. Jukes, of Regina, clumed e
was sanc. Althvugh tbhe other member of
the commission wuy wavering, Dr. Lavulie
believed he was inclined to favor the
opiuion of the priscuer’s losunity. Eaen
physician has made a Eeparate Teport
t0 the government, so that Dr. Luvello is not
certain a3 to which way the third doctor huu
reported. He suys he does not see how any
one could report Iiel sanme at present
Whether irom the effect of coatinement or ex-
citerent, the prisoper is far from beiug in pos-
session of his eenses. Dr. Lavelle eays there
is a strange lght in his eyes which betokens
the advanced stage of insapity. Dr. Lavalle
says Riel :n the prerence of the doctors carried
on a couversation which no just mun could
claim to cmapate from & save 1ndividaal,

He suys if the Domivion Government hangs
him it deserves the condemnation of all just
men, for the set could not be interpretea ns
being more or less than hanging a lunatic. It
isundersu od that the Dovtur hasexpressedbis
opinion to Archbishop laché, who promised
to make streug representstion at Ottawa on
the question, as the prelate is anx:ous to save
the poor man’s ife.

THE SCAVFOLD.

Rucisa, Nov, 14 —The officials «t Regina
. are going on with preparatiors for the hang:
fog. Tne scatfold is back of the guard room,
situated on Barrack square. More properly
speuking ths prisuness’ cells are back of the
guard room, and tho scaffold, where Riel is to
be hanged, is back of these. It is erected,
witnin au avea nine feet square and fenced
with loards, the trap doox being twelve feet
from the ground. Riel’scell is the first on
the west side of the jail. It mesnsures G§ by
4} feet, and contains, besides & hinged bed, »
little writing board, also hinged to a side w&lll.
On thissmall board the unfortunate ** prophet”
ags penned ¢ vigions,” manifestations”
and ¢ anathemas” innumerable while await-
ing a felon’s dcom. The fow pairs of blankets
used as bedding are folded up every morning
and laid in one corner of the little cell. The
“prophet’s” library consists of a beautiful
nsw Bible presented to bim by his mother
and a few Koman Catholic prayer books

given him by considerate friends.

On going to the scatfold one ascends the
stairway near,the door which leads to the
floor above the celis. Travelling the fuil
length of this one arrives at the plice where
the drop and rope are prepared. Numerous

Another member, from the district of
Threo Rivers, enquired whethier Reel would
9o henged on Monday next, Mr Chaplean
merely saic it took four days acd a helf be
fore a death warrant could reach Regina,
afeer having Ueen despitehed from Qteawa,
Liing further pressed on the qucstion, he
replied that the Governor-Geuerst havin,
ooce acted upon the advice of his Ministers
by siguing Riel's death warrant, he could
then deal wi h the matter according to the
view He took, and either let i be carried isiu
execution cr exercise the prerogative oi
mercy. He would bo informed of His Excel
lency’a decision between sixand seven o'clock
this evening.

At this moment, the aged member who hed
put Mr. Chapleau the first question, mani
fested dis-atisfaction with the latter’s mode of
. proceedivg, avd said that His Excellency
. haviag followed the advice of his Cibinet,
“could no more iuterfere with the instier.
That 1t was now koown that on Frilay las:
Slr. Chaplean had secretly cume tu Mountreal,
and Sir Hector Langevin gone to Quebee, with
the object of feeling the puiee of the peopl,
und that they { aving fuund the popalstivos
of hoth cities to be tu a grate of great anxiety
aud agitition ahous the matter, they had ad-
vired Sir John by telegram, to have Riel's ex-
ecution ruspited  until  Monday  next.

THE DEATH WARRANT ARRIVES!

