THE LABOR PROBLEM

Discussed by College Professors, Working-
men and Manufactureri—The demands of
the Enighys of Labor—FhilGarlic on Land

"~ —Mr. Powderley to retire.

The Age of Steel publishea the results of
an extended Inguiry inte various phases of
the labor question. In the form of commu-
nications from representatlve manufacturers,
workmen, and political economists. The
topics considered relate to strikes and lock-
outs, arbitration as a means of eettling dia-
putes between labor and capital, industrisl
partnerships, or » mutual participation of all
concerned in ths profits arising’ from produc-
tion, and the tgractioability of co-operative
production in the United States,

A summaty of the opinions expressed showa
that strikes and lockouts are an inevitable re-
suit of the wage eystem and of the present
forms of labor organizations, Arbitration
is commended, and, in most cases, the en-
actment of laws embodying its principles is
favored.

zof, Clark says: ¢ The competition which
is the basis of the orthodox political economy
is already a thing of the paat in the sphere of
wage adjustment, It has been vitiated by
combinations,

Prof. Jamea suggests that arbitration has
the great advantage of subjecting the acts of
parties to it to the efficient and powerfn
control of an emergstic public opinion. It
recognizes that the intereats at stake are not
merelg those of the laborerand employer, bat
also those of the community at large,

Edward Trow, Secretary of the Board of
Arbitration for the manufactured iron trade
of England, saya : ‘¢ The benefit and snccess
of the syastam ot arbitration for settling dis-
putes over the aystem of strikea and lock-outa
fully establishes ita utility and adaptability,
and no parallel can be found in the history of
trade where difficulties have been settled ao
advantageounsly.”

Many ocases are oited where manufacturers
have adopted arrangements for the division of
certain l:eroent&ges of surplua profits among
employés. Charlea A. Pillsbury & Co., of
MinnenEolis, say: *“ We have no reason to
regrot the amount of money which we have
thus distrijuted among our workmen, as it
haa given g & very loyal and conscientions
class of mej, and we certainly do not think
weare any-~poorer by the outlay. We never
have the least troubie with our employés or
disaffection among them,”

R. Heber Newton says that *¢ If nociety is
to advance, and the mass of men to be lifted
higher, & more just division of profits must
be found. Nay, then, if we are to avoid
bloody revoluation and anarchy, such a reform
muet accomplish itself in some way.”

John Jarrett advocates profit sharing if
based on industrial partnerships. He would
have the workmen purchsse shases in the
stock of the company by which they are em-

ployed. He regards intemperance as the
greatest curse of American workmen,

On the question of co-operation there is a
g{ent variety of opinion. J. C. Sarefield, of

ew York, believes that when indnstrial co-
operation is established, the day of deliver-
ance is at hend for the working classes whose
heritags is poverty and toil.

As a rule, the manufacturers do not rrgard
productive co-operation as practicable iu this
country. Many experiments have been made,
with indifferent success, Their failure is
azcribed to want of business tact, dishonest
officials, lack of education and the obstacles
thrown in its way by large corporations.

The Labor Commissioners advocate co-
operation as heneficial to both employer and
employdsa. It will increase the earnings of
capital by obviating long and expensive
strikes, and make the men more faithful in
their work and more careful of the interesta
of their employer,

MODERATE DEMANDS.

The order known as the Knights of Labor
has grown to such powerful proportions and
has demonstrated so often its ability to cope
with monopoly that it is not surprising to
find it the objeot of attack and abuse in the
corperation sheets, A studied attempt is
being made in certain quarters to misrepre-
sent the objents of the order. A few journals
have gone so far as to allege that it favors a
recourse to violence. -

The principles of the organization are pub-
lished in all the labor journals and are within
the rench of all. It is, s the New York Sun
recently said, one of the moat conservative
labor organizations ever formed, because it
appeals to the intelligence of the work-
ingman, The character of the leading
men of the order is itself a ruarantee
of the sound metheds it adopts, Ihe chief
executive officer, T, V. Powderly, is a man
of great ability, and possesses the full confi-
dence of the workingmen. He outliged the
objects and methods of the order in his ad-
dress befere the internatiova] assembly which
met recently, In that addreas he said:
“Some of the most nupencticable nud vision.
ary schemes,” he says, * havo hecn ventilated
as tho pluns of this order. Some speakers
have advocuted the usc of frearms, dyramite,
nud, in fact, every kuown winthod of destrue-
tion, The tiwe bus arrived (o put a stop to
such false aud pernicivus teachiugs, It will
not do to aimply suy thut we Jo not advo-
eate such things, and that auch persons who
tatk in that way are in erior; we must go o
sten further, and declare &that euch conduct
shall be suffivioat caunse for oxpulsicn from
the order.”

