VIEWS OF AI EMINET ECCLESIASTIC ON
TaE sITUATION.

PARIs, Aprii 14.-The BUi for expelling
priestsand nuns [rom their pomts as teachers
in the Publie Schoali of Franc. Las already
passed both Chamber, and as tieti sente
amendments wil pi arobly be macoepted by the
Lower Chamber it -U doubtiess soon be-
oome a law. This meuaure provides that al
nus and prictas now teacbing lu public
chools shall b areplaced by lay tehers
within lite yeare after the passage of the
law. As there aen many hundres of manch
tachers the menasure causes a bitter quarrel
between Rot-man Catholics snd auti-religion.
iais. Proiestants take little part in the con-
tet, being cnnparatively faw in number,
snd not greatly interested either way. I
called upon one of the Lighest Roman
Uathohli prelates of France, one who perhaps
mighth e regarded as able mtopeak with
more authority as t Lthe views of bis Church
th a any other, in order te learn the opinions
of hia Church in regard te this Bill, sud
while he did not feel at liberty ta lot me
give his name, ha freely replied ta my en-
quiries.

NO RELIGION AT ALL.
Ths l enet a blow at the Catholic religion-it
is ouly the attack made by atheistu upon aIl
religions teaching. Ail religions, therefore,
wili sufier, but the governmaent of the nation
and the morality of the people will suffer
more. We believe it i not enough ta tesch
the people a little religion on Sunday. Young
people espociall youga te bave mI inatiiid
Loto thuie mindsatevery day. I do net mean
they abould actually& pend their time at
chool studying religion, that la mot done

now even, mn:s=and priests do not read the
Bible in the school, but mrely by their pet--
sonal influence train the mind to respect God
sud form moral habits. I must acknowledge
there are sone lay teachers who are very
moral and good, but there are others who are
immoral and atheists, and I know of one as
least.who daily us, efforts te teach athelsum
te childreu. I do mot belleve, however, the
sisters will be put ont of the bchools, for they
are tao popular in France. They help the
pour and have made too many friends for theui
ta be turned out aut leat soon. The law allows
five years for an entire change, and I believe
at the end fC that time the Goverament will
have tauk, for a extension of time inthe
case of lte sisters at least."

sian of the schools," I ssed,I what will be
the policy of the Roman Catholic Church in
regard to educating children whose parents
are too poor t send them t paid schools ?"

" There are now Cathollo schoolm ail over
France supported by voluntary gift. They
cen be educated there, but pertons in the
employ of the Government or who are in
any way dependent on Government for
occupation or charity are obliged by law te
send thir children toe Public Schools. That
includes uot only all court and police
officials, but all post office, telegraph, snd
ia employés ai bdes the army and navy,

sud people employed in tobacco factories and
other Government monopolies. Of course, if
the children of aU these classes mumt listen
te atheisia teacbimg ail tLe week, we m st
do aIl we can on Sunday to counteract their
teachinga. You mut understand that the
grest struggle in France i between Religion
and Atheism, and not between Uatholice sud
Protetants. There are lu France about
twelve million. cf people who bave been
baptizea in the Catholio Church, but of thes
only aboutt en millions aii really ithe
Church. There may be two or three millions
of Protestants and people of other formes i
religion, the rest are atheists or people who
give religion no thought and never go ta
church. in Paria thera is a population of
nearly two and a half million., yet aIl the
churches of Parisa if filled to their utmost
capacity wonid not contain over hall a million
and they are never all filled. Immorality js
grocing all the time. In France people are
losing all respect for the principle of religion.
There is neothing te restram them againt the
tendency t in, ud the Republic is sure ta
psy the penalty. Sooner or later there will
corne s reaction, and religion wl mot lti-
mately suffer. But meantime France will
suffer seriously.

T E FÈOOD OF 1886,
Between olod sand plagues blontreai's lot,

las not of late benu any too pleaEant. Three1
floode within twelve monthe give the me-
tropolia a deluge record which few towns eau i
bast of. The inundation from which the
city bas been uaffering since Saturday
last is the greateet both as to extent
and damage that bas occurreda since
its foundation. The oldest inhabitant lias no
recolection of such an overflow of the inighty
waters af the St. Lswrence, and certainly no
one bas ever seen such a wholesale destrue-
tion c' private effects, retail goodesand whole-
sale Wres. Fully 12,000 familles have been
flooded ont. The whole of Point St. Charles
and St. Gabriel Village are under
water. Griflitown i almost invisible.
Victoria Square l a dirty lake. The
Bonaventure depot and yard could float
the whole river craft. McGill, Notre Dame
West, St. James West. out te the city limita,
a large portion of Craig and St. Antoine
streets, with all the cross streets, are tnder
three teton feet cf water. As these, with
the strects on the river front, consti-
tute the langer part of the business
section of the city, one eau get au idea of
the work of devastation and of destruction
te all kinds of property, especially when the
owners had taken inEufficient precautions te
save their goods. There are thousands who
had placed their goods on a leel ta protect
them froin the ravages of an ordinary flood,
but who have to-day te bmean the losas of
the bat portion of their fortune, owing to
the unprecedented rise of 44 feet and 6 inches
which the river reaced on Saturday night
and stili maintains at the present writing.
" We are completely wiped out," is the cry ef
mny a lretai dealer to-day. Their stocka are
darnaged beyond redemption. Tien there are
the poor families whose everything in the
way of furniture and clothing atill lie soak-
ing in from five te tean feet of water. Their
lssa wil] b irreparable, and wil ihe the cause
o much misery uni distress. Theynow have
not a bed te lie -n, and when the waters sub-
aide, they will not b a bit better off.

The wholesale houses in many instances
wili aise suffer great lots, and fallures will
probably be in order. Perhaps no section of
the community las been se unfortunate as
the English press.

The lierald, the Vitnesse, the Gazette and
THE POST have been badly soaked. On Satur-
day the flood put out our fires about noon
and stopped the presses. With its usual
courtey, 'the ferald came ta our assistance,
but when the last edition cf TirE Post'
was about hall run cl, the flood
entered the lerald buildings and made
further printing impossible. Our contempo-
raty thé Daily Witn w, with marked Sind-
ness, then placed its presses at eur disposal,
wlien we continued te run off the edition.
Ti last copies were scarcely printed when
the Witnss fires were also put out. This
morning Messrs. E. Senecal & Son kidily
tendered us the use of their press, -of
vhich w will thankfully avail ourselves,

Tite farmtere themsielves ara either
living for the presuat in the attics or ont on
the rafters of their barni, and their stock are
on top of the matnure heaps. Fenes have
been tioated oi, faundations of houes and
haras nndermined, and much damage done.
