Rale Meeting and Subscribe Liberally -

A meeting of the citizens of Pembrdke was
held recently in the town hall for the pur-
o of expressing practical sympathy with’
r. Gladstone in hia efforts to seoure for
Ireland an independent leghlsture. All
clastes and nationalities amcng the citizens
werc represented. Mr. Willlam Mof-
fat occupied the . chair, snd Mz,
J. P, rafield acted as mecretary.
The chalrman made a neat speesh, in which
he explained the object for which the meet-
ing was called, pointing eut that the struggle
naw h-ing waved in Great Britaia and ﬁro-
laud by (3' -~ ...s »ail Parnell was a struggle
for civil libariy, thut it was not a question of
creed cr nationality, but a constitutional
warfare to obtain for the Irieh people the
boon of self-goverament, which we as'Can-
adians so much prized.
Mr. M. J. Gorman, L L.B., followed in an
earnest and practical address, in which he
showed the necessity for strenzthening Par-
nall in the approaching ccnteat by contribu.
tions to the Parliamentary fund, Mr. Gor-
men, who is himself a Conservative, highly
sulogized Mr. Gladstone, describing him as
perhaps the greatest statesman the world had
-over seen—a etateaman who had spent his
life in bringing shout uscful roforme.  The
speaker impressed his audience that all
friends of homoe rule should make it & point
to explivin that in no way was religion con-
cerued in the matter. The question was
solely one of civil liberty. Heexplained that
in tne four provinces of Ireland there were
unions which extended t> every constitaency,
and whose object was to defeat every Par-
nellite candidate,

FRA CARLO'S CRUCIFIX.

A MARVELIGUS WORK OF ART AT THE THILA-
" DELPHIA CATHXDRAL,

( Philadelphia Record. )

An ivory erucifix, upon which the figure of
Cbrist is portrayed s he is supposed to have
sppesrod at the crucifixion, is among the
most valaed works of art at the Roman
Catholic Cathedrsl in this city. 1tisalso an
object of devotion to many of the worahip-
pers at the cathedral, few of whom probably
are acquainted with its remarkable history,
YWhile the authorities of the church do not
insiat npon sheir followers believing that the
crucifix waa produced by miracalons interven-
tion, yet 30 muny remsrkable facts are pre-
sented in connection with its production asto
make it easy fcr Catholice to balieve that
the maker ot this figure received Divine as-
sistance, The ivory figure is over two feet
long and oue foot wide Latween the hands,
It is monated on a wooden crosa and ias en-
closed in a glame case, which reets alongside
the Drexel memorial altar.

‘The maker of this figute was Catlo Antonie
Pesenti, who was born of poor parsctsin
1803, at Genoa, Italy. From early life he
evinced a fondness frr religion, and when 20
years cld he started on foot for Rome, but,
after many days’ travelling, eought shelter in
the monuetery of Sc. Nichclas, some distance
from the Ezeinal City.  He was told thata
peet lence was nt its height in that city,
whereupon he remained at the monastery,
essistirg the mooks at their lalors. lis
stay wsn lengtheved into years, apnd fioally
he touk tae vows cf brotherhood und was
1Ivm the nama of Fra Cale. Qae day, sfter
twe sty veavs of seif-abaegation and poverty,
the monk was sitting on a kooll guteide the
monstery thinkiog of the cracitixion, when
the ezrtn trembled and all zecmed to grow
dark. As Fra Carlo afterward stated, he
could sce a light appearing in the distance
which gradually grew near eui revealed his
80ul's desire—~Christ ouiled to the cross.

For days after the disappesran:e of the
vision he was nbsorbed in the contemplation
of what he had lshell, snd commouicated
bis experience to his brothier monks, who o1l
b:lieved Fra Carlo had been vouchsafed a
eight of the crucitixion of Christ. He longed
t2 reproduce the scene upon canvas or in
matble, bat he had na knowladge of art; had
never been instructed even in its rudimenta,
and was in despair at the thought that there
was no means by which he could transmit to
posterity this remsrkable vision,

