FIFTY THOUSAND PEOPLE HOME.-.

TERRIBLE LOSS OF LIFE AND PROPERTY BY THE
LURSTING OF A RIVER EMBANKMENT

Maxparay, Aug. 24-—One of the embank-
ments of the Irawaddy river bmist in this city
yesterday. The breach was sixty yards in
length So rapid was the flow of water that in
a few moweuts the whole district was flocded
from four to twenty fest deep, Engineersat
once cut o dant south aof the city to allow the
woters to sabside, but the result of this
manceuvre i8 as yes uuknown, Fifty thousand
persons are to-day homeless in the city, their
housss and pos-vistons baving been cither sub-
merged or dusiroyed. A number of pe sons
wera drowned by the sudden in-rush of the
water, but how many has not yet been ascer-
tained. The floaded district had within ita
territory many of the flood and sup ly stores,
and nll of these were swept away. The result
will ke an approach to famine among the home-
less populstion. The river Wwill not fall
sufficiently to permit any attempts at & racen-
gtructon of the broken embankment until
November. L

GLADSTONE'S PAMPHLET.

‘A POSTSCRIPT CRITICIZING THE CONSERVATIVE
IRISH PULICY, WHICL 13 DECLARED PER-
ILOUS AND INADFQUATE.

Loxpoy, Aug. 28,—Mr. Gladstune's pam-
phlet on the Irish question ends with a post-
soript, dated Augnat 22. 1t is as tollows :
Since these pages were written the princi-
pal inteptions of the ministera in respect to
Ireland have been avnounced. The atates-
men who in January deemed coercive mea-
sures an absolate necessity, do not now pro-
pose them, although agrarian crime has rather
jncreased and Ireland has been perturbed (so
they eaid) by the propoeal ot home rale. Thie
is a heavy blow to coercion and a marked
sign of progress. I am concerned to say that
on no other head do the sanooun¢ements sup-
ply any ceuse for congratulation ; - ‘
1. Large Irish subjects, ripe for treatment,

are to be referred to commiseions of enquiry.

This is a policy (while aocial crder is in ques-

tion) of almost indefinite delay.

2. Moreover, while a commission is to en-

quire whether the rates of judicial rents are,

or are notf, euch as can be paid, tne aid of
the law for levying the present rents in
November hae been specially and emphati-
cally promised. This is & marked discourage-
ment to remissions of rent and. a powerful
atimulus to evictions.

3. A project has been sketshed of imposing
upen the state the payment of a'il moneys re-
quired to meet the difference b stween these
netual rents and what the land canm fairly
bear, This project is in prim:iple radically
had, and it would be an act ¢.f rapine on the
treasury of the country.

4. Whcreas, the greatest ¢.vil of Ireland is
that its magisterial and sdgainistrative sys-
tems are felt to be other t)ian Irish, nopro-
posal is made for the recons truction of what
is known ag the Dublin Cas tle government.

5. It is proposed to B'gend large sums of
public money on public w¢ rks of all kinds for
the material developmer.t of Ireland under
'English authority and D ublin Castle adminis-
‘tration.” This plan is in the higheat degree
wasteful. It is unjuat $¢) the British taxpayer,
snd it is an obviouw attempt to.divertthe
“Irish nation by peouriary inducement from
its honorable aim of v.ational gelf-government,
an3 will, as auch, be resented.

6. The limitatiors of local government in
Ireland to.what mw.ay at this moment be de-
aired for Great Bitain, is just to none of our
‘nationalities, resls upon no recognized prin-
ciple, and is espoially an upjust limitation of
the Irish patior.al desire. In my opinion such
a polioy for dealing with the, Irish question
ought not £o be and cannot be sdopted.

