A HOSTILE REPQT.
The report of te Hnouse committes On for-

igu affaire, accompanying the tili introduced
by Mr. 6elmont, appointing a. comniieéion ta
make au investigation concerning the losses
and injuries inflited since December 31,
1885, ou citizens of the United States engaged
in the North American fisheries, after review-
ing the various treaties and the violatione
thereof by Canadians, reaches the following
conclusions: That by the treaty of peace n
1783 Amerinos citizens became partners with
British subjecte in all the cost fisheries in
North Ameris remaiaing tu Great Britain ;
that l 1876 Canada prescribed penalties not
warranted by the treaty, which were made
more severe, and that in 1886, nearly hall a
century after signing the treaty, an offense
-entirely new inlegislation was denounced lin
the most general tarms and punished by the
confiscation of everything seized. A very
serious feature of this tant named legislation
ia that il bas been approved by tho British
Crown, and It proclaima non-intercourse in
Canada with Ameriean fshing vesoeis for the]
generaltrade. On tiat featureyourcommittee
has given carefit couideration, and is unani-
mously.el -opinion that if and so long as non-
intercourso with Amerioau fishing vessels
shal b thue maintained in ports or bays of
the Daminion of Canada or Newfuundl ind, a
r an-intercourse should beh immediatelv begun
and maint isned in our port. Thoset Caseli,
whether treding or fshing, hava within the
seventcntlh section of the law of Congress of
June 19, ISS , " been placee on the sarne
footing l in our ports as our own vessels
cleariug or entering foreign ports. Canadian
vessols are Britiat vessaes. The British
Orava bas denied ta American fishing
vessels the commercial privileges ex-
tended te other vessals in Canadiau ports.
The m1tive and purposeo nsucl denial
hîve been openly and plainly avowed by
Canada teobe, firat, punishment of snob ves
uls, because the United States levies a duty
on 'Canadian fiah net fresh for immediate
consumption, sauch as the Goverament levies
on ail such fish not the product of the Ameri-
cam fisheries and imported from any foreign
Vlace whatever ; and, secondly, te coeirce the
United States ta exempt snob Canadian fiah
from al duties, sud te enter into other new
reciprocal customs relations with the Cana-
diau Dominion and Newfoundland. It is a
policy of threat and coercion, which, ln the
opinion of your committee, abould be in-
etantly and summarily dealt with.
Circumatances will warrant and require,
in the opinion of your committee, nat only
non-interourse with Canadian vo8elB bring-
ing Canadien fish ta car porte, but an ex-
clusion of such fish froin entry at our porta,
whether brought by a rail or any other way.
It i difficult to believe that Canada, baving
within the lat twenty yeare souseverely bur--
den ad berself with taxation by building rail-
roads ta Ubicago, St. Paul and the whole
west of aur country, nsuwell as to New 'York
and Baaton, will now deliberately and olen-

ively enter upon and pursue a policy toward
our fishermen which, if permisted in, can but
end in either the suspension of commercial
intercourse b> land or sea between her and
ourselves, or lu onasequences even more
grave,
