101799 the tirat descriptive geometry was pub
lished in Paris by Professor Monge.

Hipparchus, in the second century before
Clirist, and Ptolemy, in the second century after
Christ, applied mathematics to astronomy.

Plato, about 390 B.C, invented the study of
conic sections, nod through these and the use of
the analytic method of demonstration he made
great advances in the science,

¥rom about 550 to 1000 A.D., during the
darkness of the Middle Ages, the science made
no advance and was little studied. Vieta, who
lived from 1540 to 1603, revived the ancient
geometry. . :

The_origin of ieometry is ascribed to the
Eqpmm-, who, having their landmarks an-
nully washed away by inundations, in efforts to
devise s plan for readily restoring them, dis-
covered the principles of geometry., -

Appoloniug was a geometer, who lived about
0., and whose work in the sciemce bas
not been surpassed by the moit brillinnt
achievementa of others since. Archimedes, a
contemporary of Appolonius, flray irscrived
polyzons in circles. .

The demonatrations of Kapler, Roberval and
Pa:ca!, in the seventeenth century, greatly.
stimulated geonetrical investigation. But to
Descartes, who published a volums of geometri-
cal problems in 1637, the world owes chiefly the
invention of ana'yiic modern geometry.

The elements of geometry were compiled b,
Euclid, 280 B C. This author introduced 'x
device of reasoning that has been found very
useful where neither direct proof (the synthetic
method) nor the analytic method could he
readily used ; ic consiats in proving the truth of
a proposition by sssuming it contrary to truth,
and showing that this implies a logical® ab.

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THE TRUE SIDE.

To the Editor of THE TRUE WITNESS :

Your morning contemporary, the Gazelle,
has heen particularly anxious that the truth
concerning evictions in ireland should be
known, and as I have read in the columns of
that paper one side of the story in connection
with the Bodyke evictions, I now send you an
extract from Mr. Waddy's speech in the
British House of Commons, whereby the
Gazette may gather further informsation on the
matter. To my mind anything more out-
rageously unjust than the treatment of Mrs,
Nugent could not possibly occur. And if this
be a sample case, can anyones with honeat
feelings wonder at outrages occurring in un-
bappy Ireland :—

Whatever vestige of a right other than the
ruthlessly legal one which the evictor of
Bodyke was believed to possess was blown to
the winds by Mr., Waddy's speech in the
House on Thuraday. He contented himself
with citing cases, but what cases they were !
Here is one. That “‘of a woman named
Bridget Nugent, who was ultout fifty-one
yeors of age, and had lived on the estate for
twenty-six years. She brought to her hus-
band a dowry of about £200." The original
rent of the farm was £30 a year, but the
house was ro bad that the tenants could not
live in it. No repairs were done by the land-
lord, and this man Nugent, who died fourteen
years ago, took his wife’'s money and ex-
gended it, together with hia own labor, in

uilding a subatantial house. The rent
was originally £80, but when the house
was built it was ralsed to £33,
The rent of these people had been paid by
their children who had gone to America cr
Australis, and the lasdlords had not com-
plained of the American dollars going into
their pockots. Waell, from November, 1871,
£41 103, had been extracted every half year
from this poor woman. The judicial rent
was fixed at £46 10s per annum, not much
more than one balf of the aum, and this judi-
cial rent was calvnlated upon the basis of the
hotse which the woman’s huaband had built.
It had been stated that these people had got
the money and would not pay, He held in
his hand aboat twenty promissory notes, on
which from time to time, beginning in 1878,
Mrs. Nugent bad raised money in order to
pay this exorbitant and abominable rent,
Tre poor woman was sold out of that house
on the third of the present month, She had
been oleaned of every penny she possessed,
she had struggled to do her best, and now
she was brought to her ruin.

