As customary on the
Ot nent, he received seversl namwes in Bap-
tism, for example, Vincent, Raphael and Aloy-
siuz—all Jear and sacctified by their associa-
tions—but that which was his pet name at home
was Vincent. on account of his mother’s venera.
tion for St. Vincent Ferrer. As eight he went
with his brother to the Je-wit seminary at
Viterbn, While there he exhibited that fond-
ness for poetry which has distinguished him
through_life, and addressed some tender and
elegant Latin verses to his preceptor, Fataer
wincent Pavini. Oa thedeath of his mother,
in 1824, he was sent to Rome, where be so-
journed for o time m the” mansion of bis
ancle, the Mnrquis Muti. | The next portion of
his education was acquired at the Roman
Col'eze, from which he passed to the Acndemy
of Noble Fcolesiastice—the nestlof somanv illus-
trious members of the Sacred College. His vo-
cation left o doubt. From his early years he
had yearnings toward the Church, While in
Minor Orders he was attached o the Papal
houzehold as a domestic prelate, and in 1837 he
was ordained by Cardinal Prince Odercalchi,
and said his first Mass asgisted by his_brother
Joeph, then a Je:ui: prest, now a Cardinal,
1o the Church of St. Stamgl:w on the Qurinal.
The reverend Gregory XVL., recognizin the
abilities of the young ecelesia~tie, duputed him
to the administration of the Province of Bepe-
yentn, which was in a disturbed condition owing
to the exactions of the lords of the soil. The
new Delegate, while siding with no party, took
care to see that justice was rendered to the hus-
bandman  He behaved like & pasernal despot,
went about among the humnblest finding out
evarything for himeelf, and pursuing h:
enquiries, undeterred by lear, regardlesss of
intrigue, and unwarped by favor. The con-
seqUENCe Wils he soon restored peace and a
measare of prosperity, and applied an effec-
tive remedy to the diseasa of hrigandage which
was rife at the time ia that pavt of Italv. Bene-
vento was a sort of asylum for the riff raff of
the kiogdow of Napler, and these scoundrels
enjoyed the patrmnage of the local nobility—of
coursa, for a cossideration —but Joxchim Pecci
would have none of it. They t 1l how one day
a great n istocrat of the neigborhood called on
him and complained that he was destroying the
legitim-te ir.fuence of authority and rendering
the tenure of property insecure, and so on to
the same « ect, endinrg by accusing kim of ad-
vora'ing the cause of the peasants to the detri-

ment of the noblez. .

Thut very night the castle of this ill treated
nobleman was surroundec by the Papal troops,
and eight-and twenty of the biggest ruffians in
the country were captured.

When they discovered that
the Del gnte had given strict orders that all
the loaves which did noo reach the proper
standard were to be conficcated and presented
to the poor, the dishouesi caitiffs quickly mended
their hands. Monsignor Pecei saw after this re-
form himsalf. In truth it was never his custom
to depu'e to another what he could not do per-
sonally. Ha realize < the picture given to us by
the Eastorn story-t-ller of the Caliph Harounal-
Raschid, the prop and solace of the poor. The

Holy TFather was so gratified at the
bright example the Administrater, was
setting tbat he meditated a wisit to

Perugia, on hearing which DMonsignor Pecci
set nbout repairing the roads with the energy of
anold Roman, He who repairs a roadis as
great a benefactor, in & sense, as he who makes
tvo blades of grass to grow whero one had Leen.
What remnins to us to-day of the achievements
of the Cresars and Napoleons? Nothing so sub-
stantial a3 the ecauseways set up by their
patient legions. But more than the roads he
traced or improved will transmit the name of
Joachiie Parci to posterity, for he is a man of
rare gifts of intellect and super-eminent virtue
ag well as a sound utilitariap, and he has made
his mark on mind as legibly as on matter,

In 1843, being then in his thirty-third year,
he was preconized Archbishop of Damietta and
sent as Nuncio to Brussels, At the foreign
Court, as in the Government Houss, amidst his
beloved contadini, the cultivated Italian Fenﬂe-
man was at home, 1n the “little Paris,” as the
Be'gian capital is called, he made mnny friends
and did much to promote the interests of
religion. In a short time he epoke French
with such fluency that King Leopold said, “I
often forget that ‘my friend the Nuncio is an
Italian.” ~ Among those he met in the saloons
of diplomacy at Brussels were the late Dr.

Whateley, the celebrated logician, who :was.

afterwards Protestant Archbishop of Dublin,
and the witty Charles Lever, who hss be-
.queathed to Enelish literature so. many light-
hesrted Irish atories. In 1846, Monsignor
‘Pecal was nominated Archbishop of Perugia,
but bufore returniig to his native country visited

Englanid. He remained in London during the’

mouth of February.- He was present in the
House of Commons while a debate was_going
on, and had an _opportunity of hearing. Daniel
‘Q'Connell, with whose fine impoeiag ap-

arance apd -harmonious swell . of oratory,

o confeasel himself captivated., He wasa guest |.

ab a soirésat Lady Palmerston’s, was witness of
& court ceremonial, and was invited to a State

reception, but was never formally introduced to.

the Queen. This may be .explained by tha cir-
cumstance that he was in Eogland in & private
and non-official eapacity. He had no fair chance
of maaterinsvther language, ‘which- is much to
be regretted, ‘mors for our sakes than - his,
we ocandidly . think, . for .he has sufficient:

and grasp its spirit, but not to emrich it by
contributions of his own. On leaving Brussels,
the Sovereign to whose Court he had bien ec-
credited expressed his regret at parting from
him and p nyfullgea.dded that as compensation
for not haviog been won over to Rome, he
would ask the Pope to confer a Cardinal's hat
upon the Nuncio = Monsignor Pecci said that
aven the honor the King mentioned would be &
very poor substitute for the impressicn on his
heart which he had failed to make.

