ting her duty that: she might inqrease her

dorations, In 1841 the St. Teresy Asylum was
completed—the a~yiuni before which stands hec
nionument to-day—und in ten years, thauks to
Margaret’s powerlul co-operation, the prodi-
gious debt coatrasted in baudivg it was paid off,
Having redecmn-d her word, she felt free to
move away f.om ths asylum and leeate her
dairy a3 an indzpendent establishment in the
fast growing “uptown ™ part of New Orieans,
It throve and prospered beyond precedent,
owing to her persvnnl reputation. An iufant
asylum becoming w necessary adjunct to St
Teresa, she twned her dairy profita into what

shs  always  called her  “Baby House”
the nugnificens St Vinceut  da Yaul
Tafant Asylum, A thi:d asyhun, the St

Elizabeth, to which grown orphans are trans-
fer-cd for industrial edaest'on from the St
Teress, was afterward added, completing the
splendii system of pra-tical charity known as
Muargaet's A-vlams, Durngthetercibleyellow
fuver epidemnits of the “fties no one wis wore
promiaently eflicient than Margaret. Goivg
trem houss %5 house among the puor, Protestaur
and Ca holic alike, sbe wai indefat gable in
ministering to the living, sor thiag the dyieg by
her prowise to look after " the orphans—a pro-
wise they could iiust her to kean,

Deepito her charities she bagzan to grow rich,
and bad money to lend to ber friends. Abous
18 such a loan led toa chasgs of business.
Tho proprieior of a large whol.sals bakery Lad
sained hee friendship by his ben=valenze o Lhe
orphans,  Decoming cbarrasied 1 his ac-
counts, be applied to her awd obtained nssis
ance. Continued losses threatemag hissoiveney,
to  seenrs ler debt be  made over the
establishinent to her, The admintstra-
tive tulent ond  executive  ahlity  which
had  evolved 2 fortuse from a  dairvy
trausfoimed the bankrupt bakery into oune of
the best paving investments in the S.uth,
“Margacet’s Bakery’soon began tu be svumberad
among the wieas induatries of New Oricaes, and
Margarct herself brgan to ke as weil known in
comimercial cireley as she had been in the world
of trade and charity. She supplied the asylums
wish bread at a nominal priee, bever falling a
single mornir &7 to l-ave aa equivalent in sorne
shape or other, in the way of delicacy, under
the Liaves in the bottom of the big ba ke, und
rever failing at the end of the year to turn over
honestly th churity God's share in her gsiny.

Dhuring the four yaers of the war, 1:ke mos? of
th= merchauts, she had to struggla hard £ uivin-
tain heraelf, but in the severess triale she never
reloxed in her self-irpost taxations infavor of
the unfortunate, adding to her regular charitics
libwral coateibutions to the Coofederatesoldiers
and to theie destitute fumilies, moit of whem
becana reduced to cruel extremities, She was
a character around which anecdotes naturally
cluster. Manv amusing ones ate rolated of her
tilte with the United States roldives during their
occupation of the city, and it is a comon ssy-
ing that she was the only weman in New Ur-
lesps of whom the first Geueral Comnandant
there wne afraid, Shealways stood, however, on
good terms with the authoritics. When General
Augue was ordered away from the cicy she pre-
sented him with a handsome sword ia token of
ler aupreciation of his goud oftices to herself and
her fellow-citizens.

She touk great gride in hior city and was very
mensivive about it, interfering persvually when-
ever there was & comblaint te be made or in-
justies to redress. The authorities had all bat
signed the papers to have an engine Louse built
on the trisngular pieca of ground whrere her
atatue pow stands. She was indigoant that
they did not give it to the Sisters for a play-
ground for the orphans. The result of her ex-
¥ostlxlnhionu was that the Siaters got the ground.

t was given back %o the city when the poposi-
sion to erect the monument took proporti-n. It is
now knowa &8 Margaret’s Place. She wasalways
promwtto further with subatantial co-operation
any public enterprice; every charitabie institu-
tion in the city becams a recipient of her
baunty. Beaides public charitiss, she gave
secretly snd ceaselessly to private icdividusls.
It is a current truth that she never saw misery,
suffering, or deatitution withous relieving it.

