Oa Sunday Pope Leo X11I. added to the
glory of his jubilee by increasing the calendar
of saintain tae caponization of the * seven
blessed founders” of the Servites and three
Jeanits, Peter Claver, a priest, and Alphoneas
Rodriguez and Joho Berchmaas, lay brothers,
Five thouspnd goests were admitted to the
auls over tho vestibale of St Peter's,
which had been fitted wup regardless
of expense for the occasion of these
jubiles festivities. The decorations were
beautiful, though simple, in white and gold.
There were tifteen tribunes on eaoch side, with
hanginga of crimeon silk and gold, Two
thoutand wax candles lighted up the chapel.
Four hundred and fifcy archbishops and
bishops, weariog white mitres and silver
lama capes, headed the cortege, each carrying
a lighted candle in his hand. Then came the
.college of cardinals and last the pope, borne
aloft cn the sedia gestatoria. A jeweled
siara crowned the pontifl’s head. In his left
hand was a lighted candle ; with his right he
blezeed the asrembled multitude, the silver
trumpets heralding his presence. The cere-
monials coaducted by the pope was very im-
pressive.

The new Jesuit saints, named above, are
distinguished repreaentatives of the piety and
decotion of the order, sud have lung been
held in grest veneration. Alphonsus Roiri-
guez was » native of S-govis, Spain, where
he was born July 25, 1531.  While at achool
the death of his father rcvolled him to a mer-
cantile lite, in which he does not seem %o
have been successful. Finally, his mother,
wife and children having died, ho resolved,
at the sge of thirty-eight, to sbandon .the
world. Hesonglt sdminsion to the Society
of the Jesuits, but wss re jucted on account of
his age ond slight educstional attainments,
but bis piety aud bamility and persistepce
secured bim admission as one of the Jay
brothers, wio devote themselves to domestic
avocations in the socisty. Here he soon
showed himeelf a model ia exact and
fervent pructice of all the virtuer of his state,
For thirty ye«rs he was porter of the college
of Majarcs, and had the training of the lay
brothers, Ho bod frequent ecaticies and in-
timate communion with heavenly spirita,
He foretold his dissolution eizht days before
it oceurred, aad died Qctebor 31, 1617, ut the
age of eighty-six years. Miraculous cures
were agcribed to his intercessions, even be-
fore his body was buried. A petition for hia
beatification was granted by Pope Urban
VIAL, in 1625 Pope Clement XIIL issued
a decree declaring his virtues to be heroio,
in 1760, and the ducree of beatification was
given by Pape Leo XII., in 1825, Pope Leo
XIIIL. now complates the process, and raises
the humble lay brother to the full dignity
and honoras of saintship.

Pater Claver was born in the principality
of Catalonia, Spain, in 1584, of noble parent-
age. He was destined by his parents for an
ecolesiastical career and was educated with
that end in view. 1o his twentieth year he
was admitsed to tho Jesnit novitiate and at
once attained the highest degree of perfec-
tlon. Under the tutillage of Rodriguez he
was destined for a career a8 an evangelist
among the heathen of the western world.
Ia 1810 he was aent to South America, where
he finished hie theological studies and was
admitted to the priesthood by the bishop
of Carthagena in 1616. He devoted his
life to the oare of the negro elaves, and his
labors in the hospitals were wonderful Many
remarkable cures were noted, and even the
dead were raised to life. He died in 1655 in
iu the aeventy year of his life, Hia death
was regarded as 8 public calamity. His
canonization was begun at once. He was
declared venerable by Pope Urban VIIIL, and
the beatification is mow completed by Leo
XIIT,

John Berchmans, one of the three young
models presented by the Jesults, was born in
Diest, Belginm, March 13, 1600. }10 entered
college a% the age of eleven, and in his pix-
teenth yenr entered the gociety of Jesus,
where he shone a3 the model of every virtoe,
He watt:d no moment of time. He after-
ward went to Rome to study philozopby.
where hia eminent and constant virtues at-
tracted univerral attention, but he fell a vic-
tim to fever, which caused his death, Angust
13, 1621, when but just past legal age, The
numerous miraclea wrought through his in-
tercession 8o increased daily that hia beatifi-
cation was .resolved upon, and the process
was begun by Pops Gregory XV. in 1622,
Thia was approved by Pope Bonediot XIV. in
1745. After delays caused by politiosl dis-
turbances, Pope Gregory X V1. decreed Berch-
mans heoic in 1843, Pope I_’mn I.k. in 1865
published & decree declaring him blessed,
and now Pope Leo XIIT. completes the pro-

- gess of Baréhmans'a saintabip. . _

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A GREAT DEMONSTRATION.

Iow Ireland Will Recelve Mr.
Lo Ripon,

Morley and

Loxrox, Jan, 25 -—Even already the eclat
of the Morley and Ripon demonstration far
out loes snd overwhilms the effect of the de-
monatration with which the Unionists re-
cently welcomed Lord Hartiogton and
Mr, Goschen to Dublin, The mnomes of
the reception committee, which have just
been published, are a far more imposing array
of the wealth, iatelligence and edaoation, of
which the Unioniets were bragging they had
a monopoly, than the Unionists themaelves
oould muster. The lirt is & revelation of
the great extsnt to which Home Rula hag
been gaining allies among the so-called cl1sses
in Irtland. Everybody knows, of gourse,
what the deep-seated Nationalist sentiment of
the great body of the Irish people ia. Thisis
a declaration of the fiith of the claesea. As
bundreds of the names sre those of persons
who have joined the movement within the
past few months, s great deal of the conver-
slon that has taken plice must ba set down
to the credit of Mr, Balfour’s excesses and
stupidities, -Tbis muat make him feel com-
comfortable, especially after the mighty de-
mounstration of weloome to William O'Brien,
which he showed his terror of .by doing his
bast to frustrate,

The recoption committee comprises nine-
teen Catholic’ archbishops and bisheps, not
countiog the Archbishop of Dablin, who iaon
his way bsck from Rome, nod two vicare
capitalar of vacant sees. Dr, O'Dwyer, of
Limerick, whom the Unionists had recently
been cliiming, gives his name as a Home
Ruler to the Royal University addreas of wel-
come.

