THE LENTEN TIME.

The fenst of Easter must be prepared for by o
forty days’ recollectedness and penance. Theae
forty days are among the principal of the litur-
gical year, and amang the most powerful means
employed by the Church for excitingin the
hearts of her cliildren the spirit of their Chris-

‘tian vocation. It is of the utmost importance

that such a sessun of grace should produce its
work in our souls, the renovation of the whole
spiritual life. The Church, therefore, has in-
stituted as a preparation the holy time of Lent.

It was after the pontificate of St. Gregory
that the last four days of Quinquagesima Week
were added to Lent, in order that the number
of fasting days might be exactly ferty. As
early, however, at the ninth century the cnstom
waa in forea of begioning Leat on Ash Wednes-
day, the *In Capita Jejunii,” that is_to say,
the beginniug of the fast; and Amalarius, who
gives us every detail of the Luturgy of the ninth
century, tells us that it waas even then_the ruls
to begin_ the fast four daya before the £rat Sun-
day in Lent. We find the practice confirmed
by two Councils held in the same censury. But,
oatof respoct for the form of divine servies
drawn up by Bt. Gregory, the Church does pot
make any important change in the office of
these four days. Up to the Ves of Satur-
day, when-alone she begins the ten rite, she
obaerves the rubrics presgribed for Quinqua-
gesima week. ..

Thus it was that the Church, by this antici-
pation of Leunt by four- ds)a gave the exach
number of forty days to-the Holy Season,which
she has instituted in imitation of the Forty
Days spert by our Saviour in the desers. The
first Sundng of Lent beingcalled Quadragesima
{forty); ench of the three previous Sundays has
a name expressive of an additional ten; the{
nearest to lent, Quinquagesima {fifty); the
second, Sexsgesima (sixty);;: the third, Septua.
gesima (seventy). )

As the'seasen of Soptusgesima depends upca
the time of ths Easter cclebration, it comse
sooner or later, according to the changes of tl:at
great feast. The 18th of January and the 22nd
of February are called the Septuagesima Kegs,
because the Sunday, call Septuagesima,
eannob be earlier in.the year than the first, nor
Iaber than the second of these two daya.

A lady spesking once -on this very subject to
s friend who was making a call, said :—*‘Uh
yer, ib is to) bad, as you say, that I have no
further use for that really expensive sewing
machine, but the truth is, by discontinuing to
use it, I have hindered it from becoming still
more expensive to me, In my earlier married
life I could not understand what a friend of
mine once told me, that o certsin physician, a
well-known spacialist in womnen’s diseases, had
sald to a patient of his that sewing machines
and climbing chairs were killing off the women
faster than anything else. But I soon learned
this for myself. The agent who sold me that
machine said its use was endorsed by leading
physicians, as it was too easy and light-ruoning
to icjure the most delicate woman. I am by uo
mennas delicate, ncr am I constantly sewing ; but
a few month’s runmicg of that machine, in ad-
dition o my other houscwork, was likely to bave
coet me my life, It cost me a fortnight’s serious
illness a8 it wae, snd that is more than I am
willing to give, even fur a 8100 sewing machine.

This lady's experience was like that of many
another. *' Tvo many ironsin the fire.” And
here we have touched on the very marrow of the
matter.

UNDERTAKING TOO MUCH.

Women, in assoming charge of o housesold
generally undertake too muck. In no other
department of social life is economy more in-
sisted on than in the administration of domeatic
atfairs. I suppose a good deal of this is due to
the fact that women as a clasa are extremely
conscientions in the expenditure of money given
inta their hands for the wanta of the house.

A BTRONG PROTXST.

FATHER WHELAN DENOUNOES BOME BOCIEIY
WAYS—A MOBAL LESSON ON DANCING AND
DBINKING.

( Ottawa Journal. )

Ottawa society, with all its social taxations
ﬁeswrday received rough trestment at the
sade of Father Whelan, pastor of 8t, Patrick’s
church, His vemarks, it is claimed, arc calen-
lated to revive the stories afloat regarding the
alleged existence of wholesale immorality at the
Capital,
. At High Mass a week ago, Father Whelan
iatimated, In an unmistakable tona of voice
that he bad reccived information from a Pro.
testant gentleman—a trustwourthy roures, to the
effect that certain Catholics hrd been guilty of
certain breaches of impropriety. IHe wonld
muke an iavestigation, and if nacessary, escle-
sinstical eensure of the guilty parties would
follow. He looked somewhat aagry when he
faced bie congregation yesterduy, Fverybody
present was on the tip-tos of expectation, an-
ticipatinz it seems, the condemnation of reople
supposed to have attended the evangelicnl ser.
vices in the Protestant churches, But Father
Whelan created a_bigger sonsation than was ex-
pected, holding his congregation spellbound for
15 minutes, by his vigorous denunciation of sa.
ciety ways.

