THE MURDER OF MAJOR BARTTELOT.

The tidings of the murder of Stanley's chief
lieutenant, Major Barttelob, created & great
genation here in London, as it is now generally
credited, and led to a genersl expression of
pessimistic views regarding the fate of Stanley
himsgelf, which have long bzen gathering, There
ia really no close connection between the two,
for Major Barttelob was mony hundred miles
behind Stanley when the fatal meeting occurred,
and could scarcely yet have had time to over-
take him if trere bad been no interruption of
his progress, What is mora importaut i8 the
news that Tippoo Tib wses in July last, when
the present message'wag despatched, sulking 1o
his own home ay Nravgive, which iz 300 miles
south of Stanley ¥alls and away from the line
of the relief route. This raises suspicious there
that Tippoo Tib knows Stanley is beyond the
help of & reecuing party.

Young Barttelot was a very clever and ener-
getic officer, with & distmet vocation for adven-
tures, but posssared n mosb arrogant manner
with bis inferiors, and fuall of the notion that
the natives could only be mansged by shooting
on the epot the firat who showed signs of die-
content. The officers who served with him
in the Soudan told me to-day numerous
sneclotes nf this nature, which probably
will explain why he got into tronble
with his carriera, Stanley told me just before
he starbed that he had a great general liking for
Msjor Barttelot’s qualitics, but specially valued
his intrepid resolve to have his own way, no
matter ‘what it cost. Apparently this quality
also hos its disadvantages, Major Barbtelot
was a tall younﬁman with a strong face, butan
ugly mouth, He went through the Afghan
campaign as a mere striplivg, volunteered for
the Soudan service when only 24 yeara old, an

On Auguet 5 he was seized with
atbacks fof vomi*iog; on August 6 he became
violent, aud on August 7 he was placed in the
hospital at Necker and died of rabies on
Angust 8. .

The third cate was thad of Ferdinand La-
baume, bitten by a cat and placed under treat-
ment on May 30. He died in July. Two others
died after completion of treabment.

LoxnoN, Sept. 17—The Commiesion ap-
rointed by parliament to examine into_the
charges made by the Times against Mr. Par-
nsll and other Paruel'tte members of the Housa
of Commons opened its first session at 11
o’clock this morning, in the Probate Court.
Owing to the limited size of the court room, it
was impossible to admit more than a select few
of the public. .

Representativas of the press octupied the
qulk of the space, two hundred reporters, re-
presenting promiuent Loundon and American
newspivers, having obtained tickets of admis-
gion, Judges Hanuon, Smith and Day, who
compose the commission, entered the courtrcom
at 11 o'clock. .

Sic_ Charlen Rusgell and_ Herbert Henry
Asquith, Liberal member of Parliament _for the
Fast division of Fife, appeared for the Parnell-
ites, and Mr, Ruegg watched the case for Mr.
O'Donnell. Judge Hanoon said the circum-
stances under which the Commission met were
novel. He stated briefly the scope and nature
of the principle on which the Commission. pro-
posed to conduct the inquiry. The Commission,
he eaid, were directed to 1nquire into and repors
upon charges made sgainst certain members of
the House of Commons and other persons in
connection with the O'Donnell-Times action.

The Commission held thab the enquiry should
be restricted to the charges that were made the
cause ot that action, Parliament also gave
them in addition to their spacial powers all the
powera vested in judgea of the high courts
of juatice. They progoted in the firet instance
to make the enquiry as though it were an issue
between Mr. O’Donnell and the Times, rererv-
ing to themselves the poweér to call anybody
who might ba able to throw light on the issue
therein iuvolved. The enquiry would be car-
ried on in accordance wist the rules of the ordi-
pary courd, ' 5

Befors proceeding Judge Haonon asked Sir
Charles Russell for whom he appeared. Sir
Charles replied that he represented eighty-four
Trish members of Parliament. Mr. Graham
said he was ratain:d with Attorney-General
Webster for the Times. Application was made
for permission of the representation of ch‘oland
VYard by counsel. Judge Hannon said be
would decide upou the application if it were
found that the enquiry involved the pclice.

Sir Charles Russell demanded that he be al-
lowed to inspect the letters and photographs
bearing on the case, and that the commission
issue ar order for the discovery of the docu-
mer ts upon the authority of which soms of the
Times' chaiges wers made. He asked that »
commiesion appointed to take evidence in
the United States, and that an order be issned
releasing Mr. Dillon from jail, eo that he mﬁy
give testimony before the commission, He
wanted especially to see the Egan Harris letter,
which, be claimed, was a forgery.

Counsel for the Times agreed to produce cer
tain letters, but objected to the commmssion
1ssung an order for the discovery of the docu-

ments,

WHY HE CONCLUDED THAT ¢ -
LIRS WERE NOT ADAPTED Fu..
[T BY SECRET CONSPIRACY,

1 thiaclones the Feud that Extsted Between
1hie Fenlan Party and Those in Favor
of Consttiutional Agitation—
Haw he wan Tracked to
be Murdered.

——

LoxpDoy, Sept. 12,—Mr., Davitt in his nbs:i ct
of vhe statemwnt be proposes to make before the
eommission, ¢ommencing with occurrences of
1G5, snys shat he became acquainted with Mr.
Peruvell and Mr. O'Dongell o his release from
Portland Prison. During bis imprisonment,
after much thought. be concluded thay the Irish
were nob adapted for sgitation by secret con-
epicacy, and formed a plan of open combina-
tion. He communicated his views to the leaders
of both the revolutionary and constitutional
parties, Among the latter he found a disposi-
tion to resent Butt's policy of conciliation.
Among the Fenians fie received more encourage-
ment than he had expsoted. After his tour in
America ho started u movement to make the
1and quest'on the basis of agitation. :

He controverts the Times’s theory that this
new departure had anythiag to do with the new
departura originated in New York. Although
defendiu(ithe American proposal so far as it
included h!s scheme for supplanting secret con-
apiracy, he says he was convinced that an alli-
auce between the Constitutionalists and Revo-
lutionaries was impossible, and therefore took
an independent line withiut consulting either
Mr. Parnell or the Fenian leaders. In 1879 he
started an agitation agninss landlordism with
funds received from hiy American lectures, He
applied to John Boyle O'Reilly, Patrick Ford
and John Devoy for assistance, Hea received
£300 from the National or skirmishing fund.
but as the Fenian press objected to the use of
the fund for constitutional agitation he returned
the amount., Mr. Parnell offered money from
the resources of the League.

