SACKVILLE'S DISCH ARGE.

THE INCIDENT BROUGHT UP IN THE BRITISH
BOUSE OF COMMO4S-ALL THE PAFERS

MADE PUBLIC.

LONDoN, Nov. 6 -Parlianment re-aasembled
to-day. There was a very full attendance lu
the Houase cf Commons in expectation of a
communication about theB okville afléir, but
nous was made and ail were" diaappointed.
In the Houase of Lords the Marquis of Sltia-
bury, replying to a question fron Earl
Granville as to whether the GovernmentJ had
any information whh regard te England' a re-
ations with the United States, said he would
prefer making no statement for the present
respectIng what ha described as the painful
ncident of Lrd Sickville's dismissal. He
promised, however, that the papera in the
osae would ha plcced before Parliament lim-
mnediartely.

THE ENGLISU SIDE OP THE CASE.
The papers la the Sackville case were made

public this evening. Tue first Is a latter fror
Lord Salisbury to Lord Sickville, and dated
October 27. It i. as follows :- .

I, therefore, asked 9
Mr. Pihelpe for a copy of the Interview In d
order to ascertain from you whether you had h
been accurately reported, and I told him I t
would then bring the matter before my col- t
leagues. Mr. Phelpe replied that ha had not ù
received the text of the interview, but would à
take stops to procure it.

LORD SACKVILLE'S APoLOGY. t

would be sent to Washington. Oa th same
day Lord Saokvilleent the following de- f
spatch to Lord Saliabtry . " I beg te repu-
diate Mr. Bayard's statement of the reasons
for my diamissal as an unjaet attack on my
integrity."

Lord Salisbury at once sent the following
reply : " Place br. Herbert as senior sacre
tary on the spot in charge of the legation."
On November 1 Lord Salisbury, lu a com-
munication te Mr. Phelpe, referred to hls
promise to furnish him with a copy of the
Sickvlle interview and Informed him thatt
as he had no further Information as te what
Lord Sackville'e stateients contained, or to
whom they were made, ha was nable tD
form any judgment upon the conslderatîons
which dictated the request for the re-
cal, or the forwardIng of a paseport.

TIIE MARECRAL-NIEL ROSE.
ONE OF TUE 1:IT1ERT O U4VRITTE ROMANCES

OP THE SECOND EMPIRE.
The Marechal Niel la one of the lovelest

roses of its kind, the noiselte, and inl its nam
and origin there nis one of the hitherto un-
written romances of the court of France In
the Scond empire. In 1859, when the
French army was sent to help King Victor
Emmanuel te drive the Autrians out of
Italy, the Thiri Army Crops was commanded
by General Niel. This offimpr, as hlm eam-
implies, came of one of those Irish nohin
famillesiwho emigrated te France aftVr th,
battle of the Boîyne l 1690, as did the Mac-
Mabons, the FitzJbmes and others, whoi are
now Irisha u notbing but their names. Gea-
eral Niel had commanded and fought with
bie corps with such eminent ability and dis.
tingulshed courage, thst when peace vas
made, with hi. countryman and friend, blac-
Mahon, he was created a Marshal of France.
It was weli nigh autumn before General Niel
was able te retaru to France. He had beau
terribly wounded, and suffered besides from
the dreadfual fever of the Italian marahos.
For menthe he was between life and death,
with only hie surgeon, who was his cnstant
companion, and a soldier servant, who proved
ta be an admirable nurse In bis ilineas and
convalesoence.

One day a peasant woman brought hiin a
whole basket of wild roses from the Campagna
region. Canerai Niel hadi always bccn Ex-
tremely fend of roses, ti ee o a tesa hven
new te hM, sud tihos aervedte amusa hlm

