abandoned.

the hard haad of Protestantiam. Further.
more, Protestsntiam lacks essentlally all re-
ligious temdernces and affectiozateness. It
has no sympsthiea with the mysteries that
touch the faeliogs. The oracifix Is to it whut
it was in St Paul's time dividedly to Jew
and Gentile, both a atumbling-block and fool-
iohness.

The following article from the PEaptish

Weatern Recorder should make the Californin
preachers who are cogstantly falsifying the at-
vitude of the Catholic Church toward the public
gchools hide their heads with ehawme:

Is seems impossible for the nineteenth
century, freedom, civilizition, ‘‘culture,” any
and all of them, to drive out the Puritan spirit
from New England. As Baptists, of course, we
never have been able to gey up an admiration
for the Puritans who used to whip Quakers,
bura poor old women who were not able to work
aoy longer, and cav off the ears of Baptists.
Their fundamental principle was to control
other people’s conaciences rather than tw simply
worship God according to their own.

Their descendanta have declared, and we
have been glad to belisve them, that they dis-
spproved the deeds of their forefathers, only
pleading in extenuation the lack of the light
of the nineteenth century in those dark days.
But the Boston Evangelical Alliance, now in
the closing year of this grand, cultured, free-
dom-loving country, has proved itself not one
whit in advance of its much-apologized for
fathers.

Tue Catholics of New Engiand, aoxious to
have their children trained in what they Lelieve
God’s trath, have established schools for their
own children, just a8 the Baptists have dove in
bundreds of places. They have nob tried to 7t
other children to nattend, they have no! arked
that their school taxes be remitted because they
were paying their children’s tuition, nor have
they insisted on having part of the publio moncy
given to their schools. They have simply used
their inalienable right to seni theiz children to
schoola of their own faith and order,

Hor our part we honor the Catholica for this
action, and we wish every Baptiet parent from
Maine to 1'exas would follow their example and
send bis children to Baptist schools. In these
mouey-making days it is a grand and inspiring
sight to see poor men, as many Catholics in the
large cities are, preferring to pay out tuition
rather than send to schools free of tuition, in
which the childrea will not be taught what
theic parents believe the true principles of
religion,

Instead of being glad that the Cattolios show
such devotion to principle, instead of saying no-
thing, thuugh it was mo more their concern
where a Catholic father sent his ¢ 'ildren than
it was of the Catholics where the Biptizts sent
theirs, the ** Augelical Alliance” of Boston have
been very angr? and bave denounced the paro-
chial schools. If the boot were on the other
foot they would instantly see the outrageousness
of their conduct. Suppose every Baptiat father
in Magsachusetbes should send hie son to the
Beown Univereity, and the Catholic priesta
should hold a masa meoetisg, dencuncing the
Bapusts for sgnding their suns to Brown, and
declaring such conduct an attack on tbe public
achool syatem ?

There was a great ** excitement,” we are told,
in Walthair becanse $kere were one-third Iless
scholars this year than last, which will, of
courge, reduce the necessary taxes and give the
teachers becter opportunity to mstruct the re-
maining achclars, As is well Lnown, the
teacher cannoy advance the scholars as rapidly
as they might were it not for the too great
number of scholsra given to ench teacher. Bub,
instead of rejoicing, the people were angry and
:fmxio’us the State should in some way ** inter-
ore.

The Avoglican Alliance in Boston announced
the startling axiom tnab cbildren belong, first of
all, to the * State.” It is the general idea
amopg Christians that children belong first to
Gogd, and next to their parente, to whom God
has given the respoaeibility for them. They
then resolved thay the ‘‘State” should ab onea
resume the entire control of education, and
make attendance of the children upon the pub-
lic schools conpulsory, except those children
who attend private schools which are under the
control and supervisicn of the State !

Now, school brards are political bodies,elected
by universal suffirage. No doubt they are very
admirable bodies, bubt we are not ready 4> pub
Georgetown College under the control and
supervision of any school boara ever yeb slected
in Kentucky. The achool baard in one !arge
northern city declined to introduce a certain
highly recommended text-book vu politieal
economy, written by a distinguished man, upon
the axpress ground that the book opened with
the statement that all things were given us
from God, aud they did not propsse to have
books introduced which recognized the existence
of a God

And those who called upon the * State” thus
to turn the education of all children over to
political boards were nob the politiciana of Bos-
ton, buv the Evangelical Allianceof preachers !
They complain that unless these school boards
of infallibles control the private schools, text-
books ueed in them will “‘suppress” important
information »nd teagh thus * garbled” accounts,
Tt is impossithle to **garble” the multiplication
table, or to ‘‘tuppress” part of the alphabet in
teaching the three great ““R’s" of common
gchool education, As to mutilated vext-books
in tenching osber things, if school boards of the
stripe of the elected aldermen of Chicago must
« approve our Baptist schouls, they would insist
that books which did not teach Darwinism were
¢ mutilated,” and those which recognized a per-
sonal God were * garbled.”

Now, we debest the errors of $he Catholics as
thoroughly as any man ** who has no more sensa
than we have.” Did we rule this world, it is
prohable that Catholic parents would never
have any children as all. But so lorg as Go
gees fit to give them children, it is the right and
the duty of Oatholics, as of Baptists, to have
those children trained in what their parents be-
lieve is the truth of God. And to object to
their doing 8o, or to try by law to prevent their
doing 80, ia o strange echibition of the Puritanic
jden of controlling other people’s conaciences.
Of course, all efforts to have their parochial
schools supported by the taxes should be resiated
atb all hazards and to the last extremity. Bub so
far they seem to bave made no such demand in
Massachusetts,

DBy the
arrival of the caravan, with Rev. Father
Grouard, we have received a thouannd and one
good thiLga, $0 say nothing «f the mavy beausi-
ful and ueeful books eo_kindly vif-red by the
rev. gentlemen of St Sulpice. Would it be
seking too much of your Lordsbip to request
that youn convey the thanks of our mission, until
guch time ag I may d> so myself by a goxd
letter, when the greab occupations of aubuman
shall be over, or at least on tha occasion of the
New Year. My sincere thanks to all those who
participated in that presentation, truly worthy
of our mission, and destined t» further our well
beli]ng in this world and our eternal weal in the
other.

