Free, fatr and open compstition hs wotn
capitullets aad employers for the purchasa of
lsbor, croates & strong and active demand
for it, and snables the poor workingmen to
acll sud diepose of it at its full aund fuir val-
ue. Bur when capitallsts and employera com-
bined for their common Interests ; when they
beund themselves by covenantsand trenties
to purchase no lsbor ata kbigher price than
that fized and detcrmilned by themeelvea
alone ; when they cotrced the workingman
by strizgent und genaral “leck-outy” taaccept
» wage for his labor wblch wae fixed witheut
his knowledge and consent, they mode a
darlng end deeperate effort to place werking-
men complotely at their mercy, Eoglish
W orkingmen are, ar o rule,inoflenalve, peace-
able, induetrione, wnd have a gensitive and
scrupnlous respect for tho rights ¢f othern;
but when their own gress natoral rights are
inv.ded and violutsd, they wiil not enbmit to
tho Injastice and the wrong with the timid,
anreeieting epirit of alaves, They willyon tho
contrary, detend thelr rights with the aplelt
! feecomen, and will instinctively, as it were,
auite upd combine as oue man to resist with
detorisianticn and ccuruge the unjost op-
greasivo by which their greal common rights
are threatencd, Tl ucjuet and sggreseive
combination of copltalwts and emnloyers
scon found i:salf confronted with a astensive
combination of workiogmen ready to rcalst
and defent 1% by refasing to suppiy sny labor
at all at the wages fixed by the employere,
Thus the numerous, pewerful, ipfluential,
highly organized and thoroughly cleciplined
sasooiutions of the

have not originated ezpontaneonsly from the
worklngmen themselves—nor  wers thay
created fer tho purpusn of taking nggreseivs
action aga'nst the employirc—but solely with
the vivw of resisting and counternoting the
aggrosive action takim by tho smployers
agaleet them,  To excape from uojust nnd
offenslve combinatlon, they wero torced to
fly for rcfuge to just ana defeaeive aseocia-
tion and union, In theao magnificent and
powerful organizitions, which have sincs
become the pride sand the glory of Kaplish
workingmen, an wall as the sateguarde and
bulwarka of the rightsof labor. OUn many an
oceasion bad these ocapitaliats and employers
good resson to regret the folly us well as the
injnotice and tyranny thal gave rice to those
atrong ond impregnable Trades Unione, be-
fore which their most desporate and danger-
ous asssulta on the rights of worklogmen
huve often racailed, be(ll:d and defeated, It
is nos uulikely that Smith-Barrg and his
confodernte ruckrenting and cxtermlaating
landiords have ulen, 'even now, reason to
regrot the folly and the erbltrary tyranny and
injustioe that culled inte exleteneo the grent
counter dcofeneive organizstien of the Ten-
anto’ Delence Acsociation,  That usvociation
dld not voluatarily originute with the ten-
apts themuciver ; it was forced on them, | It
does not discouragd nor dlscountienanca the
paymont of a fuir rent to the landlerd, nor
does it seck tc sheiter from eviction a tenant
who refuses te pay o falr rea$, or who, by
his indolenoce, lazlnenf, int:‘:mpemnce. or wil-
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sell nuable to pay & fair rent. liinin ne
senee aggrossdve ; It is puroly deionslve, But
it does deny the right of any landlord to
exaot an unjust and an exorbitant raokront,
and [t w1l resist its exaction by every law-
ful meane withia itsa power. It farthormore
denles the rlght of svy landlord to evict
solvent and Indnatrions tenants either {n mul-
titodes or singly—sither by wholessls or
retail—and it will reeist hls Inhuman and
“‘murdersun’ clearances In evory lawfal and
legal way pasalble, It wlil furthorreliova and
allovlate, aa tur sa I cap, fee the nomerited
misery and sufleriog the landlord haa heart-
lesnly Inflioted on hia innocent und helpless
victims, Its ocoatenticn, therefore is not

agalost landlordism itself, bunt againet its
nojast,lts tyrannloal,ita bratal and unnatural
exorescences.

LANDLORD'S ‘‘ RICETS” ‘¢ NOT NATURAL OB
DIVINE, BUT PURELY BEUMAN.”

