Avd the
white bunice , w'h the Iosignla of the keys,
at St. Peter's chalr {a ¢ ill there after elgh ton
o.n'orles are gona,  You will oheerva the
commission to the Apostles embraces wll
natlons and all time ; the crmmiseion fe con-
tinuous and not to dlewith the Apostles. The
univarsality of the Chureh was declared in
its very title deeds—universality as to time
and as to place. The commisslon waz to
seach all thinga He had tsught. He says:
T am with you all days, even to the cen-
aummation of the world.” If this promise bas
fatied then Chri-t is not God, Christianity is
a fxtlare, and the Bible a mere fable, When
the diviae promiea faile, falth muat cease,
Thers are some Chrictians who bave the
temerity to Insfst that Chriat’s words have
farl:d and this is a 8in against faith. Christ
sgaia says (St. Jobo, xx): ¢ As the Father
seut Me, I nleo seod you." Hers Is the
strengezt chaln of anthorlty. Agsio he says
{Luke 10): **He that heareth you beareth Me,
and he that despla.t you deepiseth Me, and
he that deeplscth Me, despieesh Him that
sent Me.” Thus the Apostles were intimately
sssooiated with Chrent in the werk of the
Church. ¢ He tant drapleeth you desplsita
Me.” Heeald, Woa tlio liara shat, * taey
golog forth presched everywhere, the
Lord co-operating wlth them, and confirm-
ing sbe word by signs that fcliowed." (Mark,
xvi, 20). Here we find the Cburch estab
lished and performing her great minslen,
i. e, preaching the Gaspel to every orea.
ture, And bsfore Ohrist’s ascenslon thia
Church commissloned to teach sll natlonr,
and to continue teaching to the end, Is organ.
izad and at work, and He who had sald of

Himeelf, “I am tw light of the werld,”
gays to these Apostles, ** Ye are the
light of the world.” He ®avs

farther Jto them (S Johm, xiv., 16-17):
<] shall ask the Father and He shall give
you another Paraclet, that He may ablde
with you forever, the splrit of Troth, whom
the world oannot receive, oto.” This
glves asmurance that the Church, which was
to teach to the condummution of agee, counld
not teach error, beosuse the Spirlt of Truth
would abide with her forever. Has Christ's
worda failed In thie also? If no what la left
§o belleve? St. Paul tella us *‘the Oburch
Is the pillar and ground of truth,” St. Paul
belleved the worde of the Savionr. This
Apostle tells na (Celos,, f.), that Ohrist In
¢ the Head of the body, the Chureh . . .
that In all things He may hold the primaoy."
1s It possible that a body of which Chrlet ie
the head counld became corrupt ? If He ceases
to he head how can He hold the primacy in

/¢t alf thloge.” Ie there any{arther or et ong-
or proof needed that Ohrist eatablished a
«Chuarch unfalling ae to time and nnerring as
80 dootrins?

THE PRIMACY OF PETER,

It wonld not consist with the proper order
-of things if Obrist bad left the Church with.
eut a visible head. The Saocred Soripturea
abundantly tostify that eunr Saviour made
St. Pator in partionlar the foundation of the
Churoh, and endowed him with sapremacy of
jurlsdictieninalithings, When Stmonhad firat
beenbrought tu Jesns by his brother Andrew,
Jesus had Jocked npon him apnd sald : **Thou
art Simon Barjona ; thon skalt be oalled
Cephas, which 1a interpreted Peter—a rock.
When Jesus had asked the dieciples as to the
opiolon of men regarding Him, He then said
to them : ** But whom do you say that I
am 1’ Here Peter anawared for the Apostles
and sald : “Thou art Chrlst, the Son of the
lving God.” This was the firat confesslon of
the Incarnatlon, Aund Jesus answering, sald
+3 bim : *“Blessed art thou, Simen Bar-jona,
because flosh and blood hath not revesled It
to thee, but My Father who Is in heaven,
And I say to thes : That thou a1t Peter, and
upon this rock L will build My Church, and
the gater of hell shall not prevail against it.
And I wili give to thee the keya of the king-
dom of heaven, and whatsoever thou shalt
blod upen earth it shall be bound alse In
heaven, and whatsoever thou shalt loore upon
enrth it shall be loosed also In heaven,” (St.
Matt., xvl,) Hore we find that Peter {s made
by vartiolpation the corner-stene of My

Church ; he s glven the primacy nannuoch’

as he holds the keye, and the presidency of
the Apostles by virtue of the keye, and a
promize Ia oconveyed that the gates of hell
shall not prevall agalnst what ¥ My Church,
built upon Peter, the Rock., There are some
Obristians whe belleve Obriat’s words have
tailed in this promise slao. QOur Lord eapecl-
ally prayed for the Apostle Peter thus:
“Simor, Simeon, behold Satan has deaired to
have you, that he may aift you as wheat, but
I bave prayed for thee, that thy faith fall no,
snd belng once oconverted, confirm thy
brethren.” He is made head and primate
of tae Church, (Luke, xxii, 31.32.) Here
Peter receives a pastoral power and aanthorisy
over the Apostles to confirm them in the
falth, Thua Pater was the first to confess
hla falth in Ohrist ; the first to preach
Chriat’a resurrection (Acts, ii, 14) ; the firat
to convert the Jews (Acte, i1, 37-41); the
firat to receive the Gentlles (Acts, x, 47).
St. Matthew, in numbering the Twelve, com-
mences with Pater (x, 2) : ** Now the names
of the Twelve Apoitlea are these : Tae first
Simen, who Is called Peter. Ia S%. Joha
(xxl, 15) Obriat receives the triple oenfessien
of Peter’s love to atome for his former triple
denial of Him before Caiphae, and thrice
Jesus adjurad him to feed his sheep and to
feed His lambs, Here Peater ls made tho ohief
shepherd of the Chriatlan fold, or think yon
thia was a mere Idle epeech of the Savionr?
Chriet said : ¢ Other shoep I bave that are
pot of this fold ; them also I must bring, and
they shall hear My wvoioce, and there ehall be
one fold aud one shepherd.” Johr, x, 16)

Thie is an argument for the unity of the
Chuarch, bnt it shows that Peter must con-
tinoe visttly feeding the checp and the lambs
through hie sucoessors to the end, as he alone
received the command thrlce repeated. None
other can present such wuthority io sll the
warli and in all uges. It is plaio that Pater
was created Vicar of Chriat upon earth with
s concentration of powers, a plentitude of
jurisdiction, and & supremacy of governmer t
fully descrlbed a8 a rock, a paater, a govar-
nor, & shepherd, bolding the keoya, bindiog or
lonsing, confirming the brathren, feeding the
sheep and the Iamba, The divine plan origt.
pate:: Inthesuperior wisdomthatnever failed.
All experience toaches that thers muet be a
vialbli: head overovery organlzation to prevent
anarchy.

The Council of Fiorence, at which the
Grecks were present, gave tha following de-
finltion of the primacy of the Roman Pontiff.
The council was held in the fourteenth cen-
tury : ** We define that the Holy Apostalical
See and the Roman Pontlff hold a primacy
over the whele world ; and that the Roman
Pon:iff himeslf ls sacoessor of blesend Peter,
Pinen of tbo Apostles, and true Vicar of
Christ, snd Head of the whole Church, and
that be 18 the father and dooter of all Chris-
tlans, snd that to hlm, in the peraon of bless:
o1 Petor, full power was delivered by our
Lord Jesus Christ to foed, to rule, and gov-
ern the Universal Church, as alao Ia contained
in the v jumenical counclle and In the sacred
cauens,” This definltlon wae siguned aleo by
the (ireek delegatea,

Every subsequent general councfl down to
the laat has been presided over by tho Pope
or his legate. The Council ef Trent says:
¢ The Sovereign Pontlff, who was called in
the C.uncll of Ephesus ‘the Arohbishaep of
the habitable world,' and in whom, as euc-
censor of St. Peter, the Qutaolic Church re-
cognizes the full amplitude of juriedletion—a
juriadiction not based npon synodal or other
bhuman constitutions, but emanating from no
lese anthority than God Himself,"

No conncil was ever aocepted as cccumenioal
exoept It had recelved the Puntiff's ratifios-
tion, The Nicene Fathers, In their synodal
lstter to Pape Sylvester, asked that their de-
olslons might be confirmed by hls agreement.
The confirmation was given; acd from that
day to thia all conncils whoee decrees are
valld have auch indorsements from the Holy
See. No council intanded to be cc:umenical
wab held withont the authority of the Sap-
reme Pontiff, The Patriarch of Alexandria
was degraded from his seat in the Oounoil of
Chalcedon and tirwok his placs as an accused
oriminal, because, in the worde of the legate
Lucenting, he bad *¢presumed and dared to
hold & eynod witbout the autiorkty of the
Apoatolic See,” a thing which never hod been
done, and never could be done lawfully,

The twentleth general acuncil, convoked by
Pope Pins IX, called the First Vutican Ooun-
o], composed of 767 prelates, ln 186D, again
dafined Papal infalllbility as the Firtt Coun-
oll had done,

THE PAPACY PREVIOUS TO NICE.

