A PEOULIAR QUESTION.

To Whom Does a Dead Body Belong.

Two years ago Madame Lamothe, a native of
84, Sauveur, In Terrebonne, was married, hor
husband being & resident of Montreai, Not
long ago she died at her mother's residence and
despite the protestations of the husband, who
wanted to have his wife burled in his lot ab
Cote des Neiges Cemetery, her body was in-
verred in the looal burying ground, Lamothe
tried to prevens this, but was un-uoouﬂuh and
has pub his oase into the hands of BMr. P.
Brodeur, advooate, who will ask the oours to
permit the exhumation of the body and allow
it to be buried in the Montreal cemetery. Ar-
ticle 3485 of the Revised Statutes, which
governs a case of this kind, resde thus: ‘* Be.
fore proceeding to an exhumation in & Roman
Oatholio chusoh, chepel or cemetery, in virtue
of the present ssotion, permission must be ob-
tained from the superior ecclesiastical authority
of the diocsse in which the demand for ex-
bumation is made.” In the present cass, which
is pot without parallel, the Archbishop gave
permission for the necessary legal steps to be
taken.

THE WAR IN CENTRAL
AMERICA.

Farther Fightisg anda Victor for Balvador-
ians,

New York, July 28 —The Herald's special
from La Libertad, San Salvador, dated July 27,
says : Two viotories for the San Salvadorians
have been fully comfirmed, one at Chingo, in
the Guatemalan department of Santa Ross,
and the other at Atescatempo, in the depare-
mept of Jutiapa, Great consternation prevalls
in Guatemala over the naws of thess two disas
tera to her army, A french revolutionary oos-
break has been nitiated in San Marcas, on the
Mexican frontier, led by Genersl Daniel Mar-
roquin, who had been declared s traitor by
Pravident Barrillas two yeara ago, and who is
said to be working in the intereats of the exiled
general, Martin Berundia, and the latter him-
gelf is quite closs to the Mexico-Guatemala
boundary with aras and trooEs.

Another special from La Libertad, San Sal-
vador, 8ays : It is raported hers from unofficlsl
sources that the Salvadorian troops had made
an advance from Atescatempo on to Jutiaps
and again mes the Guatemalan army with the
usual disaitrous resulta to the lavter, which
had been again badly defeated aud wasin fuil
retreat, fallowed by the victoriona Salvadorians,
The Guatemalan sathorities bave interdioted
all war news passing over their land wirss via
Mexico, whether favorable or nos to Guate-
malan interests. The Mexioan minister in
Guatemala has protested against the interrup-
tion of international telegrams as a violation of
Mexico Guatemala telegraph convention of
1888

The Hercld's special from City of Mexio,
via El Paso, July 27, rays: Confirmation
despabohes have been received hers, via Yera
Oruz and Lia Libertad, Salvador, of the revolu-
tion in Gustemala, _An vprising 4ok place in
the Department of Ohignimuls ou Friday last.
The military were called out snd ordered to fire
on the mob. The soldiers, who numbered four
bondred, refused to kill sheir fricnds and re.
Iatives, and threw down their artos. Many of
the soldiers have joined the revolutionistr, and 8

eneral uprising agaiust President Barrilles
aovernmeni seems imminent. The western
part of the Republio, in the vicinity of Quezsl
tenaugo, appears to be loyal to Barrillas, aa he
in trom that pars of tbe country. Private
despatches recaived here to-day from Guatemala
fally confirm the victories of” Gen, Ezeta over
the Gustemalans.

A Saintly Indian.

To.dsy a very imposing ceremopy will take
place at Laprarie, the oocssion being the care-
mony of blessing » granite monumens, which
has been placed over the grave of Katerio
Tegakwitha, a saintly Indisn girl of the Mo-
hawk nation. Bilhog MoMelvey, of the diooese
of Albany, N.Y,, will officiate, snd Archbishop
Fabre sand many Oanadian churoh dignitaries
will attend. There will be three sevmone, one
in French, one in English and one in lroguois,
the laster t0 be preached by Father Burton, sn
Oblate. Ksterie Tegakwitha was born in Oa-
gernenon now (Auersville, N.Y.,) in 1656, Bhe
was baptized as Canphnawsgs (Fopds, N Y.,,)
in 1676, she haviog been oconverted to Ohris-
tianity by the Jesult missionaries, who then
had atations alopg the line of New ¥ork
BState from the Hu to Lake Erie. Perse-
cutions, after hex conversion, compelled

