Rev. David Humphreys, of Tipperary. The
charges on which Myr, Dillen was arrested
were consplracy and ipoiting the tenant: en
Smith-Barry’s estate not te pay thelr rents,
Later informatfon shows Mr. Dillon was ar-
restod st Ballybrack, where he was vhitlog
air nocls, He was burried under a strong
guard and with the utmost secrecy to the
raliway station, where a apecial car was in
waltlog, As noon ad he entered this the train
was atarted for Dablin.  Oaly a briet atop
waa malde bere, when the prizocer was carried
on to Tlpperary, the tecants of which town
he fo chareed with haviog inolted to raf\unu
payment of ront t3 thelr lapdlord, Smith-
Barry.

In tho Tipperary conrt formal evidence of
the arrest of O'Brlen was glven befsre Magls-
trato Irwin nnd Mr. Renan, who conduoted
the prosccution, asked that O'Brien be re-
maxded uatil Tnaraday, Couneel for O'Brien
crose-examined Inepeator Raffer with a view
of showlng that alihough O’'Brien had csm-
mitlsd the alleged lllegal acte in June no
steps had been fakon for his arrest until it
wan heard that he was gelog to Ameries,
The Inepector denfed that the mimion to
Amerlon hod anything te do with the cese,
Mr, O'Brien here romarked shat the whole
world knew the Government’s matlve for
making tio arrests. Mr. O'Brlen was ad.
mitied to ball, Canon Qahill belng the suraty.
On the application of Mr. Rooan wwirants
were Ivaned for the arrest of other membera
of the National League. Mr. Dillon alao was
batled, giving £1,000 as seourity. He was
remsnded until Touraday.

The warrant mentlons effenoes acourring
betwoen March and September.  Thers was
& slight dlsturbance outslde the court house,
A censt :ble served a summens on Mr. Sheehy
at his rozidence, but did net arrest blm, At
a mestlng Jn Tipperary twe boyvett:d ship-
para asked fer admittance te the league,

Mz, Dilten returned t» this o8y. A large
orowd of peeple, nocompanied by a fifo and
drum band, were waiting ot the statlon for
Mr. Dillon, who drove in the Lord Mayor's
carrlage to bis own residence.

MR. H. J. CLORAN.

An Eventful and Energetic Life.

From Schoelboy to Crowm Counsel—in
Active Carcor Described.

Hexey Jossr CroraN, B.C.0., Barrister,
Montresl, was born in that city on the 8th May,
1855. Hie father and mother are both Iriea,
‘The former, Joseph Cloran, is s native of Co,
Galway, and the latter, Ann Kenuedy, is from
Co, Limerick. Having received his primary
educasion in the Christiun Brothera' echool at
home. aund paseed u year in the public schools of
New York, he entered the Montreal Collegs in
1968, where he made a cumplete and successful
courae of clasaical studies. On gradusting frem
cullege in 1875, he left foxr Europe, where dur-
1R three years he prosecuted a course of acien-
vific. philosophical and theologlcal studies in the
calebrated collega of Sb. Sulpice, 1n Parie,
Daring his gojourn ip Europe he visibed Ttaly,
Switzerland, France, Loglaud and Ireland, and
retnrned to Canada siroozly equipped for the
combata of the futurs with an extensive stock of
kno=xledge, sud a precious cnaemlic of informa-
tion on the Irish question and gepersl European
politics. O bis return home Mr. Cloran filled
for a yenr a professorship of Kaglish literature
in his afma mater, Mountreat Collegs, He then
took a cours« nf law in the universities of
Lavsl and BIezill, and graduated from the
fatter with the degree of B.C I, Hestudied in
nhe cifiger of the eminmmt legal firm of the late
Edward Carrer, Q.C : Hou. B Chu-ch, now
indge of the Court of (pneen’s Bench ; and of
Hon. J. A. Chaplean ex-Premier of (Quebee end
now Seeretary of Suate. A the ctose of his
law stuciva the editorakip of <hie Montreal Post
and of THE TRUE WITINESS hecame vacant in
1882 by the reaignavion of .J. C, Kleming, This
responsibile and imporsant position waa offered

