Miraclis few soholarly men have
the ceurage to tress with respect, It seemn
aettled, at least tor the time, by the physi-
ofsta of Enrope and savants and metaphy-
solane o! Goermany, that whatever elee may
be true aboxt Christlanlty, thers is no need
of considering apv farther the poseibility of
events like the Resurrectina,” This is the
lapguage of an Amerloan Pi.:eatans diviae
regarding tha oradls land of Bible Rafurm—
the land of Luther.

'Tne London Uoslverse printed
May 1t, 1881—*In tha May oensns of
churohea {n Lnadon., 1880, of 57 places of
warahip enly 11 had 100 present tn more than
oae-half not 50 attendanta wers counted. In
oge there were 10 ; In a second 9 ; In & third
8; In a fourth 4 ; (o u filth bui 2 were proa-
ent, the claromnn’s aalaries In thess churches
amoant te $220 000 per year.” S mll:r eea-
tistloa of seventy oitles of Eogland and Wales
show a like decrease in a'tendance, John
Bright said in Parljament in 1830—¢‘Nearly
one-half of the Pretestanta et E .gland and
Scetland do not go church at a1l Many
after belog married never to see the inslde of
a ocharch any more, Ssme naver go to churoh
after belng ohristened” (baptiz:d.) A mem-
ber of Parliament frem QGlasgow declared
that ‘‘one-third of his cunstituency never
wert te any place of werabip,”

Mr. J. A Froude, LL.D., Protestant hie-
torian, a bitter opponent of Oatholloity, and
nn ardont defender of all the reformers, arys :
*There fa po resl alternative bstween the
Oatholic Charch and atheism.” He says:
! From some oause it teems Protestant minie-
tera dsre net speak, dare net think, like their
tathere. They are not lreking for whatis
true ; tbey are laoking fer arguments to
defend positieans whioh they know t» be in-
defanslble,” Of Proteatant natlens he says .

KEEEFING VEGETADLES,

The best way to keep vegetablea for wintr
uie such for exrmple as tarnips, ocarrots,
parenips, ls thas explained in the Apvioaitur.
it :—*¢ One of the moat convenlent i to pack
them In boxes in a cool csllar, filllogin all
the lnteritlces compactly with slightly @amp
moss or sawdust, or with sand, Sawdmt
ansawers well, but the boxen heldirg It shonld
not cortaln over two or thres baahele, or it
will be Mablo to heat by fermentlug, The
monn ueed by nurserymen Is tho kind to be
employed ; or the moss whioh may ba collact-
ed from damp and demee woodx, to be fitted
for packlog by breaklog up fiae, Sind does
well, but Is rather heavier te handle than
sawdost. In packing the vegetables s layer
of the packiog is firat e be deporited on the
bettom ef the box an Inch or twe thlok; thea
a layer of the vegetables, filling in all the
apaces betwosn them, and another layer of

the paocking, and so on till the box {e foll, If
properly dons all of such vegetabl:s as are
samed (which are Iablo to diy and sbrivel)
will keep lomp and fresh a!l wictsr. Pare-
nips and vegetatls oysters for spring use are
better by remalning tn the groond s)l winter,
Thoy may be prepared for wintsr nee whils
thus remaining by eovering vhe gronad over
them wita half a foot or a feot of dry forest
leavee, the layer of whiob ls lifted where they
are te be dug. A light coverlng of evergreen
brush will prevent the leaves frem belog
blewn away. .

