Tbat two sanguinary batùLesý
b ave been ifoughiio the Crinea-thaL tie.RuSians
bavé been- defeated on bath occasionsý wit l great loss,
are. faets well established. Not so certain -is the re-
*potof the capture of Sebastopol ; though tilere is
every reason to believe that, by titis time, the flags
of the Allies wave over ils wals, and that the Rus-
àian:fleet within its parts, is eiflher destroyed, or the
prize of -the victors. The following-are the details
of, the proceedings, as abridged from the itelligence
biought by the Balti:-

On the 14th Septemnber, the Allies landed without
opposition, on the l9th, they commenced ther march
towards Sébastopol ; on the 2th, tbey feuii with
the Russian arxny, about 50,000 strong, welI sup-
plied with cealry and artillery, strongly posted, un-
der the command of Prince Mensehikoif, en the
hei ghts co mmanding the Alma, wlich they seenied
determined to hold to the Iast. The Alires at once
eharged the enemy, and carried the entrenchinients at
the point of the bayonet, wvith a loss to themselves of
about 2,800 mien i illed and wounded-and o! near
7,000 to the Itussians, who ivere foreed to retreut.
0fte English no officers of rank %vere injured ; of
the Frenteh, iwe regret to learn that Generals Tho-
gasson andi Canrobert wvere both ivouaded ; the for-
iner, it is feared, fataly.

The enemy fei baok ; and again, on the 23rd, of-
fered batie on the plains of Ialantai. Again the
JF'Lussians iwere routed irith sei-ere loss, and wvere
driven to their entrenchments before Sebastopal,
clo.4ely pursued by the victorious Allies. In tiese
entrenchments te Russians again made a stand, but
no further official despatches have as yet been re-
ceived. The report is,-and it is very probably truc
-that after a %warrti attack, by. sea and land, the
garrison of Sebastopol surrendered to the nuniber of
9,2,000 men ; thus-tog-etiier tith their lasses in
killed, wounded, and prisoners, on the previotis days
.- xnaking the total losof 40,000 ta the Russian
arrny in a campaign of ten days. Of the 'Russian
,vessels i fhe part, eight, it is sad, vrere sunk, and
the eilierssurrendered. Thére are howver tome dis-
t reprincies i these reports; but wce trust that thc ar-
rivai of the Africa, which ivas to sail on the 7th,
will cOnfirm the intelligence o!f thc capture of Se-
bastopal.
