editorial note. As to the feast of St
Joseph we desire to specialiy call the
attention of our faithful Catholic friends
that while the 19th of the month is speci-
ally set nside to honor the patron of the
Church and of our Province in particular,
the whole of Muarch is consecrated to the
glory of good St. Joseph.  He, who had
the honor of being the foster father of ouir
Divine Lord, and who was the specinl
guardian of His Holy Mother, whose
humble life was dedicated to the duty
of esrning—as a poor carpenter—the
bread that was to feed the Holy Family,
he, who was privileged to such a high
degree, is to-day one of the most power-
ful advocates thut our human race pos-
sesses in heaven. In honoring St. Joseph
we honor the Blessed Virgin and, above
all, we pay homage to Christ Himselll
The Almighty had chosen this lowly man
of Nazareth to fulfil one of the grandest
missions ever given to a creature of the
Eternal to perform.  Faith{ully and
grandly did he walk the path which the
finger of God had traced for him and he
has leit us a life-example that it should
be theduty of every true Catholic to
imitate to the best of his ability. Never
has anyone had recourse to St. Joseph
who asked in vain, and during this, his
own month, we should redouble our ex-
ertions in paying homage and veneration
to him and in begging of bim to inter-
cede for us before the great Throne, algo
to wateh over the Church and the Holy
Father, especially during his jubilee

year.

St1. THOMAS AQUINAS, was born in 1226
and died in 1274, 1n the forty-eight
years of his life he performed miracles
of work in the cause of God, and added
to the philosopby and theology of our
religion, more than any other man that
ever lived—especially considering the.
short lease of life that he was granted.
He was educated in a monastry at Monte
Cassino. He entered the Dominican
order, at Naples, in 1243. He was sent
to Cologne, where he became a pupil ot
the illustrious Albertus Magnus., While
2 student he was so silent that he was
called “the dumb ox.” Albertus one
day said : “ You call Thomas a dumb ox,
but he will yet bellow out his learning
so'loudly that the whole universe will
hear him.” He went to Paris in 1248
At the age of twenty-two he became a
professor at Cologne. He subsequently
taught theology iv. Paris and in 1258 he
immortalized himself by his decision on
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the Blessed Eucharist, which he deliver-
ed before the Univemity of Paris, He
is admired by the present Pope to such
a degree that he has recommended the
works of St. Thomas ax the text-books
for the great theological schuols. He
has been called the * Angelic Doctor”
on account of the heavenly mildness of
his character, and has been styled * the
Doctor of the Schools” on account of
his immense learning and the important
works on philosophy and theology that
he haas left to the scholastic world. His
feast is that of the class of philosophy in
all our colleges. On his way to the
Coonel of Lyons, in 12714, he was called
from his labors by the Almighty and

died in the odor of sanctity.

in the sehnolroom or some oul-of-lhe-wiy eup-
board. but tn the chureh ttgelf 3 and this for the
allsullicient reason that many peopie will read
gladly & book thut te put into their hands,
though they would not take the trouble to
seek out a library for themselves, We sincerely
bope that the Cardlnal’s scheme will be a
striklug success, and that it will be taken up
in other dioceses. We trust nlsg that the de-
mand lor books which these librarles must
create will lead to an increase of Cathollclitera-
tureol a popular character nt a moderate cost.
We want historical works, bouks of dovotlon,
of blography, and of theolugy, midway be-
tween the grentl and learpned treatises, which
are nuknown even by naume to the bulk of Can-
tholies, and the cheap publications of the Cath-
olic Truth Society. We Catliolics are some-
times oo upl to fancy thal becauseé we know
the chilef articles of Lthe faith we have no more
tolearn. Hitherto the want of opportunity to
rend has stood in the way of an Inerease ot
knowledge ; but when jevery church has a col-
lectlon of books proporiloned to the slze of the
congregation, wy may look for a great increase,
not ouly of religlous intelllgence, but of prac-
ticul devotlon.”

LET us coNTRAST the expressions of two
members of the British House of Com-
mons,—the onean insignificant, unheard-
of Unionist, the other a prominent and
distinguiahed member of the English
Bar. There are a number, & great num-
ber, of voting-machines in the British
Parliament. They would remain forever
unknown were it not that their names
are, from time to time, called out in a
division and recorded in the lists of the
Honse. Sometimes, at rare intervals
however, one of these no-bodies does
actually catch the speaker’s eye, and
rises o express either a very meaning-
less platitude or else to make a regular
jackass of himself, by braying out some
grotesque or eccentric remark. Of this
class the world has suddenly learned that
there is one called Dane. Very probably
a descendant of that barbarous and rob-
ber tribe, that under the standard of its
black and illomened raven, came down
upon the coast of Ireland many hundreds
of years ago. This Dane arocse the other
night to inform the House of Commons
that he had “ never listened to such an
insane proposal as that sketched by the
Prime Minister.” It is well known that
all madmen believe everyone and every-

thing except themselves to be erzy or
insane. Afterthis very wise remark, the
said Dane proceeded to give hia explana-
tions, which consisted in the announ-
cement that it was the “lixed determin-
““ation of the loyalists of lreland to have
“nothing to do with an Irish Parliament
* —the Bill virtually asked them to set
“up a Popish DParlinment and the as-
“cendancy of the Church of Rome.”
Having said all this Mr. Dane sank back
into the obscurity out of which he had
just papped up and the waters of rational
debate tlowed over him and covered up
his personality forever. Sir Edward
Clarke, a bright light in the realm of
British jurisprudence, yet a bitter op-
ponent of Mr. Gladstone and Home Rule,
in opening his speech agninst the
mensure said:

“ During the last seven years the world had

seen with admiration the unflagging enthu-
slasm with which Mr, Glaudstone had devoted
himselt to this cause, andthere would be but
one sentimenlt amonyg members ot all partles
—~that of congratulation that the right honour-
able gentlemnan had been spared lo give the
House so splendid an example of phiysicat and
iutellectunl power as they had just witnessed.”

There are samples ol two opponculs vl
the Irish cause : one an educated gentle-
man of mark, whose opposition 13 diet-
ated by conviction, the othera petty toot
of an orange faction whose narrow mind
cannot conceive anything good in an op-

poncnt.

The numerous incidents,
brought in for the purpose of relieving
a lengthy drama of all the weight that
must necessarily fatigue the most inter-
ested audience during five long acts, are
of a genuine character, and noteworthy
on account of all absence of low carica-
ture of the Irishman, In fact, t' re is
something elevating in the whole play,
for the very wit and humor parts are of
a class to show to the world how the
Irishman can be funny without being

dor of thetrinmphant ecclesiastical rituat.
Indeed, the fete has been already inau-
gurated by a vidunm in the gorgecus
Church of the Gesu, wnere the Romans,
the trusty native Romans of the sucient
stock, testitied their atlection tor the
person of their benign Chief Pator.  An-
thems pealed exultingly ; the rosary, i
novo lnbaro della Chiesz, us 1t i3 terned,
the new war-banner of the Church, wus
recited; and the Mozt Hu'y Sacrament
was elevated on Lhe first evening by the
Pupe's Maestro di Cumera, on the second
by his Maggi rdomo, and on the thinl
by Cardinal Rampolle; and kuees were
bent in humility, and souis upraised in
petition to the Throne uf the Almighty
that He might preserve Leo XILi. ad
multos annos to conduct His Church
along the path of peace and security.
The eloguent Father Zocchi preached
three sermons on the nussion of the Pa-
pacy, the sweetner and strengthener of
the universe, on Lthe inseparable glory of
Italy and the Papacy, und on the actual
Pontiff, who is first among Lulians.

And that he is the firat there can be
no doubt, not merely by his exalted po-
sition, but by bhis virtnes and talents.
That fragile, gray-haired old man, with
sagncious eyes, the brow of wisdom, and
the plastic lips of eloguence, would be
one to be noted in u muhitude did
he never enjoy the august dignity
of Christ’s Vicar on earth, which lilts
him to such a giddy attitude above his
contempoiaries. Gifted with foresight
and prudence beyond the common, y-t
bold and energetic, brondiy experienced,
clement, and bounteous, he has the
scholarship and character united to the
amiability and knowledge of men, which
impart such & powerful influence to an
individual apart from the prestige of
rank. We do not allude to his abstemi-
ousness, his industry, nor his polish, no
more than we do to the charm and  ac-
curacy of his divagations into Latin
verse ; these are but the accidentals of
his Pontificate. The qualities which
count forstatesmanship, und the prudent
guidance of the marvellous machine nn-
der his control, are those which appeal to
us, at the moment, and which awake our
unstinted praise and admiration.

Without seeking to institute compari-
sons belween the two last cocupants of
Peter’s Chair, it seems to us that Leo
XILL. comnes near to the Frenchmen's
ideal, a8 expressed in the last work from
his pen, “ Choses Vues.” He marches
a breast of the age. His vision is as ex-
tensive na some beacon. high-raised,
which casts i'8 beams of light over long
levels ot land and sea.

He is the foe of the abominable slave-
trade in Africe, endeavoring to put it
down by houest, sincere zeal, not by ex
tended over-grown terntories, or giving
to commerical syndicates the power of
nations. His Holiness is not like those
who loudly talk of spreading the light of
progress and the Gospel, whilst sedulons-
ly pushing the sale of quick-killing ram
Ly the persunsive means of quicek-firing
gurs.

In the United States we find & dele-
gate of the Holy Father mediating be-
tween the heirarchy and the priesthood,
acting by mild methods of counse! and
conciliation, and sensitive of offending
the native jealousy of the Republic.

In France, where the Republic has
now existed for over twenty-two years,
the same iscreet cnurse is adopted,
The interests of thie Church are to be
considered foremost and are to be safe-
guarded ; but those of the State are to
Le respected. Frenchmen are recom-
mended to be good Republicans, and
theintrigues of B mapartists, Legitimists,
Ocleanists, Boulangists, or whatever the
fnctions are called which aresapping the
vstnbhshed rule, are frowned dowa at
the Vilican.

