Tiux celebration of the silver wediding
of King Humbert of Italy will be
marked by the absence of Catholic en-
thusizem.

The ruledoes
not apply to Protestant sovereigns nor
their representatives, This is a pro-
nounced repetition of Piue IX's non
possemus, Leo X1IIisdetermined to let
the world see that he will never abdicate
his rights nur acknowledge the usurpa-
tion of St. Peter’s patrimony. There
will be a marked contrast between the
jubilee festivities at the Vatican and the
Quirinul, Italy is to day most miserably
pauperized and can ill affurd the ex:
penditure of the occasion. Itis, perhaps,
no harm that such »an event should arise
during the year of Papal jubilee, for the
marked contrast between the two powers
must tell powerfully in favor of the
Vatican.

OuR city—or at least a portion of it~
has lionized the famed  pugilist, the
Cbampion Corbeit. It is wonderful how
enthusiastic a crowd becomes over a big;
criel, powerful man. But prize-fighting
is the rage. and, like the bull-fighting
amongst the Spaniards, it will always
attract the brutally inclined. There is
something so debasing in it that low
naturesare drawn thereto asif by a magic
megnet, Let them cheer, revel and
trinmph; it matters littletous, Butwe
do emphatically object to being called
upon to take pride in & pugilist, be he
champicen or ex-champion, on the score
of his nationality or creed. From a
national standpoint we see no glory in
having & grand sample of the animal—
we are not proud that he is Irish ; quite
the contrary; we are ashamed of the
fact. The pugilist may be a fine speci-
raen of physical form, he may be a very
decent fellow in his own way ; but he is
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co sample of an rishman, fur the hetter !
part—that which distinguizhes the man
from the animal—is atsent. The heart
is not there; cruelty has blasted it, and
& heariless [rishman is not a being to be
proud of. M reover. we remember the
old song :
* Were [ as tall to reach the skies

And pluck the stars out at a span,
I would be measured by my mind,

For the mind's the standard of the wan ™

From a religious standpoint—as Ca-
tholica-——we must repudiate pugilism as
in duty bound. Just listen to what took
place last week in Auburn. N.Y. At
Syracuse a light occurred between
Duftee and Dovovan, The latter was
killed by a blow from the former. When
s remains were brought for burial to
Auburn, he was denied the funeral rites
of the Cathoiic Chuoreh, The priest
acted under the direction of his Ordmary,
and enforced the law of the Church, and
properly so. No more than a suicide
has 8 pugiiist killed in the ring any right
to the Church’s recognition. He gnes to
the ring with the knowledge that he may
puesibly kill or possibly be killed ; he is
little better than guilty of deliberate
hiomicide, or else ruicide. He takes the
risk ; his snul counts for nothing. Man-
hood has given place to animal nature,
and a8 the animal, not as the man, does
the Church treat him,

If we mis-
take not, before another bhalf century
rolls past, provided we have a few more
such statesmen as is the present Pope,
both Capital punishment and many
other relics of barbaric times will be rele-
gated to the la,mhiveﬂ of ages long gone,

The Catholic Church is ever in touch
with the spirit of the age ; she marches
with the times ; she counforms to the re-
quirements of all lands and all cirenm-
~tances, while preserving intact her
dogma, conserving inviolate her prin.
ciples of Faith.  This is nol even a quea®
tion of discipline ; and the authorities
upon whom ro much stress is laid, wrote
in days when torture and tyrannicide
prevailed.  The North Western Witness,
the Catholie oflicial organ of the Bishop
of Duluth, Minnisoty, bas the following.
After speaking of the abulition of the
deatht penalty in their legislature, the
articlesays :

“ It iy toleral’s elear that the death
penadty is inctlective as @ deterrent. A
nun who is ugly enough to kitl some-
hody wonldn't stop if he knew it would
cost him his life, mneh less when the
chiance of convietion and  punishment
scems very small to him, The murderer
is 80 whte hot nothing conll stop him,
or he belisves he has taken certain pre-
cautions against deteetion. On the other
hand the death peunlty often results in
irceparable mistakes. As often it resulta
in a defeat of justice becsuse juries will
not tind gailty from seutiment or from
fear of mistake, in Gises where the evi-
dence wonld seem suflicient if only im-
prisonment. wius the penabiy, A worse
thing yet is that judicial killing is still
murder. It was well enough when every
one went armed and any quurrel was to
mortal combat.  When lite was cheap,
capital punishment was not by compa-
rison brutaliziog. It is now. The life
sentence 15 wore terrible than the death
sentence. It allows partinl reparation
where a mistake is discovered. It can
be enforced where the other can not.
And it is not & relic of barbarism.”

We merely quote the above to show
how maore humane the race of muan is be-
coming, and how more precious is that
Divine gift of human life being con-
sidered. )

sian, for he hated the French and was a
good smoker,” Woe find an example of
this detestation of the Freuch carried to
aridiculous point in the case of Abbe
Lang, of Sainte Marie aux Mines, in
Alsace.

IRISH PARLIAMENTS.

LEQISLATURES WHICH RULED THE
COUNTRY PREVIOUS TO THE
. UNION.

The Enrly Parliaments Really of an Eng-
lish Complexion—The First Iriah Re-
presentation — The Parliamenta Un-
der Henry VIII. and James I.—~1In
Grattan's Time — What Gladstone’s
Btll Promises.

Mr. Gladstone's Home Rule bill will,
if pasged, not only establish a Legislature
for Ireland, but provide that Legislature
with a charter which will save it from
the troubles and conflicts of ils many

predecessnrs. There have been Parlia-
menlg in Ireinnd almast as far back as
written hustory can earry us. That fact,
sooften forgotien in madern discussions,
was one of the roots of the Irish question,
and a root had to be reckoned with, It
could not be torn up, and it would not be
ignored. No country that has enjoyed
its own Parhament readily gives it up.
Ireland had not only had her Parlia-
ments, but until the univn always had
her rights to a Parliament conceded. On
the uther hand, the way of reconciling
Ireland’s admitted night to a Parliament
of its own with the In.perial Parliament’s
supremacy had always vexed the souls ot
the politiciang of buth countrivs, That
has been the longest-standing Irish pro-
blem.

Pitt came to the conclusion that this
Irish problem wax not soluble except by
rebbing Ireland of ber parliament—ex-
cept by the union; but the union has
failed to soive it. Pitt’s promises that
the two conutries, juined tor their com-
mon benefit in une empire, would “each
retain its pruportional weigit and im-
portance uuder the security of equal
laws, reciprucal siffection and inseparable
interests” were not redeemed; and the
last state of Ireland was worse than the
first till the present prime minister came
to the rescue of that country with his
Irish legislation. No legislation, how-
ever, shott of restoring s parliament to
Ireland would satisfy Irish nstional sen-
timent. The provlem therefore re-
mained—a prublem disastrously evaded,
rather than solved, by Pitt—to let Ire-
land have the parliament to which she
claimed a historic right, and at the same
time to find & means of preventing col-
lision between the Irish and English Par-
liaments. It seemn that the acceptance
by the Irish represoutatives of Mr.
Gladstoae’s bili

SETTLES THE CRUCIAL QUESTION

how the loyalty to crown and empire
which Ireland haas always professed, ex-
cept in the moumentary anger of rebel-
lion, may be maintained conaistently
with the existence of the Irish Parlia-
ment, which they demand as their
national right, says a writer in the Lon-
don Daily News.

There ia a historical reason for connect-
ing loyaliy to the English Sovereign
with the existence of an Irish Parlia-
ment, for it was the English kings who
used the [rish togovernment by councils
held in Ireland, and afterwards expanded
into pariiaments. Side by side with the
growth of our parliamentary institu
tiona tLe parliaments of Ireland grew.
Nobody wishes to leave out of sight the
fact that at tirat the parliaments that aat
in Ireland were really English partia-
ments; but in Henry VIIL’s time the
Irsh chieltaing were summouned to par-
linment with the express purpose of
giving greater anthority to an act which
the parliament wus convened Lo pass; and
it was this very act passed by u parlia-
ment in which the Irish were thus repre-
sented, that gave to the Englich sover-
elgns theirright to call themselves Kings
of Ireland. In the days ut Jumes I.
{though, no doubt, that maonarch’s advi-
sers took care to huve the English inter-
est strong in the irish Parliament) the
natives were accorded very full parhg-
mentary rights., Lord Chancellor Ball’s
bavk on Irish leginlative systems, pub-
lirned by Messrs, Longmau’s in 1888,
gives interesting details of all these par-
liamentary matitutions, and with refer-
ence to Janes' Purlinment of 1613, he
quotes the desenption of its speaker, Sir
John Davis, who suid : “Ulster and Con-
nanght, 18 well as Leinster and Munster,
had come to have voices ; and the Eng.
lish of birth and the English ot blnod,
the new British colony and the old Irish

natives, were all met ther to midke
laws for the common of tHaftinelves

and their posterities.”

bad & House of Peers and a House of
Commons, just as the Parliaments of
England ; their numbers were similarly
increased by creation of new peeragre
and by the admission of new boroughs,
until at Jast the numbers in the represen-
tative House were 30, or 64 county
members, 234 borough members, and two
members for Dublin_University.

All the Pariiaments of Ireland from
Henry VIL's time till the date of Grat-
tan’s Parliament were in one asense less
independent than the vne now proposed
by Mrt. Gladstone ; for it may be, and has
been, contended that the Privy Council
of England, as well as the Privy Council
of Ireland, had complete control over
their proceedings, When a bill was to
be initiated in either House of the
Irish  Parliament, the heads of it
had first to be submitted to the Irish
Privy Council. When this body had
exasmined and revised them they
went to the King snd council in
Eoglund for approval. Then they came
back perhaps with alterations suggeasted
by the English law officers in the form
of a bill to the House from which they
cnme, and the bill, though it might
either be passed or rejectecd, oonld not be
altared by either House. Nor could the
lrish Purliament without license and as-
sent under the greatseal of England
either meet or make laws. But the right
ol England to make lawna for Ireland, or
to pass laws which would be binding on
Ireland without the absent of the Irish
Parliament, was always fiercely contest-
ed when any praciical question arose.
Ou one occasion the Insh House of
Commons passed a resolution “that the
subjects of his majesty’s kingdom of Ire-
land are a free people and to be governed
only sccording to the common law of
Eungland and statutes made nnd esta-
blished by Parlitment in Ireland, and
according to the lawful customs of the
same.” ‘The controversy became at
times very ucute, and no wondar | when
the legislition of the English Parliament
had the effect of ruining the Irish wool
trade, and excluding Irish shipping from
the colonies. Swilt’s anger at the Eug-

. lish Parlinment's claim was exprassed

in his
FAMOUS ADVICE TO THE JRISHI,

to burn everything that came from
England except her coal. It was Swift
nlso who said, with reference to the
British Parliament’s assumptions, that
* all goverment without the consent of
the governed is the very delinition of
slavery ; but, in fact, eleven men wull
armed will certainly subdue one aingle
man in his shirt.” The Irish Parliament
of George I1l. is thus described by T.ord
Chancellor Ball :

Parliament at that time assembled
only in every second year. When it
met the limits of possible progress were
discourngm%y visible. Poynings’ law
and the sixth of George I. hemmed in its
range of legislation. 1t could, and did,
deal with local affairs. Many measures
of utility in connection with them ap-
proved, and in most instances suggested,
by the ~successive Irisk governments,
were passed  From great subjects it was
barred. When it began awd when it
ended there was no habeas corpus act 1n
Ireland ; no mutiny act; taxes which
ought to have been within the control of
Parlinment had been grantesd' to the
ecrown in perpetuity; judicial offices
were held at the pleasure of ther crown.
Parliament made no prutest against the
cuntinued suppression of the wuollen
manufacture and the persistent prohibi-
tion of colonial trade.”

