A United Press special cable letter of
1ast week deals as follows with the Irish
situation :— -

Mr. Justin McCarthy, the leader of the
anti-Parnellite section of the Irish Par-
lismentary Party, delivered a a%eech at
Walworth lest Tuesday in which he
definitely committed that party to sup-

rt-the Tory schemes for sectarian edu-
cation, Since then the disposition of
the Liberals to throw Home Rule for
Treland averboard hes become more de-
cided. Mr. McCarthy obviously expects
to obiain & pact with the government
under which a Roman Catholic univer-
sity will be established in Ireland, be-
sides satisfying the Roman Catholic
clericals in England by assisting to pass
a measnre that they have long desired.
Yo policy could more abaolutely alienate
the sympathies of the Liberals. The
Speaker asks if the Irish realize the fact
that by thus attacking their English
allies cn a purely English question they
will find it more difficult than ever to
hea! the breach. Already adistinguished
Radical member of the late Parliament
who was a most pronounced and ardent
Home Ruler, has retired from an import-
ant honorary post held by him in the
English Home Rule Union owing to his
disgust with the Irish members for gning
over bolily to theenemy, not on an Irish
but on an English question.

The Methodist Times. the recognized
organ of the Methodist Liberals, declares
thatit the Irish members of the House
of Commons swell the majority follow-
ing the Archbishop of Canterbury, Home
Rule will pass out of the range of prae-
tical politics. These warnings, however
trie they muy be, will not deter the Irish
from obeying the orders of their clerical
advisers,and all will move in consonance
with the general Catholic movement.
Many Liberals will now get quit of
Home Rule with a general fecling of re-
liet and will aspire to consolidate the
party on the old lines that will be ac-
reptaible to the Duke of Devonshire,
presudent of the Council; Mr. Joseph
Chamberlain, Colonial Secretary; Lord
James, Chancellor of the Duchy of Lan-
caster, and other Umonists who are cer-
tain to refuse to follow Lord Salisbury if
he nttempts to gratify the Anglican
clericals by an extension of the state
grants tosectarian achools.

The Congervative newspapers deny that
thore is a difference of opinion in the
cabinet on the education question, and
the denial is partly true, for the reason
that 1 definite measure is not yet before
the cabinet, but it is an open secret that
the Duke of Devonshire, Mr. Chamber-
Iain and Sir John Gorst, vice-president
of the committee of the Council, are op-
posed to Lord Salisbury’s tentative pro-
posls Mr. Chamberlain’s organ, the Bir-
minghum Post, siys he has clearly
rangal himasel! with the Duke of Devon-
shire ngninst the Prime Minister.

Home Rule sources whenee it all comes;
to ehow how desperate are the ellorts
now being made to diccredit the Irish

" THE MTOﬂAN FROUDE.

Mr. W. 8. Lilly’s Remarks om the Writ
ings of the Unhistorieal Historiap.
Mr. Wi S, Lilly, writing in the Nine-

teenth Century, aays of Mr. Froude :—

“I take it that he may properly be

ranked among the greatest masters of

word-painting in the English language.

There are passages in his writings—for

example, his account of the judicial

murder of Sir Thomas More, or of the
destrnction <f the French and Spanish
floating batteries  before Gibmltar—
which havt seldom been surpassed in
splendor of, diction and dramatic power.
But heregnll the praise that can be
honestly*te towed upon him cads. He
was incapable of critically investigating
facts., Nay, he was incapable, congem
tally incapabie, T believe, even of cor
rectly stating them. A leas juilicial
mind prebably never existed, There is
hardly a page of his which ia not de-
formed by passion, prejudice, and para
dox. He 1s everywhere an mivocate,
and an utterly unscrupulous advecate.

Hig predecessor in the Chair of Modern

History at  Oxford  onee  said—

‘When we have read Mr. Froude's ac-

count of any matter, we know, at all

events, one way in whichit did not hap-
pen.? Ithink this wastoo strongly eanld.