Orraws, Nov. 15 —His Excellency hss
approved of the order-in council declining %o
interfere in the matter of carrying out Riel’s
death sentence, sud the law will, therefore, be
allowed to take its course. There ia no ex-
citement here over the matter, It is under-
stood that the hour of exccution hasnot been
fixed, as all the details are, as a rule, setiled
by the sheriff,

Lord Melgsnd denies in unqualified terms
that he sent the despatch which appeared in
Saturday moraing’s Montreal flerald over
his sigaature, with reference to the Riel case,
which read, * His Excellency adheres to his
warrant,”’

RIEL RECEIVES TIIE NEWS,

REecina, N, W.T., Nov. 15.—The special
meosscnger bringing the warrant signed by
the Governor-General of Canada, directing
that the exscution of Louis Riel sheuld take
place, arrived here on a special train at 8
o’clock tn-pight. There is no longer a doubt
that Louis Riel will meet his fate at some hour
to-morrow, The arrival of a warrant was a
surprise to even many of the officials. who,
owing to the late hour and previous delays,
had argued that another respite would follow.
Riel received the formal intelligence
ot 9 o'dlock to-night in his cell in
the guard room of the Mounted police
barracks, three miles west of this city. The
intelligenco was conveyed to him in person
by High Sherif Chapleau. The sacene
was, in many respects, remarkable, The
famous rebel’s cell is immediately adjacent
to the guard room of the troops, deing night
patrol duty, fully fifty of whom ocuupied the
roorn. Through tho iron gate, in front of
the cell, waa seen an armed sentinel on duty
und outside the bailding a sordon of armed
men were pecing their'beats. Tha iren gute
was thrown open on “tho approach of igh
Sheriff Chapleau and Col. Irvine, commind-
ant of the Mounted Police. ' Riel, who had
been conversing with'the -surgeon of the
post, orosd an weleomed the sheriff in
a. hearty and = thoroughly ‘unconstrained

way. His voice was modulated, and he

displayed no sign of excitement. His initia
greeting was: ‘* Well, and 85 you hav.

Sheriff Chapleau replied that
the death warrant had come. Riel, continu-
ing in the same cheery way, said: “Yam
glad that at last I am to be released from
my sufferings.” Ho then broke off into
French snd thanked the sheriff for his per-
sonal considerations. He proceeded again in
Eaglish : I desire that my body shall be
given to my friends te be laid in St. Bori-
face,” (this is the French cemetery across the
2ed River from the city of Winnipeg.) Tha
sherif then asked him if he had any wishes to
convey us to the disposition of his personal
eatate or effocts, ¢ Afon cher,” he replied,

AN INTERVIEW WITH RIEL,

T.oroNTo, Nov, 16.—The (ohe to-day pub-
lishus o report of an duterview with Riel by the
t'rown reporter. It was g.anted, it says, at
Riel’s own riquest, aud for its genuineness they
vouch with coufidence, The report is dated
Regina, 15th November and rcad+ as follows :—
Abous eleven o'cluck this mo ning I reache:
the Re:ina b:rricade, where, by apprintment,
I was to sre the condemued prisoner, Riel, nt
his requist, When I called he was taking his
exerci-e in the yard, aud some delay touk place
betore the order of Judge Richardson
and Sherifi Chaplesn, for my interview, pro-
cured admiesion to his cell, Effort after
vffort had  beem made, but all had
heen refused, and my own application to the
Governor-(Feneral had met with refusal to inter-
fere with the local authorities, Hortunately, on
what is probably the last day of which Riel
will gae the sun set, I was admitted to his cel
and introduced to him by Colorel Irving, Com-
missioner of the North-West Mounted Police.
Riel looked better than I expectrd, and was
calm and collected during mest f the interview,
though it was almnost inpwsible to lkeep
him awpy fom_his missal. On the subject
of the Noith-West trouble, he suid:—
“My ovhject in coming over the line was to
make potitions concerning matters on ths tipis
in 1863, The administration attem ned to get
hold of the Nurth-West without coa- ulting the
people.. Many people thought Uanada had
juriediction dver the North-West betwern July
1st;, 1867, and July 15th, 1870, but they had none.

| The jurisdiction given to Cansde befors that

time totale canree of matters in the North-West
vanished : with the union of thietwo Canadas,
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and as it was got repealed or recorded bj Ita-
perial zet to he D wmnion jurisdietion, existed
not, aud the positiog of the halt-Lreeds was
»imply one of self defonce aud love of country.
But when Canaria saw the ditliculty, they made
a treaty with us, guarantesing to the half-
breeds one-saventh of the land nud the deed of
the treaty was consecratod in au indelible
manner, Another guarantee was that they
should b.ve sl) rights as British subjects,
civil and otherwise, including the rignt
of trial by jury ot i2 men, which has been, with
mauy others, abrogated, Oue-seventh of the
lands in the North-West waa not given and civil
rights were not conceded. I was head man of
Manitoba at the time of the treaty,and not oniy
bad not one iota of the treaty been fulfilled, but
the eaotire treaty was swept away.