Regardiog Stone, it is
stated that, althongh o regular attendant at
the Methodist Church, he was an nncompro-
mising infidel, and also that sithough never
scen to enter o tavern, he was a confirmed
whiskey drinker, and at times of a moody
sod brooding disposition, On the arrival of
Dr. McLean, of Beamaville, and DPr. Jessep,
of Jordan, their first care was to examinoe the
injured girl, who,jalthough fearfully shocked,
was not suffering much pain. It was found
that the bullet had entered the right side in
the vicinizy of the lobe of the liver, but had
gone too far to be extracted or reached with
the probe.

which stave us in the face. These are calcu-
lated to cause the greatest alarm, and the
story told by Arohbishop Taché is, of course,
not to be questioned in accuracy. He con-
firms the dark rumors of ar Indian uprising,
and his confirmation makes vhe rumors
darker than before, It is periectly clear that
trouble is growing, Father Lacombe tells of
% gecret meotings” and an apparent distrost
of the priests which ought to delight the
hearts of the new Orange friends of the red
mexn. Ammunition is}heing cackéd, and worse
than all, the moral effect of Col. Otter’s un.
wise excess of zeal hos borne fruit. It is
known that Poundmaker refused to surrender
to that officer, as he claimed to
have  defeated him, and natarally
an Indian would not weigh the strategical
value of a ¢ viotory ” followed by a hasty re-
treat of fifteen miles. Archbishop Taché re-
minds the country that Indian uprisings are
very sndden, and that the signs are at present
of a charactor that presage one, Tho fatal
break in the link between the whites, the In.

At present ary attempt to conciliate the hali-
breeds would seem impossible. What then
remeing? To quote the Archbishop sgain,
‘‘gomething should be done without delay to
avert even the possibility of another out-
break.” But whatis being done by the Go-
vernment ? Practically nothing. The fact
that these alarming statements are published
in the Afail shows that tiey are worthy the
attention of the supporters of the Government.
If they do not know the horrors of an Indian
uprising they can easily obtain descriptions
of them, and then, if not too late, may try and
avert the atorm from the settlera in the North-
west,

THE CHURCH WASTING AWAY IN
THE UNITED STATES.

Our readers will remember that last week
we undertook to diagmose a brief editorial
paragraph which appeared in the Montreal
Daily Wilness. The operation revealed, not-
withstarding the brevity of the Wiiness
paragraph, that it contained nine distinct
statements which were directly opposed to
facts and truth, We admit it was a bad
tearing to pleces of our ‘‘only religions

ignorance or . wilful, deception,’ In the
diagnosed paragraph which was, supposed to
deal ‘with the: North-West -Rebellion, - the.
only ‘religions ° daily ‘managed t6 introduce a
statement that the ¢ Catholic Chiroh ‘wastes
away in the United States,” and which con-
stituted - *Lie No, IV.” We proved this
assertion of the Daily Wiiness to have
as little foundation .in faot as any
of the other **pine,” Qur contemporary, be-
ing unable to explain or suppert ita position
on eight of the points, contenta itsslf with an
answer to No. IV. and maintaing that it was
right when it said that the church wastes
awny in the United States,”