Fiulled with pious thoughts, he one day
entered a cell that he often frequented. Upon
the floor he saw a huge dark objest, which
vroved to be an ivory tusk, four feet long by
fourteen jnches in diameter, and weighing
125 pounds. Lt was thought na animal of the
present age could preduce auch a tusk, and
no vne in the monsatery could explain how
it came within ite walls. Fre Carlo deter-
mined to take it to his cell and attempt the
feat of carving the figure of Christ as he
beheld it in tho vision. For four yearahe
libored inceseantly, at the end of which time
he gave to the world the figure that je now in
the ¢athedral. Crowds flooked to the 1onas-
tery to see the * Miraculous Cross.” It:{ame
reached the leading sculptors and artista of
Italy, who examined it critically and pro-
nounsed it an inimitable work of art, an
anatomical acouracy, which could not be
considered lesa than miraculous,

Fra Carlo was finally induced to part with
his image tc Mr. E. Lester, who was then
United States consul at Genoa, for a large
eum of meney, which was devoted to chari-
table purpoaes in conuection with the monas-
tery. It was brought to Florence ns the
suggestion of Mr. Powers, the fnmous Ameri-
can sculptor, who fancied he could improve
the eyelrow, but after having it at his studio
ten days he returncd it, caudidly coufsesing
that it could not be improved by any artist
on earth. It waa exhibited all over Europe,
and the Cosmopolitan Art Association became
its poesessors hy purchasing it from a gentle-
manl who received it from Mrv, Lester for
810,000, It afterward fell into the hands of
a geatleman from Ponnsylvania, from whom
Bishop Newman received it, and upon his
death it was transferred to his successor.
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AN HISTORICAL FVENT.

MGR. TASCHEREAU RECEIVES THE CARDINAL'S
CAP—THE DPAPAL DELEGATES’ ARRIVAL—
IMPOSING CEREMONY AT THE PRESEN-
TATION-—QUEBEQ AGAIN EN FETE.

« Quepro, June 20.—Count Gazzoli, the
ga?de noble of His Holiness Pope Leo X1IL,
who is the bearer of the cardinaly cap to
Cardinal Tascbereau, arrived here this miorn-
ing by the Canadian Pacific rmlw‘r;y train, and
was met at the station by Grand Vicar Legare
and by Rev. C. A. Murois, secretary to the
cardinal. They at once proceeded to the St.
Louis ‘hotel, where the garde noble will re-
side durin% his visit_to Quebec. - At 1 o'clock
the Grand Vicar and Rev. C. A. Marcis were
driven to the St. Louishotel in the cardiaal’s
.aquipage, and met the garde mnoble and es-
‘corted him to the pnlace, the Grand Vicar
and the noble guard occupying the rear sent
and the secretary the front seat. They were

dniven through several strests en rowte
to the vpalace, which were thronged
with citizens  anxous  to  see the
bedvrer of the calotte. Flaga  were

flying, bells ringing, pecple ruuning to and fro,
and, amidst the wildest excitoment, the carriage
was drawn up before_the door of the palace.
The Count was dressed in the full uniform of a
papal garde, having on a blue tunic embroidered
with gold, white pantsloons, etc., and wore a
large and massive gﬁld helmet, while a sword
hung by his side. He was escorted to the re-
ception room, where His Eminence Cardinal
Taschereasu was seated upon tha throne,
surrounded by ‘his  clergy, Upon enter.
ing the Gards Noble and is Emin-
ence bowed to eaeh other, when, amidst
profound silence, the Gard Nogle of His Holi-
ness was announced by thse Grand Vicar. The
Garde Noble then advanced, and, with an im.

CUSTOMS FRAUD AND BRIBERY.

A most aerious charge has heen made
againnt the Customs Department in connec.
tion with the settlement of a recent seizure
of goods of a well known fancy goeds firm in
this city. It was the Zrade Bulletin that
unearthed the scandal and took the responai-
bility of publishing it. Two ministers and
two membere of Parliament sre ssid to be
implicated and to have shared the *‘awnp™
that was levied on the offending merchant
to hush up his viclaticn of the customns
laws,

Four thousangd dollars is the amount nimed
as  having bhen divided up anung the
“ Boodlemen.” The syscem of contoning
offences committed against tho Customs Liws
in supremely unjuet snlirjurious to honest
traders, whose inter-ety sre thus sericutly
imperilled, tut when it 18 arompanicd by
corrapt practiced ani unblusbing Lribery it
Is time for the people to awaken to ke
gravity of the situation and 'demand that the
criminals be braught td'justice,