Don Diego D'Arcy, as he was called thence-
forth, married into the great Mendoza fani:

%ny_wu appointed commander of a Spanish
ship

of Mexico. There he hslped, about 1702, t2 de-
featthe attempt made by Moore,the unsorapu-
lous Goveraor of Carolina, to destroy the
coleny of 8i. Auguetive, and, having soon,
afterward lost his wife, he threw up his com-
mand in the navy, und settled with his three’
children on a large und beautiful tract of
land which he had purchased among the Ap-
palachees,

Weary of his adventurous life, disgusted
with the palitical world in which he had be-
held wrong triumpbant, justice down-trod-
den, snd cxpediency become the universal
law of State government ; saddened, too, by
the loss of his country, his patei-
mopial estates, and a wife whom he idol-
ized, he yearned for solitude, repose, and
freedom to his children in the pure stmos-
phere of a new world, and to teach them by
his own example to be the benefuctors of
their fellow men, far away from the conten-
tions of national animosity, and the scandala
of the fierce religious passions that borned in
men's breasts on both sides of the Atlantic.

The Aﬁpalleheu among whom he settled
ravered him, while much ot his wealth and
all his influence were bastowed in aiding the
devoted miesicnaries to christianize and civi-
1'ze these rude but high-sonled children of the
American wilderness. rosnd Don Diego
D'Arcy’s home, near thedsite of the modern
Tallahassee, a little colony of Enropeans soon
arcee, the families composing it baing, like
the D’Arcys, of geatle blood, of a kindred
wligious and political faith, and, like
thatn, seeking for perfect libeity in the
wmadusion and peace of these vast solitudes.
Adl of them deemed it their highest duty to
hamor their ancestral faith in the eyes of the
heathen native, by spotless purity of life and
boundless beneficence.

Of his two daughters one became a member
of the Fravciscan community of St. Augustiae,
dying at an early age the victim of her heroic
devobion to the spiritnal needs of the neigh-
Yoriog Indian tcibes, while the other sister
became the wife of an Andalueian noble, aud
hdlped to contribute much to the support of
missionary dnterprise along the shores of the
Galf of Mexico.

erald, the &nly son- of Diego D'Arcy, in
his turn married a Spanish wife, who con-
‘acnted to share her husband’s fortunes in the
New World. They were indead checkersd
fortanes The home which his father had
reared nesr the Wakulla Lake was rathlestly
destroyed by the English, and the D’Arcys
found & temporary refuge with the
friendly Creeks of the Tuscaloosa tribe.
Most bitter to the souls of both father and
son as had been the ruthless destruction of
the Appalachee Christian missions, the indis-
criminate massacre of their inlabitants,
and the slaughter of the missionaries,
both heroioally resolved to repair, so
far as they might, the scandal and
disaster of such invssionm, made by
one Christian colony against another, They
profited by the friendship ia which they were
held by the Creeks, tospread among the latter
eome of the most lasting fruits of civilization ;
taught them to build more apacious and com-
fortable dwellings, introduced the plants and
seed graing most suited to the climate and
country, and distributed among their villages
such farming implements as could facilitate
field labor.

The D'Arcys rendered their Indian friends
atill mo e important service by protecting
them against the unjast sttacks of the Eoro-
pean colonists, who made wsr on the natives
for the ex%en purpose of reducing them to
elavery. To the English nettlers of Georgia
snd Uarolina they were also enabled to be of
signal service oo more than ope occasion.
Governor Oglethorpe held them, and de-
servedly, in great eateem. Qerald D'Arcy
aided the Iatter not a little in defeating Mon
teano's invasion in 1740,

Thenzeforward Gerald and his family wers
but little ennoyed on acconnt of their Jacobit-
ism or their religion, They pever obtruded
their principles or their creed upon their
neighbors, while remaining unalterably at-
tached to both. Gerald and his wife were most
careful t> bestow cn their children’s ec ucation
all the pains they could. The father taught
his sone—thers wera three of them-—all that
he had bimaelf learned from his parent and
the best European masters ; and his wife was
no less devoted to the training of her two
daughterg in all the Lranches that were then
conaidered parts of a lady’s education, And
both boys and girls were accustomed from
childkood to be the instructors of the Indian
children around them.