Unaer
the present system the man who improves,
builds and cultivates is taxed in proportion to
his own enterprise, while a worthless speculator
who does nothing but block the way of settle-
ment and investment by holdiog on for a rise in
value is let off with a nominnl tax. Reverse
this order, and vacant places will soon
cense to disfigure the cities and great atratches
of lsnd, now besring wild mustard, Canada
thistles and other agricultural abomiwvations,
will rapidly . pass under the plough. A great
wrong will be redressed, the. productiveness of
the ‘country will be incrensed enormously,
and the commonweslth will benefit beyond
calculation, Tax the land speculator to death.

obscure vulgarity of Pctty are to this ancient,
pure-hearted people a degradatin which they
are certain their fathers aod m.thers would
never have survived. Itis theremaant of this
nation the oligarchy of England would exter-
minate. But the Tory gun, loaded to the
muzzle, will be more dieastrous - in its
recoil than m its discharge. As John
Boyle. O'Reilly writes in the North Ameri-
can Revicw for May Jlast, *‘Thev are
sumtsing up their inhumanity in the view of
the world. They are filling o deadly cup for
Ireland which they themselves shall drink to
the dregs in England. Oppreseion has ontlived
rebellion, but it cannt -outlive contempt:
Qivilization could endure aristocratic landlord-
ism while 1t was only an injustice, bunt must
cast it out when it becomes a nuisance.”

The Irish pe-ple sre unpited te-day s8s
they never were before. Instead of going

into  bapkruptcy, the 500,000  tenant
farmers of Ireland will %old fast by
the Plan cf Campaign., They will pay

no rent, keep their money for themselves, take
no vacant farms, accept no terms of purchase
but what they hold to be eguitable, and dely
the Coercionists nnd all tha laws that Tory
malignity backed by lacdlord desperation can
bring agawnst them, This unexampled unity,
determination and quitt prerent a berrier
against which bayonets will break off short and
writs of bankruptcy fall usele:s.

LANDLORDISM IN AMERICA.

Alarmed by the atrocities perpetrated in Ire-
land in the name of law, several Statesin the Am-
erican Union have legislated with a view to the
destruction of landlordism. The Legislature of
Illinois has just enazted a novel land law, which
provides that persons owning land in that State
must become naturalized American citizens
within six yeara or forfeit their land at the
end of that period. This law is especially aimed
at the noturious William Scully, an Engli-h
Irishman, who owns the greater part of Logan
county, and reats his lands to farmers on the
English plan. The great mistake was mads at
first by the Government in permitting its lands
to be gobbled up in large tracts by foreigners,
whoss only purpose could have been to reduce
the United States to a levei with Ireland. The-
prezent policy of the government should have
been adopted long ago; to reserve public lands to
actual settlers. The fight for seli-preservation
hae commenced nons too early or too vigorous-
ly. . With the attention of the people
once called to the matter, some remedy doubt-
less will be found for the evil. But an ounce of
prevention would have been worth a pound of
cure at any time. The United States have never
been in euch great distress as to warrant the
disposal of its broad acres to any one, especially
to foreign capitalists,

The same wholesale alienation of the public
domain for nominal payments, or as rewards
for services to the party led by Sir John Mac-
donald, has been going om for some time in
Canada. A great, abiding curse has thus beea
fixed upon the soil. One of the greatest reforms
demanded in the interests of the Canadian peo-
ple is in regard to the land, but before Sir
John closes his career thers will be no land left.

*AND UNRESTRICTED RE-
CIPROCITY.

No one can question the appropriateness of
holding a great meeting of the yeomen of On-
tario on Dominion Day to discuss the question
of Unrestricted Reciprocity between Canada
and the United States, becau-e that anviversary
marks sn era in the progress of this country
from a condition of colonialiem to one of abso-
lute freedom.