When the Monsignor got back to the Vatican,
the tidipgs met him that the Holy Father was
no more. 'This retarded for a time his admis-
pion to the Cardinalate. After a few montbs’

repore in the Hiernal City—a repose
necessitated by a  condition of health
never too robust—Joachin Pecci went
to Perugin as its Archbishop. He en-

tered his see on the Feast of St. Anne, o
choven patroness «f his mother. This was in
1846, and the digunitary’s age, but 36, waa ra.
markably young for the elevated and respoosible
p ‘sition; but he had shown himself equal to the
call by his ability, tact, and discrimination,
Naturally, he who had been s0 popular as civil
governor was welcomed with a welcome almost
Trizh its warmth on his return as spiritual head
to the seat of his admirable administration. The
epergy which bad shone out in bis lay
functions waes still conspicuous. Throughout
his lengthened rule ia Perugian bhe was
always laboiiog for the caure of religion—
laboring with perseverance. firmness, and zeal
irrepressible. To_ his exertions are to be at-
tributed the building of thirty-six churches, the
restoration of many others, and the institution
of she Academy of St. Thomas Aquinas for
prissts. Some of his Eaatorals, when the day of
storm and stress for the Papacy fell upon Italy,
were instinct with a noble courage, and at the
same time were models of style—erudite, yet
gimply and plainly written, strenuous bue

raceful, and full of a pure, proscient wisdom.
gfhe Pope’s affection for Ireland dates from the
Archbishop’s experience of the gallant de-
fence «f his city lg the soldiers of the Irish
Brigade ia 1860, e indited a scathing pratest
against the imposition of civil marriage upon

mbria by thie myrmidons of Victor Emanuel,
and Jatter on emptied the vialsof o just wrath
on the Sub-Alpine usurper for his cruelty and
1ank injustice—only paralled by Henry VIII.
of England—in expelling, robbiog, and mnl-
treating the austere friars of the order of Camal-
doli and the members of many other religicus
houser, There wns a wondrous kinsbip of
thought and similarity of style between the
Archbishop of Perugia and that staunch friend
of Ireland, the late illustrious Felix Du.
panloup, Bishop of Orleans. There was like-
wise a solidarity of wholesome sympathies.
When the spirited guide of the See, made
famous by the Maid, wrote denounciog those
who pretended that the Syilabus of Pius IX,
was opposed to progress, liberty, and civi'iza-
tirn, aud reminding them that the unity of
Catholicity could embrace all sfrﬂtems, social and
political, and take within its folde every country,
the Archbishop ot Perugia hastened to cover him
with hiscongratulations, Similarly wher th:ine d
and beau!iful pastorals fiom the midst of the
Umbrian hills made their appearance, the dying
prelate of Orleana perused them againand again
with ejaculations of joy. There are idiots who
maintain that Papacy is the enemy (f the
higher attainments of learsing. Shallow fouls,
let them Listen to him who rits in_the chair of
Peter at the moment, and presides over the
destinies of the Church which has been the
nures and repository of knowledge, wh ch kept
the lamp alight in the ages of darkness, and is
still the earnest friend of musie, sculpture, paint-
ing and rhetoric in their most refined and
soul-movirg forms,

“Tell the students of Louvain,” said the
Pontift in 1879, *‘ not to be afraid of sci nce, for
God is the author of all science.”

He who gave utterance to this truth isnn
mean scientist himself, haviog borne off prizes
in his earlier years for physics and chemstry.
The Jesuits are the most accomplished of exist-
ing scholars, taking them sll round ; and the
untiring Benedictines did for literature, when
the manuscript preceded the book, that which
the printing press undertakes now. Shallow
fools again, those who affect to imagine, as the
late Earl Russell did, that the Papacy cramps
the men'al faculties.

Monsignor Pecci was created Cardinal in
1853, ard in July, 1877, was summoned to Rome
to act as Camerleogo to the Supreme Pontitf,
an office carrying with it the Presidency of the
Apostolic Chamber, and the management of
the temporal concerns of the Papacy. Seven
months later the glorious Pio Nono was ushered
to his reward, and on the Camerlengo devolved
the duty of closing his eyes and superintending
his funeral rites. At the election of a succeesor
to the heritage of Peter there were preceny
more Cardinsls <han had ever before ass'sted at
the conclave, Ths first ballot was void owing
to an informaslity, the result of the second was
that Cardinal Pecci received thirty-eight votes
out of sixty-one ; but as a majority of two-thirds
is required there was a third ballot, when he
was elected by forty-four. This happened on
the 20th February, and at half aa hour
after mid-day Pope Leo was proclaimed.
On Sunday, the 3rd of March, the Holy
Father was crowned in the Sistine Chapel,
this being the second instance since 1555 of
the ceremony taking place outside the loggia of
the Church of St. Peter, When Feli< Dupan-
loup heard the news of tbe election havinF fallen
on Cardinal Pecci, he shed tears and fell on his
knees exclaiming in an ecstasy, * God be thank-
¢d.” His emotion and his thanksgiving were
alike ensy to beunderstood. Among the earliest
acts of the Pontiff were the creation of the
Scutch episcopacy and the elevation of .fohn

Henry ewman to the Sacred College.
Thus had the great Oratorian spoken of
Leo XIII. some months before: “‘In the

succesaor of Pius, I recognize a depth of thought,
& tenderness of heart, a winning simplicity, and
a power answe-ing to his name which kesp me
from lamenting that Pepe Pius iz nolonger
here.” In hisinaugural allocution to the Cardi-
nals, the new Pontiff paid deserved and un-
stinted homage to his predecessor, ** who made
the -Apoatolic chair more resplendent by bis
virtues and won from all his children their love
and : admiration.” . The same may with confi-
dencs be predicated of himself. .

'We have endeavored thus briefly to render an
account of :the career of the Chief of Cathelicity.

anning, His Holiness haa the appearance of
beini' er ‘than he- really is. He wenrs his
weight of ‘years well- and retains much of the
priskness “and vivaciby :of boyhood. The
gecret, no'. doubt, -is that he has always
led a L. .and. active -existence. is
hend is admirably poised, his eyes beady

and quick-searching, his mouth firm and large
but r.adily softening into an_expansive smile,
Hn bas the delicate blue veined skin of the
patrician, but his nose, aquiline and massive a3
thore of most leaders are, is the dominant
feature in his countenance. His figure is stooped
under the burden of age and thoughs, with cere
combined, but on occasions he starts up, straight
as a dart, under tha impulse of some sudden
fancy or recoilectivn. To form a judgment from
his profi'e, if one may de so without trench-
ing unduly on the familisr, the Holy Father is
one predestined to command, There are all the
commingled traits which go to build up prepon-
derance—power ‘n the arched broad forehead,
decisiveness im the lines of jaw and chin, elo-
quence in the mobile lips, the whole tempered
by an expression al once suave, alert and
benignant. These traits are in consonance with
his antecedents ; every act and utterance of his
since he wus raised to the Pontificate bave but
confirmed tha tokening of nature and justified
anew the choice of his colleagues of the Sacred
College. They were well inspired in fizing
on the prelate from the quiet city in the lap of
the Umbriao hills as the ruler of the Universal
Church, the successor of Pio Nono, the much-
afflicted and well-beloved, Nothing that has
since come to pass hasin the faintest degree
diminishod the value of the prophetic apprecia-
tion and enthusiastic jubilance of the two re-
nowned ecclesiastics who welcomed His Holi-
ness to the chair of the Apostles, the ecreat
Frenchman and the greatest Eoglishman, Felix
Duranloup and John Henry Nowman.