About twelve yoars ago the Sisters of Charity
got in trouble in Mexico, aud were expelled ;
some of themn wers even put in jail. The St
Terean Sistera went to Margaret in despair that
they could do nothing for their companions,
#*Can't they be brought?” *“No: we have
no meana.”  Margaret left her sick bed, went
down to the river to a Spanish captain, and told
him he conld make a certaio suw by bringiog
the Sisters to New Orleans, She gave him half
the money in advauce, and told him tho mo-
ment he landed to call for Margaret and the
rest should be hig. The Sisters arrived at the
specified time.  She was_terribly alr:id of
potoriety. On oae St. Margeret's Day the
orphans were promised a visic to her. Tha
Sister weans to ask Margaret not to ga out at the
hour named. ** Now don’t dothat, Sister ; don’t
bring the children here. Every one will talk
about it, and all the papers will describe the
orphans’ visit to Margaret,” * But the children
have been promised a treat,” Well, now, you
take the children to Canal street, march them
up on side and down the other; take them to
Hoimes'" (the fashionable dry goods store),
16 and lot the clerks talk to them. Don’t hurry
them ; lat them stay out just as long as they
please, and that_will be o treat indeed.” ‘1
walked the children,” the Sister rcplied, *up
and down overywhere to their hearts’ contens,
and returned to the asylum. When we eutered
the dvor I conld scarcely believe my syes. Tho
tables were spread with fruits and flowers and
cakes and creams and candies of overy kind,
That wad & treat indeed !”

The 1adies of one of the Protestant orphan
homes called upon her to gt bread ata reduced
price for some cntertaimment. She was indig-
nant that they should expect her to set bread
for an orphans’ fair. ** But we are Protestants,”
said the ladies. “You are working for the
orphans; sn am I. They are God’s children, be
they Cathelic or Protestant,’ replied Margaret.
Ever afterward she numbered thab popular in-
gtitution nmong her charitica. Shortly after
the Christmas holidays the ladizs of another
Protestant home cnlled to thank her for her
yeartly donation._* Don’s thank me,"” she simply
said; thank the Lord.” .

She could neither read nor write nor make a
figure. She never employed an agent but once ;
he swindled her, Ever afterward she
attended personally to her mammoth
estnblishment, er judgment was re-
markable; no measure she ever advised
turned out other than than she predicted.  She
took no vows, assumed no badge of her mission.
Though sincerely religious, she was not at all
bigoted. Her bakery was situated in the very
buainess centre of the city. She stood in good,
cordial fellowship with her merchantneighbors,
who admired her great business capacity, and
were always resdy to try a boub of wit with ber
(from which she usually came off vie-
torious), or gossip about ‘‘old times”
with her in her private office, or discuss city
politics and city politicians, Though enjoying
with them the perfect equality of one husinges

msn with another, rhe never presumed on their
intimacy with her, never forgot her bunitle
origio, and never cosrected her plebeinn speect,
While giving away rthousands she never ex-
pended more on hLerself persunslly than when
the wages of laundress set boundsd to her neces-
sities.  Her influrnce over the city was remark-
atle for breadth and strength. Her word was
never questioned, heér intentions never dis-
puted.  She was simply * Margaret.”

sShe died on the 9th of February, 1882, leav-
ing o reputation whch lives to become an horor
trthe city,  2-r chazities were ro cloaely ad-
ministered as to bave small margin for an
estate, Sh:nade her mark under the witl that
distributed whas mounvy she had on hand among
the asylums, nud 1:t her establishment and
business to an viphzn boy whom she had trained
to the work heesel?, The acwpapers appuared
in heavy mourning for ber, and the obitnary
natices publishivg the stmple record of her life
and work in the community exhausted uall
D aise,

The monumen’ was a spontaneous outburat.
Hardly was it sugcested before she mogey was
raized.  The commission was  executed 8o
quickly that bofore peaple realized that she: was
indeed gone ohie v s again seated in their midse,
natural s.d difc-he, In garb and pusition o very
vetrifuctiom fom their meniories. The dedica-
tinn serviery were rendersd by mioisters and re-
prisentatives from every religious deaomination
1 thee oty before s crowd compased of all that
aeily ¢ biang fen-ther to honor one whose
goud-will had elrbroced all that a ¢ty can con-

THE LATEST MARTYR.