Thisis two peers more than wereon
the Hartington and Goschen Committee,
Three professors of Trinity (sll Protettaute),
pinoty-sight barrieters (that is, obout half
the Irish practising bar), 155 solicitors and
118 physicians and surgeons represent the
professional classes, Among the pames are
geveral of the mo:t eminent in each of the
professions, Dr. Kidd and Dr. Mapother are
ex-presidents of the Roya!College of Surgeoar,
and Dz, Kidd represents Ireland on the gen-
eral medioal council and is a Protestant phy-
sician of great reputation. There are eight
Queen’s Counsels, ef whom four are Protest-
ants, Among the lawyers, 204 &re Daputy
Lientenants and magistrates, The commer-
cial element is represented by over 1,000
names, many of great eminence. Thore are
several bank directors and direstors of pub-
lio companies, and the deputy vite-chairman
of the National Bank, All the famous mann-
facturiog houees in the woollen trade nre
represented, including "[the Mahonys, of
Blarney, and the Smithe and Gleesons, of
Athlone, Several great firms of Ulster are
on the list, and many brewers and distillers,
including the Murphys of Cork, the mext |
lergest brewers to Guioness. The list In-
oludes sll the Mayors of Ireland but two,
forty-three chairmen of town commissions,
and seventy-three chairmen and vice-chair-
men cf poor law unions,

Never since the Union was there such an
imposing and representative demonstration as
this in favor of the National cause. The
number of recent converts ia a most signifi-
cant feature, because these men have come
over, not in the suushine ot A Home Raule
bill, bat in the thick of Mr, Balfour’s coer-
clon, Why? ‘Because coercion has shown
them that ths game againat Home Rals is up.
They are practical and farseeing men, and
they perceive that a Government which
thinke it con settle the Irish question with
Mr. Balfour and hie Coercien Act s doomed
to failare.

I ook upon their action at such & time with
coercion in full swing as a most seriona blow
to the Government, and for the national
cause a most ausplcious omen,

LECTURE ON IRELAND.

‘Mr. Charles Thibault Reads an Interesting
PFaper on Erin’s Past and Present.

Os Sunday afternoon at the mee$isg of the
Union Catholique the attendance was very
isrge, the faot b.ing accounted for by the
presenco of tho well-known literateur, Mr.
Charles Thibault, who was announced to
lecture on * Ireland.”

Among those present were the Rav,
Fathers Bruchesi and Caitse, Recorder De-
Montigoy, Repistrar Auger, Messrs, Dupulis,
C. J. Doherty, N. H. Bourgouin, Chauvin,
and many other gentlemen of note.

The leciurer was introduced by the presi-
dent of the Union, Mr. Alphonee Leclere,
and was received with applause, He said the
mere mention of Ireland’s misfortunes evoked
sorrow in the heart of all right thinking men,
who could not but feel symputhy for the
Irish race in their national agony, martyr-
dom and other tribulations, The Irish were
an impetouns, courageous and kind people,
basing passionately addicted to postry, amd
brimful of lave. One of the most noble at-
tributes of the Irish was their respect for the
gex, Ireland In the pastages could boaet of
an advanced oivilization in the arts and
sciences which was attested in a most
authentie manner, Reference was made to
the numerous struggles wita pirates whom
ancient Erin had to conquer, and the many
invasions of the country were graphically de-
picted. Up to the time of St. Patrick cot
lesa thar one hundred and eighteen kipgs
had reigned, Ireland’s patron smaint, the

speaker said, was born in the vear
373, near DBoulogne, and was sur-
named *‘Brave in Battle' by Pope

Celestin XIII. He was sent by Pope Sixtus
I to Ireland,whore ho eatablisbed churches,
pupneries and monastries to such an extent
a8 10 gain fur the grren isle the appelation of
¢ the Ireland of Suiute,” The invasion by
the Danes in the 8th century, the death of
Brian at Clontarf, aud the complete route of
the invaders were portrayed in a manner
whioh showed that the spesker’s knowledge
of Irieh history was pot an acquisition of yes-
terdny. He alluded to the fact that the only
English Pope, Nicholae Brakespears, who
reigned as Adrian III or LV (on this point au-
thoritiaa were at varisuce) had favored Eog-
land to the detriment of Ireland in matters
submitted to him for eettlement. The
Powning Act was then explained as & mensure
which disallowed the passage of auy
law in Ireland, without having been
previouely submitted to the English Parlia-
ment, Coming to the reign of Heory VIIL,
that despot was characterized as the most
infamous of kings, as during his reign and
that of Klizabeth, of infamous memory, there
was one uninterrupted couree of coufigcation,
sanguinary edicty and persecttion of the moat
diabolical conception. An ides might be had
from the fact that not less than four thousand
monasteries were pillaged and a number. ar
prieats suffered martyrdom during the reign
of thess two tyranmical rulers, and a aad
feature in connection with the oppression of
the people wae that the Protestant clergy of
that age were more determined against the
people than the Government itself. In
fact, the persecution of Catholies was as
ganguinary as had been the pursecution of the
early Christiaoe, William of Orange, when
his turn came to oppresas the devoted people,
jssued an order preventing Irish Catbolios
from joining the army, and numbere of them
left the country and took up arms and fought
ander the ensigos of France or Spain. The
Irish Brigade was composed of men who left
Ireland in consequence of tyranny’s reigm,
and, on the firat opportunity which presented
itself, they forgot not Cromwell’s perfidy to
Limerick, their wutchword being ** Remem-
ber Limerick and Saxon perfidy.” It was of
this same glorious band that the Duke of
Cumberland, sonof George IL said ¢ Cursed
be the Iaws which deprive me of such soldiers."”
Themeasures employed to “wipe out” the Irish
people of a most barharous character, and the
laws were thought to be so effective in that
respect that an Attoroey Gensraland a judge,
speaking on the subject, safd they *didn’s
think there were any (meaning Catholios)
living in the country.”