The subject he propozed to epenk upon wa?,
ke said, o painlu} one. Considerable ruesswork
and conjecture had been indulged in curing the
week revarding his remarks on the previous
Sunday. It was not his intention that they
shiould have created so much spaculation; many
good people crroneously thouggt he had made a
cap, and forthwith he had looked about them
to gee whom jv would fit, only to diecover in
their opinion it was calculated to fita great
msny. His informatien was to the effirct that
within his parish existed four houses of assign-
ation, one of which at least was used for the de-
bauchery of young and inncceny girls, The
frequenters includcd aingle young men and
married men—some of them Cahlmrica. On the
roads leading out of the city, to the north, to
the south, to the east and to the west there ex-
isted dance honses, frequanted by the so-called
lower classes, }Mis intormation was to the effect
that the frequenters romatned theve until two
and threo o'clock in the morning, the orgies of
these individuals neb being concluded even
then. But could it be denied, nsked Father
Whelan in an awesoms tono, as s eye swept
the congregation from gallery to altar, that the
go0-called lower classes were not entitled to the
same enjoyment as the uppor classes,

According to his Protestant inlormant there
waa more freedum, more luxity and later hours
at social gatherings in Catholic houses here
than in the heouscholds of Protestants. With
tho latter the houra for dancing possessed n
limit. Man, of course, is & sacinl aniroal, and
no bann exists in innocent amusements, Per-
sonally, he was not a probiuttionist nor an ex-
tremist ; but there was a time and place for
-everything, even for liqnor. Surely the dance
afforded auflicient excitement without requiring
the introduction of intovicating liquors,

THE DROKEN PLEDGE.

The Government's new rules of procedure

ovide that the House of Qummons thall mt
rom 3 p.m. until 1 8.m,, with a_dinner bour;
thab the closurs ruls may be applied if there is
s majority of 100 (instead of 200 aa at prerent)
in favor of such action, snd that the Speaker
may suspend for the sitting grossly disorderly
members, Other rules greatly increase the
Speaker’s powers, Committees to deal with
bills relating to law, trade, shipping and manu-
factures are revived.

LoxpoN, Jap., 17.—The new parliamentary
procedure rules in the main meet with approval.
The Parnellites will not oppose them. They
are confident that the new rulea can be used in
the fature to gag the Conservatives,

. Buron de Worms, on his return from the con-
tinent, will be appointed Parliamentary Under
Secretary for the Colonial office. .

In the Commons last night Sir Richard
Webater, Attorney-General, said that Mr.
O’Brien's speech was doubtless animated by
some real passion, but it was impoassible to
doubt that there was a deal of activg about it.
At any rate, if it was not acting, it was neither
more nor less than incitement to violation
of the law. Mr. O’Brien had ssid that
the Coneervative majority in 1885 was secured
by foul means. That must mean an alliance
between Parpell and the Conserratives, But
that had been denied by Lord Salisbury, Lord
Randolph Churchill and Baron Su. Oswoid, snd
asa0 by Mr, Parnell himself in & letter dated
Jan, 31, to the Attorney-General. (TheAttor-
ney-Ueaeral here read sLe letter to the House,)
Mr, Parnell bere interposed that the letter in
question waa correct so far as he was concerned,
but he did not at that time know of the nego-
tiations between Linrd St. Oswald snd Mr. Me-
Carthy. The latt:r said Mr. Parnell had stat-
ed that Lord St. Oswald had informed bim
thas if the Conservatives cams into power co-
ercion would be dropped. Sir Richard then
proceeded to defend the administration of the
Crimes Act. ()n motion of Mr. Balfour the de-
bate was adjourned.

Loxnor, Feb, 17.—In the Housa of Lords
to-day, Lord Salisbury promised to submit the
fisheries treaty, just signed at Washiogton, to
Parliament, as soon as the Government re-
ceives it.