Mr. Parnell’s officinl connection with the
movement began with the organization of the
Lesgue in October, 1879, Parnell during his
abasnce in Americn, in the winter of 1879, for-
warded to the Laague £60,000, to be distributed
for the relief of distres. In 1880, Davist, going
to Awerica to form an auxiliary Lengue, was
expelled from the Irish Republicen Brotherhood
for advocacy of constitutional agitation. Since
then there has been conatant hostility between
the Leaguers and the Fenians, Early in 1880
four men visited his lodgings in Dablin, design-
iog 62 murder him. At the same time a Yenian
gang, headed by *Phwnix Park” Carey, broke
up his meetings in the Rotunda,

About this time, if he and other leaders in
favor of open agitation had not been removed
from the control of the League by the Govern-
ment imprisonieg them, tho inviocisle con-
spiracy would never have been ‘heard of. On
the morning following the Pheaix Park mur-
ders he met Paraell, who, greatly excited, said
be had resolved to send his resignation to the
Cork slectors that very day, retiring utterly
from Irish politics,. Parnell deciared that wo
man could be safe where irresponsible conspir-
ators organized deedn of that kind, aiming
deadly blows at the constitutionsl movement on
the threshold of victory. Davitt succeeded in
persuading him to reconeider. On the rame
day the manifesto condemning the murders was
gent to Ireland

Mr. Davits, although taking a prominens
part in the National League, co-operated with
My, Parnell’s delegates to Chicago in 18806 in
trying to influesce the convention in the direc-
tion of n pacific policy. He was afterwsrds
condemned to_be shot by the council of dyaa-
miters of the Rosra faction becsuss he had de-
nounced the uee of dynamite in Chicago,

Mr. Davitt coucludes with a reference to the
plan of campaign, of which he disapproves as
only proposing to lower rents, thus tending to
prolong landlordism,

exceis of sun heat, there mu-t be aver limited
areas viclent sbormeboth sumrmer and winter.

When very luge arears of the atmoeplers
have been, by exces of heat, brcught into an
unequal state, as large arcas of lower stratum
of highly heated air nud vapor, which is also
intensuly eatectric, the coenditicas to produce
sandspouts, waterspouis, and tornndves are
fully ripe. The upper aud colder layer of the
atmosphere cannot cool the 1,wer highly heatad
and vapor ladened stratum so evenly and quickly
as to prevent venls in the form of funnels
forming from the lower stratum to the higher
stratun: aud causing a rupture which takes place
upward in o pipe Irom, ju-t as waterin a tank
or basin, having a bottrmn moans for discharge
by a pipe, flows out with & whirling motion—in
our northern hemisphere alwaya in direction of
the handa of a clock-—und so the heated, highly
electric an'! successiviy vapor Inden a*mowphers
breaks into the coli atmosphrre nbove when at
the level of the “dew puint” invisible vapor be-
comze visible, parting with its lasent heat, which
sorarifirs the a:vas to force some of the condensed
atmosphere in vi-ible cloud, mounting shousanda
of festabove thn condensad drw point and into
a region abore the highest p:aka of the highust
mountain.

Io fead this pipe, or, a3 in some casos, pipes,
the lower stratum flows in from all sides to
rotate and ascend with intensa velocity of steam
power, sufficens to producs all the disastrons
effecta of the wildest tornado, there being nlmost
o vacuum at the gronod or water live, as the
phenomencn may be on the land or over tho sea.
On the land trees are twisted and uprooted,
houses sre unroofed, solids various kinds are
lifted from the earth, and humio beings have
been blown awsy like dead leaves, ‘There
are also, records of railway wsgons having
being blown cff the raila.

DISINFECTING WITH COFFHE.
(From the Boston Transcript.)

Coff+e is a handy and harmless disinfactant,
Experiments hava been made in aris to prove
this. A quantity of meat was bungup in a
clased ronm until decompised, and shien achafing
dish was introduced and five hundred grammes
¢f 03ff:0 thrown on the fire, In a few minutes
the room was completely dieinfected. Iz an-
other room sulphuretted hydrogen and ammonin
were deve'oped and ninety grammes of coffes
destroyed the smell in about half & minute, It
is also atated that coifee deatroys the smell of
musk, castcerum and as:alcetida,

As a proof that the noxiodp smells are really
decomposed by the fumes of coffee and not
merely overpowered by them, it is stated :that
the firab vapors of the coffea were not amelled at
all, and are therefore chemically absorbed, while
the other smells gradually diminish as the fumi-
gation continues, . . .

The Lest way to effech this fumigation iz to
pound the coffes in a mortar and then strew it
on & nob irop plate, which, however, must not
be red hob. o

1t showed that we conld rely upon our
own resources. While we should like to con-
tiouw to trade with our neighbors in the freest
manner, we can nfford to do without it, and
can afford to weit with calm self-respect the
vutoome of the matter.”

Whilst the buucombe and hypoariay of this
deliverance are manifest, it will be admitted
that it is ahout the wiseet attitude Sir Jobn
could assume at the present moment, Of
course Caandians are to be excluded for no
actlon of theirs, but are they not excluded
becauze of the action of thelr Governmsut ?
Was it not bscauss of the irritation and Indig-
nation roused in the United States sgainat
Cannda by the gonduct of the Canadian Torles
that the Reclprocity treaty was nbrogated in
1854 Uadoabtedly ! The effeot, Sir John
sayr, will be the same now as then.

Let those who remember the cff:cts of
abrogation and the culmination thereof In the
commerclal disasters of 1857, say Iif they are
delighted at the prospeot presented by the
Premier. The loss and suffering was onormovs
and wideepread, Of cunree an intelligent,
industrioea peogle made the beat of a bad case,
bat how much mors prosperous this country
would have baen had Reciproclty contiaued
and the Tories of Canada refrained from that
epen sympathy with the Sonth which exclted
the jost wrath of the Amoricon prople ! The
spirit whlch encouraged and abetted the St.
Albane raiders iz the same that to-day im-
posea the sontemptible tex on peach basketa-
Nothing I» too wicked or too mean for itto
aoggest or perpetrate.

If tho United Siatex to-day talk of! non-
{atercourse with Canada tt 11 beouuse of the
unfriendly conduct of our Tory goveroment
aad party. Sir John talks of “calm self.
raspect.” In reality ho i delighted that he
haw again succeeded in raising anothar cause
of estrangement between Usnadisas and
Americans, Retallation is the very thing he
most deslres, aud the Amerioans are very
short-sighted to play into bis hands, They
can kill Mocdonaidits Toryiam us dead am
Cheopn by adopting a directly contrary conras
and, if thoy are wise they will do eo.

be necesary, in order to carry out _t.ha ra-
organization, and this power has hitherto
been exerciced without obsirnction by
the Provinces. Thera can bs no doubt,
if the language of the . Britlsh North
America Act means what {t oays,
that the Quebec Logislature has full power to
establish the Magistrates’ Court for the Dis.
trict of Montreal, The only question thea
will bs as to the power of appolnting the
Maglatrates, This ia the polut on which the
Minister of Juatice claima that the Aot is in
conflict with Federal authority, He does net
dlspate tho right of the Provinoial
Legialature to orgamizs the court. He
only clolms that ¢ the provisions of the
« Aot which profese to confer upon the
“ Lienterant-Governor in Qouncil the power
1o appolnt these judges, the provisions
#alio which relate to their terms of
¢t office, their gquslifications for office and
“ their mode of removal from office are olear-
41y In excess of the powera conferred on the
¢ Provinelal Legislatures.” The Minister of
Justice has parrowed the matter down o a
fine point, so fine, indeed, that he may realizs
ere lopg that it would have been better for
him to have allowed it to bs decided by a
test case appealed in the ordinary way to the
Privy Couancll. In regard to the appoint-
ment of judges, Section 96 of the B, N. A.
Act 82y8.:

¢t The Governor-Generel shall appoint the
judges of the Superlor, District and County
Courts, in each Province, except those of the
Courts of Probate in Neva Scotla and New
Branswick.”