until they were withredl. le observed,
however, that one partioular shoot had net
faded and died like the others, but had grown
loto a beautiful gruau plant of perhaps ten
Incheea l iength. Wheu he looked te see
why this onehat grown and tse others faded,
he found that a bit of the root had beon out
away with the flower, wbich was of a palish,
yellow hue. Soarcely knowing why, iIel
determined to keep the shoot no cuarously pre
served. When ha returned te Parie ha placetd
the young shoot with an expert floriculturlat,
and next spring it bore four e! the lovellest
buts in the world, of a pale-lemon tinge. At
that time General Niel was sent for te receive
the highest military rank then known lu
France, the Grand Cross of the Legion, and
hie commissionU as Marchal of France, In
presence of tbree Emparors and all the King
In Europe worth naming. After the solemn
corenony was ended, and ho wore for the
first Mie on that day the Grand Cross of the
Legion of onor, ha went te the reception of
the Empres-who was splendid tu her per-
fection of beauty--and presented te her a
aurious yellowlsh rose of perfect forin and
perfume, but diifferent [rom amy alto hadi evern
ssun, sud toId hon Ifs atiory.

Wo know exactly how
ho feele, and that the return cf the Repub-
licans to power l is the nt worat thing forn
hlm te the succes et the Libals la a Dom-
inion election. Il ls, perhapa, more unfortu.-
naIe fer him, beoause the Libeaai may be
truited ho preserve the British cnnection ;
the Republican., posessed of the pleuary ,
powera cf a nation, can enteras a polley wihb
mean. the deatruction, utterly and forever,
et hls most chsrished aspirations. This is
how the preidential clection affects Canada.
Yet w. cannaI doubt that were lie Liberals
i power lu Canada wih the Republans
supreme lu the United Sthates, a solution ofi
ail eXitLig international difficulties would
be obtained without much trouble.

Our reason for holding this view ai that
anadian Liberals recognize down to ihe

bottom the great fact that the Republic and
the Dominion must become allies la nuphold.
Ing ani defeindlng thi. continent fromI ter-

forence from abroad. Successive English
Governments have recognized it, but Sir
John stands ont fighting against nature and
refusing t submit ta the inevitable at a cost
to Canadians of the present generation that la
ailmply. incalculable.1

A gret argument la supportof this conta nj

tien.la thatset forth by the upholder. of the
union of Great Britain and Ireiand. They
peint te the geographical pômtion of the Br-
tish Islands and correctly assert that they
cannot exist as eparate nation.. They are
se bound up ln every way wihh each other
that they mut remain united. We are pre-
pared lt admit the force of this reasonIng and
only contend that the union b made one of
mutual equality in the enjoyment of conati-
tutlanai liberty.

Precisely the same argument applies ho
North Amerloa. If the geographical cond'.
tiens of the British Islands compela their
union as one nation, what can be Raid of a
country only separated for thonnand of miles
by au Imaginary line, with a population
identical ln aIl respects on both sides ?

We are quite famillar with the dream in-
dulged in by nome of our Tory friend., that
at some future day the United States will go
te plece, that the Western and Northern
States may seek annexation te the Dominion:
and cali a solen of the house ef Guelph te
raie over a great empire of North Amenrica

But wa do not read lthe future that way
We foresea a great confederation of North
American States, united for the maintenance
of democratio lnstntiuonp, lchabited by a
people devoted heurt r.nd reul to the preser
vation of their independence, belaevers la
peasce, hatera of war, despimers of kings, but
alwny. reaay to defend their thoro. irom
enemiea who would enslave tham.

The auccema ofteeRepublicans means the
advariofethIis proeantmenh, sud le, there-
fore, a victory ta fill all true patriotF,
American and Canadian, with heartfelt
thanklulness.

THE UNiTED STATES ELECTIONS.

After one of the most remarkable conteste
aven known in the United States the Repub.
lica party bas succeeded in wrestIng controi
cf thc national goverament frem the Dema-
crate. Th defeated party thus return to the
cold shades fiser a brief sjourn of four years
in Lihe aunaine of power.