It islate aud it has scarcely begun to turn
yellow, Our fishing has been miserable because
of the great freshet, The land is constantly
under water. As for game, it has no place to
rest, and there is conrequently little, e have
no obher hope than in the fall fishing, Iam
confident ib will be good, ournets numerocus and
golid, thanks to the supplementary allowance
sent us by Father Maisoneuve, and which I have
received atlast, flll me with hope., There are
a0 many good souls who pray for us and think
of us, capn God:fail to be moved in our
behslf? Our good brothers are modals of z:al
and good will. We are about to nebalke ouraselves
to our new habitation. The lower flas is abont

d | ready, and it alone will be roomy enough for all

we shall enter in & few days, and continue to
work at the upper portion., It is a gigantic
work for us, bubt the worst is over and I trust
we will see the end. Already I sigh after the
day when Your Lordship will deign $o ascend cur
modess steps and take anew your chosen place
in thisland. The Indians will soon be hore for
foll mission, they will be made acquainted with
your letter. It shall greatly rejoice them, as it
did me; of that I am confident.

SOME STATISTIOS OF THE SHRINE
AT LOURDES,

A falr idea of the fervor which is witnemed

unceaslngly at the famous grotto of Lourdes
may be gathered from the following brief

statistica of but one year of {te history. The
pictiresque bub obscure homiet of only &
couple of decades back I8 to-day one of tho
moet celobrated spets In the world, and
promiees to become in time a g eaf city de-
voted wholly te Mary. "

During the 1aat moath 1,100 Massce wern
celebrated at this Sunctuary, and 10,900 of
the faithful received Holy Communion. The
number of Intentions sent in reached 3 high
un 13,378, O1! these three handred wnd
twelvo were In thankegiving. The «x veion
(#r offeringe made in fulfilment of & promise)
were efght hearts, fivo crowar, Swelve framos,
one altar clotr, twelvo corporale, thirty five
amices and purificaters, twe bouquets of
1.lies, and several marble slabe.

Some of these ex votos has a history. Somo
of our readers may remember the Protestant
minister, W. 8., who came from the oconfines
of India to make his abjuration on the 25th
of March, 15884, In the presence of the Arch-
bishop of Rhelms. Since then hs has often
visited the shrine where he received so many
gracee. A votive heartnow bears this mserip-
tion written with his own hand : *‘In teati-
mony of the gratitude of an Anglican minister,
converted at Lourdes, Narch 25, 1884.”

In the year 1888 Oar Lady of Lourdes re-
coived the homage of the following {llustrious
perasnages amongst her many thousand chil-
dren who flxcked to her shrine ; two cardi-
qals, one representative of the Holy Sce,
fifty seven archbishops, saad many bishops ana
mityed abbete, while, for the prieste, it will
ba rrough ioeay that during the yesr 32 510
Masses were eald at the Grotto, The number
of pilgeime in  the yoar was 91 549
Communiomme, 336,500; donatione — 178
crowns, 325 hearts of metal, 19 decnrations,
9 atandarde, 270 inecrintions on masrble, and
s large rumber of vases and sucred ornimerte.

The reverend geatla-
man presched most eloquently and luewdly in
extolling the virtues, Ohristinn fortitude, self-
eacrificing disposition, etc., of Pisrra Claver, hig
discourse lasting one hour sod a half. The
church was crowded by an unprecedented con-
gregation. All the paesages were completely
blocked, the steps ot the altar and the
gallery, and the steps leading up to
the “altar were mvaded and  ocen
pied, and mony were coutent to be allowed
to remain at the back of she altar, from which
their view aas limited. The decorations were
costly and elegant, blending in color most har-
monionsly with the much admired frescoes and
1iab of the church, A buge c-imaon canopy wae
suspended from the ceiling with draperies,
beantiful lace and gold Eringes, which bore the
photographa and names of the three canonized
in gold lettera, The altar was brillinntly illu.
mivated with cclored lsmp: and lights, and
within the chancel were tastefully arranged
choice plants and flowers, statues of angels, etc.
The music was 1n accordance with the grandeur
of the ceremony, and a choir of nearly uwo
hundred voicer, under the able direction of
Rev Father Garcean, S.J., reodered, with tull
orchestral aceompaniment, Fauconnier’s beaunti-
ful Mass of the Assumption.

Before mass commenced the orchestra played
admirably Wagner’s *Bridal March” (Lohen-
grin); during the rffertory, Mendelaschn's
prayer f-om ““Athali,” and at the sorti Mover-
beer’s ceronation march, *'The Prophet.,” Two
musicians of acknowlcdged calebrity wereadded
to the orchestra—Mr. Xhroner, ons of the beat
ciariones roloist in the world, and Prof. Sineer,
violonist fr-m the Academy. The soloiats wars
Mensrs, Clarke, Birtz, Duaquette, H. C. St.
Pierre and Edonard Lebel.

It was 120 p.m When the ceremony was
concluded, .