Landisrds have mno aatursl antegedent
rights of private propeity at all io the aetates
of which thoy are the reputed owners, Their
r’ght: are not nataral or divine, but parely
homen. * The land of Ireland—the len? of
any country-—helonge to the people of thud
couatry, The lodividusle oalled landlords
have no right in marslity and justio: to aoy-
thing buv wne rewr or vompoasatica for it
salealbie valna," These words were swritten
by Mr. MIll many years ago, and landlorda
themaelves now admit that the rent, or com-
peawratlan, or it eslozbla value, covers the
Landlordism,
like the late Esiahlished Irish Church, Is a
purely eoclal inetitution, It was created by
the supreme authority of the State, with the
view and for the purpoee of performing ocor-
tafn mocial funotions and]duties by which, it
was ngsumed, the puoblic weal and the great
genaral intorasts of eocinty womld be
matariclly enhanced and benefitted. Like
the Charek, it Liand n mission
nad a mendats from the State; nod
like it, too, it soon proved an nbortive fail-
ure. Theprovision madefor its maintenance
und suppert Included, in addition to vast
tracts of demesne lande fer ita own proper
and lmmediate use, a mandate and a right to
cxact euch o proportivn of the agriculiuzal
wealth snpuslly producsd in the kingdom as
would lesve the cultivators of the aoil the foll
remunerasion (then comimon and current) of
tha lvbor nnd c:pital they had exproded in
crontivg  that Jwealth. This is exacily the
repving and inferprotation pus en w “fulr
econiale rens” by Ricsrdo and by sll po-
lticul cconomiste atter him. It muet oot be
asgumed that the Stite acted nlire vires, or
exceeded I8 conatitutlonsl powers, u gran:-
ing larger or furthe r prerogativas o1 privilegeen
to iaudlurde then thoee heru distioctly epec-
fied. The State Gid not and cocld not grent
to landlorde nny real moral righs or valid au-
tuoricy to rackrent tbelr tenwniry to any
exteat thew chould think proper, for that
would bLe equivalent to glving to a singln
class a right to pillage snd plunder the eg-
rlcultural masses, and indoed all oclasses iz
the community, of their hobest and haréd
earned property. Ths State did the very
roverso of this, for it iesued a commiesion to
“fix & fair rant” between the landlord and
tenant, and that actlon put, &t lesst in prin-
ciple and in itheory, an end to those npjust
and upauthocizad exactions.  Further, the
State did not, nud could not, give toland-
lords eny resl or moral right or valld com-
miealon to carry cut these inhmman olear.
sicss, which deprived thousanda wupnn
toousanda of industrinuns, deserving, wmi
valanble membzr of nocisty of the meaae
that are indlsponsably necessary to make an
tonest amd  bonorabiv living by thelr
labor—zlearances which, by des:o!llugthem
of aven the abaolute necessaries of life, im-
molated them in Lolocauere, aud eent toem
la  thouzanda e  prematurs gravea; sod
wideh, le fice, threw miilizns of acres of
prehaps the richest aratla lind in Earops
vt of cultivation, and breupht them back
L dn §o tos atute of primsval wildnees anit
yrerility., Oa the ccnirory, the S:ite, by
eiskiog i% Imposelble to eviet a solvonmt
topant who pays a * fair rent,” has recently
put wa tnd—at lesst in principla—to thes:

by the State, Iackrentibg sod evictlog
lsudlordlem has created iteelf, axud it hasno
mandste or sanchlon from eay awful an-
thorlty whateonever., Like piracy and brigan-
dism, 1% ia eventlally unjust and cradd, end,
like toem, too, it livee lavishly and exirava-
ganily on the fplunder of the prope-ty of
others who have no} the power to protsct
themeelves trom their rapacity. It is not,
ther, ngoinet that from of Iandlordizm that
ban reen oreated and organtzed by the Con-
etitutlon, but agaiast the unjost and cruel
torms of ‘andlardlsm which have boen set up
sud established by landlords themeolves,that
the operations of the Tonants’' Doafence As-
sociaticn are directed. It msrely proposes
to reslst and combeut the very forms of In-
justice, tvranny, and cruelty which the
Stute tksolf has slready reprobated and con-
dompoed, end which {n fect, 1t hos, by {te
racer.t legielation io the Land Aote, crippled
aod diearm:d, and, io principls, practically
sbolished, The sbjects, thercfore, of this
ngeociation aro pot only just cod equitabie,
but they are strictly constitatioral and legal
angweolll By an exact aud scrupulous chedi-
enca te ita rnlas and osnetitntions the nsae-
olatlon i3 suve to corfBine itc uparntions with-
Lo 1isils vl WS UuncLILULIDNNL TIZUTE
and the prinoipler by which 1ta actien will
he guided aro alroady reongnizad and author-
itatively sanctionsd by the State in its re-
cont leglzlation In the Land Acts. Let the
Irish tenant-farmers, therefore, to a man,
throw the whola weight of the'r combined in-
flnence, nuthority, power, and pumbers into
the assoclatien. Lot them back it up, more-
ovar, and eustain it by large nnd geferous
pecunlary aid, and I promies them it will
make short work of Mr. Smlth-Barry and his
syndicate of rackrentlng and exterminsting
landlorde, For my own part, I heartily wish