St. Clement, of Rome, was the faurth
Pope, Ho sncceeded to the chair lu the yeur
96 he wrote to the Church at Corloth—*If
any disobey the words spoken by God
through ue, lot them know that they will
entangle themeslves in transgression and ne
emall danger, but we shall be oloar of this
ain.” (Ep. ad Cor,) Of this letter, St.
Irenxzca aaye—"The Church which lsat Rome
wrote s most powerfal letter to the Oorln-
thians gathering them together to peace, and
repalring thelr faith, and announcing tne
traditian which it had so recently received
from the Apossles.,” (Adv. Haer. Lib, III,
5.3

St. Irenxns, A.D. 202, wrlting of the
Church—that fe, the faituful everywhere—
should be in communion, in which Charch
han ever heen preserved by the faitaful
everywhera that tradition which s from the
Apostles,” (Adv. Haer, loc, cit )

S¢, Oyprian 1n his Eplstle 55 speaka of
t'the Romane unto whem heresy can have no
access,”

St. Irerwens, while Bishop of Lyons, urges
taly argument agalnst coatemporary heretics
—¢Wea oan count np those who were appolat-
ed bishops in the churches by the Apostles,

and their successors, down %o e’
# We rvefer yon to the tiaditln of
that greatest, mont ancient, and

universally known Oburch founded at Rome
by St. Peter and St. Panl, and which has
been preserved there through tae auccession
of Its bishops down to the present time.'
(Adv. Haer. Lib, III, ¢ 3). He recites the
names of the Popes down to Eleutherius, whe
waa the feurteenth Bope,

Tertulilan of the same cenfury says to the

heretlos of his day: ** Lst them produce the
orlgin of their ohurch, let them display the
aucoession of their blehops.” Ho then gave
a lst of the Pontiffs of the Ruman See, and
eayn: ‘*Let the heretica felgn anythingllike
this,”

VOICE OF TRE FATHERS,

St. Innecent In his epistle (29) to the
Councll of Oarthage refers to tae Aportolic
See, ‘*from whom the episcopats itaslf and
tae whele authority of that tlitle has lte
origin,” Origen sayu: *‘See what ia said by
the Lord to that great foundation of the
Church and moet solid reck upnn which
Coriat founded His Churohk.” (Ia Exed,
Hom. v.)

Saye Tertuvllian : *“ Remember that the
Lord left the keys with Peter and through
him t3 the Church.” (Scorplacle, x). 8¢,
Oyprian, after quoting the words of Ohriet
to Peter, says—*¢ From this source flow the
ordination of Biehops and the eorder of the
Churches,” (Eplat. 33). St Qptatus—*For
the sake of Unity Blessed Peter was pre-
ferred to the other Apostles, and alone re.
cofved the keys of the kingdom of heaven,
that be might communiocate them to the rest.’
(Cont. Parm,) S, Cyril says—** He changes
his name to Peter ; for on him He was abont
to found His Church.” (Ia Jobn, 1}, St.
Ambrose says—** Christ lett St. Peter, as it
were, ths Vicar of His love, to feed Hie
shaep and Hie lamba.” (In Luke, lib,, x, n,
175 and 329), St Cyril agaln—'* Over the
Courch he sets Peter as shepberd,” (In
Matt., xvi), Irena1s says—** All churches
resort to the Roman Church by reason of
{ts greater principality.” (Lib., i, o)
Eunseblu: Emlgsenns calls St. Peter *‘aot only
paator, but the pastor of pastors,” (Sarm. de
Nativ. St. Joho). 8. Jerome—** Oa that
rock I know the Chburch is bu'lt ; whoso sats
the Lamb outaside this bouse is profane,” ** I
ory out, it any cne I8 joined with the chalr
of Peter, ha is mine.” St. Jeroms wrote to
P»p: Damnsur as followa—** I, who am
but s sheep, apply to my sabepherd for
sceor, 1 am unityd in communion with
Your Hollnesa—thavis to eay, with the chalr
of P-ter, I kaoow that the Charch id bailt
up: u that rack, He who eats the Paschsl
Limb ovt of tet house 18 profana.

St Gregorg the Grest eays: *‘ By the
voice of the Lord the care of the whola
Oharch fs committed to Peter, the nead of
tha Apostles, for to bhim It =as sald:
Peter, lovegt thon Me? Feed My aheep.
{Lib, iv, Epfes, 32).

Tha beginning and ending ¢t t-vth sre one.
As Chrlst, who i{s Himself the trath, is alpha
and em-~gs, the firat and the last, sa that
truth whiob Christ reveaied <onosrning His
Oharoh Is the yame which the Gt urch reasserts
of hereelf ip every age. That the primacy of
the Holy See was the means that ounr Lord
employed to secure the unlly of the Church
ia beyond dfspute, or, as St. Angnstins ex.
presses It : “‘St. Peter peanonates the Church
and represents Itz unity and upiversality.”
The miselen of the Oburch la to teach. Now,
the doctrine of Church nnlty requires that
the dogmiloal judgemants of the Head of the
Ohurch should be final, or irreformable. This
1s explained by St, Thomas : *‘For the unity
of the Churoh it Is neceessry that allthe
faithful agree fn faith it happoine that ques-
tlone are ralsed, Now, the Onurch would be
divided by a diverelty of opinians unlessit
wers preserved in unity by the sentence of
one, So, thep, it is demanded for the pre-
ssrvation of the Churoh's unlty that thers be
one to preside over the whole Ohareh,”
{Oont. Gentiles 1, tv. o, 76), The ohlef teacher
of a teaching Church wust ba pracslcally in-
fallible. But a Church divinely commlsslon-
od mnst be divinely prctrated from errorin
its teachinge. Thus the Churoh fn Infallible.
Therefore, the Head eof the Church i also
infallible ; for, as St, Thomas demonstrates,
the faith of the Church mu:t be fixed by
the declsions of its Head, An infalllble
Church with s falilble head would be an
Inconcelveiahle absurdity. The Oharch is
Infalilble Yecavee % has an infallible
Head. General ocouncils are nelther the
means by which the unity of the Churoh Ia
secured nor the sovereignty by which the
Church is governed. Nor i» it In virtae of
connolls that the Ohnreh la infalllble. A
councll iz only the Ohurch convened, and s
infallible only by virtus of the infallibillty of
the Ohnrob, which Is Infallible at all times
and places. And It Is always and every-
where trus that the faith of tbe Churoh is
determiued by ita Head. From the fourth to
the sixteenth century nothing has been mo-
counted valid or to bs recelved in universal
counolls but what the See of Petsr has ap-
proved ; and, on the other hand, whatever
the alons has rejected, that only e rejsctad,
Tne iofallibility of the Oburch is tho fnfalll-
bility of its Head, and the Pope Is Infallible
as the Head of the Cburch, or when he
spasks by virtue of the authorily of hils
office,

AN INFALLIBLE CHRIST,

When our Saviour said te Peter, ‘I heve
prayed for thee that thy falth fail not,” we
belleve on Hia word that He had prayed; we
also rely on the effioacy of Hiw prayer. ?e
also bellove Him when He wald, * Beheld I
am with you all days, even to the censumma-
tlon of toe world.,” When He mald, **Then
art Peter, and upen this rock I will build my
Ohurch, snd the gatés of bell ahall not pre-
vall agsloss it,” we alio belleve, To doubt
the falth of Peter or the lafailibility of the

Churah s to question the infallibility of
Chrlet, 4 v

STRIKING COINCIDENCES,

Abraham and Petsr were both called by
God, and each speclaily recelved a new
nama, Abram was changed to Abrabam,
which menns the Father of Natlons. (Gen.,
xvif, 5) ; and Simen was cslled Cephar in
the Aramaic, which 18 Interpreted Petar,
that la & rock. (Johm, i, 42). Was this
mere accident !

Peter’s name means rock, and he 1s called
the rock upon whioh the Ohurch fa to be
built It ie the Savlour’s words., (Matt.,

coln, A.D, 1258; Oardinal Flsher, A.D. 1535,
all declared the supremacy of the Sec of Peter
and their adhesion to the One, Holy,Catholic,
Apostolio Charah.