to go to the south bank ¢f the St. Lawrence,
where a village of converss had been planted by
the missionariea, She died April 7, 1696, at tie
age of forgy. She wae buried where she spent
the laat years of her life. The grave has been
a place of devotion ever since among the Freuch
and Indians, and she has bad the reputation of
» 8aint. About a yesr ago a heavy gramibe
monument was placed over her grave by her
devout admirers in Albany. The last plenary
council of Baltimore aolicited the Pops to per-
mit the oanse of the Indian girl's colonization to
be introduced, but, sccording to the rales of the
congregation of Peter, as she died in Cansda
the matter must bs takes up there.
The present movement is a ntep in that
direction. The Rev. Olarence A. Walworth, of
8s. Mary’s church, Albsny, N.Y.. is espeolally
interested in the colonization of Katerie, and a
moember of his family has written a lifs of the
Indian girl,

BUNOCOMBE.

A Blusteriag Game that will kave a very
posr Effect.

New Yok, July 26.—A Washington jouraal
states thay an attempt may bs made to force a
sevtlement of the Bshring Sea difficulty by a
policy of reprisal and that the U.8, Government
haa been considering whether terms could be ar
rived at with Great Britaio by 1 robibiting the
traneportation of merchandise through the
Uaiwed States from Canada in bond, aud thus
stopping a very lsrge and profitabls trade and
incommoding tommerce. During the excite-
ment attending the seizure of American fishin
vessels on the Atlantio cosst by the Dominjon’s
vensels in 1888, President Oleveland sent a mes-
ssge to Congress calliog its attention to the
bonding privilege, and atking authority to be
sliowed to euspend these privileges if, in his
judgment, such a thing should be deemed ad-
visable. A very heated debate followed, bub
the Prealdent waa given the auttority, which,
was never put in force. The Cabioet hes con-
sidered the matter, bat, arrived at no decision,
The abrogation of the bonding privilege would
affact the people of the entire American North
went as well as those of the New England.
Another matter ia now under consideration, By
the treaty of Ghent neither the United States
nor the British are allowed to msintain more
tban four cmsll armed vessels on the great lakes
and no other vessela of war are %o be built or
srmed there. This last-pamed treaty prevented
the contracs for the practice vessel for tte
paval cadete being awarded to Rapresentative
Wheeler, to bo built at bis ship yards, Bay
Qity, Mich. The treaty can be abrogated as
any time by giviog six months’ notice on either
sides. It has been suggeated bo the Presidens
ohat would be a good time o give this notive,
so that the United States could be in a pos-
tion to maintain & more formidable naval foroc
on the lakes, Thia matter, like the other one,
is now being considercd and the two proposi-
tions abow how serious the administration re-
gnrda the entire question.

Lord Boyle Found.

The missing Lord Boyle, now Earl of Shan*
non, has turned up and left for Castle Martyr
Cotk, Irelaud. His lordabip landed In Oanada
sbont seven yeara sgo. with unbounded smbi-
tion, a pockedful of money aod a Reneral deaire
to bave a good time o far as ocircumatances
would permit, His lordship went to & ranch in
Manitobs snd engaged in *‘punching’® cattle
and wagiog a sportemanlike warfare upon the
wild den‘zens of the greab North Western foreats
and streams, Nor was the pursuit of politics
forgotten in the land of his wdopticn. A real
live Irish lord who could put an artistic brand
on the wild catt'e of the great weatern foothills,
and beard the savage grizz'y without flinching
was @ person to command respeot, and Lord
Boyle was therefore elected a member of the
Macleod Legislature. He served a bterm with
great credit co himself snd to the unbounded
eatisfaction of his constibuents. His lordship
next embarked in the bankiog business at Win-
pipeg, becoming one of the firm of MoArthar,
Boyle & Oampbell. The junior partner of the
firm is the youngest son of the Duke of Argyll
and brother of the Marquis of Lorne, late
Governor-General of Canada. With the collapee
of the Winnipeg boom, however, came the dis-
golotion of the firm, and again his lordship
struck out for bhe frontier, Lord Boyle was
next heard of in Victons, B.C. There, accord-
ing to accounts published in the papers at the
tlme, he appears o have led n_rather fast life.
Then his lordship suddenly disappeared, and
from that time, over two years ago, nntil within
the past week, hia whereabouts bas ever been
veiled in misty uncertainty. The enquiries
made, howuver, brought the information thap
he was in Idabo.