to Mr. Cloran, who accepted, and then com
menced o journalistic car-er which hus been
crowned with marked success. We bave no
need to dwell upon the cleverness, judgment
and ability dieplayed by Mr. Cloran in the
functions of editor, nor upon the success he
achisved, An Irish Canadian, and an uncom-
promising Home Ruler, like all patrictic Irish-
men, be racks among the number of those broad
and liversl minds who do not shud themselves
up in the narrow circle of an exclaosive pro.
gramne, The cause of the hn'f bresds of the
Northwess—which is,after all,the same in many
rsapects au that of the Urisb people—naturally
tound in Mr. Oloran a willing and earnest advo-
cate. His attitude on the Northwest and Riel
queations wes inepired by the purest and most
patriotic of mutives. Living in the midat of
French Canadians, whose friend he is, and a
patriot from s Canadian as well as an Irish
standpoint, Mr. Cloran rightly believed he was
conaigtent with himaelf in j-ining with them in
the provines of Quebee to defend provioeial
righta snd antonomy. He finds, with much
reason, that Home Rule, if it is good for Ira-
iapd, is equally good for Cannda ; and he has,
in consequence, labored with all liberal minds
for the cause of provincial autonomy, which ig,
in Osnsda, the condition peoessary to emsure
unionr and harmony among the differend races,
snd con:equently the condition essenvial to the
futare grandeur and prosperity of our country.
Mr, Cloran’s public and polivicsl career began
on ths 160k November 1885, when he was ua-
animously chossn at 3 meeting of cibizoue,
jointly with George H. Dubamel, now the
solicitor-genersl of the province, %o fill the
poeition of secrebary to the national movemens
thab was inangurated to sscure the defeat and
overthrow of Sir John A. Macdonsld'a govera-
ment for the mul-administration of vhe North-
wesb territories, and the execution of the leader
of the balf-breeds. He took & prominent pert
in the historic mass meehinﬁ of fifty thousand
people, sezembled, from all parts of the pro-
vince, on $he Champ de Mars, Montresl, where
he distingnished himeelf at one bound as an
orator capable of speaking ‘n bath the French
snd English langusges. He went through the
famous winter campaign in 1886,and during the
late provinoial elections he fought a brillisat
and viotorious battle in compnny with Messra,
Lanrier, Mercier, DBelleross, Dubamel and
Bergeron, which resulted in the final overthrow
of the old Conservative governmensd, sud the
goneral break up of the Tory and *‘Blan” party
which had controlled the destinies of Quebeo
almaosb noinanroptedly since confederation, No
one gontrib-vied motre to the establishmeno of
the Nationa’ sdminietration of the Hon.Hooore
Mercier in Quebec than Mr. Cloran, There was
pob a Notional candidate who made a vain ap.
peal to him for sesistance, Always in the
breach, and slways at the diwposal of his
friends, Mr. Cloran covered almost the entire
province ; he addressed mass meebinga in over
forty counties, and evergwhere he appeared be
wob the eteern and the confidence of the peo-
ple who heard bim, Tuthe short space of one
year be became one of the most popular orators
and one of the political lights of the previnge.
Mr. Cloran placed hinieelf ab the sorvice of the
Liberal pacty to hight ont the slection campaign
in Ontario, and put down the **No Popery "
brigade in favor of the Mowat adminiatration,
which ocarried the standard .of honesb govern-
ment and of civil and religicus liberty,
took ap ackive part in the sitrugrle in the
counties of Gleni:uy. Stormont and Presso
whera the thres Liberal candidates were eleg

by large msjorities, T thowing 8o he?i_hﬁn

t> go to Ontario to assist she Liberal vovern-
ment of Mr, Mowat, Mr. Cloran and his Quebec
friende oontributed much vowards giviog its
true signification to the Nationsl movement.
They oleacly praved thereby that in the minds
of none of them there never waa harbored the
sligbtest thought of & war of races, as was pre-
ten: d by the Tory press snd spealers ; that
far > m attewmptivg to divide snd separate the
diferant races, they were, on the contrary
ready and willing to streugtlien more firmly
than wver the bonde thab nmte us from one end
to the other of the Dominion, irrespactive of
race and cread. In the general elections of 1887
for the House of Commons at Ottaws Mr,
Cloran waa selected by the Liberal party as
their atandard bearer for Montreal Centre, one
of the largest sud most importand corstituen-
ciea in the Dominion. Albhough defeated, he
almoav doubled the Liberal vote given
in the election of 1832. Before becoming
one of out most noted public men Mr,
Clorae bad aoccasion, st different times,
to give proof of his evergy and ability in
occupying hoporary positions in a namber of
literary, athletic and national sud other organi-
zatious to which he was called by the confidence
and esteem of his fellow eitizens, It was thus
that be was elected presidend of the Oatholic
Young Men's Society of Montreal, in 1830 and
1881, He was shosen secretary of the Parnell
Raception Qommiteee, which was the grandest
accorded the great 1rish leader in hir memorable
visit tn Americs seven years azo. He haz filled
the oitice of prarident nf the Press Association
of the provinee of (Juebec. An amateur cf
Canadian sports he flllcd the oflice of president
of the Shamrock Liacrosre club., A Howme Rulr,
hn in premidens of the Montreal branch of the
Irish Natwonal Leagu:-. He was a delegate to
the Irish Nuativnal Conveotion at Chicgo in
1886, where he digvingnished himeelf by two
eleanect Zepeachts. He was chairman of the
o:ganizarton vhag gave Michael Davise, che
father of the League, s reception which hes
never bean surpassed for briliianey and eathusi-
asm, Meis the president of St Patrick’s So.