ABOQUT POTATOES

————

A few pofiunts in Connectlon with tho famous
tuber—-1ts friends and onemses,

A few jotting sboub the patate may be of in-
tereas in view of sha preseny unfortunate stave
of thinga in Ireland, where hthe tubor bas barn
a standing  Gieh ever since Rsleign intruduoed
it into this island. Numeroua allusions to this
fact occur in the p.pular literature of the six-
teenth sud sighteenth centuriea. Swift for 10
staunce, epeaks characeeristically of the families
of Irish farmere as *‘ living in filth and nastiness
{+i¢) tpon buttermilk and potatoes.” Thisisnot
very polite ; but Irisbmen gan forgive a goud
deal to the auvher of the Drapier {let.ers, Gay
spsin, in his bepherd'sWeek, tells us that while
¥ loek to the Welsb, to Durchmen bubter’sdear,”
and while ** oats for their feast the Scotich
stepherds grind,” * ot Irieh swain potato w
the cheer,"” That the nse of potato wae by no
mesna gommon in Iogland even at a period
subsequead v1 that of Gay and Swifo is nmusi-
ogly proved by the following passage from che
autobi.grapby of the late Sir Rowland Huli's
father :—Ahout the year 1750 my uncle, haviog
heard vf pntatoes, purchaeed sowe aand planted
them io hie garden, At harvest time be gath-
ered some of the balls from the top, aud, ot
course found them unearable. He letr she
sieme o wither uotil he wished to retill the
gard-pn, wheu be found, to his utter astoni h
m ng, under the ground a moet excellenu crop
Yt 1o wae mors than & century apd a halt be-
fore the date given that the tuber was intro
duced. Sir Johu Hawkios issometimes credited
with hoving forestslled Raleigh in thls matter
by about three and tw-nty yesre, bus the p ano
ia purted by the former was probaby the
‘‘pataca’’ or rweet potatv. Gerrard, m his
* Herbal "' { 597), refere to the sweet potato a»
*“the ¢hnmimon potate,’’ and iv is in this arp ©
that the word may generally understood when
usrd by Euglish writers down 1o the middle ot
the weventeenth century—ar, for instane«, by
Shuk-sprare] whs makes not only Falstaff but
Thersities talk familiary of potatose. Disting-
mshiog Kaleigh's povato—to which he gave the
batanical name, still retained, of Solanumn
tubsrsume—{rum the ** common pobato,” Gerard
waxed very entbusiastic overthe wirtues of the
former, and cavsea bimeelf te be represenved 1n
vhe frontispiece of his bo k with a potavo plant
in hia bsnd  Another botanical writer ot tha
same period describes the potato as * the most
excollent gift of a benignant Deity—a plesant
duinty for the rich, and the poor man's daly
bread,” Oun the other hand. sue potato has had

IT8 BITTER ENEMIES,

A seventeenth century writer classes It among
“malignant and venomous plants,” and, more
than & huundred yeare later, the reduubtahle
William Cobbett called it a "lazy rous,” a
‘'villain roob,” the **roos of alovenlinees, filuh,
mirery, and skavery’ and other presty things
In France. till Parmentier tanght his country-
men better, the use of the patato was believed
1o be condutive to leprosy, and the tuber wss
c usidered bardly good enough to give to the
p'ge. Auvirne Avgustin  Parmentier was
born in 1737, and four yeara ago the people
of his pative town of M mtdidier c-l brated
with much pomp hia victory on the bebalf of
the once dewpised “root.” He beoams acquaint-
ed with ite virtues while a prisoner of war
in Prussia, and on his release eodeavoured in
eviry prasible way 61 overoomehiscountryman's
prejudices on the sut j-ot. He au last attasined
suocess by inviting the wavonta of Paris to the
bauquet, ohitfly composed of potatoea cooked
33 aifferent ways. The late men ate and
approved, and soon the potato beoame qoite
a foahionable dieh, ite glory and Parmentier's
reaching & climax when Lounis XVI. apprared
at & Vioreailica f&e wearing a bn qusab of priato
b'ossom in his coat. Parmenticr died in 1813,
snd round bis monument in the cemetety of
pére Lischnise is & psrterre, which is esown
scuuslly with potatoes. Ibshould be observed
wbat the prejadice agafnst the tuber t0 which
reference haa been made is noy wholly ground
iess, since the general property of bdbhe natural
urder of plants to which iv belonga 18 seientifip:
ally described as “narcotiz and poisonous,” and

usivvitiog, The order iu qaertion includes
gom8 GO epecies, of which the b=st koown
are—be-ides tha potato—the tomate, capsicum,
bubacco, and pight-hade.