[n Sp.in the Holy Father is equally
severe on conspirators, although those
conspirttors profess to be among the
most ardent adlherents of the fuith, In
Ludy the curse of Musoury is inveighed
against, not that Masonry, which muay
be often an innocuous convivial tom-
fuolery in  Eagland, but the secret
orgamzition  whose morals may  be
guthierea trom the circumstance that its
Grand Master, Adriano Lemnii, was con-
demued 1n bis youth to a year's im-
crisonment for theit at Marseilles.

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ROMAN NEWS.

(From the Washington News.)

The solemn beatification of venerable
Francesco Saverio Bianchi, professed
priest of the Congregation of Regular
Clerks of St. Paul, known as Barnabites,
was solemnized on a recent Sunday in
the Salla della Loggia of the Vatican.
The ceremony, although snnounced for
3 o'clock, did not commence until after
4. The Salla della Logygin, where the
beatification took place, was beautifully
decorated and illuminated, and the at-
tendance very numerous, His Holiness
entered the hall, accompanied by the
full ecclesinstical court, for the custom-
ary veneration of the newly-beatified,
and at the termination of the ceremony
accepted a  handsome  religuary,
some flowers, and a number of
volumes treating of the life of the suint,
from the Procurator of the Order.

On the Feaat of the Virgin Martyr St.
Agnes the Holy Father received f.n.)m
the Chapter of the Lateran Archbasi'ica
two white lambs, adorned with tlowers
and ribbons, sunual tribute due to that
reverend chapter from the Church and
Canous of the Basilica of St. Agnes, with-
out the Walls, and destined to furnish
the woul for the confection of the Sacred
Pullia for the use of the Sovereign Pontif
himself, the Patriarchs, Primates, Arch-
bwishope, and by special privilege some
few Bishops. These lambs had been pre-
viously solemnly blessed with the cere
monies of rite, after the Pontifical Hign
Mass that morning in the Basilica of St.
Agnes, above mentioned, in presence of
the first master of ceremonies ot the La
ternal Archbasilica, by whom, together
with & mace-bearer and a1 wansiouarius
of the same archbasilica, they were con-
veved to the Vatican Palice for presen-
tation tv His Holines by the two Camer-
lenghi of the Laternal Chapter, and were
linally, through intermediary of the dean
of the Sacred Rota. consigned to the care
of the nunsul the Benedictine Monastery
of St. Cecilsa, in Trastevere, until the
time of shearing for the preparations of
the Pallia in questiou.

There were three scenes in the be-
stowal of the Cardinniute, each of which
I had the privilege of witnessing, says a
Roman correspondent to the Liverpool
Catholic Times. First scene: Lhe Eng-
lish College. There wag 2 goodly gath
ering in the large passage on the first
tloor outside the Archbishop’s room, con-
sisting almost entirely of English Cath-
olics, awaiting the arrival of the mes-
senger from the Vatican. The Avch
bishop received the message that he had
been appointed a Cardinal standing out-
side his reception room, and after n few
words in Italian he delivered an address
in English, in which he spoke much of
the devotion of the English people for a
thousand years to the See of St. Peter,
and then of the wrong done to the Viear
of Christ by placing him in his preseut
crippled position. One seemed in one
part of the address, to be catching
the echoes of the last words, or
nearly so, of St. Thomns of Canter-
bury, who lodged on the very spot
where we then stood—I wmean his
answer Lo his murderer’s question. * Of
whom do you hold your Bishopric
“In spirituals of God, and of the lord
Pope—in temporals, of the king.”  The
Archbishop who addressed us has no
“temporals” for which to thank the
sovereign ; but, like St. Thomas, he
holds his * spiritualities” of God and the
lord Pope. Second scene : The Throne-
room. I was fortunate enough to be
present, with but few others, at the
second and most interesting stage—the
giving of the biretta. [ was standing
close tu the throne, and counld watch the
features of the Pope and Cardinal. Each
Cardinal comes up to the throne and
receives the red biretta from the hands
of the Pope himself, who plnces it on the
head of tha Cardinal ashe kneels before
His Holiness. There was no mistaking
the special affection with which the Holy
Father saluted Cardinal Vaughan, as he
placed his bands on his shoulders after
placing the biretta on his head. But
the most wonderful thing was the alio-
cution which the Holy Father delivered
after giving the biretta to each of the
Cardinals. It has never been my lot
to witness auything similar. 1 heard
Pio Nino deliver » short address on the
“ Finding in the Temple,” but beauti-
ful as that was it could not be compared
with this. The aged Pontiff on this oc-
casion stretched out his hands, moved
them to and fro and backwards, as he
spoke, rose in bis seat and sank back,

and then returned, as it were, to his
task, His eyes spoke, his thin, pale
face ncemed perfectly illuminated, and
his whole being appeared on tfire. He
spoke in Latin. A German close by me
remarked ; * It is like & miracle.” Third
scene: The Sala Regiu. This, of course,
was the most impostng, though not so
deeply interesting as the second stage.
As the Pope was borne in on his sedia
gestatoria he seemed to me far more
vigorous than on a similar occasion last
year. [t was interesting to see him on
the throne with Cardinat Vanghan kneel-
ing before him, and the hat, which will
one day hang on his bier and never used
again, I believe, until then, now sus-
peuded over his head, which was covered
with his hood, and then the head uneov-
ered and the hat laid by, and the Cur-
dinal, full-blown, saweep. back to his
place. Iv was a beautiful sight to sce
his fine ligure bending to each Cardinal
in turn to receive and give the kiss ol
pexrce ; and England thereupon took he:
place in the S:icred College.

ILEROINES

IN REALITY AND IN ROMANCE.
Judlth, .Joan of Arc. Elizabeth of Hun-
gary, Marguerite Bourgeovs, and
Others, in Contrast with Ideal
Heorolnes.

In this age of chesp literature there
are few of us who could cnnscientiousiy
p'ead not gnilty to the charge of novel
reading, and there are few amongst habi-
tual novel readers who have not then
own particularideal heroine.

Heroines abound on every side. There
in the gentle heroine, the haughty
heroine, the wilful heroine, the helpless
heroine, whose principal emotion is grief
over the uselessness of her “ hittle white
banis,” which compels her to leave dis-
agreeible duties to her plain elder sister ;
and the wanderfully noble and exalted
hernine, whose sublimated views ure
rauther above the ordinary comprehen-
sion. Greatly as they diffev in character,
all are surprisingly lovely, and their ser-
roundings are surprisingly similar in
nearly every case. Luxurious mansions,
profuse wealth. Parisian robes, French
maids, and numerons lovers; while
their chief wceuputions usunlly conaist
of balis, operas, garden parties and pri
vate theatricals, diversilied by visiting,
dressing, diving, novel reading, and—il
the author has quainis of consclence—n
little picturesqne visiting of the clesu
and preternaturadiy tidy poor. Aud we
are asked to belicve that in the miidst ol
thore enervating surroundings and this
conttnual whirl of dissipation all the
womanly virtues take root and blessom
and brar admirable iruit. 'There must
surely be a mistake somewhere, lor if we
vlance al the influences that developed
the ilesh and blovd heroines of history
we will find them in sharp contrast to
those that wonld the heroines of romance
of the pregent day. Judith, the van.
quished of the powerful ememy of Lsrael
did not prepare for her mission or tind
her dauuntless courage in the midst o!
revels and dissipation, but in fasting and
humiliation in the solitude of the temple.
Joan of Are, the poor uncultured peasaut
girl, spent her early years in the unro-
mantic occupation of herding sheep. We
do uot read that she was distinguished
for the contempt she had for menial em
pluyment, or for ambitious dexires to
shine in her littls circle. Yet, in after
days all Europe stood aghast at the sound
of her name.

Elizabeth of Huugary, the queen aund
the saint, whose name 18 synonymous
for tenderness, aweetness nnd every
gentle womanly grace, found the atmos-
phere of acourt so opposed to the growth
of the virtues she cherished, that she
withdrew from it as much as possible,
and rejoiced greatly when her enemies
relieved her of the duties of royalty al-
together. Marguerite Bourgeoys, whose
name will be loved and revered wiile
Canadian history is written, spent her
youth amid the commonplace dulies of
housekeeping. No balls, no fetes, no
fashionable dissipations, broke the un-
romantic monotony of her life. It is
donbtful if she ever possessed a Parisian
gown though living in Franee. Yet,
which ot the high-strung heroines of
modern novels would do and dare what
shedid? Florence Nightingale, of whom
England is justly prond, did not go from
the midst of Juxurious idleness into the
Crimean slaughter, but from the wards
of French and English hospitals where
she liad been serving suffering humanity
in its least attractive form for many a
day.

{\’ouid any of those woman, or of those
counticss others, whose names shine on
every page of history, have attained to
the height of nobility and heroism they
did, had their lives been spent in dissipa-
tion and thoughtlessness until the crucial
moment arrived ?  We think not.

This is one of the dangers of current
literature—faise reasoning. History and
experience prove that luxury and dissi-
pation ar the hot beds of idleness, selfish-
ness, sloth and all other unlovely things;
and if a woman desires to be what her
Creator meant her to be, she must shun
them, or suffer moral depreciation for
not duing so.

Nobility and beroism are not exotic
plants, ns many are apt to think, forced
into life under the preseuce of sudden
and unlooked-for circumstances. They
have their roots deep down in the prac-
tic:] common-gence and habitual self-
car-txol, which bave been the distinguish-

ing trails of celehrated wamen in every
age. It may be argued that many deli-
cately purtured women have performed
herioc actions in sudden crises, and it
would be true; nevertheless, it will usu-
ally be found upon examination that
they were either women of unusual
sirength of characted, upon whom sur-
roundings make little impression; or
else of the emotional Ltype that is capable
of a sustained effort of any kind, especi-
ally of unselfishness.