At last came Grattan's time, when
both commercial and constitutionau re-
lief were demanded by the Irish Parlia-
ment, and Ireland’s political champion
made his eluquent protest agninst the
cundition to which Ireland had been re-
duced as that ot “a colony without the
benefit of a charter, having a provinecial
synod withont the privileges of a Parlia
ment,” The story of Grattan’s Parlia-
ment i8 well known—and how it was ob-
tained mainly by the energy of the very
men of Ulster who are now so hostile to
what was once their national cause.
Great Britain then conceded every point
to Ireland, and

to the power of its Parliament was that
it could only be held by license: «btained
from the King under the seal of Great
Britan, and its enactments ¢ ould only

become law when passed unde f the same

great seal. Thue the pendulum had
ewung from one extreme to the other, for
here were two practically equal Parlis-
ments with no provision for the case of
disagreement in policy. The failure of
Mr, Pitt’s “commeroial propositions” and
the difference of the two Parliaments on
the regency ex-mplified the dangers of
this state of affu.rs and supplied the
statesmen of the day with some plausible
excuse for proposing the union.

It is interesting to note that before the
union was through of Mr. Pitt once made
use of a phruse which describes the
scheme which it has fallen to the lot of
the present prime minister to propose.
[n writing to the Duke of Rutland about
bis commercial poposalsin 1783 he spoke
of the desirability of “making England
and Ireland one country in effect, though
for lucal concerns under district Legisla-
ture—oune for the communication of ad-
vantages and of courae in the participa-
tivn of burdens.” This Solutiun of the
frish problem has now been reached iu
the home rule bill. The retention of
the Irish members in the imimria.l Par.
liament gives them voice in ail imperial
legislation, and marks their position in
the emypire, while their Parliament will
now have a charter so well defined as tuv
lesve no room for conflict between the
two Puarliaments, and within the limits
of that charwer the legislative power of
Ireland will be more adequsate snd un-
qnestioned than it has ever been before.

AMNIVERSARIES IN LITERATURE.

TaoMAs D'Arcy McGEE, b, 1825, d.,
1888. Oue of the most interesting epachs
in the history of Ireland's strugele far
political rights is tbat which embraces
what is known as the Young Ireland
Movement. This came iram & gathering
of young men of lilerary tasies whose
intellectual strength was shown in 1842,
in the directing of tho [rish mind to a
sense of the power of public apinion
through the press. Thomas Davis was
the great central figure and the “Nation”
of Dublin was the newspaper chnsen as
their organ. Charles Gavan Duffy its
first editor, is atill living. QOne of the
very young men in that bright gilaxy
of literary churacters was Thomas D'Arcy
M.Gee, who was destined to lead a
checkered life, to show indications of
great gentus and to be removed from a
field of usefuluess by the dasterdly hand
of an assuasin, Mr. McG e was hara in
Carlingford in the county Louth, Irelind,
April 13, 1825, and was educated in &
coun'ry srhuol in Wexford, where bis
parents had located while he wia yet a
chiid. His father was n petty fficer of
the crown, but notwithstanding this,
young McGee became an ardent Nation-
alist, He came to Buston in 1842, and
in & few years obtuined a place on the
“Pilot,” where hin literary taleat fouod
recognition. His eloguice on several
occasions attracted attention, 8o much
80 that O’Connell desired his services in
bis Repeal Movement and he was offared
& position on the “Dublin Freemun,”
which he accepted, but he soon prssed
to the “Nution” and became identitied
as & Young [relander, While here he
contributed to the “Libracy in Ircland”
which Davis established, the G ullery of
Irish writers of the Seventeenth Cen-
tury.” He was implicated in the out-
break of 1848, and with Richard O'Gor-
man, escaped to America.  His parting
from Ireland is told in his verse :

Ileft two loves on a dirtant strand,

Oue young and fond and fair und bland,
One {alr and oid aud ~adly grand—
My wedded wife and my native land,

Renching New York, McGee entering
the field of journalism, and in his paper.
‘The Nation,” bcecame entangled in &
controversy with the great Archbishop
Hughes as to the causes of the failure of
the Young Ireiand movement. He snon
moved to Buston, establishe:] the “Am-
erican Celt,”’ and become more and more
conservative, thus earning the suspicion
of bhis former associates. In the mean-
time he published his “Irish Letters in
America,” and “A Catholic History of
North Amrrics,” which sghuow great
scholarship. Called to Canada, he took
up his residence in Montreal and soon
identified himself with this growing
country and immediately rose to pusi-
tions of highest trust and emolnment,
heing Presideat of the Exccutive Couneil
and Crown Minister ot Agriculture. He
was largely instramental in the forma-
tion of the Cunfederation of Canada
Like many who in youth had taken part
in the revolutionary movements, the
conservation of years made him anta-
gonize all revolution, and he was » bitter
opponent of the Fenians and become ex-
ceedingly unpopular with many of his
former admirers. He was assassinated
April 7, 1868, while entering his house,
and & man named W helan was exccuted
forthe crime. Thus died, in the very
pride of his greatness, one of Irelanu’s
gitted song. Hais History ol Ireland s »
nterary gem, written for the purpose of
instructing the people, His poetry has
the stamp of geniuy, filtled with intense
national apirit and true Christinn piety.
His oratory charmed all who heard .
The writer well remembers a visit which
McGee muletos Canadian Cullege in
the compuany of Gov. Munk. As Ameri-
cans, with Irish poli‘ical dislike for bim
hecause of his apparent treachery to
[reland, we who greeting his opening
words with hisses, were loudest 10 our
applause s+ the end, for his elognent
tongue, and his beauty of diction won
our hearts and we torgot our dislikes in
the greatness of the man who addressed
us. Thomus D'Arcy McGee was not
understaod by the [rish people, and it is
the greatest shame that he did not live
till our day when, in the light of the
polizical agitation of the present, his
apinivng would be in harmiony with the
Irish prople.—Editor Catholic School and
Home Magaizine.

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THE FRANCISCAN FATHERS.

THE “ THIRD ORDER" OF 8T.
FRANCIS.

Its Foundation,~The Objects for which
it was Established,—A Briet Sketoh
otita History and Rales—Incorpora-
tionofthe Apnsatolio Syndicate ot the
Franolsosn Observanoce.

Numerous are the religious orders in
the Catholic Church and each has its
own especial mission. There are teach
ing, missionary, contemplative and dil-

ferent other categories into which they
are divided, Accotding to the reguire
meunts of the ditferent ages and the dif
ferent conditions of the human family
these institutions sprang inlo existence.
In all times, siuce the dawn of history,
God has eommoned into life and activity,
at the proper moment, men whose mis-
sinns were to lead His pe ple or guide
His Church., To snatoh the Israelites
from tbe bondage of Egypt Moses was
raised up by the will of the Almighty
and went forth to tt e accomplishment of
his giant task. Since the dinpensution of
love and redemption began, at stated
periods, the men required to fill im
rtant posts, in the army of the Church
{ilitant, appeared on earth and, under
the eye of Gud, fulfilled their respec
tive miasions. While yet Christianity
wrestled with the giant power of Pagan-
ism, while the eagles of Rome trinmphed
in every land, and the blood of & bleed-
ing Faith bedwed the arena of the Fia-
vian Amphitheatre, while the fires of
matyrdom blazed upon the buattlements,
and the trumpets of persecution awnken-
ed the echues of the seven hills, the Al
mighty flung out the banner of the Cruss
before the gaze of the hesitating Cun-
stantine, and in that sign did bhe conquer
—not only his enemies but the paganism
of his youth., When the fierce spirit ol
Mahometanism struck terror into the
Christiang of the Eust, and the tomb of
the Rudeemer was n prey to Musselman
sacrilege, God called upon Peter the
Hermit to arise and preach a cru
sadle against the Paynim despoilers.
Throughont Europe he tramped, from
town to town, and at the magic tone of
his inspired voice bundreds of thousands
arose; kings, princes and warriors leit
their homes, donned the armor of the
cross, trod the wilds of Taurus, fainted
under the suns of the Orient, and at last
beheld, amidst the green meadows that
line OQrontes, the gray walls and whitetur
rets of the Syrian Antioch. When the
Salvation of the race required them,

when the mneeds of the Chureh
demanded them, we find those
great  leaders, glorious founders.

enthusiastic missionaries coming forth
from obscurity and leading the
phalanxes of Christ’s preaching and
terching army into lands never before
trod by the foot of civilization. Of these
are such men a8 St. Ignaiius, St. Bene
dict, 8t. Dominic, 8t. Vincent de Paul.
and the founder of that wonderful Ondter,
to which we desire to draw speocial at-
tentiun—the great St. Francis of Assisi.