According to St. Thomas Agquinas, the

father of lies himself sometimes  tells

the truth : * Interdum dicbolus veritatem
logquitur.” Y would put the matter some-
what differently. It has happened to me,
in the coursc of my own poor historieal
studies, to go over much of the ground
trodden by Mr. Froude. And the conclu-
sion to which I was long ago led isthat
it is never safe to accept any statement

upon Mr. Froude’s mere word. It s,

however, only lately that my eves were

open to the full extent of what is eu-
phemistically called his inncecumncy. In
the autumn of last year his book on

Frasmus reached me. On turning over

its faecinating pages [ was much taken

aback by some of the things attributed
to the great humanist in the ‘abbreviat-
edtranslations’ of his letters. I chanced
at thte time'to be myscelf deep in Erus-
mus, an author whom [ have for some
years carcfully and elozely studied ; and
the folios of the Leyden cdition of his
works lay betore me. 1 proceeded Lo
compare  Mr. Froude’s * abbreviated
transiations’ with the original, and, 1
confess, the result transcended niy ex-
pretations, I found, in well nigh every
page, distortions, more or less gross—
sonietimes  very  gross—of  Erasmng’s
meaning ; things atributed to him
directly contrary towhat he really wrote
things of which the Latin presents oo
trace at  all. What is  the  ex-
planation  of  this  drmtional  de-
votion to ‘{he thing that is not’? In
the Catechism of the Conneil of Trent,
mendacity s deseribed as ‘o disease of
the mind generally incurable. I believe
that witli some persons this discase is
congenital, just as kleptomania is with
others.  Probably most of us have per
somally known sufferers from pseudo-
manii. To take an example from tetion,
the Rev. Charles Honeyman, in Thacker-
ay's novel, appears to have been thus
alllicted.  “Charles,” said Fred, Bayhan,

‘vou had, even from your youth up, a

villainous habit; it's wy beliet you'd

rather lie thun not.” Jonee heard of a

pseudomaniac who excused himsell on

the ground that hedid not enre to plagi-
arize from fact. 1do not know whether

Mr. Froude would have adopted that

apology. But certain it is that, like

@ well-known school of ceeleginstical his-

torians, with whosetemper he had muceh

in common, however alicn from their -
liefs, he preferred to have Tacts of his
own making.

TURKISH BRUTALITY.

A Terrible Story Told In London By A
' Refugee.

The Daily News publishes a statement
onoath madein London by an Armenian:
named Aslanian, who was sentto New
York by the Anglo- Armenia Association.
Aslaninn said that he lived in Americs -
formerly and that he lelt New York in
the heglnning of September to rejoin his
wile. On hia arrival in Constantinople
he was thrown into prison, although he
had a regular passport. While there,
which wus during the recent disturbance,
he witnessed a horrible scene, hundreds
of Armeniuns being brought into the
prison and deliberntely killed. Aslanian
said further that the prisoners were
wounded by ritle butts and bayonets by
the soldiers under the orders of the
officers.  This continued for forty-
eight hours. He believes that 300 people
were kiled and 500 wounded in that
time.

The women and relatives, who were
weeping and imploring ot the gates for
permisston (o see their husbamds and
sons, were roughly repulsed by the sol-
divrs, On the following day Aslaninn
wits pul in irons and was catechized re-
ganling his supposed assoviatts, whe
had come frow Ameriea, for revolution-
ary prrposes. Unon pleading ignorance
ot this he was tortural with a truncheon,
Leaten upen the shonlders, thighs nnd
lews, enustng great agony.  This was re-
peated  on o eleven diflerent oceasions.
He wan phical i solitary continement
for a Tartuight, and other prisoners were
stmilarly treated, When the delegates
from the embassies came to inspect the
prisen they displayed the marks of their
beating, *'but,”  Aslwinn continued,
“fearing vengeance, 1,said they were
due to rhenmativm, and  begged for my
retense. Four days later 1 waw liber-
ated.”

i= svnonyvmous with ornate oratory, a
writer in the Witness gives the following
account of a man whose career is now
aimost forgotten,  He says . —