STUDEN!S AROUSED,

The first persons to cuter an emphatic pro-
test ngainst the action of the government in
sacrificing Riel were a nuinber of students of
Victoria University, who marched down in a
b.dy this morning, to Laval University, whege
they were joined by a large number of students
of that iostitution. Mr. Britz theun acted as
leader, and having secured s tricolar, which they
draped in mourning, the proeessin formed and
proceeded along Notre Dame strret, giving three
groans for Lo Méncree ns they pass-d that office.
La Afarseillaise and other patriotic sangs were
then sung  with much spirit and soon
both sides of the street were fiilled
with henrty sympathizers, Turnng down St.
Lambert Hill to bs. Jam. s street the stulents,
together with the large cra=d which followed
them, halted in front of L'Etendard buitding,
frum the roof of which the Fleur de L:m was
floating at hall-mast eut of respect to the
memory of Riel.  Here repeated and deafeniog
cheers were went up {or L’Rendard and Riel.
Winiiows on both sides f the street were
thrown open, handkerchiefs and hats were
waved and other movemeuts made to
show that tho studenty lind  now  the
sympathy of a lurge prtion of the tem-
musity.  They  then  proceeded  to the
Champ de Mars, where two of their number
mwounted  ene of the canons  on the
feld, and  addvessed  the  ceowd,  which
gen dually »welled in numbers, and cheered to
the echoe tho remark< m alo by these gentlemen.
The speeches were Lriof and to the point, and
cousisted - strong denaneiations of the Guy-
ernmnend’s action.

Cupadu Tempernnee act of 1878, The s
ing of tie case will probably occupy thres
duys, It is being argued nefore u straoy
court, consistivg of the Chancelior, Loras
Monkswell, Hobhouse, and Fizgersd, S

His orime was a political one in
every sense.of the word, Either the Ministry
or the Executive should act on their own
responeibility. There ia no need of a lunacy
commission to save the half-breed leader from
the gallows. Riel was found guilty of the crime
of rebelling, but the jury who found him guilty
declared before the world that the crime wus
committed under circumstances which made
it pardonable and whick did pot warrant a
rigorous  application of the law to the crimi-
nul, They, thercfore, recommended him to
morcy, That recommendation must be re
speoted, Public opinion thronghous the world
protests against its violation,

The New York ZHerald says:—*‘The
six nten who sat in judgment on him exercised
the rights and the freedum of jurors only
when they recommended him to mercy. Such
a recommendation oaght to save » condemned
man from the gallows, and it usually does
To hang Riel after a trinl which has mo
precedent in modern criminal jurisprudence
would be more than a discredit to the ad-
vonced civiiization of to-day. It would be
more than a political bluoder. It would be
simply murder by governmental edict.”

Let the Government remember that the
eyes of civilization are upon them, and are
watching with intense interest and auxiety
their attitude towards the prisoner at Regina.
Sir Jobo Macdenald has everything to lose by
hanging Rie! and nothing to gain. If he
hangs Riel it will be simply and purely in
obedience to the hloodthirsty appeals of the
Orangemen of Ontario. The execution of
Riel will not win one single Grit vote over to
the Conservative cause, while it will alienate
the entire vote of Quebec, and the Irish and
French vote in all the other Provinces.
Cruld Sir John stasd and bear up sgainat
such a defection ? We think not.

Then ngeain, supponc Riel was npot ex-
ecutcd, how much support would Sir Joho
lose in the couutry? None as all. Tl
Orupgemen  would not  change theis
political  colors, and the vote h
would leee by hangiog Riel  weund
be more solid then ever. If, therifore, Sii
John iu solicitous about his own safety, anc
the preservution «f his party, ho will sto}
short at the foot of the Regina scuffold.