How does the *“ only religicus daily ” prove
it? By quoting largely from ancient history !
The sayings ‘and opiniona of two or threo
bishops, uttered thirty and fifty years ago,
and of a few newspapers of more recent Gate,
are thrown at us as proof that the Church is
dying out in the American Republic. The
Witness quotes these opinions, but it takes
very good care not to say under what circum-
stances they were delivered. The fact
that Archbishop Hughes once said *“the
¢s people at home do not fully understand the
st position of the emigrants, thousands being
¢¢]1ost in the large cities, whils in the conntry
s¢the faith has died cut of multitndes,” is no
corroboration of the Witness contention that
the church is wasting away. These words of
Archbishop Hughes only prove that in the
immense territory of the Union the spiritua
and reflgious wants of the people werg not
and could not be attended to by the ministers
of their religion, for the very good reason that
the supply of priests and churches were not
adequate to the demand, We have known
Catholio families to have lived In the States
without seeing priest or church for decades of
years, for there was neither one nor the other
within reach of them for miles often reaching
np to the hundred. Then as to the large
cities, the fact that Catholics, like Protestants
and Jews and Gentiles, fall a prey to sin and
abandon the practice of their religion is no
argument that the Church is wasting away.
1f it wera there would be mighty little of any
charch left.

All this is negative proof that the conten.
tion of the Daily Witness is falss, A little
affirmative atgnment will show the strength
and truth of our positien.

I the Church is wasting away it certainly
could not be improving ; its present condition
ought to be worse than its past. That isa
plain proposition and clear enough for the
only religious daily to see throungh.

Now, who is bold or idiot enough, outside
of our contemporary, to assert that the condi-
tion of the Church is worse to-day than il
was yestarday or fifty years ago? In 1830
the total population of the Republic was
12,866,020. Oat of that number the Catho-
Yics could scarcely claim one million, or all
the other denominations together out-
numbered them by 13 .,to 1. Mark that.
To-day the total population is about
fifty-two milllon. Of these millions no
less than 12 or 13 are Cathelica and acknowl.
edged a3 such by their diocesans. Thus all
the other denominations put together only
outnumber Cathelics by 4 te 1.

But if the Church was wasting away, as
alleged, this enormous gain should have becn
an eaormous loss ; that is, instead of number-
ing 1 to 4, the Catholice should be in smaller
proportion to the combined population than
they were in 1830, when they were only 1 to.
18, The Witness tries to get out of the cor-
ner by saying that the Catholic Church gains
enormonsly through immigration, but that
is no explanation for the wasting away state-
ment, for the other denominations gain much
more largely through the same source.

As a matter of fact there has only been
emigration from one Catholic Europesan coun-
try, worth connting, and that is from Ireland,
The emigration from Spain, Italy and France
is nothing compared to the hordes that leave
and have left Protestant Germany, Great
Britain, Norway, Sweeder, and non.-Catholic
Ruesia, If anything, the other combined
dencminations should to-day outnumber
Catholica by 20 to 1 instead of 4 to 1.

But if the Church is strong in the numbers
of its rank and file, what shall we say of the
strength it has gained in its hierarchy and
its eccclesiastical, religious, charitable and
scholastio inatitutions. No country in the
world, nor since the Christian era, can show
such a development of Catholicism in all its
aspects as that which has occurred under the
Amerioan Republic during the past few de-
cades, The Republic has had its Cardinal, a
dignitary which but privileged nations could
claim, .

The Church, which was represented fifty
years ago by a few Bishops and Priests in the
United States, can now point to an episcopate,
a clergy and a body of religious which haveno
superiors in the entire Christian world. Let
the Daily Witness count the twelve Arch.
bishops in the United States, and see what
eminence of intellect, and of sanctity, charac-
terizes them ; let it run over the names of the
62 Bishops and sec the piety, the ability and
zeal of which these pastors are the personi.
fioation ; let it look at that army of 7,296
priests, 1,621 ecclesiastical students 51ways
in the breach and ready to defend their flocks,
and say if the Church is wasting away ; let it
gaze upon the 6,655 churches, the 1,071
chapels and the 1,733 stations which dot the
entire country, and say if the grandeur and
the number of these eacred edifices are an
evidence of weaknezs and of wasting away,
Why the Church is spreading so rapidly that
the colieges and seminaries oannot educate
and form priests sufficient to attend to the
10,650 places of divine worship. The supply
of priests is short by 3,454,

Then lot the Daily Witness take a glance
at the 36 theological seminaries, the 85 col-
loges, the 618 academies, the 2621 parovhial
achoals (in compotition with State subsldized
schools); and finally the 449 charitable in-