In the present instance the %ﬁ‘argc of cor
ruption and britery should be investigated to
catablish cither its truth or untruth and cleor
the Ministers and membars of Parliament
who sve said to have been parties to the
tranzaction. The Trade Bulletin returne to
the subject in its last jmue ani avers:—
* That the sum of four thousand do!lars was
poid Ly a partoer of a ccriain firm in this
city, not very loug since, t7 wsecend purty, fer
tho purpase of acttling, or bushing up, n case
of fraud upcn Mer Mojesty's Cualome,
we have uo wore doubt about than we have
of cur own existenve. fhat the case was nt
once seltled, hushed up, or, as My Wolf
would putit, held in wbeysnce until there
wad ‘‘sullicieat evidence to copvict,” we are
cqunlly certain, Bunt how tho whels of the
£4,000 was appreprinted we admit plainly,
as we did in the previous issue of the 7rarlc
Bulletin, that we are not so certain, We nro
nevertheless in a position to refute theac.
sumption of the @azetéc that the 81,000 was
misappropriated by the ‘‘ambassador.”

THE CIVIL SERVICE AND HOME

But the perfod of their domination ia passing
away. Canidiapa have not failed to observo
that the settlad policy of Eugland has been
to leaye Canada to her own devices. Since
British atatesmen discovered that they could
not govern Canada 10 as to wmake her tribu-
tary to English commervse they linve taken care
that they shall not be piit to troublsorexpense
on her account. . They withdrew their troops
from Canada, digmantlied their fortifications,
t1d os plainly that we would have to tike
care of our own defencos and followed up the.
policy of abandonment by the sacrifice of
Canadian c¢laims whenever they were op-
posed by the United States. o need no®
go back even so fur as the Washington treaty
for proof of this, for does not tho rccent ac.
tion of the British Goveroment, in rcfusiog
t> sustain the Dominfon in the present
fisheries dispute show that we have nothing
to hope for from England in cazes of foreign
aggression ? .

The sooner Conadians understand aud
apply the logic of these tacts the better for
themselves. Mr. Blake, by his outspoken
demand for the right to make our owa trea-
t'es, is tully in nccord with popular sentiment.
1t is enicidal policy to trust the management
of matters atfectiog our mast vital interests
to auother party, and that party predeter-
mined ts make them subservient to her own.

HIDEOUS SYSTEM.

The Traflic in Indian Giris—An Appeal for
Help—The Government Asked to ln-
terfere—The Montana Law in
sSuch Matters, elc,

To the Editor of the Mail—Sir,—I must
apologize for again taking up the subject on
which so much has beenspoken and wriiten
of late, feeling it a duty owed to God and
man to add yet another protest againat the
atate of immorality in this neighborhood. It
is 1o use dunying it ; it is staring ua in the
face whichever direction we may go; and we
are powerless to prevent it. Much as this
nauseating subject has heen ventilated of
late, there has not as yet been a blow atruck
at the root of the evil.

In the first place we say moat emphatically
that the fact exists, much asinterested partiea
may state to the contrary or guibble abont
the words * traffic” or *“‘cohabitation,” out
of which 30 much was made in the late con-
troversy. No matter how much it may be
condoned and winked at liere, we can enume-
rate at any time when asked over twenty
cases of bargain and salo of young Indian
girls to white men within the last three
years, We with to leave entirely out of
the question the case of these persons
known as ‘‘old times,"” or those who married
according to the Indian custom when there
were nu white women in the country. There
wounld not bs one word said by the miesicn-
artes further than t> point out to these men
the superiority and security of the married
stato, if this were the extent of the evil; but
it is not, In pine cases out of ten either the
maq or the woman proves unfaithful within
aix monthe., Now, what is the consequence }
Either the girl returns to her parents only to
bo sold again at the first opportunity, or she
Decomes o common prostitute, But, bad as
this state of things is, it is not the worst we
have to record.

It has been ramored that if we do not cease
to agitate this queetion, a lesgue will be
formed againet the missionarics. God forhid
that the charge of morail cowardice should I
brought against us at the Gireat Assize, God
forbid that the voice of conscience and of
truth should b stified by the threats of
desperadocs,  Already the beautiful little
church in the town of Fort Macleod hag been
destroycd by the henl of an incendiary,

The rules of the Canadian House of
Commons were to be follow.d. Mr. Judge
moved the adoptiun of the report.