Thus were the descendants of Diego
I’Arcy brought up in the hatred of all forms
of tyranny und the enthusiastic love of free-
dom in all its most hallowed forms, till the
Revolutionary War of 1775 called them
to espouse the cause of the American
colonists  againgt the home govern:
ment.,  They struggled hard, but in
vain, to bhind the Indians to the cause
of popular rights, In the war their
home was again destroyed, thia time by the
allied Creeks and Eoglish, and one of Gerald’s
grandaons feil mortally woundea in defending
it. Another perished ot a later perioa in the
war, while resisting the royal forces in South
Carolina, and the survivor—the father ot our
venerable acquaintance, Francis D’Arcy—
continued to devote his life and hia fortune to
the struggle for independence, rendering
more important service by his wise counsels
than even by his bravery in the field,

While quite a boy Francis was in the habit
of sccompanying a Cherckee chief, devotedly
attached to his family, into the mountainous
tracte of Northwestern Carolina, where the
Mendozas, his ancentors, had owned and
,worked some gold mines, and where the
friendly Cherokees bestowed cn James
D’Aroy the younger a large tract of land as a
ravgard for some signal services donme their
tribe,

Of this tract, however, Francis D'Arcy only
retained a very small portion, and even for
this he paid an equitable price to the Fed-
eral goveroment. The old home, which he
still maintained and cherished on the spot
selected by his ancestor, continued to be the
winter residence of the family; but he him-
self ever showed a predilection for Fairy Dell,

Megsrs. Smith & Ripley, of New York, well
kuown railway contractors, had acquired a
controlling interest.

3. Mr. Chapleau had heen retained by
these contractors to advise them in acquiring
this controlling interest,

4. In contequence of his ignovsnmce or
neglect the arsignmenta of the intirests they
bargained and paid for were so informal and
imperfect that & majority of the Judges of the
Supreme Court, on sppeal from the judgment
of the Exchcquer Csurt, in their favor for
$171,000, held that Mesers. Smith & Ripley
had acquired o legal interest in the contract,
but a majority of the judgea expremsed the
opinion that as th2se gentlemen had acted in
good faith, and had expended a largesum in
the belief that the contract had been legally
assigned to them, the Government ought, and
no doebt would, overlovk the defect and deal
juatly with them.

5. Mr, Chapleau neither appeared nor ad-
vised In any of the proceedingn in the courts
from 1879 to 1884, when the case waa finally
disposed of on a petition to the Gavernor-in
Council, prepared and preaonted by me,

8. Oa the day information reached me that
the Council had decided to offer them $33,000
in full of their claim, Mr. Smith informed me
that the ‘ Cbapleaus” had demanded 10 per
cent on the amount.

9, Ibelicve that Mr. Chapleau received i large
part of that so’atium.

I leave the recorda of the Exchequer Court,
the reports of the Supreme Court, and the
teatimony of my professional brethren who
were of counsel with me to vindicate my re-

utation asa lawyer in that difficult case.

FRANCE AND THE& VATICAN.

The superior wisdom ¢f His Helincss in
standing fast in the position he has assamed
in relation tothe Frenchauthorities and taeir
Chinere policy is shown by later news., As
the preposterons claims of the DeFreycinet
Miniztry are not accepted at the Vatican,
and treated with the indifference they de.
serve, it appears that a policy of persecution
is threatened, sud pains and pesaities are
dengled in the eyes of the ecolesiastical
suthorities in order to remind them of what
tbey may expect in consequence. Disestab-
lishment and disendowment are threatened,
and the miniatry refers with a sort ot gleefal
anticipation %o the abolition of the Concordat.
It is unhappily true that there is & large
section of the French community deeply dyed
in the vile principles that are sapping what
is best and purest in European morsls and
society, and against which the Pope has to
contend In the Interest of religion, But
it is a satisfactory fact that the
evil has not yet leavened the entirs maes,
acd there is reason to hope that the heart cf
France is still true t> the faith., But that is
prohably powerless to do more in the present
perilous moment than to offer & moral opposi-
tiou to the proposed outrage. In this, per-
haps, lies a great and strong safeguard. - The
tendency of the ant.Church party in France
is more than to be merely opposed toit. Its
tendency is to be: brutal and opprewsive, and
evidence of this'is not wanting. It 'is doubt-
ful whether any treatment of the kind, and
such as.the instinota of the radical party would
desire to seo accomplished, dare beattempted.