FARMERS

It is mow evident to all men that American
civilization, republican in form, democratie iu
spirit, industrial in action, commercial in pur-
poae, is advancing on lines wholly different from
that of Europe. Here militarism is passing
into a tradition, revived oceasiomally by 2 holi-
doy parade ; in Europs it is an overpowering
fact with which Imperial and dynastic systems
sre inseparably bound ap. The difficulty of
makiog Canada partake of the European char-
acter while all the economical, political and
gocial forces are combined to force her
along the lines of American progress, has be-
come g0 great that further attempts i that
direction must precipitate a crisis. The polisy
which was to have done so much for this coun-
try, and which was advocated as a means for
obtaining Reciprocity, hig merely succeeded in
isolating the Dominion, - Every session sinceit
was first introduced it bas been altered and
elaborated, till the recent imposition of the
iron duties revealed that the whole sys-
tem wos designed and has been. operated

an eogine for the aggrandizement of a class,
Manipulated in bhe same spirit which imposed
the Gerrymander and the Franchise Act, how
could it be expected to achieve any other result
‘than discontent among that larger, more im3
‘portant class, made up of the victims, not the
beneficinries, of the so-called * National
Policy. . A leading- Government organ’ com-
plains that the appeal for support of
unrestricted Reciprocity is made solely

to ths ogriewliural class, This is nos

less with'a view to the general welfare than as

by the agricultural class to the other classes and
te the Government. In every instauce the
Farmers’ Institutes have passed resclutions of
their own motion, setting fcrth the belief that
the abolition of the Customs line would be of
great material advantsge to this country, and
urging the Government to take steps towards
the attainment of that object. ’
But graoting, for argument sake, that the
appeal is made to the farmers, will any one con-
tend that the leaders of the movement would do
#0 unless they were profoundly convinced that
the fa:mers were suffering under' the existing
gystem snd desirous of a change? It is an old
and trite saying, & saying not less true than
trite, that when the farmers are flourishing the
whole country flourishes. Every class, every
industry, partakes of the success of the agricul
turists. The converse is equally true. Itonly
needs one searon of bad crops to demonstra
how abeolute is the dependence of the coun
on the succers of i*s farming operations, For
several years past the harvests have heen above
the average. The soil has yielded abundantly,
yet the singular fact has been brought home to
the farmers that, under mort favorabie condi-
tions, their industry—the first and most im-
portant of all injustries—has .failed, as the
farmers assembled at Cobourg recently declared,
to return one per cent. on cipital or reward
the farmer with more than ordinsry laborers’
wages,
There must be something radically wrong
in a system which produzes these result>, The
opening up of new lands in the East has un-
doubtedly tended to lower prices in the English
markes, and the highly protective policies of
other European states have also restricted
the .rea of disiribution of American (in
this we include Cavadian) produce. But
these wonld pot ba insarmountable were it not
that the cost of production in Capada is
enormously increased by the Cavadian tariff-
What sort of atatesmanship is it which deprives
the Canadian producer of his natural market in
the United States and di:ables him from com-
peting in European markets, by overtaxing
everything he bas to buy ? Surely such a sys-
tem cannot last. It must break duwn, and the
sooner it doea the better for the country.
In America, at least, the principle holds good
that when any busivess ceases to pay it soon
8tops. What, then, must be the condition of
Canada when farming ceazes to pay ? The effect
on the country as a whole cannot fail of being
disastrous. Therefore, the movement for un-
restricted reciprocity is a genumne uprising of
great industrial forces against unoatural, artifi-
cial barriers and conditions which must be swept
away, or the waters of discontent, dammed
back, will rise, till no power on warth will be
able to control the flood of revolution.
It 18 & good thing that, a8 yet, neither of the
great political parties has declared itself on this
question. 8ir Jobn Macdonald, in = recently
published interview, rather opposel than en-
couraged the desire for reciprocity. Oa the
other hand Dr. Platt, a Liberal, introduced o
resolution in the Commons affirming th2 prin-
ciple. There the matter stands, so far ss
political partics are coocerned. Government
organs, however, i this ity and eleewhere,
threw co'd water on the project, and endeavour
to give it the character of a fad. But the
anxiety of themiaistry is evidont. It isone of
thosy questions which will not sdmit of fencing,
and is thus a most difficult one for this Govern-
ment to face, Yet face it they must next
sesdinon, if not befote. Meantime the conditions
which have led to the demand for Unrestricted
Reciprocity are intensifyiog and, should the fall
In pricea continue ancther year, as in the past,
Parliament will be comnpelled to take decisive
action.