The Papacy had been despoiled of 1ts temporal
power, the Pope is a virtual prisoner in his own
city, the shout of indecent triumph has b en
raised that the strength of Rome s nil aod its
day gone by, Yet what dc we see, what has the
geueration to acknowledge? The Papacy exists
in prestige and wide-spreading influence unim-
paired, the prisoned Pope controls the hearts of
millions and g.thers to himself their cheerfnl
allegiance in his confinement, Rome is etill
erect and its enemies are Dbeginning to
admit what its children are sure of, that its day
will last until the crack of d2om, when time
shall ba no more. The Revolutionin its vain-
glory and windy pride cried out, *‘ There shall

no longer this Papacy,” andlo ! the Papacy
is entrusted to ons of the strongest, most pro-
found, and philosophic of Popes, one who unites
the authority of Peter to the language of Gicero.
The scholiasta bow to him as a master, the
governors of inighty nations refer their
disputes to bis arbitration, his voice is as
the voice of one onforcing convictinn frem a
parden by the Tiber to the uttermost limits of
civilization., In the words of Cardinal Manning,
the Church was never more powerful, because it
ig visibly independent and 1its pawer 18 in the
hands of Leo XTII, The world can take nothing
from him. ¥rom the world he asks nothing but
the obedience ot its faith, That faith wbich
has ontlasted the fall of empires and opposed a
steadfast fron: to the thundering billows of per
recution— that faith which has beea derided,
belied, trampled upon, and assailed in every
way that iz vile and insidious—survives in
unskiken majesty like some giant rock raiticg
its torm serenely on the shore amid the sullen
frothing surges of an angry sen.  Yea, it i3 a
rock, the Rock of Peter, against which—we
have the Divine promise for it—n thing can
prevail. Never from the reign of the first of
the long line of Pontiffs until the present has
that rock been more solid, never has the Papacy
thown more evidence of vigor and vitality than
now that we are commemorating with a fervor
that embraces and enkindles the universe, the
Jubilea of Leo XIII., whom may God preserve
ad wultos annos. Amen,

THE NEW FRENCH CHURCH AT

AN EVICTION DEFEATED.

AFTER A SIEGE OF HSEVEN HOURS THE TENANT
COMEY OFF VICTORIOUS,

Cork, Aug. 21, —An eviction failed yos-
terday on an estate in South Cork, helonging 10
Sir George St. John Colthurst, sixth baronet,
whose principal seat is misnamed Castle Dlar-
ney. A tenantnamed Timothy O'Leary owed
about ST00 arrearages of rent and costs.  The
baronet’s agent offered to sccept $100 in full
satisfoctinon, O'Leary lo surrender possession.
He refused and an eviction writ was issued.
There was a crowd of three hundred persons,
headed by the secretary of the locul branch of
the National League and o band.

I'ROTECTING I'OLICEMEN,

The sheriffs and bailiffs were protected by
twenty policemen in charge of a district in-
spector. When the party arrived, at seven
o'clock in the morning, they found the house
barricaded and a number of men inside pre-
pared to offer every resistance. Over the front
door wns suspended an American hay rake,
which, by menns of ropes attached, the de-
fenders in the house were able to drop npon the
heads of thebailiffs.

A DANGEROUS ROOF.

Seeing the difficulty in forcing the door, some
of the bailiff« got up on the roof, but no socoer
had they made au opening than they were
attacked by those within, who shot out long

oles at them, and one of them narrowly eseaped
gcing hurled to the ground.

After five hours' work the bailiffs forced an
entrance to the ground fleor, but bhaving got
thus far they were assgailed with stones and
other missiles and assaulted with mops dipped
in boiling tar.

ORDEKED TO FIRE.

Matters became so serious that the TPolice
Tnspector ordered his men to lond and fire. The
latter part of the order was not carried out.
After geven hours of frnitless effort the eviction
was abandoned.

In the yard of the premises there is an open
well fifty feet deep. This war covered over
with light latha and rushes, and had any sheriff's
assistants or policemen fallen mto the trap laid
for them they would, in all probability, have
beep killed.

A TENANT'S VICIORY,

There was no arrests made, and the Na'iona
Leaguers present shouted triumphantly as the
sheriff abandoned his efforts to enforce the de-
cree of the court.

GRATTAN AND PARNELL.

AN INTERESTING BERIES OF COINCIDENOES IN
THEIR LIVES,

DusLIN, Aug, 24.—Mr. K. Dwyer Gray, mem-
ber of Parlinment and editor of the Freemar's
Journal, to-day contributes editorially this re-
markable comparison of the lives of Grattan and

Grattan bought an
estate in Queen’s county, the stronghold of the
Parnells, but chose lhis home in county Wick-
low, whether Charles Stewart Parnell’s grand-
father had migrated and also fixed his residenca
—Gratton at Tinnehinel, Parnell at Avondale,
In 1750 Grattan’s declaration of Irigh rights
was fiercoly attacked by the government, and so
also wis Parnell’s programme in 1880 by ineans
of State prosecution.

He also
pointed out the many unfavorable restrictiona
which the support of the National Policy entail-
ed upon the farming nterests, and carefully snd
st great length discussed the proposed rem:dy.
He concluded the quest on of commercial Union
in all its bearicgs, but more particularly as
affecting the interests of the agricultural class,
and expressed belif that that messure would
relicve them fiom many of the burdens which
th= support of the present policy entailed upon
them,

Mr. R. E. Fontaine, Warden of the County
of St. Hyacinthe, next spoke in Freneh, follow-
ing closely the same line of argument, referring
to the almost unlimited market for sgrienitural
produce which the adoption of the policy of
commercinl union would open out.

Dr. Fontaine, also ia fiench, followed out
the sam~ line of argument, insisting that though
some manufacturers might be injured in the
outset, that, t:kiogall in all, the cheaper living,
the healthier working climate, and the cheap
and abundant labor of Canada would enable
them to hold their own, and n.ore, to increase
their trace

Mr. R. Johneon was sati-fied that the advan.
tages -f the proposed change would more than
outwtigh the trifling incunveniences that might
be expected at first, and strongly recommended
the farmers of the township to support the
measure,

Mr. H. M. Rider, of Stansted, spoke strongzly
in favor of the projected new departure, averr-
ing that the agricultural interests wouid
be preatly benefit'ed avd the popul .trn
and resmress ot the Dominion correspondingly
increased, .

Mr. Michael Anger also pressed the ¢ nx et
the farming interest for some conside « i .. i
the adjustment of the burders of pulitical ex’s-
tence. At present, he s1id, the manufacturers
had protection cirried to its highest point, but
that had failed to build up and populate the
Dominion. .

The spe ches were all gnnd, and were lis*eced
to intently by the intelligent farmers pres-nt,
who seemed to be as unanimous as are speakers
in favor of cominercial union. 1t is likely that
other mertings wili follow, but nonecan be more
succesaful, despite the adverse weather.