The geeatest indirnation is expressed every-
where at the cizcunrstances which led up ¢ the
doath of poor yonng Larkin in Kilkerny jail,
‘The facts as disclosed by the evidenea at the in-
quznt wake vp i very melaccholy story. The
auceassd was thie vwly ron of a small farer :n
Woudfurd, wlose circwmnstances permitted of as
comfortable Ining as a Conoaught pea-ant
wsually enjoys, Hu was accuetomed 1n Lhe hour
of stckne.s when st home to the tender
attentions of & poher, who was anxiousty lonk-
ing forward to tie day of his return from his
Iong jwmpriscnment, aud who now mowurns his
loss. T'oa man in sucl a position the dreadful
Lours wirich he s pont in solitude, without s soul
to attend iu his nevlis in his last sickuiess, are
almost {oo terribde to think of. The only r-eord
of the time which preceded his death was that
given by the mphi guard, who doscribed the
unfortanate yousg fellow ay sitting by the: xide
of his bed ' the miserable cell trymng to quench
the thirst which hLis atlinent brought upon
him by rinsing his mouth with water, There
wus no one a~ked wether he ceeded anything,
or even to carry on: tho treatment which the
prison ductor prescritied as absolutely necessary
for a man iz his condition. The thoughts of
one conscions that he wes about to die far away
from howme »nd from a'l who were nearest acd
dearest tu baa cun ba imagined better than
described.  So chanzed was the appearance cf
Larkin in ceoon that his own father failed

to recugni>¢ hini.  All his most intimate
friends wiu saw the body said that if
they were (0ld 1t was the body of any-
body else ey would  believe it quite

as s0on ag they brongbt themselves 1o believe it
was that of Thomas Luarkin,  This fact #howy
the sevarity of *he prison regime to which he
had been subjected. He was amoan of blameless
churacter, and for the single offencs of defend-
ing a neighbor’s hiome he has been punished by
the Tory Governmen$ by being permitted Lo
die without a .1l to utter consolation to him
in his last woments. The funeral was tixed for
cight o’cleek wp Tharsday morning, when the
remains were to be taken from the jail to the
railway station, for conveyance to Woodford.
At that hour an lmmense cuucourse of people
assembled vutside the prison walls to take part
in the processioc. The crowds formed up in
processional arder, and, headed hy one of the
local brass bands, moved towards the town, The
cotlin was Lburne on the shoulders of six youog
men from the city. The chief mourners were :

Larkin, John Roche, 1 L.G. ;3 P, M’Dermott,
P.L.G; Mlichaed Hogan, John Leilly, Francis

As the processien passed through the town

it increased in size, aud before the sta-
tion was reached o multitude of resect-
ful pzrsons had  juined the mournews.

Nearly all tha shops in the city put up
shutters as the procession passcd.  sn addition
tor those who took part in the funeral numbers
of persons nesembled at tha street corncrs and
uncovered their heads as the procession passed.
When tho station was reached the pricsts
chanted the office for the dead. I'ather
M'Grath recited the prayers, and all present
joined in the responacs.

As the tiain was about t2 move off {oxards
Maryborough, the crowd pressed Mr. O’Lrien
to say a few worda,

Mr. O'Brien, M, P., came forward to the
window of the carriage and -said :—*‘Peoyle of
Kilkenny, this is an oceasion of very great so-
letnnity, aad I think it would be highly impro-
per on my part, in presence of the dead here
this morning, to introduce anything like bister-
ness, or resentment, or steife, This morning it
is the functivn of the priest, and nut of the
politizian, to perfort the last otfice for the dead;
and, thank God,we bave priestsamong us who are
not afraid or ashaned to pray with allthe more
fervor for our pocr friend, because he wns notonly
o good Catliolic, but n brave Irishmarn, Izhall
only thank the Mayor of Kilkenny, the priests
of Kilkenny, and the people of Kilkenny, for
this most solemn and magnificent demonstration
of respect for the dead. IPoor Lartkin is freed
from his fetters, and I believe that at the bar of
eternal justice he will meet more mercy tban he
met from the judae of thia world. I can only
pray that God may have mercy on lis soul
{(amen), and that God may save and prosper and
free Ireland {cheera).