‘Lhe charge of laziness preferred againat
the Irish by the enemies of the coutry were
plain les manufacturod in Eugland. Manu-
factures began in Ireland 100 years before
England reached that point of advancement,
Erin would have established an ever increas-
ing business in manufactures were it not for
the probibitory laws made to allay the
jealousy of English manufacturers, by coneti.

Openiungz of the Sesston—The Lieutenant-
Governor's Intorestiog Speech From
the Throne.

_TomoxTo, Jan. 25.—The Seasion of the Pro.
vincial Legislature was opened here to-day with
the usual tormal. ceremonial, His Honor the
Lieut.-Governor, who was attended by his
suite, delivered the fol'owing .

SPEROH FROM THE THRONE.
'ForoxTo, Ont,, Jan, 25.

Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly :
T have much pleasure in welcoming you to
your annual duties, a8 representatives of the
people, for the first time since my sppointment
as Lientenant-Governor. I shouT like to
believe that my loog experiencu in Oanadinn
public life may give mesome special advantages
for renderiog in my new position useful service
to the province which has long been my home,
and in whose progress and prosperity I take
the despest iaterest,
Since gour Iaat session the Supreme Court of
Canada has affirmed the jugments of the High:
Court and Court of Appeal in favor of the Pro-
vincial claim to Crown lands to which the so-
called Indian title had not been existinguihed
until after confederation. The defendants have
appealed from all these decisions to Her Ma-
jesty's Privy Council and the appeal will pro-
bably be heard and decided during the present
year. Moanwhile in reliance on the decistons
already obtsined patents have been issued by
the Province to claimants who have applied to
my Government for patenta and have shown
their right to receive them on like grounds and
proofs as are recogmized and acted on with
respeot o our other provincial lands. There
has been some correspondence with the Federal
Governments on the subject which will be laid
befecre you.
I am happy to inform you that the Federal
Government bas recently intimated to me its
intention of concurriog in the steps necessary.
for obtaining, at the next session ot the Imperial
Parliament, an aot confirming the western
boundary of the province, agreeable to the order
of Her_ Majesty in council, made in August,
1884. Negotiations have commenced respecting
our nerthern boundary also, 8o far as the same
has net already been determined.
T regrat that no substantial progress has been
made towards the settlement of the long pend-
ing accounts and other questions beiween the
Dominion and the provinee. The correspond-
ence on theee subjecta will be subrmitted to you.
As respects the uneettled matters between On-
tario and Quebeq, in which the Dominion has
no interest, including the claim of this provines
on behalf ot the municipalities to the land im-

Chinamen viere lad in the smorervem ot the
hlicksmith vhop. There wers ant more than
100 men azd no wamen aronod the shafb
during the wsfteraoon, wnd tho i lincholy
tnzk procecded with reg latity aad guiat,
ihv seport io cirenlation curing th day that
maoy mure perished than tho-e ramed in yes-
terday’s telewrnms i happily unfrae,

The despstch sent Tuesdny nightia aboug
correct,  Bvery individual in Ml vt slope,
when the explosion occurred, wuy Litled, In
the west slope the exploaion did not penstratoe
further than to make a severe concuesion,
which afected some severcly, but the nfter
damp rushed in. However, by the presence of
mind exhibited in immediately repairing the
fun, the air cuarrent «#as restored snd many
lives snved. This is attestod by the recovery
of alarge number who were prosirated by
the sfter damp, but who bubstquently re-
covered conkciousness, and came to the foot
of the shaft.

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JENKINS’ EVIDENCE BACKED BY HIS BAﬂTENDER.

Brady, Patterson and McNaughton—The
Professlonalism of Gentlemen Amateurs
—Mow the Games were Cutely Fixed—
Mr. Jemkius Makes Some Start-
ling Revelations—The Yray the
Money was Dtitributed—

Three Montreal Playcrs

Implicated

The aonouncement that the celebrated lible
case of the Montreal Amateur Athletic Aseo-
ciation and THE Post would be up for hearing
to-day had the effect of drawing s large crowd
of sports, lacrosse players aud other citizens to
the Superioe Court this roring. Promptly at
ten o'cleck His Honor Judge Davidsun took his
seat on the bench. Messrs. McGibbon and’
Major appeared for the prosecution, and Mr. C.
Doherty, Q.C., for the defendants. The first
husiness was the ewearing in of the jury, but
soveral of the citizens summoned turned
out to bs members of the Montreal Amateur
Atbletic association and were therefore dis
qualified. Finally the following eleven gentle-
mmen ware ohtained : Messrs. David Daweon,
Charles R. Black, Alfred P. Howard, Wm, W.