1IN THE HOUSE OF COMMONS,
thiz eveniog, Mr. Balfour resumed the debate
on the address 1 reply to the (Jueen’s speech.
He comnmented upon the vehement character of
Mr. O’Brien’s attack last evening, and eaid it
was nothing but what ke (Balfour) is accus-
tomed to from the same quarter in 1the weekly
nttacks in United Ircland. His palate for such
stuff wrs jaded by his having had to cousume a
diet of the same kind for some months. He ad
been told that he took a strange pleasure in
mers purposeless human suffering, which to his
languid life imparted a delicicus excitement.
There was much more said about him iuthe same
strain. He consoled himself with the refl ction
that attacks of even & worse character
had been made upon Mr. O'Brien's present
allies. United Ireland, Mr, Balfour ead, had
compared Sir G.U. Teevelyan to a skunk, a
cuttlefish and o bangman, Mr. O'Brien had
likewise drawn a comparison between Mr.,
Gladstone and Judas lscariot, and for cun-
tinuous weeks, United Ircland had insinuated,
8y, more than 1nsinuated, that Mr. Trevelsan
snd Earl Spencer had conspired to shield men
guilty of the most horrible and nameless crimes.

Mr, O'Brien—*'I never did. I stated that
the result of their misguided action was to shield
those persons, but I never alleged that shey did
so wiltully,”

Mr, Balfour said he counld refer to the words
of United Ireland to provo his statement.

Cries of ** quote.”

Mr. Balfour replied : * Cestainly not.” He
eaid he would never think of sullying bis lipa by
repenting such langusge as had been used toward
S:r G. O Trevelyan and Earl Spencer in Juy,
1885, Blame from the source whence such foul-
pess proceeded was indeed the high-
eat proise, Referring next to the allega-
tons that the Earl of Carnarvon favored a
Dublin parliament, and bad opened negotiations
with Mr, Paruell with the knowledgs of Loed
Salisbury, Mr. Balfour quoted the denials of
T.owd Salisbury and tha Earl of Carparvon, Toe
latter declared that he never had said one word
inconsistent with union, He hoped the denials,
if they would not satisfy Dir, Parnell, would at

enat satisfy Parlisment.

Procesdirg tn compare the Crimes’ Acts of
1882 and 1887, Mr, Balfour maintained that the
latter did not, while the former did, create new
crimes. For instance, the provision known as
the Curfew clause of the act of 1887 aimed to
give the executive better powers to enforce
existing laws, and the facts proved how bene-
ficial was its operation. r. O'Brien bhad
b osted that his advice to the people of Mit-
chellatown, combined with & portion of public
op‘nion in i}ngland, had saved the pe-ple from
wholesale eviction, Government aotion, Mr.
Bulfour declared, had been medified by neither.
Tt was nothing new for the Irish party to preach
resistance to evictions. That was their tettled
poliey. It bad never been disavowed.

Mr, O'Brien rose to explain that his advice
to the Mitchellstown people applied to » special
cose, He denied tha he had in any other in-
stance couneelled resistance to the law,

Mzr. Balfour, next referring to the imprison-
meant of members of the Houee, twitted Sir
George Trevelyan with making a weak remark
to the effect that it was a sickening thing for
members of Pacliament to be imprisoned, It
waaasickening thing that they should deservait,
aaid Mr. Balfour, and it would have been much
worse if the Goverument had given the lead:
ing violators of the law a sprcial privilege to
defy it with impunity. A childish fuss
had been made over their pricon clothes,
which was hardly worth while notic-
inr. Complaint had been made of a
letter he wrote during Mr. O'Brien’s imprison-_
ment, at a time when Mr. O'Brien's frienda
were spreading every kind of caslumny regard-
iog his treatment, with the object of stirring
the pasrions of the British democracy. All the
letter stated was that Mr, O’Brien was suffer-
ing from weak lungs and an excitable disposi-
tion. Regarding the tortures in the prisons, he
requested the Enpglish prison inapector to make
n special enquiry with the result of showing
that ib was uiterly untrue that there was any
harshness in the treatment. As n motter of
fact, Mr, O"Brien's health improved in prison.
He wes two pounds heavier when he left than
when ba weut in. .

Mr. O'Brien—* That is inaccurate.