Hore is the power of the Federal Govern-
ment definitely limited ss to what judges
they shall appoint, The power to appoint
Magistiates, Polica Maglatrates, Oivil Gourt
Commissioners, eto., is vested in and exerclsed
by the Liaca} Lngirlitures, ond to this day no
objection has ever been raised by the Federal
Government, The right of the Local Legis-
latura to organizs & Distriot Mngistrates’
Coust being ‘admitted, and the power of the
Federal Government in the appointment of
judges being expreeoly limited, it eeems to be
only in accord with common senss that the
Local Government, and not the Federal,
shoull appoint the presiding justices of the
District Magletcate’s Courr, ladeed, It locks
like a high-handed and autooratic proceeding
on the part of the Federal Government to in-
terf:re with tbe veto power in a case i which

Mercler’s Eloquent and Logical Ad-
dress—The Frovince to Take a
Firm Stand to Preserve Its Au-
tonomy Agsinst Provincial
Encroachment — An Ene.
thasiastic Gathering,

I JThe mass mesting at St. James market Thur-
day night to protest againat the vetoing by the
Federal Jovernment of the act forthe appointing
of two Diatrict Mogistrates for this district, wes
Ope of the largest and most enthusiastic ever
held in Monereal. The gathering represented
all shadas of politics, ereed and nationality, and
was most ocderly and sattentive throughout.
Hon, Mr. Moercier arrived from Quebe¢ by the
C.P.R. He was met ab ths station by a host of
his friends and supporters, among whom were
noticed Hon. Messrs. Laurier, James McShane,
Fancois Liangeiier, Mr, L. O. David, M.P.P,,
Myx, Juatice Barry and odbhers. He ab once en-
tered a carriage and drove to the meeting at
St. James market. The decorations wera un a
grand ecale, and there was alzo a display of fire-
works, Upon the arrival of Mr. Mercier a hot
air baloon was sent up, on which were discern-
able the pames of Blaks, Dlarcier and Laurier,
and also A bas le veto,”

The arrival of the honorabla Premier of
Quebec was the signal for loud and continued
cheering, Mr. L. O. David, M.P.P,, was ap-
pointed chairman and on the platform were
Hon. Messra, Laurier, McShane, Langelier,
Measra. Chas, Lavgelier, M.P., Robidoux,
M.P.P., Sauvalle, George Horne, G. W, Parent,
0. Beausoleil, M.P., A, Carrier, Prefontaine,

M.P,, Doyon, M., and Gauthier, M.P,,
Racheleau, M.P.P., Hou. G. Dubamel, M.P.P,,
Oardin, B.P,P., ex Mayor Beaugrand, Carroll
Ryan, L. Frechette, poet laursate, and wmany
other well known citizens. Hon. Mr, Mercier
was in good voice, and hia telling remarks and
argumonts were frequently interrupted by
vocifarous applause.

After a few words from Mr, David, Hon, Mr,
Mercier said : . .

You have met to consider the disallowance,
quite recently announced, of the act of the Que-
bee Legislature commonly kaown as *“The Dis-
trict Magistrates’ Act,” and to protest—if you
deem it proper—againab such disallowance. You
possess this right, and you are free to approve
or condemn the action of the Federal authori-
tien.

I come here before you not as& politician
seeking for a condemnation of adversaries, but
rather asa friend of the province and of ite
aulosomy, in order to study with you the grave
question, which demands your consideration. I
come nop to ask you to condemnu, but rather to
judge, You are the psople, and you are ‘conse-
quently the judges of the political acts of gov-
ernments.

‘When you have heard my remarks, examnied
my authorities, and well weighed the whole,
you will render your judgment, I shall divide
my ohservations in three heads :

1. The nature of the law in question ;

2. The doctrine of disallowance ;

8. The rocsons why this law should not have
been vetod.

1. THE NATURE OF THE LAW IN QUESTION,

This act wan pasesed at the last session and ia
intituled : * An act to smend the law relating
' to District Magistrates.” It was sanctioned
on the 12th July last and contans the followirg
preamble : .

¢ Whereas in the judicial district of Mont-
‘real, the number of cases in civil matters
¢ hefore the Superior Court and the Circuit
“Court is 8o hgh that, totwithstanding the
“ permanence of the rittings of their Court, the
* judges presidicg them are unable to hear
“them and decide them all with the des-
* patch that would be suitable to the parties
**)nterested.” .

“ Wherens to remedy this state of things and
in the interest of the administration of jus-
* tice it has become necessary 8o a3 to permit of
 the judges of the Superior Court attending
* gxclusively to the affairs which are more im-
¢ mediately copnected with thab courh, 93
“ abholish the hulding of the Circuit Court in the
¢ district of Montreil and to establish there a
 Magistratea’ Court before which all the cases,
¢ proceelings, matters and things whick are
“ now within the juriediction of such Circuit
¢ Court,” Therefore, Her Majesty, by and
with the advice and conaent of the Legislatnre
of Quebec, enacts as fullows :

T'be firat scetiun reads-as follows :

““The Lieuteuaut Governor-in-Council may,
“ by proclamatiun, abelish the GCircuit Court,
* gitting in the district of Montreal, and estab-
% lished in the city of Montreal, for the said
¢ districb s special court of record under the
“pame of *D.strict Magistrates’ Court of
* Montreal.’ ”

And the second section declares that this
Court shall bs composed of two judges called
# Distriot Magistrates of Montresl.”

Laatly, secticn 1 enacts that these magistrates
shall held office duricg good bebavior, bat may
be remaved from cflice only vpon the joiut ad-
dreas of the Legslutive Council and Legislative
Asgembly. . .

Ha ghen referred briefly to the iesuance of the
proclamation, the appriatment of the magis-
trates and cfficial intormation received from the
Miniater of Justice intimating that the Act had
been disallowed because it kad been ultra vires,
and then pointed out that consequently the
grounds of the disallowance ere :—

1. The anthorization given to the Lieutenant-
Governocr-in-Council to appoint these judges i
ultra vires;J_ ) . .
2, The provisions relating to their term of
office, to bheir power to it, nnd to the mode of
their removal from office are always ultra
vires; |, . .

The discuesion is therefore limited to these
two points, It is no longer in question to deny
onr right #o abolish the Owrenit Court or our
right to extend the powers of the District Ma-
gisteates’ Court of the Districy of Montreal ;
what is denied to tha Quebec Legislature is the
right to name these districh magiatrates and to
render them irremavable within the limits laid
downbyseciion 4 = ' .
As the title and preamble indicate, the object
is only to extend to the -district of Montreal the
juriediction of the District Magistrates’ Court.
The Diatrict Magistrates’ Court was established
in 1869 by the act 82 Vict., Ohap. 28, intituled,
*“An aob concerning districd magistrabes in this
Province,’’ and the firat eection of which reads
aa follows ;. P c

Thus before the passing of the Act of last
sersion which s now in questiou, the law con
cerning Dmtr_mt Magistrates was in force all
over the Provinge, and its jurisdiction was ex-
tended in certain districts to $99. The salary
of the magistrates was limited to S1,200,

extenda the juriedicticn for the district of
Montrenl to $100, or one dollar moxe than for
County of Gaeps, the Magdalen Islands, and a
part of the Sazuenay district, Further, the
salaries of the magistrates for the City of
Montreal, instezd of being S1,200, are raieed to
83,000. Itisright to add that the tenure of
office 18 somewhat modified, Instead of baing
removable by simple order in Council setting
forth the reaeona for their dismissal, the twu
magistrates of Montreal czu only be dismissed
upon a joint address of the two branches ot the
Legialature. These are the only important
chaoges made in the law.