Bat, according to the returns, the aucceas.
fui party bau not much te boast of, uir
mjority being very close. A mis, however,
is onld te be a bad as a mile, and thebDeme
crate may extract whatever comort th ey can
frai thi reflection. The amalnes. o the
mnjority, however, must be accepted as an
Lfdlcation that the graat questionofnthe-a
tarnffhue t b2en finaily seltlad. Oaa-hait
the country till romains piedged te tarif ne-
feri, and siculd the. Republicanc net meet

The election of Mr. Harriho means, of
course, the establishment of Mr. Blaine as
supreme bosa of the policy of the United
States for the next four eaur, abould ha live1
that long. When ha last occupied the poel.
tien of Secretary of State his polioy was of1
the "brllant foreign" order, his aggresslve.'
neas towards this conntry and his attempt1
te domineer the other American republice1
are still fresh in the public mind. Ho hoaint.,
ly believe lu the Monroe doctrine and ln its1
extreme application a'tebest guarantee of
Amerloan Independence. We are not among1
those who may be Inclined te quarrel with
him on that score. Even thongh ho may
take a more decided rtand agalnat Cinadian
claims than did hie predecessor'

In this country for several neasons the
change will no b. distateful, although it
prtakes of the nature cf a surprise. Mr.
Cleveland's retallatio message and his ub-
sequent attempte te cajole what he thought
were Irlh prejudices lowered him lnimensely
ln the estimation of cour people, ile the
Sackville Incident only served to show the
insincerity cf the men and the party who
were willing to pluy any gaine, however
tricky and double ehufiling, te gain their
ends.

Neturally, undenlably friendly tc the Tory

THE LAW OF ASSOCIATION.
Lord Stanley, in l& reply ho the addres of

the Irish Protestant Benevolent Society Of
Ottawa the other day, too occasion te repeat
what he said, la replying ta salmilar address
by the Sns of England, on his first appear-
ance at the Captal, concerning the advisabil-
ity of Canadians sinklag their differences of
natlonality and religion and becoming one
homogeneous people whlie preserving their
Individuality. For thase timoly, sensible
words Bis Excellency deserves the thanks of
aIl good citizens.

The disheartening proceus of dividing our
people into aeotione,combinations and cliques,
has gone o far that au independent main,
who la not willing to fall into the ranks of
oe or other of the innumerable orders, fiud

himself, t a large extent, ostracised from bis
iatural assoclates. Because h awill not sur-
render a portion Of his lilerty te persoEn
whom . has no partiaular reason to foliow,
ner devote a part of his earninga t alleged
purposes of benevolenne, li the distribution,
of whic ho hias acarcely a voice, ho la made
tl feel his Isolation.

Lord Stanley'@ admonlitions are ovldently
founded on bls education and experience as a
statesman. Those who have atudied the sub.
ject of associations and combinations in their
aocial, political and ethlcal aspects, need no
Instruction to enabIle them to apprehend the
weight and wiadom of hiswords.

It bas been establiahed by undoubted
autlhority that the law must declde what are
lawful ascolations and what are not, but
there are many which the law canot or
ought mot tu prohibit, but whloh, never-
theless, are elther dangerous or injarious,
and onght therefore to b. avoided 1y
the conc:e:t:ou clilz:n. No eociety that
we know of ln this country openly or sacretly
proposes ta Interfere with the rights of thote
not members of it, but we may eafely masErt
that ail agcletlas have an indirect tendency t
abridge the rights snd infringe upon the well-
baing of non-membera. A soclety may not
h3 cognizable by the law or open te the
charge of interfering with the rightsof othere,
but it may lead to a species of pernsecution
which la very oppressive. In nearly all in.
atancesuthese societies experience a spirit of
exalusivenoes, of suppoaed or assumed superi-
ority, of indirect injurytoothersby promoting
the members of the association only, ln varions
wsye. When moral conduct i the Obiject,
hypocrIey la enoouraged. Even Temporance
and White Crosa societia are not free from ,
thila Imputatken. But when religion, politicaei
and nationality, sport froma tie open Associa-
tien of al citizni, la the pUrpose Of a sOciety,1
factions are created, demagogiama i. reduced 1
te a eyeem, and, a Lard Stanley appears toe
oloarly understand, an eement cf great dan-
ger le th. common walth and mnacmcng tothe.