In the evening Father Counolly, S.J.,

reached the sermon from the firat epistle of

t. Paul to the Corinthians, ‘ But God hath re-
vealed them unto us by His epirit,” ete. Again
the music was particularly good. D’Apjon’s
Sub-Tuum, was sung mosd eﬁectivelé by Mr,
Duquette ; Rossini's great Tentum Esgo tiio
was excellently rendersd by Mecars., Lebel,
Mainville and H. C. Sv. Pierre. Father Garceau,
the conductor, deserves the highast credls for
the great mueical treats which he has lately
achieved in conjnuction with his talented con-
frere, Profesecr Ducharme, who presided moat
efficiently at the organ.

The Hav. Jesuit Fathers must feel proud of
the grand demonstration which certainly did
honor to it8 organizers.

SACKVILLE'S DISCHARGE.

THE INCIDENT BROUGHT UP IN THE BRITISH
HOUSE OF CUMNONs—ALL THE PAPERS
MADE PUBLIC,

Loxpo¥, Nov. 6 —Parlisment re-assembled
to-dsy. There was a very full attendance in
the House of Commons in expectation of a
communioation about the Saokville affair, but
none was made and all were'disappointed.
In the House of Lorde the Marquie of Salis-
bury, replying to & gquestion from Earl
Granville aa to whether the (iovernment had
any information wiih regard to Eogland’s re-
lations with the United Statee, sald he would
prefer making no statement for the present
resprating what he described as the palnful
incident of Lord Sickville’s dlamissal. He
promised, however, that the papera in the
case wounld he placed before Parliament im.
mediately.

THE ENGLISH SIDE OF THE CASE.

The papers In the Sackville case wers made
public this evening, Tne firet ia a letter from
Lord Salisbury to Lord Sackville, and dated
October 27. It is as follows :—

¢ Mr, Phelps, who is staying at my house,
informs me that Mr. Bayard’s request for
your recall iz not based upen the letter $o
Murchison, but upon & newsdaper interview,
I replied that I was glad it was not true that
the request was due to the writing of the let-

ter, which was made public only
by a betrayal of confidence, and it
was hardly practicable to lay down

the principle that & diplomatic represen-
ta}i{ve shonld be prohibited from ex-
pfising even privately any opinion upon
events paserng in the country to which ko ie
accredited. The langnage of an intervlew is
different, You must be taken as baving in-
tended it for publication. Before admitting
the need for arecall I was bound, In justice
to you, to know exactly what the slleged ob-
jeationable langnage was, I, therefore, asked
Mr. Phelps for a copy of the interview in
order to ascertain from yon whether you had
been accurately reported, and I told him I
would then bring the matter before my col-
leagues, Mr, Phelps replied that he had not
recelved the text of the interview, but would
take steps to procure it. It was consequently
naderstood that until the copy was recsived
there shonld be no answer to the request for
your reoall,”

LORD SAOKVILLE'S APOLOGY,

Qa October 25 Lord Sackville zent the fol-
lowing communication to Lord Salisbury :
¢ The letter was a political Republican plot.
1 have mailed an explanation. The plot was
due to the approaching election. If my call
is demanded I beg to express deep regret at
what has occarred.”

On the 30th Lord Sackville cabled that
he bad recsived a passport. On the 31at Mr.
Phelpa informed Lord Sillsbury that the
United Scutes Government had given Lord
Sackvills & passport, and added that Presi-
dent Claveland hoped that another minister
would be sent to Wachington. Oa the same
day Lord Sackvills zent the following de-
spatoh to Lord Sslisbury . **1 beg torepa-
diate Mr, Bayard’s statomeunt of the reasons
for my dismieaal 38 an unjust attack on my
intsgrity.”

Lord Salisbury at once sent the following
reply : ¢ Place Mr. Berhert as sonior sscre
tary on the spot in cbarge of the legation.”
Oa November 1 Lord Sallebury, in a com-
munication to Mr. Phelps, referred to hias
promise to furnish bim with a copy of the
Sackville interview and informed him that
as he had no further information ss to what
Lord Sackviile’s statements contained, or to
whom they were made, he was upable to
form any judgment npon the considerations
which dictated the request for the re-
call, or the forwarding ot » passport.

It ia claimed that there is a larger flow of oil
at this one polnt than at all the American
wells combined, and that in consequence of
this concentration of the business the facill-
tles for getting the ofl to market are vastly
superior to what they are In the States, and
much less costly. Anotber great advantage
of the Russlan wells fs the extraordinary per-
slstency of the flow, American welle, after
ylelding abundantly for a time, dry up, and
the reeult s a large waste of the capital ex-
pended in devaloping them, while in the cane
oi the wells at B .kn, the yield keeps on with
out apparent diminuticn. ‘‘ At the prasent
time not half the natural flow is utilized, bnt
it goes steadily on year after year, and th:-
too without tho sid of pumping machinery.”

TOE MARECHAL-NIEL ROSE,

ONE OF THE KITUHERTO UNWRITTEN ROMANCES
OF THk SECOND EMPIRE,

The Marechal Niel Is one of the levealiest
roees of its kind, the nolaeite, and in its name
and origin there Is one of the hitherto un-
written romances of the court of France in
the S:cond empire. In 1859, when the
French army wae sent to help King Viotor
Emmanuel to drive the Austrlans out of
Italy, the Third Army Crops was commanded
by General Nlel, This offizer, as his nam-
implies, came of one of those Irish nobhin
famillea who smigrated to France after the
battle of the Boyne in 1690, as did the Mac-
Mahons, the FitzJsmes and others, who are
now Irish in nothing but their names, Gen-
eral Niel had commanded and fought with
bis corps with such eminent abllity and die.
tiogulshed coursge, that when peace was
made, with his countryman and friend, Mac-
Mahon, he was created a Marshal of France.
It was well nigh autumn before General Niel
waa able to retarn to France. He had been
torribly wounded, and suffcrad besidea from
the dreadful fever of the Italisn marehes.
For months he was between life and death,
with only his surgeon, who was his ccnstant
companion, and a soldier servant, who proved
to be an admlirable nuree in his illness and
convalescence,