A Famed Convert.

Mary Howlit'a *¢ Autoblography" contalne
soina ancedotee of Intercst to Catholicz, 1o
1850 Mre. Hewitt wroto of the anti-Catholie
spirit of the Englieh, and gave as nn.example
the fact that status of the Blessed Virgin and
Qur Lord put up over the Catholle Chapsl
at Hampastend was pelted withmudacdatonss,
Mra.

I pever thougot of myeelf,—1 was uncoo-
coious of everything. A eurene happiness, al.
wiest joy, filled my who!e being aa I at onca
{ound myself on my knezs before the Viear of
Curlet. My wish wra to kisa his foot, batl-
was withdrawn eud hla hand giver me. You
may thiok with what fcrvor I kissed the ring
lo the meautime ha had been told my age
aud my lato conversion. His hards were laig
on my snoulders, ard again and again bis
right hand blerelng on my head, whilet he
ap:ke to me of Paradise.”

Wieamona e lagt despatehes mention s Pere
Schynge, a Catholic misgonary, as ene of the
whites now with Sianicy, Emin, and party.
Tols priest is a Rhinelandor, a native of
wallhaueeu, near Krenznach, and = etudent
of Treves and Bono. OQOrdained in 1880, Le
j#ined the Algerlen missioners in 1582, sna
in 1885 wasaent out with a missionary
expeditive tu tuo Upper Congo, to detir.
mine saltable sites for misslon statlow.
He founded one among the Bayaunzl, at
Bangana, at the mouth of the Kaesal river
and ia 1557 retoraed to Algers, In his re-
cently pubiiahed book, ** Twe Years on the
Congo  he deacribos how, on March 24, 1687,
he met Stanley together with Tippa Tib, ac
Matadl oo the Lower Congo, when S:anley
wag starting ap etream for the Aruwimi snd
Liske Albert Nyanzia, On July 17, 1888
Father Schynse atarted onos more for 7 wizt-
bar, and thenas, vis Q:adanl, aftor a journey
ot two and a half menths, reacksd the s$ativn
of Kipalapala, near Tabors, for which he
was deitined. The threatening attliude of
tho facatlc Araba of Labora, however, made
it prodent for the miseion to be withdrawnp,
aad Father Scbynse, with numeroue negro
chlldren who were '..ing edacated in the atu-
tiop, retired by Tjul and Usokumain crderto
raxch the mission of Ukumbl in tho south of
Victerla Nyauza. It would seem that o
curicus futo thus led him to again mest Stan-
ley, this time tn East Africa, at Usukums;
»nd ha baa travelled under the protection of
the great explarer to Mpwapwa. Probably
tho roada to the Nyarza are blocked by hos-
tile foroes.

Gladetone.

Armed with a lstter of introduction I soen
found myaelf ushered into the presence of the
bsat knewn man in the Beltish Empire. His
reception of me waa at the same time dignified
and affable, but as far removed from any ap-
pearance of patronage as from familiarity,

% { neod soarcely {nform yeu,” mald he as
roon aa I was eented, ““how desiroun I am to
be well thonght of ia Amerioa, and I um sare
the friendly feeling I entertaln for the people
of the United S:ates iv largely reciprooated
by them. Relative to Home Raule for Ire-
Iand, I have pot much to say, as It would
gertainly bo impolltic for me to make any
statement now which I have not uttered
already in poblic.