REFORM VOICES,

Martip Lother wrote a lotter to Pope Leo
X.in 1515,and printed among hie nther works
at Jena, A D, 1519, vol. 1, page 74. This was
after hia revolt —* Most Holy Father,
prostrate at the fect of your Holinesr, I offar
myself and all I have. Vivify, kill, call, re-
cail, approve or reprove, as you please ; In
your volce I acknowladge the velce of Chriat,
who presides and aspeake to you,"” eto. Me-

xol, 8), Next veree our Saviour says, “1
wlil, ve to thee the keys of the kingdem of
heaven,” (Matt., xvi, 19). He contipues In
the rame verse, *‘ and whatsoever thonshslt
bind upon earth, shall be bound aleo in
heaven, and whatsoever thon shalt loose npon
earth, it shall be laosed also in heaven,”
Thus Puter ls given the keys of the kingdom
of heaven, and the power te bind snd to
looee. Was this said to any other apoatle or
disciple by name ?

We find Peter tamed first In the st of
the Apogtles.  (Luke, vi, 14: Mat:., x, 2).
D e this mean nothing ?

Pater wan sent to pay the tax *‘for mc and
for thee by our Savieur, (Matt., xvil, 26.)
Had this no significance ?

The miraoulons draugkt of fishea {Luke, v,
S) on Peter’'s shlp had no referenca to the
marvelous euccese of Peter's preachingafter
Pentecost? Perhaps not !  After the Re-
surrection Peter went Into the tomb first,
although John had outrun him. (John, xx,
5, 6). Our Saviour was resa first by Peter,
(Cor., xv, 5), The acge! sald to the women,
* Go tell his disciples and Peter.” (Mark,
xvl, 7). Why should Peter be particularly
named ?

Our Saviour committed the flock, sheep
and lymba, to Pster, maklog him shepherd of
the flock. (John, xxi, 15, 16, 17).

It was to see Petir St Panl came to Jeru-
“Sb;m’ and atopped fifteen days. (Gal., i,
1

Pater wes given the earthly primacy over
the Church. All authorlty centered in him
wae to fl)w cutward t> archbisheps, bishops,
nhboty, and all orders of the priesthood,
From thence were sent orders for counoils,
from thence prosseded all regulations, all die-
cipline. (bedience, the firest virtne tnoulcat-
ed In peradise, was eseent'al te unilty, and
chedience to the chair of Peter was Inforoed
from the beginnlng, This grand system, so
gimpls In its constraction, stiil exlsts nesrly
ninetecu centuries after Christ prayed that
Poter's faith mizht not fall, Nt a prinat
has ever taaght te falth who did not recvive
hls erdare through Peter’s chalr ; not one has
avar preanched the aualent doctrine but was
sent by or with consent from Pcter's ohalr,
Thia la the unity that Christ mesnt by ore
fold nod one ehepherd. Thux while the
Church {a founded upon Christ, Pater is
made Vicegerent of Carlst upon earth, and
relgns over the virible Church in hie suc-
oesmors.

DECISION OF THE FIRST COUNCIL AND THE
LAKT,

The first General Counocil of Nlice, A.D.
325, defined thet ‘*he who holda the See ot
Rome 1l the head and ohiet of all the put-1-
archa as being the Vicar of Chrlat cur Lord
over all people, and whososver shall contra-
diot this is excommunicated."”

The General Council of Ephesus, A.D. 131,
declared taat ‘‘Poter, the Prinoe and head of
the Aposties and pillar of falth,the fonndation
of the Cathello Charch,unte this day lives and
judges in bis socceesors,”

The General Council of OChalcedon, A. D,
451 & ¢¢ St, Peter 1a the rock and foundation
uf the Cathollo Church, and the foundation of
th- orthodox faith,”

Council of Tarrogen, A. D, 461 : “When
be recelved the keys of the kingdom aftsr
the Saviour's resurreotion, the pronounce.
ment af the most blessed Peter throughout
ti'le 'ivhole werld provided for she 1!lamination
of a'L.”

The Roman Council, which was oonvened
vnier Pope Golasiug, in the year 494, says—
¢ Though all the Catholic Churches throngh-
out the werld be but one bridal chamber of
Chrlst, yet the Holy Roman Catholic and
Apostolic Charch has been prelerred to the
reat by no decrees of » oouncil, but has ob-
tained the primacy by the velce In the Gospel
of our Lord and Saviour Himself, aaying—
« Thou art Peter,’ e%a, First, thereforo, is the
Roman Chareb,the See of Peter the Apoatle.’
The elght General Counocil repeate these worde
from the profestlon of faith of Pope Hormla-
das, A.D. 517, and which had been nigned
by 2,500 bishops, viz.— The sentence of
our Lord Jesns Chrlst oannot be passed by
who says—* Tnou art Peter, and apon this
rock I will build my Church ;' these words
are proved by the rea! effect which han fol-
lowed.”

Taree Afrioan Counolls, A.D, 646—°¢ ‘No
éne oun doubt that there iz [n the Apoatolio
See a great unfailing fountain poaring forth
waters for all Chrlstiane.”

St. John Chrysostom maya: ** When I
name Poter I name that unbroken rock, that
firm foundation.” (Hom, lil. de Pcealt.)

St. Athanasius appesling to the Bishep of
Rome, which see he terms *‘ the mother and
the head of all churches.” (Eplst. ad Mara).

St Peater Ohryrolgus, A.D, 450 : ** Bleased
Peter, who lives and presides in his own see,
glves the truth of taith to those who ask it.”

St, Masximus, martyr, A.D, 662: ¢ All the
ends of the sarth, and everywhere, those
who cenfese the Lord traly with a right faith,
fasten their eyes as on a sun of everlasting
light upen the Hely Romsn Church, her gon-
fesaion, and her falth.”

The Venerable Bade sayn: *¢ Blesssd Peter
in a spscial manner received the keys of the
kingdom of heaven and the headship of judi-
clary power, that thewe who separate them-
selves from the unity of falth can neither be
absolved from the bonds of thelr sina nor
enter the gate of the heavenly kingdom.”
{Hom. on Dle, 55 Petrl et Paull),

In Eogland 83, Aldhelm, A.D, 8§09 ; Ven.
erabie Bede, A.D. 735 ; Aloula, A. D. 798;
Lanfranc, A,D. 1072; St. Baselm, A.D. 1082;
81, Aellred, A.D. 1167; St. Thomas of Canter-

lanothon writes—** As certain blehopa pre-
side over many Churches, g0 the Bishop
of Rome fs president over all bishops.
And this csnoaical polloy no wise man, I
thiok, does or ought to dieallow, for the
monarchy of the Bishop of Rome fs, in my
judgment, profitable to this end ; that con.
sent of doctrine msy be retalned ; wherefore
an agreement may easlly be eatablished in
this article of the Pope's supremacy, If other
articles be agreed upen.” (Cent. Iiplst,
Theol,, 11). Hugh Grotlur, a celebrated
Protestant scholar, writes in the clore of hia
reply to Rivet : *¢ There oan be nc hapes ol
uniting Proteatants among themselves, ex-
cept they are united together with thoae
who are In communion with the Ses of
Rome.” Bishop Thorndike, snother cele-
brated divine, confesses °* a pre-eminence of
power, and not of rank only, has been
acknowleged originally in the Church of
Reme,” (Eple. L, 3 Cap, 20, p. 199). In
his sermon, ‘¢ Uo Horbearance,” Bishop
Thorndlke says : ¢'I Insist on such a prin.
ciple sa may serve to reunite us with the
Church of Rome, being well assured
that we oan nover be united with
ouraslves otherwise.” James I, In his
fint epeech [n  Parllament, termed
Rome *The Mather Chuaroh.” It ls
strong argument that Meclancthon, the
moat moderate of the Lut“srans, and the
lsarned Grotlus, the moet moderate of She
Calvinists, favored Papal supremacy for the
sake of unity.

Melanothon again  wrcts to the Dspal
legate, July 6, 1530—" Wa are rendy to
obey the Church ; we honour with rever-
ence the Pope of Rome and the whele oon-
stitution of the Church If the ’ope will not
expel us.”

Luther says, speaking of the Chorch (De
Indies, p. 210)—* We have not ooly taught
the truth of God, bat have seen It confirmed
by mauifest slgne and miracles for these laet
1,500 years,”

A learned Protestant, . Groerer, In his
¢t Critloal Esny on Anoclent Christianity,”
aays—** Cuth lic faith, if yon admit ite
first prinoipl:a—that Christ s the Son of
God and His Church divine—fa as concla-
sive anm the hoskw of Kulld. There I~ no
artlcle of Cathrdlg falth which cannot bse
justified upon tnat principle,” (Vol. 1, pp.
16 17.) Rovssea enys—'*Let it bo proved to
me that in matters of falth [ muset submit to
the declelons of any one, and to-morrow I
will become a Oatholic, and every conelstent
and truo man will do the same.” ({Lettre de
la Montagae 11.)