She had fastened upen it
with » deadly grlp juet en the forward side
of the dersal fin, and the poor fish was swim-
miug round and reund slowly, or twlstlng its
body as if in pain. The head of it1 black
enemy wes sometimes almoat palled noder
water, but the strength of ths fish woald nes
permlt an entfre sunbmersion. It moved ita
fins as if exhanated, and oiten rested, Fimily
It swam nnder a A1 t'ng leaf near the shore,
and made a valn effort te dislodge the spider
by soraplog sgainat the uoder eide of the leaf.
The two bad now closely apprcached the
bank. Suddenly the long black legs of the
spider emerged from the water, and the hin-
der ones reached ont and fartsned upen the
irregularities of the sidea of the ditch, The
splder cemmenced tuggiog at his priza ln or-
der to 1and It, Theebservar ran to the nearest
house for a wide-moutied bctile, leaving hls
friend to watch rhe struggle, Daring an in.
terval of gix or elght minutes’ abeence the
spider had drawn the fish entlrely out of
water ; then beth creatures had fsllen In
agaln, the bank being nearly perpendicnlar.
There fllowed a great atruggle, and on Mr.
Spring’s retnrn the fish wan already holsted
head firat more than hall its length upon the
land., It was very much exhausted, hardly
making any moevement, and was being tlowly
and ateailily drawn np by the spider, who
had evidently gained the vlctrry.—Popular
Science Monthly.

You who have meen these people, In the
country, t:ntiog by the roadside or campiog
in the woeds, or, mayhap, on the subarbae of
a clty, have had these queatlons arlee In
your minds. Who are these peopls?
“Where did they coms frem? What lx thelr

erigin?
The gypsles fill ae place and take ne part
jo the grest movements of the werld ; they

are s despised race of vagabonds; and yeb
they must hava o histery.

To write the histery of a pesple, though It
be over ze concive, we must live in spirlt, as

The gypeles, all thinge considered, must
be regazded ss the most slogular and mo:t
remarkable people on the globe. They are
withous s history er traditicn or religlon ;
without literature or written langusge, and,
ay has been observed, ¢ with nothing to
bind them together but the indellble, un.
changenble atrsin of thelr savage blood, and
displaylog a pertinacity of race surpassing
that ef the Jews."”

Everywhere present, {rom Perala to Ireland,
from Siberls to Central Atrics, and trem
Australla to America, and everywhere dis-
pleed and oppressed ontoaste, they htave
always kept their race separate and dietines,
with a rigid exclusiveness which is unparal-
leled.

J'rom one end of the earty to the other,
wlith few exoeptions in language, In phyaical
pecatiarltios, in their soclal and mersl ohar.
aater, In their pursult) and thelr hablte of
life, they re everywhers essentially the
same, D fisrence In olimst) appeara to work
bat little ocbange in their color er complexion.
Czanges In feod and In eutward circum-
st noes work but little varfatien In their
physloal typs, Tney are not Infiaenced by
the olvilizstien or the varbarlsm of any pee-
ple among whom they may chanoe to se-

« Egyptian,” with the prevalent bellef,
tounied on thelr own awsertlon, that they
cams from bgypt, theugh recent evidence
shows to the contrary.

Kshno-
logtats, by » oareful investigaties of thelr
languige, bave discevesed It to be the old
Sinsarit mingled with words of other lan-
gusges, added er disonrded, aocording to the
conntry In whioh they lived. Tuey are
sprung from the lowest alass of [ndians ; the
degradod Parlaby frem the vallay of the
Loduas.

The Indlcations sre that the gypeles entor-
ed Faropethrough sonthery Russis, 1o some
cennectlon with the Tartera of the Gelden
Horde, Bifore the year 1330, thelr reving

In 1850 there were supposed to be about
five million gypiles in the world, though of
1st>r yoars they have grestly diminlahed, O/
tae seven er eigtt hundred thoasand now be-
lieved to ba sostiered over Earepe, more than
half are found in the valleys of the Dannbe,
and bere they are most clvil'zed, and for fonr
hundred years have been an Important ele-
ment of the populatlen.