O’Brien, M.P, aditor ot United Ircland, on the
memarable occiica of the latver’s visit to Mon.
treal. Having abaoaoned journalism he pre-
pared himsclf for the tbar, and on on the Tch
July, 1887, ufter o gever~ and briliisnt examioa-
tiom, he was sdmiteed with honors te the prac-
tico of the law. Although still young in years
5Ir, Cloran haa acquired much vaiuaole experi-
ence, and, as has ben »een, has played an hon-
ornble end influential role ip :o0cietsy, apd baa
rendnved disvingriched service to his country,
Mr Cloran mariied, in 1882, Agnes, the third
davghter nt Michael Donovan, a leading Irirh
citizen «nd business mao of Montreal. Mr,
Clortan was appsinted Crown Prosecutor for the
city and disteics of Muntreal September 1, 1890,

| WHERE ST. PATRICK LANDED

A Visit to the Sacred Spot.

The Legends Connected With it snd the
Scenery Descrlbeds

——

As wo went along these pleasant roads, I
found mywelf wondering If S$. Patrick was
fond of gathoring the fowers that grow under
the hedge-rows in saoh abundance 1—had he

: favorite walk ?*—which view of the Quelle
or the Lough did he love mest te gaze on ! as
he rertad en hia way fram Saal te Rahelp,
whert yot stand the remalns of the oburoh of
that bely Bishep Tasiach, te whem was
given the privileges of nssisting at the ast
hours of S$t. Patrtok’s life and administering
tho last Sacraments te him, Here, by the
roadslde, ls & #pot that should be held very
dear ts all ; and yet, owing te what was oncse
s river having been drained away untilit
dwindled down to a litle stream, evan the
pame of the etream was lost, until acoldent-
ally disceversd by Mr. Hanna, a nctad au-
therity upen the ant quities of the locality.
In a pretiy nook not very far from Rahelp,
we come apon an old water-mill—its wheel
broken ; Ita ont-honse dlimantied ; 1ts little
water-ceurse alme:ct choked by wild-flowers ;
the grassy bank besride it lauxrlaat with
these beautifal umbrella like leaves that
make snoh bsnks always plotoresgue. In
elden times the streamlet that fows under

the mill-wheel was a river —the
Inver Slane or Slaney—and it was ap
this water course and  past this

very spot that Patrick sailed until he came
near t3 the hill whence Dicha looked ont and
saw vhe strange barque upon the Slaney.
Probably the Salnt and hie followers land-
od near where thia little mill stands now, and
prebably, toe, he often embarked hers to sail
In bis coracle Amengat tho lslands of the
Lough, fer in thoss daya the sen oame much
further inlind than it does now. As tlme
went on and land was drained and bsrriers
bails te keep ent the tide, the Slaney ceased
te be a river ; it dwindled slowly te a little
breok, the very name of which was so leng
forgotton that even the geod weman who
lives beside it oannot now give a single tradl-
tion cennected with the stop, while so many
memorles of the surronnding distriote
HAVE SURVIVED,

Oa a hilleck or rath near the read, te the
enst of Saul, and about a mile and a half dis-
tant from the latter, Is the little church ef
Bahelp er Rath-cclpa, whioh, small an it is,
whas & Blshop's church 1u St, Patrick’s time.
The building s 33!t long, 2lit. 4in. wide,
the east widowa played lnward ; there sre
seme curlonsly large etones In the walls, and
theelder and hawthorn—withent which I have
rarely meen the old churches—beautify the
ruin with their luxuriaug branches. What 1s
knewn of Bishop Tassach, who lived here.
and who was “ene ef the family ot Patrick
of prayers,” showa uas that {u those days a
nobleman waa pet above adding te his privi
leges and powers by the acquimtion ef haodi-
oraft. Tassach was a noblu ; he was alee a
gkilled artificer *‘of great endownient,” a
worker In gold and other metals, and it was
he whe covered with gold and adorned with
preclous gems the sacrad B aculus Jesu, or
Stafl of Jesus, which was the principal paster-
sl staff of St. Patrlck, and was thep, and
during many subecquent ages venerated ae
baving been used by Christ Himgelf when on
earth. There were many trad'tlens conneot-
ed with this staff. 1t laeald that while St
Patelock was in his country ke sp3at a time on
an lsland In the Tourenian rea, or that part
of the ocean which boonds tte Leuraine. In
the island Patrick fouud a hermit from tae
East who wae in poesession ef thls staff,which
was a relio of our Lord's ife among men ; an
ange! had prepared the hermlé for Patrick’s
visit, and bad inspired him to transmit the
ataff to the misslonary, Patrick, by whom [t
was sacredly kept througheut hin life. I bis
lectures, Proleesor O'Curry trantlates a very
curious traditien of the ** Baculna Jesm,” er