‘L'o say that the creations of a novelist's
fancy are only imaginary after all and
shouid tot be (reated seriously, does not
do awny with the fact that they are
harmful, especially to the very yvoung,
whose experience of life is limitted. To
imbibe continually the principle that
luxury and dissipation are the chief ends
of life, and that they are in no manner
inimical to the existence of every virtue
in the one who pursues them, is obvieus -
ly dangerous and likely to result in evil
souner or later, for thut principle, logic-
ally carried out—and human nature is
olten unconscicusly logicul—strikes di-
rectly &t Lthe root of Cliristianity as well
&s 1t the foundation of socikl order, and
leads directly to the evils Lhat overturu-
ed the ancient civilizitions of Greeee
and Rome, and at the present day
threaten our vaunted moderu civilization,
This may sonnd exaggerated or over-
strained, bnt we must acknowledge thut
there 1s much of truth in it il we study
the cause ol our dissitislaction at some-
times finding the hero and heroine of n
novel left in poverty, or with shme sor-
vow unadleviated, in the last chapter.
V'nconscionsly we have made up our
minds that they cannot be happy unless
in the possesmion of boundless wealth
and unclouded prosperity ; with nothing
before them bui and endless vista of
amusement, and a rose-strewn path free
from the crusses and trials that are the
lot ol all mortals. We havebeen cherish-
ing a false principle; for happiness 14
noi, i reality, dependent upon wealth,
and centuries have proved that uncloud-
ed prosperity is rarely good for either
soul or body,

Even in tiction the underlying prin-
ciples should be sound, though the super-
structure of fancy and poetical imagiua-
tion be airy and uttractive, and subli-
ciently novel to furnish the relaxation
and amusement that novel renders seck.

Neaur Holyhead,
perceiving a carringe over-turned, le
ran to render assistance, The oc-
cupant of the carringe was a lady of
tashion, who, on hearing thut Adair wus
a sargeon, invited him to accompany
her to London. On arriving at her house
she gave Adair a fee of one hundred
guineas and n general ipvitation to call.
It was during one of these visits that he
met Lady Cuaroline Keppel, daughter of
the second Earl of Albemarle and of Lady
Anne Lennox, daughter of the first Duke
of Richmond. Lady Caroline, at the first
sight of the Trish surgnon, fell despecate-
ly in love with him, and her emotions
were 50 violent and so sudden as to attract
the attention of the whole company.
Everything was done to divert her mind
from her lover—travel:, suitors, and
amugements of all kinds — but in vain.
Finally the parents, seeing their daugh-
ter’s health yielding to the strain, con-
santed to the marringe. When Lady
Caroline was taken from London to
Bath, thatshe might be separated from
her lover, she wrote, it is said, the song
of “ Robin Adair,” and set it 10 a piain-
tive Irish tune she had heard him sing.
Her married life was short, but happy ;
she died of consumption after giving
birth to three children. On her deathbed
she requested Adair to wear mourning as
long as he serupulously did so, excepton
the King's and Queen’s birthdays, when
his duty to his sovereign required him to
appear at court in full dress. He never
married again, though he had many

GLADSTONE’S BILL,

Last week we referred to the declara-
tion of opposition tu Gladstone’s Bill in
the address issued by the Irish Natioual
League of America, and in a few words
strove to point out how unjust towards
the Irish people at home any obstruction
to the Bill, at this juncture, would prove.
Thus closes that untimely and extremist
address

v Irishmen, we again ask ynu not to be de-
ceived by this Home Rule measure, It Isitb-
solntely unworthy ol the traditions amt the
genlusof our people.  Lel us then not be en-
trapped Into serfdom, but rather not allowing
the dewd to bury thetr dead, not. casting aside
recollectlons of bygone evils, lel us goon with
the struggele until Ireland’s natlonil aspira-
tions are satistied to the (ull. A soverelign
Parliament in Treland, with complete control
over her own afliirs and not subject to the

caprice of English parties. should alone  be ac-
ceplable to the (rish people.”’

These rentlemen are very patriotic,
but their zeal scems to run offwith their
wisdom, and they are apparently reck-
less of consequences provided they give
expression to the ultra radical views, on
the subject, that they entertain.  They
can afford to be so, since tae loss of this
Bill—the first step towards meeting Ire-
land midway —would in no way affeet
their individual interests. They live in
America, under f{reec iustitutions, nnd
they have all the liberty that & constitu-
tion can grant ; they earn their liveli-
hood and raise their fnmilics ; they edu-
cate their children and leave them an
inheritance. But they don't reflect
that the failure of Gladstone's Bill would
in no way aflect these conditionsin their
life’s and aspirations, while it would shut
the door of hope upon the Irish people
at home for fully one hundred years to
come. . Never befors had the Irish peo-
ple a better chance of proving what they
can do, of disnrming all opposition to
their legislative autonomy, by showing
how wisely they can be united and how
ably they can regninte their own aflairg
when granted a legislature. The pas-
age of this Bill will be the firststep upon
the stairway to all that Mr, Sutton and
his co-Leaguers could desire. But they
want the Irish people to refuse taking
that first step, which can be rapidly
followed up until the summit is reached ;
they desire tosee the genius of Irish
nationnood attempt to jump from the
fool to the topof the stairs without ever
touching foot to the steps: an inpos-
gible feat and one that would strain every
nerve and distort every joint, leaving
the nationality n prematurely shattered
form instead of its naturally rubusl body,

On this subject we could not do better
than quote some extracts from an ad-
mirable article that appeared in the

Dublin Jrish Catholic, of Saturday 18th
February, entitled *The Home Rule
Bill.” Let our readers peruse these re-
muarks of the great lrish organ and then
reflect upon the difference between the
wordy of reason from the calm and patri-
atic Home Ruler, who is upen the ground
and imnedintely interested, with the
bombastic flourish of trumpets from the
equally patriotic, but far less conversant,
cool-headed, and interested gentlemen
of the Leagne. The writer in the [rish
Catholic wants as much asdo the mem-
bers of the Irish National League of
America, but he knows just now much
could be expected and asked, and he
knows how toaccept all that is offercds
and make nse of that a9 a stone upon
which to stand when reaching for more.

“ The splendid and worthy effort which Mr,
Gladstone has entered wpon in fulfilment of
his pledges and undertakings 10 tbhls country
has already and rightly secured, in the form in
which he deseribed it, the appreciation and ad-
heasion of the entire of Lhe Nallonalist repre-
sentatives of Ireland. It has equally deserved
and equally secured the approval and accepl-
anee of our peopie. 1 saying so0 much as this
we have no lntention of denyling that there
may be polntsand stiptlations embodied in
the neinal draft of the Bill which is abont to be
tald before the House of Commons upon which
the apinlon of [reland, as_ wetl as that of other
portions of the United Klngdom, should be
frecly wxpressed. In the honest discusston of
the detalls of the mensure—discussion not en-
tered upon for the purpose of obstruction—will
iie the best hope of iLs being moulded into &
praciical and working constitution for Ireland.
To suppose that, elther as luid on the table of
the House oruas it will {eave that assembly,
thie Home Rule Bill can be so complete and
well-balinced 1n all its details and stiputlations
As 10 be absolutely safe from adverso eriticism
or comment, would be to suppose an 1mpossi-
Dility. The probubility indeed Is tbat 1he
wider, uobler, aud more genvrous the measure
tinally proves 10 be, precisely the more scope
will be utforded for the exprossion of the jugu-
brious doubls and fears of the partisan critic
aud the professional caviller.”

There is common sense; there is
reason. 'The ceuntlemen of the Irish
Nationa]l Lergue of America seem to
have either expected that Gladstone
would draw up a Bill of dismemberment
of the Empire, in as far as Ireland is
goneerncd, or else that his present offer
is useless or worse, u something that
should not be accepted even condition-
ally. Listen again to an Irish organ,
the mouthpicce of the most interested
of all Home Rulers, the very men whose
future is at stike.

o1t was never hoped thuat Mr. Gladstone
would suceeed in drawing up, in the case of
[reland, a constitution of such an idenlly par-
feel character ns nol une of the States of
Furopeor Americit possesses Whole voianies
af hostile and ingenious reasoning have been
devoted tothe delincation of the deleelts ana
{nconsisteneies of every national constitution
in the world. The much-vrunted kEngllsh
Constitution Is evan now being threatened
with nmendments of a dozen different kinds,
and it may with absolute propriety be assverted
that no stich characleristies as would Jusufy
elaim for inviolabllity from the attacks of a
viginant criticism have been ndmitted in the
case of the constitution of any of the leading
nutions of the world, Was it, then, Lo be sup-
yosed that Mr Gladstone was to lay beforetbe

oure of Commons a constitution for Ireland,
endowed with a perfectibliity which the ox-
perience of well-nigh a thousand years has not
been sufficlenl to give to that af England ?
The suggestlon is an absurd oue, but it doeu
not seemn impossible that 1ts mere mention
may aford ground for that reasonable survey
of existlpg facts which may yet lead to the
growth @ a wise aud tolerant spirit in the
House of Cummons and oulside 1t

Politics, evenr of the highest and mnoblest
kind, may be defined as being the hopes, am-
bitions, and needs of a section of humanity,
/s expressed through the volce of the whole or
portion of a given natlon. Looking back over
the history of the world the student will find
1t difticult to discover the people or the Iaud
whose constitutional arrangeinents have not
undergone many changes during the varying
course of thelr history, and 1n obedience
to such political influence. It is precisely
because of the fact that Europe has no
knowledge of any such absolutely perfect con
stitulion that most senslble people will re-
frain from making demands and pushing crl-
ticisms# which can only have thelr origin
umongst those who hate the ideaof Irigh an-
tonomy, and who grudge the grealest of Eng-
lish statesmen the honour of concluding with
success the splendid task which he has made
pre-eminently his own.”