A little uver seven hundred years ngo.
in the town of Assisi, in Italy, Franci«
was born. After a lite of pleasure. dur-
ing & quarter of & century, he suddenly
awakeoed to an appreciation of Gud’s
grace, and corresponding with the cali
received from heaven, he dedicated his
days to the estublishment of three re-
ligivus Orders. He astunished the world
ai that time by the exiraordnary zeal
that he manifested ; but his works and
their effects have surprised still mor
and more, as the yeaws rolled into cen-
turies, the children of & race that seems
incupable of such wonderful sacritices.
The first and second Orlers that he in-
stituted were of men and women living
n the clowter; the “ Third Order”—ur
i' The Order of Penance,” is a religious
life adapled to the circumstances of per
sous living in the world. 1ts members,
while remaining in the world and per
formmg the duties of theirspecial avoous-
tions, are exrbled to withdraw inio the
quiet of & religivus hfe. They live in
the world and yet are not of the world.
It is in favor of Lhis * Third Order” tha
our Most Holy Father Leo XIIL, in his
Eavyclical Letier, Auspicato of the 17th
Septewmber,1882,appeals tu the Puiriarchs.
Primates, Archbishops and Bishops of
the Catholic woild to do their best that
the people may know and really estesm

the “ Third Order,” and see that those
who have the care of souls may teach
what it is,

Of this " Third Order” we will have
oocasion to speak more fully later on.
For the pregent we will confine our fuw
remarks to the Firat Order, that of the
Qbeervance, of which we happily have
some members in our midst, men whose
mission may not be thoroughly under-
»tood and whose lives are such that only
those really fumiliar with them can Torm
any idea of the spiritual, beauty and per-
fection that surround them. In the first
pluce this branch of the Franciscans is
called that of the Obaservauce, because
its members ohserve in the must minute
details, every rule laid down originally
by the esinted and illustrious founder ot
the institution. There duty is to “go
about doing gond,” in every acceptation
of the term, Their work is that of giving
missions, preaching the worl of G,
hearing cunfessions, administering all
the sacramenta and attending to the sick
and poor. Their vow of poverty is une
in the atrictest sense of the word. In
no way are they permitted, either
us  imviduals or as a commuunity,
to touch, wuse, receive, or in any
way baodle money. Twey live upon
what they receive from the charity ol
the world, and if they receive more than
suffices f.r one day, they distribute the
surplus to the needy whom they know.
Like the birds of the air they depend
entirely upon God, and He never
neglects to send them sufficient for the
time being. They travel on foot, and if
it becontes necessury to cross the seas or
undertake journeys into pagan lands,
they await the Almighty’s pleasure, anid
always, without fail, Goxr sends the
means whereby they can reach their
destiontion—and that without the means
of money. They eat meat only when
they can get nothing else, and were they
to receive a supply of food from one man
to-day, and anotner were prompted to
send them a donation of the same kind,
their porter would decline to accept the
Intter gift, saying “ we have ample for
our present wants.,” Were it left at
their door, then, 1n the shades of the
evening some Father would go forth
with it to the neighboring poor and dis-
tribute the food to the really needy.
That life of sacrifice is something mi-
raculous in itself, it is beyond the range
ot ordinary comprehension, and it cer
tainly partakes of the celestial. Yet,
during all this time, and in the midst of
wll these privations, the members of the
Order never cease, night or day, to per-
torm extraordinary iabors in the cause
of religion. They say their masses, they
preach their missions, they sit in their
confessionals, they seek out the afflicted,
the sick, the dying, the poverty-stricken ;
in silence and with the perpetual idea ot
God's holy presence, they move about,
like angels of Help, like the apirits of the
just returned to earth and Eerl’otming,
for the pure love of God, the corporal
works of Meroy. They speak only when
it 18 absolutely necessury and when they
do speak—be it from the pulpit, or in
private—the listener hears ua it were the
tones of spiritual consulation ; in a minor
key of devotion their worda go to the
neart and play upon its most delicate
strings, till they too vibrate into a
divine harmony that ia in itseif a prayer.

How fitingly apply the lines of an
lrish poet who told, in benutiful verse,
the stury of those days of Faith, when
all over the land of Nt. Patrick monas-
turies and churches arose :

" A thousand Clatertians incessantly ralsed

Hosannas, around sbrines that with Jewel-
ury blazed ;

A thousand Francisegans in penltance trod
Baretooted the road Lthat was fullowed by
Gw Ll

With nothing of this world about
them ; spart frum tha ordinary men ; the
lonlinest yet the happiest of beings, they
live from day to day, feeding the poor
while sbstaining themselves, preaching
the gospel while obeying its precepta,
alliviating sufferings while undergoing
every imaginable human penance, tend:
ing the sick, when often stricken them-
selves by the approach of Death's Angel,
comforting the dying, while awaiting at
any moment their own summons tu the
presenceof the Eternal. The Franciscan.
properly understvod, secms like that last
muuntain of the deluge, its feat upon the
~arth, it8 summit reaching the heaveus,
immutable & .d grand the last remnant
of earth’s beauty and the last resting
place of heaven’s light. In presence vl
such & perscnality we pause, for the life
before us challenges our admiration and
wonder a8 well as our respect and venera-

tion, Were we but to honeatly refle

upon what the Franciscan teaches, in the
eloquence of his silert life, even more
than in his words of exhortation, overy-
thing woald assume snuther aspect for
us: the seasons in their change would
becnme mere lovely, the atmoephere
would breathe purer and nobler thoughts,
earth would unfold fairer fruits, ocean
roll in & sublimer magnificence, the
heavens display, in that constellated
canopy, myriads of objects speaking of
harmony and God; abova all, would we
feel how little our lives are, and * vice,
in its high career, would stand appalled,”
and “ heedless, rambling impulse learn
to think.” The charms of that life
are humility and piety—the union of
which may be called the Franciscan’s
Fuith. In the cloister it i+ his com-
panion ; abroad, his introduction; inthe
world, his safeguard; in solitude, his
solnce. But we must cease our com-
ments or else we will have no space fur
the more maitter-of-fact statements of
our article.

We said that the Franciscans can
neither touch mouney as individaaly, nor
18 & community ; no more can they own
property. Yet iu this age rod in a land
itke ours it is necessary that they shoull
have some species of abude. Tuey rely
upon Providence, and that Provilence
always raises up men in the world who
ivok after the temporal affurs—litile as
they may be—of these children of sacri-
fice. In consequence, what is called an
Apostolic Syndicate is formed, composed
of members of the “Third Order” of 5t,
Francis, men of the world, whose duty
it is to take charge of the temporal
afF4irs of the Francisean Futhers of the
Ob.ervance. Here in Montreal mem-
bers of this holy community huve
pitched their tent, and in the widst of
our people, almost unknown to the
world, they have commenced their
works of extraordinary charity and have
undertaken a crusade against the ene-
mies ol Catholicity, a veritable baltle for
the salvation of souls. In order that n
home might be sccured for them steps
have been taken to form a syndicate,
whoze mission it is to look afier all the
temporal concerns of the Order, leaving
the Fathers free to pursue their missions
untrammelled. In cousequence, a Bill
hag been presented to the Legislature of
Quebec, and an Act passed, entitled “ A
law incorporating the Apustohc Syndi-
cate of the Franciscan Fathers of the
Qbservance.” The preamble of that Bil
states that the syndicate having askec
fur incorporation, “considering tiat the
said Franciscan Fathers cannot, accord-
ing to their rules and constitution, ac-
quire or possess, either individually
+r in common, nor make any use c¢f
money, and that for ull such acts they
must. have recourse to third parties,
friends of the Order,” and considering
that it is pruper to accerde to the request,
it is enacted as follows :

%1, Messrs, M. C. Galarneau, ner-
chant, Juhn O'Neill, collector of canal
revenue, and Jean Joseph Beauchamp,
Q.C., of the city of Muntreal, in ther
quality of members of the Apostolic
Syndicate of the Franciscan Fathers of
the Observance, in the Province of Que-
hee, as algo their duly named successurs
and those who shall be wdded tu them,
by the present, are constituted int) a
cocporation under the name of Apostolic
Syndicate of the Franciscan Fathors ol
the Quaervance.”

The act of incorporation then atates
that the avadicate as a body politie and
corporate may sue or be sued; may uc-
quire or dispose of moveable and im-
woveable goods, provided the apoual
value does not exceed thirty thousund
dollars ; thisccrporation will huve elinrge
of the muterial intereits of the Fran-
cigean Fathens of the Qbservance ia this
province ; ail property acquired mnst be
administered in accordance witlh the
rules of the Order. Tne princival place
of business is in the City of Monireal.
(he members of the syndicate shall not
be personally respunsible for its obliga-
tions

Such is about the sum and substance
of tbe act incorporating this syi.idicate,
the duty of which is to took after the
temporal affairs of the Order of the
Fathers of St. Francis. It 18 u ¢ertaiuty
thut, according 88 it is required, the
angel of charity will visit the hearts of
faithful Catnulics, and they will be
srompted to give some assistungce—more
.r le-s, according toemeans anil circum-
sranoes—in  this cause, to help the
Fathers either in gitts of deily neces-
auri s, or in funds to eanble them to have
» roof over their heads, a ¢loister into

to meditate, and to prepare for their re-
newed labors. It is intended to com-
mence at onge Lhe eraction of a church
for the use of the Ocder. If anv of our
readers are ever tonched in this way, by
the apirit of benevulenve, they are re-
quested to deal with the three gentlemen
above mentioned, or with any of them,
as the legal representatives ot the Fran-
ciscan Fathers. We have told, in a few
worda, the simple story of this Orler,
and wo will add no appeal to what we
have said; like the members of the
Order, we leave the rest to Providence.

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SIR DONALD A, SMITH.

There are few public men in any
country animated with a more patriotic
and generous spirit than is the worthy
representative of Montreal West, Sir
Donald A.S8mith. Heis a man of enor-
mous wealth, but unlike many other
millionaires, he gives what is best and
noblest in the country the benefit of hia
accumnlated means. Scarcely is there
& deserving institution in Canada that
hes not in some way benefited by the
open-handedness of the venerable and
princely friend of art, science, literature
and education. His home is a veritable
gallery of rare and costly gems of art;
the societies of benevolence and literary
advancement are ever the recipients ot
his gifts ; the homes of education resp
yearly the fraite of his generceity. We
have heard it remarked that he can well
afford to make such numerous and im-
portant donations; il is very true—but
he could aa well afford to keep his
money and tie it up railways, banks, or
other commercial establishments, leav-
ing the country to shift for itself and our
institutions to paddle their own canoes.
In 80 doing he would be simply following
the example of the other wealthy men
of the day. Bot Sir Donald is not of
that build. He seems to value money
only in as far 28 it enables him io do
good. The exceptional gift of one hun-
dred thousand dollars, bestowed the
other day on Mc Gill University for the
purpose of estublishing and supporting
an important chair in that institution,
is but one sample of his countless acts
of public generosity. There is a lesson
that could be drawn from this man's
public spirited actions, and one that
cannot fail to be potent in its good
effects if properly taken to beart.

Proportionately apeaking—of course
not to the same extent but certainly in
a very great degree—we have a vast
number of wealthy Irishmen in this
city. It is a matter of wonder that e
never have heard of any such movement
being made—in regaxrd to our national
and religious inatitutions—by these poa-
sessors of abundant means. There are
not less than fifty to whom a thousand
dollars or more would be as little as the
hundred thousand in 8ir Donald’s ocase.
They would never miss the sum trom
their large fortunes. There aresufficient
of thees rich pecsonages to have long
since ereoted some real monument for
the benefit of our people. With a little
of Bir Donald’s spirit they ocould eaaily
give ua & splendid hell, & magnificent
library,something that would be an honor
to the donors and a credit to our people.
What have we ? The different literary,
benevolent, and national associations do
their utmost ; with the means at their
disposal they build halls for their res-
pective societies ; but no great, central,
important establishment exists—nor is
there any in contemplation.