“ Bertha Phillips was the danghter of
Charles Phillips, for many vears, except
Lord Brouzham, the most eloquent man
at the bar of the United Kingdom. That
his name is heard so little now is only
another proot that the arator, like the
actor, may oeeupy the front of the stage
while he lives, but that after his death
and the generation that was contem-
porary with him his fame perishes ut-
terly. leaving scarcely a name behind.
Charles Phillips was famiiiarly known as
*Nupaleon” Phillips, on account of the
oration with whiclh he celebrated the
downtall of the great soldier. ' He is
fallen!” was one of the stock readings in
the sehoolbooks of twenty-five years ago.
All that remains of it is two lines in a
dictionary  of  familiar  quetations:
Cirand, ¢loamy amd peculiar, he sat upon
the throne, a scoptred hermit, wrapped
in the solitude of his own originality.””
{We mayv state that the whole of that
wonderful speech. as well as a dozen
other masterpieces of Phillips. may be
tound in the volume of “Irish Elo-
quence,” and in various other books )
“UOne who saw Phillips often thus
deseribes him: * A stout gentleman,
elderly, gray-whiskered and inclined to
corpuience, whose look and bearing were
manly, dressed in a dark-blue paletot, so
popular fifteen years ago; black trousers,
boots of the kind called highlows, a care-
fully brushed hat with a curly brim, set-
tied baek on his head; a black silk
handkerchief boynd locsely around his
neck, surmounted by high shirt collar.
iu his carly life he must have been emi-
nently handsome,”

Phillips wus born in Sligo, Ireland, in
1783, He was cducated at Trinity Col-
lege, Dublin, and practised for a time at
the Trish bar. It wus ta one of the great
lirhts of that bar, Curran, that he owed
his professional rise.  He was intimate
with Barry O'Meara, and with him alle-
viated the sutferings of Napaleon at St
Helenn. He was O'Connell’'s second in
the duel with D'Esterre. He shared
lodgings with the master of the turgid
in oratary, Richard Lalor Stiel, Phil-
lips won enormous verdicts in the courts,
but the persons bounid by law to pay them
were often insolvent debturs.  When
Phillips. without a superior at the Irish
bar, removed to England, he had to en-
counter Brougham, then in his prime.
In the first case in which they were
on opposite sides, Brougham, in steel
like coldness, made such tun of Phil-
lips’s over urnate rhetoric that Phillipe
fell into ridieale and was throatened

INDISCRIMINATE READING,

In the December number of the Rosary |

Magazine the able editor gives his read-
ers the following sage advice:

“In our November number we warned
our readers against the dangers of indis-
criminate newspaper reading. Our ob-
servation leads us to add a few words
touching magazines. The multitude of
periodical publications is bewildering.
No man familiar with their variety and
number would entertain the notion of
becoming familiar with their contents.
He recognizes the practical impossibility
of knowing even their numes. He pru-
dently decides, therefore, to confine his
magazine reading to certain standard
publications. We realize that judgments
will differ ns to ‘standard’; but we feel
at the same time, that intelligent men
will agree in determining what is ‘not
standard.’ And wegive our opinion that
the magazine market is so rapidly be-
coming overstocked, that much of this
material is the most wretched stuff,
utterly unworthy of the name of litera-
ture Subjects that only sensational
newspapers follow, are the theme of
some of these so-called magazines. With
poor writing and ‘ecatchy’ illustrations
that have little bearing on the text, one
cannut resist the thought that these
cheap magazines are put together chiefiy
as a scheme for securing advertising,
That they succeed in .his way, and that
they run into the hundreds of thousands
in the way of circulation, are only pain-
ful evidences of degenerate public taste.
To the readers of these sensational com-
pilations on popular actors, cheap sing-
ers, poor artists, prominent sporting
characters, genuine literature has little
value, and a solid and meritorious maga-
zine will find small favor in their eyes.
When the merest froth, thinly disguising
sensationalism and viciousness, enlists
the Iabors and energies of so-called pub-
lishers whose zeal (‘.5 is constantly spur-
red on by ' success,’ which means money
gain, it is timely for honest men to pro-
test.

“The least note of alarm now suffices to
produce widespread terror, and if proof
were needed that the Powers were right
in their .insistance upon having ad-
ditional protection for the foreign popu-
ation of Constantmogle and its vicinity
jt was furnished by the occurrences yes-
terday. The cause of the panic was a
fierce quarrel between two Armenians
3o the Stamboul gusrter, during which
they came to blows and atiracted a large
crowd about them. Finally, one of the
Armenians drew a revolver and fired at
bis opponent. The shot was the signal
for an uproar.