BOYCOTTING.
Lorp ROSEBERRY is a very liberal states-
man, but he hus o holy horror of that gream
engine of passive resistance, boycotting. If he
got back to power he would strive to take
from the Irish people this most effective arm
against the tyranny and robbery of landlord-
ism. But in that he could never succeed. So
long as Engtand’s power in Ireland iy used to
msintain a system adverse to the interests of
the country, the people must, in self detence.
fall back npon some form of resistance,and boy-
cotting is & wespon that cannot be seizod und
confiscated. The people have been taught
its power daring the coercion reign of the
Likeral party, snd they will wuse it
whenever their enemies resort to foul play
aguinst them and their cause.

JOUN BRIGHT AND PROTIECTION.

Jouy Brionr is of thu opioion that it
wonld be mischievous to revive the policy of
protection in Huglwnd. He says the present
depression is due partly to rash exvension of
business and partly to bad barvests. O John
is half right and half wrong ia explaining
the csuse of the decline in Euglish trade,
The depression is withou: doubt largely due
to the extension of businesa oy foreign protect”
«d manufacturers into Eogland. John Bright
could not have meant thut the ** extension of
business,” which caused the depression, was
the work of domestic manufacturers, since
they sre being steadily wiped out by their
foreign competitora,

Mr. Bright is wropg when he attributes
the depression to bad harvests, Harvests in
England, whether good or bad, never affected
its trade and commerce to any material ex-
tent. The mavnfacturers of egilk, cutlory,
and of a hundred other lines of goods, mever
tad to regulate the work in their
factories, the number of bands employed
and the amonnt of goods produced,
according to the abundance of the harvests.
All that was regniated by the demands of

the foreiyn markets. Now these foreign
fitled with

such a demsud on Eoglish mauufacturers for
supplies, The tables, in fact, huve been
turped, aud now it is the foreizo manu-
‘acturer who is invudiog the Eualish markes,
This is -he real cause of the depression, and
nut, 28 John Bright would decepti vily make
out, the bad harveats.

WHY HE SHOULD NOT HANG.

We are pleased to find thet many of our
esteemed contemporurics have adopted the
lines of argument followed by TuE PosT in
dis nssing the important question cf Louis
Riel’s fate, In the first place we clearly
demonstrated that the Governmeat had
neither the right nor the power to hang Riel,
for the verdict does not warrant nor would it
justify the infliction of the death penalty.
The ury who tried the prisoner were the
o-ly judges of what his crime dessrved in the
way of punishment, and they unanimousiy
held and declared that Riel’s crime did not
demand one forfeiture of his life. In the face
of that decision, to hang Riel would be poth.
ing less than a cold-bleoded ministerial mur
der.

In the aecond place, we have repeatedly
pointed out that the hanging of Niel would
be a national blunder, which would involve
nutiopal disgrace and injury to the Domision.
There is no entiment of any consequence in
the country which is in faver of the emplay,
ment of the hasgman to comples the work
4o gallantly and willingly perfirmed’by our
voluateers ;3 whilo the sentiiment of both
America snd Furvpe strongly cond-mu the
uncivilized nod barbarons wethed of ritding
one’s self by meuns of the rope ¢f a political
prisover, which the haif-breed leader really is,
We have fiosily impicased upon Sir John
Mucdonald and his Goviéroment that, il thase
higher comsiderations and mctives fail to

exercise their legitimate influenve ia the
sutlement of the question, the hanging of
tiel weald be a huge poiitical or party
Yaunder ; that if he desired to save his own
nevr and keep his purty from gring to pieces
he wourld jeave Kiel to shufile off this morial
cuil at tln cugzinand of nuture and nei by
& Governmut edict, ¢

We have shawn that Sir John will gain
ubsolubely nething, not o single constituenry,
uot even u singe vote, by hunging Riel. Ne
man that'has ¢vie voted or intends to vote
the Liberul ticket i) trunsfer his allegiance
to the Conservative - yse because Riel was

hanged. 3o far from igreasing his support,
Sir John weuld forfeit the aontidence and the
backing which he receives v jay from at
least one-hulf of the eatire population,