ENGLAND IN BURMAH,

The reports as telegraphed from Burmash
seem to indicate that Gencral Prendergast is
not having so easy 8 walk over the course a8
his first exploit ssemed to indicate, Having
started to chastise the Dacoits, a tribe of
robbers which bave loog held . high
carnival in Burmah, and which corres-
pend to some extent to the Hill
Tribes in Northern India, two pretenders to
the throne have arisen with their adherents in
his rear. These two men have been long
kept in a condition of quiet by the energetic
and strictly Oriental manner in which Thebaw
¢ reatrained ¥ thoss who made an effort on
their behalf, But the fear of Thebaw and
the fear of Prendergast are two differ-
ent affairs, and o it seems that
two armies ot some thirty thousand strong
are in the fietld. Tbe two armies are not in
concert, as they are headed by men each
aspiring to the same object, but they may
oauge infinite difficulty to Genersl Prender
gast, The Burmese arc not ¢ be deapised as
opponents, as the two previous wars fully
demonstrated, and it may be that the
British commander is falling into an
error often committed before by officers in
o similar position in the east, namely,
that of underrating the enemy. If the hostiles
and Dacoits were to make common cause
against the annexation of their country to
India, the conquest of the country may prove
& hard nut to crack, It is potew.rthy that
these people who are rising in de-
fence of their country are, in the
language of the invaders, ‘““rebels,” This
is comical. If they are rebels we presume
the invadera are * patriots,” Some may hold
the opinion that the *‘rebels” are acting as
most people would if they saw their King
deposed, their country quietly annexed, and
their nationality practically absorbed into an
empire of whioch they kpow nothing and
with which they have no kindred feeling or

sympathy.

LOYALTY AND PATRIOTISM,

_ What Is *“loyalty * and what ia ¢ patriot-
ifm 1’ Qur definition of “loyalty” is,
obedience to constituted authority whether
that suthority is right or wrong. Bat con-
stituted authority may be forced on a people
agsinst their will, and then active “‘loyalty "
becomes a crifre sgainet the nation.
** Patriotism,” on the stheér hand, may be de-
fined as obedience to the populir will what-
eyer that will may be, If fir instance the
Irish people to-morrow said that they did not
want Home Rule, then the true patriot would
support the will of the people whether that
will waa in accord with hia viaws or not. Or
if the people of Canada said that they were
in tavor of Independence or Annexation
or a Federation of the Empire, then
every hounest citizen of this country would
give adhesion to what the people demanded,
[ no matter what his private convictions were,
The U. E, Loyalists for inatance were
“loyal,” but they were not patriotic. They
were ‘‘loyal” to a power that oppressed
them, and they were traitors to the will of
the American people. But ou the other
hand the men of Alsace-Lorraine were
“loyal” and ‘patriotic.,” They were
loyal to * France” and they were * patri-
atic” because they refused, as much as they
dared, to wccept the rule of a foreign power
that was forced on them in spite of all their
protestationa. Of the two, *loyalty " and
¢ patriotism,” the Iatter is, by far, the
higher virtue, Naw take the Orangemen of
Canada, take such men as Lord Lansdowne,

Sir Frederic Middleton, Lord Melgund, and
the cloud of English ¢ younger sons ” who are

in thig country, theee men are loyal, but they

havenopatriotismsofaras Canadaisconcerned.

Lhey ore “‘loyal” to English interests, and
to English interests before any other interests
in the world, How does anyone suppose that
such men as those are the right and proper
persons to hold high offices in the country

and fill the Civil Service with employés?
Do we not all know that, if it would benefit
England, there is not one of those men who

would not, if he could, let the waters of
Hudson’s Bay flood the land? What do they
care for Canada except to make momey, or
perhape game, ont of it | YWhat does it mat-

ter to them if the Indisns go on the war path

or the half-breeds into revolt? A great

number of them do not come to stay.