Mr. J. X. Perrault, in & few words, proposed
as an amendment, that the names of the two
seeretaries be added to the resolution committee

This ameudment Ereated consnderable duy-
cussion, ag, if a1y od it would give the
Province of Quebet nevea ropresentatives ou
that commuttee. Several Ontario delegates spoke
atroogly agaiust, wltle othera were in favor of
admitting the secretaries, providad Oatarivgot
two more represcutatives.

Mr. Banry moved in sub-amoodment that the
seoretaries be piaced on the comnpittee without
power 1o vote, but even this ameundmeut
only sarved_to ingrease ths diveussicn, during
waich My, Oumerou, of Ontario, threatened to
retire {rom the cenvestion if twe more Que-
bec mer were nominated. A vote was tinally
taken and Mr, Barry’s sub smendment was losg
by & division of 26 to 35,

Mr. Barry then attemypted to present ancthr
sub-amendment in fuvor of adding two Ontirio
men as well, but winle he was doing <o one ol
the delegates moved the previous question,
which motisn was careied, and finally the report
of the general committee was adopted unamend-

One of ths memberaof ghe general comnmittes
then announced that the question had come up
in committee of organizing & Dominion Asso.
ciatiun, and he wouid like to have the opiniun
of the convention thereon, {(Applause.)

Mr. Robinette, seconded by Mr. Barry, then
moved thut this convention recommend®to the
general committes the advisnbilily of taking
the necessary steps to form 8 Dominion associa-
tion of Young Liberuls, The motion was cur-
ried amid appiause.

Previous to the meeting adjourning the sscre-
tary read the following letter <—

. Wednesday afternoon, Mr. D, . Cameron,
ag chairmnan of the committee appointed to
copsider the ndvisability of forming a Young
Men'a Liberul Aasociution for the Daminion,
presented the following report:— Your com-
mittee would recommend the formation of
an asgociation to be called the Yonng Men’s
Liberal Association of Canada; the officers
to oonsist of ap hynorary president, n vice.

president for each provinoe ; two weore-
taries, one yepresenting the French and the
other the Xoglish element; a troasurer;
& commiftes consisting of five from each
pravince, who, with the officers of this aaso-
clation, ahall form the executive committee ;
the objeot of the masociation shall be the for-
mation of Liberal principles; the time and
place of meeting and - the control of the asso-
ciation finally to be vested in  the.execalive
committes 3. the association to meet and elect
offipers-opce a yoar ; that a nominating com-
mitteo consls: of four from.Quebeo, fonr
from Ontario and three from the other prov-

inces be named to nominate officers and re-
port at the opening af the séasion to-morrow

This report was adopted without a dissent-

vote.
ll'ilr. Edgar Judge handed in the report of
the committee on resolutione.

The first resolution, pro by O. F.
Pacaud, secopded by J. F. Edgar, was then
read by the chairman ;

That the Yonng Liberalaof the Dominion
heartily approve of the Follny and conduct of
the Liberal Oppoaition in the Dominion Par-
linment, and desire to record their high ap-
preciation of the honor, integrity, statesman-
ship and publio servicea of their leaders, the
Hon. Edward Blake and the Hon. Willred
Lagrier, and pledge themselves to do their
utmost to place them at the head of the Do-
minion sdministration.

Mr. Pacaud made a short speech in Freach
in support of the resolution, after which it
was oarried enthusiastically. Three cheers
were given for Mr. Blake, three for Mr.
Laurier and three for Mr. Mercjer.

The second resolation, dealing with man-
bhood suffrage, was referred back for re-
viaion.