Weare nat
being ** driven out by ecciesiastical rule,” as
the Mail avows. The English-speaking
people, Protestants and Catholics, are leav-
ing the Province from natoral causes, In
fact, the Mail is doing the Protestant min-
ority more harm than good.

This ia about as correct a statement of the
case in & nutshell as could be given. The
real truth is that there is infinitely more
danger for the rights and position of Catholics
in Oatario then for the non-Catholics of Que-
bee. The Meil is not doing itzelf any good
by these unreasoning asssults, Itis cerainly
nct doing the party it pretends to serve any
benefis,. Bub it i3 a noteworthy fact that,
so for as it has to L .egarded as
a porty ergan the Mail has never accom-
plished anything for its party but harm, At
the outset of its cereer, which was in itself
an act of treacherous betrayal of an old party
gupporier, it launched into tho most out-
rageous course, and briefly died, or, perhaps,

Well, my explanation will be found in

* When I started out as a Protestant min-
ister I waa thoroughly convinced, in my own
mind, of the truth of certain doctrinal ideas,
I soon found myself, however, at variance as
regards these very ideas with otber Protes-
tant ministers tully my equale and many of
them my superiors in intellect, learning, pray-
fuluess, and piety. I appesled to the Bible,
and so did they, and each of us explained and
interpreted it to sunit his own ideas, Conse-
quently the Bible proved powerless to settle
our dieputes or bring us into agreement as
regards our doctrinal ideas. Then, too, when
I consulted Protestant theologiana and com-
mentators I found them ditfering from each
other ; and their various antagonistio opinions
a:d explanations merely confused me.

** This set me to thinking. Evidently tie
Bible iteelf could be our guide or an authori-
tative teacher of truth., Yor truthis one and
conaistent with itself ; and here were a num-
ber of persons, myself one of them, holdiug
different and irreconcilable ideas, each of
whom thought he wae suetained in them by
toxts from the Bible, Neither would it
do ty full back upon the power of per-
sonal prayer obtainiog the illuminating
intluence of the Huly Spirit to guide individ-
uals to o certain, true, understanding of the
Bible, For here ngain were many Protestaut
mlnistera und thecloginus, who were carnest
and frequent in prayer and who balieved that

““Thus it is angquestionable as an actaal
fact that law exiats, just or uojust, reascnable
cr unreascnable, in every tribe and people
and country throughout the world, and also
that the intcrpretation of the meaning of the
law and ita practical application is not lelt to
the private judgment of each individual, but
that some individual or tribanal authorita-
tively explaing, applies, and enforces it. And
while the fact undeninbly is as I nave stated
it, the universal neceseity slio of this fact
you as a lawyer must aud will acknowledge.”

1 bave no doubt they will endeavor to enforce
with all the rigor of an unpitying law
what they have Leen taught so long
to vegard as thelr righte, Under
such conditlons it is utterly impossible
to repress all outrage in Ireland.

MEETING OF GENTLEMEN HELD LAST EVENING
AT THE ARCHIEPISCOPAL PALACE T0O PRE-

Edonard Desjardins, Beullac,
Turgeon, Uadieux, E, Martinean, L, O, Hetun
Soalier, P. B. Migaault, Levcrt, Martel, and
about one hunircd others. Mr., L. O. Hetn
acted os secretary.

The Rev. Father Racicot explained the ob-
ject of the menting, eaying that the co-opera-
tion of the public was necessary for the suc-
cess of the bazaar. He thanked the press for
the aid it had already given to the enterprise,
and especially for the kind maoner in which
it had spoken of Le Bazar, the new paper
which had been published and widely circu-
lated in tne interest of the entarprise.
He appealed to the architects and artiats,
who are in a poeition to render able as-
gistance by helping to decorate the Cathe-
dral. He oxpressed the wish that the
citizens would do all in their power to
make the affair a succees that would refiect
credit on the Catholic peopls of Montrual,
and hoped they would assist as much as
possible the Iady patrons whe were giving so
much time and attention to the work.