THE MERCLER GOVERNMENT AND
MR. McSHANE.

Dr, Loberge, Montreal’s medical health officer,
was interviewed by a PosST representative on
Sunday on the subject of the frightful death rate
smong foundings.  ‘The disclosures made by the
doctor, who has made a thorough investigation
of the matter, nre startling and horrifying. It
would appear from bis statements that for years
there has been a wholesale slaughtering of the
innocents through want of proper care and
norishment.

Dr. Laberge said that he had baen cognizant
for some time of the enormous death-rate among
foundlings, and was first led to inquire into the
cause by the fact hat the mortality statistics of
the city wers increased sc much thereby, and
improperly so, as Montreal was net respossible
for the mortality amongst illegimate in-
fants who were born outside its lim-
ite, It appesrs tkat over three-fourths
of the foundlings who die in and around the
city aresent here from all over the country,
even from the adjoining Amaerican States. The
doctor said: “The Grey Nun's receive the

altry sum of $200 a year from the Provincial

overnment to lonk after foundlings. Of course
the amount is ridiculously inadequa‘e, and the
good Sisters are obliged to repeatedly draw on
their own limi ed resonrces. Now, laat year the
number was :ix or sight over 700, Of these no
less than 678 died—-that is, .

* Yeg, and I shall never forgst it all my life,"
apswered the doctor. *“Ope day I thought I
would ses for myself how they fared, ¢o I
ascertanined where vne of the women who was 1n
the hubit of taking infants in to nurse lived. It
was on the outskirts of St. Jean Baptiste vil-
lage in & swall bick street.

I paused on the threshold, a
most peculisr souud greeting my ears
and arresting my  footsteps. It was

SMASHED TO MATCHWOOD,

EIGHT PREIGHT OARS BADLY WRECKED—TWO MEN
LOSE THE!R LIVES WHILE STEALING A
RIDE,

ST. TAOMAS, Ont., July 3.—At 12 o’clock on
Saturday night, a train loaded with fresh beef,
en route from Chicago to Buffalo, was wrecked
about three miles from St. Thomas, on the
London a:d Port Stanley division of the
Grasd Trunk milway. The axle broke on
the fifth car from the engine, and fourteen
cars were piled in tbe u!most confuzsion, The
truck, for 8 quarter of a mile, was completely
torn up and rails twisted in every conceivable
shape. Two men, Thomas Hunr eigarmaker,
and Doss Siesley, laborer, of London, were
killed. Both men were stealing a ride to Buffalo
to attend the celebration on the fourth., Hunt
remoained pinned for five hauss between two
cars, He was rveleased at daylight, butonly lived
an hour. Sisseyls boly was not recovered
until- 6 o'%clock this evening. He was
standing between two cars when the ac-
cident (ccurred, and must have beea kill:d
inatantly. Sums of the cirs are imbedded in
sohid earth, others lyiog ut right angles to the

twen:y feet from the track. Ten cars yet
lie inbedded in the carih. The track cannot be
ready for traffic until late to-morrow. Eight
cars are in match wood, the wheels and iron
work veing all broken., Six cara were damaged
about. 8250 eacn. If the contents are injured
materially, and it is feared they are, owing to
the exceszive heat, the loss will be near $25,000.
None of the crew belonging to the train were
mjured,

England has refused to grant Turkey any
further time for signing the Anglo-Turkish con-
vention,

Commander Chas, Lestranpe, of the Dritish
despatch boat Surprise, is missing.