The pockets of his
vants were turned inside out, and had been
robbed of their contents, con-istivg of
monty, a gold watch and chain and
other articles. A valuable ring, bowever,
was left on one of his fingers, Smith identified
the body us that of Priestman, and after pro-
curing assistance, had it conveyed to his late
revidence, where the scene was touching, de-
ceased e wife and three daughters being frantic
with grief. Priestman lett home about 9.30
Inst night to see some gentleman on a business
matter, expecting to reach home in an hour,
That was the last  time the family
saw him alive, Friestman was about 43
years of age and was in comfortable
circumstances. He cama from Welland to
Toronto about a year ngo and starsed an cffice
in Manning’s Arcade. It is believed he had a
good sum of money in his possersion Iast night.
Coroner Lynd thinks it is a case of suicide, and
explaina the rifling of pockets by the theory that
some tramp came along and finding the body
lying on the sidewalk helped himself to the con-
tents. This suicide idea, however, is not gener-
ally believed, and it ix locked upon as w clear
c:'n.-elv :’;f murder.

Late in the afternoon
Chief Barnes, nccompamed by a police oflicer,
visited Dougall Block, and while the latter kept
watch on the window the former rapped on the
door and demanded admission. His request was
cumnplied with, and & moment later Myers wan
in the clutches of the law. 'The prisoner oifered
no resistance, quietly submitting to the manacles
which were placed upon him and taken to tho
pulice station, where ‘m will be hald to await ex-
tradition. Tho authorities at Jackson woere
notitied of hiscapture, After being locked up
Myers made @ clean breast of his erime to Chief
Barnes, and gave a detailed account of his wan-
derings since Fobruary 11th, on the evenmg of
which dute he fired the shot which resulted
fatally to his young wife. 1t is probable that
Myers will consent to ratum to Jackson withou
the formality of extradition, as he is cumpletely
broken down in health,

SALVATIONISTS STONED.

A GANG OF ROWDIES ATTACK THEARMY IN QUERKC
—MONTREAL DELRGATES INJURED,

Quepke, Aupg. 25.—One of the wost brutal
and uncslled for attacks on the Salvation Army
took place here to-might. The members resident
in this city and a Inrge number of vutside mem-
bera arrived here yesterday, for the purposs of
taking part in their fifth anoual jubilee. They
came from Halifax, St. John, N.B., the Eastern
Townghips, Montrenl, Ottawn, Toronto and other
pinces West, probably 150 delegates in all. Laat
evening, in the usual wng, they paraded through
the streets headed by u brass band, and did not
interfere with any ome. A few ill-disposed
rutfinns, who probably detested religious wor-
ship in any form, threw a fow large rocka
ab the procession, slightly injuring passers by as
well as the members of the army. No particu-
lar notice was taken of this, and the cowards
desisted, only to renew the attack to-night with
reinforcements. The procemion had just
reached Place d’Armes square when a well-
known QQuebec bully, backed by three er four
bundred similar cowards, rushed on the unpro-
tected Salvationists, and poured a general fusil-
ade of rocks at them, with an oceasional thump of
astick, They did nat etop in their murderous
assault even when men and women, one after
the other, fell on the gronnd maimed. ' In fact,
it meemed to increase their fury, and if any
sympathizer went to the aasistance of thein-
uregaones they were given a stormy reception,

y the greatest efforts the wounded were
resoued and taken to the barracks. 1lu the
meantime the mob followed up the army and
hid behind a fence, which encircles the Jemit
grounds, opposite.to the Basilica. Here thoy
opened fire again, and cansed a general atam-
pede amongst the army, who were taken
at fearful odds, A young Ilady - who
was passing Simon & Foulds’ dry goods
atore, on Fabrique street, during this attack
escaped death by a hair's breadth, A rook
weighing about two pounds struck her hat,

lanced off and smashed a 3100 pane of glase.
i‘urther down the street a lady member of the
army was struck on the back of the neck with a
huge stick by a burly ruffian. The young girl
ran as fast as she could into a store on Fabrique
street for protection, but was rudely ejected and
again attacked. The army were making as fast
time as possible and reached the barracks, where
it was }c);t)md that some fifteen or more were
seriously -injured. Color-Sergeant Morrit, of
Quebeo, was hit on the temple and is suffering
from concussion of the brain, He is n-.w
delirious, and the doctor cannot pronounce in
his case. Adjutant Van Allan, of Montreal, and
McHardy, of Ottawa, have split hends; Bate-
man, Gardener and Young, of Montresal, are in-
jured on the face, head and body ; Miss Lioyd,
a captaiu, of Waterloo, was kicked in the ribs
and is almost prostrated, Commissioner
Coombes was 8et upon by a number of the mab,
and would undoubtedly have been killed but for
the timely assistance of & man named Low, who

mixed up with the row and changed hata with’

the commissioner. Commissioner Coombes
states that he demanded police protection for
to-night, after being assnulted iast night, and
‘was awarded four men, who only arrived in the
usnal way after the storm wus over. _Dr. Gale,
who ia ir attendance, has refused to allow seve-
ral of the injured onea to be removed to-night.
There Is great indignation felt over this outrage
of civil righta.

These documents impliment the dia-
cussion on the sugar question without at all
affecting the arguments against the series of
rings by which the people are compelled to pay
double the price they ought to pay for their
sugar. This protest of the wholesnle dealerg
against *‘articles in the newspapers of the city,
which were unjust in spirit and inaccurate as to
facts,)” in reality concedes all that has been ad-
vanced by the newspapers to.which reference is
made. ~ As far as THE PosT is concerned,
the charge is without foundation, and
we belisve our confreres, who expressed the
same views that we did, were actnated by
the one motive. There was not the remotest
ides of injustice, whatever slight inaccuracies
there may have been. Indeed it was the great
injustice, we might even say with perfect trath
the gross imposition, by. which consumers are
robbed of three cents on every pound of sugar
they use, which gave rise to the -whole dis-
cuseion, This point the wholesale grocers do
not touch. That, perhaps, must be left to the
refiners and the Government for elucidation.

But the great fact that the grocers are com-
bined, for the purpose of fixing prices so a8 to
deprive the public of the benefits arising from
competition, is now admitted and stamps the
whole system as contrary to the general welfare,
We may aleo note that the resclution does not
give all the facta of the‘‘combine.”