THE BURIAL—AFFECTING INCIDENTS,

On Thursdny night wevk the remains of the
martyred youth were, on arrival from Kilkenny,
conveyed to Cloncoo Chapel, Thousands of
people met the remsing at Portumna, and, pre-
ceded by the Portumna Band, and fallowed by
» large concourse and a number of clergymen,
they were taken to Clbmcoo, & distance
of ten miles, The coffin wa§ plaogd in the

centio of the chapel, where the decensed
usually attended Mass, and was eovered over
with wreathe of flowers, The chapel was deep-
Iy draped in black, Hundreds of parishioners,
including the defenders of “ Saunders’ Fart,”
who acted ns 1 ruard of honor, remniced in the
chapel durine tne mght, and prayers were fre-
quently oflvred for the repose of the soul of the
deccased, At ten o'clock on Friday moruitr a
solemn Requiem Mass was chaunted.  The cler
gymen present, d..d those who subsequently
joined the funeial |rocossion, wire 1—-

Rev. J. Coen, P.P., Woedford, who was
visibly affected, said his feclings wers so in-
tense that he couid oaly thank the 2lergy and
people for attending and showing their sym-
pathy for the bereaved futher, mosher and fis-
ters of poor Thimas Larking and for thy canse
for which he suffvred and died,

leaving the churchyard the father of Thomas
Larkinsaid, ic reply toasympathiver: I un nob

The tol'lowing letter in relerenee to the akove
atrucity has appeared in the Freonan :—

DrAR Sig,—Mr, (VBrien’s letter in your issue
of this morning on the doiag to death of poor
Larkin in Kilkenny jail must have sent a shnll
of disguss and horror thirough every breast not
dead to all human symypathirs.

In the extreme Northern
States, in the defense of the Federal (rovern-
ment; in the extremes Southern States, in
defenge of the Confederate Government, and
in some of the Middle and Western States,
companies were rajged for both gides, In
fact, there were mien in some of the mora
Northern slave States, who mustered with
the rebels and were actually in the Con-
federate service before they knew it,

In Virginis, as we have ahown, both sides
were represented. The Junction, on account
of its railroad facilities, was an important
point to guard, and about three hundred
volunteers, under Colonel Holdfast, were
here stationed., Of these raw recruits, there
was but one compaby that was a complete
organization, uniformed and armed at the ex-
ponse of the Government, It was a company
of mounted infantry, under command of
Captain Wardle, armed with mueket, uni-
formed in the Government blue, and furaished
with horses in order to scout the country.

The Government found it impossible to
turn out arma and clothing fast enough to
supply the volunteers at once, and it was late
in the summer of 1SG1 before they were all
equipped, Many armed themselves, as was
the case with two hundred of those at the
Junction. Their arms consisted of rifles,
shot-guns, and such cther weapons as they
were able to furnish themselves with,

The Junction, as we have eaid, presented a
curious scene. Five tall, white army tents
had been erected for Captain Wardle's men,
and thers were a score or more enclosures,
ambitious to be known.as tente, made from
Virginia wagon-covers, sail-cloth, oil-cloth,
sheeting, and bed-ticking, Thuy were of
various sizes and shapes; some g0 amall that
four men would fill them; others large enough
to hold twenty-fve.

NATURAL GAS EXPLOSION.

TuTsuoie, Oct 19.~—The first serious natural
gas explosina in_this cily in two years occurred
a few misutes after 10 ¢’clock’ this marning,
the otel Albemarle and Bijou Theatre blocl,
on Sixth avenue, 'The explosion was attended
witu frightful injuries to o number of people,
and great destruction to some uf the finest pro-
perty in the city, For several days past work-
men, employed by the People’s Gas Compuny,
bave been repairing the pipe ruoning into the
thentre and hotel.  Tbe oder of escaping gas
waz noticed early this morning, but, for some
reason not yet explained, nothing was dons to
bave the gas turned off. About 10.156 6.m. there
were three terrific explosions simultaneously
in the cellars of D. T. Reeds, optician, the
Hotel Albemarle snd the Bijou theatre. The
concussion skook buildings for sev_eral squares
and broke every plate glass window in the block.
Almnost instansly flames shot up from various
gnrts of the block, but before they gained much