Mussen, Robert R. Logan, Nicholas E. Power,
Daniel E. Budge, Frederick Barlow, George R,
Wilson, Grorve Yorke and  Alex. McFee,
DMeesrs, Walter Drake and W, O. N. Parker
were fined $15 for default, but the latter wast
allowed to escape punishment as he came 1n
later. Fioally the jury of twelve was made up
by taking Mr. James Stewart, who
was amoug the citizens present in court.
Mr. Mc(Gibbon, after the jury were sworn,
explained to them the nature of the case before
them. It was an action for damages taken
by the M. A. A. A. against the Post Printing
and Publishirg Cn. The Montreal Lancrosse
Clab was a bracch of the M. A A, A, and
wis also one of the clubs represented in the
WNational Amatenr Lacrosse Association. On
the 24th September last o game was played be-
tween the Cornwalls and Montreale,and at that
time thers was great excitement attending the
match. Everyoue supposed that such games
were to be ¢ nducted on thoss princip.es of
fair play to be exprcted fiom gentlemen ama-
teurs. Thematch was played and won by the
Corawalls by thres goals tu none. On the 26th
September an nrticle sppeared is THE Posrt,
and on the 27th another 1o the snme paper con-
taining various staterents acd insiuuatiouns
which m’ght involve a libel of a very serious
character. The ouly question (o consider was
whether the statemenvs were true, and if they
were, thedefendants were justified, in thein-
terest of public mowality, in exporing the
proper parties.  If they were true, tho defena-
anty were entitled to a verdict, but 1 they
were not, then it was fur the jury to

settle upon the amount of damsge. The
asccusations in the .art'cles ¢ mplained
of, he said, amounted to practically

the same, and were to the effect that three or
four membera of the Montreal Lacrozse club
were in league with sporting men and
1} gamblers, and that they had arranged or
¢ fixed” things so that the ball would not be
allowed to pass between the Cornwall flags, aud
were to see that the game was won by the Cora-
wells. Everything, it is charged, was arravged
beforeband, in crder that bets might be made
with a large finencisl profit to those in the ar-
rangement. The M. A. A. A. had_considered
that the charges shouldt be investigated, and
that if they were proved to be true the guilry
paxties shou'd be properly dealt with.,
MR. MALTBY'S EVIDENCE.

Dr. W. L. Maltby, president of the Montreal
Amateur Athletic aesociation, was first ex-
amined, and produced a copy of the by-laws of
the sssociation, also a list of its members. The
total number of members was 1,368 last year.
He explained, according to the by-laws,
rale 3, mec. 1, the amateur atanding re-

uited of auny member forming part of
the sassociation. Witness was a member of
the Natioual Amateur Lacrosse association,
He produced the Jist ot clubs in, and the by-
laws governing, the N.A.L.A,, and quoted the
mle defining amateurs. The Moutreal Lacrosse
Club was ope of the divitions of the M. A.A A,
Those who played on the 24th September, 1887,
with the Cornwalls were members of the
M.A.A.A. Witness did not know personally
of any positive vesignation from the associntion
but one that was brought nbous by the pnulica-
tion of the cbarges in THE Tosr. The year
before last there were only 87 resignations from
the association, while last year, between Sep-
tember and January, or sinca the charges ap-
peared, 132 resignations had heen handed in,
At the public meeting beld by the association
alter the charges were published, a large number
of memberssaid that if the charges were proved
‘ttue they would not form part of the associu-
tiom, Witners sdmitted that there weresub-
scriptions beinp solicived from citizens to pur-
chaep new lacrosse grounds, Personally, wit-
ness did Bot koow whether money was refused
by Ay citizens for this object on the ground of
the charges published agaiast the club. No one
was =admitted into the assooiation un.
less they were respectable, Those wish-
iog to join had to get their applications
sizned and ‘seconded by membets, who are
responsible for the applicants’ eharacters, Their
ppnses are posted ia the hall, and a committee
of two dircctors ara delegated to examineinto
their character. The by-Iaws contain rules foc
the expulsion of members contravening the
ruler govorning amateurs,

‘o Mr, C. J. Dolerty.—If any members of
the association were guilty of the chsrges in-
puted to them, their condnct wonld be deserv-
ing of a3 sovere a comment as that given by
Tar PosT. The association were agreeanle that
such men should be exposed. Ot the 132 resig-
pations_givea in witness only knew of one case
persooally haviog been the result of the publi-
cation of the charges in question,

Mr Doherty—** Was there any talk about
the number of games they were to take in the
metch ?”

Mr. Doherty—** Who was it told you ?”

Mr. Jenkins—"*¢That was the conclusion they
come to before they left,”

Mr. Doherty—* Betore they reached that
eonclusivn there was some discussion between
you and them?” .

hMr.”Jenkins-“I had some discussion with
them.

Mr. Doherty—**Did you make a proposition

Continuing Mr. Jenkios eaid the agreement
was that they were to lose three straight, and
there was some betting to be _done, We all
arranged to bet more or less.

The players were to have filty
per cent of the money bet. .

The
Montrealers did not take o goal, I considered
that these gentlemen had carried out their
contract. I pave Mr. Pont, I think, rome
money to be distributed amone the players in
question, . .

Q—** Have the plarers compilained that they
never gob the ahare ?”

A—*“No. Isaw McNavghton since, but not
the others,”

Q-—;"' Did hs ever make any reterence to
thix ?

A—*Ydo nob xrecollect. I did not think it
waorth recollecting.” .