Mr. Gladstone fol'owed Mr, Balfour. He ssid
he found httle in the Chief Secretary’s speech
that tepded to assist them in getting at the
truth of the questions before the House. There
was the question whelher the Conservative
leaders had communicated with Mr, Parnell on
the subject of Home Rule, The denials made
by Mr, Balfour did not get rid of the Irish
members’ aseertions, Mr. Parnell stated that
he found himself in eatire agreement with Y.ord
Carnarvon on the Home Rule quention. That
bal not been denied (cheers). It was stated
that Xword Carcarvon spoke for himself, but he
was Viceroy of Ireland at the time for the Con-
servative Government, which now held that
Home Hulein any shape meant the separation
of Ireland from the Empire.

Mcr. Balfour, interposng, said that the letter
from Lord Carnarvon clearly implied that he
did not express any opinion upon Home Rule
to Mr, Parnell.

Mr, Gladstone replied that Lord Carnarvon
had never explicitly denied Mr. Parpell’s state-
ment, IF he did, where wers his_words in de-
pisl? Continuing, he said the Liverals were
culled separatists because they wished to give
effect to the National nspirations of Ireland.
while having supreme regard for the unity of
the Empire.

Mr. Gladstone’s speech was continued to
great length, and is described as one of his fin-
eat eftorts,. After areply from Mr. Goschen,
the division on the amendment was taken, The
amendmeunt was rejected by a vote of 317 to
229, The division was conducted on strictly
party live, All the Liberal Unionists voted
with the Government. Lord Hartington was
abgent, 8s he is suffering from a bad cold.

Mr. Gladstone's reply was move rhetorical
than argumentive. His \oice at_times had re-
newed symptoms of weakness. While referring
to an extract {rom a newspaper he found diffi-
culty in reading the passage and turned to Mr.
Morley to help bin, when the latter whispered
the cus to the extract, Mr. Gladstone tried to
resume reading and then turned to Sir William
Vernon Harcourt for sasistance, after which he
said to the House, ** This I regret to say is not
the only point on which I begin to find that
warning bas been given me that I am not so
young as I was.” Attheend of this touching
allusion sympathotic chsers burst forth on bath
sides of the House. nIr, Gladston’s speech is
considered one of the finest efforts of his parlia-
mentary life. Michael Davitt, who wae 1n the
lobby listening to Mr. Gladstone, remarked
afterwards to Mr. Parnel), **the grand 51d man
is wood for fifty years more.” Mr. Puarnell re-
plicd, * Yes, he will live to witnesa the triumph
of Home Rule.”

Some of the remarks of Mr. Balfour, Mer.
Gladstone said, had apparently been levelled at
himeelf, His {Gladstone’s) Nottingham speech
had been absolutely misrepresanted. As to
the statement regwidice the 1rish Executive's
practica of obtaining information by per-
mittting the police te coococt criine, he
protestud then as now against the practice as
dangerous to to.ety aed odious in itself,
IIs hed never uttered words ovir which
he felt more rejoiced than his words abuut Mit-
chelstown. He used them for the suke of pre-
venting enormous mischief and suffering, prob-
ably bloodahed, It was the ayents of the law
that were the broskers of the law at Mitchels-
town. It was cruel, wanton, disgraceful bload-
shed, almost without example. Mr. Balfour
had betome by implication a breaker of
the law, for he gave the act hiy au-
thorizative npproval, ss if it were to be
the model ruls for the conduct of the police,

GOVEENMENT STATISTICS UNTRUSTWORTHY.

Mr. Gladstone declined to accept as sutben-
tic the Govoroment statistics of crime under
the Coercion Act uotil the cases cited were
thoroughly investigated. The only case given
in detail had be:n met with & point-blank
contradiction, Supposing  the Government
had a momentary appesrance of success
from the operativn of the Coercion Act,
were they goiog to legislate forever on the
sarue line? He had never heard she Ministers
express confidence in their ability to make per-
manent resistance %o the policy of Home Rule,
(Parnellite cheers.) He did pot disguisa the
strength of the combination agaiust Home
Rule, which included nearly the whole wealth
and all the elemments of the rocial strength be-
longing to bigh rank aud etation in the
country. But the Liish nation and the
growing English popular feeling were on the
side of Home Rute. To delay the nettle-
ment of a question of this kind between
Nations was dangerous in the extreme. If the
resistance to the pat.onal voice of Iieland, was
pushed too far, thosa who now guided the mind
of that Naticn micht losa their power and be
displaced by ruder and more dangernus spirits,
Let the Government hethink themselves and
consent to legislate for Ireland as they did for
Englaud end Scotland, in occordance with the
constitutionally expreased wishes and permauen,
convictious of the people, and thus at last pre-
sent to the world the blessed epectable of a
truly, acd not a nominally, unoited Empire,
(Lond cheers.) .