Note well thab this law has been in force since
1669 ; thay there is no trace in the Ottawa blue
boaks of any attempts haviog been made to die-
allow it, and that it saeems to have never entered
the miad of any Minister ot Justice that it was
ultrn vires,

‘When the bill ;was under discussion 1n the
Legislative Assembly, the Opposiiiin objected
that we were too much in a hurry to name the
magistrates, inasmuch as the Federal Govern.
ment had decided to act and make the appoint-
ments 80 long demonded by the Bar. This ob-
jection was met by the adoption of an amend.
ment to the effect * Tha' the new district mag-
* jstrates shall only be appointed ons moath
*“ after this act shall be sanctioned in order to
“ allow the ¥ederal Government to appoius the
¢ two additioral judges, whose appointment has
‘“ heen authorized, and if such eppointment is
“ made befora the expiration of oue manth from
‘“ guch sanction, then the proclamation vutting
‘* this act into force shall not ba issued.”

The law waa sanctioned on the 12th July,
an, on the 14th, the Attorney-General traus-
mitted to the Minister of Justice a duly certi.
fied copy of it, together with a copy of this
resolution,

"This letter remained unanswered, and cn the
29th August last, thasv is to say, more than six
wosks after it had been tranemitted, Hon, Mr.
Turcotte telegraphed as follows to the Minister
of Justice :—**Will you be kind coough to give
an answer to oy letter of the 14th July lust,
drawing your attention to the appointment of
Diatrict Magistrates in Montreal,”

The reply of the Minister of Justico was re-
ceived two days later, on the 3lst' and was as
follows :—“Was absent from Ottawa and did
not receive lebber referred to in your telegram ;
can find no trace of its receipt in d?nnment.
Will you kindly send duplicate of it ?
This was done on the 1st September.

It is well to remark, however, tbat, if the
Minister of Justice could not ¢n the 31at August
find any trace of the Attorney-General's letter,
he had had a copy of the bill before him
from the 8th Augusb, accordiog to his own re-

rt,

I do not wish to chargo tbe Minitter of Jus.
tice with having stated an inexactitude, but I
may be allowed to say that it is very strange
thad oan official letter, recorded in the depars-
ments of the Qusbec Government, and for-
war jed on the 14th July, did mob reach its dee-
tination ; and that it ia atill sbranger to hear the
Minister of Justics s:ating, on the 313t Augusy,
that be can dizcover no trace of thab letter,
when on the 8th inatant he admits in his official
report to the Governor-General, that a copy of
the Jaw in question haa been trausmitted as far
back as the 8th August.

Befora concluding this firat partion of my re-
marks, I wish to recall that the esbablishmeut
of this Magistrates’ Court at Montreal was be-
yond question a useful reform avd one of great
advantage to emall creditors and pcor dehtora,
Without taking into account the necezsity of a
gsummary court, in a position to despatch the
business with rapidity, 1t is well to reesll, t.o,
that the expentes of this cours would ke neces-
sarily moderated aud more 1n keepizg with the
meaans of the poorer classes. The wmaintenance
of this tribunal would favor the collection of
small debts and especially the wages of laborera
and ordinary small cluims. I sincerely believe
that epposition to the law in question means op-
position to a reform of geeral utility,

2.~-THE DOCTRINE OF DISALLOWANCE,

Thera can ba no doubt that the veto ie an ab-
solube and arbitrary power, The sovereign au-
thority may say, ‘I disallow, because it iz n:y
will to dieallow.” This is the theory of abaoiuie
and tyrannical goveroments., But this doetrine
is not accepted by constitutional governmenta
like ours, Ib is only mecessary to cite a few
authorities to prove my aesertion. Take Todd
(page 367), and he will tell you that:

“The rights of local self-goverament heretc-
fore conceded to the several provinces of the
Dominion are nos in any wise 1mpaired by their
having entered into a federal compact, and that
no infringement upon those rights which would
be at varisnce with constitutions! usage or with
the liberty of action previous'y enjoyed by the
rovinces when under the direcv coatrul ot the
fmperhl Government, wo:ld be justifiable on
the part of the Dominion executive.”
Sir Willinra Richards said in the case of Savem
vs., the Queen :
“Under our system of government the dis-
allowanca (f statutes passed by a local legislature
niter & due deliberation, asserting a right which
they claita to possess under the B N. A, act’
will always be considered a harsh exerciee of
power, unlers in cases of great snd manifest
neceasity, or whers the act isso olearly beyond
the powers of the local legislatura'that the pro-
priety of interfering would be recognizzd.”

" In the same case Hon. Judee Fournier eaid :
“No doubt this extraordinary prerogative
exists and could even be applied to a law over
which the Provincial Legislature has complete
juriadiction, but it is precisely on account of its
exiraordinary and exceptional character that the
exercieo of this prerogative will alwaya be a de-
lieate matter. It will always be very difficult
for the Federal Government to subatitute ite
opinion instead of that of the Legislative Assem-
bly in regard to matbers within their province.”
But we have no need to cast aboui for any
other autharity than Sir Jobn A, Macdonald
himseelf. In a report dated the 8th June, 1869,
he eaid : ‘ . .
Tn deciding whather any act of 4 Provincial
Legislature nhould be disallowed or sanctioned,"
the Goveroment must not only consider whether
it affecta the interest of the whole Dominion or
not, bot also whether it be unconstitutional ;
whether it exceads the juriadiction conferred-on
Loca) Legislatures, and, in cases where the
jurisdiotion ia oconcurrent, whether it claghes
with the legislation of the general Parliament,
“ As to the importance that the :coursecf
loeal legislation . should: :be interferdd with as'
little ag possible, and'the power of disallowance
exoroised with greab, caution, and only in cases
-where the law,and genecal: interests of the Do-
minion impoeratively demaud. it, the undersigned
recommends that the following course.

THE REASONS WHY THIS LAW SHOULD KOT HAVE
BEEN DISALLOWED.

The grounds of disallowance given by the
Minister of Justice are two in number ; wnnt of
authority to name such magistrates and want of
authority to regulate their tenure of ofiice, their
power to sit and the mode of their removal from
office. .

1. The law is bot ultra vires,

{») Ibvisthe extension of a statute aoccepted ns
constitutional eince 1809 and pronousced to be
such by the cnurts.