GENERAL BENJAMIN HARRISON.

encral lBajsmiu Harrison was bora ai
North B nd, Unio, ou August 20, 1833, and
Io a grandaon of William H. Harrison , the
ninth President of the United States, and
son of John Scott Harrison, the tamily home-
stead baing situated a few miles below Cin-
cinnati. Btojsmin H arrison attended the dis-
trial saitoal otil b-s vag là jeargof a g,v-heu
he entred the Misi Uatversaltyet Oxfor, 0.
Ne made rapid progres and was graduated
at the ge of elghtee. Teen h obgan ta
slnid>' lawlu the cIl'i2riof Judg s Bals>
Storer, et C innaiti. H3 was admittd ta
the Bar and marridl before ha wa twenty-
one years tof age. When the war broke eut,
at the rqeat of G.vernor Mortor, ho raised
a company and was cormmissioned a second
liutenant, thn csptn. and afterward
colonel of the Sat:eut h Indiena Regiment.
With that rgimont hu vt- o the front,
but had lIttle oppir:onity to distioguia hlm
self, his cmmaud ony h ivi:g gut.rd c-r gar-
rison- itiy to do. Auuopprt-ity enou came,
howcvr, aid at R' .cita h -d rcow-r.
Snorry iafaer.rd C 'a-i Itrion oas bre-
veted a brig dir g r-al. Omr.l lt-rridOn1
served with c-edit cain -witîhcut irjury until
the end of tha war.

As swa inovita!W, ft-r tihf war Gan. Bar-
rison toak part -a pitica wtMu he rturned
t the pr a hi ci bi!a ptrofes i-a o! a lawysr.
He hid itak-bn t nru-p ft Fremont-and
Lincoln,, nd supaportted the thCn new party
with enthusiasm. In 1560 la was clected
reporter cf the Supre court, and the oflice
vas declared vacant ly lthe Lî'gîslature while
ha was abaent in the field In 1803. In 1864,
however, Harrison was re-elected, and nerved
until 1868, when ho doclined a re-election.
Graduaily ho bacam l.fluentlal l ith enun-
sels of his party in the State untilla 1876 the
Central Cammitte named him f-r Gaver-
nor while ha was absent from the
State, Gavernor Orr, the regular nomlnea of
the Convention having withdrawn. The
chances vete agalnet him, but ha accepted
the nominaion and maie a vigorous figt,
but was ieatn. In 1880 lie party reward'd
him by electing him t te Senate, where ho
served six years. Though not rlic, General
Harrison owns a handsome house In Indian-
apoll, iwhere he lives. HE ma-ried a daugh-
ter of Professer Sott, of Oxford, by whom
ha has a son and a daughter, the latter of
whom is marriled. The son la already promi-
nent in the politica of Montana Territory.
General Harrison la a prominent member of
the First Presbyterian Church of Indian.
apolis, and m'ny years ago was a Sunday
school teaoher.

LEVI P. MORTON,

Levi Parsons Morton la the son of a clorgy-
man and the descendant of a New England
Panritan f imily, and was born In Shoreham,
Vt., sixty-two years ago. lie was aducated
la the local ademy, engaged ln business lu
Hanver, N H., autlite &ge ai Iront>' yeara,
sd st tweny fiv vas a c1rk In the bouse of
J. M. B3ehea & O, ai Boston. Fiva ycars
later ha lounded the dry goods commis-
sion house f Mnrton & GrInneil, In New
York city. In 1863 ha established the bank-
ing house of Morton & Blis, of which h. le
still the head. Hbis usiness career bas beeu
untiforaly prospernue, and he la to-day tc-
puted a millionaire.

Mr. Morton' active Interest In politice
began lI 1876, whan he wa for the first time
a candidate for Congress, and narrowly
missed suacce. Two years later ho ran
again, n itha "Murray Hill Distrio"t of New
York, and wa ialected. As a Representative
ha dioplayed high capacity and intelligence,
the Interests cf the metropolei and ecund
principles cf finance finding In him a zenlous
and efficient champlon. In 1880 Mr. Morton
vas talked of for the second place on the
Prealdontal ticket, which was, however,
given ta General Arthur. President Garfield
appointed hit United States Minister t
France-a high position to whlich e did great
credit, establishing his great popularity in
Parla and increaslng Il et home. Twice since
then ha was candidate for the Senate, but
was unsneasoafal.