One day a peasant woman brought him a
whole baaket of wild roees from the Campagoa
reglon. General Niel had alwajys becn ex-
tremely fond of roses, and most of these wera
new to him, and thus served to amuse him
until they were withered. He observed,
bhowever, that one partisular shoot had not
faded and died like the others, but had grown
fnto a beautifnl green plant of perhaps ten
inches in lepgth, When he looked to see
why this one had grown and the others faded,
he found that a bit of the root had beon cut
awny with the flower, which was of .a palish,
yellow bhue. Soarcely knowing why, Niel
determined to keep the shaot g0 curiously pre
served, When he retnraned to Paris he placed
the young shoot with an expert floricuitarist,
and next epring it bore four of tha lovellest
buds in the world, of a pale.lemon tinge, At
that time General Nlel was sent for to receive
the higheat military rank then koown in
France, the Grand Cross of the Legiop, and
his commisslon as Marshal of France, in
presence of three Emperors and all tho Kings
in Eurape worth naming, After the solemn
ceremony was ended, and he wore for the
first time on that day the Grand Cross of the
Legion of Honor, he went to the reception of
the Empress—who was splendid in her per-
fection of bseauty--nnd presented to her a
ourious yellowish rose of perfeot form and
perfume, but different from any she had ever
seen, and told her its atory.

retrospeotion In herlovely dark eyes, **‘Now,
Monsieur le Mareohal,” safd she, vivacionsly,
“I ghall ohristen this rose for yon,”

bowing very low, but flashining ber a glance

of protound admiratlon so warm that it dnep-
ened her colour a little as they stood alone,

for though the great ealon of the place was

‘Iiﬂmpreal and the hadsomeat General of his
ay.

Lightly putting the roses to her lipy, she
sald— *1¢ is named the Marechal Niel, for the
soldier sans peur et sans reproche, as gallant
in the walon as he is on the battlefield, ’

This gracious speech went straight to the
great soldier’s Irish heart.

“Yon will wear It, tonight Your
Majesty, will yon not, and afterward give it
to me to kesp, this happy rose?”

“Monsieur le Marechal ! said the Em-
prees, with great dignity.

I pray your forgiveness,” he answered.

“No, ne, I am not as angry as I ought to
be,” she replled; ‘'but—but pcopis might
hear,” and with a parthian glance he de-
parted,

Minister of War for the French Republic, ob-
served his chief tako a surreptitions rosebud
ont of an envelope he had just recelved, aod
Iock it up in u private drawer.—Leslie’s
Popular Monthly?

of his monst cherished aspirations. This is
how the presidentisl clection affecta Canada.
Yet we oannot doubt that were the Libarala
in power In Canada with the Kepublicans
wupreme in the Ualted States, a solution of
ail extating international difficulties wonld
be obtained without much trouble,
Oar reason for holding thia view is that
apadisn Liberals recogolze down ta the
hottom the great fact that the Republic and
the Dominlon must become allies in nphold-
Ing and defending thls continent from inter-
forence from abroad, Successive English
Governments have recogolzed If, but Sir
John stande out fighting egainst nature and
refusing to aubmit to the insevitable at a cost
to Canadians of the present generation that is

valon of Great Britaln and Ireland. They
polnt to the geographical poaition of the Bri-
tish islands and oorrectly assert that they
cannot exist a8 separate nations. They are
80 bound up In every way with each other
that they must remain united. We are pre-
pared to admit the force of this ressoning and
only contend that the union bs made one of
mutuol equality in the enjoyment of consti-
tutianal liberty.

Precliely the same argament applies to
North America. If the geographical cond’.
tions of the British islands compels their
union a2 one nation, what can be said of a
country only separated for thonsand of miles
by an imoglnary live, with a population
identical in all respeots on both sides !

We are quite familiar with the dream in-
dulged in by tome of our Tory friends, that
at pome fature day the United States will go
to pieces, that the Weetern and Northern
States may seek annexatlon to the Dominlon
and call a sclon of the house of Guslph to
rule over a great empire of North America

But we do not read the {uture that way
We foreses a great confederation of North
American States, united for the malntenance

1 of democratic inatitutione, ivhabited by a

people devoted heart nnd rocl to the preser
vation of their Imdepsndence, bellevers in
peacs, haters of war, desplsers of kinge, but
alwoys ready to defend their ehores from
enemies who would enslave them,

The success of the Republicans means the
advance of this presentment, aund ir, there-
fore, a victory to fill all true patriots,
American and Canadian, with heartfelt
thanktulness.

nour, ns was the Abolition movement after the
oleotica «f Buchanan, and probably with o
1ike rusult,

The electicn of Mr, Harriton meane, of
courae, the establishment of Mr. Blaine as
supreme bosa of the policy of the United
States for the next four years, should he live
that long, When he 1ast oconpled the poai-
tion of Secretary of State hia polloy was of
the **brilllant foreign’ order, his aggresslve-
ness towards this coantry and hia ettempt
to domineer the other Amerlcan republics
are still fresh Iu the public mind, He honest-
ly belleves In the Monroe doctrine and in ita
exireme application au-the best guarantes of
Amerloan independence. Wo are not among
those who may be inclined to quarrel with
him on that ecore. Even thoogh he may
take o more docided stand againet Canadian
claims than did hia predeceesor.,

1o this country for meveral ressons the
change will not be distasteful, although it
partakes of the nature of a asurprize.

THE LAW OF ASSOCIATION.