% Paople complaln that the leadern ol the
reform party are not sufficiently expliclt In
defining the powers and limitations of the
proposed Irish parliament, bat those of per-
sons seem to forget that, if such a parliament

The
queatlon to be coneidered ls, *Is Horis Rule
for Ireland right ' and, if iz be a0, it sheunld
be granted, That there may be details jo
connection with the scheme tr.at do not
admit of ensy explanation is notv.onderedat ;
but as I am not a political pessimist, I am
ready to hope that avy diffizulties that may
be enconntered ahall be of such a natura a3 to
be recdily overcome.

* Whatever the Irlsh Home Government
may choote to do when they have Home Rule
ia not onr affair, It a a questiea which is is
not neoe:sary to take Into view., What im-
mediately concerns the British public /s the
questlon of doing jusilea ta Irelind and re.

Gladstone takes & walk in the grounde, and,
if the weather ia propitious, usually engages
In his faverite exerclse of tres-chopping, He
dinen at 8 o’clook, afterward reads or writes
and at 10 retires for the night, Though ab-
stemious in his hatits, be usually drinke bit-
tor beer with his lunch and a glass or two of
claret or port at dinner. Mr. Gladstons is
pot in any sense ascetic, Is a generous liver
and is a great bellever in the virtues of a
glass of good port wine. When engaged in
speaklng his fillip s & compound of sherry
and egg, which s prepared by Mra. Glad-
stone with as much anxtety and carse as if it
waeroe the elixir of life, Mr. Gladatone never
smoked. He acqaired his habits at a peried
when tobacce smoking was geverally re-
garded as somewhat valgsr among the better
ulasses.

Mr, Gladstone usaally has three books in

readiog at the same time, and changes from
one to another as his mind reaches she limit
of absorptlon, or when he fancies thas the
volome jn hand bas Interested him just
onongh net to be the eole ohject ol hie
thought., I famoy that shls mode of reading
Is intended to be corrective of a natural dis-
positlon of his mind to devote attentlon fo
some particular subject to the exclusion of
everything elre,
In Mr. Gladstone's asudy, beside his books,
which are seen everywhere, there are three
writing desks in the room, one chlefly re-
served for political correspondence, and
another used by Mrs. Gladstone. The
library at Hawarden Castle ocontalns mare
than 20,000 volames, whioh are freely loaned
to slmost any perten in the nelghborhood
who wishes'to read them At ore time this
liberty was unlimlted but she privilege was
so much abused by some persons that a few
vsara ago a rule was lald down lmiting the
time for which a book might be kept to one
month, With this exception, however, Mr.
Gladstone’s library is atill the free loan
libeary of the whole countrysida.

RETURNING.
The Drift Towards Oatholioism.

The saying of Cardinal Newman that there
is no logleal middle ground between Rome
and ratiooallsm Is belng verified by the trend
of events. What are the Protestant Bible
revisions and oreed revislons, but conoessiona
to the rationalistlo spirit ? By thelr constant
exegetioal trimmings Proteatant theeloglans
of every respeotable sect have unconsofounsly
ocat the ground from under apostolical and
Onrlstian belief. All Christian doctrine is so
corelated that the displacement of e¢ne doo-
trina brings down the whole Otristian strao-
ture in ruin. This Protestansism has done,
Lutber was the fizst apostle of ratiooalism
and announced the cardinal principle of
rationalism in the dootrine of private judg-
ment. Wnile ameng Protestants the drift
toward ratlonallsm in its moat pronounced
type ls unmistakable In our times, so s the
drift from Protestantism towards Catbollo
fsam. The Oxford movement brought over
thousands of the most Intslligent representa.-
tives of the Anglican Churoh and Eaglish-
rpeaking Protestants to the old Falth. In
Great Britaio where there was soarce a hand-
fal of Catholica fifty years ago, there are
pow few familfea among the ancient nobility
into whioh the Oburch hae net come threugh
some of its memberw, while the conversion of
the mames of the English people, whose pre-
judice oannot be overcome by mere intelles-
tual progess, though not se rapld, }s ateadily
golog forward, To the names of such distin-
gulshed converta as Cardinals Manning and
Newman, Father Faber, Canon Oakley and
thousands of others among the Anglican
minletry, may be added these of the Duke of
Hamiltoa, the Duke of Baocleugh, the Mar-

als of Bate, and « long llue of noble names,

?Aady Aunne Blount, granddaughter of Lerd
Byron, s a devout Catholle ; the rerresents-
tives of Sir Walter Scott are Catholics ; the
Wilberforces are Catholics; relatives ef
Gladetone and Lord Salisbory are Cathelios ;
in every family Iliustrated by men of eminent
ability, we find Catholion.