Henry VIII, in defending the seven saora-
ments against Luther, wrote thna—‘*Luther
cannot deny bat that »ll the faithful Onria-
tien ochurches at this day do acknowledge
and reverence the Holy See oi Rome as thelr
motber and primate.” This was written by
the man who led Kogland out of the Church
snd foroed men to take an oath to his own
supremacy.

Luther wrots to the Pope after hls rebslion
on March 3, 1519 : ‘I confeas that the power
of the Church Is above all things, and that
nothing in heaven or on earth fa to be net
bafore it, Jerus the Lord of all alone except-
ed,” It is the nature of errer to change, hut
truth caonot change. Thua Henry and
Luther once belleved all the Church taught ;
sfterward they tavght romething different ;
thus theyfchanged, DBut the Church has not
changed—the same now as then, She Is ‘‘the
plllar and ground of troth.”

“'Before you think of changing the Churah,
change the sun, moon and etars, said John
Chrysostom 1o the fourth century. The
Church speaks one velce throngh sll the ages.
She Is “‘the plilar and ground of truth,” The
reformers passed out of her light, they nlone
belng changed, she remaining the same, belug
bullt upon & rock. The denial of the
autaority of the Churoh cannot affect her,
whote foundations wers lald by Chriat
Himself, and whose promlses Is with her.
Simple negatives dlsprove nothing ; they only
confuse the ignorant ; but the truth remains.
Religlonls & tribute to God's perfections,
which ars onobangeable, Thus, an God is
one, religlon must be ene ; as God Is Immut-
able, religlon must be unchangeable, To
chauge religion 1a to change the Daity,

It1s a great rellef to read once Ina while
a sensible pansage fn vhe writings of a Roman
corrospondent. W. J. Stilimon, writiog from
the Kternal Clty to the Now York “Evening
Post,” says : *‘Oat of Rome the greater part
of the world seems to think that the Pope
settles the guestion brovght befere bim in
much the same manner that the Czar of
Russla fcBows, and that tie decislons he
announoes are the resulta of hfs {ndividual
cogitatlona ; while the faot ta that la ne con-
atitutlonal Government now exlating is there
sooh profonnd and prolonged study of the
questions to be answered ; snd so (er from any
problem being solved by the opinions of one,
however important, eccleslantle, it employs
the united thought and apglication of the
Saored College in its solution, There tanet
probably in the entire world another such
osse of grave and muliplex dellberation on
moral guestions.”

The Josephite Fathers, who have taken the
oath to devote ¥hemeelves, as the Servants
and Fathera of tuae oclored peeple, to the
ppiritual welfare of the negroes In the United
btates, report that they recelved Into the
oharch last year 33 converts In Lonlaville, 84
in Washingten, 24 in Oharlesson, 39 in Rioh-
mend, and 60 In Baltimore, They are doing
s great work for the colered moe in thiy

bary, A.D, 1170 ; Grosteste, Bishop of Lin-

country.

ers in Southern Japsn; we have aixty
charches or chapels ; the semlnary, which
reckons sixty puplls, has alresdy given eight
priesta to the Hely Ohurch, and next year
elght others will, please God, recelve Sacra-
mental Unotion,

That was a beantiful sentiment eloquently
expresged by Blahop Freppsl m  the
Freuch Assemi:ly, when he sald: * Next to
the wuacrifice of a martyr who sheda his
blood %o confess the faith of his sonl, there Iy
no sasrifico more neble or mora touching than
that of » man who offers sll that 1a moat
dear and preclous to him, his blood and his
lite, to defend the rights or the honcur of
his goantry.”

The Catholie pllgrim of modern times Is
fall of fatth and oonfidence In God’s meray.
The pilzrima to the shrine of our Lady of
Lourdes exoneded last year one hundred
thousand. Ve learn from statistion just pub-
lished that durlng 1859 thera were 1330 organ-
ized pilgrimages from France, Spain, Italy
and Balgium, 111,860 pllgrime taking va.t i
them, Including two Cardinale and G4 Arch.
bishops and Bishops. There were 34,536
Maszses and 302,800 Communfons at the
Basllica., Such praotical manifestation of
faith ie at leant one bright spot in the present
state of France.

There Is nothing deubtful about the pelicy
of the Popo. He can mako no truce with
error, he can nover recognize a wrong. He
Is tne Vioar of Christ and the infalilble head
of the Cturch, Leo XIIL farnlahed the key
to his polic * when he maid : “Ever mindfal
of our dutws, and aware of what In requisite
for the good of the Church and the dignisy
of the 1loman Poutificaty, we shall never rest
in the present stata of thingr, nor shall we
cense, as wo have not ceasad hitherto, to
reclaim what by fraud and doceit has been
stripped from the Holy See.” Our readers
will iingd in these words of the Holy Father a
genulne ‘ouchetone to {2at the cable rumers
which apncar slme ¢ dally In the press.

Right Rev. Mgr. Dassonies celebrated his
golden jubllee at Indlanapolis, on Tuerday.
The Monsignor {a a member of the mnst
anclent nnbility of France, In which conuntry
he was boro, Hs and Father Audrsn of
Jefforsonville, sleo a natlve of Frauco and
member of the old nobllity, came to thia
oountry together and recelved ordination in
Amerloa, Bishop Ohatard spoke with feeling
and cloguence at the celebration. Three
hondred vriests attenden ot a banquet
In the aft'rocon and a purse contalning
$2500 in gold, the sabsoription of the ad-
mirers of the itight Rev. Dignltary, was pre-
sented to him.

The Sydney, N.S.W., Morring Harald, In
a londing srticle on the Eduostion Question
gsya: **Roman Qathollos have performed
good service In Now South Wales In the cause
of higher education. The pupils from thele
oclieger and Intermedists scheols have done
remarkably well at the junior and senlor ex-
aminations. This epeaks much for the re-
lizlous zeal of the people, and the devotion of
thelr teachers, but It ta oznly what would be
expscted of those who aro werking for »
principle, and whatever may be said one way
o¢ another, the CUatholica are theroughly
earnest ip their efforta to have deneminational
schools ; or at least to have thelr schools
partially supported by tke State.

Rev. A, Goette, a member of the Francls-
oan Order, has recently arrived In San Fran-
olsco from Chins, wherehe has heen stationed
for neaeral years. Speaking of the progress
of Curistlanity fn the East, he saild—"My
headquarters have been In the olty of Sing-
antou, which has a population of eight thou-
sand, and was formerly the Imperial clty for
eight hundred years. We have there two
churches and & oollege for Obinese boys.
Qur bishop llves at Konlan, thirty miles dia-
tant, where he haa an orphan asylum, under
the ohargefof Ohinese Christiane, and care for
one thousand five hundred children, most of
whom would have been put out of the way
bat for ne. Our mlesion has besn established
a little aver three hundred years, and there
sreuow thirty themesnd Chrletlanized Chi-
ness In the province, which ls about the size
of Franoce.

Mgr. Satolli, the Papal raprerentative at
oar rcoent Cathollo ocntennial, ham returned
to Rome, where he related the followlng te
the correspondent ot an Knglish paper :

I went tosee, when In New York, a
1arge hospital for incurabls consumptive pes-
ple, where they can spend the last few re-
maining days of their lives In comiort, It
was a magnificent palazzo, lsrge snd alry,
with baloonles exposed to the midday sunm,
where the luvalids could enjoy themselves ;
and a pretty garden wasw Iald eut below,
where they could tike thelr walk.¢0a asking
who bad founded this philanthropio instita-
tion, a nun, a quite feeble old wamsan, wase
presented to me. She told me that n few
years ago thie idea of forming a cemlortable
Liome for consumptive patients past recovery
had come Into her haad, She had not a
dollar to start with, bat, net discouraged,
she begged, and meeting the sympathy of all
(rloh and poer) In this good werk, she soon
colleoted a miillon of dclars, with which she
waa able to build thia home, which sha
directataltogether herself.

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PROROGATION
OF THE QUEBEC LEGISLATURE

NEW LAWS ASSENTED TO.

Quesnko, Aprll 2.—The Leglsiature was
prorogued to-day with the ususl ocsremeny.
At 3 o’clock sharp the Lieutenant-Governor
drove up to the House in a sleigh drawn by
four fine horses and accompanled by an es-
cort of cavalry. As he arrived A Battery,
which had been drawn up opposlta the front

ntrancs, presented arma and a salate of
fourteen guus was fired. Hiz Boner, attind-
ad by Oaptain Sheppard,hla A P C., and Mr,
Tache, private secretiry, proceeded to the
Legisiatlve oouvocil, where he took his seat on
the tarone surrounded by his brillisnt staff
and geveral of the minteters. The membere
of tha agsembly were esummonsd, and the
clark of the Asgembly read the listof blls
submittad t7 His Honor for eanction. Out of
125 b:lle passed thir seaslon four have already
beén sanctloned, 120 wers sanotloned this
afternoon, and tie remaining one, that to
logalizs the mutriage of Aime Bourss-
#a, was held over for eanetion by the Gover-
nor-General. The Speaker of the Aesembly
then submitted for sanctlon the bill of sup-
ply,after which His Honor read the {ollowlng
apeech from the throne :—

P. J. 0, Ohan-
vesu sher{f of Montreal, dled bere at 7 30
thie evening at the residence of his son-ln-
law, Dr, Vallse, Mr. Chanveau, has been 11l
for some time, and bis death was nct unex-
peoted.