Taey have been ocondemned, and in aome
countries the lawa were so ttripgent that, it
they remained one month, they wera exsoutd
withont even & form of trial. In the relgus
ot Henry VIIL. and Elizibetb, the gypy
tribes were marked out for gemeral prosecu-
tlon in Eogland.

In 1629, four gypales oonfossed, under
tortare, te having eaten s frisr, & pllgrim,
and a woman of their tcibe ; snd to 1782,
ferty-five Hungarian gypeies were behended,
guaartered or hanged on a like monatrove
charge.

In the old tombs
many curlous rings of geld and aflver bave
been fonud, that show that they muat have
been nied te neal decrees, or a» aslgnet ringe,
by royal persenages, The rings of the rich
were pliln gold olroles with a stene bearing
either ths vame of aome deity or king, or
tao.ed emblem or legend. Othery had a sosr.
akwee, & style much in faver with the Egyp-
tiane. The signes ring among the Hebrews
was an ladiapensable articls of dress and was
perhaps handed down from father to aon. The
Hebrew ladles wore rings ornamented with
precions stones, valuing mest those set with
emeralds, robles and ochrysolites. 1t Is
thought that rioge were oarrled t> Groece
frem Asia. Ia the days wf Solon every free
man wore a ring of geld, silver er brenze,
The womon alen were rings of ivery amd am-

ber. The Lasced:i:monlans, hewever, tried
te restrict by law the laxury of
wearlng gold and silver ringe, and

every Spartan took pride In wesaring a
plin iron ring. Pliny says the Romam
took to wearilng rings feom wseelng them
adorning the bands of the slender, snpple
Greeke, but Livy asorlbea thelr Introduction
to the Sabipes. With thia increase of loxury,
the Romane, like the Egyptiana and Greeks,
cavered thelr fingers with rings, even wearing
them upon tbeir thumbs, The Emprem
Fauetina, [t Is said, possemsed ene worth
3200,000, and Domlitis one valaued at $500,-
00.
RCCLESIASTICAL RINGS.

The early Obhristians wore rings aleo, and
at firat they were almple olrcles of ivory, Iron,
bronzs, or nome ether cheap material. A ring
was worn by the early Uhriatian bishepr, and
the cuetom atill prevails in the Reman Charsh,
At the conmecration ¢f a bishep this ring,
onlled the epl.copal or pastoral ring, ls blem-
ed and pat upen the {aarth finger of his right
hand a8 » vign of his allianco with the Churoh,
Tols ring {s always of gold, set with an un-
engraved precloan stene, uenally an amethyst,
but sometimos a sapphire, ruby, emerald or
oryatal. The ring of a cardioal is set with a
sapphire. The sesl ring of the Pope la of
ateel, and sinoe the fift)enth century It hae

been used te seal the apostollc briefs. Oa
the death of a Pope thie riag s
brokem, and a new one Is made for

bis sucoeasor, The history of the ring is
one of poetry and passion, as well as of
pomp and powder. Frem the time of anclent
Roeme, when it was ased at weddings, until
to-day, it has encircled all the tenderest wen-
timents of the heart and fermed a part of
many romances, The little olrole ef gold
glvon by the Roman soldler te the mald of
hia heary a aign of betrethal, ere he went ont
to battle, correspends with that wern to-1sy
by many an Eogilah-ipeaking girl, wheae
love Is quartered far away and whaene parting
gt it was.
ANCIENT RING FASHIGNS.

In Germany It has been comman far the
wife to wear the betrothal ring after mar-
risge, and the husband t1e weddlng ring,
from thelr emrliost Introduotion. Ringa of
batrathal were frequently exobanged In old-
en t'mes by lovers, and the gimmal of gim-
meon rings, twins or double rings, were In
high favor, To tbe Romans beleng the ore-
dit It Is thought, of giving rioge with met-
toes and posies engraved theron to thelr
lady-lives, Mapy sapersticpa have been
conueoted with wedding-rings. The idea
thuat an artery or nerve extended from the
ring fiager to te heart Is of very anclent orl-
gin, and 1s perbapa due to the Egyptlana. It
has been theught, too, that the wedding ring
posensed gurat ve propertles, sy rubblog a
atye on the eyclid with a gold ring will
meke It dlsappesr. O.her rings besides
wodding rings bave boen nsed te oure
disease, A silver ring mede of the ocolns
collected ab tbe communion, was a tallsman
agalnst copvulslons and fits, They alao ewed

LxotoRES OR ENGLISH LITERATURE, Maurice
Francis Egan, LL D. New York: W.H.
Sadlier. (75¢.)