STAFF OF JESUS:

¢t Patrick took leave of German (his tutor)
then, and he gave him his blessing ; and
there went with him a trusty senior frem
Germag te take oare of him and te testify to
him ; Segetiua was hia name, and a priest In
orders, and it was he that performed the
effices of the Church under German, Patrick
went then upen the sea. nine in his number.
It wae then the tide cact him en an leland,
where he saw a new honse and a young
couple in it ; and he saw a withered old
woman at the deor of the house by their side,
¢ What has happened the hag ?' said Patrick,
sgreat Is her debllity.’ The young man an-
awered ; this le what he sald: *She is &
grand-daughter of mine,’ #aid the yonng man;

ene can almoent see the place where the beil of
Savl Abbey lies under the water. TFar it
happened once that, bearlog the planderers
were on thelr way to desecrate and rob the
monastery, the monks of the Abbey threw
their bell into the Qaolle to save it from the
marauders : and ever since the old Inhbabit-
ants of Lecale—those descended from the
people of these early days—from time to time
bear the bell ringing frem beneath the
waters ; then they know that sorrew is at
hand for them, or for someene belenging teo
them, ButlIf, at the same time, they hear
the seund of St. Mochay’s bell from Island
Mahee, they are conseled, for St. Mechay's
bell never rings but for joy %o its hearers,
whe then knew well that eut ef the comling
tribalation, patiently borne, will spring some

happiness  tenteld  greater than the
sorrow that preceded it, This bell of
St. Mochay ls in Ilke manner barled

in Strangford Lough, by Island Mahee,
or Inls Moochal, some nine miles to the north.

Miichu, whose elave the boy Patrick had
been.

Not long after his comlog te Sanl, as the
Salnt was journeying towsrds the north, he
happened to pass by a place where he saw a
youth of tender years herding swine, ss he
himself had dene In hie beyhood. Drawn
towsrds the yenth, Patrick speke to him and
quickly won his love, and awoke in him the
deslre te become a Chrlstian,

gaye the traditien, that only o mlcacle could
accemplish such a wonder, and, befers con.
t'nuing bis journey, St, Patrlck baptized and
and erdained the yeuth, giving him s copy
of the Gespels, This youth was Caoelen, the
grandsen of Milchu, with whem St. Patrick
had been In captivity. Soon aitsrwards the
Apostle placed Caolau over the laland, which
has ever since berne hls name, of which
Mahes is & corruptien. In those early times
there was much love and simpliclty amongst
Christiane, and frequently £ s Saint’s name
the word Mo (my) wae prefixed as a torm o
reverential sffection. Thus amenget his own
disciples the young and salntly Abbot was
Mo-Cnelan, which was gradually shortened
to Moohay, and finally became Mahee.

St, Mochal was a youth ef such exceeding
parity and sanotity of heart that angels loved
to walk In his foot: tspe, to speak with him,
and to admire his dillgence In nil thinge.
One dny, aleog with others from his monas-
tery, the abbot went to the words te cus wat-
tles for the building ef & church, Long before
the cther menks had flolshed their werk,
Mochal’s task was dene, and he kn¢it upon
the green award to pray, when ho heard a
deligt.tful bird singing in a bhawthorn tree
near at hand, And, having sung o while, the
bird sald :

#Thine i deligent work, O Mechal.”

It i» 80 required of us in tha service of
God,” suswered the salnt, “Whe Is speak-
ing te me ?” asked Mochal,

*An angel of Ged,” replled the bird, ‘‘and
1 am here to amuse thee she whils.”

1Al I like that well,” esld Mochal, and
he leaned up againet the hawthorn free and
Metened while the bright bird sang three
melodies ' of the harmeny of faith, of the
harmneny of hope, and ef tne harmony of the
leve of God, and each melody lasted but
twenty minntes, as it meemed %o the salnt.
Then, when the bird ceased, Mochal took his
burden home to the menastery, but ne man
there knew him ; he repalred so the church
te pray, and there he found an oratery which
bad been erected ene hundred and fifty years
befors to his own memory, For the melo-
gles sung by tte heavenly bird had listed,
oach one fifty years.