It is not prebable that the writer of
the above ever dreamed of any opponents
of Gladstone’s Bill other than the sworn
enemies of Ireland’s cause, the blue-
blooded Tories, the Orange Ulstermen,
or the uncompromising Unionists ; but
little did he suspect that the same would
apply greatly to some of the most zealous
advocates of Irish rights,

Despite the length of the quotation,
we will give a couple of other extracts
from this admirable article. OQur Irish
Catholic readers can have no better
words of advice and our humble pen

could never trace as exactly, nor record
as elegautly the course which reason
dictates ehould be adopted.

* Take the case of the Constitution which is
at present malotalned in Englund, Scotland
and Ireland. Ifit were a perfect one there
would not be, for example, any such question-
1ug a8 now exisis as to what course lhe House
of Lords will be likely to take in the event of
Mr. Gladstone’s proposals belng adopled by
the House of Commons. _ Admirers, defend-
ers, and suppaorters of the British Constitution,
as 1t now exlsts, have no right to poie 88 en-
tirely irreconclilable enemies of the stipula-
tions embodied i the Bill iutroduced by the
aged Premler, for the simple reafon that there
{8 uot even a single fault whioh the mast jeal-
ous imagination may discover, or fancy 1L dls-
cuvers, in the Bill which is shortly to be print-
ed which cannot be capped or surpassed by
inconslstencles, difflcultles, and contradictions
athousand jtimes more hurassing and more
dangerous which are Lo be found in the exist-
ing politico-legrl arrangements und regula-
tiuns of these countries, If this were not the
fact, if the people of England were not more
than sufficlently acquainted with it, it would
be possible to undersiand the attacks made on
Mr. Gladstone’s proposals because they have
not reachrd an ideal but unattainable perfec-
tion, 1I, agalin, the people of Lhe dresent day
kunow that the Consiiiutiopal or Parlinment-
ury system of England is—as men judge—no
maore periect now than it appeared 1u 1sl4, 1830,
or 1806, 10 thelr predecessors In nolltieal in-
vestigution, they should be the less ready to
carp and cavil al « measure which clalms
thelr tolerance, tlielr sympathy, and thelr re-
gpecl, as the putecome of loyal aud carnest
eflurt to end & deplorable period of nativnal
hatred and national animosity.

We would fuin hope that notonty in this
country but in England, men of all parties and
of all creeds will be found ready to enter vpon
the discussion and controversy now before
them with minds open and tolerant, Itcan-
not, afler all, begood for either England or
Ireland that a flerceunrestshould for ¢ver pre-
vall between the twocouniries. We do not
think so badly ol any class or section |n e¢ither
land as Lo suppnse that they can really desire
any sueclh restil—a resuit which can only, bow-
ever, be avolded by the concesslon to this
country, in whatever degree and whatever
form may he dectded on, of that recognition of
her natlonhoud and capaciiy for seif-govern-
nient which = not only demanded by 1he prac-
tienlly unapimous voice of her people but
which a bitter experience ha~ shown to be rb-
solutely exsential In her welfare and prosporiy
are to be ensured. The present 18 not Lthe time
in which 1t L. eilther necessary or useful to
plead facts which are patent to every Irishman
who has given thought to the history or his
conulry. Oar duty now is chiefly to appeal to
the common-seuse and worldly wisdom of the
avowed politicrl and parllamentary enemies
of ITreland. Tosuch as these we turn to-day
asking them Lo remember Lhat not forthe first
time, but for the second the greatesi of Eng-
lish Ministers has recognised the right of Ire-
land Lo a separate legisiatare from that of the
neighbouring kingdom, and, speaking As the
respunsible adviser of the Queen and Empress
of the most noble of modern emplres, has pro-
clalmed the need which exists for ending a sy s«
tem perpetanlly provocative of il will and
warlure between Lwo peoples whuse natural
mission it isto actas [rlends and allies. No
political propaganda which has been lifted to
the position in which Mr. Gladstone has now
placed Home Rule can be or ever Lias been de-
fented. The mere fact that the question has
twice been made the subject of test at Geueral
Illections in the three kingdoms Is sutlleient to
mark it out ax one of those which, as surely as
tiie Repeal of the Corn Laws or the Reform of
Parllament, {s certain to tind lts completion in
tho Statute Book.”

The gross profit of the year, after
muking provision lor bad and doubtiul
debts, and aiter having paid all expenses,
leaves a net profit of $155,220.72; to this
must be added the balnnce {from the pre-
viotts year's acconnt at the credit of
Profit and Loss, $12,.441.21, making the
samount available 2167,6601.13.

Out of this sum we hnve paid divi-
dends at the rate of 6 per cent per an-
num amounting to 572,000, and we have
carried to the Reserve fund $70,000,
leaving to be carried forward $25,661.93.

An Agency of this Dank was opeued
in May Iast on Notre Dame street  west,
The large amount of business and the
various industries now progressing in
that section of the city lead us tobelieve
that o prolitable banking could be car-
ried on. A Savings department bas also
veer, atlached to that Agency and the
success reunlized so Iar has reached our
expectutions,

We have also decided to open an
Agency inthe city of St. Hyacinthe,
feeling coulident that o large amount of
business can be had, for this city i8 very
progressive in its various industries and
1ts surrounding districts are rich in agri-
cultural resources.

We have thought advisable to decide
the closing up of our Coaticook Agency ;
returns being derived from it were not
deemed ratisfuctory enough to warrant
ils muintenance.

In comparing all the important items

of our statement this year, we find that

since the balance shicet was presented at

last year’s meeting our deposits have in-

crensed by upwards §1,360,000.00, and it

rives me pleasure to state that this in-

crease is not made up of any particular-

ly large sums, but of comparatively

small amounts and to a large extent in

cnrrent accounts, which shall result in a

considernble increage in the Bank’s busi-
ness connection,

In fact, so large has been the growth
of our business that, as the President has
just said a few minutes ago, we have
bought the adjoining properties and a
building snitable to the advancing dig-
nity of ihis Bank is to be erected on
them, which, doubtlessly, besides prov-
ing n profitable investment of the funds,
will attract business by increating the
conlidence and respect of the public.

Consumption of almost every article of
merchandise hag been large; the grocery
trade in nearly all its branches, has like-
wise enjoyed a good share of netivity with
fairly remunerative prices ruling.

The dry goods trade of the country
generally has not been in ns good condi-
tion for years as it is now, after a very
successiul seagon.

The distribution of goods has not only
been large, but they have passed into the
hands of consumers, been paid for aud
remittances made to manufacturers ;
hence collection has been good.

This increased activity and improve-
ment in values has been quiet marked
in manufactured goods, led by the great
cotton goods industry in all its branches,
the shoe trade and woollen maaufac-
tures.

Lumber, hardware and metals have
alzo experienced & year of activity, and
in all the minor branches of trade there
has been a noticeable increase in the
volume of transactions,

As to agricultural producers, the
growers of live stock, and especially beef
cattle, have not had a phenomenally
good year.

Wheat raisers have suflered from ex-
treme low prices, but their losses have
been made up in part by their profits on
other crops.

The hay crop in 1892 was a large one
in the Province of Quebec and of fine
quality ; fortunately, owing to a poor
crop in Great Britain, the demand for it
was good, and there has been an amount

5

of money made in shipping hay to the
English market, where our Canadian hay
is giving great satisfaction.

Our dairy products, chietly our cheese,
under the very important work done by
the Dominion Agricultural Departiment
through the experimental farms and
their directors and professors, and also
with the aid given by the Province
on thesame Iine, is certaining assuming
greater and greater importance every
year, and I am happy to state that there
has been a great and rapid advance in
the diary industry amongst farmers of
this province.  QOur fellow-countrynen
seem tohave awakened and worked Lo
improve their system, so much so, that
only the very best of Ontario and East-
ern Townships can hold itsown against
them. They are determined even to
improve on the good quality.,

The total value of cheese shipped from
this port during the past serson was over
$£11,000,000 and the produetion has heen
larger than in 1891 ; according to returns
the totul export tigures indicate 1651,
798 boxes for 1802 us against 1.351,670
boxes in 1891, showing the large inerease
of 300,000 boxes.

Business as & whole has been made
with satisfuctory protit to the producers,
and everything indicates that England
would absorb any amount of cheese that
we could produce, as long as we send
fine cheese.

There are no reasons why our farmers
cannut also excel in butter, although,
unfortunately, we regrev to admit that
80 far the very large proportion of butter
ranks below the finest, although some
of the butter exported is of splendid
quality. Butter, especially, might easily
be improved as a whole, and if a better
quality could be produced this article
would find just as easy a market as our
cheese, and great profits could be de
rived from it by the farming com-
munity. No farmer need fear about the
sile of his butter, and at a goud price, il
it is first rate.

The pork producing business is one of
the most important in our agriculture,
and it is hoped that before long a great
many in this provinee wili enter on this
trade and will produce enough to supply
our local wants which are now pruvided
for by Ontario farmers,

Therefore, in conclusion, I may say
that the mercantile and  agricullural
classes, as well as the industrial, have
had a good yeur and are in good shupe
the demand for foreign countries for all
our produce is good amd the Banks of
the country have ample funds for the
necessities und new development in
trade, and lacking no confidence in the
future business ln any section, either
agricultural, commercinl or industrial, of
the Dominion.

Mr. John Morrisun spoke of the excel
fence of the repert, which was one of the
best be had ever put into his hands, and
he did not think there was any other
gimilar institution in the city which
had shown any such pralit for o number
of years.

After astatement by Mr. Nolan de
Lisle of the work doune by the anditors
during the year, the President moved :

That the report of the directors, ns well as
the report of the awdlditors, be received, and
adopted.