Look at that old and honorable
body, the Bt. Patrick’s Society of Mont-
real; it possesaes nothing but the small
and dismal room on MuGhll street. While
the members of that body and other Irish
gocieties are thus confined to such nar-
row space, our French Oaasdian friends
are erecting the magnificent structure on
St. Lawrence Main street, which is & cre-
dit to their enterprise and a real monn-
ment of national sentiment. It seems to
us that with the model laid down by the
French Canadians, on the one band, and
the example set by Sir Donald Smith, on

the other, there should be a sufficient in-{

centive to stir onr wealthy citizens into
activity and ipspire them with the am-
bition of leaving something, far inore
" lasting than marble mausoleums, to per-
petuate their memories in the hearta of

the people.

All are not as wealthy as Bir Donald,
but all can participate—in the apirit that
animates the pattiolic member for Mont-
real Weat. He gives, and withoat oaten-
tation; he gives, and without any hope
of political or other reward; he gives,
and without any desire for a return—he
needs {t not; he givea, simply for the
pleasure of making the country prosper-
ous; aadin giving, “ he learns the luxury
of doing good.” We hope the day is not
far distant when some of our richer
friends, men of Irish blood and Catholic
faith, will learn a lesson from the acts of
genercsity performed by Sir Donald, and
that some day Montreal msy be the
happy possessor of & monumental insti-
tution worthy of the forty thousand
Irish Catholics that pride themaelves in
the greatness of this grand ocity and in
that of this land of their future.

The mere
faof that such an amount ol money is
thrown away, nay worse, spent upon
thing which 18 absolutely harmiul,
shotld mske health boards think and
temperance societies get up in arms.
at is true of New York is true of all
other large cities. Fur instance Montresl,
withia population of about one-tenth that
of New York, is paying some fifteen hun-
dred follars daily for the privilege of re-
lieving nature. The only reasona ever
given for not having public urinals
are: fimtly, the smsthetic one that sucu
placed do not look pretty, and secondly,
the question of expense. In view of the
pressing demand the first reason is not
very weighty, and might be overcome by
guu.m them in secluded places with a
ager-post to direct applicants for relief.
‘'he seoond reason fades into nothingness
before the figuresgiven.

The kxvatory attached to the ordinary
saloon is usually in bad sanitary condi-
tion, and thus another reason why publio
urinals ‘should be provided is added to
the list,

In many shops wefind toilet rooms for
ladies, but the male population must
either go into a saloon or else run the
risk of arrest for committing & nnisance
in a cornér. Again, the mere knowledge
that a bathour of refuge is at hand if re-
quired wauld be & comfort to many a
good cititen, although he may not
actually require it.

The conaideration of this question we
commend o our Buard of Health ns a
meisurs cohductive to health and morals,
and to our Total Abstinence Societies as
g means of preventiong indulgence in in-
toxicating liquids. We hope that too
much time will not be epent in consider-
ing the question, but that some action
may also bo tuken.”

THE FICHT COMMENCES IN EARNEST.

The Second Reading: Chamberlain’s
Desperate Effort ; Justin McCarthy’s
Strong Stand ; Mr. Radmond’s
Views.

Loxpoy, April 8.—~The hard fighting
againat the Home Rule hill will begin in
the Honse on Monday. How long it will
last is uncertain. Mr. Gladstone hopes
to get a division next Friday, but the
Unionists talks of & fortnight’s debate,
which will probably prove an accurate
prediction, though the Ministerialists
will leave all the speaking to the Opposi-
tion after Thursday next. Mer. Gladstone
hns returned to Brighton to recuperate
from the exertions of his effurts last
evening.

Lord Randolph Churchill, speaking at
Liverpool yesterday,said that ifthe Home
Rule bill, vy some malice of the infernal
powers, were to become a law all the loy-
alists of Ulster wonld fight against its
operation. Was Mr. Gladstone awars
that an Irish parliament would mean
civil war in Ireland, and did his hearers
helieve that in the event of such a war
British troops would be ailowed to shoot
down the Protestants of Ulster? Ulster
would be within her legal rights in re-
sisting the enactments of an Irish parlia-
ment ?

Loxpox, April 10.—There was but a
thin attendance in the House of Com-
mons to-day when the discussion was re-
sumed on the motion for the second
reading of the Irish Home Rule Bil,
The first speaker was Herbert W, Paul,
Liberal, When Joseph Chamberlain
arose the members hurried in and the
House assumed an aspect of interest and
attention. Mr. Chamberlain said that
the people of England would probably
accent the bill if they believed it woutd
enable them to get rid of the [rish ques:
tion, but he feared it would do nothing
of the kind. The whole of the property
classes, he continned, whatever their re-
ligion, were oproeee to the bill. Hid the
Prime Miuister ever known any state to
succeed when the government wns op-
posed by a majority of the classes owning
property, Even the Nativnalists in ac-
cepting the measure did not think it was
a finality, He challenged the Irish
leaders to say whether they accepted
the principles in the bill afirming the
veto of the Crown on advice of the British
ministry and preventing the Irish parlia-
ment irom derling with external trade.
Were these taken as final or were the
financial clauses rendering Ireland liable
to increased taxation for war and other
purposes connected with the Imperial
policy accepted as finu!l?  There was
abeolutely nothing final about the will,
As soon as an [rish parliament should be
formed they would require it to be
patched up again, (Heuar, hear.) Did
anybody cousider tue so-calieu sate-
guards in the bl worth anything if the
Irish majority was determined tu disee-
gard them ?

CIVIL, WAR WQULD DO IT.

True the British Parlinmeot could en-
force them by eivil war, but not other-
wise, (Conservative cheers.) The only
safeguard the Goverament had was the
good feeling and generosity of the [riahy
teadersand people, and if the Governwent
had the courage of their convictions they
ought to sweep away the 30 called anle-
guards in tihe Lill.

thavin December last Cardinal Vaszeary,
who was then Prince Primate, was at-
tacked by a young man with a revolver.

Suddenly the
young man produced a revolver and
competled the Primate to give up his
rings, gems and diamonds. The fellow
was probably nothing but a robber. In
the present instance the assailant ap-
pears to he a fanalic.

QROWTH OF RELIQION IN BCOTLAND

The Scotch Catholic Directory for the
current year is before the public. It
containe valuable and highly encourag-
ing information regarding the state of
religion in Sentland, that once Catholic
country. As the work was in prepaia-
tion during the yesr 1892, it eould nit
g1ve more recent statistics tnan those of
1891. The archdiccese of Glasgow, nn
aceount of its greater numbers, may be
allowed to take the lead T[ta estimated
Catholic population ia 240,000, a fair pro-
portiom of the inhnubitunts, the who'e
population being 600,000. The figures
contrast remarkably with the state of
matters towards the close of last century,
1778. At that time all the Catholics of
the gr at commercinl city ocould hear
M.gs in the comparatively small house
of a comb manifaolur r, by name Dunald
McDonald, and in that obscure place
were not safe from molestation. On
occasion of the excitement caused by
the pnreging in Parliament of a certain
mesrnre of relief infavour of Catholics.
the Preshy terian rynod of Glasg w issued
mosgt wicked resolutions against ‘Popery,”
and the fanatical populace tonk it upon
itself to execute them. Mr. McDonald's
house was attacked, and the priest wha
wus celebrating Mass there had barely
time on the appronch of the mob to con:
ceal the vestmenta and ather things con-
nected with the -Mues. He then escaped
into the midst of the mob, and shouted
lou:ler than any ane else * where is the
priest 77 Mr. McDonald’s wife, although
i Protestant, was badly used by the de
mented rabble,—so severely bruisred that
shewuas obliged to take refuge in a friend’s
house,

As we proceed with the statistics sup-
plied bythedirectory.the contrast appears
still more striking. Instead of one priest
who visited the Catholics of Glasgow at.
varp intervals, there are now rerident in
the Arch-Diocese 155 Priests, 28 of whom
are members of religious Orders,—-
Jesuits, Vincentians, Passionists and
Franciscans. There are 68 missions, and
106 churches, chapels and stations,

There are 187 departments of mission

zchon Ir. with a corresponding number of
buildings. The number of children pre-
sented at religious examinations is
32055. In addition to these schools,
there are colleges and academies, among
which may be mentioned St. Peter’s
College, new Kilpatrick, St. Aloysius
College, St. Mungo’s Academy, con-
ducted by the Murist Brothers. There

is also a Reformatory for boys at Toll--

cross, Glaggow. Industrial schools, that
were established many years ago by the
laté venerable Bishop Scott, still remain,
one for boys and another for girls,
There are six Orders of Raliginus Sisters :
Sisters of Mercy, Franciscan Nuns of the
Immaculate Conception, with four
housges, Sisters of Charity, with three
houees, Little Sisters of the Poor, with
two houses, and faithful Companions of
Jesis. The number of charitable in-
stitutions that have sprung up in so
short a time is highly creditable to the
Arch-Diocese. The diractory mentions
ten.—Magdalen Asylum, 8t. Mary’s, Or-
phunage, Catholic Hosepital, Deaf and
Pumb Institntion, Asylum for Aged
Poor, Home for Bervants out of.place,
Day Feeding School, Children’s Ref_u%e,
St. Vincent’s Day Shelter, Asylum for
Aged Poor (Greenack).

In all the other Dioceses, according to
their extent and the number of their
people, there are religious, educational
and charitableinstitntions. Inthe Arch
Diocege of St, Andrew’s snd Edinburgh

there are four Communities of Jesuits,
and one of the Oblate Society, so well
known at Ottawa., The Communities of
Religious Sisters are more numerous
The Ursulines of Jesus, who impart a
superior education for young ladies, and
also minister to thesick ponr, have houses
at Edinburgh. 8t. Angelas, Portobello, and
Berwick on Tweed. The Sisters of Mercy
have eslablishments at St. Catherines,
Edinburgb, and one at St. Andrews’,
Dalkeith, The Little Sisters of the Poor
have their house in Gilmore Place, Edin-
burgh. There is an industrial school and
boys’ orphanage at Traneuat, an orphan-
age for girls at Morningside road, Edin-
burgh, a house of Mercy for servants, at
Lauriston Gurdens, Edinburgh, and a
home for working boys at Lauriston
Place, Edinhurgh. There arain the Arch-
diocese 68 chnrches, chapels and stations,
38 missions, 89 congregational schools,
62 Prieats, who minister to & population
of 52,000,

In the Diocese of Aberdeen the popu-
Iation is less counsiderahls, but there is
no lack of pions institutions. At Fort
Augustus there has been for some time
an important establishment of Benedic:
tine Fathers. There is a community of
Franciscan Sisters at Aberdeen, and
annther at Inverness. The Poor bisters
of Nazareth have a house at Aberdeen,
and there are Benedicline Sisters estab-
lished at Fort Augustus.