From Stamboul the wave of terror
swept to Galata and to Pera, carried on-
ward by the panic-stricken fugitives
from the first named quarter, who were
evidently under the impression that
they were fleeing for their lives. The
jnhabitants of Galata quickly caught
the fever of alarm and in turn shut their
stores and houses and joined in the scene
of confusion, an example which was
promptly followed by the people of the
Pern quarter. L .

Some English ladies ran, crying for

rotection, into the British Xmbassy,
while about 50 Armenians, chattering
with terror, fled to the residemce of the
first secretary of the British Embassy,
the Hon. Michael Herbert, and begged
for shelter until all danger was passed.

No mutter whether they
are Protestant, or Jewish, or anything
else, the minority, bv the constitution,
has a right to separate schoonls; these
existed until 1890; they no longer exist
to-day ; the act wiping them out is un-

The Britiah copstitution is not at fault
the countless Jaws that were the result
of tyranny or coercion were paised in
direct violation of the fundamental
principles that have come down to us
from the very days of Magna Charta,
One of these underlying principles is
deseribed by Blackstone and others as
the safeguard of the subject’s liberty.
It reads thus :—“ ANY ENACTMENT THAT
PLACES THE SUBJECT BETWEEN DUTY, OR
CONBCIENCE ON THE ONE SIDE, AND SFLF-
INTRREST, OR PERSONAL FEAR, ON THE
OTHER, IS IMMORAL, ILLEGAL, UNJUST AND
ONCOSNSTITUTIONAL.”  Such is the apirit of
the constitution. Any legislature that
pasges such cnactment, or any sovercign
who sanctiona it, violates the constitu-
. tion.

The enactment of 1890, whereby the
Munitoba legislators deprived the min-
- ority of théir schools and enforces upon
. them the acceptance of a aystem with

which their conscience and theteachings
of their faith could not agree, did vio-
lence to the principle that * any enact-
ment which places the subject between
conscience and duty on the one side, and
self-interest or personal fear, on the other
‘is immoral, illegal, unjust and unconsti-
tutional.” The constitution does not
. mention a Catholic or a Protestant sub-
ject; it refers to any subject. By that
.- enactmeus the subject, who-belungs to
‘the  minority ‘in Manitoba, is forced to
.conscience by having
in ‘an “atmosphere
ntiot approve of, or.

electorate. We can only stigmatize that
announcement a8 a miserible trick, very
unworthy of the Canaldian press.

In the tirst place, we doubt very much
if ever such a movement, with a politi-
cal capital in view were conceived by
any one outside the writer of the story.
In the next instance, it is unjust to at-
tempt to prejudice the chances of the
unfortunate mun who stands under the
shadow of the gullows, by circulating
such sensational rubbish. Shortis per-
formed a tearful deed ; he has been tried
for the crime ; heis condemned to meet
death on the third day of the New Year;
meanwhile, almost superhuman effors
are being made by his noble-hearted
mother to rescue her son from the gal-
lows. There are some doubts na to the
convict’s sanity; it is a question with
which the CGovernor-General in-Couneil
hasg to deal. We are not prejudiced one
way or the other ; we do not desire to
sec the ends of justice defeated, nor do
we wish to injurc the chances of one who
is placed in the terrible position of the
condemed man. But we profest thag it
is un-Cliristian and unjust to atlow even
a nuestion of political inferest to he
heard within earshot of the convict's
cell, and in a time when the question of
executive action is uncertain,

There is nothing as heartless and as
intuman as the political ghoul that
haunts the breasts of some politicians,
For the sake of party all délicacy is
abandoned, all fine feeling crushed, all
Christianity of sentiment ignored.

Meanwhile, we desire to draw at-
tention to the admirable distinction be-
tween the Synthetic and Analytio ays-
tema as explained by Mr. Brownson.