This view of the situation bzy uleo beem
tuken up by our moming contemporary the
Montreal f/erald. It arrives at the same
conclusions and admits that the results which
would flow from the execution of Riel would
be mnore disustrous to Sir John and hia party
thon asaything thut might happen if Riel
were permitted to live, The Herald says:—~

If it comes to party conmsiderutions, 'there
can be no douht that the Government will lose
far more seriously in Quebec through hanging
Riel than they possibly can in Oatario
through commuting his sentence. In the
Maritime Provinces the Opposition press holds
that the rebellion was caused by the Govern-
ment ; 80 that its mouth is clozed agninst any
outcry should Riel escape the death penalty,.
The pocition is simply this: Should they
wisk to break with mamy of its Quebec
sopporters, its eafety consists in sesiug
that a political murder is not com-
mitted, But why shonld the Government
wish to trenk with the Provinge of Quebea ?
Why should it prefer the support of a few to
the support of the many ? Ib ¢anpet le
bucause of the want of loyuliy of its Quebec
supporters ; their loyalty to the perty has
never flinched ; their votes have nlways been
at the Government’s hack, We believe the
Ontario party politicians nre grossly decuiv-
ing the Premicr ip regard to the freling in

THE CITY’S CONDITION IMPROVING.

The fact that the epidemic, from which we
have suffered so much of late, has decreased
in the number of deaths from sixty n day to
sourtecn, must be a subject of sincere satis-
faction to eli ovr citizens, but especinlly to
those who have labored so incessenly amid
so much discouragement and ia face of so
many obstacles, for the extirpation of the
scourge, - Althoogh we are not yet rid of the
disease, still it ia reascuably certsin
that, with the present agencies at
work, a few weeks more will see our fair city
once more in possession of & clean bill of
health. Then there will doubtless be many
who heartlessly criticised the health authori-
ties, who croaked and carped and claméred
at the measures adopted, found to cry out,
‘¢ Yes, just as wo said ; the health authorities
deserve credit for the work they have per-
formed und the stand they tovk in the city’s
interest.”

When the dark cloud that bas been so long
lowering over our fair city hus vanished—
when passioa and prejudice shall have passed
away—it will then be seen that tho truest
and Dest friends Monireal had ic the daye o
its durkness and distross were Aldormac
Gray, Chnirman of the Board ot Health, and
Hie Worship Mayor Braugrand. To these
two men Mountreal ower a profound debt o
geatitude tor the sacrifices they have muad:
in her interest —sacrifice of time, sacrifice of
peace of mind, sucrifice of health and !osa of
husiness.

With the aid of the powerful intervention
of prayer, which was so largsly resorted to in
all the churches, converts ana religious
houses, the health anthorities have now got
the disease f .irly under control, uud ars be—
ginoing to enjoy the first fruits of their
fabors in the grand chorus of approving pub
lic opinion. Thus it has ever been, Nothing
succeeds like success,

But the influence for good of the ecclesias.
tical authorities in all this business must
neither be forgotten nor despised. Some

A RECENT VISIT T0 THE HOME OF MY
A YOUTH.

BY JOHN FRASER, MONTREAL.

No 13,

Qa Sunday, the 18th of Qotober, 1885, the
writer paid a visit to the homoe of his youth,
It was just fifty yeara befare that day, on
Sunday, the 18:h of O :tober, 1835, that his
mother died at the old homestund. Fow men
living have been privileged to visit the home
of their youth on the fiftiuth auniversary of &
day so tull of sad memories. The echoes and
the empty tread of the old farm house sounded
in his ents like voices from the dend )

How changed was wll around ! Its ruined
walls and its almost roofless hoine o sad re-
membrance vring ! Not one of kith, kindred
or of name to be fouud there., Not one f
the mauy playmates of our youth. They are
all gone | The grearer number of them have
been gathered to their fathers Others of
them have found other homes. Ve felt us o
stranger, & desolate stranger at the home and
amid the very scenes of our youth,