They simply sguat here to make, what
they cannot make at home, a living, They

would be welcomeif they became “patriotic,”

but as men who defino their *‘loyalty” as
England first and Canada sfterward, then the
government of the country is guilty of
treason to the people by employing them at

all, We want a government that will make
thia olass of men get out of all offices of
publio trast, or else let them moke ¢¢ Canada
Firat” their ory, The most faithful and the
most patriotic men in Cansda to-day
as & people, outside the French Canadians,

are the-Irish Catholics of Canada. They are
“loyal to the will of the people of Canada and
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they “do not care & emap of
ingland, | | They . are *not ‘withont .spnje
:patriotic attachment to this their ld&'p'tea

The papets which considered snd said thal
Catholian, especially of this Province, were
nothing but a priest-ridden set,” *¢ religious
serfs” and the like, are now the firat to ferret
out passages in Papal and Episcopal docu-
ments, which they construe into prohibitions
to take part n the political movements of
the day.

TUOE HIS OWN LIFE.

A YOUNG ENGLIBHMAN LOBES HEART AND
BLOWS HIS BRAINS QUT.

One of the saddest cases of self-destruetion
which has ever been chronicled in this city,
occurred about 3.30 ao'clock Saturday after-
noon, It was aliout this time that Mr, Thos.
Gallagher, while walking at the upper end of
Univeraity street, found a man lying in the
snow with the blood alowly oozing from a
bullet hole in the centre of his forchead,
and with a revolver tightly grasped
in his hand. Mr. Gallagher communicated
with the polics, and the body was removed
to tho morgue, where an inquest was opened
by the Deputy Coroner yesterday morning.

A SAD CAREER.

At the inquest it was learnod that the man
who had thus committed the desperate act of
self-destruction was a young Englishman who
wag known by the nawe of Joseph Krnest
Taylor, and who had cowme to Canada just &
year from tho day he died. ile had received
o first-class education, spoke three languages,
and had studied medicine at the Victoria
University of Manchester, Eng, When
he firat arrived here he had lettors of
recommendation to the Messrs, Allan, in
whose employ he remained for some time.
On the organization of the Isolation Police he
secured a place as corporal and remained on
the force until the time of its reduction some
seven weeks ago. About this time he went
to board with Corporal Allan of the samc
force, in rear ot 1,318 Notre Dame street.
He stated that % had secured employment
at the Mechanics’ sank., A few days ago
somo one informed My, Allan that they
had seen the young man in the Young
Men's Christian Assaciation Roomz during
business hours. As he was in debt some $25
for board, on Sataurday morning Mr, Allan
told him what he had learned, and gave him
until Monday to pay his bill. At two o'clock
the young man left the house statin% that he
wouid go and see Mr. Montague Allan and
return with the money at six. It waa sub-
sequently learned that ho went direct to the
disiufecting house on Albert strest and bor-
rowed a revolver from the caretaker's wife,
saying that he was going to Ste. Cunegonde
with Detective Cing-Mars. This was the
last geen of him alive,

AN IMPORTANT CLAIM REVIVED.

THE QUEBEC SEMINARY ENTITLED TO AN
IMMENSE BLOCK OF LAND OR ITY VALUE IN
THE UNITKD STATES,

A despatch from Washington statea that at
the time the dominion of France extended
over nearly the whole valley of the
Mississippi, the French Government granted
to the Quebec Seminary 92,960 acres of
land in that part of its American
possessicns which afterwards became thae
State of Illinois. When Frauce ceded this
territory to the United States, the rights of
the Quebec Seminary wore overlooked and
there has beea no questior. of them during
the last century. Finally, however, the Que-
bec Seminary officially ceded ita rights to
Bishop Baltes, of Alton, on condition that
he should apply any indemnity therefor re-
ceived from the American Congress to
works of religion and charity in his
dioccse, Bishop Baltes never entertain-
ed tho idea of pressing the olaim to
the land itself in Illinois granted to the Sem~—
inary, but he holde that the Seminary is en-
titled at least to some indemnity or compen-
sation, Congressman Thomas, of Illinois,
having undertaken to lay the claim before
Congress, has just introduced a bill which
proposes to grant to Bishop Baltes property
titles of 40 acres each to the extent in all of
92,960 acres of land in’any of the vacant
public domain not specially reserved by law—
said titles to be negotiable by endorsatlon
like other commercial paper. ‘