The third resolution, proposed by T. G.
Maghers, Winnipeg, seconded by H. J. Snell.
grove, was as follows :—

““That in the opiaion of this Conveation the
recent outbreak in the Northwest Tercitoriea
was ca by o denial of justice on the of
the Government to the original settlers of those
territoriey, by delayin the of grievanoes,
by tho indiffercnce showed to petitions and re-
presentations of settlers and thuse authorized to
‘speak on their behalf, by the unjust local policy
of the Government uader which immense tracts
of land were granted to colonization companics
without regard to the rights of buna fide settlers,
and by the partiality, diehonesty and tyranny
of Government officials : that the feeling of in-
security and discontent mnst prevail so long as
such officials are retained in their presvnt posi-
tion, and that the titics of those holding Jand
by oceupation as well as Indian tattes vested in
half-breeds ehould have the fullest recognition,”

Mr, Mathers, of Winnipeg, the proposer,
mpoke warmly and at wome length in sup-
port of the resolution. He spoke of the neg-
lect and indifference with which the petitions
and representations of the Metis were treated
by the Governmeng and its officials. He con-
sidered that as rebels when they are success-
ful are regarded as patriots, the Metin aro
deserving of that title of honor, because since
the ipsurrection everything that they con-
tested for bas Leen given them by the Gov-
ernment.

Mer. Soellgrave and some French delegates
spoke eloyuently to the resolution and it was
passed unanimously,

The fourth and fifth resclutions wore
moved by D. E, Cameron, seconded by H.
M. Ryder.

Resolved,—That the queation of the prohibi-
tion of the liquor tratfic shall be ~ubmitted to a
apecial vote of the pe iple.

Resolved,—~That the question of the adoption
of the Canada Temperance act be left to the
constituencies, as at present, and that where
the act 18 ndopted by popular vote the Domin-
ion Government shou'd provide the npecemsary
machinery for the proper esforcement of the
same, the I’rivy Council, the highest court in
the realm, haviag decided that prohibitory
legislation is within the power of the Dorminion
authorities.

Mr. J. D, Clark proposed, and Mr. F, H.
Chrysler seconded, that resolution number
five be put as nn amendment to resolution
number four, This motion gave rise to a
rather warm debate, On being put by the
chairman, the resclution in this form passed
by & large majority.

It being obeerved that Mayor Beaugrand
waa present in the hall, he was invited by
the Chairman to take a seat on the platform,
which he did amidst the cheers of the
andiepce. \When the discussion on the
tempernce question wae over, His Worship
welcomed the members of the Couavention to
Montreal in his offivial capacity a8 Mayor.
He =said he was sure that the citizans of
Montresl, of all partiea and sll creeds, were
giad that the conventian had selectsd their
city ag their place of meeting, and, therefore,
in their name he bade them welcome., Asa
member of the Liberal party, he wos
delichted to sce the young Liberals in con-
vention, and he knew that they would Jiscues
the subjects in which all Liberals were inter-
ested with moderntion and good temper.
They should remember, however, that there
was sucn A tang na » party dscipline, and
thut no section of the party could be inde-
pendent ot every other secltion. It would
never do, he said, for Tom, Dick and Harry
to meet and to form a platiorm for their
party. ludividual ideas weuld have to give
way to geueral opinion. Maysr Beaugraud
spoke of the Hon, Mr. Bluke as u leader of
whom Liberals, young and oki, had good
reason to feel proud,

PENNY POSTAGE,

Moved by Mr. Knowles and seconded by
Walker, snl resolved, ** That this conven-
tion ia of the opinion: that the two cents
postage system shomud be estallished in the
Dominion.”

This complated the businesa of the conven-
tion, and on bringing it to a close the chair-
man returoed thanks to all those who had
attended it. He 2aid that the worlk of the con.
vention would bavea good effect upon the
electorate, and he also hoped that the
efforts of the Young Liberals towards ob-
taining good government would be rewarded,
He ulso thanked tha press for the fairnees

He said that the public opinion of Canada
was fast reaching the conclusion thut Canada
should soon take its legitimate position among
the natious. It was nearing the day when
it would throw off the colonisl mactle and
assume all the attrinutes of a free and inde-
pendent country. (Loud cheera.) He q'qoted
Sir Richard Cartwright, Sir Leonard Tilley,

Sir A. T. Galt, Hon. Alex. Mackenzie, John

Bright, and even the Tory Gazeite, as being
or having been advocates of independence.
He protested agairst the Tory organs fling-
ing vile epitheta ut the heads of young Cana-
dians who desired to see Canada set up house
tor itself and emjoy all the privileges,
powere and responaibilities of a Iree country.
(Applause.) He advanced many arguments
in favor of independence which were fercible
snd coavincing. Of course he did not expect
the question to be eolved in a day ora year.
A people more than individuals could afford
fo wait, but it was the duty of every citizen
to mee that there was no nnnecessary delay in
the acquisition of the greatest blessing that
could be the lot of & country—its independ-
enze. {(Loud Applause.}

At this moment the Hon. Mr. Mercier en-
tered the dining ball, and was ext:nded an
ovation which lasted several minutea.