The Rev. Father Salmon eaid he was glad
to see that such an effort was being made to
finish the Cathedral, and thankea those who
were taking such a lively interestin the ferth-
coming kermese. The reverand gentleman
referred to the succeas of the bazaar held in
New York in aid of the St, Patrick's Cathe-
dral there, and said that the Montreal people
should not allow themselves to be surpassed
in this respect. EHe hoped the members pres-
ent would do al in their power to show the
zeal they evinzed in the work. He felt cer-
tain that the Irish Catholice of Montreal
would do their share,

Tho Rev. Father Primeau announced that
ona ot the best prizes that would be ratied
for in the bazaar was a magnificent book case,
containing the works of Canadian authors.
He hoped that sall Canadian authors would
contribnte some of their works, which wonld
be placed in the book cate.

Senator Trude!, in & few words, expressed
the wish that all Catholica wonld unite in
the work.

MISERY IN BELGIUM.

SAD CONDITION OF WORKING PEOPLE—SOME
' REASCNS FOR RIOTING.

LoxpoX, Aug. 26.—At the International
Trades-Union Congress, held in Paris, Mon.
day, Mr. Auseele gave the following partica-
lars as to the condition of workingmen in
Belginin, He declared that in no country
was the workman so poor, The. miners
werked for 38 ceuts & day, Some had
even worked 500 yards below the
surface of the earth for 20 aday. A few
miles over the frontier the French miners
earned 50 to 75 venta a day. Near Chaarlerol
he had kinown some youog women descend
.into the pit at 4 ju the morning, ramsin thera
till 11 at night and only recelve 38 cents, * In
the guarries, io spite of the arduous natare of
the labaori, 50 cents was the ordivary
pay. In the weaving industries full mown
men gained but $2 o week, though at Ghent
by organization and strikes, costing some
§15,000, they had eucceeded in getting the
salaries raised to 83 a week, The last strike
was that of some young girls who protested
against the discharge of a married woman
becanae ahe had not raturned to the factory
six days after her confinemenat.

The truck system also prevailed through-
out Belgium and the Govirament inqairy
went to prove that the employera sometimes
bought back the flour they gave vat as wages
to their "men. Aw the representative of the
Belgian workmen, he spoke in the name of
126,00C men and 170 societies. In spite of
the difference of the Flemish and French
races they were all perfectly united, snl
wished to oring aboutthe harmony among the
countries represented at the Congress.

FARM AND GARDERN.

Tar ought not to be used in marking sheep.

TAll kinds of field mice are rapidly disap-
pearing 1 FEagland.

Give verbenas a rather rich bat light soil if
you wish to have vigorous plants producing
an abundance of large trusses of fowers.

Make a harness fit properly and a horse
can wear it without distress, provided that it
isfnlno kept decently clean and comfortably
soft., -

A crop of buckwheat may be mown pow.
It will make excellent food for fowls, while
the beea will secure late honey from the blos-
soma.

Prepare for sowing rutabagas, Largecrops
are secured by sowiag in drille 18 inches apart
and thinaing cut. Onepound of seed to the
acre,

. A ramarkable peaperty of the ice plant is
its absorption of salt, a fluid exuded by its
leaves having been found to contain thirty-
three per cent of sen salt.

Horses will go eight and probably t:n
hours without food, if properly fed at even-
iog and morping. They ehould have water
more {requsntly, but never when hot.

A iew sods and a litile cow manure made
into a heap now, where you can throw kitchen
slops, will make an excellent compost for
your flower pots next summer.

Thie land that will maintain twenty com-
mon-bred cows will maintain twenty well-
tred ones, and the annual profit frum the
latter will be cousiderably more than from
the former.

It Is the same with an animal as with &
ateam boiler-—the more complete the com-
bustion of the food or fusl it gets, tho more
satlsfe ctory will be the result, because there
ia less waste.

Start new plants if you want any young
ones for the house next winter, Select out-
tinge which break readily whea bent, Insert
In sand, in shallow boxes, aad keep the sand
very moist. Never allow it to dry or your
cuttings will be rained. In two weeks cut-
tinga of most kinds of plants will have rooted.
When two or three leaves have grown put the
young Dlants in small pots.