If a burglar breaks into the stores of any of
these merchants and robs a safe of money th®
power of the law is set in motion at once to
gecure his capture apd pumshment, but
the action of the thief is only different in
manner from that of the parties to the
copspiracy to defraud the public. Both seek
to obtain from others money to which they
have noclaim. The intention is the same, Nur

a | can the action of the combiners be justified un

der the terms of the law. The fact that men
can conspire to compel the public to pay more
for an article than they should under the law
does not excuse or palliate the dishonesty of the
motive,

But what are we to think of a system under
which such things are possible? What are we
to think of a Government which imposes this
system ? By what right are the great mass of the
people placed at the mercy of aring ? Surely it is
bad enough that the Government should im-
pose emormous taxation on the necessaries of
life without delegating a like power to private
persons? Have Canadians surrendered their
liberties to the extent of permitting the aban-
donment; of the first principle of taxation—that
no more shall be taken from the people than is
abanlutely necessary for the expenses of govern-
ment? Itseems so; and the factthat a clas
of businesa men openly defend the imposition of
extortionate prices and the suppression
of compatition proves that the power
to levy taxes has, under a false
fiscal system, come to be regarded as
& right by certain private persons. Thismay be
considered proper because it is possible, but iy
in no wise differs in principle from the practice
of a former age. A government which accepts
contributions from manufacturers to aid in
carrying an election, avd in return makes o law
whereby the manufacturers can fleece the peopls,
ismore guilty and more deserving of reproba-
tion than the potentates of other times, who
licensed brigands to reb travellers on condition
of sharing in the plunder. The crime is the
biacker because the government was instituted
to protect the interests of the public. Butin
using its delegated power, #0 aa to enablea few
private persons to rob the people under the pre-
tence of commercial management, the govern-
ment has betrayed its trust. If such action is
permitted to continne, we are no longer fre~, we
are slaves, and our slavery is all the more ab,
ject, because with the means of redress in our
hands we lack the courage and manliness to
aseert our rights and punish those who have in-
vaded them,

THE NEW PARTY LINES,. <
_ Anyone who has given even passing atteation
to the drilt of politics in Canada of -1ate cannot
but have observed the gradual regroaping of
forces fnto two new and very distinct lmes of
oppoging priociples..

A few facts will show how well founded are
«he demands of the Manitobans. Two years
ago the merchants of Winnipeg soughs to pro-
cure compatition against the high rates of the
Canadian Pacific by establishing a line of boats
on the Red River to carry freight from St,
Viucent to Winnipeg. By utilizing the Ameri.
cn system of railways between Chicago, wherg
the Grand Trunk terminates, and 8t. Vincent,
competion was secured, but what did
the Canadian Pacific do? It promptly
made overtures to the St. Paul, Minne.
apolis & Manitoba Railway Company, wno
carried the freight from St. Paul to St. Vin-
cent, to raise their rates and accept remuner.
ation from them. The reesuls was the formation
of a compact between the two companies
whereby the Canadian Pacific paid, and to the
present day continues to pay, the other 12 per
cent. on its gross freight earnings between
Port Archurand Winnipeg, By this iniquitoug
arrangement the people of Manitoba were de.
barred from having the slight measure
of competition they had secured with
considerable trouble. The Canadian Pacific
charges are, between Winnipeg and Port
Arthur, » distanca of 430 miles, 328
cents per 100 pounds, while the charges
between 8t. Paul and Chicago, 420 miles, are
on'ly 7% cents per 100 pounds. So that the

‘Manitoba settler has to pay four times as much

as the Miunesota or Dakota settler to get his
wheat to the lake, Taking the all rail ratea for
car loads, the rate from Winnipeg to BMontres]
by the Canadian Pacific, a distance of 1,423
miles, is 50 cents per 100 pounds, and from St,
Paul to New York, a distance of about 1,500
miles, the rate ia 32} cents.  So that the Mazi-
toba farmer, shipping from Winnipeg, gets 17}
cents per 100 pounds, or ten cents per bushe}
1ess for his wheat, consequent upon the higher
taniff, thon the Mipnesota and Dakota settler, .
shipping from St. Paul. In reality, this is dis.

THE DEMANDS OF MANITOBA.

Sir Donald Smith has, according tc & Winni-
peg despstch, which will be found elsewhere,
filed two billa of complaint against the Red -
River Valley Railway to prohibit it crossing
land belonging to him at St. Norbert. Sir
Donald is & director and one of the principal
shareholders of the Canadian Pacific Railway,
and has thus throwa himself directly in the way
of the Goverament and people of Blanitoba,
challenging them, asit wers, to the confliet. It
is somewhat curious that a leading spicit ina
railway company which has forced it way through
public and private property, with supreme
disregard to all its intereats eave its cwn, should
attempt to block the right of way when
another railway seeks an outlet throuzh his
property. But it is hard for Sir Dooald with
his Hudson’s Bay Cumpany proclivities to get
over the idea that the Northwest belongs to
him and thering of which he is so distinguished
an ornament. Thal the people of Manitoba
have any rights which he should respect, or
should presume to assert them, are thinga which
moy be beyund his comprehension; but
he will find them very tangible all the-
same.

THE MONEY VALUE OF MONOPOLY.

The Manitobans estimate their export of
wheat this fall at 4,000,000 bushels. Frem
Winnipeg to Toronto the freight rate on wheat
by the C. P. R, is 50 cents per hundred. From
Ingerscll to Halifax, and equal distance over
the Grand Trunk, the rate is 313 cents per
bundred. If a competing line would give Manil
toba the Grand Trunk rate from Winnipeg to
Montreal the wheat growers would save 18}
cente per 100 lbe, or considerably more
thau 11 cents per bushel. The saviog from
Brandon to Montreal wou'd be almost the same.
If the western part of the pravince were tosave
10 cents per bushel on ibts 4,000,000 bushels
exported, $400,000, or twice the cost to the
public of the westtrn counec! ian,would be saved
in one year, and, even if the rate were reduced
but five cents per bushel, the saving would
amount to $200,000, and the whole public cost
of the road to Portage ln Trairie would be
recouped in the province in one year. The
great importance of completing a com-
petitive railway syatem to carry out this
year's crop must be abundantly evident,
If, through apathy. the Government shou'd fail
to meet the wishes of the people in this respect,
between §200,000 snd $400,000, which rightly
belongs to the farmers, will be snatched from
them by the C. P. R., and the financial succees
of the R. R. V. R. will be imperilled. For
‘these reasons the Winnipeg Frce Press urges
that the aid necessary to assure the completion
this year of a railway from Winnipeg to Portage
la Prairie should be promised right away, so
that construction can be puccessfully completed
4n time to carry out the 4,000,000 bushels of
wheat, which will soon be ready for shipment.
Surely the people of Manitoba are right in their
efforts to save this money by smasbing the
monopol.y. .

TREMBLAY VS, PARADES

A Celebrated 'Case in
Court.

HON. JAMES McSHANE GIVES
EVIDENCE.