eadway they were-controlled by the prompt
work cf the department. A crowd quickly
gathered to view the ruina. The Hotel Albe-
warle, the Bijou theatra entrance, and the
shops which fronted on Sixth avenue between
the hotel entrance and Likrary hall were ter-
ribly shattered. An investigation showed that
eight persons had beea seriously hurt, two of
them fntally, and at least as many more were
slightly hurt, The names of the most seriously
injured are Jacob Dinger, gas employé, in-
ternnlly injured, legs and arms brokep, recovery
impoesible ; Thos, Scanlon, gas employd, badly
burned, will die.  Two colored men and & Ger-
man and Italian, whose names conld not be
learned, were Lerrib'y burned, but will probably
recover, Fireman Gus Dalhe was painfully eut
and bruised. A large number of others sustained
bruises and burne. The damage by the explo-
sion will reach $50,000. When the explosion
occurred the guests ip the Hotel Albemnarle be-
eame panic stricken and several were slightly
!ﬂiureg in making ‘their escape from the bujld-
ing. A mumber of persons who were confined
to their beds with typhoid fever were carried
from the hotel to places of safety. The exposure
mey seriously retard their recovery. Fifteen
persons in all were injured, five of them, it is
beliaved, fatally. .

RESQURCES OF IRELAND.

Land and labor
are the twe great elements of national wealth.
The iand we keep waste, aud the labor we no:
only give away for nothing, but go to the ex-
pense of secding it as far as ‘puossible from us
to the moat distent parts of the earth, Ilas it
ever occurred to you, gentle render, to consid.r
a3 a ¢old-blooded pulitical eenunmisg the value
in ready money of our losses in this way?

Man is the mnoss costly and valoabls article
that can be raised, snd the increase or decren @
of the numbers raised and Xept is the mast cer-
tain mark of national prosperity or decay. No
state can be more wretched than that of o
country which has 1ts supply of inod so nicely
adjusted to it that it must raise a certatnamount
of inhabitants up to the stage of adults or
laharers, and then must part with or give them
away for nothing, or send them away at great
expense for fear of their starvieg. Every adult
whom we send or force away, orstarve to death,
represents 2 loss to society compounded of the
value of the amount of **surplue produce,’’
clothes, food, fire, &c., ard time and labor ex-
pendel in rearing and edueating him, and of
the value hia labor would prave to snciety, were
it eo constituted as to be able to maintain and
employ him profitably. An guothor skilled in
these moatters says:— .

* The necessary maintenance of four children,
it is supposed, may be nearly equal to that of
one man, The labor of an able-bedied slave,
the rpams authoradds, is computed to be worth
doutie his maintenance ; and that of the mean-
est laborer, he thinks, cannot ke worth less than
that of an able-bodied slave.”—Wealth of Na-
tions, B. 1. C. 8.

The Anglo-Saxons, when they sold each other,
eeenced to have thought o slave equal in value
to four vxen, for the tolls in Lewes market were
io this proportien. The Americans (previous to
the grect Civd Wir). who were in the habit of
dealing in human ilesb, estimated every adult
arrising on their shoresas worth $1,000, ur £208
6s.

You were shocked, no donbt, at Switt's pro-
poaition, that our pnor should fatlen and eell
their “suip'us children” at a year old as ford
for the landlords and  “‘better classes,” on the
ground that it would not pay to rear them to
the age ¢ f fourteen or filteen, and sl thewm to
the Plantatioss, as their food and “cags” inthe
meantime wou!d cost more thanjthey would sell
for.

It is not so Jong since we have had any desl
ings o8 buyers of human flesh that thiy view is
apt to shock and startle us. While we were
manazing our own affairs we were 1mporting
laborers from England ; since Lngland bhas had
the trouble of mansging our affairs for us we
bave been exporting laborers to England. In
ghert, the balance of trade hay turned against
us. Ours was the dearest labor market in
western Murope ; now it is the cheapest. Adam
Smith showa that the colonies of Greece pros-
pered in Italy, France, Sicily, Asin Minor,
merely by having plenty of good land and
liberty to cultivate it for their own bene-
fit. The colonies of Carthage wero also very
prosperous, apd for the same reason. No dis-
passionate man, on calmly weighing the evi-
dence, can have a donbt thas the Milesian
colony here was of Carthagenian origin. That
the Carthagenians were pre-eminent in agricul-
tare is proved by the fact of the Roman Senate
translating and publishing, for the use of the
people, twenty-eight books presented by them
on thataubjech. ‘Their great attention to mines
and fisheries is matter of historjcal notoriety.
From the earliest period of our annals, since
the landing of the Milesians, we appear to bave
paid great attention to the cultivation of our
1ands, working of our mines and fisheries, our
rivers nnd seas, and to have had o large foreign
trade, and from the beginning of the Chriatian
era to have had large importations of slaves,
which las$ circumstance shows thab this was
then the most thriving state on the weatern
coast of Eurape, inagmuch as it was the dearcst
market for labor ; for slaves, like other mticles