To Mr. McGibton—1I have kept a saloon in
Montresl for about nine months, Previous to
that for three months I was in the horse busi-
ness. I also kepta hotel in Ccrnwall. Have
takenan interest in epor'ing events for some
yeais, such as horse racing and foor racing,
ard poker, a Jittle I have not played
much poker; I was not successful at it.
I don’c recollect seeing Brady or Patterson
until they were introduced to me. 1 think I
knew McNanghton before that., Probably for
a week before or probably longer. Can’t say if
vhe three were there yogether at_once, he
talk took place upstairs in the dining-rcom.
These men way bave been inthe dinlag-room
twice, No conversation took plwce about the
match except in the diming-room. I don't
recollect whether this interview was pre-
arranged, yet I think it was cut out before. I
think Tlannigan and I bad a little alk abont
it, We thought that they did not
want to win the match. Flannigan was
to see some of the players and find ous whsther
they were going to play on their merite. Flani-
gan came with Brady and Patterson two or
thres davs befors the match, I caunnot recollect
who MeNaughton came with. I lorget how
Joe Pont an interest in it. I think I spoke to
hoth Detective Fahey and Pont previous to the
match. I understood we were to have a maet-
ibg and somebody was to_be there. Don't re-
collect how the conversation opened. We un-
donbtedly asked the playvers if they were guing
to win or lose. The nature of the conversation was
whether they thought they conld not win, Erther
myself or Flannigan or Pont remarked : '* Why
not lose three straight,” The reply wea that
they would. I coulan'tstate which player said
it. ~ At any rate it was agreed on. Counld not
say who it was had to pay back the players.
Canciff bas the agreement in his posseseion ; he
ja in Toronto. Ldon’s think any of the men
gigned it, Could not say whether the agree-
ment was read to the players or not, It may
have been an understanding between Pont,
Flannigan and myaelf to Igive 50 per cent, to
plagers. I don't think Xahey bet. Canniff
would bet on s pretty sure thiug, but don’tknow
whetber be beb on the match in question. The
players agreed to play as easy as they
cou%d.' To ‘the best of my recollection they
agreed not to play aghard as they might. Théy
agreed to play to lose, I do nobt know the poat-
tions the men held, I didn’t think it was a
certainty. T thought the Cornwalls could win,
but I would not bet that they would beat the
‘Montrealers three straights, unless I had the in-
side track.. I think abont $400 was bet . by
Flannigan and me. Aocording to the agreement,
€200 was to go to the Lincrosse players. I thinlk
T gave the $200 in bills to Pont for the players.
‘Mr. Flannigan was present when I gave the
money to Pont. The both of them
came to .me and . eaid they = wanted
to settle up accounts amengst the whole lob, I
‘have the whole thing marked in a book, but Mr,
Canniff has:it.in-Toronto. He has it for over

‘two months, but I never sent for it till Thors-

ay last._-He had as much right to the baok as
Ihad.

I couldn’t swear who put the $25 in my handa ;
I think it is entered on the book. To the best
of my recollection, I never asked McNaughton
if he got the $25 deposit. I had a conversation
with Detective Fabey., Welt we dropped Fahey
afterwards in the arrangement becauss he didn’t
have any monsy. I may have bed $400 or $500
on other matchts, but never $1,000, although I
might have told others that I had. If you
want to know what Iconsiderasurething, Imight
eay thasit wonld have been a sure thing if the
Montreslers hado’t played 2t all. I generall
dnn't bet on a sure thing, as I have said, for
always lose, I would notlike to say positively
that Brady, McNaughton or Patterson were or
were not all togethar when the arrangement was
made. Fahey came in, I think, after the players
went cut. Flaonignn and Pont were, however,
present., I think Fahey was told of the arrapgs-
men when he camein. We didn't care ab.ut
having him when we learned he had no money.

To Mr. .Doherty—I telegraphed to Capniff
for the book the day before I received my sub-
peena. When I beard I was to be summoned I
sent for it, as I thought it would be ueeded.
We were taking chances of the three players
carrying out their agreement and thelikelihood
of the Cornwalis beating them anyhow.

To the judge—TI think thab the agreemesnt
in the book pow held by Canniff was read aloud
in the presenceof all parties, but I do no think
it was signed.

MR, MLAUGHLIN'S EVIDENCE.

Mcr. Jobn McLaughlin, was then called and
testified as follows: ‘I was bartender for Mr.,
Jenkins in Sept« mber last, The avening preced-
ing the Montreal-Cornwall match some gentle-
mea cama into the place. Mr. Pont and, I
think, Brady came in together, Shostly after-
wards Mr, Fahsy came 1n and went up stairs,
Mr. Canniff came down afterwards
for drinks, When Mr. Jenkins came down
Mr. Pous followed as did alag Brady, but the
latter did not atay long. I thoughtit rather
suspicious at the time that Mr. Jenkins was en-
tertaining lacrosse men. Canniff, when he
came down, eaid, “If I'm not a winner on
Saturday I'll know why.” He also said it wes
a “dead sure thing.” I con b eay that I heard
any conversation between Jenkins and B-ady
at the time, I remember McNaughton coming
io after the match under the influence of liquor
and asking Jenkins it there was any danger of
tha others ﬁuealing. Jenkins said no, 1t was
all righs, cNaughtos did not mention the
names of those who might squeal. I did not
bear what thenature of the conversation was up
stairs. I beard Jenkins and Canniff say after
the i:,l’tarview that they had *a dead sure

in
v TE McGibbon—T overheard Canniff say to
Jonkins, that he had a ‘‘dead sure thing.”
The only person connected with the Montreal
Lacrosse Club present on the night in queation
was Mr, Brady, so far as I know. I was led to
believe that the gamewas fixerd, becauseafter the
party camedown, Canniffand Jenkins wereready
to give odds on three straight for the Cornwalla,
1 saw Mr. Brady previous to the match, but I
did not see McNaughton until after it, although
he may havs been there without my knowing.
I warned different people not to put up th:ir
money and told one man, named Renaud, to
get baek 8200 which he had Det oo the Mon-
trealere. I may have told about ten persons, T
dida’t want to beg or borrow mo-.ey to put up
on the mstch, althouzh I did not have the col-
lateral and was convinced that thero was some-
thing crooked going on.

The Courn then adjourned until two o'clock,

Before the court took recess Mr, McGibbon
made an application to have Da tective Fahey
brought from jsil to testify in the case.
The app'ication was granted and he will likely
appear tO-mMOrrow,

THE AFTERNOON SESSION,

The case was resumed at 2 o'clock, when Mlr.
McGibbon continued cross-examining Mr. Me-
Luvghlin, Witness said McNaughton said to
Jenkins, * Is there any fear of thore other par-
ties squealing on the scheme 3’ McNaughton
went away and came back some time
afterwards, Several people were in the
bar when McNaughton spoke to Jen-
kins, Don’t remember anything else beng
said regarding the swindle, Witness was a
lacrosse player ; bad rlayed with the Buston
club, an amateur team ; witness might have
bit ﬁilly Ross up for Some boodls but 1t was not
for playing lacrosze. The conversation between
Jenkins and McNaughton was subsequent to
Trae PosST's exposures, Fahey come in about
half an heur aftser Poat aad Brady went up-
gtaire, Did not notice Mr. ¥ahey come out
sgain, These parties might have been there
about an hour and » holf.