Mr. Gochen next sp-ke. He said that the
country would notice that the name of Gladstone
had been etretched by O'Brien, He had hlersed
the Plan of Campaiga. (Cries of “No ! No !")
At any rate he had not curged it. He had pre-
eeffved a discreet s:lence 80 aa not 30 commit him-
self.

Here tha news of the resnlt of the Southwark
election was passed along the Irish benches, and
all the Nationalists rose from their sents ani
waved their bats and cheered enthusiastically.

Mr. Goschen, resuming, said that tho Parpel-
litee might triumph over winning the ex-
Premier to their side. He admitted that it
added to the stupendous task n which the Gov-
ernment is engaged, bud not to a degrea to make
themn shrink, They would not allow menaces
trom America, Irelend or Mr. Gladstone to
divert them from tbeir duty. (Cheers.)

Sivx William Vernon Harcourt thought this
woull be a memorab’e debate, The Govern-
ment, he said, had invited the judgment of the
country on their humiliatiog failures, The
metropfilis, their pet preserve, to-day had given
remarkably pronmounced judgment. He quite
felt for Mr, Goschen in the embarrassmenc the
pews caused bim in the middle of hie speech,
(Laughter.)

The treasurer then summed up his figures
by stating that socording to estimated ex-
penditure of $2,983.63, submitted yesterday,
there would bc a balance to credit of pro-
vinoce next year of §414,500. He stated that
the expenditure for immigration purposea had
been going down every year In accordance
with public sentiment, and there wounld
be atill further reduction made this year.
Referring to the public acconnts, he msid
that during the past year grave discrepancles
to the amount of 14,680 had been discovered
in the accounts between the various banks
with which the Government did business and
the Treasury Dapartment, extending back to
the year 1867, Special anditors were calied
in, and aiter a searching investigation, all but
85,873 was satiefactorily accounted for. In
regard to this latter dircrepancy, whioh oc-
ourred during the years of 1875 to 1879, incla-
sive, two conclusiona were inevitable. Either
the banks had errontously charged cheques or
cheques had been forged and cashed., The
result of the Investigation pointed to the lat-
ter conclusion, and grave suspiclons rested
upon a former officer of the depertment, who
was discharged about thres years sgo, and
who Is now employed by the ‘Dominion Go-
vernment. He regretted not belng able to re-
port definite progross in the settlement of ac-
counts between the Dominion and
Oatario, owing to the abasence of smome
members of the Dominion Government in
England, and to others belng engaged in
tishery negotiations. Substantial progress
had been made towards eettling by arbitration
matters in dispute between Ontario and
Quebec, Hie Governmont would employ the
moet eminent counsel obtainable to protect
the interests of Oatario, and he hoped all dis-
puted pointe woald soon be aetiled on » basis
satisfactory to all parties.

Mr, Ciurk (Toronto) replied tor the Op-
position. He charactarized the treasurer’s
statemen$ as fluent and ingenious, but the
'halance sheet of assets and liabilities lacked
cloarnes, nccuracy and reliability, The worde
*‘ presently payable” in the heading of labili-
ties were mirleading, The asseta column was
inordinately swollen, and enormous liabili-
ties were left out altogether. The province
bad been borrowing money for the last three
years at the rate of a quarter million dcllars
a year, and yet ro montion of this liability
appesred, Nine-tenthn of the people of Qa-
tario and half tha membera of this Heuse did
not kncw that the province had a debt at all.

voked to report to the General Committae on
the state of the defencer—if any exist in
their distiricts, or the foree which could be
uljlized. nnd on the resources in men, sup-
plies, eto., that .conld be made available
hy the department in case of emergency.
Dorlog the  holidays it is propossd that
the officers of the R M. C. and a cer-
{nin nomber of cadeta shall be employed to
make a topographleal survey of the country.
The centrsl committee will among other
things report upon the practioability of any
schems for the defence of the Domlinion which
have already been presented, and suggest any

FCRTHER PARTICULARS OF THE TRAGEDY,

QuEBEC, Feb. 14.—Napoleon Leclerc, ac-
cused of the murder of Adelard Passant, is
8aid to be a respectable, quiet, hard working
man.  The partica'ars of the occurrence and
its caunee are as follows: His wife, who is
only 22 years of age, ueed to oncourage her
visitors, which maddened her husband, and
finally he became goaded to desperation, Last
night the deccased, Adelurd Passant, in com-
pany with several others, went to Loclerc's
house at 9 oclock.