This proposition 12 incontestable, The statute
now under ¢onaiceration amended the orizinal
atazute of 1869, which last has been amended on
various oceasions, rnd its constitutionality hoas
been ackaowledged by the Federal authorities
or, at least, has vever been disputed by them.
As for back as 1860 the Lieutenans-Governor-
in-Council obtained the pywer to name district
magistrates, with civil and criminal jurissicsion,
and this civil jurisdicti-n has been incrrased, a«
already sbown, to the sum of §39 in the case at
certain claims, and to an unlimifed amoun.Jia
the case of municipal and other taxas. It wus
thus that the Court of Appesl, in 1876, ia the
case of the Uorporation of St. Gaillnume
against the Corporation of the Connty of Drum.
moud, mnintained a judgment ot the District
Magiswrates’ Court condemning tbe appellant to
pay asum of 81,880. Thia deciaion, which was
unsnimons, and rendered by His Honor Judge
Sanborn, Judges Monk, Kamsay and Tessier
being alzo present on the Beuch, will be found
in the 7th volume of the Legal HKeview,
page 562. The right to name these magistrates
was furmal'y asdmitted by the Court of Appeals
in the case of RHegina ve. Horner, reported in
Carswright’s Caces on the British Norsh Ameri-
ca Act, Vol, IL, pige 317, In this case the
question was upon an spplication to set aside a
jn'gment rendered by u district magistrate, on
the ground that hiz appaint:nent was illegal and
contrary to section OG of the British North
America Act, which conf-rs on the Governor-
General alune the right to appoint the judges.
Bere are Judge Ramsay’s remarks :—

*The Privy Council in the case of Coote L.
R. 4, P, Q. £99 rec gnizea the general principle
that the executive power is derived from the
legislative power, unless there be some restrain-
ing eaactment,  In this caee ib is aaid there is
such an cnactment (Section 96 B. N, A, Act).
That section specially reserves the nomination
of the Judges of the Superior Court, the
County ard District Courts, save the Courts
of Probate in Nova Scetin and New Brune-
wick, t> the Goveron.tnt of Canada, It is
quite clear that without thia section
the appointment of il the Judges would
be.in the hands of the Lo:al Governmens ; and
the gole question thcn is whether a *‘district
magistrate” is & district judge? Scme argu-
ment was attempted to be drawn from soction
130 B.N.A. Act; but that iz only a transitory
clause, providiog for the position of those local
officers who have federal duties, until the Par-
liament of Cunada otherwise provides. By that
B:cvion they are created officeras of Capada, and
dec!ared to be subject to all the responsibilitios
and penalties they were subject to before the
unicn, Ip saying they are federal officers, the
statute must be understood, as to
their federal duties, for the Parliament
of Canada could not Jegislate a8
to their lcesl duties. I do mot,
then, see that section 130 affects the question
before the court ; and we arc of opinion that a
diatrict magistrate 18 not » district judge within
the meaning of gection 96 of the B.N.A. Act,
We are therefore against the petititn on thia
poiat.”

It would b difficu’t to find an authority more
to the point,

Tte case of Conte, ciled by Judge Ramsay,
gave riee to a ju’gment which energetically
afficins cur protensions. In fact, the Privy
Couneil in Ii glond, therein recognized the
power of the Local Legislatures to create law
couvrts, not only of civil, bat also of criminal
{uriediction, us aleo the power to pominate
magistrates to ait in euch courts, basing itself on
srction 92, paragraph 14 of the B:itish North
America Act.

(b) Statutes of other provinces similar to
oura.

Taere is a multitude of them, but as their
szumeration would be too long, I shall confine
myaelf to s faw only.

‘T'ne New B.uuswick statute, 39 Vic., chap. 5,
provides that courts ehall bo established for the
trial of civil causes before commitsioners ap-
pnirted by the Licutensnt Goversor in Couneil.
The jurisdiction of the commissionere is limited
to $40 in actions of dett, and $16 in actiona of
datnages, and wae further restricted in spacial
caees, On application to set aside judgment
obtained bzfore a commissioner appointed as
above cn the ground that eince the pass-
ing of the B, N. A. act, s Lieutenant
Governor had no power to appoint judges of
any kind, the New Brunawick Actwas held to
‘be invalid. (Allen, C. J. & Duff, J., dissenbin%
Gonong vs, Bayley, Supreme Coury, N, B, I,
Pugsley & Burbridge, paze 321),

In the Province of Octario there was in
exiatence at the uniop, in addition to the
Superior and Connty Courts, other courts,
styled Division Courte, for the trial of small
causes ; of these Division Courts there were
several in every county; and they had since
their eatablishmeny been always presided over
by une County Court judgee. An Oantario
statute passed after the union, provided
in cffect that two or more counties might be
grouped together by the Lisuteuant-Governor
for judicial purposes therein epecified, and tbe
nch conferred on the County Court judges of
grouped counties the same authority to try suits
in each of the grouped counties as they pos-
sessed in their own counties respectively, Ib
wat held that the Provincial Legislature had
complete jurisdiction over the Division Courts,
and could appoint the officers to preside over
them, and that the enactment in question, as
regarda these courtr, was valid, Armour, J.,
giu:entmg. Wilson ve, McGuire—Q. B. D,,

nt.

On referring to section 112 and 116 of the
Judicature Act of Ontario (1877), we find
the Legiglature of that Province practicslly
authorized the nomination of judges for civil
purposeg, under the name of Masters, who sit
in chambers, decide questiona of practice, and
the law declares their decisions as valid for all
legal pur&‘ospz a8 those of the judges of the same
courts, ‘This law, which:-hasbeer in foroe for
gome years, has never been abttacked, either by
the ocourts or by the Federsl executive, .

A recent act_of - the Legislature af British
Columbin, 49 Vio,, chap. 6 (1867) provides that
svipendiary: and police magistates shall here-.

ed, I do not feel at liberty to object to the pro-
visions of the present act, provided the jurisdic-
tion professed by the formerlegislation,upon the
subjeat, which has bean left to 168 operation has
nob in effet bee 1 substantially extended.”

It is very permissible to ask why the rule laia
down by the Hen, James Macdonald, in 1880,
has not heen applied in this case.

(czl. Objection drawn from the irremovability
of the msagistrates,

. The Minister of Justice pretends that in giv-
ing to the:e msagistrates the tenure of ollice
accorded to Judges of the Superior Court the
ach in question becomes unconstitutionsl, It ir,
however, astonishing to see the objection raisea
against our Magistrates’ Act, when it was not
taken ngainst a similar provision in Chap. 9 of
the 47 Vic. The latter statute was introduced
and passed under the direction of Mon. M.
Taillon, and contains precisely the same clauses
83 that of las session. .
How comes ib that these clanses are valid in
a 1Iaw passed by our predecessora and invalid in
a law passed by ua, .