Lord Stanley, in hls reply to the address of
the Irieh Proteatant Benevolent Society of
Ottawa the other day, took ocoasion to repeat
what he said, in replying to a simllar address
by the Sons of England, on his firet appear-
ance ot the Oapltal, concorning tho advisabil-
ity of Canadians sinkiag thelr differences of
pationality and religlon and becoming one
bomogereous people while preserving their
Individuality. For thess timely, sensible
worda His Excellency deaerves the thanks of
all good citizens.

The disheartening proceas of dividing our
people into sectione, combinations and cliquee,
bas gome g0 far that an indspendent man,
who is not willlng to fall Into the ranks of
one or other of the innumerable orders, fiad
himself, to a large extent, outracised from his
uatural sssoclates, Becanee he will not sur-
vender o portion of his liberty to persoms
whom he has no partionlar reason to foliow,
nor devota a part of his earninga to alleged
purposes of benevolenoe, In the distribution
of which be has acarcely a volce, he is made
to feel his lsolation.

Lord Stanley’s admdnitions are evidently
founded on his education and experjence as a
statesman. Those who have atudied the sub.
jeat of associations and combinations in their
soclal, political und ethical aspectr, need no
Instruction to ensble them to apprehend the
welght and wisdom of his words.

It has beon established by undonbted
sathority that the law must declde what are
lawfaul azsoclations and what are not, but
there nmre many which the law cannot or
ought mot to prohibit, bnt whioch, neve:-
theless, are elther dangerous or Injurious,
aod ought therefors to ba avoided Ly
the con:iclezilony cltiz:n, No eociety that
we know of in this country openly or sscrelly
proposes to interfere with the rights of those
not members of it, but we may safely assert
that all socletios bave an indirect tendency to
abridge the rights and infringe upon the waell-
bzing of pon-members, A soclety may not
b2 cognlzable by the law or open to the
charge of interfering with the rightsof othere,
but it may lead to a species of perazcution
which is very cppressive. In mearly all in.
otances these societles cxperience a spirit of
exclusivenoes, of anppoeed or assumed superi.
ority, of indirect Injury to others by promoting
tha members of the association only, in various
waye. When moral condust s the object,
bypocriey i encouraged. Even Temporance
and White Oroes socleties ate not free from
this imputaticn, But when religlop, politics
and nationality, apsrt from the open aseccia-
ticn of all citizane, Is thoe purpose of a coclety,
factions are created, demngogiem is reduced
to a eystem, and, as Lord Stanley appears te
clearly undorstand, an element of great dan-
ger to the common wealth and menacing to the
public paace is intreduced,

Man is s gregarious animal, but he has
renton which ought to govern his instincte.
If he coneiders his rclations to soclety he will
discover tha$ his cltizenship impoaes morality
among bis other dutice as a general obliga.
tion. Indlviduel freedom is, therefore, more
to be prized than aesociation, inasmunch an it
deopens peraonal responeibility while leaving
cach man as munck untrammoeled as & member
of soolety can or ought to be In regard to
moral, religloua or politioal action,

Lord Stauley, we cannot doubt, had also In
his mind the well-established fact in moral
phenomena that the strouger the bouds of
assoclation the more apt are its members to
slevate ita Interests and cherieh ita princlples
above the Institutions of the country common
to all citizens and designsd fer the protection
of all, The Orange soclety comes under this
oategory, inasmnch as it imposes an oath of
cozditicnal loyalty to the Crown and flaunts
& constant menace in the face of Parliament
and all citizens not sffiliated with it.

Qandid men will admit the reasonablenees
of theee arguments and sgree with us that
Lord Stanley has 1ald down a wize principle
whioh every man who values hia personal in-
depsndence and the public welfare should
carefully consider with a vilew to its appli-
cation to his own condnot.

THE ERA Of GRANDSONS,

It Is eomewhat ourlous and suggestive that
the grandsons of men famcus in the history of
great movements In this century should come
to the front at a time when all the world ex-
peoin etill greater events, Alexander, grand-
#on of Nicholas, renews the pledges of the
greatest of Czars since Peter on the bastlons
of a reconstracted Sabastopol in the presence
of a resurrected Black Sea fleet. By that aot
he flung the treaty of Paris to the winde, bade
defisnce to Eunrope, and told his sallors
to take up the thread of destiny where
thelr fathers had dropped it thirty-five years
ago. The minerets of Constantinople still
glitter with beckoning gleam, =a they did fn
the dayas of Nicholas, the Euxine has become
a Russtan lake, and sll the misery endured,
all the blood and treasure expcnded on the
steppes of the Urimea from Alma to Balaclava,
are seen to bave been only wasted in a vain
attampt to postpone the fnevitabla, I%ls not
likely that another allled army will be sent by
the western powers to dispute with Ruesla an
the Black Sea. Tho struggle, if stroggle
Yhere must be, will take place before the walle
of Constantinople.

All the changes that have taken place eince
the Orimean war have been favorable to
Russis, and now she practically holds the
key of the position. Biding her timo, she
stands ready to strike the final blow when
the Enropean situation is favorable and ths
right moment comes. Thus oms grandeon is
on: the gronnd to complete the work of kis
grandfather.