It Falriy Drips From the Wires im 8¢, Louls
and Causes a Fanle.

8r, Louis, Sanuary 7.—Tbe sudden advent
of raln and anow, forming sleet, has tranes-
formed the buriness of the clty into a grotto
of icioles whioh swing on the eleotric wires,
emitting flashes of varlous colored light at
frequent intervals, At times to-day a wire
asgging beneath a heavy weight of ice would
touch another wire. The hlas sparks would
8y and sbivering blue Bame ruoceea uutil
the fasing of the wires cansed them to part
snd fall orackling to the sidewalk, Taen the
orowds would soatter, falling over each other
in the anxlety to reach a place of safety.
Accldents from electric wires have been so
frequent that hardly one mon in a thovaand
will go near & fallan wire. The police are
watching for fallen wites and the electric
light snd telegraph and telsphone compaolea
bave men repalring the damage, but the
daoger 1s ntill great.

Two street car horaes were killed and their
beade nearly burned off by a eleoiric wire
to-dsy. The wire wae atretched aoross the
neoks of the horses and they droppod to the
street desd. A oloud of emoke came up from
them, The wire barned through the floui
llke a sharp knife and out the jagular veins.
A stream of blood spurted from ene horse.
The wire kept on barnlng uatil cut by fire-
men. They were fifteen passengers on the
oar and thess sorambled out in every dirce-
tion. There are dclays on all the strest car
lives. The fire alarm and police telegrapn
system s aleo out of order.

Sr. Louts, January 7.—Frank Makon, a
lineman Is another viotim of the wires, He
was amployed by the Miseourt Electrlo Light
company, and was sen$ to the eogine house
yesterday to repalr a line tha: waeonlof
order, He went to the top of the house and
soon after the firewen hesrd shout and s
scream of agony.

He had bzen
severely shockedjbnt was still able to frae
himeelf from the wires.

W, A, Atlan,
Mias Laster and many other Iadies and pen-
tlemen luterested in shv loagne were prozent.
The objoot of the meeting was to finally eet-
tle the question as to whether the league
should be in its working denominaticnal or
non-denominationat, The matter was paut to
the vote and on tha understandiog that the
Church of ¥agland keep the home going as
in the papt, 1t was resolved that the lengus
ahould be undepom'oatlonal. A very ani
mated digousafon waa held and the Anglican
clergy present are stated to bave stranc.ualy
opposed the resolutlon. MavLy of ths gentlo.
men and a good many of the ladiea
spoke on the smbject. The president moon
found that the oppoeition to having the
movement non-denominatlonal waa exocesd-
iogly strong, sod sh» reaigned her office and
connectlon with the league.

A Telegraph Ofiice Burned and Much Pam-
agc Done in 86, Lonis.

The fire
soon asgended throngh the air shaft from tne
firat to the top fl,or and borved Geroely.

The following firma
have been burned out:—The Daily Privtingz
compsny, the Allen and Ginter Cigarsttn
company, and the Bradley Prioting and Rull
Papsr company.

A net wnrk of wires led 1.ato the building
by way of the roof. Thestorm of yest.rday
loaded down the telegraph and selephone
wires with a heavy ooating of foe. Many
break+ ocourted, and the aervice was badly
Interrupted. At 6 o’clock this morning a
wire leading to the basement of the batiding
came in oontact with a broken sleotric highs
wire, and at once the building was on fice
The fire department made = hard fight, bat
the mass of wires which almott shut out the
light of the strests, preveated successful wark,
and the firemen woald not risk thelr llvea in
cutting them aatil the e ectric light garrents
were turned coff. Tne losn is estimated at
8100 000, of which $30,000 falls on the Wast-
ern Unlon; adjsining bulldinga were badly
damsagsd by amoke and water,

QOnar National Carrency.