[Plerre Joseph Olivier Chanveau was bornp
at Quebec on the 30:h May, 1820, was edu-
cated at tho eeminary of thet clty, studied
law and war admit:ed to the Bar In 1541,
Hs was efeoted to tie Parltament of old
Capada for the conoty of Qiebec in 1844,
when only 24 years of age, by & large ma-
jority, over Hon. John Nazllson, and sat on
tae Oppoeition benches under Baldwin and
Lafontaine, In 1851 he accepted the office
of Solicitor-General in the Hincks-Morln ad-
ministration on ite formstion, and In 1853
took tas portfolle ef Provinclal Sacretary.
He continued to held office In the succeeding
Maonab-Moric mioatry, bat was left ent in
the shuflls caused by the retirement of Mr,
Morin, whose nlace was taken by Mr. Tache,
Thie waa In 1855, In Jaly of which year
he was appolnted Soprintendent of Publio
Ipstruction for Lower COanada. He waa
malnly instromental (a establishing the Nor-
mnl echools and found the Journals of Educa-
ton, At the tlme the selzare of t2e ship
Trent by the United States authorities threa-
tened to lavelve Great Britlan and the United
States in war,Mr, Chanvean organised emong

He had long been In falllug
health and for the last two years was gonfined
to his bed, Death was therefors, not unex-
peoted, It osme fn the fullness of time to
one whe had borne the heat and burden of
the day io the old stormy times of Quebec.
Sheriff Alleyn, who was an Ieish Qatholio
aad the son of a oaptaln in the Roysl Navy,
was In former years a prominent member o!

the Qaebec Bar, and one of tha Parliamentary
representatives of Quebeo Clity In the Oid
Parliament of Oannda befors Confederatior,
belng regarded an mpoolal represeniiglvy of
the Irish Oatholio element before tas appesr-
anoe of D'Arcy McGee on the ecene, Some of
the moem terrible and bloody electinn con-
tonte ever fought in Qaebec occurred during
bis candidatare, enpecially with Simard snd
Dabord agaiost Plamondon, Hout and Evan-
turel, when two men named Wallace and
Nowmen were killed by a French-Canadlan
wmob, Subsequeatly to this contest be entered
and held a portiolio for a number of years In
one of Sir John Macdonald’s early Govern-
ments a9 Commlimioner of Pablie Works,
firally belog appointed sheriff of Quebec on
the death of the late Sherlff Sewall, He held
thls offise elogly for over twenty years, and
jointly with the Hon, E. T, Paquet for some
eight or nlne years. In this time also he war
a leading member of the Qusbec City Conncil
and of 3¢ Patrick’s Church, and president of
St. Patrlok’s and other sacictles. He loaves
a large family of grown-up sons and daugh-
ters. His wife, whe was a Miss De Gaspe,
dled a fow years slnce.

The funeral took place lsat Monday and
was largely attended by the oltizonz of Quae-
bec of all crceds and nationalitiss,

9, Awother blow which has been strack at
the oppreeeive reatraint that had been welgh-
ing upon oolonizatlen, and preventing the
sottlers from cuitlng wood on shelr own
lands,

10. Appropriation of $100,000 to aid muni-
olpalities te build iron bridges to replace
wooden enes.

11, Ircresss of the franohise, glving the
right to vote to students, sons of farmers
and ethera.

12, Ald te the extent of $50,000 to inorease

THE LATE MR JAMES J. WALSH,

Anocther grand old cltizen has gage to the
reward he has earnsd by a noble life, Peace
fully and palnlessly, at the advarcad age of
80jyesrs,[Mr. James J. Walah, one of Canada’s
ploneer lambermen, rendersi up his roul to
God on laat Thuraday evenlng né 9 o'olock,
surrounded by his sorrowing family, Mo,
Waleh was born in Thomastown, Qouoty
Kilkenny, Ireland, in 1810. and oame to
Canada in 1827, settling In Quebeo, where he
entered Gllmour's lambering firm, and gained
each proficlency In this businees that he
rapidly roee to the positlon of mansger,
which post he held with aredit to himeelf and
sathrfaction to his employers for the long
t:rm of 35 years, In 1870 he en%ered into
business on hiz own account In Port Hops,
aud aftr seven years—during which be was
wonderfully Incky In ssveral Grand Trunk
coctracts and other matters—retired into
privats life and ocame to live In Kingitin In
1881, taklog a house on Gore street, whare
he reslded until his death, Mr. Walsh mar-
ried, in 1852, Miss Mary Ann O'Neil, daugt-
ter of Mr. Jamea O'Nell, a well known Klogs-
ton citizen. He leaves a famlily of two sons
and four daughters, all grown\ap, Hinse-
cond daughter is marrled to Mr, F. Qicolarl,
one of the proprietors ol the Canadian Free-
man.

Mr. Walah wan & brother of the Iato Rav, -
Father Wslah, a clergyman well remembered
in Kingeton, and whoee remnins lie In the
vaults ander St. Mary’s Oathedral.

Mr. Walh had few equals while at the
lumboring buslness. By laoking at a floating
raft he conld tell, within a few feet, the mea-
earement ef it. His abllity was so recognize
by the Government that his nervices were re-
quired by them on all surveys,

The funeral taok placs on Sunday afternoen:
The attendanos wae 1arge and reprasentative,
embraoing cltizans of all classes and creeds
At the Oathedrsl the funeral ssrvice wat
read by Rev. Futher Murtagh, and the
solamn Libera chanted by the.cheir, after
whiuh the ourtege left for S, Mary'a cemetery,
the procession heing led by His Grace Arcb-
bishop Oleary.

By the demise of Mr. Walsh the bosy
reaper death has robbed Canada of one of it
oldeat and best cltizens, one of Its kindest
husbands. and oae of it mant loving fathers,
but the glorious relms of immortality bav®
goloed an honsst and pure soul for whom i
s noarly superfluons  to may—Requiescal it
pace.—Kingaton Freeman.

THE POPE AND WORKINGMEN.

Lotter of the Holy Father to the
German Emperor.

Tue Church the Friend of Labor—Eabor's
Dignity of Righta Vindicated by Leo
X111.—A Nobie Document,

—_—

Pope Leo XIII. has taken up the canse of
honeat toilwith a zeal worthyot'the Vicar of Him
who sanctified work, aa the following letter to
the German Emperor plainly shows :—

« Youn MaJesty: We shapk your Majosty
for the letter you have been pleased to write
with a view to interest us in the In‘eroatirnal
Conference which is about to assemble at Bar
lin, with the object of findirg meana to mprove
the condition of the working clasen, It i8
particularly agreeabls to us tc congratulate your
Majesty on have taken to hearb a cause 8o nob'e,
so worthy of serious attention, and uhat interesus
the whole world.

“ This cause has never ceased to engross us
and the work undertaken by your Majesty re-
sponds to one of our deareat wishes.

#1We huve already, »s we are reminded, ex
pressed our thoughts ou this subject, aod in our
utteraLces we have stropgly upheld the teaching
of the Catholic Church, of which we are the
head. Un a more recent ocCasion we again re-
ferred to this teaching, and with a view to the
just eolution of this diffirult and important
problem, and s the proper safa-guarding of the
legitimate interents of

THE INDUSTRIAL CLABBES,

we pointed ont to the various Governments the
duties and special ool'gations which are in-
cumbent on them,

¢ Undoub*edly, co-abinrd action on the part
of the varivue Governments will greatly ccu-
tribute tu the success of the end so much de-
sired. Unanimity of views and legislation in
the several countries will tend greatly to ad-
vaoce the general inquiry toward au equitable
conclusion, Thus we cannot but welcomo most
tavorably all the deliberations of the Confer-
ence which are likely to raise the condition of
the working claases, ag, for example, dikcugsions
upon the errangement cf hours of labor in &
manser more suited to the expecial character-
1atica of each worker, the age or the sex of the
laborer, rest on the Lord's Day,and, in general,
a diecussion upon all  those matters
which tends to degrade the laborer to the posi-
tion of & vile instrument, and have no regard
for hia dignity as o man, his morals, or his do-
meztic well being.