This series of lectures, delivered before the
University of Notre Dame, are of the bigh clars
of teaching and exaliing seatiment 20 charac-
teristic of Dr. Egan's works in general. The
first lecture deals with ** Literature an » facicr
in life,” and lays bare the true end of all read-
ing. He points ous the dangers to religiop,
and, therefore, wholesome social life, {rom the
pernicious books which come from the preas in
waoh numbers. He wisely tells bis renders that
** people who only read the lowes books acquize
false idess of life.” Dr. Egan tben deals with
Obauocer, his life, time and friends ; Southwell,
Orashaw, Habington, Tennyson, wuten write:s
of note, and the influenoce of li‘erature on man-
ners. As a guide throngh, what are %o many,
usknown paths of literature, Dr. Egav proba-
bly stood unequalled. His own writing was of
the highest type, and while conveyiog instruc-
tion of the most valuable churacter he never
became in any way either dry or stilted, He
instruoted and charmed at the same time, He
deals with the most abetruse and complex sub-
jects, but pever ceased to be both interesting
sod lucid. In the presentd volume, while it is
hard to specially select any of she leotures as
being auperior to apother, iv may be said that
those on Tennyson and “Some Women Writera”
are magberpicces of mnalytical criticism. 1oa
great many some help is needed in the perueal
of the Laureate, and Dr. Egun has thrown light
on much of his inner mewning, while, at the
same time, repudiating any invension of av
tributing ideas to the poet which probably he
never thought. As a short hand book om
Eopglish literature, this collection of lecturee-
should be in every school and library,

The Ceasion of Heligoland.

LoxDON, July 24.—In the House of Com-
mous to-day Sir James Fergussen moved that
the bill providing for the ocesslon eof Helige-
land‘t> Germany' pasa the wseosnd reading.
Heo adveocat d the bill, Mer. Gladstone made
a apesoh in suppert of the African portlen of
the Angle-German agreement, He paid a
tribute o Lord to Lord 8.lisbary for the pars
he bad taken in cffecting the mgreement
which, he sald, was conoceived in » apirit of
rogard for the best fnterests of England. Mr,
Gladstons blamed the Gavernmens for net se-
onring beforehand an grumut with France
regardiog: Z soxibar. He eald the House had
pever before been arked te vote & ges-
sion of territory. There had been seversl
cemsfonn of territery without the consent of
tie Commons belng asked. He was not dle-
pored to make a precedent as the snbjaol
was ene of profound, practical impertance I
the constitutlen and he woull, therefors, de-
oline te vots en the blll. The debate was
adjeurned, :

tiop, the pules and ou other vital phenomens,
Tae experlments ware made on tairty women
bstween the ages of elghteen and forty-four
years, twenty-elgkt of whom were more er
less Inveterate tight lacers, eight of them
since thelr eleventh er twelfth year, The
summary of De. Kiancvsky's resulis may be
rtated ne follews :—The corset leszens the
movemerts of the chest In bre: thing and
diminishes the vital capao'ty as well as the
foroe of the breathing, the Inspiratory move-
mort) being paiticulsily affscted. The chest
being compressed and theamonnt of alr taken
1n befog diminished, the cormt givea rise to
» condition of chroanlc oxygen starvation,
which {8 one of the ohlef oauses of shortnems
of breath and palpitation of the heart after
brick walklog, snd of lase of appetite, faint-
pees and kindred disagresatla symptome.
The affeot of the ocerset on the pulie and
breathlng was well shewn by the following
exporlments :—The women were made te run
a di: tance of 950 feet with moderate swift-
ness without corsets ; the pulse waa found to
vary from 136 to 156 and the breathing 32 a
winute. When the same women ran with
corasts the pulse was from 14t te 176 and
the breathing from 48 te 64 aminute. Among
thirty-elght corset wearers movable kidney
was prasect fn elght, habltual cepstipation
and catarrh of the digestlve apparatus in
foui tien, disease of the lunge in six, arcnla
ln Bive, and hysterla In five, Dr, Kianovaky
ends his paper with tho follewing words :—
* I oannet help stating In cencluafon that I
look back b th at the work of my predeces-
sers and my ewn humtls oontributlon with
nething but a sense of bitter and painful re-
gret, for 1 am conscleus that all those labors
directed to prove the deplorable effacts of