Such are some of the legends told of the
falands in Strangford Lough—Islanda and
lough which looked very vory beautiful as I
gaw them in the lovely May Verdure, that
olethed each hlll and dale, each fisld and
hedgerow, with tender lsaf and flawer, while
the young May #un lit up etream and river
and sea o glorlonaly that Lecals did (ndecd
jast then deserve its anclens title of Triocha
ched na sotllee—Territory of Light.—Mary
Banim in Dublin Freeman.

Since sbe left
It 1s reported the girl Currle haa becoms way-
ward, Heiae's tronble prayed npen his mind
until be rescived to end the matter aund re-
move from temptation tne three female mem-
bers of his houseneld. Two of them and the
muarderer himeelf lie dead in his home, whiie
at the hespital the third daughter lfes dylog
with a Dbullet in her neck and at his
home Chas. W. Taylor, a well known bard-
ware merohant, whoss name has been oen-
pectad with that of Mye, Heine, lles with
twe bullet heles in hia baok, B.fore the die-
covery of Heine's dead body officers acd
o t'zens were scouring the city in measch
of him, and bad he fallea inte the hands of
toe meb be wonll have been lynched. The
ttory of the murder o as follows: Charies
W. Taylor, while entering hia residence,
about 7 30 to.night, was rusbhed apon by the
murderer, whe fired two shota, both of which
tyok cfzot in the small of his back, Hels
atr1l alive, bus wiil bardly live, Shertly be-
fore 8 o' lock pesple In the viclalty of Helne's
house heard five platel shos fired o rapid
succeagion, and Maud, tae 13-year-old daugh-
tor, ran eut of the house and down tho atrect,
She progeeded but a ehert dietancs when she
fell, saying, *‘Father has shot me.” The
girl was taken to the heapital, where she now
lee in a critical conditlon, Three shots were
fired at her, all taking effzct, The lower
part of Heine’s honee was the scspe of a
muordorer’s most horritla work, and it shows
evidenoe of a desperate satruggle. The
kitohen was covered with bleed und every-
talng was In groat dlsorder. Jast outside
the back deor of the house lay twe bedlea,
Csrrie, the oldert girl, lay with ber face
ouvvered with bloed, the bullet having entored
tl:o left side of the face, passing upward to.
ward the braln, Denta resulted Instant'y,
Aorora her prestrate form lay Bertha, the
yonngett daughter. When found she wus
anoconsolous ard expired In fifteen minutes,
The bullet that caused her death entered her
head juet behind the left ear. In the front
ohamber wae found the dead body of Hoine
on the floor. A bullet had paesed threugh
his head from the revelver which lay at his

In conformity with the ioetruotious glven
by the Holy Father, there were propared,
seversl monthe ago throa dosigna for tho new
ohurch : one In Gothle architecturs, anather
fn renalseance, and the third in general ciacels
stple. These desigan were sent to the four
Archblashopa of Iceland, snd to threa other

in Ireland. The general opinfon of $hese
prelates was In favor of the design in the
renafmsance style, Thelr oplnion wam re~
ferred to his Helicesr, whe was pleased to
glve hie approval, Tae eilfice will rise clone
to the new College of the Iclsh Augas-
tiolan Fathors in the Vills Ludovisl
quarter of Rome. Thoe style adoptei In
that need in the era passing from the
Itale-Gothic te the classical and belongs ¢
the lattar part of the fomrteenth centary, an
epooch generally consldered as the peried nf
the renalsuance of art, The designs embrace
the methode of the great artiats of these
times, that Is, of Brunalleschl and of Arnolfe
dl Lapo. 'Thia etyle one oftin meets with in
many of the fine cathodrals in Italy, snd ee-
paclully in many of the cknrobes in Fiorenc:.

In the central nlche
will stand the statue of the Apostle of
Icelsnd, In proportion larger than the other
atatues, On the right of St. Patrick will be
placed the atatuss of St. Bridget, of St.
Laorence O'Taole, of St, Jarlath, and of St.
Dympoa, and on the left the statues of St.
Colamba, of St, Tormac, of St. Ita, and of
§t, Kiilan,

THE BENWELL MURDER.

Birchall’s Trial Commenced.

The Crewn Case Opened and the First
Evidence Heard —A Suspicious Letter.