Mr. G. 8. Brush seconded, and the mo-
tion was unanimuously concurred in,

Mr. LY. Gilmour moved, sceonded by
Mr. John Morrson, and it wis unanin-
ously agreed to

That Messes. PP, % Martin, Nolan de Lisle
and Louls Armstrong be appointed auditors
for the coming yeur, :

Mr. 8. Bailey moved :

That the thauks of the Shareholders are
due and are hereby tendered (o the president,
directors, cashier and ofticers for the salsfact-
ory manuer in which they have managed the
wffairs of the bank,

This wus seconded by Mr. E. Desjar-
diins, and carried nnanimously.

Mr. Bousquet retarued thanks on be-
half of himself and stasl, paying a com-
pliment to the latter for the conscien-
tious and painstaking way in which they
discharged their duties.

The president replied on hehalf of the
directors, and said a good word concern-
ing the bank stadl, which was eflicient.

On the motion of Mr. John Morrison,
a vote of thanks was necorded the presi-
dent for conducting the business of the
meeting.

VILLA MARIA.

THE CONQREQGATION OF NOTRE
DAME.

Tho splendid exhibit to be sent to the
Chicago World’s Fair. An account
of the material colleeted _and of
the courses ot stmdy

It wonld be impossible, in the space
of an ordinary news %a.per article, to do
justice at once to such an institution as
the Villa Maria convent and to such an
exhibit as the sisters of the Congregation
of Notre Dame are about to forward to
the World’s Fair. Consequently we will
Jeave to some subsequent issue the ac-
count that we purpose giving of the
institution above mentioned, and confine
ourselves, for this week, to the more
immediate subject of the grand collec-
tion of materials taken from the works
of pupils in different houses of the Order
and forwarded as educational samples to
the great Exhibition.

However, for the information of those
readers who may not be intimately
acquainted with the origin and history
of the Congregation of Notre Dame, we
will preface our remarks with a few
details uwpon the subject. In 1633 the
Venerable Marguerite Bourgeoys came
tn Canada, nnder the protection of
Governor de Muisonneuve, the fonnder
of Montreal. During four years she
went about instructing the Indian child-
ren and the little ones belonging to the
few white colonista. In 1657 M. de
Maisonneuve gave her possession of a
stable, or shed, adjoining his residence
and in that lowly abode—how like the
Mother of God in the supreme moment
at Bethlehem~—the venerable and ener-
getic woman commenced the work of
instruction, of giving birth, as it wers,
to the light of Christian truth in the
sonls of many a dusky child of the
forest. In 1658 she founded the order,
which she called the Congregation of
Our Lady, by aseociating with her, in
the pglorious work, a handful of the
devoted daughters of the pinneersettlers.
In those days Alexander VII was on the
throne of St. Peter; Mer., Laval de
Montmorenci was first Bishop of the
colony, and the renowned Father Olier
assumed the protectiou of the newly
founded order.

Since then time has marched two cen-
turies and a third, and civilization and
Christianity keep pace with time. We
canuot emer iutn 4 detniled history of
the Order, from then till our day, for snch
waitht be the =tory of twa hundred and
fitty years of M ntreal’s und of Canada’s
progress.  Let us leap the expanse of sn
many years and stand for a moment at
the door of Monklands, the residence of
our Canndiar governors of half a century
ago. Up on theslopes that undualte and
swell into the beautiful western side of
Mount Royal, therestand the two magni-
ficentstructures, the Villa Marin Convent
and the Mother House of the Congrega-
1ion of Notre Darne What a mighty
chinge! Yonder, as we look down upon
the glorious landscape, are scenes once
haunted, in the days of primenal wild-
ness, by the Indian children, and fre-
quented by Muarguerite Bou geoys and
her companions : here beside us is a
glorious mstitution with its bright spires
and grey walle, the outcome of ko much
labor and sacrifice.

Villa Marin is the Mother House of
over one hundred institutions of female
education, all under the direction of the
Sinters of the Congregation of Notre
Dame, and scattered over Quebec, On-
tario, Nova Scotin, New Brunswick,
Prince Edward Islaud, and the States of
Mazaine. Vermont, Connecticut, Rhode Ig-
Jand, New York and Illinois. In these
are to be found about 24,336 pupils, And
fr..m thirteen of these houses, in Canadn,
comes the splendid exhibit which is now
heing sent to Cnicago, and which we had
l1,he pleasure of inspecting on Friday
ast.

All the work to which we are about to
hurridly refer has been collected since
last July, and consists of gamples of what
the pupilsinditferent Canadian convents,
under the direction of the Congregation
of Notre Duine, have performed in the
ordinary course of their classes. It is
wonderful how compactly so much has
been arranged, and apparently the task
of choosing samples wus no esny one, for
certninly there was an embarras e
richesses.

In the first place there are samples of

the daily work prepared in a number of
emall copy-books conveniently united
with slight steel chains. The whole cur-
riculum, in these as in the larger vol-
umes, is represented. From the child of
seven years, writing a letter, to the gra-
duate penning an essay on some scientific
subject, there is something from each
class, e and establishment. We
might remark that the sisters follow, in
their system, no cast-iron rules : they
accommodate the studies to the require-
ments of the locality, the province, or
country in which each pariicular house
is situated, and they follow, as much as
posgible, the trend of modern ideas, and
the necessities of the age.

Of the larger volumes thereare thirteen
in all. They contained tke clasaified
work of the pupils, a8 above mentioned.
In the preface to each volume we find
different marks, in red ink, made by the
teachers. These correspond with similar
marks throughout the book. One de-
notes faulty construction, another bad
spelling, a third omissions, and ao on.
Thus the compositions remain to be ex-
amined exactly ns they nave been writ-
ten, giving an idea of the pupil’s progress
and knowledge, as well a3 an idea of the
teacher’s capacity in correcting. These
compositione represent all the subjects
tanght by the community. A few of
which are general mathematics, geom-
etry, algebra, trigonometry, astronomy,

chemistry, physics, hygene, philoso-
phy, zvology, botany, mineralogy,
geology, stenography, typewriting,

Latin, German, French, and English
literature, rhetoric, moral philosophy,
domestic economy and many other
branches, more or less, the off-shoots of
the above. There are also samples of
freehand drawing, pen and ink and
Indian ink sketches of birds, tishes, etc.,
illustrative of essays on these subjects.
We might also add special articles on po-
liteness,

Turning [rom those splendid specimens
of the wriling and studies of the pupils,
we find ourselves in presence of the plain
sewing and fancy work, Here we find
some pure Canadian wool and the articles
of wear made from it. The wool is from
sheep kept by the Sisters, it is carded
and spun by hand in the convent in the
olden way, then it is used to make the
clothing for the members of the com-
munity, and also in the {abrication of
ormmamental and other objects of most
delicate texture. The sumples of cro-
chetting and knitting are varied and
most beautiful, giving an idea of the

ifferent kinds of stitches taught, There
is an exquisite piece of hair work,onethat
certainly surpasses anvthing we have
sen fur many a day, Hair work is some
what antiquated in our time, but, as poor
Keates snys, ** A thing of beauty is a joy
torever.” More especially were we at-
tracted by the plain sewing. There will
be sent one set—a trousseau complete
for a girl of twelve years—every stitch
of which is done by hand. The tucksin
the robe are so fine that the work seems
almost microscopic.

Here we might incidentally remark
that thare is a set of sacerdotal robes,
the painting and workmanship of which
challenge the admiration of the keenest
critic, and all done by an aged siater of
the community. There is also & nun—
now in her eighty-iourth year—who is
working a carpet for the new chapel.
1t is composed of every piece of rag that
can he picked up, but so delicately tint-
ed or dyed and so deftly woven that the
eqnAres present a series of most admir-
able bouquets and truit clusters. When
completed it will vie with a renl piece of
masaic. All this, bawever, is outside
the exhibits for the World's Fair. We
ounly refer t¢ these things incidentally as
showing the cleverness and industry
even of the oldest members off the vom-
munity. .

We now cross the corridor and enter
the room of art. There is an immense
porttolio, or scrap-buok, if we can so call
it, which containg the drawing and
painting exhibit. As in all other cases
samples are sent from the pupils of the
different houses. Each sample i8 sac-
companied by the rules taught. The
theory, as expressed on these pages,
is the work of the teachers;
the application of that theory is the
work of the pupils. The convents and

and,academies have no special class of

painting : it is only tanght when re-
quired by the pupils. Butasguon as a
giil has reached a certain class ghe is
always taught linear drawing, which
is considered almost as requisets as pen-
manship. The samples tu he sent com-
mence with free-hand drawing, then

drawing with instruments, followed b
perspective, shading andso on upward.
In crayon, a8 well as painting in water-
colors and oil, the pieces commence with
copies from engravings, reliels, nature’
dead and animate, landscape, human
figures and thus from the most elemen-
ary up to the most complete application
of the theories taught. These are fol
lowed by samples of architectural draw-
ing. Flowers, fruit, folinge, landscape,
animal life, hnman features, from nature
and from imagination, thus does the
series run. This yast capy-book—so to
call it—atlords the judge or observer a
chance of seeing the work and under-
standing the methods of teaching in a
very condensed way and in & most ‘com-
plete manner.