The Diocese of Argyll and the Isles,

where formerly there was the most nuo-
merons Catholic popnlation, ennnts only
13,000 souls, with & due number of reli-
gious, educational and charitable institn-
tions, Dunkeld has a population of
30,000 ; 36 Priests, 8 of whom are relig:
wus, 33 churches, chapels and station~.
with enngregational schools that have 80
fepartmens,
Gslloway, with & population of 17.000
has 25 Priests, two of whom are regulars.
41 ohurches, chapels and stations, 5 con
vents and hospitals, Premonstratensian
Futhers at Whithorn, and Marist Bro-
thers, & teaching society, at Dumfrire

tied for examination number 2,2,8,

Nuihing could shew better the progress
of the Church in the several Diooceses of
Scotland than the number of churches
and other buildings connected with relig-
on that have been erected or enlarge:!
within the last two years, 1890-91. Qu
December 251 h, a new church was opena
at Litlybank, Dundes. A Chupel schunl
at Rumford, Archdiocese of St. Andrew's
and E linburgh, was blessed on 28th
December., On March 17th was laid the
f..undation etone of & new Catholie school
at Loanbead. A new bail was hlessed at
Neilston on May 3rd, and on May 10th
unew Altar was unveiled at St. M[irga-
ret's Church, Aboyne. May 25th & mon-
astery for the Passionist Fathers was
commenced at Glasgow. A Chapel
School at Crosshouse, Ayrshire, opened
June 7th. July 4th a new mission be-
gun ab Shieldmuir. July 5th a new
Cutholic cburch at Mandahy, Glengary
October 18th & splendid church opened
in the long established mission of Paisley.

April 80th, the degree of L.L.D. con-
ferred on His grace, Archbishop Eyre,
not aware that this highacademical honor
was ever before bestowed in reformation
times, by any of the British universities,
on a Catholic, except in the case of Bev.

a scholurly writer and an eminent ar-
cheeologist, by adding his name to the
roll of the hunorary Graduates of the
University.”
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THE POPE AND THE PHONO-
GRAPH,

Cardinal Manning Though Dead Speaks

—The Pope Will Speak in Chloago
Although not to be Present.

An andience was granted on Sundav
!aet, by His Holinesss to Mr, Stephen F.
Moriarty, Director of the Edlison Brli
Phonograph Corporation, Limited, The
object of the audience was to give Mr.
Moriarty an opportunity of delivering a
vhonographio meseage to theHoly Father
from the lute Cardioal Manning, and
anuther from Cardinai Gibbons, Arch-
hishop of Baltimore, His Hauliness re
ceived Mr. Moriarty in his private study,
the phonograph having been previously
brought in. The Holy Father, who was
sitting at his writing table, welcomed
this gentleman with great affability.
Mr. Moriarty having explained this per
fected phonograpb to His Holiness, ask-
ed him ifhe would hear an address which
he had spoken into the phonograph. The
Holy Father took the bearing tubes and
put them to hie ears, listening to the
address delivered by the phonograph (in
Italian, of course,) with keen interest
and delight. The address is as follows :

‘“‘Prostiate at the feet of your Holiness,
I beg to offer my sincere congratulations
on the event of your Golden Jubilee,
celebrating the 50th Anniversary of the
apiscopate of your Holiness and I feel
doubly honoured on this occasion as
being the bearer of two messages, sacred
megsages 10 me; one from his late
Eminence the Cardinal Archbishop of
Westminister, Henry Edward, Cardinal
Manning, who will in his own voice
convey to your Holiness the expressions
of love and esteems which he always
held for your Holiness. And also an
other message of love and good will, from
bis Eminence the Cardinal Arehbishop
of Baltimore, Cardinal Gibbons, D« eply
gensible of the honour conferred upon
me, and of the importance of the occu-
gion, I ask your Hoiiness to receive
these ipessages through the medi-
cine of this great invention, which
is. shown for the first time
in its perfected state to your Holiness.
It is the jnventior of the two greatest
geientists now living, Thomas Alva
Edigon and Professor Bell, and [ desire
to ask your Holiness 10 send some ex-
pression of love, if only & short bene-
diction, by means of the phonograph, or
such an address a8 may best appear to
your Holiness, to the Cathalics of
Amerioa, on the occasion of the opening
of the exhibition at Chicago, 1n cele-
bration of the 4(0th centennial of the
discovery of America by Christopher
Columbus ; and I beg to call thy atten-

tion of your Holiness tn the great his-

torical interest which any message from
our Holiness would occasion. It would

e the first time in the history of the
werld that the voice of a Sovereign Pontiff
of Bnme had been heard by his loving
and faithful subjects in America, and I
assure your Holiness that sueh a mes-
sage would be hailed with unpiversal de-
light by ail the Catholics of Amaerica.
The importance also of your Holiness
marking this new era in the progress of
soience and in evolution, would greatly
honor and dignify the genius of inven-
tion, by using it a8 & medium for sending
snme message to the Catholica of the
United States, where your voice wilt be
preserved for all Lime in the archives ¢f
the State Department as an honored and
higturic record, In conclusion, I ask
your Holiness to accept 88 my humble
jubilee offering, a phonograph which I
have had made especially for this oeca-
sion.’

After this Mr. Moriarty placed the
cylinder on the phonograph containing
the voice of Cardinal Manning. ard dur-
ing the hearing of it the Pope was deeply
affected in recognizing clearly and ac-
curately the voica of the dead Cardinal.
The Popesaid: '* It i8 his voice, it is as if
he were in the room. I had no ides,” he
continued, “that human ingenuity
could bring this machine tosuch mar-
vellons perfection ' The pnonograph
was then made tn deliver the Cardinal’s
voice aloud in the room, and it was a
picture to 3ee the aged white figure of
the Pontiff as he stooped forward, listen-
ing, and fullowing with a8 movemeut of
his thin delicate hand, loving word.

As the Cardinal's m-ssage endel the
Pope turned toward Mr. Moriarty and
said : “It is wonderful, and to think
that after I am gone my voice will be
reproduced is if I werealive.” Hs then
requested to hear the voice of Cardinal
Gibbons, and, having heard it excluimed,
“To think that he is speaking to me, as
it wers, acroes the sea !” Mr. Moriarty
then presented the cylinder containing
the voice of Cardinal Manning to the
Pupe. The cylinder was enclused in a
nandsome case. His Holiness asked Mr,
Moriarty to explain to him every detail
of the machine, and then said : "I com-
pliment you on your address to me, and
for the refined manner in which you
muke your regnest. This request to send
snme m:ssagae for the opening of the
Chicago Exhibition, I will grant you.
Yuu mrust come back tomorrow, and 1
will give itto you. His Huliness added
that the phonograph might remain in
his study. “I’' hesaid “will tuke cara
of it, and no one will be allowed to touch
it.! My, Moriarty in his manner, bas
introducec for the first time intv Europe,
the phonogiaph is s practical and com-
merical instrument in 118 complete and
perfect state, and he may feel justly
proud of the great interest the Huly
Father has taken init. 1hope in my
next letter to give to your readers the
full messages of his Jate Eminence Card-
inal Manning, and of Cardinal Gibbons,

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THE UPPER OTTAWA.

SCENES THROUGH WHICH
CHAMPLAIN PASSED.

An Interesting Description ot Some
striking Features in Canadian
Soenery by an Ottawa Unlver-
=ity Student, in ** The Owl.””

Strange notions enncerning the merits
of our scenery and its historical associa-
tions, exist among Canadians and
Americans at large. Persons who olaim
to know a great deal, tell us with eunfi-
dence that this country hears no compa-
rison whatever with the British Tsles in
point of beanty. We are not to lnok very
searchingly for the reasons of this fact.
Penple of the New World are often in-
olined to regard the home of their fore-
fathers as a land much superior it every
way 10 their nwn; they think that any-
thing made there, or having any connec-
tion with that country, must be better
than anythirg they themselves poegess.
When they have this opinion firmly
stamped upnp their minds, about import-
ant matlers we need not wonder that
such a comparatively trivial things as
the scenery constantly bhefore their eyes
should be but little appreciated. The fact
is, however, that a great many who wvisit
the Old Country enme back with greatly
changed ideas, After doingfu!l honorto
the beanty and grandenr of the scenery
of the British Isleg, thora of them who
have seen something of their own coun-
try, frankly admit that after all it is not
necessary o cross the Atlantic to admire
the besuties of nature.

To give but an unworthy picture of
Canadian scenery and snme of its histo-
rieal associntiong, the writer takesa part
of the eonntry not many niiles from the
city of Oitawa. and assuredly a part well
known to many readers of the Owl. The
Urper Ottawa, the portion of that noble
river ahave the Capital eity of the Domi-
nion, offers many features of deep inter
est to those wha take the trouble of
viewing them. Its varving and ever
beantifil course; here and there ex-
panding into majestic Iakes; a few
miles farther on narrowing up to a
couple of hundred feet and forcing
over hidden obstacles ita clear water,
which snrga and hoil in the rapida.
Throughout its entire course, deep bays
fregnently indent the shore, snmetimes
hard'y distinguishable from the river
itee!f, as they atretch forth an arm to
encempnss & cluster of islands or receive
a tributary, Alongits banks extensive
forests, thut have escaped the woodman’s
axe, or have sprung up since hia passage
hera & gnarter of a century ago, sdgi
beauty to the landscape, and well culti-
vated farms with their neat cottages
at'est the industry and happinees of the
inhabitants  On the Quebec side, the
Lanrentian Hills display their dark-pur-
ple heights which usually slopegradnally

tnwards the river, but now and
then rise abruptly in a pe-pendicu-
lar form from the plaid s

face beneath. The scenery changzes
with every bend of the river, and the in-
exhaustable resnurces which Nature has
at her command to make there changes
pleasing, cannot fail to win the admira-
tion of the bheholder. It may in the
opinion of some, be a defect that the
Upper Ottawa has so many falls and
rapids ; but although these obstacles stop
navigation, and give the lumberman
much trouble, vet they greatly enhance
the beau!y of the river, and perhaps in
time to come, man will be glad to utitize
the grand water power which they afford.
Nor is navigation entirely impeded.
Steamers may. in many instances, ply
for twenty and thirty miles without in-
terruption, on as picturesque expanses
of water as one could wish to see.