Oats, average yield, per acre, 46.73
bushels ; total yield, 22,555,733 bushels,

Barley, aversge yield per acre, 35669
bushels; total yield, 5,645,036 bushels,

Flax, total yield, 1,28133% lushels.
Rlye, 81,082 bushels. Peas, 28229 bugh-
els. -

The total grain crop is estimated at
61,366,412 bushels. The total amount of
wheat marketed up to November %5ia
estimated at 12.521,612 bushels. The
immense crop of wheat has enabled the
farmersto sell as much as was soll at
thisdate last year, enabling them topay
off pressing linbilities while stitt holding
the greater part of the crop. The nat
crop is reported by the correspondents
as enormous, and all apeak in a cheertul
tone of the prospects of the harvest.

Canada’s Hog Trade.

Otrawa, Dec. 12—Advance figures
have been obtained from the priofsheets
of the Department of Trade and Com-
merce for 1895, which show that in 1884
we imported of bacon, hams, shoulders
and sides, 4,458,710 pounds, and in 1895
we imported 826,882 pounds. f pork,
the imports in 1884 were 13.721,:08
pounds and in 1895 they were reduced
to 3,203,023 pounds. Much Ilnrger has
been the decrcasz in the importation of
lard, which, in 1884, reached 3,696,992
pounds, and, in 1895, were only 190,921
pounds. Of bacon and hams we export-
ed, in 1884, 8,000,000 pounds, and in 1843
we exported 40,134,054 pounds. The ex-
portations of pork have in the same
period expanded from 639,970 pounds to
1,057,036 pounds, and of lard from 214,778
pounds to 1,283,498 pounds. The exports
of hog products’ were 20,000,000 pounds
in ]892, 30,000,000 in 1894, and 42,000,000
in 1895.

Advices from Antananarivo, the cap-
ital of Madagascar, under the date of
November 30, say that a mob of six
thousand Hoyas had attacked and de
stroyed the Christian missions at Ra--
mainandro, but that Mr. MacMahon, &
missionary and his family, occupying
the mission, succecded in escaping un-
harmed. A force of six hundred troops
was despatched to the scene to quell the
disturbance and zll Europeans were or-
dered to the Capital as a measurc of
safety.

How Madime managed to do all she
didis &« marvel to me to this day. The
ipatron” who lived in a small “depend-
ance”’ connected with the hotel left
evervthing ih her hands if one might
judge : und housckeeping at such a dis-
rance from a town and with so many in-
ralids, capricious often in their appe-
tites, could, in itself, huve been.no casy
wsk: and no onc who has lived in
Algerin need be told how independnt,
and incapable too, the servants are.
Then there was the continued going and
coming of the guests and of the stray
visitors who “ran up” from Algicers.
from Saturday to Monday. to *try the
haths.” But, happen what might, “onr
\ladame” (so we called her) was the
same, never worried, never flurried, never
hurried—though she had a quick little
hustling step of her own that might have
deceived a stranger—always ready to do
ner best for anyone, ready to hearany-
hody's complaint or tale, and—as we
could have told, had we had been asked
—ready, too, to add te her duties that of
zeneral sick nurse.

As the winter (and it wasanunusually
cold one) went on, and my sister, instead
of rallying as we had hoped, grew weaker,
Madame insisted on taking her turn in
sitting up with her at night ; it was old,
not young, people’s work, she told usthe
first evening she appeared in wonderful
arey dressing-gown with tasselled cord
and a striped handkerchief tied over her
head, prayer book and rosary in hand,
ready for her post. She never slept; my
sister told us that, wake when she might,
it was to find Madame sitting upright in
her chair, her beads slipping recollect-
edly through her hawd.

One night when the door between the
hedroom and the dressing-room where I
slept had been left open for more air, I
heard my sister, after coughing. ask
Madame, ‘ Madame Baille, would you
be afraid to die?” The answer came at
once. Madame knew what was meant,
knew, t00, just the strong word to help:

-« Mademoiselle doubts the love of the
good God ?”

Another time, when therc had been
much frintness and depression all day,
and Madame was holding her arms, be-
tween the struggles for breath she said,
“Madame, it is the going—ulone,”’
“Alone! What? Mademoiselle then
does not find Jesus, Mary, Joseph, good
company.”’