Inere is a land. A spot ot earthsupremely
blest ! That land our country, «nd that spot
our home ! Sacred and dear memories will
ever cluster and cling aronad the home of our
youth, That home may have been humble,
but it is ever dear to the wanderer. It may
have been an Ebpglish cottage, an obscure
corper in some Highland glen, a lonely cabin
in Erin’s green iste, or some bright New Eng
land farm-house! "The words ** Home, aweet
home !” atrike a chord and find a response,
perhaps a ailent one, and ia the hardest heart.
Ihese words have called forth teara of true
tribute from every wanderer as ha dwells or
has dwelt upon the scened and the home of
his youth,

We stood beneath the samo clear, blne sky,
unchanged ! Such as gladdened our younp
days. We trod the very same ground as of
old ; bat, nevertheless, a change, a great
ckange, had been wrought! This was the
old home in which grandeire, grandwme,
father aad mother lived, laboured and died !
Chis was the home where sisters and brothers
were bora and grew up * side by side,” hut
now °*f their groves or their homes nre aevered
“Afar nnd wide.” The living remnunt  have
been driven from tiheir home by hanl oppres-
-ton, by wrong and outrage with which eanrth
is filled.

We sought the olld gardoen, where the pear,

the plum usnd cherey of Old Irane: were
rhaoicest of {rwit, but nothing remins to wmark
where a garden had heen, a ureen aod  eovers
the wholo spet Bven the oll huwthorp
which stood at the foot of the garden, with
tts seuts beneath the shade where fitty yoars
avo wa atudied our lessons or pondered over
sowmns favorite author, has »uccumbed to the
ravages of time or fullen beneath the levoller's
axe, :
We sought tho old seat by the roudside at
the corper of the old stone wall. Nothing
remsina to mark the spot vxcept the twoaup-
porting stooes. ‘'T'his old sest was the sum
mer evening resort of old and young—* For
talking age aoud whispering lover made ™
Many a tule of the old time, Scotoh or Cana.
dian, was told and re-told on that old seat.
[t was the family ont-door seat.

Old men naw livivg, who were brought up
in the country, will, on reading this, recall
and bring to mind jusat such another seat
close by the homea of their early youth. And,
perchance, they may repeople those dear old
scuts with fares from the dead ! with forms
which are ever ptesent in their memries !
Waander where we may, voices from ths dead
will ever ring in our earg, rejoicing the hear:,
or, mayhe, filliog it with deep sorrow in
dwelling upon the wronys and the ravages o
time.

Oa conclusion of the ScoteH serviwe we
called on our friend, the Rev. Futher Piche,
whose grand new church, the parish church
of Luachine, is close by the Scotch church
The good priest was delighted to 8o ug, ar d
doubly so when when we explained to him
the anpiversary of our visit to his parish
We spoke over all the wrongs conneated with
our famly troubles. He assured us taat his
prayers, the prayera of his congregation, nnd
the prayers of the good Nuns were constantly
before the Thrune of fod on behalf of our
family

This simple sketch of a visit to an old
Canadian home may meet the eye of mupy- a
grey haired wanderer whose early home is,

erhaps, thoasands of miles away, and may
awaken in him “Tics that atretch beyond
¢¢ the deep, and love that scorns the lapse of
¢ time,” This ia » {rue picture cf many an
old home. What home ia there, without its
tale of sorrow, Dy which fumilies huve heen
wronged, ruined and scattered to the four
winds of heaven? The wrong doer is to be
pitied . Mark him well as he walks the
public path :—*¢ Ha ever bears a silent cours
*% of justico in his brenat, Himaself the judge
 and jury, and himzelf the prisonor at the
*¢ bar, ever condemued.”

This old home is not only dear to the
writer s Luing bis birthplace, bug it will
ever be held sacred by Canadians of ull
coming geonerations as' being the spot on
which the home of the most voted character
in Cunadian history atill stands.  This was
the Cunadian haome of Robert de lu Salle, &3
described in our article 6 and 7 in Tak Posr.

This being the case, be considered the Coun-
-¢il had o perfect right to expross its dirgust
and disapproval of uny unjust and cruel act,
and he was sorry to have to stute thut the
‘Government of Canada had rendered itsulf
guilty of a most horrible and brutal crime.

The opinion of the people of
Montreal on the subject had been made
known through the medium of their journals,