Mr. Geo. Sandfield Macdonald, of Corn-
wall, aud Mr. Cameron, of Lucknow, Ont.,
also rcsponded to the toast, and expressed
the hope that the next political change which
Canada would menderge would be indepen-
dence, and hoped that ell would live to see
the day in which Canada would become a
nation. Mr. Cameron adduced a special ar-
gument to show that Canads had all the
clememe of a nation, and thought thet the
independence idea shonld bs made a subject
of discussion of all political clubs,

Mr, J. X. Perrauit alao responded to the
toast, and expressed hia pleasure at seeing
that independence was making so much gro-
gress, and he hoped that it would be more
and more apprecinted every day.

The chairmsn then gave the toaat of ¢ The
Liberal Party,” which was received with
great enthusiaam. He culled upon Mayor
Beaugrand, Mr. A. F. Mclatyre, end the
Hon. Mr. Mercier to reapond.’

Mayor Beaugrand, when he roso to re.
spond, was loudly applsuded. 1l held
that the Liberal party of (fuebec was the
worthy expooent of the great ideas which
had given liberty in all lands, The
Liberal party had for its represvntatives in
all sges and in all times the must progres-
sive men and the greatest patriots. Cana-
disps were ull proud of Papineau, Mac-
kepzie, Blake and Mercier. (Applause.) All
Liberala had a rvight to he proud of
their priociples, and the convention juet
closed bad shown that they had the courage
of advocating them, He hoped they wouli
cbtain the victory in the coming struggle,
but if they did not they would still have the
satisfaction of kuowing that they ware in the
right and that their cause would finslly
triumphk, e thenked thedelegates from the
other provinces tor having come to Mun'real,
aed he hoped that they were satisfied and
pleased with their t-ip,

Mr. A. F. McIntyre was loudly applauded
during his remarks. He commenced by
saying that ut all times the Literal party
kad been focnd to be the party of justice,
of progress uwnd of humanity., The leaders
. of the Liberal party in all countries weve
" amopg the most i'loetrious men of their
time. If Canada had seli-government it
owed it to Puapineau, William Lycu Mac-
kenzie and the other patriotic men who
hud carried their lives in their hande while
struggling for constitutional liberty. Al
B had reason to feel proud of their lander, the

Hon, ldward Blake,—(applause) — than
whom no better man ever lived, Since he
had become the leader of the Liberals the
¥ diflerences of faith  and nationality had
vapished, He had created o pary which
extonds from end to end of the country,
and which is composed of all honest, in-
dependent, right thinking men., Under Mr.
Mercier the Liberal psrty was bound to
secure victory 1a the coming struggle, and the
! Province would cbtain as a consequence the
heat Guvernment it had ever had. (Cheers.)
The Liberal party were going to reconquer
Quehec—{applause)—and would do so in a
short time.  (Cheers.)

R B Hon. Mr. Mercier was long and rapturous-
B 1y cheered on rising to respond, the ovation
2 lasting several minutes, He felt that in
“Fresponding to tha toast the National Party
gt should have been added to it, asit was to-
@ day identified with the Liberal Party, which
| included among its ranks the most enlight-
B cned and patriotic men in the country, The
principles of the Liberal Party are suffi-
B ciently broad and generous to sllow of all
men of 1l nationalities to stand upin its
defence. ‘A an example Gladatone wag now
engsged 1 one of the greatest struggles in
the wci1ld's history so grant justice to a whole
people. The Lilicrol party was the natural
protector; of the weank nnd oppressed in all
countries, no matter whether they were in-
habitants, of the Green Isle or of the Notth-
West Territories, (Cheers.) The great Cana-
dian lender had been the first to rise in Tar-
Yiament to ssk that justice be given to Ire-
land.

Ten
of them were blown to atoms, 8o that no dis-
tinguishable remnant of their bodies hae as
yet been found. The population of Kenville
is in a terrible state of excitement, ns the
victims of the disaster all reside in the
neighborhood, and many familiea are sudden-
ly bereaved,