Happy is the apple grower, says the Farm
Journal, who has a few scris o naturally
drained side sbil, mellow and poroue, and
deep enough to permit the roots of his trees
to go down out of reach of plough, or drouth,
or frost, and anchor themselves in the very
depths of the earth. Sach is not sssy to find,
and particularly in large.bodies, but when-
ever it is found by all means give the apple a
chance at it,

Among the new and less known pointa on
insecticides are the following:—Mix pyre-
thrum with four or five parts of flour. Gas
lime water for the cabbage worm is made by
rubhing the inside ot a cask with a spoonful
of pas lime and flling the cask with water.
Burning straw over the strawbarry plants for
the tarunish plont bug has proved quite suc-
cesgful. The ellectiveness of pyrethrum is
increased by the addition of aleohol.

Never use coarse litter, as it pays t2 eung it
with a cutter, and the animals will enjoy it
better, while its fine quality will vender it
more capable of absorliing the liquids. All
bedding shounld be used as much for its
absorbent qualities as for bedding purposes,
and the labor of passing it through the cutter
will more than be repaid when it comes to
the time that the manure is to be hauled, as
it will then be fine and easier to handle,

Apple trees are often starved in other ways
than by neglect to manure. The apple borer
leads to starvation oftenmer than poor soil.
The supply of food i cut off by every move the
borer makes, Get the borer out eomehow,
even if by wire and jack-knife, If not soon
done they will quickly get themselves out,
ond after they have left be sure and keep
them out. Paper put on in May and then
tarred with tar gas or printer's ink will
keop them ount. One paper will last three
€608,

Those who have once mastered the weeds
in their garden will never be satisfied to go
back to the practice of fighting the weeds
during the spring and summer, and permit-
ting enough to seed in the autumn thet the
fight may be contisued each year, but they
will carefally look over the garden during
the latter part of the season that they may
remove any weeds that have escaped the hoe
or the cullivator, Do not give up the battle
with the weeds until the cold weather pre-
vente them {rom ripening their seed.

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Nzw YORE, Aug. 28.—In November, 1885,
a fire broke out.at 404 East -64th street, and
Maria Fralka and her two children were

burned to death. The fire waa of incendiary
origin. The orime waa traced atthe time, at

supposed, to Edward and Henry Kohont
mgp:;ev’were arrested with Henry Kohont's

wire 'nd  put on trisl. Edwerd and

Henry Kohont were convicted and

sentsnced to the State frison for Ife.

The evidence against Edward Kohont
was very peculiaf, it being shown that

while Hinry loft the house fully dressed

Edward had very little clothing on, snd it

did not sppear very probable that there had

boen any conspiraoy between them. All the
defendants were Bohemians, and it was
brought out at the irial that they belonged
to an Annrohist group and were followers of
Johanu Most. Inspector Byrnes, however,
made it bis object to probe the myatery,
and has finully succeeded in proving the in-
noesace of one of the prisoners, The real
promot:r of the plot, another Anarchist
pamed John Kylan, stands accused. The
fact that all the men concerned in the affair
were Anarchists, threw some light on it and
brought ths fire marshal into the case.
During a fight in the Anarchist camp, some
who were opposed to Johsnn Moat charged
his facticn with burning tenements in New
York for the insurance. The charge wes
made in the Boaton ILiberty, an Anarchist
paper, and icstancea were specified, among
them the Kohont case. The faot that both
brothers were followers of Most and corrobora-
tive evidence accumnlating just then caused
the fire marshal to make an attempt to extort
& confession from Edward Kohont. He went
to Sing Sing and held out a promise of par-
don to him if he would tell all he knew, Ed-
ward had nothing to tell except that he was
innocent and wrongly convicted, The fire
mershal went back no wiser than he came.
About this time another mysteriousfire occurr-
ed in Sixteenth siroet by which a Mrs. Beck
and an unknown man lott their lives, The
stranger was aftarwards identified. Both he
and Mr. Beck were Socialists of the extreme
stripa. Much excitement prevailed on the
Eazt side at the time. Detectives made per-
sistent but vain attempts to work up the case.
While at work evidence waa obtafned against
a small clique of Ansrchists, but not enough
to werrant arrests. Cigarmaker John Kylian
was suspectad. He lived in East Sixteenth
street, near the Beck’s, who formerly lived at
Ne. 403 East Sixty-fourth street,