AviMER, Que., Aug. 26.—The Tremblay-
Paradis case was adjourned from last Monday
till 10 o’clock this moruing, in order to secure
the presence of the Hon. James McShane, the
Commissioner of Crown Lands for Queboe.
Th's morning at 10 sharp a numbex of inter.
ested parties and several Ottawa gentlemen
were At the Court houce, amongst others the
Rev. Father Paradis, Hon., James McShaue,
Messrs. Chitty, Barry, Dr. Dubamel and several
lawyers.

At eleven o'clock the Court opened. The first
witoess called by Dr. Foran was the Hoa. Jas.
McSbane, Messrs. Prentiss and McArthur,
J.P., occupied the bench, assisted by Mr. Dris-
coll, as clerk of the Court. A lengthy discussion
took place between Mr. Foran and Mr. Aylen
a8 t0 whether the reporters and public should or
should not be excluded. Mr. Foran contended
that the whole case should br made public. Mr,
Aylen combated the contention on the ground
that the press was not fair. The b:nch aecided
in favor of the press and public being admitted.

Bon. Mr. McShane, examined by Mr. Foran,
said: * Sioce I became minister, by vote of the
house, 870,000 for colonization purposes, were
appropriated, which sum was distributed as
fairly as possible. The names of the parties to
whom that office should send inoney were given
to me by members of the House; works were
ordered t» be done and moneys sent to the par-
ties who had control over the roads where the
moneys wete to be spent. This rule was, I
believe, invariably carried out by my predeces-
8Os,

In answer to a question—'* Under my rule
the moaeys were sent by wmnail a8, in these places
there were no banks.”

(Juestion—Please take comtnunication of your
department fyled as exhibit ** E,” st page 100,
and state if you koow apything cmcerning
the entry * amount, main road, Mr. White,
$450."

Answer—I must reply by stating that since
we came into power, some six months ago, that
owing to the bad manazement of the late (Gov-
ernment, principally in my department, the
books, reports, etc, of the colomzation m ney
had not neen posted up for nearly two years,
which I remedied as som as possible. 1t has
therefore been impossible for me to examine in
detail the reports of moneys distributed to sixty-
five counties,

Having taken communieati-. of exhibit D,
witness stntes that the signnuare to the best of
his velief is Mr. Turgeon's signature.

Mr. Aylen objected to the evidence. A
lengthy discussios here took place as to
whether Mr, Turgeon's signature wie evilence
or not.

Question—Do yen know anything about a
cheque for 8450 payable to the order of Mr,
Michael White and endorsed by him ?

Answer—I have no personal recollection of
the cheque. Hon. George Iivine called at my
office ; our ¢:nversation was private,

(puestion—Did you refuse the Ilon. Mr.
Irvine to obtain a certified copy of such
cheque ?

Answer—Ie never askad for any.

(Queation—Is there such a cheque in your de-
partment, dated October, 1885?

Answer—I do not know.

Question—Will you please produce such a
cheque if it is in your possession as Minister of
Agrmiculture and Coloaization ?

Answer—Certainly, if it is. 1t is nov vow,
nor never was in my individusl possession. 1f
such o cheque is in iny department, and it is
legal, I shall certainly send it if the court de-
manda it. As s minister of the Cr wn, 1 have
no objection to produce it, provided the court
orders me to do s0, nnd the Attorney-General
sy 8 it is legal to do so.

Mr. Foran then asked the court to request
Mr, McShane to producetsuch cheque under the
above ¢ nditions,

Mr. McArthur—We will not order it untilwe
have lurther evidence.

Mr. McShane —Extracls from my office are
signed by me or through my orders by my de-
puties in my different departinents.

Cross-examined by Mr, Aylen:

Question—Is it not the custom that the mem-
ber asks for a certanin nmount ; then wuggests
certnin names of conductors and names of men
us directors over them for the dirtribution *

Answer—Exactly.

Que-tion—Give us an idea how thess directors
are to work

Anawer—Suppose wo send 8100 to Aylmer;
we send it to the person named by the member,
and that persen distributes the money where
required and is responsible to the Goverminent
for the same, We look upun the person ns re-
sponsible for sny changes, etc, in the
digtribution of that wmoeney. 1 kaow by
enquiry that the money sent to Father
Paradis bg' the lIate Government was
faithfully distributed. I say this because
there are vouchers signed to prove it. Mr,
Paradis came dowa to Quebee in the month of
April in the interests of the poor settlers, and
had in effect to beg his way down from the Gati-
veau, getting a dollar from one party and two
doliare from another, and wo on, to pay hiy
expenses. Our Government, alter hearing
the deplorable story he told about the
settlers, allewed him £800 for colonira-
tion work. He was ao poorly off himself
that 1 gave hitn $25 out of my own_pocket to
help him_on his way back home, I consider
Father Poradis a persecuted man, aud regret
that his enemies should hound him down as
they are trying to do. "The cheque was given

revious to my coming into office. Since we
ﬁnve had men examining all over the county of
Ottawa tosee where the sum of $10,800 was
epent.

Mr, Foran objected to Mr. McShane giving
his apinions. .

Mr. Prentiss seltled the case by atating what
the bench wanted to know was whether the
chegue was sent up to Mr. White or not, and
whether endorsed or not.

Re-examined by Mr, Foran : Question—Did
Father Paradis ask you last spring not to show
that cheque outside your office ?

Answer—No ; por any livirg man ever spoke
to me about hiding that cheque.

Mr. McShane’s evidence being read over, he
signed the deposition and withdrew,

he next witness called was Mr. George R.
Nettls, bookkee;gr to C. T. Bate & Co, of
Ottawa. Mr. Nettle deposed: 1 am book-
keeper to C. T, Bate & Co., of Ottawa, wnose
office is on the canal basin,

Mr. Aylen here objected to Mr. Nettle
answering anything with regard to the cheque
until the cheque be first produced or else it be
proven the cheque was destroyed.

Balfour accused the opposition,
through Mr. Gladstone, of making themaelves
apologists for, and therefore accomplices in, in-
timidation.

A UNIONIST CONVERT.

Mr. Buchanan {Liberal-Unionist} eaid that
the Government’s. action was ill-limed.

Ignited by the Flying Sparks—One
Hindred Thomsand Dollars go o
up In Smoke—The Fire -
Brigade Do Good
Work in Con-
fining The
Flames.