wages, it I8 apparent that there mast resuls
therefrom a marked distivetion in the charactor
that in formed under the two systems, Mor
worle that affords pleasurable exercisg to the
faculties in its performdnce tends naturally

to contentment, the very nature of the
work  is  protitable  in its menfal  und
moral  effects, and  this  constitntes ne

small part of the reward-—perbaps the greater
part.  But worle thet is mere drudgeeey, wnun
cnciing grind of toil i which mind snd by
ave autmaatically engagred, is naturally proadue-
tive of disgontent, for there i no interest in it
but the wige, and where meney i3 the sole
object of labor—notwithstandiog itd represen-
tive value as o conunodity of exchange—there
can be no contentment ;3 and this prevalent
sprett of aliscontent may ba said to be largely
due o thut aystem of Iabor which the ma-
chine has engendered.—Seribner’s Magacine for
August.

If men were
bred as we breed our domestic animals,
80 a8 to perpetunte desirable charactaristics,
we might, perhaps, after & time obtain a race
*‘guch as the Doric mothers bore,” but since
that is impossible under the exicting sacial sys-
tem, we muat take our great men as they come
from cottage or castle, ns the caze may be.

In the United States, where there is a churn-
ing of the bloods of all races;under the sum, it ia
imposeible to say, it is impossible to imagine,
what the man of the future will be, but we fancy
that the pure white man, if he is wize in the
selection of a btride of his own race, is wote
likely to supply the demand for great menin
Tuturc than he who is not o careful, or conde.
scends to mate with ose of alowerrace. In this
way only can heredity be of any account.
But even here Atavism, mora marked iz human
than in other creatures, admonishes us that Jhe
hereditary evil is just as likely to sppear as the
hereditary good. Without going deever into
this interesting problem, it may be accepted as a
Bafe proposition in America that the instincts of
tho people are seldom wrong in selecting the
right men for high positions, provided always
that the popular choice is free.

FORD REPUDIATES GEORGE.

Patrick Ford, over his own signature in The
Irisk World, repudiates Henry George and Dr.
McGlyno. Hesays the open and violent oppo-
sition of Mr, George to the Cathclic Church
necessitntes this action on his part. ** Henry
George,” he continues, “18 a Protestant, was
born and brought up a Protestant, and it is but
natural of course thas he should see the Catholic
Church with tho eyes of a Protestant. (I use
the word Irotestant here in the broadest scnse.)
An expression by him of his religious views, if
called upon in public or in private, could not
offend any sensible man. His offenca is that he
has singled out the Catholic Church as an insti-
tution, and has declared war against her as
against an enemy of society. He has misrepre-
sented her motives, derided her authority, and
sought to bring her entire hierarchy, with the
Pops himeelf, into hatred and contempr, And
with the virus of this hatred he has endeavored
to inoculate the new political party of which he
is the recognized head.” After dealing w
knownothingism and other parts of the Georgeite
system, DMr. Ford observes: “I recognize one
Lotd, one saving fatth, one regeaerating bap-
tism, one God and Fatherof all ; I hold that
the Kingdom of Jesus Christ, which is tha sym-
bol of a grand communion for the whole world
in which all nations are made ore people, isa
Divine establishment, universal in timme and
space, and therefors, it is not, noris thePapacy,
which is essential to the government of this
Kingdom, nor is any office which 13 subsidiary
to the Papacy, a forsign institution as traitoroua
and wrong, and I clearly foresee, furthermore,
that all efforts made to bring the Pope into con-
tempt must result ipbevitably in con-
tempt for Jesus Christ, whose Viceregent in the
Kingdom the Pope is and shall be until the end
of time.”

THE INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION.