Re-examined by Mr, Doberty, witness said
the arbicles in THr Posr caused a sensation and
o great deal of talk amoug Jeakius's friends.
When Pont and Brady camse in Jeoking met
them in the bar, After a few other minor ques-
tions witness was permitted to go, and

Mr, Jobn Flannagan, livery atable kesper,
testified that he recollected the nateh between
the Cornwails 'and Monirealers and was
acquainted with Brady, Patterson, MeNaugh-
ton snd Jenkins,. Patterson and Brady visite
witness at bLis stables the' night previous
to the match. They said he was
wanied ot Jenking’, Befare thia Jeunkins
and witness had talked together. Flannigan
thought Jenking meant that the match was to
be fixed. Saw Jenkins at his (Jenkivs') place.
Witness eaid he had no conversation a8 he was
barred out, as they did not want him to know ;
Jenkins told him that the players_would have
nothing to do with witness, »fr. Pont was in
Jenkins® at the time and thought that Canniff

_and witness bad a bet, witness betting that the

Montreals - would not be beaten three straight,

LETTER V.

The Drain {he Muteriul Orzan by Which the
Mental Facultles are Manifested.

{ Concluded. )

To the Editor of Tne Post and TRUE
WITNESS :

Sir,—Dr. Wright, of the Bsthlehem Lunn-

tic Horpital, states that in one hunvired caces
of inssua individusls, whoase heads ho had
examined, all exhibitcd siyns of dicesse; in
ninely oxges the uipgna wers very distinct and
pulpakblz; in the remaining ton thay were
fainter, but still exhibited in some form or
other—suoh, for instance, as that of bloody
points, whrn the brain was cut through.
( Medico-Chirurgical Review, 1528 )
One of the writars for the prizs offered by
the celebrated Eaquirol for the best Diaserta-
tion on Iosanity, observes that he exumined
the heods of more than one hundred indivi-
dusle who died from insnaity, and comes to
the following conclueicns :—lat. That in the
brain of thoze who die of insanity changes of
structure will always be found. 2d. That
these changes are the consequencea of inflam-
muticn, either acute or chronie. 3d That
there existe a correspondence between the
sympioms nad tho organic changes ; aad thit
the nmames monamania, mania, _&c., ouzht
only to bs emplayed ns representing degrees
snd stages of ipflammation of _tE}e hrato.
(From Archives Géncrales de Mcdicine, 1825 ;
in Medico Chirurgical Review.)

These references to the intimate connection
between insanity and dizesse of the brain
havs been mnde, bocause I purpose to show
hereafter that whatever strongly exrites the
mind or its oxgan, whether it be study or in-
tense feeling, tends to produce this a:wful
calamity. 1 shall now produce additiona!
evidence that the brain is the material organ
of thought.

It is & well understood fact that pressure
on the brain suspends all the operations of
the mind. If a person receives n blaw upon
the head which dopresses o portion of the
skull upon the brain, hia intelloct Is sus-
pended or deranged until such prossaze is
removed. Cases like the following arc not
uncommon: A mon ut the battle of Waterloo
bad & small portion of his skull-bone beat in
upon the brain to the depth of half an inch.
This cacsed volition and sensation fo cente,
aud he wes neurly in o lifeless state. Dr.
Caoper, military surgeon, raised up the de-
prezscd portion of bone trom the hrain, and
then the man immediately arose, dressed him-
self, became perfectly rationoly and recovered
rapidly.

Dr. Brigham mentions the following care
which oceurre@ in Hartford during his pro-
fugsionnl eareer: A young man fell in the
ovening through the scattla of a ehore, hut
arage immi-dintcly, mentioned the fall to some
of his acquainronce, and tranmcted busisers
during tho evening. Next day be was found
in bed in nenrly o scnseloas staute, nnd so.n
bacame incrpubls of eponking, hesring, sec-
ing, or swallowing, and appeared to be dying.
Tiere was no cvidence of aay {racturo nf the
skull and but very alight appearance of any
externsl Injury whatever, A small swelling
over the right ear, aad the conviction thut
he could live but a fow minates in the s$ate
in which he then way, determined hia motizs!
sdvisare to pesforate tue skull, e (Dr
Brigham) removed a small portion of the
bona beneath the slight swelling over the
esr, by the trephine, and found mere than a
gill of clotted blood, which had prohahly
flowed graduslly from a wounded blcod-
veesel, (Oa removiog this blood the man im-
msdiately =poke, soon recovered his mind
entirely, ani ia now, six weeks after the ac-
cident, in pood heulth, both a8 to mind and
body, (Brighwm on Mental Cultization. }

licherand mentions tie esse of & womon
whose brain was exposed, in consequencs of
the removsal of n conslderable portion of its
bony covering by disease. le nrays ho re-
peatedly mada pressore on the brain, snd
each time suspended all feeling and all jn-
tellect, whioh were instantly restored when
the pressure srag withdrawn, The same
writer ulgo relates another case, that of & man
who hed been trepanned, and who perceived
his intellectual faculsies failing, and his exiat-
ence apparently drawing to a cloze, every
time the effused blood collected upon the
brain 8o ae tn produce pressare. ( Richerand's
Elements of Physiology.) Professar Chap-
man, of Philadelphia, mentions ia hia lec-
tures that he snw on individoal with his akall
porforated and the brain exposad, who was
asonatomed to submit himself to the same ex-
periment of prossure as the ahove, and who
was exhibited hy Prolewaor Wesiar to his
class, His intell:ct ond moral fucultieo dis-
apponred on the application of preassure to
the bialn: thuy were hcli under the thumb,
aa it were, and reetored st pleasurse to their
full activity by discoutinuing the pressure.