BIOENTS PASSES PEACEFULLY AWAY—RIS

STRANGER THAN FICTION.

LIFE AND ADVENTURES OF A MAN WHQ WANTS TO
BE A PRIEST.

Cuicaco, Feb, 13.—On Saturday night last
Henry Hoffmeyer, a trusted private watchwan
in the employ of Marsball Field, was asked
whether ha had seen a brother wa chmaa on
duty at any time within two weeks. Hotfmeyer
ead he had not.  Soon after midnight, George
Hillier, the watchman guilty of neglect

struck Hoffmeyer with & londed cane
felling him to the onnd. To-days
when Hillier was arraigned for the as,
sault, Hofmeyer's counsel said :~*'¢ My client 18
po coward. and he would have defended bim-
self with his revolver but for ove thing.”
“‘What was that 2" asked the magistrate, *‘Next
week,” 6aid the lawyer, * Mr. Hoffmeyer will
be ordained a priest of the Catholic Church, end
had he shot bis assailant his chance would have
been gone.” This atatement led the Post cor-
respondent to believe that the witness had a his-
tary, but no such thrilling narrative s wasafter-
watd learned was anticipated. Hoffmeyer's life
has been one full of events connected withsowme
of the most tragic occurrences in modern Eu-
ropean hiatery. Having graduated from the
Upivernity of Gottingen in Hanover, Ger-
many, he went to Hambu-g, and studied seven
years for the priesthood. In 1870, when
93 years old, he was taken from his atudies
by order of Bismarck, and for eighteen years his
sole ambition has been to return tohis calliog »8
a priest. In those «ightcen years he
has  paseel  through  expeiiences  that
would fill several volumes if written. The
same mandate that took him from bhis
studies in the Jesuit college forced him o enlist
in the German army, then ergaged the Franeo
Prussian war, - The young men preparing for
the priesthood were eo well drilled that they
were yaluabls as soldiers, and the lawa of the
country made it possible to take them at any
time before they were ordained. A month atter
he enlisted Hoffineye- fought in the battle of
Gravelotte under Cantain Von Steubens.
After the battle IHoffmeyer wiay promoted

from a private to secord licutenant. lis
education fitted him to command. At
Sidan he wss sevir:ly  wounded. lHe
had fallen in rapge of a gilicg gus, One

pullet carried o portion « £ huws skull away, one
pierced his siue, and one shastered tlfe booe of
his left thigh. For four days he luy on the
batstlefield with 20,000 other wounded men.
When Lieutenart Mcfimeyer was pick-d up
and taken to the hospital his lile was de-paired
of, but he recovered, though his injured luog
prevented him from ever doing_active service
again. When Paris surrendered Hoffmeyer was
detailed there by General Voo Moltke. During
the riots of t.e Commune he mounted his
horse,Jbut was taken with hemorrhsge of the
lungs and was never well alterwards uoiil a
few years ago. He requested a furlongh ang
was sent to a fort near Amsterdam. Iere be
had a threc days’ leave of abeence, and in com-
pany with six others deserted and fled to Ire-
Tl Tn 1877 Bismarck issued an order for all
deserters to return, or they wonld ba brovght
back by torce. The lieutenant did not wait,
but sailed for America. Ever since he came to
America, Hoffmeyer h1s been strueglinz to be-
coine a priest, but as he had no papers from the
German University, his efforts wers in
vain. The story of how he secured
those papers 18 interestinz. In 1881 be
was cmployed at the stock yards, when
a carriage drivirg by halted. A voice colled
him, o weot up, nnd to his surprire recog-
nized his old commander, Captain Von Steu-
bens. The officer, in compaty with his aix
brothers, was visiting here, Tha captain said
he would do all 1n his power for the lieutenant,
but Hofmeyer mistrusted him and took out
paturalization papsrs, When that was done he
wrote to his uncle in Germany and a formsl de-
mapd wad made for his credentials. Being an
American citizen, his demand was acceded to,
and ot Inet the papers arrived, That was last
Saturday, the day he received the injury on the
head. 8 will now receive his ordination and
return at once to the hume of his childhood to
visit his patente.