I leave again to impartial men the task of re-
lying to this very pertinent quesbion,

2. This Inw was neceseary.

(a) State of Judicial affairs in Montreal,
Month after month there is a large accumula-
tion of arreara in _the business of our courts,
whether Superior, Review, Appeal, or Circuit,
and the judges and the bar have long de-
manded that somethiog should be done to
put su end to this sorry eituation. Among
the remedies suggested was the appoint-
mont of two additional judees, asked by
the Quebec Legislature, by unanimous vote
of its members, This law was pussed in 1857,
and the Goveroment last session had still done
roshing towards complying with the lsgitimate
dusire of the representatives of the Provinee.
Tuereupon, the law now in question was pro-
posed and passed, bus, in adopting ib, we wish-
vd atill to give the Governwen$ the advantage
of nominating the two judges; and with this
view the resoluticn I have already cited was
adopted, to the effecs that the Magistrates Act
shiould not come 1nto forece until ona month
after its ranction, to allow the I'ederal Goverp-
mayt to name the two additicnal judges, whose
appzintment had been authorized last year.
Is wae with this view also that the Attorney-
Goreral transmitted ss fur back as the 14th
July last copies of tke law aud the resolution.

CONCLUSION.

It is very manifest to every impartial mind
thas the Magistratos’ Ach 18 not ultra vires, and
that the reasons given by the Minister of Jua-
tice for disallowance are unfounded.

The result of that disallowance, if it were to
take elfect, would be disastroue, and creato a
general disturbanca in the judicial affairs of the
district, Itis difficult to estimate the bearing
of all the consequences, and we may well ask
ourgelves it the putting into effect of the dis-
allownnce will revive the Circuit Court,

Evergbody knows that the disallowance has
po retroactive effect, and cannob annul whab hae
been legally donein the legitimate application
of the vetoed law. The proclamation which
has abolished the Circuit Court, has beea legal-
ly itsued in virtue of a law in regular form. The
disallowance may prevent the regular and le-

itimate operation in the future of the district
gmgietrars' Court; but, leaving no_retroactive
effect, can it legally revive the Qircuit
Court, legally abolished by & regular pro-
clamation ? The disaster which would result
from the abaence of a Circuit Cours. or of its
subatitute, the District Magiatrate's Court, will
be readily understood. I have explained the
law as I understand it, and I am forced to de-
clare that the law now in question is, in my
humble opinion, perfectly conatitusional, and
has not been disallowed by the Federa! authori-
ties on legnl or constitutional grounds, butsolely
for political rensons, and for the purpose of an
ephemeral party auccees,

Tue Consbitution which gives to the Federal
authorities the power of disallowance, declares
that the veto shall remain ia uperation withoub
a meesage or a proclamation from the Lieute-
rant-Governor. Under the circumstances, what
ia the duty of the QQuebec Governmeut? It i«
to cause the popular will to be reapected, ex-
presced as it has been by the majoriby in the
two branchey of the Legislature, and to reeist,
by all legal and constitutional means, the unjust
and tyrannical exercise of the power of disallow
ance. I have no right to say any more. Istop
here, convinced thab I shall’ he understood and
approved by the easonablemen in both parties,

HON, MR. LAURIER S SPEECH.

Hon. Wilfrid Lourier was then loudly called
for and upon rising was greeted with loud
cheers, which lnsted several minutes, In pre-
gence of an immense gathering, such as this, he
said, there must necessarily be men who bavein
the past been loyal to the Conservative party
and who have no doubb upon many occastions
smothered the voice of their conscience in fol-
lowing tlie flag of their party, He was glad
that there were Coneervatives precent be-
cause no doubt they realized the im-
portsnce of the subject now under die-
cussion, and that it was one which was of_vx.tnl
interast to this province and to the Dominion
generally.

The Governmentat Ottawa musl
be reminded that the peopls of this pro-
vines have a Government at Quebec,
and that they intend seeipg to ib that
that Goveroment is respected, snd that
the rights of the province are not trampled un-
der foot., As long as Sir John posseszea the
majority of the people's representatives ab
Ottawa, he has the power to govern the Domi-
nion ; but it must also be remembered thab as
long as Mr. Mercier has the majority at Quebec
he will govern this province, and the Tories
might as well admit this fach at once. (Ap-
plause ) The queation now at iesue was one of
great importance to the city and district of
Montreal because it related to the administra-
tion of justica here ; but it was also of greab in-
terest to the Froviuce genmerally. Tho cther
Provinces were aleo interested in this question,
becanze when the rights of one Province were
abttacked those of all the Provinces wers men-
aced, Thia veto is the last actin a long ceries
of similar acts performed by Sir John in fol-
lowing up a policy of centralization which has
broug%t to him nothing but failure and disaster.
It is a well known Fact that Sir Jobn firat at-
tacks his opponents in the provinces, and thut
for this purpose he lays down the despotic
hand of the central power wupon the
sutonomy of the provinces. Thia time that
iron band has fallen vpon the fair Pro-
vinee of Quebec, and  pcwer has ngain
been used to further the interests of a political
party, This power of veto was employed
-agaiust Ontario by SirJohn in disallowing the
Streams Aot, That act of the Provincial
Legislature of Ontario had been dieallowsd: no
leas than three timea only for the purposs of fur-
thering the interests of a political friend ‘named
Poter McLaren.

Thia had been done,
and §Sir Jobn’s Cabinet ministers said they
wonld make the appointments out of courtesy,
Still uothing was dons, Mr., Mercier had given
nll the time possible to Ottawa to act and when
nothiog was doae it was his duty to see that the
inborests of justice did nos suffer, and he had
acled himself. After careful’y reading Sit John
Thompson’s repory on the matter, he could not
come o any other conzlusion but that the law
had been disallowed for political vengennce, and
us no attempt to destroy the ever-incrensing
popalarity of the Chiof of the Quebec Cabi-
oet,  Tho electors must not lose sight
of this fact, that the Magmstrates Qourt
was not a new court, practically speaking, but
merely nu extension to this district of a court
which had existed elsewhere in the Provinge
since 1869,  Sir Johan's conduct im_this affair
was nothing less than shameful, and his action
must be accepted as an _opsn menace to provin-
cial autonomy, and a long step towarda cenm-
uralizatiou, If so many Oonservativea were
now found supporting Mr. Mercier it
wos because of these principles of Sir
John, which were the primary cause of
the split which pow existed in the Con-
servativo party. It was fortunate for the
electors of Montreal East that they would have
the opportunity of declaring in a few days
whether they were going to submit to Tor
tycanny, or whether they meant to uphold thetr
institutions intact, It waa their bounden duty
to protest ngainst the action of the Ottawa Go-

and (hear, hear), but to have been eent to prison
for what are termed polizcal uffences will b
the highest type of approbation in view of
the Irish people (cheers). And there is nota
doubt that if any one of those 21 gentlemen
were to go before his constituents thay would

return them either without & contest or
by o large omajority (hear, hear) I
beliove that i true probably of every one,

bub cortainly of the grest mass, Weli, now,
what I wanb ta call your attention to for a few
oo es is this, she mode in which thoss gantle-
men are treated. They are persons yn a ytation
of life not generally very wealthy men; but
very many of them, so far as we are concerned,
aro independeny men. Not ono of them lives
on the public, pot one of them draws one
forthing, I believe, from the Bxchequer. Thase
gentlemen going into prison find themeelves put
upon a footing of equailty with all the felons of
the country ; and here, gentlemen—I don’t like
to be mesaly-mouthed in such a case—(cheert),

not of the Irish constabulary, who are the faith-
ful and obadient instruments of what they are
told is the ]aw, but of the Irish Government,the
Eoglish Government and of the majority of the
Huuee of Commons, and nub of the Parliament
itself (cheers).