In Germany another grandson ls to the
fore, booted and spurred, with the avowed in-
tentlon of completing what his grandfather
began. It ia mot encugh for him that the
memory ¢f Jena sbould be obliterated at
Vereailles, he looke and longs for an oppor-
tunity to cripple forever the hereditary enemy
of his house. But it is not no well with him
a8 with his Munsoovite cousin, A shoddy em-
peror, surrounded by gamblers and caut-
throate, no longer rolea the deatiny of France.
Noroan it be forgotton how the Repablic,
ragged snd starving though It was, proved
too muoh for the disciplined legione of -Im-
perial Europe. The terrlble apirit of the
revolution livees in the later Republie, chae-
tened by dimaster, but untamable ss ever,
with men and money, ships snd gune, forts
and factorles ; above all, a revenge to be
satisfied. France, like Russla, with whom
she hua an evident understanding, nlso stands
waiting the moment to strike, Should it
coms soon, the sons of the men who fought
againet each other in the Crimea may march
shoulder to shoulder agalnst the insular
enemy of both. To those who remember, or
perchance served in the Orimeap war, the
irony of the present aituation is almoat cor-
roeive in Its bitternesr.

In the weatern world another grandson
comes suddenly to the sarface out of the
ohaldron of a republican electiou. Benjamin
Harrlson rises, as it were, at the call of Mab,
to reassert the Yaritan principle in American
nationsl life and asaure the world that to the
race of the regicldes belonga the continent of
Amerloa. Agsln the principle of American
indepondence has been affirmed in the elec-
tion of the grandson of a hero of the Revolu-
tion and a descendent of one of the judges
who condemned Uharles I, to doath,

‘Who shall read the stara acd tell ue there
is Do meaning in theadvent of these grandron
avabare ?

In the haste of writing our article under
the above caption we were guilty of an ove:-
sight to which & friend bas called our atten-
tlon. M. Carnot, President of the Repablio
of France, is the grandsen of the greatCarnot
of the Revolution, the fiuancier of the first
Republic, the man whose genfus supplied the
ways and means by which France was enabled
to successfully reslat the combined armiles of
Imperial Eoropa. The facts that a Carnot ia
at the head of the Frensh Republic, at the
centenary of the revolution and that Larope
is again armed with the unconcealed intention
of maintaining Imperialism and of destroying
the spirlt of liberty in France, add a power-
ful emphasia to the idea we sought to couvey
in cur forror nrticle.

To observere of the great movements of

this ceatury theee thoughts must occur
as relsting to things which must be
looked at without prejadice. To euch

it will appear that the reaction againat
the assertlon of popular rights which
followed the Reign of Terror han spent it®
force, and the reappearance on the scene, at
tho heads of the nations qmost interested in
tho Great Upheaval, of the grandsons of tho
Revolntion on both sides of the Atlantis, in-
dioatea the vigerous vitality of the princlple
aeserted one hundred years sgo.

Lot there be no mistake or misapprehension,
The evil France had to contend sgainst and
destroy waa the paren’ of the moneter which
America ia now called upon $o put dowa and
tramplo cut of exlstence, Earopean Imperial
tyranny 18 the father of Anarchism. The
hidecus spawn preduced by kinge, courts and
armlies has been floated across the ocean to
produce in New York nnd Chioago the fraits
of crimes which should be gathered at Berlin,
Vienna and St. Potersburg. Bat well regu-
lated, earncat, seneibla people, who believe in
constitutional fresdom and the supremacy of
civil law, will not permit either Tyranny, the
father, or Anarohy, the zon, to blast snd de-
golate the land. One i» as obnoxious to
human welfare as the other, and both must
be deatroyed. -

SUDDEN DEATE_OF A GUUD PRIEST.

With much regrst we are c:lled upon to
chronicle the ead and very sudden death of
the Rev. Father John Shes, of tho arshdincsac
of Toronto. The deceased priest was a natlve
of Toronto city ard had reached tbe fifty-
fifth year ot his age, when death, by heest
direase, overtrok him in the midat _of hia ugze-
fulnese, and in tha apparent epjiyment of
excellont hoalth. A ead family histury is
that of Father John Shea’s, He was bat
a mere hcy when beref: of a mother’s
osra by the hand of desth. His Isther,a
well-kpowe contrector, and much eetew:n-d
for his many sterling quallties, was tco Laely
engaged o secular coneerns to bsstow nyuch
attention on the eduostion of bis chil iru.
On an older sister, who afterwsrda bocem»
Mre. James Stock, devolved theresponsibilisy
of the Carlstian trainiog and bringicg up of
the children lsft o-phana by their matner’
death. Joha was sens $o the Catholle College
of St. Hyscinthe, fn the Province of Q1-b.c,
where, with Latin and Greek, he a.rq_ulrcri &
thorongh knowledge of Frenon thst in after
years proved nf chogreatest sdvantags tn him
in hia missionary oweer, Ho finished
his prepsratory stndies in d3 Michael's
College and completcd hla divinity ccurse at
St, Salplce, Montrea). Ha was ordsined to
the eacred c¢ffise of the priesticod by Bishop
de C¥.rhonell, aud cccopied several import-
ant and responeibla positions during his sacer-
dotal caveer. Ha was for some time attached
to St. Michael’s Cathedral and then appoint-
od pastor of Oshawa and Whitby, which
parishes he administered with much edifiea-
tion and suocess for several years until ill-
health compelled him to retire for some time
from tho motive duties of paroohiallife. He
was afterwards appolntad to Brockton and did
misslonary work in Vroomanton and Brock
townehips in North Ontarfv. He had jast
taken poseession of the parlsh ot Dixle when
death overtook him. .

Father Shea was a man of grand and noble
physigue, belng over six faet In helght, and
well built tn proportion. He was uf o mild,
unobtrusive, cheery disposition, with a well-
informed mind snd a genial heart that made
bim'a hoat of attached friends as well among
the lalty as among the prissts of his own and
the nelghboring dioceses. Oonsidered soclally
ho was the perfection of gentlemanly
bearing, beipg courteons aund effable to
all with whom - he came in oontact,
while his ever-ready wit snd exhaustless
fand of well-told anecdote, made him a wel-
come visitor .to every fireside he chomo to
honor and make kappy by hls presence, His
lfe was saddened by the death of bis well-
beloved fathcr, honest and [esrless John
Shes, one of the stannchest and most devout
of the old ploneers cf St. Paul's parish, who,
abont six yesrs ago, passed to his reward.