Al the banguet of the Dominion Commer-
olal Travellers Asscolation, Mr. Curran, M.P,,
in the course of his speech referred to the
queation of banking, which must shortly ceme
up belore the Dominien Parliament, owing to
the present back charters expiring In the
coming year, 1891, He sald that, ne doubt,
the Bosrde of Teade througbout the Dominion
would give this subjeat thelr most serions
consideration and present their views to the
Oabinat, but thas the general feeling wan that
she carrency of this country should havesn
national character on Itz face acd on ita
back the national endorsation, a sentiment
which was heartily cheered, There ia a wide-
epread lesling that the present issue of our
banks s net sofficlently mecured by deposite
with the Government, No doubt there are
nct very mony instances in which banks
having failed, the helders ot notes were not,
sfter soms delay, paid their foll value.  Vet,
in some inatances, that has not beea the case,
snd on every ecoasion the poor man, who was
anable $o hold his bank note until the affalrs
of the concern had been wonnd up, was the
sufferer, having to dispose of 1t at a con-
siderable disccunt $o those who opuld afford
to wait for the final ssttlement of the banks’
affairs. No donbt suoh amendment will be
mads in the 1aw as to folly aecure the heldera
of bank notes ; at the mame time, an effert
should be made to give a national charaotur
to our currency. It is absurd that in eur
Domicion United States curremcy should be
everywhere accepted at its face value, whilat
Oanadian Bank notes are subjeck to a dla-
count in every Province but that in whioh
they are lssned, It is astated that the Bank
of Moptresl and the Bank of British North
Amerloa favor the making of deposits or In.
veastment In Dominlon bonds to the full
amount of the oclrculation., Thls might be
saking too mach and would bave a prejo-

, Slolal effact on the amaller banks, The Bank
of Montreal has such an enormous rese:ve
shat it could easily afford to conform to snch
» regulation; not so, however, with many
other quite solvent inatitations. The preeent
system is too locse and requires more strin
genoy, but not to the axtens aaid to be pro-
posed by the Bank of Montreal. Mr. Des-
jardins, M.P.,, Prealdent of La Banque
Jacques Cartler, ls right when he says, as
roported in the preas a few days ago, that
the present aystem of bank note ciroulatlen
1s deficlent, In so far as the wan$ of recogni-
tion of a Canadlap Bank’s notes In other
prov noes than ite own was concerned, but
he Is far from correct when he states that
there I8 mo other oause of complaint. He
considern the present gnarantee of the caplital
stock of our banks as ample, snd that {s not
20, It willl be necessary to approach this
subject in & ocarefal manner, 30 as not to
affect busainess Intereets. The Minister of
Finanoce will receive, we bave no doubt, the
sugges lons of our Boards of Trade with far
mora consideration than the ropresentatives
of the Bank Managers, whe are interested In
the continuance of the present aystem, One
thing is cortaln, that a good sound Canadian
currency will be a atrong bond for the nnifi-
oatlon of the conntry, and make uas feel that
we are really one Canaalan people from the
Atlantic to the Pacific.

this province, educationsl or otherwise ; fourth,
that in the opinion of this meeving the Jesvite’
Eatate aot, haviug been declared comstisutional

NORTHERN MAINE IN TERROR,
A Fortunate Arrest ;;;;lrnten & Murderous
Scheme.

FABMINGTON, Me-, January 18,—Citizena of
this conntry are intentely cxcited overgthe dis
covery and arrest of a gang of would-bs tramn:
wreckers, murderers and thiever, who had
begun cpsrationa in the northern portion of the
county. A few days 8g0_an obastruction was
foond on the track of the Franklin & Megantic
railroad in Salem. This is & parrow gauge road,
which runs from Svrong to Kingfiels, andisa
connecting road used by apertemen from the
cit‘es bound to the Dead River sportiog regions,
very near the boundary lme, A coasiderable
amouat of buasinesa is done aver it, bath pas.
senger and freight. The obstruction consisted
of suveral big spikes driven down at the eads of
tha rails at each side of dhe track, the spik-e
stickipg up above the rails eo thst thry neld
securely in place another rail pluc=d horiz.ooal.
Iy acroas the track.