“Iy cannot, however, escaps the notice of
your Mrjesty that the succesaful solution of a
matter of this importruce will require, begides
the wive intervention of the civil authority,

of religion and the beneveolent intervention of
the Church. The religious sentiment, indeed,
18 the only thing that can give authority tolaw ;
and the Gospelfis the unly code countsining the
principles of true justice and those maxims of
mutual charity which rhouvld unite all men as
children of the same Father and members of
the same family.

' Religion teaches the employer to respect
the dignity of the workman and to treat him
with juetice and equity. It inculcatea in the
laborer a feeling of duty and responeibillty,
and makee him moral, eober and hopest, It is
becanse society has neglected apd misunder-
stood the principles of religion that ib is now
disturbed to its very foundations. To recall
these principles and to fill them with new life
is the only way to re-establish eociety and to
assure to it peace, order and prosperity.

to preach and scatter sbroad throughout the
world these principles and doctrines.

ting, therefore, that it should exercise a large
influence in the rolution of the social problem.

. LoNDOR, April 7.—~Lord Randolph Churehill,
in & third letter on the Irish question, after pro-
testing that British credib can be given with
safoty only when iv in given in anawer to a
spontsaneous request of the Irish people, and on
their offering a rate of ravenue as security, and
binding themselves hy every obligation of
national bhonor to repay, denies that such a
state of thiogs is ideal or impossible of ahtain-
ment, and saya the admission of its imposeibility
wauld destroy the oase againat home rule. He
Foponeu that inetend of ocontinuirg ooercion
arliament give Ireland & popular loonl govern-
want, timiler to the Eoplish and Sootch gov-
ernmeny, which, instead of inspiring despair,
will lead to prosperity and’  contentment,
If this wers done the reqaest for
British aseistance in the. purchase of land
would ocome in the notural couwse of
tblugs and similar demands for dther publio
purposes would follow. Instead of dealing with
the benanté directly, the state would deal with
local bodies, whoee "chance of receiving oredit
wonld depend on their proper conduot, In the
-event of ‘sn"isolated oouncil falling into dis-
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preas between Mgr, Labelle and M. de Mohy,
a memboar of the Chamber of Depatles for the
Reuanlon Islands and a former mialetsr of the
Recpublic, on the sabjeot of emligration to
Canada. Tne lattsr gentleman strongly in-
mists that France has no emigrants to epare
aad that thoss who are bonnd to leave the
o>untry should bs sent to the French Colonies
and net to a forelpn country. Monseignenr
in a letter to La Geographie admits this to a
certadn extent and declarea that be never in-
tended diverticg the current of emigration to
Canada from ita legithmate socurce, but what
he does want ie to induce tbe French whe
leave for foreign countries to come to Canada
where they will find ¢ thelr religion, their
linguage and thelr costime.” He calls upon
France to help in ballding up ** that young
oatlon which is being Icrmed fn North
America,” Capitaliats, he claimz, can al-
waga tind safu investments here. He hopes
that France will see further Into the future
than it did in the past when it bartered away
Louizlana, snd eeiza the opportunity which
is now given it of extending its icflaence in
America,

ST. VINCENT DE PATUL.
The Halifax Boclellgl_’:nnlal Meeting nnd
Report.

The annunl meeting of the above rociety was
held in the basement of St, Mary’s Cathedral
on March 2nd. His Grace Archbishop O'Brien
presided. The ueual opening prayer was said,
and a speritual reading given by the Rev.
Father Edward Murphy, the spiritusl director
of the & ciety. The'minutes of the last annual
meeting being read, the president of the council,
M. B. Daly, submitted and read the report of
the opsrations of the society for the year begin-
ning December 1st, 1888, and ending November
30, 1889, The following is & condensed report :

This particular council, in presenting to their
frienos and benefactora the thirty-sixth annual
report of tfie operations of the Halifax branch
of the society of St. Vincent of P’aul, have o
state that the severa] conferences have been
doing the usual amount of good in the last, as
in the previous years. The conferences of St,
Mary's, St. Patrick's and St. Joseph's are
united by a contral or so-called parsicunlar coun-
cil, which holds monthly meetinge, and hae
nnder ita supervision bhe work of the society.
The paor are relieved at their own homes, po
that every opportunity is given to members be-
stowing the relief to diacriminate in favor of
those who ars worthy cbjects of assistance.
The means for dispeusing charity are oovained
from the collections of active members ab their
weekly meetings, the subscriptions of honorary
members and attendants ay the anoual meeting,
collestions at vhe donrs of seversl Catholic
churches, from the interest accruing on legacies
and such other sources as may be available to
the society During the pear ending 80th
November, 1890, the total receipts of the zeneral
treagurer (including bilance to crediv on 1sb
December, 1838), were $2,640.18.

Comparing the amounts paid to conferences
in 18589 with those paid in 1887 8. we tind a
net decreass in favor of last year f S74.96.

It atfirds us pleasure to present the abave
statement to our friends and benefactors, who
will see that notwishstanding the resources of
the socisty were larger by sowmsthing over $200
than duricg the year previons, the expsnditure
by the conference was $124.57 lesa.

Tie pumber of familive rolioved duriog the
year was 192, conprising 937 individuals. Total
number of vieita paid by active mewmbers, 4,465.
Compared with previous years our report pre-
sen's no material variation.

‘#We have to roturn our thanks to our many
kiod friends and benpefactors who have here-
tofore so generously responded to our appeals
on beba'f of the poor, To the amateur dra-
matic c¢lul our thanks are due for the hand-
some donation of $75, being a portion of the
praceeds of their entertsinmente last winter,
We cheerfully invite all who feel charitably
inclined to make themeelves acquainted with
the working of the society, no that in thewr
desira to relieve the wauts of the posr they
may become convinced thet no better medium
can be found than through the rociety of St.
Vincent de Paul.

We have to scknowledge with gratitude the
kindly co-operation of the gocisties of she Chil-
dren of Mary. Among other things they
perform gord work in providiog children with
ahgeslana clothing to enable them to be kept at
school,

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ONTARIO LEGISLATURF.

Closed by Licutennnt-Governor Campbell—
His Speech on the Seanlon's Work.

ToroNTO, Aril 7.~—The Qutario Houas closed
this afternoon. The Lientenant Governor’s
speech referred to the public measures poassed,
having for their object the improvement of
municipal law and the better administration of
justice, the simplification of the procedurs in
respect to mechanics’ liens, the promotion of
agricultural interests and the protection of
valuable live atock, and the amendment of the
registry and insurance laws which, he said, he
was persuaded in public interest would be feund
10 bave been framed with a dus spprecintion of
the ends to be attained. Ha said :—

I cordially approve of the amendments made
tn the public and separate school actse. Al-
though it was already clear that no perron was
to ho ranked as a separate echool supporter
except through his own voluntary act, never-
theless, directions are now given to municipal
officers with respect to assessments and school
training.

I cannot dismiss the suoject of education
without referring to the excellent impression
made everywhere by the intimation that a
sigter provioce has donnted 30 the University
of Toronto & eubstauntial Bum to aseist in re-
building that institution.

I am pleased to pote that the measure which
you have adopied providing mining regulations
has mat with the groeral approval of those
engaged in mining operations.  The acy will,
doubtliss, be of service im promoting the
gafety, health and cymfort of tshe operntives,
and gives aserurance that work in the mines
of the province will be carried oa upon im-
proved methode.

The mensure amending the general Mining
act will afford to those desirous of purchasing
mining lands facilities for traneacting much of
their business in the localitiea ia which the
landa lis and for ob*sining the information
necesrary to app'icatiors for ; urchasing.

The amendnents mnde to the Free granta
and Homestead act will, T trust, beneficially
affect not only those who way be within its im-
mediate operation, but the free grant districts
generally.

The speech expresses a belief that the abeli-
tion of c-rtain exemptions from mupicipal as-
sesament will  be found to be in the public
interoct  Dleazure ir exprersed at the amend-
menta made in the liquor licenss law and at the
incruasing amount of private legislation enncted
Auring the sessing, The concluding paragraph
is as follows .

It now devolves upnn ma to bring to a cloge
thig, the laat seasion of the sixth legislature of
Ougtario. In doing ao I wish to assurs you that
I take !eave of you with & due sense of the wis-
dom and patrictiem  which havs guided youor
deliberations. My hope is thad your succesrors
will be found to be not less earnest in tlfilling
their duty to'our comman country, and that,like
you, they wilf at all tiines show a just spprecia-
tion of the high truss which a3 representatives
of the people will have been committed to their
«afs keeping.

meduim of communication between the public
and the secretary, has lost in the estimation of
wmany of his warmest friends much reputation

MOUTH-BREATHING AND THE TEETH,

It may become necessary to add *‘Breathe
through the nose” to the rules usually laid
dowu for the preservation of the teeth, A
British dentlst, Dr, Soanes Spioss, has been
tt:ack with the frequemcy wita which ca-
rious lecth are associated witn nalsal ob-
struction, and he believes that a relatlon
exists between them, BMouth ceushing,
whioh in such cases iz enforoed may nct as o
predisposing caunte of caries of the teoth in
varlous ways. Exposure to the cold alr tendy
1 canee inflammation of the teoth pulp, pro-
duces congeit.on of the mucans membrane
and & seorevlon of atringy acid mucus and
dries t1e macua so that It forms a fertile soil
for the diseare germs.