There is no more healtbfal summer drink
thun good, fresh buttermilk,and 1t Is relishcd
by moat persons, There Is an Increasing de-
mand for buttermilk {n cltier, as It hay to be
procured from the country, City milk, even
when avallable, Is too costly to be used for
butter making. Farmers, therefore, whe
keep many cows can make a handsome thing
by sending the buttermilk when quite fresh
to some clty dalry,where there is s1wayas good
market for it, Buttermilk ia worth too much

An oocasionsl heur’s
werk with horse,kos or cultivatoron a bright
merning will destroy a great many of them,
witheut being too loag away from the har
vest, and will save a great deal of labor that
would be required te kill them later In the
season it they kept on growlng.—merican

Not one ¢f them
ever swarmed until the whole **gum’ was
fillsd, My father-In-law oncs built a houss
alx fett rquare, with ehelves on tiree sides
and a deoor In the other, Taese were lntro
dooed ip this huge hive, whlch stoed fir
eaveral yeare, They never fitled the hive,
nor ever awarmed,

An
emulslon of coal efl, muticn tallow and o.r
bolic acid rabbed on with a etiff brash will
prevent the appearance of lice and drive ¢fl
by killing those prement. It sheuld be ap-
plied about three times ab Interv:ls cf three
days, Melt the suet and stir the ol in while
hot, abount fifty parte smet, forty-five parts
oll, and five parts carbolic acld In 100 parts.

THE HARDY MERINO,

The Western Rural e correct In the lollow-
ing :—'The Merino i the most bardy constl
tutioned breed of sheap, and for the purposes
of the average sbepherd this s an ail impor-
tant point. There s every reason t» believe
that they must form the baets for the much
talked of sbeep of the fu'ure, on accour t of
thelr extreme hardiness, s contempirary
tiiokes, The sheep that cheere a good flszce,
furnfehes a fine carcass and can stand tie
rongh usge to which sheep are very often
subjected will bave s lirge porcentage of
Merino bloed In its velns,

the Department of Agriculture, nctifying it
«f tae arrival of a car load of United States
oat-le at Liverpool in which was one snimal
sufforlog frcm pleure pneumonla, 1s another
reminder to Canadlans ef the necessity of
guarding closely our live etock Interests, If
plenro-pnenmonia onoe gete a hold in Canada
it would serfously Irjare cur export trade
with Gresat Britain, I'here are many farmers
and cthers in England, Ireland and Scotland
whe would like to see our cattle acheduled.
Nuaomerous attempts have been made over
there to have them treated ne are the cattle
from the Unfted Stetes, The latter must be
killed at the thip's elde, they are prt Into
epoclal lairsges, and If they are net sold with-
In a few days they must ba killed and sold as
dreseed beef, This ls very necessary owlng
to the prevalence of thia dleease in the United
Statea, It Is never necessary to macrifice
Canadian cattle In this way, but the owners
may held them as long as they wiah, and they
may be drivin or sent by rail to any polet in
the InSericr of the country. Canadian cattle
after belng landed may be ehipped to interier
markets, Ancther impertant advantage
which Canadisn oat ls have ls thst cur lean
oattle muay be and are shipped annually to
toe i tazlor for grszing purpeses, There ls
no poseible chance of cur celghbors fnding
gach » market fer storc oattle, As already
stated, many attemp*s have bsen made te
shut Canadians out frem the Interi-r mar-
kota and from the grusziog privileger, ard
there s no doubt but that this agitatien
wonld have been muccessful were It not for
the exertlons of S'r Charles Tupper and onr
Loudon offics, Thie 1a only ene of maoy In-
st~poos which shows the wlsdom «f having a
re presentative tuch s Sir Charles Tupper to
watch our Interrets In Great Br ta'n, On this
side we muat render him 21l the avslatence
poseible, That we ars resdy te do 20 te sbown
by the promp itade w t1 which the Depart-
mont ot Agricvltare shut dewn on the schemes
for the export of United S-ates cattle by way
of the S3, Lawrence, Thla can only be denc
afcer tha cattle have been in quaract ne for
ninety daye, whioh praotlcally prevents them
from beiog exported at all. In this cenneo-
tioo It is interesting to notice that the Wash-
ington D:partment of State has appoirtad
three veterinary rurgeons to inspect all thelr
oattle Ianded in Great Britaln. They go thers
with lnstrootlona *¢ to prove that no dlseasen
exlst In the Unlted S'ates,’” They are no
donbt sent there at the Instance of the large
cattle experters, ranchmen and othera Inter.
ested in the llve stock trade, They will have
a hard ossn to prove ln the face ef the faot
that hundreds of oattle have been alaughter.
ed throughent the United States, but espe.