Woonsrock, Ont., September 23rd.—The
Grand jury on Tuesday savening rendered a true
bill against J. Regioald Burcball, for the mur-
dez of Frederick C. Benwell. He wasarsaigned
on Monday morning. A jury was empsapnelled
withont any challenges. His Lordship Afr,
Justice McMahon presided and Mr. Osler Q@ C.
appearad for the Crowa the prisooer being de-
fended by Mr. G. T. Blackstock, Mr. Osler
briefly recapitulated the story of the disappear.
apoe of Benwell and the subsequent firding of
the body in the Blenheim Township, and des-
cribed the mcvements of thu two men,

One of the strongest points made by him waa
in reading a letter from Birchsll to Col. Ben-
well, which latter, though often referred to, hae
never up to this time seen the lighs of dey.
Following is the letver :—

Birchsll to Col, Benwell :

Please addrers Mesara. Birchall & Benwell,
P. O. box 313, Niagara Falls, Can. :

MY Dear Sir,—Wa arrived aaf:ly here after
a plensant journey, the sea bemg ratber rougher
than otherwise We came up by sleepiog car
from New York, and had a very pleasant time
indeed.

A cap
which will be identified as the kind of cap worn
by the persun with deceased on the wey to the
swamp waa aleo found in his possession. The
bodv was found abous 11 o’clock on the morniong
of Friday, February 2lst, which would be foar
days from Tuesday, the asy ou_ which the
murder is said to have been committed. They
bad plainly left the highway about the place
where the hunters trail to the lake hegan. Two
bullet holes were found in the back of the head,
one bekind the ear, another a listle to the right
of the centre of the head. No blood was seen
at first, bus after the snow was scraped away s
small qusntivy waa found.

Wiliam McDonald a ““farm agent” who
brought Birchell to Canada, was the firsy
witness but his evidence did not materially
advance the case.

Donglas R, Pelly was then called. He, it will
be remembered, i8 the other youog Englishman
who, with Benwell, accompanied Burchell and
hia wife 62 Canads, with a view to entering
into agricultural pursuite, Pelly told the story,
which is so well known, about how he negoti-
ated with Birchall and agreed to come to Uac-
ada tander certain oonditions ; how the

arty arrived in America and proceeded to
Buff.lo, His examinsation in chief was not con-
claded when the court rose abt six o’clock.
Before the cours closed for the evening the
Judge warned the jury to be careful wot to
discnss the case even with each other, and above
all avoid making up their minds until all the
evidence was equarely befora them, The court
then adjourned.

Neither the numbers of the tickets nor the names of their
purchasers are registered, for the very good reaton that lottery tickets are liable to frequently
change handa, A great care musb be taken of the ticketa ; if they are loat, the actual bearer may
presant them and claim the payment thereof, which the manager cannob possibly refuse, Pleass
nluo.ggdcneful to keep your tickets in good order, so that svery suspicion as to their identity be
avoided,

After the drawing plesse go through the official list to see if you bave drawn something. 1f
it convains your nomber, then you bave drawn the prize marked oppoeite that number. -

THE KITCHEN.

LAMBS TONGUES.

Six tongues three heaping tablespeonfala of
butter one large enlon, two slices of ocarret,
tbree allces of white turnip, three tablespoaa-
fals ¢f flour, enlt, pepper, a guart of water,
snd a buuch of sweet herbe, FPut the butter
and slfced vegetables In the stewpan and cook
slowly for filteen minutes ; than add the flour
and cook until brown, stirring well all the
while to prevert it from burnlog. Stir the
water into $his and when it beils up add the
tonguer, whioh muet have been previously
boiled for an hour ; ealt, pepper, and herbs,
Simmer gently for two hours. Place the
tonguea in the centre of a het dish ; arrange
the vegetables around them, straln the gravy
and pour over all, (Gurelsh with parsley and
serve,

HOW TO CURE HAMS,

Te six pounds of commen salt, add four
cuncse of saltpetre, elght ounces of treacle,
two ouncea of asltprunella, winter savory,
bay-leaves, thyme, marjoram, and a good
table-speonful of allspive, brnlse all these
things well together, and thoreughly rub
them ever and into the hams, with very clean
hands The rubbing-In must be repeated four
er five sunocesrive mornings, and the hams
must remaln 1n this plckle for ten daye
longer,

HOW TO SMOKE HAMS.

When the hame have been well pickled, as
shown in the preceding number, they must
be pressed bstween hoards with heavy stenes
to render them flat ; the hame sheuld remain
In prees for twenty-four heurs ; and, at the
end of that time, must be well rabbed sll
over with peasemeal mixed with a little salt ;
and are then te be smeked In a closed shed
or in the chimney, burning for thet purpose
some brancres of juniper or any other woed,
and somo sawdust. The smoking must last
five days. The bame, when is sufficiently
smeked, mu:t be kept In a coel place, They
will not be ripe for sceking betere s/x menthe
after thelr caring. Remember that a ceuple
of well-cured hams, kept In reserve for a
case of need, will always provea ready means
to realize some twenty-five shillings towards
paving the rent, ete.