It would take voliines to do justice
to the exhibit, and each volume wounld
have to be supplimented with several
hundred pages to sell the story of the
work that has been done during two and
a half centuries by the daughiers of the
Venerable Marguerite ;Bourgeoys, of the
immense good that has been performed
in ourmidat by the present splendid
institutions of education under their
guidance, in fact, of the details of what
is being done in any one house of the
order. Needless to say that we wish the
gsisters, of the Congregation of Notre
Dame, all imaginable succeas with their
exhibils at Chicago. The approval that
they must meet with will reflect upon
the country and redound to the glory of
onr holy religion. We will come ngain,
in the near fature, with a history of
Villa Maris in particular, its system of
instruction, its successes in the past and
the prospects, so bright and glowing,
thut the future shhll certainly bring.
Meanwhile we wish the good sisters and
their Congregation the choicest of bless-
ings and the suceess they so well deserve:
from the fulness of our heart we say to
the Congregation of Notre Dame, esto
perpelia, may your temporal crown of
prusperity and encouragement be only
surpussed by the eternal crown of happi-
ness and reward that awaits each indivi-
dual member in the realns of eteraity,

ULSTER LOYALISTS,

So the great anti Home Rule meeting
of March 2 lLias taken place, and the
Cloyal” Orangemen of Ulster have most
emplatically protested against legis-
lative autonomy being granted to Ire-
land. Yes; even a prominent member
of parliament advocated sedition and
treason rather than submit to the country
being governed in a constitutional man-
ner by itz own representatives.  Yea,
more; one notorious character—a good
and fervent Papist-hater, an honest and
sterling believer in King Billy and his
pacent-hetraying wile, « real detester of
“Pape and Popery, wooden shoes and
bruss money”—had the hardihood to call
God to witnesy to the sincerity of his act,
and lie swore upon a Bible that he wonld
die rathier than submit to a governnent
of the country by the country’s repre-
genbilives; be vowad, upon the volume
of Hely Writ, to resist every measure of
logid sell government, even to the death.
We itnagined that there was a law against
unnecessary oaths, and that the very
Bible. upon which this rabbid political
mountebank swore, torbids wll swearing,
especially of that nature. This is, indeed,
too bl to Lhink that nien who are
“ pious” and “loysl)” should take onth to
resi=t the very power tiaat they had
sworn in their allegiance to sustain, It
must be a sad shock Lo the nerves of
these holy and truly British subjects to
find vut that u statesman of the Empire
had dared to propose the preposterous
propoesition of giving the Irish a right to
manage their own aflairs. Yon see the
awful danger lies in the fact that these
Catholics might by some mysterinus
means succeed in gelting certnin “ Jesnit-
ical” “ocenlt forces” into motion, and
thereby transferring the See of St. Peter
to the Hill of Tara, or, perhaps, replacing
Mr. Johnston, of Ballykillbeg, with the
Cardinal Prefect of some Roman congre-
gation. In a word, this Home Rule
might turn into Bome Rule, and we
would eventually behold the fearful
reality of an lrish parliament dictating
equitable laws for the country, regulat-
ing the internal affairs of a long-suffer-
ing nation, cheering the spirit of a down-
trodden race, and (worst of all) denling
out even-handed justice to the great
Orange faction of the north. Not only
all these things might come to puss, buan
even the horrible fact would be reveaied
that the British Empire had been more
firmly cemented by this act of tardy

justice, that the Imperial Parliament
had been relieved of a mass of domestic
legislation for Ireland that only clogged
the machinery of government, and that
the Island, so long a prey to famines and
misfortunes, had been turned into a
garden of prosperity.

It would be terrible to know and feel
that all these results should follow the
granting of Home Rule; and why?
Simply because the establishment of a
native legislature for Ireland would be
the death knell of Orangeism ; but not
in the sense in which these gentlemen of
“loyal” persnasion would expect,
because the freedom to be then enjoyed
by Catholic and Protestant, Nationalist
and Unionist aljke, would be so great, so
triumphant that the Orange order would
have no further excuse for existence; it
would cease to have any raison d’elre,
Its 0ld enemy, the Irish Catholic body,
would have so defeated its every pre-
tension or excuse for bigotry and hatred
that the spirit of manhood left to the
gentlemen of the North would force
them to tear their lilies from their breasts
and their detestation from their hearts
This is the real reason of so much deter-
mined opposition to Home Rule on the
part of the Ulster extremists. To use
the Gazette’s expression, “this is the
kernel of the Irish question.”

The Gazette, usually exact and logical
in its editorials, made a grave mistake
on last Thursday, when it published that
article on “The Kernel of the Irish
Question.” After telling its readers,
speaking of the Home Rule Bill, that
“the framer of the measure has also
taken care to climinate from the list of
matters over which the Irish Legislature
will have control those that are con-
nected with religion,” it has the hardi-
hood to nrgue that “the kernel of the
question” is danger from the influence
of the Catholic clergy in matters poli-
tical, ns foreshadowed by their eflorts in
present day election, long befcre the time
when they will have no reason ior exer-
cising self-restraint. How can the clergy
of the Catholic Church, any more than
the clergy of Protestant churches, have
any power for overdue exercise of in-
Huence to the detriment of each other,
when the Bill establishing the Legisla-
lature “ eliminates from the list of mat-
ters over which it has control thosg that
are connected with religion?’ Let us
have frank criticism, straight opposition,
fair attacks, but spare us such illogical
coutentions, especinlly when supporled
by a couple of detached expressions
irom the remarks of Judge Q'Brien,
phrases that are given without their con-
text, and one of which—if it means
what the Gazette would have its readers
suppose it means—is a positive falsehood.
That one line attributed to the priest at
Clonaxd, “ I will mark them and make it
hot for them on the highways and the

byways and at the communion rails, and
I will put fire to their heels and toes.”
We do not possess all the remainder of
the remarks from which the above was
taken, but we are positive that no Catho-
lic priest ever used these expressions
exactly as conveyed in that article. The
fuct of Mr. Justice O'Brien being a
Catlhinlic by no means changes the fact
that he is a nominee of a Tory govern-
ment and the paid servant of the most
bitter Unionists. We are surprised at
the Gazette’s article,and we can only
explain it by supposing that the writer
got his hand into & bag of nuts, he tried
to erack the softeat, but found the kernel
rotten !

THE HUMAN SOUL.
In the London Tublel, of February 11,

appeared a letter signed " A. D.,” in
which the writer asks & somewhat
ticklish question with regard to the
Origin of the Human Soul. The letter
has called forth a reply, from s Rev.
Father David, O.8.F,, in the Tablet of
February 18; both are quite short. We
will reproduce sufficient of the first one
to indicate the point at issne, and all
that is pecessary of the second one to
give the principal argument in explana-
tion or reply. We may as well state, at
the outset, that the author of the first
letter merely asks his question for the
purpose of receiving opinions and in-
formation as to the teaching of theolo-
gians; that with the writer of the second
letter we do not entirely agree on one
point and we do not consider his expla-
nations as suificiently ample; and that
whatsoever we express upon this subject
comes from the editur of this paper and
from no person else. The last statement
is made in order that the whole respon-
sibility of our reasoning may rest upon
our own shoulders : if there is any merit
in our articles, it 18 all ours; if there are
errors, of fact or logic, they belang to
ourselves: our editorials are uninspired
and unaided from any outside source.
This may seem an unnecessary state-
ment, but baving had several of our
editorials attributed to certain reverend
and learned gentlemen of this city, we
desire to emphatically state that no
person other than the editor, either
directly or indirectly, has ever penned
or dictated an editorial line for this
paper since January 1892, After so
much preface, rerenons a nos wmoutons !

The first letter contains the following:
“ If the soul be an entity external to the
body in its origin, and created by God
now, at any given moment, can we think
it possible that God brings it into being
in a state of enmity with Himself? If
it be a separate entity infused at agiven
time into the embryonic body, having
no counection with the soul of Adam,
how shall we account for the transmis-
sion to it of the taint of original sin, a
taint due to the united action of Adam’s
soul and body? As I caunot conceive it
posssible that God created souls in a
state of sin, and as I believe that this
state of sin is a real one, I am inclined
to say that as we derive our bodies from
Adam, s0 in some mysterions manner
the human soul is evolved from genera-
tion, and is not, as it were, fashioned by
God for each given body, when the
necessary degree of development has
been attained by the latetr. TUnless,
therefore, we believe that God created
souls in a condition of sin to fit each
individun! body—or at least created
them in n state outside His favour, I
feel disposed to think that the soul of
man is derived, together with his body,
from his first ancestor.,” * * ¥ * %

So much for the first letter: now let
us turn to Father David's opinion.
Mk & % % ¥ ¥ % Teaving aside
material traducianism and other gro-
tesque theories of & materialistic ten-
dency, 1t is not allowablo to any loyal
Catholic to hold spiritual traducianism
or generationism. Though it has not
been formally defined by the Church
that the soul of each human being is im-
medigately created and infused by God, it
is not an open question. It is, to say the
least, an absolutely certain theological
conclusion, unmistakably conveyed to
us on various occasions, notably in the
case of Frohschamnier, by the authority
of tlie Church. It is not allowable to
put forward any kind of spiritual genora-
tionism, even as probable. As to the
teaching of the Church concerning the
nature and propagation of original sin,

it does not require or even favour any
theory of this kind.” After speaking of
our theologians not agreeing as to the
deterivration of the natural gifts having
been brought about by original sin, as
such, Father David closes by saying,
“there is not the shadow of ashade of
necessily, fitness, congruity, Or reason-
ableness arising [rom the teachings of
the Church concerning original sin de-
manding any form of spiritual genera-
tionism.”

To put matters in a nutshell we will
repeat in our own wonls the question
propounded by the writer “A. D.”
“How can you account for original sin
in a soul created pure by God, and not
cvalved from the sonl of Adam?” The
difliculty seems to be to show how God
could create a soul in enmity with Him-
sell; or if He did not so creale it s0, how
it became aflected by originalsin; was
it from Adam? In reply to this appar-
ently puzzling question, Father David
states that although “not formally de-
fined by the Church that the soul of
each human being is imwediately
created and infused by God, it i3 not an
open question.” To this we feel obliged
to partly demur. He then staues
thatthe teaching of the Church on
the subject does not require or even
favour any theory of the evolutionary
kind. He tells us it is heretical to hold
that God could not create man as he is
born at present; nlso that the essenco of
original sin is the privation of the gifts
which God was not bound to bestow
upon man. All thia we do not think
guflicient. In undertaking to reply to
such A question, or rather solve such a
problem, we ghould have thought the
writer would have given us something
more tangible and more complete.