For seven miles shove Qitawa, the
river is rendered impassable by the
Chaudiere Falls, the Remix and Des-
chenes Rapids. At Aylmer it widens
into 2 magnificent lake, unbroken for
nearly thirty miles in length and in
many places four miles wide. Years
ago a large traffic was carried on over
this lake, but it has decreassed greatly
since 'the crnatruction of the Pontiac
Junction Railway, and row the rnoches
which Aont on it, consist almost exclu-
sively of the huge rafts of timber and
she logs which pass over it almost daily
during the summer months. Near the
village of Fitzroy, we encounter the
Chais, a {ine cascade in which the river
tumbling over great boulders of lime-

stone, plunges into an everrising cloud
of spray. Passing the Falls by an old
portage road, the traveller is brought to
another large expanse of water, the Lake
of the Chats, over which a steamer is
ready to take him to the foot of the
grand Calumet yapide. On we speed over
the peaceful waters, admiring the green
wocdlands along both sheres; past the
thriving viliage of Arnprior; past wnere
the winding and swift Madawaska, and
farther on where the pretty Bonnechere
contribute their clear waters to swell the
noble Ottawa. Both these rivers, thongh
but tributaries, would not suffer by a
comparison with many of the so-cailed
laxge streams of the British lsles. We
are compelled to stnp at Portage du Fort,
a village on the Quebec shore, whose
name well indicates the nature of the
“portage” we are about to travel
Above this point the river i8 nat naviga-
ble for nine miles, except to the * bonnes™
of venturesome raftsmen in the spring-
time, and even then it is very dangerous.
We may take either a stage-arive or the
cars to reach the next willage Bryson:
by the former conveyance however, we
would be bstter able to judge of the tuil
and tronble necessary to follow this pass-
age years ago when all this part of the
country was a dense forest.

As we approach Bryson, the distant
roar of the Calumet is heard. Near the
largest of ita seven falls we come to
spot of historical interest,—the grave of
Cadieux. For many yeams the only
monument to his memory was a rude
wooden cross which had to be rencwed
often ; the rivermen used to cut off chips
fre. 23t and carry them on their person,
as a protection against the dangers to
which they are constantly exposed. A
couple of years ago, & plain but substan-
1ial stone monument was placed over the
venerated spot.

The story of this Frenchmen’s fate is a
beautiful though sad one. Why a man
80 well educated should have left Qld
France to live & roving life among the
savages of America, cannot be readily
understood. But there is no accounting
fur tastes among men, aud perhaps Ca-
dieux loved to be a coureur deboic  Inthe
duays of the early French explorations of
the Ottaws, he followed up the old course
of Champlain, and Jike his predecessor,
was kindly received by the Algonquin
Ottawas. Here he made it his home. In
a ghort time he had become a great
favorite with the Indians; he usedto de-
light them with strange stories and songs,
and in fine the legend hns it, that he fell
in love with and married an Algonquin
maiden. OQnce when the season’s hunting
was over, theredmen were preparing to
goto Mntreal with their furs; all was
peace and happiness in theircamp, when
suddenly those ever-treacherous Iroquuis,
deadiy enemies of the Algongnins at-
tacked them. The gallant Cadieux with
the help of a single Indian kept the fierce
foe at & distance, that his wife’s friends
might bring a canoe dwn the rapids. But
how was a canoe to live in that seething
mass ? Human skill could never pilot the
stoutest hoat here, not to speak of the
frailest of crafts. The wife of Cadieux
who was a devout Catholic, fervently be-
sought St. Anne to help them ; and the
Indians declared that they saw immedi-
ately afterwards, the form of a lady in
mist-like rabes directing their course.
After thanking with all their hearts the
good Saint .who had saved them, the
little party proceeded on their course to
Montresl, hoping that their two friends
would soon follow. Cadieux succeeded in
escaping from his enemies ; but his com-
rade was slain. The Iroquois destroyed
the Frenchman's home and were prowl-
ing about in search of him. The unfor-
tunate voyageur after several days of
hunger and exposure, died nesr where
his monument rests. He spent his last
hours listening to the monotonous roar
of the Cutaract, and composing his death
song, “ Le Lement de Cadieuz,” whioh is
still very populsr in the shanties of the
Upper Ottawa Valley. Almost every old
riverman knows tae words, and the
pleasing but melancholy air of this song.

A little farther on - and the surging
Calumet is in full view. The admirer of
the Chats could not fail to be doubtly in-
terested here; the waters sesem to work
themselves into & rage, dashing reck-
lessly against everything in their
way, and drenching the rocks along
the shore with spray. It was
surely & miracle it ever a boat passed
these rapids eafely ; even the stout tim-
ber is crushed and splintered to such
a .degree, that aslide has been con-
structed for its passage. From Bryson

.up toa point four mules beluw Pembruke,

where the Upper Allumette lake begins,
we meet with a number of rapids, which
though smaller than the one we have
just left, render navigation very trouble-
some. On this account, Champlain, in
his voyage up the Ottawa was persuaded
by the Indians to leave the river,and to
toke a shorter and easier route. The
portaze roadrecommended to the first
explorer of this part of Canada, began
where Gould's Landing now is, and fol-
Iowed up . small chain of lnkesto Musk-
rit lake; thence by the river of the
sawic wame to Pembroke.

Chiampla.in’s way Iny through a thick
forest, whe're a great many traes he suys
in bis “Jounrnal,’” had been been blown
down by a recent storm and he regarded
this portag e asthe most trving part of
the Ottawnu expedition, He rested at a
small lake about two miler south of
Muskrat lake, on June 7th, 1613.

In the month of August, 1867, two
bundred and fifty four years afterwards,
a farmer cultivating a small piece of
Iand near this lake. picked up a strange
looking artiele, very black and rusty with
age, which turned out to be an Astro
Iabe,—lust undoubtedly by Champluin.
The Astrolabe had its origin in very
remote ages. and was uged to determine
the latitnde of places up till the middle
of the 171h eentury ; The one alluded
1o here a8 belonging to Champlain bears
the date 1603, and is a little more than
five inches in diameter ; it is marked off
in degrees, and has & small piece of
brass which moves round from the
centre. By turning the index to the
sumr at noon.;so that thesame ray might
ghine through both eyelets, while the
instrument hangs freely, he could deter
mine the sun’s meridian altitude, and
hence the latitude of the place of obser-
valion, to within a gnarter of a degrae.
The finding of this Astrolabe solves an
obBcurity In the great explorer’s “Jour
nal” concerning his voyage on the Upner
Qutawa, by giving us good reasons, why
alter June 7vh 1613, he came to make
sinch great mistakes in computing the
Iatitude of certain places.

After passing over this historical port-
are-road, and sarriving at the town of
Pembroke, we meet with another beauti-
ful expanse of water. Opposite ia the Al-
lumette Island,once the prineipal domain
of an Algenqnin chief named Tessoner.
Champlain informs us that this Indian
(“ whom he styles “le bon vieux Tes
sonet”) royslly enterizined him at a
banquet, and afterwards took him to
vigit his gardens and fielis. He who
wishes to view the Upper Ottawa in ail
its wildnesg and grandeur, should boani
the steamer which during the summer
months plies datly between Pembroke
and DesJoachims. We tnke the steamer
for & trip northward; our boat, one of no
mean dimensions, pushes on rapidly,
bringing before us an unbroken punc
rama of scenery 8 wild and romantic as
when Champlatn first beheld it. The
traveller feels &t once that the landscape
befors him is fresher from the bhands of
nature than any which he has seen along
the Ottawa, lower down, We soon reach
the Narrows, go called, not on account of
the narrowness of the river, but beoanse
the chanuel i8 very confined owing 1o
the pgreat number of islands which
gtretch from shore to shore. It is

leasant to watch our steamer winding
1ts way amongst these islets | its sdarse
changing every minufe as it follows the
channel marked out. Although these
clusters of islands are not very widely
known, yet most perscns who have seen
the famous *‘Thousand Islands,” and
have compared both, do not hesitate tn
say that the Warrows are more bauntiful.
At any rate, the people of Pambroke
krow how to appreciate them. They
have butlt cottages and prepared camp-
ing grounds all along the shore, and on
some of the Islands; here numbers
spend the summer. Those who have
had the good fortune of spending the hot
season in this neighborhoud will never go
away disappointed with the merita of the
Upper Ottawa. Its sparkling waters
and finely pebbled beach offer tempting
bathing pluces ; the river itself and some
of the Inland bays are fine fishing
grounds; with these pleasures, together
with rowing and sailing, the campers
always pleasantly while away the sum-
mer hours. At the end of the Nurrows
we come to Fort William, formerly a
Hudson’s Bay Company post.

Now perhaps in this region. and
around Coulonge and Black rivers, there
are still & few descendants of the Algon-
quins, who Jorded all the territory in by-
gone days. These lndians live a wan-

dering and restlesy lie; working on

farms in summer, and in the shanties in
winter, but invariably spending the fall
in bunting, as if in veneration for the
glorious oceupation of their ancestors.
A fitting contrast te the narrow channel
we have just left i presented to our view
as the steamer enters the Deep River.
Vessels of the largest dranght would find
sufficient water and room here. When
we_behold the great bonltders of granite
which appear on both shores, and the
dark, deep-lonking waters beneath us, it
wonld seem that the Ottawa tilled npa
large fissure of the Laurentians. We
are prepared in some measure by these
mountains of stone to view the maj stic
“ Oisean Rock” which looms up in the
distance.

Description eannot econvey a true idea
of the beanty of ths giant perpendien-
lay precipice ; it must be soen in reality ;
and if the traveller is nnxious for f rare
treat, let him vier it on a momlight
night, and econtrast. the rilvery bright-
ness all over the . er with the long dark
shadow cast by this huge mass of rock,
Well does its name indicate the nature
of its tenants: for a creature without
wings wonld never dare to investigite
it dark niches, nor the enves ito which
they lead. The Oiseau Rock has not
been explored yet, 80 that we have no
means of verifying the trulition that
these caves were used by the Indians as
plices of sepulture,

The end of onur voyage is naw fust ap-
proaching. Atthe headof the D ep River
we meet the Des Jonchime rapids wlich
are imparspble, Our steamer alter a
course of forty mi'tes above Pembroke,
stops at an old landing place for @ shaort
time and then prepares for tha jurney
homew.ard, reaching its destination in
the cnening. Srill fur away tothe vortk
ol this point, beyond the vilige of Mat-
rawa where Champlin turned westward
to Georgian Bay, |ast the great Tomis-
camingue Lake, und am ne the lonely
nills which stretch to the hojpht of Land,
the nible Ottawa winds s way. 8o
long and 8o deviating is its course in
these wiid regions, thit its crus source
wag hot known uutii & frw years ago.
The Ottawa tukes its tise 1 the mume
erent chain of lakes and awanips a8 the
3t. Maurice and Saguenay.