How ofter I regret 1 did not write
down more of Madame’s sayings, so
pithy, so to the point, but never a shade
of disrespect in manner or in tone.

‘““She dropped a jewel every time she
apened her lips, like the girlin the old
fairy tale,” one of our number, who
loved our Madame, used to say.

Madame never spoke of herself. It
was from her daughter-in-law, Madame
Victoire, & smart lady who sat inthe
Buresu, ready at all times for a gossip
with the “poitrinaires” (as she
wag plensed impartially to class us
all) that we heard a little of her history,
how she had lost her husband and two
sons and a flourishing business in the
Franco-Pruesian war, and after struggl-
ing for bare existence for a year or two
bad crossed the sea to keep house for o
cousin left a widower, the *‘ patron” of
the hotel we were in,

She herself, Madame Victoire gra-
ciously went on, was the patron’s daugh-
ter, and, as she had married our Madamu's
surviving son, the hotel was quite in the
family, which made everything agree-
able, as * ces dames™ would allow. M-
-dame Victoire was evidently quite proud
9f her poor miserable-looking little hus-
band who had no business to be our
Madame’s eon, we told each other some-
times.

_ It was Madame Victoire, too, who con-
fided to us, with a shrug of the shoulders,
%hat our Madame was “ un peu Sainte!”;
*“Devote,” M. Victoire, who was busy in
< corner over his accounts, amended with
@ grin; but *“Sainte,” his wile, reiterated
with emphasis. That therc was a vast
ditference  between the epithets, in
Madame's estimation, was clear, and,
frankly non pratiquante heraelf, it was
evident slie thoroughly respected her
mother-in-law.

As [ have said, writing Madame’s say-
Ings gives no idea of the way they were
suid. ~ One day, a birthday, 1f I remem-
ber right, my youngest sister told her
half in fun she ﬁut-ed growing old.

Madeling repeating at intervals, in ai-~
swer to Midame’s remonstrances, " Je
vous dis. ces dames m’ennuient.”” ¥t
le Bon Dieu, il s’ennuie de nous ?’ came
from Madame atlast. There wassilence,
Madeline stayed and spoke no more of
going away. '

That we did not love Marie in our
country was to Madame inconceivable,
“If it were my country, I should paint
‘Japua cceli’ on every stone,” she told
my sister one day.

One evening we were on the balcony,
and Madame came to warn us it was
time to come in. Tempted, like our
selves, by the beauty ef the scene, she
lingered a moment watching the blue
hills purpling—in the short African twi-
light—soquickly intonight. ‘“Que Dien
est bon!” she said almost under her
breath as she tnrned togo in, the tone -
expressing a very psalm of thanksgiving
and of praise. * le Deum liudnmus,
one of our party whispered.

Madame guessed, I am sure, that we
were far from rich, and that the nurse
from Algiers the doctor suggested to us
was n luxury we could not well afford,
and, as the months went on, she devotel
more and more of her time to-us and
when the end of the seazon-came and the
hotel was practically empty, scarcely left
the sick room.

Towards the end of May, my sister, to
the doctor’s surprise, gained a little in
strenetl and insisted with all & consump
tive's restlessness on going home. She
did not want todic in Algiers, she said
half petulantly-one day after the doctor
had been vainly trying to persuade her
to stay where she was (even in midsum
mer it is not oppressively hot.) = The
way to heaven. then, is shorter from your
mountains,” Madame said. Teangeemy
sister’s face now, as she gave u little
laugh and put up her lips, like a child
asking for forgiveness, to Madame to be
kissed. Dear Madame, she was indeed a
stronghold, and not to my sister only.

One morning. the beginning of June,
our Madame failed to appear. and on
going to the Bureau to ask about her, |
found M. and Madame Victoire both in
tears, and the *“ patron”—[ had never
seen him there before—with his waist:
coat all unbuttoned, walking excitedly
up and down, and using his handkerehief
too.