on the property by the latter fire, He relied
01 the smallnees ot the amount to escape
investigation. Lnspector Byrnes, determined
to sift the matter out, learning that Kylian
lived in the same houso with the Kohonts,
in his mind copneated Kylian with the crime.
Throngh his ' detective he Jearned that
some men had been seen carrying bundles
of clothing out of the rooma of the
Kohonts the night beforc the fire
broke out. Oane of them resemtled
Kylian, and he leurned that Kylian had kept
away from the Kohont family aince the coan-

viction of the Kohont brothers. Inspeotor
Byroes went up to Sing Sing and bluntly told
Henry Kohont that Kylian was his acocom-

plice. Ho appeated to the convict’s sympathy-
for bis wile and the child born since the trial,

The convict broke down finally and eursing

kis tempter, Kylian, told how the

latter had made a ocompact with him

to care for his wife if be was convicted.

Kylian, “having broken his sgreement,

he was ready to talk. He told how Kylian

had temptad him by telling him how easily

the insurance money could be gained by firing

the honee, and brogged about the fire in East

Sixty-fourth street. Kohont ubjected at first,

oo 'he gronnd that in crowded tenements

many livea would be lost, but finslly, on being

appesled to a8 an Anarchist, he gave way. The

prisoner then gave a full sccount of the way

io which the fire eturted and the events that

occurred, Kylian brought in whiskey, and

it n-rved him up to the deed. Kylian also

furnished him with & balf-gallon demijohn of
kerosene and benzine, The prisoner then

tied all his clothes and his brother's together.

Hie wife and brosher were asleep, snd koew

nothing of it. Kylian went away with the
clothes and the prisoner went to bed, About
an hour later Kjlian came back and took
away scme laucy articles in o pillow cage,

Kjylian then peepared the fuse which was
to sct fire to tho oil in the demjohn
anl weet cut, alter telling the prisoner
$0 wrke up his wifo anud brother when he
heard the exylosion, The demijohn was
pleced in a room up stairs. Kohoot said

when the explosion come he waa asared ana

did rot run up to pnt any oil on the fire us
direct-d by Kylian, e wcke his wife and
bruwuer, sod they all cecaped. Afterwards
Kohont and his wife slept at Kylinn’s house,

and both agreed to care for each other’s
families in case of arrest, Inspector Byrnes
then ssw Edward Kohout, and wae con-

vincel that he was innocent. Nleturning
to the city he aalled on Mra, Kochont
snd questioned her closel.,y She told him
she had missed money and many articlea
after the fire, and had becn puzzled to ac.
count for it. The inspector consulted Record-
er Smyth s to the law for unsupported tosti-
mony of a convicted felon, and how it would
go against Kylian. The Recorder told him
if Kohont's story was true, and some of the
latter’s belongings wcre found in his possea-
sion, the case aguiasé him wonkl be clesr.

4’ e inspector procured & warrant tor I{ylian’s
arre:t; detectives sesrched hia rooms and
found Knhont's prapivty which Mra, Kohont
identifitd Ky lian -was arvested ot work in o
tin cornice ehop. Ilo was wearing a coant
belonging to Hecnry Kohont. ‘Lhe arrest
was made on Thursday. On Friday the
Kohont brothera wero brought down fiom
Sing Sing on & writ issned by dJudge
Churchiil. To-day they were cenfronted with
Kylian at polica headquarters. The two
brot 1ers repeated their slories. Kylinn, who
is an ill-leoking fellow, sniffed contemptu-
ously at it, but admitted that some of it was
true but more untrue. When asked to point
out the parts that were true, he flew in a rage
and was taken back to hiscell. The palice
hope to convict him on four or five other arson
casee, in which he is said to have figured with
other Anarchist individaals engaged in swin-
dling insurance companies.