Never in the rec 'rds of the fire brigade of this
city have so many serious nnd disastrous fires
occurced in one summer i our gity. The most
serious conflagration which has occurred lately,
ooe which equals the disastrous fire of the St.
Lawrence sugsar 1efinerv, broke out last evenmg
about eight o'clock. The scene of conflagration
was the building of the Montreal Herald, at the
corner of St. Jaumes street, faciog Victoria
Square and also facing Craig street. The build-
ing wa3 an ancient one—constructed of stone
and six-s*orey high. On the ground floor on
St. James street is the main eatrance tothe
Herald, adjoining is the office of King's Ex-
press Compaoy. Facing Victoria Square are
the offices of the Dominion Coal and Shipping
Company, St. Leou Mineral Water Company,
City ice office, and Messrs. Hart Bros’. cdsl
uffiee. 'Facing Craig street is a rear entrance to
the Herald, and adjoining is the entrance to the
press rqom. which extends to St. James street
through the building. On the second floor is the
office of James Stewart, auctioneer, and the
editerial rooms of the Herald. On the front
floor is the Victoria Squere Steam Laucdry,
on the fifth storey the composing room, and on
the sixth the Herald birdery, The building was
purchizsed som: wmonths ago by Mr. G, W.
Stephens for the sum of $40,600. It was formerly
the o'd 5¢t, Jan es Hotel, but when the Herald
way burnt out some years ago on St. James
street, the management secared the late
premises, which hsve been occupied by them
ever since. The paper has been remarkably un-
fartuna ¢ in the way of fiies, the former fire
causing them great inconvenience, and slmoat
rerulting in the paper not being published.
They pu led through after hard work, and were
publishing ove of the finest morning journals in
Tunnda wheo this last di-aster fell upon them.
For the pist few daya roofers have bren en-
gazed repairing the building, and a wide scaf-
folding had been constr icted arcund the premises
on the upper flat. It was about three
min tes to eight o'clock when the many
pedestrions thiough V.ctoria equare and the
streets in the vicinity were astonished to see
flames suddenly break through the windows of
he upper flat and spread along the roof of the
building. Within two minutes, and beforean
slarm _could be sounded, the whole upper por-
tion of the prem:ses was 1n a b'aze, and the ronr-
ing fire sent forth largs fiery tongues which fell
on the adjoining buildines. r. Bernard
Tansey succeeded 1nringing che first alarm from
box 134, and Chicf Detective Cullen sounded
box 30. The firemen responded to the first
alarm, but the men of No. 4 having seen the
blazs started out before an alarm was sounded
and were the first to reach the scene. The fire,
it is thought, originated on the upper storey,
where the roofers must haveleft a furnace huro.-
ing, and spread ravidly down the hoist to the
composing room. The

COMPOSITOES ALL RUSHED OUT

and notificd the athera throughout the building
on their way down etairs, When the flames
were spraading tbrough the type room the
““ comps” returned with a few hand fire grenades
and threw them on the flames, but with no per.
ceptible vesult., They then made for the street.
Meanwhi'e Mr, Ritchie, ouve of the Herald re-
presentatives, who was in tie editorial room,
writing, ru-hed lothe teleptone, bat was unable
to call upthe fire department. He then rung
up the Central station and informed them
or the fire, but the alarmy had meauwhile been
given, The Central division of the br gade was
quickly on the spot, and o 1’ ment lster, sreivg
that the Hames were spreading to the lower
flats, a gencral alarm was ecunded by Chief
Patton.  Short'y after the arrival of the fire.
men Chief Paradis reached the scene, and con
stables we-e snmmoned from the differcnt
stasons, Over filty officers were pres:nt, and
kept back tha crowd most effectually. They
did their duty well, and deserve great credit,
having to wok assiduously to control the
crusling asremblag . Sib-Chief Lancey was
pr- sent, nverlovking, and Serg-ant Leaucliemin
took charge of the men near the Heratd buildine
on 8t, Jan es street and Victoria sqquare, while
Sergeant Le gi: was on thenorthern s'de of the
square, Scrgeant; Reeves on Craig street and
Sergeant Kenoe on 8t, James, west, of the fire
and on Little St (Antoine street. The crowd
was v ry controltable and k-pt a good di-tance
from the bulding, but this may be accounted
t r vy thsfact thas the flames threw outan
imrren<e heat which was unb-arable several
hundred yaids off.

The other engive, namely, Clapp & Jores, was
at the corner of Lattle St. Antcine screet, and
these with the numer- us streams o' tained from
the great bydranton the square threw a regular
deluge of water on the flames. Streams were
laid on from all parts, but the flumes seemed
to gush forth with renewed vigor and spread
from the fourth floor to the third, then to the
s cond and finally to the offices on the ground
floor. The Bt. Gabriel firemen were present
and had an effectual stream op, The chemical
engine was doing patrol work, looking for sma 1
fires which might originate from the fall-
ine sparks. The Skinner and Hayes ladders
were hoisted, the tormer facing Victoria
square and the latter on St. James street. Men
ascended and played into the building with &
telling effect, Two streams were laid on from
the Victoria Luilding, adjoining the burning pre-
mises ; two from the rear, f Crsig streeb ;
five streams were kept continually on %rom St
James street, and five from the Victoria square
side. The crowd continually increased, and
nothing could be seen for half a mile every way
but an immense assemblage of eager-looking
beings.
THE FLAMES WERE GUSHING FORTH

every now and again with renewed vigor, and
the scene was most beautiful to behold. The
beavens were brightly illuminated, and the
shining of the moon and stars over the great
conflagration rendered the spectacle most bril-
liant, The heavy tongnes of fire and sparks
travelled with the dense smoke southward, and
fell on the buildisgs between St. Jomes streeb
and William. The wind was most favor-
able, otherwise the fire could hardly have

been prevented from sprending, and a
more disastrous blaze would have re-
sulted. The firemen on the: ladders

were almost scorched, and were finally com-
Pelled to retire, while the lndders were removed.
The Hu}ies was_hoisted to the building of
Mesars, Thomas May & Co, and she old Co-
operative store, opposite the Herald, as it was
noticed that heavy sparks were falling on the
roof and the place was catohing fire. Streams
were laid on the building, but of course none
could reach the roof.

THE OROWD RUSHED BACK,

ance, he suspecting that some person was hurt.
This proved false fortunately, as the only acci-
dent of ' the evening occurred to Mr, Perry, as
stated above, who, brsides being cut, loat several
testh. About ten o'c’ock the fire had dons all
the dainage possible on tha upper storeye, but
the ground floor avd the second flat was
tilled with roaring flames, and the fire-
men  continurd to pour water on. and
place the streams where they wonld do
the most effective work.  The water
macde no perceptible effect, but thebrigade were
successful in cunfining the flames. The fire hav-
inz almost lett the upper storeye, depse smoke
took its place, and the sky was dorkened, 8
we!l a3 the fac:s of many onlookers, whose skin
and cluthes were preys to the falling ashes and
sgarks. About 10.30 all danger was over, and
the return blow was sentin. e Clapp & Jones
+mgzine and a number of reels were ordered home,
but several streams were kept on &ill afier 12
o’clock, when the fire was near ex-
tingnished. Two streame were kept cn till
early this morning, and at 7 o'clock, when
peop'e were going to their work, nothivg
could be reen but the standinz walls, which aie
very dangerou-, ani the xmoulde:ing ruins of o
once maj «t ¢ building. Teotal destruction was
the resutt of the fire, and the only alte native is
to tenr cown the tuttering walls and rebuild the
place, a thesite isa good ona.  The engines at
work, besides the 1, 4 and 7 Merryweather,
were the Clapp & Jones and Shud & Mison
from the Point. “The Bertram Shand & Macon
broke down and was of no s-rvice. Al the
bulldings between St, James street and William
were we'l guarded, the watchmen being on the
roof with water, 1eady to extinguish the la:g=

t ngues of fire which fell  about
everywhere, and threattned to  ignite
other premises. Twice did the roof of