Mr. Gladstone has boldly placed himee'f at
the head of the democracy of the thres King-
doms. Dy his speech at Nottingham he has
welded toeether the popular aspirations of the
maezes and brovght home to the heart and con-
science of the whole p2ople the great truth that
the Ireh struggle is but a part of the movement
whose forces are gathering from all sections of
the British nation, Parliamentary government
on the antique line which has so loag prevailed
is every day sbowing unsuitableness to the
changed conditions of political life. The intzo-
ducsion of the Bismarckian cloture wns the
death-knoell of the old parliamentary system.
An aristosrotic legislature aping the o%aolete
forms of n dead and gone democracy isan
anachronism in the presence of the living demo-
cracy of to-day. At a crisis in its fate it
showed it instincts, Instead of fighting
against ministera to the bitter end for tho
preservation of its freedom of speech, it
submitted isself to the gag, as n broken herse
bendsits head to the collar and opens its mouth
for the bit. Parliament having thus deprived
itself of the right of free speech, it is not astos-
ishing that it should follow that base surrender
with a law to prevent popular free speech 1n
Ireland. The next step will be to apply the
same law to England. Then, where will be the
bosated British liberties, guarded and preserved
by parliamentary institutions? Wera parlia-
ment true to those lioerties and faithful %o
thore institutions 1t weuld never, even. to over-
come Irish obstruction, have submtted to the
cloture. It makes no matter that the man who
now leads the unifed demccracy was the one
who struck this blow at parliament. Whiggery
had its grip on him then. It was not his fault
that the system had becoms nnworkable, But
the logic of events has produted a pitilass evo-
lution, and wecan learn by hi: recent speeches
that he recognizes in radical reform the enly
hope of preserving British liberty in and out of
parliament. . :

And now it eeems the time is close at hand
when another {remendous struggle must take
place between the aristocratic aud demaccratic
forces, History sbows us that such satruggles
are normal events in the development of British
institutions. From time to time the people rise
and shake off their tyrants, and, having eatab-
lished cheoks and balances, relapse again into
tranquility, till changed conditions and the en-
croachments of the old enemy forces nnother up-
heaval, The firat of these great epochs was
military, the second religious, now comes the
third—the industrial, Thus ths democracy has
broadened dowu from precedent to precedent.

the West, forced the provincial povernments to
o eonferecce in seli-defence, and compelled the

farmers  to demand a revolution - inm the
fiscdl policy cf the Dominion. These facts
of the situation give emphasis to the

WRONGS AND SUFFERINGS OF
THE IRISH PEOPLE. °

Mis Specches at Notiingham and Shetfield—
e Condemns the Mitchellstown Affair
—Archbishop Walshh's Proposal
to the Landlords—General
Irish News.

Loxnox, Oct. 18.—Mr. Gladstone met with
an enthu-iastic reception at Manchester this
mormng wkile en route to the congress of the
National Liberal ¥ederation at Nottingham.
Ho made a speech at Sheffield 1n which he said
he did not doubt that the mind of the people
wa rapidly marsholling itself in favor of con-
tenting Ireland nnd restoring the fieedom and
eificiency of Parlianment and the honor of Eng-
land, which has been so grievous} tarnished by
past misconduct. At Stockport Mr. Glodstone
said coercion was directed not against crime but
azainst the psople of Ireland, who were com-
bin'ng to serve sheir interes*s. If such a com-
bination showed a tendency toward crime the
Liberals would not give it the smallest coun-
tecance.

At Nottingham Mr. Gladstore said he would
tell themn plawnly that he was not there to fay
gmooth thivgs, It was a deplorable fact that
the zettling of the great Irish cuestion, which
might have been rettled last year had there te:n
adispesition ' o discuss it ina spirit of eandor and
fairness, hind heen again set aside, and was still
finding ita difficulties aggravated and iss pros-
peets uncertain. He had always t:1d the Con-
gavativez that the ¢l vice lay between coereion
ond home rule. The Conservatives had told
vhem that home rule was an idle dream, but
cvents had shoan them that it was not. A
coercion bill had beea passed against combina.
tions, aguinst the liberty of the press and the
rght of pubhie meuting, and wot against
erime, The Irish epectacle was now a grave
and  serions oue, and if it continued
it would drive Ireland into such a state
that tha diflicuities of the Government
would becom~ nlmest infurmountable. e de-
niet that ha propused Home Rule simply to
advenee Liberal interests, 1t was doubttul, lie
said, whether the ‘Tories accepted Home liule
in its Lroad principles in tha same woy that they
accepted his proposuls in 1872 and in 1583, He
wanied wstatutory Paliament in Dublin, sub-
ject to Imperial ecntrol. There was nothing to
present any rea-onable man from agreeing with
the Inberals’ Trish proposads, witll re'erence to
this or that pavsien'ar datail. The immediate
neses-ity of the dav was to wateh the way in
whizh lreland was now govern=d. If tie Gov-