But the most exiraordinary caee of thie
kind on record, and one peculiarly interestiopg
to the physiolagist and metaphysician, is re-
lated by Sir Astley Cooper in his Surgical
Lectures—1"yrel’'s Edition. A moan, by the
| name of Jonee, received nn injury of his
head while on board a veesel in the Mediter
ranghn, whioh rendered him insensible. The
vessel, +oon after this accident, made Gib-
raltar, where Jouea was placed in the hospi-
tal, nnd remnined anveral moaths in the eame
insensible atate, o wae tnen carried on
board the Dolphin frigatn to Deptford, and
from thence was rent to St Thomas's Hnspi-
tal, Londoa. He lay constantly on his back
and breathad with difficulty. Mis pulse wos
regular, and each time it beat he moved his
fingers, \When hungry or thirsty he moved
his lips and tongus. Mr, Cline, the surgeon,
found a portion of the skull depreesed, tre-
paoned him, and removed the deprested por-
tion. Immediately sfter this operation the
motion of his ficgsrs ceased, and at four
o’clozk in the afterncon, (the oparation having
baen perlormed ot one,) he sat up in bed:
gansatimn ard volition returned, and in four
days ho got out of hed and conversed. The
last thing he remembered was the circnm-
stunce of taking a prize inthe Mediterranaan,
From the moment of the acoident, thirfeen
months and a few days, oblivion had come
over him, avd ull recollection had ceased.
Hoe had, for more than a year, drunk of the
cup of Lethe, and lived wholly unconsoious,
yeb, on removiog n small portion of bone
which pressed upon the brain, he was re-
atored to the full possession of tho powers of
his mind snd body. o

It is curious %o notice that often an Injury
cf the brain impsirs only that partof the
mental faculties, Sach instances give great
support {o the Phrenological views of Gail
and Spurzheim, who contend for a-plurality
aof orguns in the irain, and o separate and
reculiar furction to esch organ, as, one organ
for comparinon, another for lingaage, another
for tuuns, &o, ’
Dr. Beattie mentions the cate of » learned
man who, after a blow on hia hend, forgot all
his Gireek, a language he was well versed in
bLefors tne injary, His mind and memory
were pob cffeoted in nny other respect.
Anothsr persun, meationed by Dr, Aber-
‘erombiv, lost nll recollection of hin having o
wife and chiléron, for several days afier a
similar irjury, while his memory of the acci-
ddat and of recent oiroumstances wan perfect.
Sir Astly Groper mentions, from nécaonal

] koowledge, ,fhe cage of a Garm;nwnfec

tioner, with diseass of the brain, wha, n $he
eatly atage of his complaint, apoke English,
but ag his direase ndvauced, forgot thia lan-
goage, and remembired only the German.
Tne same author relstes the case of & man nt
8t Thomes's Hospital who, after a blow
upon the head, was found talkieg ina lan-
guago nukoown to all, until a Wolah woman,
who entered the hospital, recognizad it os
Welsh. Tho blow upen his head had caused
him to forges the Euglish language,

It is related of a gentleman who, in conse-
quence of he cxcessive overworking of his
bratn during the composition of & French and
Linglish dictionasry, lost the memory of words
for a gonriderable time, His knowledge of
French, German and Italian, which was very
extensivo, disappeared from his mind as if by
enohsntment, and did nod returu until the
broia had ita uaual energy restored by quies-
cenco,

Ds. Cornolly relates s still more remarkable
case of a young clergymsn whoss head was
severely icjured o tew days befora that on
which he wu3 to have been married. He re-
covered o3 to his health, and lived until the
ago of eighty, but from the time of the injary
hia understanding wese permanently dersuged,
though he retained the recollection of his ap-
proaching msrrisge, t:lked of nothing else
during his whole life, and exprossed imps-
tience for the arrivsl of the happy day.

But we ses annlogous affections resolting
from fovers and other disesses which affect
tho brain. Dr. Rush says that many of the
oid Germans and Swiss In Pennsylvania, wko
had not spoken their native languagoe for fifiy
or sixty yeara, anl who had probakly for-
gotten ir, wouald oft2n use 1% in sickness, and
he explaina it by supposing that the stimulus
of the fuver in their braina ravived their re-
collection. He refers also to the case of an
Ttulian, who was master of the Italian,
French and English lsnguages, but who, in &
fever which terminnted his life in the city of
New York, spoke English in the commence:
ment of his disease, French only in the mid-
dle, aad on the day of his death Italian,

Numerous cages ore related of persone who,
from disease affacting the brain, forget names
and events, times aud pluces, but retain a
perfect recollection of persons an® numbers.
As like symptoms arise from blows on the
hend, and oftea from fevere, we cannnt donbt
that the hralmn in very similerly affected In
both cases. Insanity is known freqnently to
arise from blows oan the head, and fevers
often muke people insene for years, who ara
suddenly reatored to the fuil possersion of

tioned in orother place, restered by trepan-
ning, ofier ransining a year in an ingensivle
atata,

Numerous fnstanzes rimilar to those which
I have related ars {ound in works en mental
darungem:nt, and they all tend to prove that
a well dsvelopid and eound brain are abso.
lutely recestary f.r correct and powerful
operatios of the mind. AMsny of them ave
sxeeedingly interastimg and very difficslt to
expinin, all admit, exrespt en the ground
wiopted by G.ll =nl Sparzheim, aud elo-
queunily develiped and illustzated by Messre.
C .mbe.