REMEDY FOR THE MRS, O'LEARY COW.

FEATHER EATING HENS.

Feather ea‘ing among poultry appears to
be a habit acquired rather than the effects of
disease, and no one has appeared with a epe-
olfic tor ita cure. The experience of many
growers, howaver, seems to point to the fact
that the inciting cause may be traced to idle-
pess, too olose confinement and a deprivation
of exercise, trgether witn a want of green food,
worms and insects, and pomibly some articles
not wsuslly given ia thewr food which are ne-
ceasary for their contentment when they are
not allowed to forage at large for themselree,
Charcoal pounded or ground fine and mixed
with soft fcod has been found nsefal in more
than one instance, and a small lump ot lime in
their drinking water ia advised, also the hang-
ing up of a cabbage or piece of meat where
they can pick at it, and where the habit has
bzen confirmed in a few it will be hest lo
separate them from the flook. When » hen
eats her egga it is best to kill her before she
teaches the trick to others, and for a preven-
tive make the nests in dark places and feed
plenty of lime, broken bones and oyater shells
to maka hargd ahelled eggs; besiden, remember
never to throw ount egg shells in large pleces
where the heng can get them, as it tends to
teach them the habit,

REMEDIES FOR HOG COHOLERA.

A pumber of South Qarolina planters are
claiming that aoda is a sore cure for hog
cholera, One saya that by the nse of eoda
(bicarbonate) alone, as soon a8 tho firat aymp-
tons of the disease were noticed, he checked
it. Another usod soda and salt together,
mixed in moderate quantities with the food.
An old Kentacky breeder of swine
places ealt first in imyportance as a pre-
ventive of cholera, and believes that salt, of
all substanoes, is the best promoter of digee-
tion as well a» antidote against worme., This
breeder has adopted the plan of aalting all bis
animalsin water-tight troughs, keeping usup-
ply of salt on hand continually. He alse
feeds some charcoal -vith the ealt to swine
that are closely penned, and gives ashes cc-
casionally underail conditicna.

LAYING TILE DRAINS

At the annual meeting of the Indisna S'ate
Tils association, numbered with other perti-
peat statemeénts made, were $howe of a mem-
ber from Fort Wayne cn the way to lar tile
in ditches, He advocated the employ-
ment of an engineer to lay off the
work and letting the farmer put in
the tile ot his leirure, A member
from Nestervllle advised that the ditches be
dug about three feet deep, sloping from the
top to the bottom, Long bandled tools were
recommended and workmen advised not to
stand ia the bottom of the ditch, but ta litt in
the tile with kaokn and place them carefully
in line. He also advised in laying a drain
that one shoald begin at the mouth and work
back to the head.

EXPERIMENTS IN FEEDING PIGS

On the agricnltural grounds of the Illinuis
university, a number of experiments have
beed made in feeding pigs. One eeries of
experiments were made to determine the com-
parative value of cornmeal and oatmeal.
Two lots of hoga were fed. Lot 1 ate during
the period of five weeks, 408.25 pounds of
cornmesl, costing $2 23, and 408,25 pounds
of gremnd oats, oosting $3.35, making =
total eost of food of §5 68, The increase
made was 145 5 vounds, which makea the
cost of food per 100 pounda of increase $3,70
The increase produced by cornmesl cost $2.38,
and by shelled corn $2 30 per 100 lbe, It
thas cost § 32 meore per 100 pounds of in-
crease with the mixed food tkan with coro-
mesl, and $1.80 more than with shelled corn,

Another experiment made was one in
feeding corn in the ear, shelled, oand
ground into meal. Conclusions arrived

at from reenlts gained were that : Looked at
from nll sidea, when fed dry, whole corn pre-
duoes better results than cornmeal. VWhere
the difference is slmply due to the cozt of
grinding the corn, the difference in the sost
of producing 100 pounds of increase at the
low price of twentg-eight cents per bushel
for corn, will be twonty-five ceuts or more,
af L.em worthy the attention of any hog
raiser,