'fhe ordinary criminals bhave gone there most
commonly from motives that are selfish and
degrading : that ia the reaton why people are
pat in prison., For the most part they have
done acts dhat deserve that character ; bub theass
genbtlemen, supposing them to be wrong, ars
mistaken men, acting from whab they regard
as o public duty and_acting within limits,
for as they aay, and os I believe, their actions
tend much more to  the rapression of
orime than to the comm:ssion of crime (cheers)

Well, the langusge of the Government is thab
they ought o be treated like vhe common felon,
Now, here I go back to a recollection of my own.
I don’t know whether poasivly some of you may
remember and many may hava heard that thirty
or forly yeara ago there wos a great fealing in
this country and in Europe with reference to the
system of Government puraued in Naplea and
in the prisona of Naples. I hac something todo
then with atirring up that feelivg. "When I was
in Naples I had vimted a prison of Naples as
well as I could, becauss X need hardly say that I
did not do it with the countenance and ap-
proval of the Geavernment. I found that aystem
of government abominable. I found the case of
prisoners abominable ; but this I will tell you,
gentlemen, that bad as :

What L call your atten-
tion to is this—that they are compelled also to
discharge other menial offices of & character
which I think they ought to be spared in relation
to their own cells and the keeping of them, Buc
what I call your attention to is that they are
compelled tg aesociate with the felona and the
villains of the land, by taking exercire among
them ; and if they refu:e to do it they are put
into solitary cells and fed upon bread and water
(sheme), You have sesn Jately a great deal in
the newspapers about two coroners’ inquests in
Ireland—one of these upon a certain

DR. RIDLEY,

whose name csn hardly bs mentioned without
sympathy for his melancholy end, snd the cir-
cumstances which brooght it about; aund the
other a certain Mr. Mandeville, Now, same
things are disputed abous Dr. Ridley, and it is
rather difficuls to get to the bottom of the case.
We zay nothiog ex:ept what; I think we kmow;
but whet we know is this—that Dr. Ridley,who
wag evidently & humane mao, and who was the
medical officer at Tullamore Frison, was so
shocked with the treatment that be bad to ad-
minister, that he used to carry to the prisoners,
when they wera his patiente, foord probably
found by himself, aod at his own
cost. That J do not know actuslly, bat I
think it must bhave been so. He used to
carry to them food prohibited by the rules cf
the prizon and at the ritk of being repriniandcd
or sven diemissed by the Prizons Buard in
Dublin, Now what would you tbick if that had
been in Eogland? If you fuund prisoners in
weak health, or even in the infirmary or in con-
dition of bealth jn which they oughs to be sent
to the infirmary. what weuld you say if you
found they were fed in such & wav in Eogli-h
prisons when the doctors themselves found it
neccasary in a concenled snd clandestine man-
ner and in defiance of the rules to carry to
them food for their support and health?
You would be shocket ay it—you who
ara Liberalsi—and your Tory ‘fricnds would
be ehucked at it; and ops thing I want
you to do is to try and make your Tory friends
mdividually acnsible of tbe nnturs of the trens-
actions that are now goiog on. Dr, Ridley did
this; about that there is no doubs. It is
established in evidence, it ia not questioned, nor
Is is at all for the moiu-nt iupposed that Dr.
Ridley was a man of Home Rula sympathies.
I have never seen that alleged. There does no’
seem it be the smallest ides of is. As T bave
eaid, Dr. Ridley was subject or coctinmal'y
under the apprehension of hwing subject to the
rebukes of the Prisons Board for carryisg to
prizoners food neccsesrily required by their
physical condition.

WHO ARE THER PRISON BOARD ?

The Prisons Board in Lublin are ths Executive
Government, if I am rightly informed. Ido
nobt believe it is 80 in Englard. I bhope nob, and
I belisvenot, altbough I know the Toury Govero-
ment took into their own bands in London very
improperly years ago things which were former-
ly settled locally by indepsndent parties, But
still thie Prison Boord, beit observed, iathe
Executive Government. You may call it Mr,
Balfour or Lord Salisbury, or Lord Hartington
or Mr, Chamberlain if you like, becausoe they
have ¢aite asmush to do with it as Lord Salis-
bury or Mr. Baifour But ptay obrerve, itis
the maj:iity of the House of Cummons who
constitute this Government, It ia the Liberal
Ubionists who mske up the majority and eup-
port them, Through them the Prison Buard is
governed, nud through the Prison Board the
medical officer is liable to be dismissed, and
stands in dread of being dismissed if he carry
the prisoners 1o0d which he thinks necessary
when they were imprisoned for offencea cousti-
tuted under the Crimes Act of the (Governmeat.
Now I comse to

THE CASE OF MR, MANDEVILLE,

It is admitted that he was a man of remark"
ably vigorous bealth and powerful frame. He
wag imprisoned under the Coercion Act, He
temained in prieon for & certnin time; I forged
whether it was $wo monsha or more, That does
not very much mattcr, Fa came out of prison.
Cn hias comiog out of prison a ire:w change
appears to have bzen observed by his frienda in
his appearance, and he #esms to have been con-
tinnally seekine medical advice, Mr. Mande-
ville came out of prison and lived for some
months, bub apparently in a lowered state of
health and constitution. He then died rather
suddenly, and a question was put 1z the House
of Commons whether an inguest should he held
upon him to ascertain the cause of his death.,
The Government decisred that thers cauld
be no cause at all for holding any inquest
upon him. It was & perfectly regular and
ordinary thing that a man ehould die, and he
might die shortly after he had been in prison,
but it did not fellow the prison had anything to
do with ib. The inquest was opened in fre-
land, appointed, as we are told by a gentleman
who gives his name to support the statement—
Mr. Sidney Halifax—not by any political
party, bup by the family of Mr, Mandeville,
and he ndda that the greatest opposition
wns offered to it by the constabulary autho-
rities. The conatabulary authorities, recollect,
don’t mean what they do here. If yeu find the
constabulary aathoribies opposing an inqueab
here thoy would do that under the authority of
the head constable, and the hend constable
would do it under the authority of the magis-
trates, and the Government in Lendon would
have nothing to do with ib, But if they oppose
an ioquest in Ireland the meaning of thatis
that the Governmenb oppose it, but the con-
stabulary in Ireland is governed eatirely by the
political administration of the day (hear, hear)

and the inquest declared that {I don’t know the
exach words) they considered that the treatment
in prison apparently constituted a_matter in
near connection with the death, Upon that I
don’t presume or ventura to give any opinion
at all, It is plain that Mr. Mandeville suffered
severely in prison, but I am referring to it for
other matters. This inquest was mentioned in
the House of Commong, snd the verdich wasmen-
tionedi, Well, the verdict of a coroner's inquest,

although it is o ?reliminary operation where it
involves criminal matter, is as legal as_the ver-
diot of a jury in the Supreme Court in Weatmin-

ster Hall, The present Government are nlways
for maintaining and bolding the law, as they tell,

but it appears from Mr, Halifax, and as far as 1
can make out it is trae, that when it was refer-
red to the House of Qommons Mr, Balfour said
the. verdict ought to be treated with contempb.