LATE WILLIAM ALEX., FOSTER, Q.C.
A REVIEW OF H18 CAREER.

Another professional man has fallen a victim
ty overwork, in the person of the well known
barrister whose name hesds this article, and
whose sudden death, towards the close of last
week, before he had reached his 40:h year, bas
occasioned wmmore than ordinary regret through-
out the provioce, As sulicitor to the liquida-
tzrsin the sottlement of the affairs of the un-
fortunate Ceatril Bank, the late Mr. Foster
had for some ¢ :psiderable time devoted himuself
with ¢x ruordiosry zys) and nncommon ability
to the diseutangling of the financ'al [ibyrinth
before him. It wax truly a herculewn task, the
prrformanes of which taxed the physical sud
menial  energies  of the lamented gentle-
mag to the very utmost. Io i3 atated
that be gave aot only hs dags but hia nights
also to the exacticg labor, tskirg no roat
or ri creation,—-all this continuing tny aftrr day
and month atter mnonth far upwards of o year.
No ona of ordinary tibre could long cndure eo
.evere a sirato, and as could easily have been
fireseen, Mr. I'cater’s physical powers ot
longzth gave way. Duat be still continu-d at
his post, and iv was ovaly when overtorno by
disezse—the resnlt of a cild coatracted in
the execution cf
pigned into cther bands the tark he had
hoped himself to achieve. Rarely have we
been called upon to chrusnicle a di-play of de-
votion ea entirely unselfish at the shrine of duty,
The sudden and outlined removal of one of Mr,
Foreter's promience and ussfulness, bath as a
professional man and private citiz n, and the
cautes which have contributed to thatu uaforta-
nate even, inculente a tesson which our prefes-
sional and public men would do well to ponder
and take .0 heart., There is too much work and
too little play in this restless and pushing
generation, The late Mr, Foster, in addi-
tion to n diatioguished place at the bar had
won a high pesition as a literary man., While
set a student at the University of Toronto (of
whoss Senate ho in after years became a mem-
ber), he, in copjunction with the late Thomas
Moss, subsequently Chief Justice of Ontario,
W J. Rattray, aushor of the “Scot in Cansda,”
and others, contributed largely to & humourcus
weekly called she *“‘Grumbler,” published in To-
ronto by Erastue Wimap, the now famous
capitalist of New York. Ata later period he
was B contributor to the editorial columps of
the Toronto Leadar, the Hamilton Spectator
and the Torouto Telegraph. He was also fora
considerabla period chief editor of the Monetary
Times, When the project for s Confederation
of the B, N. A. Provincea came before the peo-
ple, Mr. Foster wrote an excredingly able paper
on the subject for the Westminster fiaview, and
subsequently contributed & second article on
Confederation and Reciprocity to the same
periodical. In both articles he warmly advo-
cated the scheme of union, as laid befrre Par-
liament by Sir John Macdonald. He also
favored o ronewal of the old Reciprocity
Treaty negotiated by Lord Elgin. Other con-
tributions {rom his pan on Cupadian affairs ap-
peared in the London Npactator, the Loadon
Athenaeum and the London Times, and for
gome years he was tha C.nadian correspondent
of the latter paper. If we mistake not, be also
wrate occasionally for Current fvents and the
Capadian Monthly. His contributions to
periodical and newspaper literature covered a

wide rapge of subjests, chiefly, how-
ever, rtelating to domeatic politica ond
uestions of Imperial Colonial policy, Like

homas D'Arcy McGes and other great
minds, he was & sincere believer in the future
destiny of Canada a8 s distinct notionality, and
lost no opportunity of preaching this doctrine
in season aad oub of season. This belief—ib
might almost be called o religion with him—
found notable and sloquent utterance in his well
known easay, eatitled, “Canada Firat, or a New
Nationality,” which was published in pimph-
let form shortly after the Red Hiver insurrec-
tion of 1869, a work much admired by the young
Qnvariana of the day for its lofty tone and pa-
triotic sentiment. The publicasion of this essay
led to the farmation of what was known a8 the
¢Canada Firat” party, of which Mr. Foster was
the acknowladged leader, and among whose
msmbers were many young Canndians of note
who have sinca attained distinction, Wm. H.
Howland. late Mayor of Toronto; George T
Taniaon, now Police Magistrate of Toronto ;
Jozeph Easton Macdouga!l, now Judge of York;
Charlas Mair. the aushor of “‘Tecumseh ;" John
Schultz, now Lisutenant.Governor of Manitoba ;
Robert Grant Halibnrion, the scientiap and
literateur ; Frederick C. Denison, now M.P,
for Weat Toronto; Wm. B. McMurrich, late
Mayor of Toronto ; James H. Morris, "
and Hugh Scott, insurance agent, being of the
pumber, The party controlled one or two
organs of public opinion and erected a club
house—the National-—which bsoame the rally-
ing place of ** Canada Firat” adherenta aad dis-
ciples living in and visiting the Ontario Uapital.

THE TWO HEADS.