Certain suspicious actions of a fellow who
was seon haagiog around the spot which wes on
the iop of a steep embankment led to his ar-
ress. He waa taken to Kmngfield and had a
bearing kefore Trial Justice Dolbier, who
bounad bim over for the Grand jury, abt the
March term of the coucd, and he wa4 commisted
to the county jail here. He gave bis name as
Emery E. Uakea asd 18 sbout twenty years vld
and of shiftlesa habips. In jail be refused to
clean ap his cell when told to do so by Jsiler
Jewell, and for this he was locked in hia cell
and deprived of the privileges the ather prison-
era ecjoyed.

AN OATH BOUND GANG.

QOakes atood bis punishment but a shorb time
before he * equealed " and told the jailer ic wus
too bad for nim to suffer alons, when others
wers &8 much o biame as he.. ** Tam no$ alons
in this businers,” paid he, and then asked w0
ses the Sheniff, .

Qakas admitted that he placed the obatruction
on the track and that he wus one of a gaog ot
three who had their headgnarters in an old and
upoccupied lumber camp vn the side of Mount
Abram in tho town of Salem. The gang, he
ssid, were bound togesher by the rosb terrible
onths, and their intension was to wreck trains
and rob generally.

He had been selected by the gaug to fix
ths Franklin and Begantio railroad for theic
fiest exploit. He bad done kis part and uow
he having been discovered, the others fniled to
come to his pasistance end he intended to *'give
them away."” ‘' Bur,”said the Sheriff, “you know
gnmebndy would be killed if & train svruck this
obstruction.”

“Oh, yea,” was the cool answ r. ‘' But no-
bedy would know who bhrew the train off. In
the excitement we would be there,rob the mails
and the dead and wonnded passaneers so far as
we c-uld ; then we were to meet ab our head:
quarbers, divide tho spoils snd srrange for the
pnexy campaign,”

TOLD IT COLD BLOODEDLY.

Oakes told all this as uncumeernedly a3 though
it was an ordionary b ess transsotico, He
paid ms pals wer old man oamed Heury
Ruzzell, cf Sal ho served a sentence in 3bis
jail »short téée sgo for threavening to shiot s
fellow-workman who had off nded him, and
Jesse Doyeu, a man about 35, who livesin Wess
Phillips, near Qakes’ home.

Shells, on the contrary, are almest des-
titute of animal matter llable to become
rapcid, and this In an advenotage in thelr
tavor. Crushed oyater shells are an article
cf tradu now, the same as potatoes or grain.
They are anld in barrels or sacke. If the
poultry keeper does not want to be mt the
expento of purchaslng shells already prepared
he muy take them to hia fowl yard from the
nearest reataurant or hotel where they may
be obtalned and pound them by bhand. Ur,
if It be desired to avoid thie labor, which it
rather irksome, they may be thrown into any
road or gangwuy whers thers ls conslderablr
pasaing of teome, ang the wheels and the feet
of the horees will soon bresk the ahelle uj
fine enough for the use of povltry. Xrom
time to time the Joose shells may be reked or
hood into the ruts, so that ali mey becowe
pulverized. The crushed shells may be atow.
ed away for nac, and the roac may bo repler-
ished with a fresh lot of whole shelle an often

CARE OF FARM IMPLEMENTS,

No bullding on the farm payas better than a
good toolhouse. It should be so convenien
of access that there need Le po excues for
leaving' farm implements exposed te the
westher when not ased. Properly oared for,
many implementa thet now last only a fow
years onght to be serviceable po long as the
farmer lived to need them. Berldes, a tool
that baa not been rasted, warpedjsnd cracked
by exposure wlll work aa well the ssoond and
third years of use a3 the firet, On msny
farms tools are o0 muoh injured by being left
ont of doors that after the ficat season they
oost more for repairs than they eave ix
labor.

GROWING BEET SKED,

The sexd of =2 garden vegetable Is mwore
ennlly grown than that of the best. It is scld
wholesale vary ocheaply, bat every farmer
should, so tar as poeeible, grow beet sesd for
his own une, Selecst well-shaped, not over-
large specimens for seed. Those whe grow
beet need largely for sale plans a late crop,
which is forced to grow rapldly by high ma-
poring sod geod eultivatlon, Tho ides that
becazse m long, slow grown root will secd
abundantly, 1t ie a2 good a1 any fer seed, je n
great miatake, Seed from such roots rapidly
degensrates, snd, in a few yeors, will grow
plants that ran to seed the first senson.