Numerous
observations prove that it {a enough valun-
tairly to> take a certaln number of deep
breaths every day, to produoce, in a short
time, an Inorease In the circumfsrenee of ths
chost which may amourt to two or thres cen-
timetrea,—Popular Szicnce Monthly.

ANTISEPTIC IMPREGNATION OF AIR.

A recently devieed method of supplying
buildivgs with antiseptic vapor has met with
ooosiderable suocess, the plan consisting,
briefly, in forcing fresh air from the purest
avaliable source ontside into tae bullding,
by means of a rotary fan or air-blower ; this
fan can be driven by the walst steam frem
an engine on the premises, uud the atmos-
phere at the same time healed by the tt:am,
The temperature thus given to the air is
regulated by the slmple device of mixirg
cold alr with it in the proportlons reqnired;
flues or plpes convey the wsrmed air to the
various psrts of the building whero it is
desired, and tho ou'flow from the pipe I
conirolled by slmple regulators—both the
temperature and supply being thue under
the complete cootrol of tho porsons in the
huildiug, The advantages of forcing whe fresh
air into the building under a slizht pressure
are that oold draughts are excluded, &nd
the vit'at:d air i3 forced outwnrce by every
wvailable opening, In s building supplicd
with electrice-lighting apparatue, the waste
steam of the dynnmo engine i3 uzed to warm
and ventilats it ut t7e sams time, By insert.
ipgin the flue trayauf porous materinle such as
ootton warts, sonked in essonce of euclayptan,
globules, pleal or any other antiecp-
tic and aromatic extract of a colatile nature,
the air in its paeaago to the varisue rooms of
the building, or it may be to eny ocre parit:u.
lar room, it ia impregnated with antlseptic
vsper. For hospitals, this eystom is regarded
us well adaytad, and, for private individualy,
sufferiug from digeasea of they brenthing
crgsne, &t s eaid to be =zl equrlly
apy lioabl:, whether In the cilize or tue
kome.

Weel-
wuys have a vory poar pasturs upen wei lead,
Drainsge increazos the temperature of the
soil ; this will iecresse all crops;some of them
as much a8 100 per cent, Drainage improves

the tixiure of the sefl, renders it more
friable and more cupabls of retaining
molsture during times of drouth, Munures

applied to wet lands are tn a certaln extent
ot by being curried ff with the surface
water.

Drainage does away with the unsightly
ditches,whoss bunke are tho nursery of nox-
fous weeds nnd a harbor for snakes ; dralnage
prevents dizesses, such as fever and agae,
also the contamination of wells snd claterca
from stables, closets, nud cesspools,  Thoees
are but a foew of the advantages ¢f the drain.
age,

gThe depth of the drainage must be govern-
ed by the outlet. They should, if possible,be
laid at u depth of three feot, and four fect
would be better. Water will run foar times
a8 fa:t in a tile drain thanin anopen ditch of
the eume grade.

WHEN TO REMOVE THR CALF,

away, I sheuld prefer not ts suffer the cow
to becomd rttiched to it ay all, since she ia
apt to withbold her milk when It is removed,
and & loss is tustalned. Some okject to re-
moviag the caif irom tio cow la this way en

the ground of its apparent oruelty. Dut the

objections to letting toe calf suckle the cow
for several days, as they co, or, indeed, of
leaviog it with the cow for any length of
time, tn that sho invariably becomes attaobed
tris and frets nod withhclle ber milk when
1t 18 8t 148t removed from hur. She prebably
suffers u great deal mora after this attach-
ment is oace formed, ut tie removal of the
objact of it, than she docs at ite being taken
at once out of her sight. Toe cow’s memory
fo far greater tian msny suppore, and tha
ligs and iojury sustaimed by remaving the
calf after it bas been allowed to suck her for
a longor or shorier period ls never known
exnotly, becauae it is not urually known how
much milk the calf takes, but it fa witaout
doubt vory coneideratls. I the vdder fs nll
right there seems to be no good remsen for
leaving the calf with the cow two or threo
days, if It {s then to be tuken away.

WEED OUT TRE SCRUBS,

Farm and Fireside polntly remarks :

Thers never was a buttor time than during
the present perfod of low prices of cattle for
the farmer to got a ptart In well-bred stock.
Let the scrubs go fer what they will bring.
The scrubs must go if you wish to step losing
your labor and mouney in t1e businers. Good,
pure-breed etock can now be purchased for
less than their sotusl value. By the t'me
your herd is improved and ready for markes
prices will almott certainly be bettex than
they are new.

Troubles and Temptatione—Where
is he to ind Consolation,

At the present crisis, when the labouring
-clagsea all over Europe ars in a state of ngliasion
.and eepecially an in this great centre of com-
_meres, Liverpooi, we think it moat appropriate
to Five a rasumé of the great address on labour
dshvered by Padrs Agostino,

Brethren, there is in society & class of men
who pasa quickly through many phases, sabject

- %0 varied and suddeu chauges, being now ven-
.orated, now desvised, now loved, yat anon
hated —a class who bave been regarded by
-Socieey at one time a8 a pledge of public safety ;
at apother au a source of dang-r; now, a8 a
priociple of life ; again, as an element of dis-

. solution ; a class whose needs, aspirations, and
tendencies, engross, for the moab pars, the
miods and atbention of the politicians, philan-
. thropists, and political economists of the day,
all of whom unite in saying that thie is the im-
portant question for present solution. And
who are these men? Ah, you bhave already
guessed, for their name is dear to you, and yun
Jove them, as T do. Ib is the workmen. God
be praised ! the workman finde, even in our
day, some generous hearts to Jove him, some
who exert themselves to raise him to his true
dignity. Baot, unhappily, he is still surrounded
by many enemies, one part of whom oppress,

while the other flatters him; but
both unite In makiog him their victim.
The former are those heartless employers

ot labour who see in the workingman, not a
brother, but only an instrument of producs, a
machine of flesh and blood, more or less invel-
ligent certaicly, but which they make use of as
long as it suits their purpose, aud thea clsim
40 be free to fling en one sde at pleasurs, The
latter are those who, seeing thav they camnob
divert his labour $o their own advantage,seduce
bim with the opiate of sociolistic doctrines.
They are forever talking to him of Libersy,
Fraternity and Equality. They propose to make
him sovereign, bo a-dminister justics in his name,
and to manage his exchequer ; ‘n short, to
captivats him, not as good patriots, by means of
good counsels, but as bad soms, to whom the
very names of duty apd sacrifice are odious.
The peor man, finding himself thus despised
on the one hand, flatbersd apd deceived on
the other, and provoked wuwow to com-
plaint and bemosn his condition, now to
rage and sogry passions, cries aloud from
his heart—Is there then no one who loves or
care for me? Yes, there is One. Oaly listen
with your wonted courtesy, snd you shall
hear. It ia a subject that requires delicste
treabment ; but I trust I shall have the courage
to tell you the honest truth, the truth which
alone can eave and console you. Who will con-
sole the workingmen? Who will bind up his
bleedivg wounds? Many come forward in re-
sponse to these questions. First comes the man
of culture. Approaching the workinzman, he
says: * Youa:eead, bacausse, ioc order to pro-
vide bread for yourselves and your tamiles, you
are obliged to work from wmoroing bill night.
But listen to what I have to tell you. The land
of our earth is divided into mountains and rivers.
Wel,, it 18 the same in society., The rich are
the - mountains, you are the valleys,
Be comforted, then, for this is your appointed
place in the scheme of creation.” Avu theee
words the poor man Jooks up at himsadly, then,
with the averted eyea of hope cast to the ground,
hie tears flow afresh, and more bitterly even
than before. Then comes the ecomoniat, boubt-
less betber inspired than than the author of the
valley and mountsin theory. Letua hear one of
them, Thisrs. ** We have made great progress,”
he says. ‘‘Labor, freed from many impediments,
and illuminated by science, has become at once
more aotive and more fertile. The prices of
arvicles of consamption decrease co-ordinately
with the increase of the wages of labiour, and a
perception of the value of economy awakened
in the breast of the working classes. Are we
not tending io vhe right direction "  No doubt
the tbeory 18 & beautiful one. But how can it
aatiefy the workingman, who atretches cut his
hand for a remedy, for happiness, and who
paturally yearns to realise it, not twenty or
thirty years hence in the personas of the next
_generation, but immediately 1n his cwn person.
ut now there comes forward a philosopher who
writes on religion, nature, duty, liberty, and
pshrmbism. “ My friend,” he sayz to the work-
ingman, **you are filled witn sadness, and with
good cause, for your lob is not a pleasant one.
But what would you? To whom will you
turn? There is no one able to console you in
your trouble. In infancy you were taught to
resort to prayer, to God ; but thie is an error,
a folly. God is too far off to hear, and His
‘msjesby and state too grest to lend an
@ar to you. Agsin, even did He hear you, He
conld nob gran’ your reguest, since He has made
genernl laws to which He could not make
exceptions without subverting the whole order
of theuniverse. It is, therefore, utterly useless
to look for help from heaven.” ** Then,” returas
his indignant hearer, ** you rob me of every,
evan my lash, hone. What must I do ? Whence
shall Iseekaid? ” *‘ From us,” reply politicians,
% Buy, {t is now a long $ime that yon have been
affecting to have my interests ab heart,and to be
promoting them. For many a long day you have
.been aasurin% my order of this fact. Yet
how can wa believe you? We know of no
change for all your talking, but are ever
* waiting. In teigning to occupy yourself on
our behalf, you bave become rich, very rich,
while we have remained poor. Thus your ver
abundanca is an insult to our misery.”
Then others, who shall bs nameless, prese
their solution of the problem, apd thus they
addrees him: ‘* Why go about secking consola
tion, dignity, fortune. You have already the
alements of all these within your own selves—in
your atrength. your power. Observe the mue-
cular vigour of your arm+. Why, ycz hava only
to move to canse ihe ea-th to tremble ! You
have only (o organise yoar forces to effect the
overthrow of your maabers, the uenrpers of your
rights. You have only to precipitate yourselves
on the civilized world to reduce it to powder.”
But the workman, if he have good sense,
roplies : * Right, tnod force, makeslaw. Notb
force, but love, gaing the masbery over others.
Mapn's ideal is not that of the brute creation.
Leave me, therefore, for this iz not greatmess
which I serk.” Thus his cry is still the same—
Where shall I find cnps-lation ? How lighten
$16 burd n of my lot ? 1f there be such succour
Jet it show iteelf, and it is no other than reb-
.gion. Itisreligion alone that can snccour ard
" console the working-classes, for religion]alone