1f you are eending a mixed Ict of hens
to market 1t will pay t> grade them ao rs
to have each coop as sven as poraible,
They will se!l mors rapidly and at bstt.r
priees.

Sar flower sced, which can be easlly grown
in profusion sround our fences and walls

When shipplng Hve poultry te market, see
to it that the coopu are In good cond'tion, for
they are somotimes handled roughly, or a
elat off may lose a fowl or two.

The housewlfe who makes a practice of
giving fowls o mixad mesy of warm mash and
vegetubles with scraps of mett and crumbe of
bread w Il qaickly dlscover that 1t s tupericr
to an exclustve dlet of grain,

When the heneappesr droopy,and ytt thow
no indication of dleease or injary, remove t1s
roosters, erpecially If the hens are fat. Eggs
from hend not in compsny with vecsters will
keep longer than fertile oues,

The medlum-sfzad females among Aslatics
are generelly the best layers.

Ottawa, July 22.—The ares of Canads,
acoording to tho latest eatimato of the [oterl-
or departmert from data supplied by Govern-
meunt surveyors, ls 3 519,000 quare mtles, the
land surface belog estimated at 3,379 000
square milen. Lhese figures aro less than
tnose which have passed ourrent for eome
yeras, the estimated area up to laet year
peing 3,610,000 quare miles, It mustnot te
sappesed, however, that our territory ls
decreaslng. It ls of cenrse impaseible with
suoh a vait Dominlon to glve the exactex ent
of our country, and It {a probably thst as
surveys are made and mearurments corrected,
all the estimates made for some tlme te come
will vary more or less from one another
Canadiany will be satiefied to know that our
country conelsts of ene-lourteenth part of
the earth, that the Dominlon In nearly thirty
timee as large as the whole of the Unlted
Kiogdom, and that Canada is 500,000 :qacar
miles larger than the United States witbout
Alaska, Verlly the ‘““few arpents of mow’
have increased.

Nzw Yorx, July 27,—Oawold Obtendorfer,
aditor of the Stzats Zewtuny, tells an intersating
story of the relations now exwbing batwesn the
Governmens and Prinoe Biswmarck, whose per-
sonal friend he is. Prince Biamarck, said be ia
atill at Friederichruhe.

WasHiveroN, D.0, July 37.—A curious
point is tuggested by Oaptain Bovuek, who
doriog the last Administration was ad the head
of the Revenne Marine Service of the United
States, which may bave had some bearing upon
one of Mr. Blaine’s unanawered conundrams.

It ook Prlbilof. the dicoverer
of the islanda which bear hia name and which
are the obief resort of the seals in Behring Ses,
three years to discover and locate the islands,
shronded as they are in perpetusl fog ; bub_he
knew they must exist and devoted all his time
to findiog them. Ibis only within the lasb six
years that it has been discovered that there
are certain shoala shout 60 miles from land
to which ‘e seals resort in vaat numbars at
the olos. ! the breeding meason and gorge
thernsalves to satiety on the fish which exist
there in inexhanatible quantities. Their
capture on thess feeding grounds is an essy
mavter. In fact they mre frequently taken
by hand as shey lio aalsep on the surface of
the water. The sealing schooners take on
board the Inuit Indiane with their light canoes,
who sometimes harpoon two or three hundred
seals & day, or the veesel themselves spread ous
rill nets and gasher them in b{utl_ae thouesnda.
Before this pecunliarity in the habits of the seal
was discoverad, Captain Bonnet says, it was noi
» particularly profitable thing to devobe a voy-
age entirely to seal fishing. X6 was resorted to
rather ae an fucidens. Now vessels which pre-
viously thought they were doing well if they
brought home a few bundred ekins, bring shem
io by the thousand, and industry is so
enormously profisable that she profits of one
srip will fib ont five or six veasels for the next
trip. This perhapa explains the Canadian
anxiegy to have the open eea seal fisherios con-
tinued.