THE =UNDEW,

Faw lovere of plants huve not gathered aad
admired the pretyy Hule Drosera or San.
dew, a den z.n of bogs with it amall red
isaves clothed with glands which are appar-
ently alwaye wet with dew on the hottest
summer day, and ¢legant ecape of minute
whits flowers epeniag only in the brightost
sunshino. Oo examinatfon It is seen that the
minute drops which hang on the glands ars
not the dew, but consist ¢f o viscid flaid
gtretched in threads from one t> anctaer;
and that numbers of minute Insecte ary cap-
tured In it and firmly held dewn by the en-
folding of the glands over thom. The leafls
{ndeed a veritable fly-trap. If a epacimen is
planted In a eaucer In damp sand, and a
minuote Inseot placed oa & leaf which was
before quite free, the glande will be seen te
bend over It, commencing with the ones
nearest to those that aotu:lly touch i, until
a: length every ginnd on the leaf bas bacome
inflecten, and the loscct Is  hoplosely Im-
prisoned. Long before this it has, however,
prebaoly almest cossed to move ; and that
the movement uf the glands le not the resuls
of the mechanlieai irritstioc from the struggles
of the insect s proved by the fact that the
outermost marginal glande do not icld ever
until the struggles of the Insect have
ceaged.

A BOILING LAKE.

There Is a lake of bolling water in the
Island of Dominlos, lying In the mountaing
bohind Rouneau, and io the valleyas enrronad-
ing it are macy sclfataras, or velcanic wul-
phur vents, Ia facr, the bolling lake is Iit-
tle better than & orater filled with scaldlog
water, conctantly fed by mountsin streams
and through which the pent-up gases find
vent and are ejected, Tne temperaturs of
the water on the msrgin of the lake rasges
from 189 degrees te 190 degrees Fahrenhseit ;
ip the middle exaotly over tha gan vents it ls
believed to bo 300 degrees. Where this
active action t1kes place the water is eald %o
ri-e two, three er even fcur fect bove the
general surface of the lake, the cone often
dividing so taat the orifices toursugh which
the gan escapes ate legion in number. . This
vielent disturbance ever the gas jot catuses a
vielont sotlon over the whole eurface ef the
lake, and though t1e cones appear to be
specinl vents, the enlphurons vapore rise with
equal denslty over ito entire sarface. Con.
trary to what one would suppote thers seems
to be in no osse vielsut action of the esoaplog
geaes, puch as explosions ef detenation. The
water I3 of » dark gray oolor, and, having
been boiled over and over for thoussunde of
yoary, has hesome thick and tllmy with sal-
phur.  As the inlete o the lake are rapidly
clesiag it is bolleved it will setume the ohar-
actor of a geyser or anlpharens character.

A CANAL THROUGH THE POLE

A Londoen engloeer, Mr., H. A, H. Daus-
ford propuses amulivcasing the (Limnta of the
Arotic regions by blarting a channel through
the polar fos by mesns of dynamite, This,
he believes, would permlit the warm odean
currents te pass the pele, retiining anffictent
hent te keep the channel free fromfoe. Direct
gommunication between Atlantlc and Faolfio

would he given, viluable lands and fisherles
woold be epened ‘up, and the sterms and
dangers of tho North Atlantio would be re.
duoed. Nstare seems to be tlowly opening
the channel unaided, tho fco barrier on the
east oomst ef Greenland being in staady te-
treat, and Hadeon’s Bay helng epen 20 days
longer each season than 200 years ago.

Qn acoeuat of ite fes]ation,as
well as of ita superficis]l ares, this sen re-
sembles cur Black sea, Hitheits it has al-
ways been observed as unilerm and nearly
clrenlar, but last June Mr, Schiaparelli, of
the Milan obeervatory, dlacovered that the
sea was ont in two by a yellow band which
divides 15 {nto nuequal parts, A Jake, aome-
what aimilar to our Liske Tzsehad, was aleo
neticed t> have been divided Into two parts,
At the same time an excellent and very
minute ebserver in kngland dlacevered that
five immense canale were also divided inte
two parts by three straight lines abselusely
parallel to each other in the same manner
that a certain numbsr of engimatlc cansls
were neticed to bave been divided seme
years ago. ‘hat con these seas, l:kes and
canals that divide themeelves up in this
manner, be? As Inhab tinta of this earth
we huve only sur observatories and terres-
trial idear in eur minds, These are Insufii-
clent to divise what takes place in another
world, but euch dlscoverles are none t:a
l=es weorthy of all eur atlention.” -- M,

The young chickenn shorld not be remeved
uLal teeuty-isur boars sfior tacy all are
antehed,

Young colckens sbenld be fed regularly
and often uotil five or mx wecks old.