In the first place, we cannot agreo
with the statement that what lias not
been defined by the Church is notan
open question. There is a very clemen-
tary axiom that all theologians arv sup-
posed to have learned—"in dubitas
libertas,” in all questions where duubt
oxists there is liberty of belief: even
the most reasonable of dogma, the
Immaculate Conception, the Infallibility
and others, while yet undetined as sich,
were open questions.  Even the mitred
leads of the hierarchy were raised
against the promulgation of many unde-
fined dogma, but the moment they were
proclaimed ez cathedra the opponents
of these articles of fnith were the first
to bow before the decision of the Church.
Although we ugree with Father David
as to the fact of the immedinte creation
and infusion of the soul by Gad, being a
certain theologicu! conclusion, as far as
authorities go; yet ns long as 1t is not
“ formally defined,” we think that it is
a virtually open question—or elsc the
principle above quoted is tanght in vain
by our theologians,

Coming to the sccond part of his re-
ply, Father David merely nsserts that
the teaching of the Church is contrary
to all theory of spiritual evolution from
Adam, and to original sin demanding
any form of spiritual generationism ;
but he does not give any reason why the
Church so teaches. Suppose “A. D.”
were an infidel who wont accept the
Chureh’s teaching, we will try to con-
vince him that God does not create the
goul in a state of enmity to Himself,
and that original sin is not transmitted
by spiritual generationism? God guve
Adam a nature that the Almighty was
no more obliged to give Him than He
wns Lo create him. He gave Adam
supernatural and preternatural gifts to
which Adam had no right. By original
sin man lost the supernaturai grace, but
God left him the means (through the
gacraments) of regaining it. Baptism
in the case of original sin; Penance in
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the case of subsequent gins. But Adam,
by his sin, lost the preternatural gifts
that Gol—of His own bounty—gave him.
Some of these are freedom from death,
from sickness, work, and * all the ills
that flesh is heir to.” Although the sin
may be forgiven, still these penalties
{the loss of these preternatural gifts) are
not remit'ed. All men have inherited
these penalties, and they shall go on till
the end of time. It is believed by some
theologians that even had Adam never
committed the original sin, every other
human being would have been subjected
to a similar temptation. Originalsin is
n state, not a taint exactly. The being
is brought into the world in the state of
original 8in; but the soul has come pure
from the hand of God. Had God created
the soul and allowed it Lo remain a pure
ssp gtual entity, like an angel, that soul
wonld remain in a state of supernatural
grace. But it ig the contacet of the sonl
with the corrupt body that causes the
state of sin. Therefure, it is not jrom
Guod but from the flesh that the soul enters
a state of original sin, It is not from
the Divine but from the Human that
the sin comes. It is the consequence of
Adam’s full and not of God's creative
act.
lu bhiy “ Handbook of the Christian
Religion,” Rev. Pather W. Wilmers, 8.1,
gives a very clear corroboration of our
contention, in the chapter on * Etfects
of Original Sin.”  After explaining the
essentinl ciements of =in, the learned
Jesuit saye: * Hence we can understand
why, if Ged had created him without
sanctifying grace, man's state would not
have been u state of sin, [t became a
state uf sin by its relation to the sin of
our first parent. IFor the same reason
our souls at present are not creited pre-
cisely as under the curse of gin.  They
are ereated, it is true, without sanctify-
ing grace.  But it is only by their union
with the body, which, however, takes
place at the moment of creation, that
they become the souls of the children of
Adam, and, cunsequently, of sinners.
Thus the state of privation of sanctify-
ing grace, in which we enter this world,
is n state of sin; for in the person of
Adam  we have forfeited that grace
which Giwl intended we should possess.”
Hul we space we could give scores of
authorities proving that the soul does
not come into being otherwise than by

direct creation, and that God does not
create the soul in a state of sin,

WORKINGMEN'S WAGES,

“The Ministerial  Association” has
been making several moves on the chess-
bourd of morality, and have been making
many suggestions for the continuation of
the game between vice and virtue. The
Chief of Police’s report fur 1802, Lells of
the engrmous, the alurming percentage
of criminals who can neither read nor
write. This is apparently a sad rellec-
tion upon the condition of our people
and the intellectual state of the middle
and lower clusses. To us it seems a re-
fiection upon the admnistention of the
city’s allnirs : perchance, in the midst of
80 many suggestiong, we might be per-
mitted to advance a few mild expressions
of opinion. Bold as the proposition may
appear, we think we can prove, to the
satisfaction of the reflecting, that a great
deal of the ignorance to be found in the
class of people who come under the notice
of thenuthoritiesis traceable to the want
of real public spirit in the representatives
of the people in the Council and to the
lack of adequate wages for the working
classes. Please follow our reasoning and
we think that we can connect the differ-
ent links in the chain that joins the con-
clusion to the premises,

- In the first place the workingmen here,

B‘nployed in any public job, either mu-

nicipal or from Government, never re-
ceive per day more than from one dollar
and ten to one dollar zud twenty or
twenty-five cents, sl the utmost. We
hold that no workingman should get less
than one dollar and fifty cents per day.
The municipality and the government
are both well able to afford it, and such
a sum would make all the difference in
the world to the laborer, while it would
serve Lo increase the city's revenue and
diminish ignorance and immorality.

How can you expect a poor man to
support a family of two, three, and more
children, and to educate them upon a
sum barely sufficient to pay for the ne-
cessaries of life? If the parents are
Catholic, they will strive to keep little
boys or girla at school until after their
tirst Communion ; then they must turn
out and work. The lad gets into rough
company, and with scarcely any knowl-
edge of the world, with no education, no
moral principles, he is ushered into the
society of older and more vicious persons
with whom he struggles for bread. The
girl goes to a factory and without a
mother’s care, without & guiding hand,
without a thorough krowledge of her re-
ligions principles, often without being
able to distingnish right from wrong, she
meets with wickedness, and she fails in
its presence. We need not dwell to any
further extent upon this phase of the
question. But suppose the parents were
able to earn wages sufticient to keep their
children at school until they would be
well instructed, until their principles
would be formed, until they had the ne-
cessary equipment to face the world,
would not the standard of morality be
raised ? would not the numbers of those
upon whom the Chief of Police reports
be vastly diminished ? would mot the
percentage of the illiterate be lowered
to a great degree? It seems to us that
the reasoning is clear that no develope-
ment is necessary.

And this change in the wages of the
workingmen, this raising of the labar-
hire to an elevated and reasonable stan-
dard, would be in the interest of thecity.
The honest toilers, the worthy workmen
from all quarters would turn their faces
toward Montreal. This would be the city
of fair wages, the place where the work-
men could live, the locality where the
public works are paid for by municipal
fathers who can set value upon the
“sweat of the poor man’s brow.” The
population, the laboring useful popula-
tion, would augment, the city revenue
would be greater, all branches of trade
would benefit, and the ignorant children,
and consequently illiterate members of
the next generation, would be few and
far between. If it were a question in-
volving a few thousand dollars, thata
representative of the people might get a
couple of hundred dollars for working up,
you would hear the strects re-echoing
the loud speeches and the desk hammer-
ings of the worthy and energetic mouth-
piece of the people; but when it is a
small matter of o mere twenty-five cents
addition to the wages of the working-
man, thesebusy gentiemen have no time
to reflect npon the matter, much less to
act with regard to it. It is the heap of
bank bills that sets the wheels of muni-
cipal as well as legislutive activity into
motion : a petty fifty cents would merely
clog the nction of the great machinery.
And yet that fifty, or that twenty-five
cents is of more consequence to the poor
man than the thousands are to the city.
If our City Council and the Government
would take a real interest inthe progress
of Montreal, if they would elevate the
gtandard of morality, if they would dim-
inish the number of illiterates, lot them
fix a reasonably high figure below which
the wages of the workingmen will never
be allowed to drop, and we predict a per-
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ceptible change in the future reports of
the Chief of Police, and in the necessity
for ministerial or other moral-enforcing
associztions.

THAT DISORDERLY HOUSE
CASE.

In October last the TrUk WITNESS re-
ferred the “ Social Evil,” and more par-
ticularly the © Disorderly House ” phase
of the question. We need not recapi-
caj-itulate all that we did in the matter,
our readers will recall it readily.

The Police Committee in July last
promised a deputation of citizens that
steps would be taken to rcot out such
places, and a sub-commiltee was ap-
pointed to frame police regulitions ap-
plicable to such cases.

A prompt remedy was promised to
complaining citizens; the Chief was
authorized to take action on the well-
grounded or well-founded reports of re-
sponsible citizens that such nuisances
existed in their neighbourhood.

The first citizen and taxpayer who
had the courage {fe.r e has since learned
that it requires tiar cloment when cer-
tain disorderly ouses are in question)
to test the sincerity of our City Fathers,
met with very cavalier treatment, to pnt
it mildiy, on fyling his complaint. He
was absolutely jeered at by certain mem-
bers of the Police Committee.