Canadinns, who ean admire pood scen-
ery, and who take an interest in thelr
country’s history, shonld learn to value
maore highly the beatties to be found at
home. Let them the the splend mr of
their own lak-s, rivers and moantaing,
and recall the historical evintg assoei-
ed with them, befure coming tothe hasty
conclusionthat Camuda is too new™ to
be very interesting. They should ponder
on what an Ottawa gentlemen renparked
after an extended tone 1 the Old Conn-
try last snmmer.  He groatly admived
the scenery of the Dritish  Iles, bot
thought we had jast as bewutul wt
home, and that all we wanted was n na-
tional poet Lo sing its praises.—Jouy K.

A
special vote of thanks tu that otticer was
moved bv Hon. Mr. "Murphv, seeconded
by Mr. Connaught, ior the elficient
manner in which he discharged the d ities
of his office. Remurks in the interest ol
the sociely wer mule by Meswea, John

Wa.lsh, A, Martin and others,
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HON. E. J. FLYNN.

For some time past hints have been
Aung out, by the Quebec Daily Telegraph,
and the Daily Witness’ Quebec corres-
pondent, thut the Hon. Mr. Flynn was to
retire from political life and succeed the
Superintendent of Public Imstruction.
These rumors and remarks have been
finally settled by the honorable gentle:
man giving, personally, & flat denial to
them. The matter being now understood,
we need not refer any further to the pro-
babilities or possibilities of what the Com-
missioner of Crown Lands might or might
not do in the fature: suffice for our pre-
sent purpuse tostate that Hon. Mr. Flynn
is the last man, not only in this Province
but in all Canads, that we would wish to
see disappesr from the stage of active
public life. For this our reasons are
many ; & few of them we will give. But
before 8o doing we desire to call special
attention to the significance of such ru-
mors and hints when coming from the
Quebec Daily Telegraph, and especially
from the correspondent of the Duily
Witness.

Thess two orpung are most deadly op-
pased to the Government of which Hon,
Mr. Flynnis a member ; and as it is o
welladmitted fact that the Commissioner
uf Crowu Lands is one of the most ablo
men in the whule Province, and certainly
the cleverest and most experienced ad-
ministrator in the present ndministra-
tion, it is vary natural that these news-
pmpers would be overjoyed to learn of hia
retitemant from the Government. It
wiuld be at once a severe blow to the
party in power and a maltter of congratu-
latiou for the Telegraph and Witne:s.
By stariing these rumors, frown time to
time, it is expected that eventunliy some
one will eatch on to the scheme, und the
result niay be—what is 80 much desired
—amovement in thoe direction indicated.
'The Quebec organ pretunds to he inter-
ested in the welfare of Irish Catholics,
and it pretends that My, Hackett wouldl
he & more national represeptative thnn
Hon. Mr. Flynn, especially becunse the
latter has had a French training, and
speaks thut language as well, if nub bet-
ter, than he dues the Enghish. The Duily
Witness connot claim to have any inter-
est in Irish Catholics, beyond a pretiy
marked one in their destruction, yet i6—
through its Quebec correspondent—is of
the skame opinion as the other sheet. It
is evident that both row in the same boat
as far as politics are concerned. With
that we have nothing to do; hut we have
gamething to say when there is'a ques-
tion of justise to a co religionist and a
Cellow-countryman.

\Whantsuever we deem proper to 8ay re-
garding Hon. Mr, Flynn, we wish it to

be thoronghly understuod that in no way
does it detract from the merits and
claims of any other person. We under-
stand that Mr. Hackett is & most estim-
able gentleman, & clever tactician, an
able speaker and a sound patriot, as well
as a good Catholic; nothing would please
us more than to see him promoted and to
know that he occupied a sphere of use-
fulnees equal to his abilities—both for
hie own and for his fellow-country-
men's intereste. But that recognition in
no way should necessitate the loss that
we, in this Province, would sustain were
the Hon. Mr. Flynn to retire Irom public
life. Andif such were the coudition, we
would never agree to the change. In
every acceptation of the term, Hon. Mr.
Flynn is one of the most able, if not tke
most able man in this Proviuce to-day.
This is not said in the language of flat-
tery, nor is it a mere idle statement ; al}
who know that gentleman intimately
can vouch for the truth ot what we ad-
vance ; all who know him merely a8 2
public man cannot fail to recognize the
same. Thut pelty objection, that could
only emanate from a narrow mind, that
Hon. Mr. Fiynn is more French than
Irish, is easily disposed of and we pro-
cced to settle it before looking at the
more serious side of the question.

Like most of us, who were not born in
Ireland, Hon. Mr. Flynn comes from an
honorable and a thoroughly Celtic stock.
He was born in Canada, and is an Trish-
Canadian in 81l the meaning of the term.
He received a thorough training in our
best educational institutions ; his associa-
tions have been more French than Eng-
lish, and his familia:ity with that lan-
guage is something excepiional in its
depth and exactness. But if the Jangu-
age is to be the test, then we say that
historically, by assuciations of the past,
both here and in the Old Land, the
French language is more closely allied
to the Irish than ever could the English
be. The Celtic tongue slone is that of
the Irishman. He was compelled to
learn the English at the paint of thu
bayunet; the French he learned through
bappier relations with the pecple of that
gl rivus and sunny land. The Me
Mahons, O'Neills, and Kaeilys of France
to-day are none the less lri=h because
they speak very imperlectly the langu-
age of the Saxon; the O'D.nnells ol
Spuin are certainly not less Celiic be-
cause Lhey don’t understand n word of
English. Frar-e gave refuge to their
ancestors when flylug from the persecu-
tions iuflicted upun upon them by Eng-
land. It was Irish and French that
blended in the cheer of victory at Fonte-
noy ; no English was spoken wuround tho
bivousc of trinmph that night. In our
own country, here on the banks of thu
St. Lawrence, tbe O'Briens, O'Neillg,
Donnellys, Fitzpatricks, Frasers, Honuang,
McMilians, McCurthys, and hests of
others are not i whit lesd [frish, nor i
their Celtic blood less purs, becuuse
they spenk imperfect English, hecauso
thiey tulk in the language ufthe French.
Canadian people who adopted Lhem a3
infants when the »scarlet bird of fever
swooped down npon the land and left
them orphans in the days of that fearful
geourge. Deep down in their souls is
the lave of the lund of their futhers, and
that feeling is  ooly intensitied—not
deadened—by the gratitude they enter-
tain for their preservers in the days of
perii. Even then were .it true that a
man, such an honur to our race as is
.Hon. Mr, Fiynn, were able to speak the
French with more fluency than the Eng-
lish, the fact wounld only add tn instead
of taking [rom his claim to be an rish-
Cutholic representative. But the con-
tention we lold to be false; we would

pity some of these critics were they oall-

ed upon to cross swerds in English with
the Commisssioner of Crown Lands.

Apart from this narrow way of dealing
with one who is looked upon as a politi-
cal opponent, we claim that the tower
ing ability as well as the persopal quali-
ties of Hon. Mr. Flynn challenge the
admiration snd respect of every unpre
judiced and fair-minded man in the Pro-
vince of Quebec. Leaving aside the
wonderful capacity for work and the ex-
traordinary administrative success which
have marked his career as member of
the different goveinments of which he
formed part, we can turn with legitimate
pride to the contemplation of those
qualities of mind and heart—the indeces
of character—which mark so conspicu-
ously his individual personality. We
know of whom und whereof we speak.
During three years the writer occupieda
seat beneath Mr. Flynn’s chair of Roman
Law in Laval, and uever can memory
lose the impress of the grand thoughts,
noble ideas, eloquent words, lofty prin-
ciples that fiwed, day after day, from
the exhaustleas fountain of his know-
ledge. The legal acumen, the bhistorical
erudition, the fund of anecdote mnd
illustration, all tended to impress npon
the young mind high idesls, and to give
to the heart noble pulsalions. Watch-
ing his career ir after life, and gazing
down from the impartial eminence that
rises above the mists of political strile.
we marked how faithfally and with
what skill he put into practice those
high principles which, us a professor, he
inculcated. And throoghout all the
varied cbanges in a checkered career, we
noted how truly faithful he was to the
traditions of the Irish race, to the Fuith
of our fathers and to the principles of our
people. In harmony with every move-
ment that tended towards the ameliora-
tion of the country’s condition, with
every effort put forth to carry to a sue-
cessful issue the cause of the old Jand,
he, at the same time, preached patriot-
im by his example, and in his grand
talents, his great perseveranoce and suc-
cess, he stood forth upon the stage of vur
provincial affdirs, an honor to his race,
and oue whum every Triah Catholic cuuld
be proud to claim a8 his national repre-
senlative. This humble but sincere tri-
bute we pay to one whose kindness we
leurned to appreciate, whose talents we
were obliged to admire in days that are
gone. The intervening years brought
him public honors anid triumphs which
redound to the credit of our race in this
Province ; the future, we hope, will only
afford him tuller opportnities of serving
the cause of his Irish Catholie fellow-
countrymen to all the extent that hij
heart would so ardently desire.

SHAKESPERE.

As 13 generally known, Mr, Keene, the
American tragediun, plays & series of
Shakespere’s muslerpieces during the
contga of this week. Thne fict of his
preaence here recalled 1o our mind an
iden regarding Shukespere and his works
thut we bad often inteaded expressing,
Here ix an opportunity.  There perhaps
never lived s writer whose works havy
been more popular than Shakespere's;
and what is better still, they lose none
of their attraction with the lupse of
years. Jt may also be suid thay no other
puet hus been criticised as has the Bard
of Avon. His nwwe is upon every lip
and his works ‘bavée become pro-
eminently classic.  Yet how wauy
gpeak of Shakespere who have never
.read onc.of his plays from prologue to
epilogue; how - many comineut upon
him and yct bave never studied one of
his characters; how many g into en-
thusinsmr ot the mere mengion of a

Shakesperean tragedy, and wba never

witnessed the presentation of any of his
works by a real actor and upon a pru-
perly arranged stage! How many?
Tens of thousands!

We claim that no person, except a
Booth, a King or a Keene, men who
have made a lifestudy of Shakespere's
characters, can possibly fully appreciate
these sublime and almost miraculous
tragedies. It is in vain that you take a
volume of Shakespere and sit down to
study and fathom it; you arise with »
confusion of phrases and happy quots-
tions, with a general idea of the tread of
some particular play: but you have
failed utterly tv comprchend and to ap-
preciate the genius of the work. Why
80! We have often asked onrselves this
question, and as often have we found
but one answer. Because the works of
Shakespcre were not, like those of Milton
or other pocts, made to be read in the
quict of the study: thuy were created
expressly to be represcnted on the stage.
Shakespere's tragedies are not to be read,
they are to be heand and seen. In that
appears to us the real evidence of the
great auther’s dramatic genius. You
mwy have siudied Hamlet for years, and
unless you saw it on the hoanls und by
first class actors, you failed to perceive
the million beauties in that one work:
but the moment you bebold it in the
theatre, interpreted by a sound, stndious
and 1eal tragedian, the revelation is
something indcscribable, something as-
tounding. Go sand lLear Otheilo; tben
return to your study and take up the
volume; 4s yau peruse it every minute
perfection flashes before you, conjured
up by the magic wand of memory. For
these reasons, and many others that we
have not space to develop, we conclude
that the best evidence of Shakespere's
dramatic genius is the fact that his
plays must be seen and heard beiore
they can be properly tathomed in ordi-
pary stady.