M. Victoire and the
patron chimed in, the latter waving his
big red handkerchiel in confirmaion ol
his words Madame Victoire here be
gan to sob again, and her husband had
to take up histale. ** Could these ladies
believe 2”—but the long and the short of
the matter. as we made out at last, was,
that Dr. B——, one of the principal
doctors in Algiers, bad arrived for aday
or twu's rest at the hotel the night be
fore. and that Madame Victoire had per-
suaded onur Madame to sec him, “Cus
dames did not know Madame suffered
sometimes ; Madame had never told
them that?” Madame Vietoire had be-
gun again. Well, it was so, and the
doctor had said there must be no delay,
she must go to Algicrs at once, and there
must be an operation. ** Oui.une ¢ pera-
tion.* M. Victoire and the patron
chorused.  *These ladics were shocked
and no wonder.”” Madame Victoire salr
bed again, .

I tried to put in a word, in vain. Dres
ently there was a consultatlon amoung
the three and M. Victoire, clearing his
throat, spoke again. " The operation
was imperative ' — v ui, oui, imperative,”
Madame Victoire and the patron tepeat.
ed with node of the head encouraging M.
Victoire to go on.  “ Imperative,” he re-
peated. and cleared his throat again,
Then Madame broke in impatiently,
*could we imagine it, but it was true,
her bell mere had refused to ga, absolute-
Iy refused tojgo’’—they all then looked at
each other—*"as long ns the Mademoiselle
‘en haut’ wassoill!” Then came more
tears mixed withapologics and a great
many repetitions of the “imperative,”
and then—it was like Madame Victoirc
—she said she saw Mademoisclle was
shocked herself (and indeed 1 was) and
brought me a glass of some spccially
nauseous tisane.

Indeed, it was difficult to belicve that
our Madame, always so bright and
seemingly so well, could really have
anything so seriously wrong with her as
they eaid.

It was as the good God thought best,
Madame said when I saw her a little
later in the day, but she was obstinate
about going to Algiers; and it was not
till ten days later when (my sister still
growing a Jittle in strength) the doctor
consented we should try to remove her
that it was arranged weshould all travel
together, and that Madame and her
daughter-in-1aw should sleep at our hotel
and Madume should see the doctor again
uext day.

I only needed to see Madame Vie-
toire’s lace when she and her mother-in-
Iaw came back from Dr. B—s next
morning to know she brought no good
news.,

The operation was . “imperative,” to
use again Madame Victoire’s faverite
word, but now the doctor said there
would be little harm in a day or two's
delay, and so she would be able to see
her *‘dear poitrinnire’” off and she need
never know that anything was wrong.

Madame Victoire hersell would go
back next day to lI——and return with
her husband atthe end of the week when
our steamer sailed. :

Our Madame wae quite placid and
culm. We drove to Notre Dame d’ Afrique
that afternoon, and she wus the brightest
of us all.

Mademe Victoire, who was very smart
as usual, expressed herself rather freely
as to the impropriety of a black virgin
on the way home, and Madame patted
her on the shoulder in her little quick
way—" bMoiher of us all,” she said.

She had branght my sister a photo-
graph of the-Shrine, Our Lady among a
blaze of candles and of flowers looking
down on a Kabyle woman kneeling,
hands uplifted, at her feet, xndshe must
have been thinking of Madaime Vic
totre’s words. I think, when she gave it
" maternell” she

held . my . sister’s -hand, pointing-
‘heaveén, ‘and * courage,” mon'. enfant
hispered a last ;word none'of.

Before we left Marscilles a letter came
to say thatthe operation was safely over,
and Madame doing well, and that the
soeur wh_o was nurming her marvelled at
her patience—they had not dared to
give an anacsthetic.

Two days later came another line to
say that Madame was feverish, and the
doctor was a little anxious.

For ten days we had no news, for we
traveled slowly across France, resting
wherever my sister fancied or felt fatigu-
el ; but o letter was waiting for usin
Lomdon, and it only needed the broad
black border of the envelope to tell us
“our Madame” was gone. “She died
like an angel,” poor Madame Victoire
said, and “ figurez vons”—Madame wrote’
as cloquently as she spoke—“she had
r rnembered everyone and especially ces
dnmes.”

They were not long
separated. € No one kuows what I owe
Maudame Baille,” she sald only the day
before she died.