The decorations in the interior of the Ca-
thedral for the bazar, which opens on Thur:-
day next, are progressing rapidly under the
sapervision of Abb¢é Huot. The scaffolding
in the interior of the dome will-ndt all be
taken away, but an' open apace in the centre
will allow & view of the full helght. A foll-
sized portrait of Archbishop Fabres has been
placed at the sontheast'end of the vaat edifice

where the sanctuary - will be when
the. church 1ia. “completed. A grand
stand for bands of music has been

erected right under the.dome, and columus
are Leing pleced to tupport the large baldach
in, which will be an exact copy of that in St.
-Peter’s at Rome, - although of course amaller,
Streamets of ull colors have been suspended
from the’ ceiling,. and are attached to the
pillars, in most-harmanions design. FPortraits
of Bishops Lartigue and Bourget are

placed at the entrance. ‘A large namber of
trees ornamented with flowers, are placed
along the walls. A press gallery has been
erected near the western piliar of the dome
for the exclusive use'of journaliats, Father
Lacombe ig to send an Lndjan chief from the
North-¥est, who will sell Xadian ciriosities
manufactured by his tribe. Mr, Beullac has
comienced the . decoration for the mec-
tion of St,. James’s . parish, The
portice in the new cathedral, which will
be of composite style, will be 210 feet long,
30 feet deep, snd will, from ita delicate
cerving—being surmounted by two huge
clocks and a group of statues of the Apostles
—present & magnificent appearance. From
the portfco five large entrances will communi-
cate with the vestibule,—an apartment

200 feet long, from ,which entrance
to the body of the . church will be
obtained through numerous -archways,

‘The gigantio dome, whicb is the handsomest
part of the cathedral, is erected over the tran.

sept, and is supported on: four pillars of al.

moat triangulsr form, and 30 feet in greatest
thickaess, Lhe domejs 70 feet in diameter
at its commencement, and its' summit is 210

feet frota the spectators cn the floor of the
church, It ia an exact copy, on a smaller
scale, of the mighty dome of St. Peter's, and

is 250 feet in height (to the top of the cross)—
46 feet higher thau the towers of Notre Dame.

On the outside, the foot of the dome is

strengthenad by 16 pairs of Coripthian pillars,

twepty-five feet in height, and surmounted by
pilasters of metal. Above these, the dome-
curves gracefully up to itsapex, from which

a grand *‘lantern’ arises,—surrounded on a

smaller scale by ornamental pillare. Above
this is a huge gilt ball, on which is placed a

glittering cross 18 feet high and twalve long,

Four amaller domes, equi-distant from the

major one, will surround it, and will each be

fully as large as that surmounting the Hotel

Dieu. The walls are made in the lorm of a

crosgs, three hundred feet in length, from the

grand entrance to the back of the chancel,

while its breadth is two hundred ani twenty-

two feet. When completed, the church will

be one of the grandest in Canada,

THE CITY CATHOLLC SCHOOLS,

We have received the finarcial revort of the
Roman Catholic School Commisstoners of ths
City of Moutreal for the sehiolastic year 1885-86,
The receipts of the yeas were §112,362, and the
expenditure $310,860. Yor salaries «f teachers
and grants the sum of 547,517 wasexpended. The
other expenses of running the schanlsamounted
to 87,800, making the total expenses S55,417,
There were paid in school fees §9,702. The
number of pupils taught ia all the schools under
the supervisior of the Commissioners was 9,004,
and tha yearly net cost per pupil wes §4.884 ;
but taking the whole expenditure on the Catho-
e schools into the  caleulation, the cost
per scholar is a little over $12.19. The
number of professors and teachers was last
year 188 and the number of schools 31. The
tax raised for Catholic school purposes in 1845
was 800,401, and there was also rec-ived $19,201
on account of the school tax of 1836, Tlere
wns received from the Supecintendnt of Public
Instruction the annual graat of $11,515, Ther:
wns also received out of the Superior
Xducation Fund for 1885-86 1,403, and as
a special_grent to the Pulytechnic School
26,200. The primeipal items of expenditure