Thomas May & Co.'s igmite, but the blaze was
speedily extingu'shed. M:Kay’s saloon, ad-
joining the Herald, was in daoger, and ¢ very-
thicg of valu~ wasremoved. Fortunzte'y, how-
ever, owing to the efforts of the brigade, the fire
was prevented from doing any dsmoga there.
Between 8:30 and nine o'clock, when the sparke
were flyirg high and far, and falling on all the
surrounding buildings south of the Herald,
A CRY WAS RAISED
that other premises were on fire. On St. Henri
street the occupants of dwelling huuses were
busy watching their houses; the American
Huuse was nearly becoming a prey to the
flames, and Shorey's wholesale house,
but with the assistsnce of frinnds and cthers
the watchmen of these places and other whole-
sale houses and the occupants of ths dwellings
preveuted the fire fiom catching. The awnings
of the Atlantic Clothing sturs were destroyed
by fire before anythiog could ba d.ne, and wuile
thie crowd assembled here it waslearncd that
sports had set fire to two wooden #hanties un St.
Henri strect, Nos. 17and 9, belooging to Mr,
J.S. Evaus. The firermen were notitied and
uhrew reels besides the chemical engines weie
soonon the spet, A stream was quickly 1 id on
the blaze, which was exsi.gui-hed b-fore much
damage w. s done. Sparks hud meant:me made
their way to the roof of Mesers. James
Donal.ue & Co.’s premises, corner of St. Heuri
and St Daurice streets. and ignited the
building tn_three nlaces. A stremwas laid on
trom a hydrant, and with ths a:sistavce of the
chemical engine the fire wus subdued, Allthe
residects in this vicinity were terrified. The
falling tungues were su  threateniog that it was
antizipated that a seri ms conflagratioa would
result awong tlis premis 8 on St. Maurice ur
St. Henri strects. Vigilant watch and hard and
quick work by the p:ople alore prevented this,
ns the »parks made several efforts trcause a big
tire thereabouts. Word was brought to the sub-
chief that a fire had started in stores neac tha
City Hotel, and reels 3 and 9 were dispatch d
to the:cene, as well ps the Saivage corps and
chem:cal engine., Spn ks had fallea oa the
stores of 2r, 1IN O, iller, tobawonist, No,
1016 ; Mr. Fatien Piieur, tai or, No. 1917 5 Mr.
M. Kyao, salon-keeper, No. 1922, and Mr,
Dufresne, jewellrr, No, 1922. The fire 1gnited
on the roof and fell to the back, under the stairs
Jeadiog to the upper psat of the «aloon. Streams
were la'd on, and through the effurts of the
Salvegs corps and of Guardan Maungan and his
men the flames were qnickly ext nguished.
Svme of the houses were burned, but very
little damage wns done in the front premises,
as the Salvage spread » number of covers,
would b: useless to attempt to pramse
the firemen 1ndividualily for the work,
as they all did it in & most credit-
able manner, and it is most remarkabie
how they prevented the fire from sg‘reading,
co-sidering that it h.d gained such hesdway
before their arrival. The three aldermen men-
tioned elsewhere and the chief and sub chiefs of
the brigade are ceserving of. much p aise, as
really they worked like Trojans, seeminglw in-
drfatiguable in their efforts in directing the
men und keeping on he alert to discover if the
flames had located anywhere else. The chemi-
cal engine rendered valusble service and: extin-
guished many small fires originating from fall-
iog sparks.

THE DAMAGE,
The Herald building was purchased, as men-
tioned above, for $40,000, and was. fully ingured
n the different companies doing businsss here.
The stock and plant of the Herald Company is
now valueless, it being completely dessroyed.
It waa valued at $30,000, with only 818,000 in-
surance in the city companier. The Trade
Bullctin office was, of course, destroyed, the
damage amounting to 3,000, nob covered by in-
surance, it is said. The offices of the §t. Leon
Mineral Water Company, Dommion Coal and
Shipping Co., City Ice C)ﬂice, King"s Express
Office, and George Hartt, coal, ware totally de-
troyed, The damage to the St. Leon Water
Company will be about $2,000, and to Geozige
Hartt & Co. 83,000, to the City Ice
Company 81,000, King's Express $1,000, and
Dominion U. & 8. Company, $2,000. - Making'
o total of §11,000 to these offices alone. Mr.
James Stewart loses about $1,000. The stock
and plant of the Victoria Loaundry was insured
for $2,000, but the damage will be .in the
vicinity of $5,000. James Donohue & Co., on
St. Henri street, were insured, and the damage
to stock by water will be about $2,000. 2
building is damaged to the extent of $100. Mr.
Dufresne’s jewellery stors, oa Notre Dame
street, is not damaged any, but Mike Ryan
loses about $200, and Fabien Prieur, tailor, o
like amount, as damoge was done_in his place |
oy water.

world. In other words, if o race of beings re-
semkling ourselves vr re-emb ing any of our con-
tempuraries in terrestrial life, ever existed upon
the moon, they must long sincs have peri-hed.

A GHASTLY WURK OF ART,

In the ittt Palace, at IFlorence, 1s a table
which, for originality 1n the matter of consiruc-
tion and  ghastliness in conception, #ays the
Medical Press and Circular, vrovab'y withouta
rival, Tt was made by Gin-eppe Savatti, who
passed savera! yeers of his kite In its manufae-
ture. To the casnal obzerver it gives the im-
pression of a enr-os wos ic of mard'es of differ-
ent shades and colns, 1ot 1t looks like polished
stone, In reaiity 1t is compnsed of human
muscles and viscers, Noless than a hundred
bodies were requisitioned for the material. The
table is round, and about s yard in dinmeter,
with a pedestal and four claw feet, the whole
being formed of petrified human remains, The
ornaments of the pedestal are made from the in-
testines, the claws and hearts, livers and lungs,
the natural color of which is preserved. The
table-top is constructed of musacles artisticelly
arranged, and it is bordered with upwards of a
hundred eyes, the effect of which is said to be
bighly artistic, since they retain all their lustre,
and seem to ‘ollow the observer. Sagatti died
about fifty years ago. He obtained his Dodies
from the hospitals, and indurated them by im-
pregnation wish mincral salts,