Tresa writoere divide tho intellectunl firul-
tlea into two classes—the Knowirg and the
Reflocting, The Knowing freslties are In-
dividuality. Form. Size, Weight, Coloring.
Laocality, Order, Time, Number, Tuac, snd
Language, The W fRectiog facu'tics are Uom-
parizon snd Causalily. FEach faculty has a
scputats aud materini instrument or organ in
the brain, snd memory belooga to each
fa.ulty. Houce, there are az many kinds of
m:r0ry as thers are orgens far the knowicg
aed refleciing fxcultics, They say, morcover,
tiaat memory is only o degree of :ctivity of
tie organs: hence, fiom digeass or cther
causes, increasing the activity of the ergans,
the reccllection of thinga is far more vivid at
one time thau nt another. This enables us to
explain thoso casen that frzquently cccur, ia
whiah, from rome ipjury to the brain, a per-
gon loses the memory of words, but rotaine
thnt of things,

Further proof of the conneotion between
the state of the brain ned that of the mind
might be sdduced from the many instances
of idiots and cretins, who sare all cearly dee-
titute of intelloct and defactive in the or-
gavization of their heads, There have been
many examinaticns of the heads of such in-
dividuals, v*ays KEaquirol, (Diclionnaire des
Sciences Médicales, quoted in the Aledico-
Chirurgical Review, ) and they have usunlly
been tound to be of o vicicus formation.
I'ne game writer adda thia impartent remark,
*¢ that idiots and cretins sometimes manifest
great intelligence in early lifo, end give pro-
mise of possessing superior mentsl powers ;
but thess premuture beings soon become ex-
hsuited, their intellocts remain stationary,
und the hopsa they excited soon vaniah,*

The meneral propssition which I wish to
establich ia made evident nlio from the fact
that whatever excites the mind excites and
stimulates the brain,

Thie we know from experience in o revera
beadache. We perceive the pain to be in-
areated by intense study or thinking, and
that mon:s! application determines more
tload to the head, So true is it that montal
excitemeat produces sn incrensed flow of
blosd to the hend that surgcans are very care-
ful to preserve a guiet atate of mind in those
whoss heads are wounded, Sir Astley
Cooper, epeakiog of such injuries, says that
if nay meatal power romaine, all excitoment
of the brain should be avoided:; and relates
the following cass:—* A young gentleman
waa bronght o mo from the North of England
who had lea% a portion of his skull juss sbove
the eye-trow. On examining the head I dis-
tinctly saw the pulsations of the brain, which
were regular mud slow; buat at this time he
was agitated by some apposition to his wighaes,
and directly the puluations of the brain were
inorenped and became more vislant, and more
blood rushsd to the brain, If, thersfore,
you omit to keep tie mind free from agita-
tion, your other mesns will be unavailng in
injories of the head.” (Lectures on Sur-
gery. ) :

The samo author mentions another similar
case : that of & youog man who had an open-
ing in hia akull from a wonod, through which'
he could ses an Increased action in the biain
whenevec anything occarred, oven in con-
versation, to agitate the mind of the patient.

The same general fact, that mental excite-
ment stimulatea the brain, is proved by num-
berless caser, and forms the basis of correct
troutment of dieeases of the brain, and eape-
cinlly of insanity.

This disease, physicians are agreed, 1a
gonerally-produced by morbld excitement of
eome portions of the brain, and requirss for
its cure that this disordered organ shonld be
left in mbsolate repose. Hence arlees the
beuefit of asyiuma for lunatics, where this
unhappy olaes of persons have no cares, no
wants to provide for, and whare their minds
ore not exoited, hut soothed by kind words
and gentle and affrctionate treatment,

the powers of the mind, Many writers,
not:bly Pinel, relate cnges of patisnts who
possegsed but weak minds when in their usual
statn of health, but who exhibited very

And:f wa do
admit that the brsin is the orgon by which
the mind acts, we must acknowledge the
necessity of gusrding this organ most care.
fully, of exercising it with extreme caation,
of not endangering its delicate structure at
any perind ¢f lifs by two much [abor, or pre-
venting its full development by too little;
for the regular exercise of all the orgsns of
the brain is necessnry to prepare them for the
aoctive and powerful manifestation of the
mental facuisica.

The hieslthy condition and preper exarcise
of the lirsin ar~, therefore, far more import-
ant then any other organ of the body, for we
might as w2il «xpeot good digestion with dis.
pated atomach, or goad mosie from a breken
instcument, as a zood mind with a diserdered,
ecfachbivd, or improperly developed Erain,
And vt haw  little regard has
been psid to these important teutha in the
cultivatisn of the mind, Whils peopls are
exczedingly fearful of enfeebling nud dentroy-
ing digrstioa by exciting azd overtacking the
atomach they do not appesr ta think they
may eajechle or derangs the aperatinn of the
mind by exciting the brain, by tasking it
when it ia tonder and imperiectly devcloped,
a3 it i~ in cuildhood.

Thin is ample justifica-
tion for the demands of the judicial holdsrs,
Bat the leaseholders had no opportunity of
golog into the Land Court. The justice of
their demands is fully established by the de-
cieion of the Land Court, {n 1883 the reduc-
tions that were allowed the tenants all round
them, who were entitled to bring their land-
lord into occurt, averaged 20 per cent, The
recent order of the Commissioners gives a
still further reduction on this of 13 per cent.
That makes a t: tal of 33 per cent. But the
tenaots demanded only 30 per cent, There-
fore, taking the fignres of the Landlorde’
Commission, which have been universally
condemned throughout the conntry, the ten-
_ants exred on the side of moderation to the
extent of 3 per cent, But everyone who
knows anything of the property, or even of
the methada of Mr. Trench & Co., knows that
the tenante’ demands were much more mod-
eratc than these figures show.

Mr, Kilbride also expesed Townsend
Trench’s lie about the abatement he had
offered not belng for Campaigning tenants.