the o:gane of legality. They tell you thas_the
verdict should be treated with cuntempyt, Now,
geatlemen, I have sad to you that Idonot
venture to give an opinion. It isnot my busi-
ness ; it is beyond my scope to give an cpinion
whether andevii's 1liness in  pri-
gon, whether his treatment in_prison had
a material or direct share in brirging ab-ut his
death, but what I do think it right to bring_to
your notice is, firat of all, the conduct of the Go-
vernment upon the subject, always kearing in
mind that the conducs of the Government is the
conduct of the Parliament, and the conduct of
tie Varliamens ia the conduct of the majority of
the voters of this country (be-r, bear). I call
your attention to the conduct of the Govera-
mens upon the subject when this ingueas was
beld. Cf course titey had there their represen-
tatives. It is very proper that they should,
and wbat did they attempbt to prove? They
tried firs: to prave that Mr. Mandeville was a
druckard, and of course to elander the man io
order to lead to the conclucion that thav was
the cause of hia death, TWell, but it was estab-
lished on the contr:ry as to Mr. Mandeville’s
habits that they were thosa of strict tem-
porauce. Then came the evidence of Mra,
Mznieville, the widow, and her evidencs told
a giievous account of his treatment in prison,
and the evidencs of five doctors was produced
who more or leas by their evidence supported
the idea that his heaith had aseriously suffered,
and that the treatment that be received had
somethiog to do with hie death.  Ouae of them,
I think, had certnioly gone as far as to warn
the priton authorities thas if they perssvered
in the treatment thot wss acinally goiog ov,
something worse would probably happen. What
did the Government do? They sent dowsn an
English doctor, a certain Dr. r (laughter),
and Dr. Barr gives his evidence in Ireland,
and his evidenze is that Mrs. Mandaville, the
widow, and the five dociors who hal given
the evidence that he disapproved of had all
parjured themeelves (lsugbter). I am noty
quite sure whesher that is the corrcet version, or
whether of the five ductors he eaid that two
were incap:ble and three were perjured, Yuu
may take which versiop yon plesse (‘aughter)
And as to Dr. Barr, I am cnly shuwing you
what kir.d of men the Government use through
tte Piisona Board tor their purposes in Ireland,
as illnatrative of the system of governmeut in
Ireland, by which it is that shey hope to
couvert the Irish people to abandonment of
all their npatlopal aspirations, The first
course cf the Government iz to blacken the
charactor of Mr, Mandeville; their secozd
course ia to dencunce the widow sz a per-
jurer, and all the modicsl men as either per-
jurers or incapables, if they were vot a!'l per-
jurera, which I rather think was aleo alleged by
Dz, Barr; but it is not very mabericl, Well,
gentlemen, these nre specimens of the proceed-
ings which are golog on. This is the las$ speci-
men. This is the method of ravernment which
is practised under the pretecce of equal rights,
There is not a fach that I have mentioned to you
to day that cauld lave happened in England
without stirring up the indignation of tho whole
country {(cheere). And if such facts had been
attempted to be defended in Parlisment it wounld
have been very diflicult evan for this Parliament
—aye, iv would have been difficuls even fur
the Liberal Urionists, who are the centre sad
tho crown of thiz whole sffair—to defend it in
the face of the country (:heere) Well, gentle-
men, I have detaiced you long ennugh upnn
such matters (20 on, aud cheer:).

become o thing of the past, where the whole
work of agrarian offences is committed to o aet
of gentlemen who are removed by the Govern-
ment, appointed by the Government, promoted
by the Government, destitute in almoat every
oase of legal education, and whalikewise ars
police officera almost as much as they are
judges, If thess thinga things constitute that

systom it is really a moat formidable
question, and it iz for Eoglishmen
individually to consier whether they

wish to be revponsible for such a atate of
thinpe. There is nobody else on whom the ulti-
mabe responsibility rests. I know it ia diffioult
to maks them understand it. It can only be
done by persistent effort, by perseverance, by

Letter from Rev. Father Pascal to His Lord-

ship J. Ciut, O.M.1., Bishop of Arindels and

Auxiliary of Mackenzie :—
Missiox oF THE NATIVITY, July 13, 1838,

My Lord_and Dearly Beloved Father—The
last letter I had the hemor of raceiving from
Your Lordship was dated Sb. Peter’s Church,
May 5th, 1888, I had received a previous one
from London, Sept. 2Uth, 1887, whilat a third
and former one came also from Montreal bear-
ing the date of February 12th, Thus, My
Lord, the mail faithfully brings us your blegs-
ings ro pracious snd so consoling for us,
firab those two lepters gave me slmost the as-
surance that we would bave the happinesa of
seeing our tender fatber again during the course
of the summer, and what was still better, of

enjoying his preaence at the Nativity in our new
residence, which ia a liftle more becoming than
was the old one, but behold our hopea have baen
blighted.

We are again doomed to pass long months be-
fore the realization of our desres. Thisisa
grend sacrifice for me, my Lord, asitiaalso, I
am sure. for all your children of the Nurth,
who were already living 1n hopes and longing
for the happy moment when they wenld be al-
lowed to caat themselves st your faet to receive
your benediction, Onr merciful God, whose
designe _are hidden, bas disposed things ather-
wise. Wo must he revigned to everything in
this world of trizls and adcxe His poly will

You nsked me, my Lord, in one of your let-
tera to pray and hé ve othe:s pray for the restor-
ation of your hoalth, Thia is o duty, my
Lord, in which I do not fail, and I venture to
say, if my prayers had the slighbest merit 1n
the sight of God, you would have been, long
ago, reunited to your childrea ani reatored to
their affection.

The buntirg was fairly succes.ful at fitst, but
little by little became very paltry.

Want began to manifeso itzelf very seriously
in the cawp, The hunters cxhausted them-
selves in their vain efforts to shoot the moose
and the reindeer that fled before them. Worn
ous by the fatigues of the chase, the men wers
the fira$ o succumb., Some of them, from sheer
exhaustion, fell in the snow and gave up their
soula tu God, without anyone being able to find
out their luat abiding place. Oshers expired in
the arms of their children, who, being thus
soatched from the aff:ction cf their father, lost
slso the rosinstay of theit lives,

Seeing themeelves in the jawsof disnster, hav-
ing'nothing totustain them upon earth except the
provident baud of God, these poor uofertunate
people directed their course towards Lske
Braghet.

The tmmenase distance which separated them
from tke place of their destination was too areat
and the cold too intense. The dogs were all
dying of huoger. The children wers barely able to
crawl along, and mothers carried in their arms
their infanta in sweddling clothes, Swrnnger
than the others, the two women, sf whom I have
already spoken, sueceeded in reaching Antoine
Lavicletty’'s, They were nothing but skin and
bones, bheir tongues parched and paralysed from
loog fasting were capable of nrticulating bus a
few plaintive sovnds.

on coutinually onward on the road; but alas,
he mests no longer but abandoned corpies sown

and the other wild beasts are already dieputing
the bodies. Antoine now, exhausted by hie
furced journey, 18 Bot able to degently bury tha
dead. The ground is froz:n. Ha can otly with-
draw the bodies from the teeth of cirnivorou