Preslident and Vice-President of ihe Unite
Sinten Elect,

GENERAL BENJAMIN HABRRISON,

Gensral Binjamin Harrison was born at
North Bsnd, Qalo, ou August 20, 1833, and
Is a grandaon of William H, Harrlaon, the
ninth President of the Uaited States, and
gon of John Scott Harrison, the tamily home-
stead being sltnatad a few miles below Cin-
cinnatt, Baojimin Harrison attended the dis-
trict achool nntil hs was 15 years of age, when
he entered the Miami Uaiversity at Oxford, O.
He made rapid progress azd was graduated
at the age of eightsen. Taen ho bzgan to
study law la tho offizs of Judge Bellamy
Storer, ot Cincianati. H2 was admitted to
the Bar and married before he was twenty-
onea yesrs of aga. When tho war broka ont,
at the reqgaeat of Goversor Mortor, he ralsed
a company snd was commissionsd a socond
lieutenant, then captain, and afierward
colonel of the Savaut:ensh Indizna Raglment.
With that regiment ho went to the froot,
but had little oppartanity to disilogaieh him
eelf, his command only having guard or gor-
rison duty to do. An opporiunity enon came,
howcvir, and at Roeaica hoachizved venown.
Snorily efierward Colon-1 Harrisen was bre-
vetted a brigidicr groeral. Gaaer.] Harrieon
perved with credit wod withea’ irjury until
the end of tha war,

T3 POLITICS

A3 waa inavit:lle, after tho war Ger, Har-
rison tsok part Ia pulitica when te refurned
to the pr.ciivs of his professiva of a lawysr,
He hud tauksn ths stump fur Fremont-and
Lincoln, and supported rhe then nsw party
with enthugiasm, In 1560 ho was elected
reporter of tho Suprems court, and the office
wasg declared vacans by ihe Legislature while
he was absens in the flald in 1863, In 1864,
however, Hirciaon was re-elected, and nerved
until 1865, when ho declined a ra-election.
Graduslly he baecamo icfluential in the roun-
sols of hia party in the State uatilia 1576 tho
Ceantral Committeo named him for (rover-
nor whils he was absent from the
State, Governor Osr, tho regalar nominea of
the Conven:ion haviog withdrawn, The
chances wers agaipat him, but he accepted
the nomination and made a vigorous fight,
but was beaten, In 1880 his party reward-d
him by electing him to the Ssnate, where he
served aix years. Though not rich, General
Harrizon owus a handeome houee in Indien-
apolis, where he lives, He married a daugh-
ter of Professor Scott, of Oxford, by whom
he hua o eon and a daughter, the latter of
whom iz married. The son I8 already promi-
nent ia the politica of Montana Territory.
General Hurrison ie a prominent member of
the First Preabyterian Ohurch of Indlan-
apolis, and many years ago wae a Sunday
school teacher.

LEVI . MORTON,

Levi Paraona Morton is the son of a clorgy-
man and the descendant of a New Eogland
Paritan family, and was born in Shoreham,
Vt., sizty-two years ago. He was educated
in the local academy, engaged In business in
Hanover, N H., nt the age of twenty years,
and st twenty fivo was a clerk 1o the house of
J. M, Bebao & Co., of Borton. Five years
later he founded the dry goods commie-
plon houze >f Morton & Grlunell, in New
York city.

As a Representative
he dlsplayed high capacity and intelligence,
the interests cf the metropolis and eound
principles cf finance findiog in him a zsalous
and efficient champlon, Ia 1850 Mr, Morton
was talked of for the sescond plice on the
Presidontial ticket, which was, howover,
given to Genoral Arthur., President Garfield
appointed him United States Minkter to
Fronce—a high position to which he did great
credit, estatlishing hies greet popularity in
Parls and increasing it at home, Twice since
then he wae n candidate for the Ssnate, but
was unsucceesfal,

Perhapi he has a tura
round the garden before sitting down to break-
fast. He will eab hearty if he can, Mark thess
last three words, for he is too wise to force na-
ture, and so, should there be any languidoess cr
feebleness of appetite, his morning meal 4v1ll be
o apuare one—toast, eggs, not over-strong tea or
cuffes, with probably a morsel of whole meal
bread and fresh butter, When one iz languid
of a morning, strong tea may euggest itself, but
the inclination to take it should be resisted;
bear this in mind, it 18 a stimulant, and the
tapnin it conbtaing 18 somewhat constipating ;
well, reaction will follow its use, and in summer
greater heat and thirst will be felt about thres
hours after, Cocoatina is less objectionable.
The Eanly with this, 1f taken too atrong, is that
bilicuengss may follow. Bub shonld the
doctor feel tho need of food or subatance be-
tween breakisst and lunch, he may eat a biseuit,
drink a glass of milk and soda water, or even
awallow o raw egg. To continue our doctor’s
day : While doing his duty faithfally in times
of ¢ pidemic, he will guard againstundue fatigue
and all approach to worry, When attending
infectious or contagtous cases he will take every
roasonable precaution for his own safety. Nor
will the doctor exposs himself to the riak of
infection when faint and hungry, Well, then,
our doctor has managed to kesp his system
up duciug all this weary day, and be is
glad to return home with an appsbite
and ability to enjoy n well cooked and
nicely served dinner. Over-indulgence he
will carefully avoid. He will not ccmmit the
foolish error of rensoning thus : * Wina is good
ts sustain the system, therefors, I will take a
zlass or two,” No, but if be feela that sparkling
gquer ale will suib his palate better, why, he
will take tba*, In fact, the man eats and
drinks to live, He does not regard dinner as a
luxurious repast so much ag a vecessity, Then,
if after dinner he reste in his easy chalr with a
book or newspaper, surely we will not begrudge
him that repast. 1t is hours yot before bedtme,
He may or-may not take a biaouit or glass of
‘milk before retiring but if his body ia heated
with the hardly yet bemished fatigues of the
day, & warm bath, with a cold sponge to fallow,
will reduce the temperature, equalize the cirgu-
lation and induce calm, refreshing eleep.—In-