unfelds to them as well their own true
.dignity as that of labour. And, first, it
,sbows the digri*v of labour, of labour

:1taelf, the source of true comsolation. It shows
_him that no class of evcivsy has enoh striking
features of resemolance _to God. We see God
at work in creation, His first mot, when He
oreaged the angels, was work. He worksd when
‘he laid the foundationa of the earth, when He
made the sun, when He stretohad out the firma-
mant, when He oreated man out of dust. He
greated and fashioned the world, and man must
enltivate it, snd the very earth over which He
bends in daily boil bears traces of ita Divine

Oreator, No, the laborer is nov an accursed
thing, not the only worker. God is the primary
man but the sscondary worker. In layiog the
foundations of the world, God left, #o to speak,
His work unfinished. Nobv that He did not
weigh, number, aod meneure everything after
His own inscrutable plan ; but, having created
Hin aggregate of beings, with their properties
and laws, He yet left tke completition of ths
work to man himself. Everywhere we find
germs of life. But labour is necsseary to make
them fructify. Everywhere thera is stone and
mstal ; but God leaves it to the hand of labour
to extract and collect them. Everywhere around
us are various forces. But He willa that the
workman aronss and direct them. And herein
is the tkorough source of consclation to the
workirgman ; he is God’s companion in
labour ; leaning on the spade, man needs
only to raiss his eyes heavenwards to see
bis Divine prototype. God is the Creator, he
the modifier ; God commences, he is the finish-
er. Yet we eee 1t above all in the work of Re-
demption. A blight, a curae had fallen on work,
and it had to be raigad egain to its real dignity.
To this end God became wan Himself, worked
as & poor man for thirty years, Thus, befrre
He would redeem us, Jesus: lived for us a model
of work, of labor, showing usat once its dignity,
its virtue, its rewards, itk happiness. The_very
band which created the world applied iteelf
therein, for thirty years to labor. From tbab
Divine contact what glory is there not reflected
on the material touched by the workman's hand!
See, O workingman. the same God who is held
up for the adoration of the world has been with
you, ecpoused your order, mads Himeelf your
equal. Do not, then, chafe or lament over your
lot. The romembrance of the workshop of
Nazareth floats on the river of time through all
the centuries, and sheds around you a divine
helo. But there iz more. Our Divine Lord,
after thirty years of toil, became a laborer
among souls, and worked out at_infinite pains
and suffering, our redemption. Bur the appli-
cation of this work to man’s needs, as that of
creation, He did not will to be completed in
His own work, bub chose twelve ascociates,
who, in the persone of themselves and
their auccessors, should apply the Precious
Blood of redemption. Bub from whom did
He cheoose the twelve? From among th«
rich or the learped obes of the world?
No ; He choses them from among the poor—the
working-people —on the shores of Geannesaret.
And these simpls working-men have conquered
and regenerated the world, & tesk which
philosophy had essayed and failed in. 'What the
learned ones failed to accomplish was done by
two workingmen, Peter, the fisherman of
Galiles, and Paul, the weaver of Taraua. They
subdued the world, edifice of Christianity. The
kingdom of Jesus Chriab was a carpenter’s shop,
His sceptre and instrument of labour. Jesus
Cbriet was a workingman., But we must nov
stop here. Before going any further, let me
acdress myself to workingmen. You must not
forget that you ows everything to Jesus Chriab
and Hia religion. For, before his time, whab
was labour ?  Maka those who would tear your
away from Jesus tell you what it was, They
must confess that it was dishonerable and
slavish. The indolent cast it forth as an cbstacle
to happiness and a badge of shame. This
hatred and degraded view of work is still
prepetuated in oustries where the Gospel is a
stranger. The Brahmin, or highest cast of the
Hiundoos, would consider himeelf contaminated
if obliged to do any labour. The Indians of
America will 4o no work themselves,but relegate
it to their women, whom they treat as slaves
What, in fact. is the religious idea of labour ?
First, a mesos of virtue ; secondly, expiation.
Ah, brethren, we do not sufficiently sppreciate
all the the beauty conteined in this idea of
work. Man raises himself by work, By ein he
lost the life of grace, the true life, and was cop-
demnped $o death, not temporal only, but eter:
pal. But work is not only a means of expi-
ation ; it is something more. Christianity
revenls it to us as also a sacrifice. Thuas the
Ohriatian workman ssys to Jesus : ‘It was Thy
gufforings and fatigue, Thy faintneess and
weariness which procured my salvation. Deigo,
then, gracionely to accept my poor labours, and
after haviog provided for the wants of my own
family, grant me the power to help and comfort
others.” Work does, and must do, cne of two
things ; either it raises or exalts us, or it lowers
agd degrades us, The flower of your youth, the
beat of your blood, your strength, the very
vitals of your city and country you devote to
work. And what return will this labour yield
you ? Will ite echoola be schools of mortality
or immorality ? Will they yield up their youths,
the thews and sinews of the country, chsste_and
disciplined, ot perverted by error and vice?
God forbid that I should wiish to hurl
from this pulpit an anathema against modern
industry ! But when there is question
of the welfare of the workingman, the poor sons
of the people, must I not point out to them the
rocks on which they would dash themeelves and
make shipwreck of their existence. Woell, the
evil is not in labour, nor in the organization of
Iabonr ; but it isin the fact that labour has been
paganized. Jesus Ohrisy has now been banished
trom work, and consequently no longer gives it
a moral tone, is no longer ita motive power, no
longer directs it; and hence the workman in
banishing Jesus has bavished the only One
capable of bebtering his lot, which is, therefore,
as sad sond pitiable as in the days of acknow-
ledgad paganism. To-day, though the working-
mosn is neminally free, yet be is in reality more
truly enslaved thau actual alaves, whose alavery
wan that of the bodg only, whereas these men
are mentslly enslaved by their subservience to
the opinions of others, their abject cringing to
buman respect, which dominates their lives.
Ah, my brethren, let the lot of the thrice un-
happy workman touch ua and move us bo com-
passion.

they did not eow, Progreas is always in har-
mony with jostice. Putno faith, therefors, in
those who seck 6o dazzle you with vain eplen-
dors, and to expel the prinoiplea 'of morality
and religion from your hearts and from

|your winds, ' Believe, and remsmber always,

that vhese apesious vheories -are very ohimeras,
fables invented by those who wonld obtain your
eervices to-day, but will indubitably forget you
on the morrow.