Canadian Canal S8ystem,

Mr, E, L, Corthell, the well known bridge
engineer, of Cuioago, has gone to Inapeot the
Colgnecto Ship railway. He stated to the
correspondent of the Montreal Gazetle, while
ataging in Quebec, that his trip wes under-
tiken for the purpess ef informing bimself
as t) the prastioabllity, physioslly, commerci-
slly and financlally, of opening up a mere
sdequate waterway for the lake carrylng
trade bekween Chlosgo and Duluth and Men-
treal. While in Torente he had Interviews
with Mr, Blaln, ex-M.P., and Mr, Kivas
Tally, who Is interested in the Georglan Bay
and Toronto Ship railway sthems., Mr.
Keeler and other gentlomen at O:tiwa gave
bim valoable information, When he was in
Montresl on Wednesday he was effarded by
Mr. Konnedy an opportunity of examining
the Harber qommlaslouers’ plana and charts
of the river bet #een Klngston and Montreal,
and from all the information he csuld acquire
he was satlsfied that to deepen the channel to
20 feet thers was practioally very little te be
done and nothing impracticable. He saya the
Ohioago men are very much lnterested In the
scheme by which a!l the grain of the Amerl-
can Nerthwest would be breught dewn by
way of the 8t. Lawrence. The Un't:d States
are bullding all their canale for 20 feet and
will probably scon bte despening to 24 feet.
The harbors are to be built for that, The
lske oarrieras drawing 20 feet can ceme to the
eaat end of Lake Erie, but there the com-
meroe ls blocked and has to be tranaferred to
barges or raliways, nearly always the latter,
and it ls thue carrled t» New York, Balti-
more, Philadeiphia and Boston. There are
ooly rlue feet of water in some of the Can-
adian canals and the Welland, after being
deespened twioe, has anly 14 fest. If they
were all despened to 20 fe:t the lake carriers
could come atraight t» Montreal and trade
would natural'y gravitate to this, the natural
and shortest raute, Mr. Corthell has, In his
time, been engaged In sems very Important
works.

The eack lasted four hours, Thsa
B:itish coneulate, at which on the same nlght
a fote wan belng given for the bensfit of poor
Armenians, was stoned, and {ts gatas and
wlndowa b.oken. The censul and tae mem-
bers of his famlly took refuge in the ge!lars
of the bnilding, and the fete was abandened.
The Americsn milislon served ae a refuge for
fifty fugltives,. Numbers of Armenisns, re-
lylng cn the promlees of the Turks te escort
them to places of safety, were murdered in
thestreets, Fifty bodies were found, mostly
of pertons whe were bayoneted. Three hun.
dred and fifty persons were weunded and ene
hundred are misslog.

ten years. Dry goods and groomriea are one-
third cheaper thau they were in 1880. It is
true that farm produce does not bring quite as
much asit did ten years ago, but then it does
not coarso much to raise it, And then the
purchasiog power of a dollar now is fully from
one-third %o one-balf more The Ontario farmer
is in & prospsrous condition, eapecially e ocom-
pared with the same clasa of the United
States. The agricultural depression in the
Eastern States is one of the moss remarkable
economio faots before to-day. In Vermont, for
instance, m Commissioner of Immigration haa
been appointed, who is cferiugs gress induce
menta to thrifsy farmers. Hundreds of farme
are lying abandoned, and there buildings,
orcharde and all, are sold as the rase of from
$3 to0 §5 sn acre, the State agreeing to loan §25
and farnish a cow for a stipulsted period for
each [amily. Western farmers are not dolog
very well, bub at least they are prosperiog
sutliciently to keep up the valus of their lands,

The bottom seems to be falling oat of the ice
market. The demand ab cunsuming centres for
several weeks past has ruled rather slack, the
price being paid from $3.50 to 84 a ton for im
mediase delivery- The green men are nop the
only ones who have dropped money in the ice
business this neason.