I7 lntandsd for marzevng they should be
fayoed and marketea e.rly; early spring
cnlckens pay boet.

Xt tha chickens have heen iiborally fed they
w L1 be in pt:me copditien: {or the table witn-
out any oxtra fattening,

In ralsing fowls for market, na a rule, the

It does nct matter very much what the hive
is, if it be ae good am & tight box, It is in
the Intereat of many peraocna to extol the
merits of the chaff hives, It ls not doubted
thot » chaff hive 18 & good hive ls & quertien
whether it la better witu or withuut the
cbeff. Many bee-koepers, if they ueod
deuble-wall hives, would lesve out the chaff
altogetuer, A beginner bought in the apring
gevere coloples In chaffl hives, He did not
give thom much attention becanse he had
farm-work te do. Late In the summer tho
bess were dlacovered te be overrun by moth
worme. Toe ahafl had been a convenient ness
place for them. The bees are worthlas«.
Thia, of cousse, ia the fault of the censtruc-
tion of the hive, utd ef the owaer, butin bee-
keeping, as In anything clse, it dees not pay
to watch uaelsss cracke and orevicee. The
doublo-wall hive is sulfizlent with the vacant
dead-air space. If anythiug bs bstter than
anc taer to fill the space, it is mand. That
will ald to tho weight, but prevent tas hive
from blowlng away ; and what i It does
make it heavy 7 The erdlnary chafl hive is
too heavy and cumbereome lor ens mesn to
osrry easlly—apd that is one great bar 1) ite
ure. But we do not want a double-wall hive
—:hat ls to eay, it le net necessary. Tried
side by sido with elngle-wall hives, the ohaff
ark has proved to bo an inferier winter nesting
place. Batif it Is not izferfor, If equal to
the singls-wall bive, what la the obj:ot of
having 1t, eince {t {a double fa price as wal.
aa walle. List us suppete that we have wasted
no monay enchs(f, and have single wall bives.

until 1t becomes stiff and ocomparatively
tough, ehake a 11:t'a liur over it, and agiin
cover it ip with a blanket to keep it warm,in
order to aseint its fermentstion, If properly
mansged, the fermeutation olil ke accon.-
pliehod in rather lees than half an beur,
Moeunwhile that the bread fe belng thus far
propared, you will have heated your over to
a ectisfactory kegroe of neat, with » rufficient
qasatity of dry, smsll wcod faggoss ; and
when all the woed is burnt, eweep out the
oven clean and fres from all ashes. Divide
your dough Into four.-pound loaves, kooad
them Into round shapas, making o bols at the
top with your thumb, and immediately pat
them ont of hand tote the oven to bake,
cloalog the oven donr upen them, Ia whout
two hours’ time they will ba thorouylly
bakod, and are then to be faken out ef the
oven, and nllowed to become qulte cold be-
fore they are put away in the supboard.

It Is known af the Potterville
oxpress and was ruoning as the rate ef at
Jesst 38 to 40 miles sa hour. It had on
basrd frem 125 to 150 passengere and it
osmaiated of engine, tender, mall and expresa
asri and three passenger oara. Above
Shoemokersville. abent fifteen milen above
thia oity, there Is a aurve where the railread
je abomt 18 te 20 feet higher than the
Sohuylklll river. Here mhortly befere six
o'clook a frelght traln ranm into a coal tratn,
throwlng several cars of the latter on the op-
peslte track, and before the train hands bad
time to go back te warn any approaching
traln of the dunger the Potteville expresa
came around the ourve and ram Int> the
wrecked ocoal cars enits track. The engine
went down the embankment, followed by the
entlre traln with its human frelght. The
acsne wae one of great herrer. The crles of
the imprisonsd passengers wers hesritendlng.
Some of the passengers managed to orawl out
of thelr pricon and arcuse the noighberheod,
Werd was telagraphed to this clty and help
sammened, but sli infermatinn waa refused
at thia polnt by the railcoad officiale, Phyel-
olana and surgeona and three hundred work-
men were taken te the apet by the company,
and with the ald of a travalling sleotrla light
plant ths work ef olearing away the wreok
was at onoe progeeded with.

The lows of life was very great. Those
mont serlously injured st Readlog were taken
to the hospital and the othexs were irans-
ferred to thelr homes, Thore nre but six of
the wounded passengers lef In the hospital,
Seventean of $he dead were taken to Reading,
prepared for burial, acd then sent to their
dostinatlens. The body of Gsorge Lambert,
of Tamanqus, has been receverred, making
the number ef dead swenty-ome. 1t {s be-
lleved that there are more bedies In the water
and that these end the deatiz liat.