One member of the Police Committce
openly stated what was a Jeliberate
falsehood, that the complainant had «
speculasive interest in vusting the wo-
man from the premises. This gentleman
is now an ex-City Father. The same
statentent was made by another member
of the comumiltee to a neighlbior who com-
plained of the nuisance verbally to him,
and the fact remains that he was re-
turned by acclamation in the recent
clections and warmly endorsed by the
“itizens’ League” in his candidature,
although as a matter of fact this very
casc was nndertaken on the solicitation
of that body. It is resonable to assume
that they were not aware of the views of
their candidate on the subject of dis-
orderly houses, however sound he may
have been on other questions. Still
another member of the committee spoke
in a eimilar sense. He was elected to
stay at home in the recent elections, and
we can tell him that his treatment of
the case in committee helped to defeat
him. Brietly, the complainant was told
to take his complaint elsewhere; the
Police Committee were nol empowercd
to deal with matters of the kind, and the
Chief emphasized the announcement by
adding that the dame complained of
stated that she kept a respectable housc.
That settled it, but not without a vigor-
ous protest front Alderman Kennedy as
to the change of front on the part of the
committee. The case was taken to the
Recorder. After a very [ull and impar-
tial hearing of both sides, the woman
was fined, on the Tuesday, 2100 and costs
or three months imprisonment, with a
warning that if she did not leave the
neighborhood in a reasonably short tinie
a further line of %200 and six months
imprisonment would be inflicted. The
Recorder complimented the prosecutor
on the straightforward manner in which
the case was stated by him. Every
effort wos made to break down the evi-
dence of his principal witness, Mr.
Eugene Flynn, by the defence, aud His
Honor animadverted etrongly on the
tactice resorted to in doing so. DMr.
Flyon was a Government officer in Que-
bec for over ten years, and his standing
and character are vouched for by such
men as Messrs. Abern, Murphy and the
Hon. Mr. Flynn, His evidence was
given in the clearest and most concise
manner, and stolidly withetood all “at-

temipts to injure his reputation by wit-
nesses brought from Quebec by the
woman's lawyer. The evidence of
Mesars, McLachlan, King, Carpenter and
Chevalier on behalf of the prosecution was
also valuable. The case was ably prose-
cuted by Mr. Joseph Duhamel, Q.C., and
Mr. R. C. Smith for the complainant.
It had been before the public for threo
months, and much sensational evidence
was eXpected to have been given as it
was & well known fact that the defendant
had a very influential backing, who,
however, kept behind the scenes ; that
some of them have not been forced con-
spicuously to the front is owing entirely
to the prosccutor’s desire not to create
any public scandal; had they been
made to toe, the mark they would have
richly deserved all the odium which
would have inevitably followed.

And now the questions uppermost in
the mind of every law-abiding member
of the community are these : must he,
in order to be rid of a nuisance of the
kind, go through the farce of appealing
to the Chief of Police, or to the Police
Committee, only to be scofted at ? What
is & Police Commniittee for? What are
the duties of the Chief of Police, or is
he subordinate to the committee ?  Fail-
ing relief in this quarter, must he under-
take the expense, time, trouble and con-
sequent worry of going to court to ob-
tain protection from such a nuisance ?
He already pays taxes to obtain this pro-
tection. If he fails to secure a convic-
tion in court he lays himself open to
damages for defaming what such a class
of offenders have not got. It is not
every citizen who cares to undertake a
prosecution of this particular kind. We
draw attention to these points, these
questions and these facts by way of a
supplement to our articles of last year,
and a8 llustretive of how much need
there was for the vigorous action we
took in the matter, and how almost in-
surmountable were the obstacles, It
would reguire o vast amount of ready
cash, of time and of patient work to ac-
complish any tangible good under such
adverse circumstances. Another good
reason to regret the decision of the Leg-
istlature in the matter of our municipal
general election.

A REDEMPTORIST LAY BROTHER.

The Ceremony of His Beatltication, and
Subsequent Veneration of the
Relics,

(Specialliy written for Tur Tree WirNess
bya Ladyin Rume)

Some {riends long experienced in great
Church functions in the Eternal City
had told me that if we wished toget a
good place we must be at the Portone di
Bronzo before half-past eight, although
there would be no admwission until long
after. Accordingly, we stood waiting
on the top step wiih great patience and
cxpectation for more than an hour. A
strange medley we were.  Nuns in varied
garbs as ready to push for places as any
one else; stadents of varlous colleges,
who in most cases used their superior
strength to hustle the inferior but not
unresisting sex ; priests who knew how
to hold their own, and any namber of
seculars in swallow tail-coats and white
ties or black dresses and luce veils.
When the Swiss gnanls—whose re-
splendent livery of yellow, red and
black, not less than their grand figures,
render them conzpicuous—intimated
that we could eunter, everyone in that
crush literally took te their heels and
ran up the grand Scala Regin. Disap-
pointment was great when it was found
that there was a check at the foot of the
flight of stairs that leads immediately
into the Sala Regia. But there was no
help for it. There we had to wait for at
least half an hour more. At last we
were free, and passing through the Sala
Regia and up a few steps. were in the
Loggia, over the vestibule of S, Peter's,
which has only been fitted up and used
for theee ceremonies a few years. Itig
a very long room. The windows on one
side look into the Piazza; those on the
other into the Church itself. The white
and gold of its decorationg were made
more iestive-like bv the hundreds of
candles in ¢rystal chandeliers that hung
round. The coat-of-arms of Leo X1II.
adorned the panels. The ten tribunes
on either side of thie hall were festooned
with crimson velvet fringed with gold.
At the other end from the entrance was
the altar, and above it the veiled picture
of the saint of the day in an oval sur-
rounded by clouds, cherubs’ heads, stars
on & blue gronnd and curonas of candles.
We took our places—very good places
they were—and hud again to practise
the negutive virtue of patience. We
were rewarded when the fnnction began,
After the entrance of' the Cardinals, the
Chapter of St. Peter's, Bishops, Religious
and others, who were to oceupy the
Sanctuary, the Decree of Beatitication
of the Ven, Gerard Majella, a lay brother
of the Redeniptorists, who died in 1755
at the age of 29, was read from a tem-
porary pulpit by the Papal Master nf
Jeremonies, At its conclusion the 7e
Deum burst forth, che picture was un-
veiled, the bells pealed joyously. It was
a glorious aet of faith. Al that homage
and eunthusiasm had for its object a
humble Iay brother whose position in
the world had been that of a tailor and in
religion that of 2 server of his brethren.
During the T2 Deum lives and pictures
of the newly beatitied were presented to
the Cardinalzs and others, and I noticed
that Father Howell, C.53.R., performed
this part of the ceremony. Compen-
diums of the life had been piven to cach
of us, ag we entered, by o Redemptorist
lay brother, who no doubt felt his heart
¢low as he distributed them. Pontifical
Mass, sung by Monsignor de Necker,
followed the soleinn rite of Beatitication.
1t waa from the Common of Confessors
and was nccompanied by the singing of
Capella Giulin, nuder the direction of
the Maestro Comm. Meluzzi. It was a
touching sight to see the Swiss present
arms at the Elevation, fir it was done
with all the devotion and reverance of
soldiers towards their General. Numer-
ous Redemptorists had assembled to
witness the glory of their brother in
religion, and amongst others there were
present four Redernptorist Bishops—one,
the Bishop of Aberdeen—the Provinginls
of Ttaly, Bavaria, America and England.
It wae midday when the morning fune.
tion was over, and after looking at four
pictures representing miracles worked
by the Blessed Gerard and painted by
Gagliardi, we betook ourselves to a res-
taurant in the Piazza for our dinner, not
baving the feryour of those who never

left the precincts of the Vatican be-
tween the ceremonies of the morning
and alternoon. By one o'clock we were
back again waiting as in the morning,
but the crowd was very much greater
and much rougher. At one point the
press was 8o great that some ladies be-
gan to scresm, and it was wonderful
that no greater harm was done than the
smashing of a barricade, the tearing of
dreszes and veile and great danger of
suffocation. A French woman, having
got safely up some steps, turned round
to shout from her position of safety that
it was all those ‘‘brutes of Italians;”
another lady, an Englishwoman, [ fear,
from her Italian, took the trouble to in-
form the guards on her way ont of the
worst part of the crowd, that the people
were behaving “ come dJiavoli ;" and
really it is to be feared that many cor-
roborated these statements. People ap-
pear to lose all sense of decornm at snch
times and seem bereft of all reverence
for the place or the coming function. A
little management would put all this,
which is almost inevitable now, quite
right, and it seems a pity that some-
thing should not be done befure the
commencement of the Jubilee cere
monies.

The Beatitication was over with the
morning; and the afternoon function
was the veneration of the newly heatified
by the Holy Father. The candles hud
not alt been lighted when we entered
the Loggia, and soon we were startled
by some cries and a genera] movement.
Looking np we saw that the ladder, on
which a man stood to light those round
the picture above the altar, had been in-
securely placed. [t fell with a loud
crash and we beheld the unfortunate
lighter in the air. Almost before we
realized it, he had fatlen apparently on
his head. From many hearts, doubtless,
there went up fervent ¢ spirations that
the Saint of the day would save his life,
for the bheight from whidh he fell was
nearly 40 leet. Happily the fall was
broken by the improvised organ loft, the
Inttice screen of which was smashed.
The guards, who rushed up, assured ue
when they returned that the poor fellow
was not badly hurt, and later we found
he bad escaped without any injury. A
Protestant near me remarked that surely
this would be o miracle for the canoniza
tion. But she knew little of the cau”
tiousness of the Church in such matters.

A short time after this accident the
Pope entered, preceded by the Swiss;
the noble guards in their uniform of
blue with gold epaulettes and gilt hel-
mets; by the Cameriere in white ruffs,
doublets and hose of black velvet and
satin, and cufls of real old point; and
the crimson damask arrayed footmen.
Behind His Holinesz walked the Cardi-
nals In purpie—for it was Septuagesima
Sunday—but distinguished by their red
calottes, and then capie the Prelates and
Bishops. They all passed up through
the lines of the Palutine Guards. The
Holy Father was vested in white sou-
tane, lace rochet, and the crimson,
ermine tipped mozzetth, which threw
out the ivory white ascetic face, with
its determined mouth, piercing yet
kindly eyes, noble forehead and silver
hair. To right and left he turned, rais-
ing his hand in blessing, and the roof
echoed with the cry Viva il Papa Re.
It was as the voice of many waters.
When he reached the Sanctuary, a third
part of the Rosary was recited, and
many must have felt a thrill of joy at
the thought that they were saying it
with the Viear of Christ. Benediction
followed, and all, from the Father of the
Faithful down to his last child there
present, bent to receive the biessing. A
reliquary containing a relic of Blessed
Gerard, his life beautifully bound snd
the customary huge bouguet of artificial
fluwers were presented to the Pupe, who
afterwards left the Hall wmidst the
same acclamations as hud greeted him
on entering. Gradually the spectators
cleared off, and the thought uppermost
in every heart must have been: Nimis
honorati sunt wnici tut Deus.