JULES FERRY.

“ Jules Ferry has been unexpectedly
elected President of the French Senate!”
“Jules Ferry has unexpectedly died !
Scarcely had the former of these sent-
ences bevn read, when the latter one
was flushed acruss the wires. He wan
one of the very worst enemies of the
Church in France. He secured the per-
gecution und suppressivn of Religious
orders in Fiance, aud he drove God from
the schools of the country. So unjust
and extravagant were some of his meu-
sures that even Gambetta wus opposed
to thami.  As the Philadelphia Standard
says: ‘I to train up children to Le in-
fidels, to banish Christian teachers, close
up Christian schools, suppress Religious
Orders be reforms, then Jules Ferry was
u reformer.”

Bad as this man’s political career has
beep, still he cut & prominent figure iu
the affuirs of France during the past
fifteen years, and his name will Ly re-
conled upon tbe list of ber statesmon.
His life, and above all, his death, should
certainly deserve & passing notice. Dur-
ing Mr. Grevy’s first term, in 1379, Mr.
Feiry wias Minister of Educalivn, and 11
that year he introdunced his abowminable
Fducativn Bill. His propusal aroused
the hostility of rrench Cutholics and
everything possible was done to defeat
the measure. [t passed the Chumber of
Deputies, but was rejected by the Senate
on account of Lhe seventh Article, which
was specially directed ngainst the Jesaits
and other religious bodies. In 1850,
under the Premiership- of Mr. de Frey-
cinet, this clause was aguin inserted in
Ferry's Fdueation Bill; but ovce wore
it was rejected by the Senate. It was
then that the Ministry—at Ferry’s sug-
gestion—revived srme obsolete laws, and
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thereon proscribed the Order of the
Jesuits ; Lthe most wanton act of injustice
ever performed by a government. In 154
afler the failure of troops sent to Tonkin
by the Ministry of which he was chief.
Jules Ferry was driven from power and
fell 10 the unenviable position of the
must hated and abhorred of French poli-
ticians. When, after a retirement of
several years, he was suddenly called
back into public life by his unexpeoted
election to the Presidency of the Senate,
it was rumored that he hud learned to
look with a more reasonable eye upon
all matters of religion, and that he had
regretted his unjustifiable attacks upon
Church, clergy and God in the days of
his former power. It waa even mooted
that he would attempt to repair some of
the wrong he bhad done. A Paris cor-
respondent to the London Times states
that an eminent French politician wrote
as follows to the Pope :—

* Your Holiness need not be anxious
about the sudden elevation of M. Jules
Ferry to the Presidency of the Benate.
Painful experience bas taught him to
take a truer and more ssgacious
view of institutions—of all institu-
tions. He mnow feels that men
need & supreme guide; that the educa-
tion of natious is not advanced erough
to dispense with a morality directing
and supporting them ; and he is now in-
clined to a reciprocal toleration, which
will guvern all bis acts, will inspire him
with respect tor ali convictions, and wil!
make him the watchful servant of all
that is great. Your Holiness will soon
see that he is the French statesman with
whom you may treat moset easily on the
ground of a mutual respect and loyalty.”’

We would full fain deal kindly with
the dead. We hope that it actually was
Ferry’s intention to atone for all the
wrong he had done, to repair some of tho
evil perpetrated by him in the days of
vigor, his power, and his eariy apostacy.
But like many another enemy of the
Church in France, it was not given him
to prove his sincerity. He had been sud-
denly recalled to publiclife; the voicu
of the people had once more placed the
sceptre of politicalinfluence in bis hand ;
he had & grand opportunity; he bad all
that buman power could allow him ; he
may have relied too muoch upon that
human potency. [t matters not; the
Hanbd of God was raised, and inthe hour
of his triumph the writing appeared upon
the wall, and the fate of Ferry was seal-
ed. He died most unexpectedly. Gasy.-
ing for air, he vainly appenled to his wife
for help—the wife whom he had taught
to ignore God. He died, and a civil
funeral closed his career forever. His
ashes have gone to the Pantheon; his
soul has gone before God, And the
Church which he #o often nssailed re
mains immutable und trivmpbant—still
singing in her vespers the words * dejio-
suit potentes de sede,”

Then it is that Byron tells how, al-
though not an Irishman he had loved
Ireland and ber sons, and had wept. with
all the world, for the loss ;of her dead
patriots; but soon he learned to save his
tears for others, and he thus sings of the
dead :

It was of such ns the signers of that
memorable petition that Byron sang
when his patriotic soul fired up at the
thought of Inshmen-—and Irish Catholics
at that—being cold-blooded and calcu-
lating enough to sign away their coun-
ury’s freedom and to barter their birth-
right for 8 mess of pottage. His poem
applies to-day even more than in 1821,
when it was written. Amongst these
“ Lords of human-kind,” Phillipatells us
that “there i8 a prejudice against Ire-
land, predominent above every other
feeling, inveterate as ignorance could
generate and monstrous a8 credulity
could feed. Was there an sabsurdity

uttered—it was Irish ; was there a crime
committed—it waa Irish; was there a
freak at which folly would blueh, a frolic
which Jevity would disown, a cruelty at
which Barbarism would shudder, none
oould hatch or barbor it but an Irish-
man! Ireland was the Ribald's jest and
the Miser's profit ; the painter sold her
in caricature, the billad-singer chantedl
her in burlerque, and the pliant Senator
eked out his stupid hour with the plagiar-
ism of her slander! In the very seat of
legiclation it was deliberately asserted
that Ireland was ‘a burden’ eon the
Empire! The judicious apothegem re-
mains upon record, a solitary memorial
toitaathor's eloquence and moet cha:-
acteristic specimens of his political sags-
city.” It was thus Ireland aud her cause
were treated by the absentee landlonds
and the titled creatures whose only dir-
tinction was to be ashamed of their coun-
try and theircreed. Tosaltempttoargue
with themn would be useless, for their
ignorance is too prejudiced to be tanght
and their prejudice too contemptable to
be combated.

As the best and truest friends of [re-
land and her cause were found in the
ranks of Protestants and strangers, so
the very womst enemics of the nation
and her future are to be discovered
amongst the native Catholics of a ce:-
tain ctass.

Both from
oppogite sides attack their down-trodden
country, and she is placed between these
two fiery furnaces of intolerance; the
one religious bigotry, the other politic:1
prejudice. These Irish Catholics fear
for their religion should Home Rule be
granted, the Orangeman fears for his
faction m case of the same political re-
sult taking place. No wonder that Ire-
land has been the victim of centuries
with two such encmies nursed at her
own breasts how could she prosper or
ever hope to live. The Orangeman
howls against the Nulional cause in the
name of a loyalty he openly hae set at
definnce and in the nanie of areligion
tha’ he does not understand aud cannot
practise; the anti Irish-Catholic screeches
against Home Rule in the nanie uf «
vampire body that has sucked tho lite-
blood from the people, and in the name
of a Faith that he himsell has served to
persecute. They both are more watch-
ful and venomous thaun the vipers that
shun the land ; awed by no virtue, sub-
dued by no kindness and crushed by no
correction, they strengthen on the weak-
ness of their country and they riot in the
midet of ber famine, They cluim that
the majority of freland i in favor of the
Union, because a portion of Ulster is
with them. Here are a few facts; nuts
for these strange bed-fellows to crack.

“ Exclusive of Belfast, the Catholics
are in a mojority (in Ulater) of over
§0,000. In six out of the nine Ulster
oonnties the Catholies form the majority
of the ponulnl.mn. At the general eler-
tion in 1892, out of a total of 128,263
votes, 69,464, or a majority of 15,663, were
recorded in Ulster for Home Rule,
There are only two counties in the pro-
vince for which Home Bule members
are not returned wholly or in part.”

The rest of the curse i» somewhat tuw
oriental ard oo severe for our ninc-
teenth century feelinge.

3Mr, Balfour finds
that in four counties the increase of
crime 18 due to the “compact between
the English Goverunment and the forces of
diserder.” If so, on the same grounds,
the improvement in the other twenty-
eight counties must be due to the same

compact.

ABOUT SHEEP.

No wonder sheep do weil in Great Bri-
tain. When geeding a field, fourtoa
dezen kinds of grasses are sewn. Sheep
dehight in a variety of feed.

Feed the lamb before it is born by
feeding the mother. Give her plenty of
bone and muscle-making food. It will
mnake the lamb stronger when it sees
daylight.

Of course mill feed costs money; but
when you can combine it with good
home-gr»wn fodder youn have a first-class
ration without undue expense and then
there is the manure.

If cattle are neglected and allowed to
roam over frost-bitten fields and stand
out in chilly winds they will lose more
in condition in one week than can bhe
gained in & month or more of feeding,

Musty hay is the dearest kind of feed
you can give your horses. It may cost
Kou ten times a8 much a8 good, bright

ny in the end. It will lengthen the
lives and the duys of usefulness of your
horrea to provide fur them nuthing but
the purest and the best feed.

To breed with care, paying a good
horse fee, and then to atine the colt with
sbort rations for himeelt and dam is as
unprufitabie as foolish, Scant pasturuge,
pour water supply and severe aunoyances
during fly time combine to damage
many & well bred colt, 8o lar as s
futur- usefulness and sale value are con-
cerned.

HANDLING MANURE,

The most economical way of handling
manure is dircet from the atable. My
plan, which 1 have followed for years, is
to drive through the stuble, after the
cows have been turned out to water,
with a team and hubs, or long sled, and
load up. This was planned when I built
my barn, having wide doors and bridges
at each end of slable, with no winuw
ho'es back of cows, except sash for light.
An ordinary team can draw out the
manure lrom 40 cows n da) in one load.
In this way I take manure where it is
needed. 1 use lovse side bunrds when
1 reach the ground I wish to manure.
I remove one side board, and pitch off
a lot at each end of the sled of
about half a barrel in a pluce; then I
start up, remove the side bourd on the
other side, nnd lenve the snme quantity

on that side, alteinating my unloading |

from the sides in that way until [ have
my load unlunded. To make fimshed
woik as you go along, commence whete
you leave off every time until you get
across the piece. Then commence & new
row cloge enough to meet when spread,
and so on until the piece is manured.
This can be easily spread in spring when
the frost is out of it. Then to make it
finer, go over it with a bush or bru:b
pulverizer made out of some tough brush.
