The whole civilized world has been
astir during the past week with the
rumors of war between the United States
and Fngland. Itis unnecessary that we
should repeat all the details of the now
gamous message of President Cleveland
1o Congress, Suffice to eay that it isan
assertion, in a most aggresive tone, of
what is called the Monroe doctrine.
This semi-constitutional phantom, which
is sought to be imposed on the world as
an international law,established theright
of the United States for preventing any
foreign (European) power from extend-
ing its territory on this continent. The
dispute regarding ternitory limits be-
tween British Gulana and Venezuela has
cansed this outburst on the part of the
President and Secretary Olney. Some
have gone so far as to indicate Canada as
the battle ground. Our readers may
glean from the following an iden of the
general public opinion on both sides of

“the Atlantic:

The Times says i—Despite some severe
criticism in America, evidence accumu-
lates that President Cleveland’s message
was framed in accord with, and to play
upon, a popular sentiment. There is
reason to doubt that the Senate will pass
the Commission Bill, although it is ob-
vious that the commission is not likely
to be granted on Mr. Cleveland’s own
terms. A most remarkable incident of

conscious humor in moving that the
sommission report on April 1st. We
are afraid that the Americans will not
be moved by arguments drawn from pre-
cedents and established principles of in-
ternationnl law. They have always
shown themselves a sentimental, excit-
able nation. They have the haziestidea
of what the Monroe doctrine really is,
but, nevertheless, they are quite willing
te enter upon a Holy War to
defend it. We must reckon on this feel-
ing and be prepared for the wildest
aberrations it may cause. This does not
lessen the gravity of the situation; in-
deed, it rather increases our sense of the
peril to which immense internationa!l
interests are subjected by combined sen-
timent and ignorance. We earnestly
hope that the opinion jof the sagncious
farseeing men of the United Stntes,
which has already begun to assert itself,
will prevail over the reckless policy of
the President. The fact cannot be ig-
nored, however, that the latter is sup-
ported by a majority of both Houses and
the great body of the public opinion of
the country. As we cannot yield to Mr.
Olney’s demands, whether they are sup-
ported by the people or not, without sur-
vendering the title to almost the whole
uf our Empire, we must hold ourselves
prepared to defend onr rights in any
sjrarter where they may be threatened.
The Standard says : It is no small ad-
vintace that time for refiection hus been
gnined. Engli hmen have for too high
respeet for the better order of American
opinion than todoubt that in the end
the voice of rensou will be listened to.

THE TWO AMATEURS.

The Standard comments on the foreign
opinion that has been created on the
subject, especinlly in Berlin and Vienns,
whose critics are less indulgent to Mr.
Cleveland than the British, and says that
Great Britain does not look to Conti-
nental powers for material support. It
then continues : “We can aflord to be
fairly cheerful in our isolation, for, to
tell the whole Lruth at once, we do not
believe that the people of the United
States will ever be so unfuithful to renson
and right as to give local effect to the
Pluin sense of President Clevelund's
menace. Great Britain may safely leave
the two amateurs, Clevelend and Olney,to
face the censure that the educated opin-
lon of the world wiii pronounceon their
efforts. In the meantime, the cordial
good-will and respect that Great Britain
entertaing for trans-Atlantic genius, out-
gide of election politics, will not be im-
Paired,”

The Chronicle says it does not agree
With the utterances of Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach in his speech at Bristol, that there
might be & war between kindred. It de-
clares that it takes its stand firmly and
unalterably on the line that war between
Great Britain and the United States
would be an impossible, unthink-
able and unholy thing. It recurs
to the view it maintained, to-dny,
that an amicable settlement is passible,
and declares that the earlier and friend-

ler American suggestions of arbitration
were not unreasonable, The article con-
cludes: “It seems to us to be vital that
the controversy shall, as far as possible,
further, rather than retard, the principle
of international arbitration.” -

HOW BSIR MICHAEL HICKS-BEACH LOOKE AT
. THE MATTER.

In a speech, delivered at Bristol, the
Right Hon. 8ir Michael Hicks-Beach,
Chancellor of the Exchequer, made a
passing reference to President Cleve
land’s message. Some people, he said,
nppeared to regard 8 war between the
United States and Great Britain as im-
possible, owing to their ties of kinship
Nothing, however, was impossible. War
had already happemed between them.
If kinsmen unhappily differed, they be-
came sometimes very bitter enemies.
But he did not believe that many per-
sous, if any, on either side of the Atlan-
tic, thought that the peopleof the United
States or Great Britain wanted war. He
was confident that when a true state-
ment of Great Britain’s case was ably
and { llyexplained, and Lord Salisbury’s
despatches were 1aid before both people,
the result would be peaceful and honor-
able to both countries.

EFFECTS OF THE MESSAGE.

The following words, used by Chauncey
M. Depew, will suffice to show the real
effect of the spread-eagle message of
Preeident Clevelund:

“The war has already cost the couniry
one billion dollars in deprecinted values,
and it has been going on for only three
days. I metthe man who owns most of
the swamp in Venezuela, which is in
dispute, and he said he woula sell it to
me for §25,000.”

Here is the second presidential mes-
sage, which means simply that Grover
has got frightened already at the sonnd
of his own trumpet.

WasninaTox, December 20.—The Pre-
sident, at 4.20 p.m,, sent the following
message to Congress :—In my last an-
nugal message the evils of our present fin-
ancial system were plainly pointed out,
and the eauses and means of depletion of
Government gold reserve were explained.
It was therein stated that after all the
efforts that had been made by the exe-
cutive power of the Government to put
our gold reserve on a firm basis by the
insurance of bonds amounting to niore
than $162,000.000, which reserve then
amounted to but little over $59,000,000,
that about ®16,000,000 had been with-
drawn from such reserve during the
month previons to the date of that mes-
sage, and that quite large withdrawals
for shipment in the immediate future
were predicted. The contingency then
feared has renched us, and the with-
drawals of gold sinee the eommunica-
tion, and others that appear inevitable,
threaten such a depletion in our Govern-
ment gold reserve as brings us face to
face with the necessity of future aetion
for its protection, The condition is in-
tensitied by the prevalence in certain
quarters of sudden and unusual appre-
hension and timidity in business circles.

“\We are in the midst of another sea-
son of perplexity caused by uur danger-
ous and fatuous financial operations.
Thesc may be expected to recur with cer-
tainty ns long as there is no amendment
to our financial system.  If, in this par-
ticular instance, our predicament is at

11l intluenced by a recent insistance upon
ihe position we should occupy in onr
relation to certain questions concerning
our foreign pelicy, this furnishes nsignal
and impressive warning that even the
patriotic sentiment of our people is not
an adequate substitute for a sound tin-
ancial policy.

“ Of course, there can be no doubt in
any thoughtful mind as to the complete
solveney of our nation, nor can there be
any just apprehensionthat the American
people will be satisfied with less than an
honest payment of our public obliga-
tions in the recognized money of the
world. We should not overlook the fact,
however, that arcused fear is unreason-
ing and must be taken into account in
all efforts to avert public losses and Bac-
rifices of our people's interests.

The real nng sensible cure for our re-
curring troubles can only be effected by
a complete, change in our financial
scheme. Pending that, the executive
branch of the Government will not relax
its efforts nor abandon its determination
to use every means within its reach to
maintain before- the world American
credit, nor will there be any hesitation
in exhibiting its confidence in the re-
sources of ourcountry and the constant
patriotiam of our pecple.

“In view, however, of the peculiar
situation now confronting us, I have
ventured to herein express the earnest
hope that Congress, in"default of the in-
auguration.of a beter system of finance,
will not take a recess from its labors be-
fore it has, by legislative enactment or
declaration, done something, not only to
remind those apprehensive among our
people that the resources of this Govern-
ment, and a scrapulous régard for honest
.dealing, afford & sure guarantee of un-
questioned safety and soundness, but to
re-assure the world that with these fact-
,ors and with the patriotism. of our citi-
zéns the-ability and determination of our
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ftion t0 meet in any. circumstances
obligation it incuxs,’ do not admit;

fear and apprchension, any sacrifice of
the people’s interests and the public
funds or the impairment of our public
sredit in an effort by executive action to
relieve the dangers of the present em-
ergency.”

EXTINCTION, OR HOME RULE ?

ERIN'S STRUGGLE MUST END WITH
ONE OR THE OTHER.

THE NATION'S OUTLOOK  TO-DAY—LITTLE
DOUIT BUT THAT SUSTICE WILL PREVAIL
IN THE END—CHANGE IN THE RRITISH
MINISTRY—HOW LONG CAN THE UMNON-

As one of the best and clearest state-
ments of the present position of the
Irish question that have yet appeared,
we quote the following extracts trom an
article. by Mr. Bryan J. Clinche, that
appears in the American Catholic Quar-
terly Review for knst October :

The late change in the British Min-
istry is an incident in a contest which
can only end with the extinction of the
Irish peaple in Ireland or the recognition
of their right to role themselves.  That
the latter will be the solution theee is
little room to daubt. The very condi-
tions entiiled by the present union make
any migration of people of other racee
into Irelaud imposgible. Even in this
ape of chunges of populationthere is no
current towards l‘w shores of nnpros-
perous  lands.

CHRISTMAS ;

Ite Origin and Meaning.

1By Mary E. Smyth, in Annals of vur Lady Af the
Sacred Heart,

This is & long mooted question—Ia the
25th ot December the anniversary ot
Christ’s birth > Teannot answer. [ do
not know. What does it matter to yon
orme? Isit not the holiest holiday in
the Church's calendar, amd will it not be
celebrated Lo theend of time?  But, just
thesame, il histury, spread out here at my
albow,tells nie truly, it says, that it was
not until the third or fourth century that
the present date was agreed upon, and
that January 1, January 5. March 29 and
September 29, were variously observed
during the earlicr centuries by various
bodies of Christians.” The fixing of the
present date seems Lo have been accom:
plished by Julius 1., Bishep ur Pope of
Rome from 337 to 352 A.D.

I see, ton, that Christian holidays are
oftentimes the followers of Pagan haoli-
days, and that Christmas is one of these.
Y read of a feast called the Saturnatin, a
winter feast. whicli it snenis wis not con-
tined tothe Romans.  Many nations kept
it, I should think perhars the Scan-
dinaviang, the Persians and the Phoeni-
cians, for I learn that they all wor-
shipped the sunus their giver of life,
but each under a differant name. At
Rome we read he was worshipped as the
father of the gods; among the Scandin-
aviang as Qulin, the father of Thor; with
the Persiana anid the others he bare dif-
ferent titles, but all of thear natione
chose about the samne time to celebrate
the feast.

Again T see that auother historian
says that it was owing to the feelings of
delight after December 21, because after
that date the daya commenece to grow
longer. But, anyhow, few writers care
to go into details concerning the nature
of the festivities, so I infer from that,
that they were more 1n the nature of
carousals than rejoicings. Butthis much
they do mention: that all work was sns-
pended, that could be se. that slaves
were allowed complete liberty, that gitts
were exchanged, evergzreens displayed
and Isee special greetings for the seasan
also mentioned.

And of course, it is inferred from thease
writings and accounts, that the young of
both sexes must have been very prone
to celebrate Satuornalia, and that its in
fluence must have been very demaraliz-
ing; for [ think, and am sure, that the
early Christians of Rome must have
tried to adapt the heathen rite to th.
cause of religion, and s0 render pagan-
ism subservient and not antagoniatic, for
it is recorded that *‘ certain forma were
retained and others forbidden or left out
altogether, and it was a long time before
the peaple and the clergy were of one
mind regarding theobservances of Christ-
mas.”

And overin Britain the Druidical rites
were almost, the sime as pagan Rome,
except that there were added super
atitions, and after the arrival of the
Sagong, some of the German and Scan-
dinavian ceremonies were introduced,
such as the burning of the Yule-log. anid
the superstition regarding the mistletos
bough.

In Englanl the burning of the Yule-
log still takes place. Inthefeudal times
we read that ““the bringing in of the
ponderous block, and the burning it on
the wide hearth of the baronial hall was
obgerved with the greatest rejoicings,
The drageing of Yule from the foreat to
the castle was an elaborate ceremony,
and asit pasged every waytarer lifted hiy
hat, for well he knew that its flames
would light np scenes of feasting and
forgiveness of old wrongs, and that all
would be welcome.”

In Dublin,
Cork, Limerick and other large centres
of population where the Catholics have
as large a majority as the Orangemen
have in Belfast, the Protestant minority
are freely accorded an adequate repre-
sentation in municipal affairs.

A strong and effective effort is, just
now, making to correct the scandalous
abuse of numerical power in Belfast.

FATHER BOULAND'S VIEWS

What He Thinks of Father Hyacinthe
and His Atttinde With Regard to
thoe Jesuits.

(New York Heruald, Dec, R}

The Rev. Leon Boulaud’s submission
to the Roman Catholic Chureh, which
he abandoned seven years ago, was pub-
lished cxelusively in the Herald on Tues-
day, December 1. On the Saturday pre-
ceding I 1interviewed Father Bouland at
his residence, and took his statement of
his position in shorthand.

Father Bouland expressed his appreciu-
tion of the Herald’s article last week,
but added there were two important
points upon which he might be mis-
understood. The first wasin reference
to Father Hyacinthe. and the second in
regard to the Catholic Church and the
American constitution. In each in-
stance the priest was correctly quoted.
In using the word * Jesuitical” he smil-
ed and added that he quoted the word as
used by the enemies of the Church and
the order, and that he had the highest
respect and admiration for the Jesuits.
Father Bouland wrote the following
statement in explanation of his views on
these two points:

** The Herald quotes me as saying :

“ ¢ As to Father Hyacinthe, I belicve
he is hortestly sincere in his convictions.
But the French people are not ripe for
such religions retorm: as he would give
them.’

FATHER HYACINTHE.

“This is the very contrary of my
ideaa concerning him and the French
people, for, if I feel bound in charity to
entertain nothing but sentiments of
compassien, and even tenderncss, per-
sonally toward cvery fallen sinner, and
more to him, for he tell from so high an
estate, I nevertheless disavow and repro-
bate his crrors and deplore his unfor-
tunate attempt at so-called reform in
France, which, I now thank God, has
proved a signal failure.

“ After having lately passed two years
in assiducusly examining the religious
wants and the aspirations of France, I
have come to the conclusion shat, des-
pite all the efforts that have been and
will be made to un-Catholicize my be-
loved native France, she is still and will
ever remain ‘ the eldest daughter of the
Church. The workmen of it= cities, as
well as its peasantry, are Catholic and
ever will be. I would even venture to
say that among those who govern that
much harrassed country are many who,
while apparently making most strong
opposition againgt the Church, are never-
theless iu their hearts cordially attached
toit.

ADMIRES THE JESUITS.

“ X am also quoted as saying :—

“ I believe that the Catholie Church
ia the supporter of the American consti-
tution, not in a “Jesuitical” way, ns
some wonld have you believe, but
honestly, sincerely, patriotically.’

“According to this phrasc. it would
seem that, alongside the Catholic Church,
whieh o fairly, sincerely and with un-
flinching patriotism sustains the Ameri-
can conatitution. there is & ‘Jesuitical
Catholicism,” which acts in the opposite
direction. I declarethat thisdistinction,
us false as it is perfidious, never crossed
my mind. Too long and too well have 1
known and admired the sublime devoted-
ness of the Jesuits to the Church and to
the Secof 8t. Peter not to regret pro-
foundly the calumnies which its enemics
unceagingly aod maliciously  assert
against it.

THE PAPAL MOTTO.

During the past three centuries each
of the Popes hus had a special motto;
and, strange to say, many of them suited
exactly the Pontiffs who used them.
The Popes do not seleet these devices; a
list of them was made, centuries ago,
aml ench Pope takes the one that falls
to kis turn.  We take the following few
from a list given by a contemporary
some time ago. They will suflice to
answer n subscriber who is very anxious
to know all about the subject:

In 1700 began the reign of Clement XI.

His motto was: Flores eircamdati (sur-
roinded by flowers.) He was very elo-
quent, and the old chroniclers say that
“every flower of rhetoric was at his com-
mand.”
_ Innocent, XIIL eame in 1721, and his
fitting device was: De bonna religione
{concerning good religion). He was fol-
lowed by Benoiv XIII. (1724), Miles in
bello (n soldier in war). Then came
Clement XII., Columna excelsa (a high
column), and then Benoit XIV., whose
device, Animal rarale (a rural being),
wag purticularly fitting, as he was of
rural origin.

Ciement XIIT. (1758) had for his
motto Rosa Umbria (the Rose of Tus-
cuny), a flower which is particularly
abundant at Venice, where Clement XITIL
was born. Clement XIV. was a diplo-
mat of high order, so his device, Visus
velox vel ursus velox (a rapid glance full
of discernment), ‘was quite appropriate.
He nscended the throne in 1769,

Six years later Pius VI. became Pope,

A LAST WORD.

Betore the next issue of our paper
Montreal Centre will have pronounced
in favor of or against remedial legisla-
tinu—loror against the constitution. On
Friday next the electors of the most im-
portant division in all Canada will have
siuid whether or not we are to be repre-
sented during the coming session by one
of the most eminent men that has for
vears appeared in the political arena or
Ly gentleman who is bound hand foot
to at opposition that favors a most ridi-
culous and impracticable policy as far
as the great question of scunool legisla-
tion is concerned. We fondly hepe, and
we aaticipate with seatiments of plea-
gure, the congratulating, in our tirst issue
of 18065, Sir William Hingston upon one
of the grandesttriumphis of principle that
Montreal Lias ever known, Last weel: we
referred to the question of remedial leg-
islation as one of constitutional law; it
has heen interjected, by circumstances,
into the political arena ; it is the first
time since Confederation that such an
issuc¢ has come up; it will be the last
timein the political history of Canada.
Nu matter how the Government deals
with the violation done to the constitur
tion. by the Manitoba Legislature, that.
decision will take the form of a prece-
dent which will stand as n legislative
monument for the guidance of all future
time. The remedial enactments, which
arc intended to protect the rights of the
Cathulic minority in Manitoba, will ap-

in your favor, you né}du‘,re a copy of:that
ultimate judgment and have it sérved
on your neighbor. Instead of satiafying
the judgment, he proposes to you an ar-
bitration, s commission of arbitrators to
settle the matter and to say whether you
were right or wrong. You would take
him to be either a fool or a knave, or
both. .Would you give up your final judg-
ment in order to enter into an arbitra-
tion or change that judgment ? This is
exactly what the opposition pretends in
this decided question of the miniurity.

The Privy Council has decided that the
Federal Parliament alone has the power
to rectify the breach madein the consti-
tution by the legislation of 1891 ; the
Federa! Government has decided to act
and to remedy that error; the ministers
have, one and all, declared clearly that
they intend to pass that required legisla-
tion - during the coming session; Sir
William will aid the government in
creating this liberty - protecting pre-
cedent ; therefore the electors of Mon-
treal Centre—irrespective of all other
considerations—are in duty bound
to send Sir Willlam to Ottawa with
a majority proportionate to the
immense and universal interests at stake,
Every member of the Government, who
has spoken here. has been most.em-
phatic. These men have taken their
political lives in their hands for the sake
of justice, and the people are now called
upon to recognize, by their votes, the
importance of the decision that has
governed the course of the members of
the Government. Hon. Mr. Quimet
thanked publiely the Minister of Justice
for having, here in Quebec, openly de-
clared in favor of remedying the injus-
tice done to the minority ; and the Pro-
vinee of Quebec owes a deep debt of gra-
titude to Hon. Mr. Quimet for having—
with his colleague—saved the Govern-
ment, by return to his post when the
Premier emphatically declared that his
promises would be fulfilled. No other
party, no other leader, had made such a
promise; the breaking up of the cabinet
would have been the death-knell of re-
medial legislation; Hon. Mr. Ouimet
and Sir A. P. Caron, by preventing that
breaking up, may be looked upon as the
first promoters of the great precedent to
be created next session. Once more
then we appeal to our friends to give
Sir William their votes and influence,
that on the 27th of this month the note
proclaiming his victory may also tell to
Canada that the greatest constituency of
the Dominion is faithful to its own in-
terests and is grateful to the men who
have stood in the gap in the hour of a
country’s peril, and who exposed their
very political lives for the nobleat cause
that public men could defend—that of
equal protection for all classes, rich and
poor; for all creeds, Catholic and Pro-
testant; for all races, French, English,
Scoteh and Irish ; for all Provinces from
Atlantic to Pacific, from the line forty-
five to the Arctic circle.

WAR AND PANIC.

President Cleveland’s now famous
message to Congress has secured him a
considerable amount of notori=ty. It is
almost amusing to note the various opin-
ions expressed ail overthe United States,
in Canada, in England and upon the
Continent. Some of the American
papers, like the New York World, wrote
very strongly, in a disapproving tone, of
the great bluster made by the President
and Secretary over the Monroc doctrine
and the Venezuelan boundary. Eurcpe
is almost unanimous in support of Eng-
land, fur England's position regarding
Venezula may, any day, be that of France,
Spain, Germany, or any ather European
power. The most interesting part ol the
whole affair, as far as we are concerned,
is the common agreement that, in case
of war, Canada sheuld be the battle-
ground. In one of our evening contem-
poraries we read a long statement from
the pen of an American military mun,
concerning  the probable tactics and
chances, and of both Americans and
British, regarding the vecupation and de-
fense of Cannda, Montreal, it is agreed,
would be the objective point of American
aggression, and consequently the centre
of British concentration.

All these plans and preparations ap-
pear very nice on paper and furnish just
ag interesting reading us an historical
romance. But fucts arec more imporwant
than visions. The real result of the
blustering messnge has been a fearfnl
financial panic, the etfects lelt in New
York spread to all the great commercial
centres of the United States, slightly
touched the Canadian market, and made
aserious ripple on the London Exchange,
It would seem as if the Pregident had Le-
come frightened at the sound of hig own

THE PLAIN DUTY OF
_ CATHOLICS.

Before polling their votes, on Friday
nexi, Catholica should reflect seriously
on the mature and consequences of the
issue before them. Apart from the
question of protection and other purely
political considerations, there is the
principle of common justice to all who
claim the liberty granted them by the
‘constitution - of Canada, as understood
‘and interpreted by the highest tribunal
in thé realm. ;

What is to-day the case of the Catho-
lics of Manitoba may become, to-mor-
row, the case of any other section of our
mixed community, made up, as it is, of
various nationalities and creeds. To
deny to any body of our population a
right, to which they are unquestionably
entitled by the law of the land, is to ad-
mit a principle which may work endless
mischief in the future. After years of
sifting and investigation by the ablest
minds of all the varions courts that could
be called upon to pronounce on this vex-
ed question, it is now beyond all doubt
that the Catholies of Manitoba have a
real grievance, and the action of the
Legislature of that province in refusing
toredress this grievance makes it a duty
for the Federal Government to intervene,
This they have loyally and courageously
pledged themselves to do, even in the
face of the moat grave and serious com-
plications. This is not interference, as
some would have it, and to their credit
it must be said that regardless of conse-
quences they have adopted the mwotto:
' Fiat justitic ruat coehim,”— Let all get
;ustice come what may.”

Now, would it not be an injury
to Catholics generally, and those of
Montreal Centre in particular, if the
Government could say, and say with
reason, that they stood in the
way eof its honest endeavor to do
justice to their co-religionists and the
Prairie province, that if their plans were
wrecked, and their good intenticns frus-
trated, it was due solely to the indiffer-
ence or want of intelligent sympathy of
those to whom they had a right to look
forsupport. Never was there a question
more completely threshed out, or more
clearly understood by the country at
large, than this Manitoba School ques-
tion, and to trust to the policy of the
Liberal party, of shelving it indefinitely
by handing it over to a commission, is
silly and suicidal under the circum-
atances,—it is abandoning the shadow
for the suhstance,

Only a few days ago Archbishop Lan-
gevin is reported to have ridiculed the
ideaof a commission, which he evidently
looks upon as a farce, a polite way of
cheating his people out of what they are
justly entitled to now, and not in five
years hence, if indeed they would get it
then.

Let the Catholics, then, of Montreal

Centre realize that the cyes of the Do-
minion and of the Government arc upon
them, that they are face to face with a
grave responsibility, big with the most
gerious consequences for their helpless
brethren in Munitoba, who hold out to
them their imploring arms. Aa a mem-
ber of the Government recently well
said: “How could we explain to the
people of Ontario, if, in the stronghold
of Catholicity, Catholics themselves
went againat us in our honest effort to
right the wrongs of the injured minority
in Manitoba ¥’ Catholics, then, be not
deceived.
This is a question which should be
above party feeling, and in all proba-
bility the clectors of Montreal Centre
have it in their power to turn the scale,
and set an example that willbe wide and
far-reaching for good or evil.

He
bad neither heart nor feeling; he was
the incarnation of civilized barbariam.
It is unnecessary that we should repeat
the story of his bloody operations where-
ever he led his military. Thank Heaven
men of his calibre are rare in the world.
From Nero to himself a fow such char-
acters have appeared on and have disap-
peared from the scene. We doubt, how-
ever, if any of them combined as many
evil and dangerous qualities as that man
ofiron. But the days of his doings are
over; and despite Mr. Rolleston—et hoc
geaus omne—the sun will rise over the
Hill of Howath, and set beyond the
rocke of Conemarra, just as if & Cranmer
had never livea, and Elizabeth had never
reigned, and the cruel heel of Cromwell
had never been set on the bosom of the
Island.

CANADIAN INDEPENDENCE.

In Windsor and Essex Counties an
Independense of Canada Club was re-
cently formed. They want to elect
members to Parliament who will cham-
pion their cause. They state that they
are of opinion that the Dominion of
Canada has arrived at suchk a atage of
growth and development as to be able to
maintain herself as an independent
nation, They believe that if our Parlia-
ment requested the change the Imperial
Parliament would grant the desire of the
Canadian people. After a little more
of this childiahness in the prologue to
their platform, these gentlemen (whoever
they are) lay down the following as the
changes they would desire to see
effected :— _

1. The political freedom and independ-
ence ol Canada to be obtained in an
amicable and censtitutional manner.

3. The establishment of a Republican
form of government with such a consti-
tution ns would be suitablc to our re-
quirenients.

3. Reduction in the cost of govern-
ment and strict economy in the public
expenditures.

4. Constitutional guarantees of full re-
ligious liberty to ull denominations.

5. The adoption of such legislative
measures a8 would be necessary to effec-
tually put down monopolies and com-
bines, .

6. A more just and equitable distribn-
tion ef the burden of taxation.

7. Public lands to be disposed of to
adult settlers.

_8. Appointments of public officers and
civil servants by :cason of merit and not
to satisfy political influence.

9. The cultivation of friendly relations
with other countries.

10. All international disputes to be
settled by arbitration.

11. The extension of our trade and
commerce by reciprocity treaties with
such countries a8 may be desirable.”

While losing two
out of every three persons born of Cath-
olic parents we have done nothing worth
speaking of towards converting those
outside the Church, perhaps have oven
been an obstacle to their conversion.”
The leakage is not far away nor diffi-
cult to find. The public school system
is the direct cause of all the fallings ofl
from Catholicity. Parents send their
children to schools wherein their faith
is gradually and often imperceptibly
undermined. Xt is true that theac chil-
dren may not be taught dircctly to re-
nounce their religion; but they breathe
an anti-Catholic atmosphere. Their
text books are non-Catholic; they leamn
history from teachers and volumcs that
inculcate a non-Catholic spirit; they
learn to look upon all religions as equal;
they are brought up in a form of indif-
ferentism. Finally these young people
go forth into life with a rather pro-
nounced distaste for the precepts of the
Church ;‘they incline naturally o the
more free and easy principles of I'ro-
testantiem ; from indifference they falia
grade lower, into distrust ; from distrust
they sink ta antagoniem; and, finally,
they enter upon life asa generation of
non-Catholic men.

The result is mixed marriages, entirely
Protestant children, and a consequent
loss of souls to the Church of Christ.
Trace the matter to its source and you
will find that all these consequences flow
from the publieschools. Qur Protestant
friends are astute enough io know the
ultimate results of their non-sectarian
systeni, and they seek to impose it on
the Catholic elemnent under the guise of
liberality. It is the story of the spider

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USEFUL RECIPES.

_PERIGUEUX SAUCE.

Chop up fine two truffles. Place them
in a pan with a glass of Madeira wine;
boil for about five minutes. Add a dash
of Espagnole sauce. Allow this to just
come to & boil: remove from the stove
and serve while very hot. :

STUFFED POTATOES.

Take six good-sized potatoes, one gill
©f hot milk, two eggs, one tablespoonful
of butser, one teaspoonful of salt, a dash
of pepper. Bake potatoes till done, cut
§n halves and with a speon scrape out
the potatoes into a hot bowl. .Leave
sufficient potato in the skins to keep
them inshape. Mash the potato fice,
add the butter, hot milk, salt and pepper.
Beat until very light, then stirin care-
fully the beaten whites of the eggs.
Fill the skins with the mixture, heapmg
it up. Brush over with yolk of egg an
put in the oven until golden brown.

NINETEENTH CERNTURY TARTLETS.

Make some puff paste tartlet cases In
rather large patty pans. While they are
baking make about a pint of corn flour,
flavored with lemon peel and sweetened,
and stiff enough to set in a mold (ie.,
two heaped tablespoonfuls of corned iour
toa pint of milk? Spread a Iaver of
jam at the bottom of the tartl Lcases
tilling up to the top with the corn Lonr.
which should be quite smooth; gruic
over this a sweet rusk or macaroon, and
when the corn flour is quite cold place
in the center of each tartlet a piece of
red currant jelly or a prescerved eherry.

VEENNA CHOCOLATE.

Mix three heaping tablespoontuls of
ruted chocolate with enough water to
Euu( it to a smooth paste, l:l‘klll_g eire
that no lumps remain, Pue it into a
chocolate pot and sct into a kettle of
builing water. Pour inone pint of new
milk and one pint of cream or a quart
ol new milk, with the whites of one or
twu vggs. well beaten. Stir the chocolate
paste into the sealding mitk and let 1t
boil two or three minutes. then stir in
the beaten whites and sexve it hot.

TO MAKE FIG PUDDING,

Chop hall a pound «f figs and mix
with a teacup of grated bread erumbs, a
teacuplul of sugar. two tablespoontuls
of melted butter. four beaten eggs, and
tive ounees of eandied orang and lemon
peel; turn into a greased L2Id; steam
two hours and a halt,  8erve with pud-
ding sauce.—December Ladies’ Home
Juurnal.

HOME MATTERS.

A dinner is not complete without a
dessert, and as the weather becomes cold
hot puddings are in greater demund.
The lirst thing to be considered is the
pudding for holiday dinners.  There are
many kinds of plum puddings; they
muy be very rich or made to suit asmall
income, but all are good and tind a wel-
come.

An exceedingly nice dessert is a Cana-
dian suct pudding. Stir one cup of
finely-chopped suct and the same quan-
tity of bread crumbs into one cup of
molasges, and add one cup of brown
sugar and a halt cup of =sweet milk.
Pare and chop tart apples cnough to
make one vupful, and take one cap of
seeded ralsins, one teaspoontul each of
cinnamon and cloves, one-huldf of o nat-
meyg grated, and a dozen of any kind of
nuts choppedtine, Mix thoronghly with
these ingredients one Liree or two small
epgs. Dt wi b twoe tespoontulz of
Laking powder into two lurge cups of
Honr and wld ta the whier ineredients,
Steam or boil three honrs and thion serve
with s liquid wine sauee

The observing woman who prrsisws in
being in fashion in gpite ol a Hmited in-
come never failg to discover hier chances
for some degree of style among the tloet-
ing fashions of tne day. She utilizes
every scrap of ribbon and silk. every bit
of lace on her gowns and hats. and the
result is & surprising success. if she is
an adept in the art of transtormation;
she is wise, too, if she can recognize the
point where drees renovition becomes an
extravagance, for sometimes the garment
is not worth the outlay of time and
money required to mutke it up to date.
Every woman can dress clegantly if she
‘has unlimited means, but every woman
with money does not dress in good taste,
anl the latter quality will often serve
mare effectually than the money, if it is
accomplished by the grace and style ol
figure, so thereis something to compen-
sate for the lack of the wherewithal to
buy regardless of cost. It is the happy
medivm in dress which is so ditlienlt o
strike, because it is hard to muke one
gown do the service for three or four;
but the woman who studies herself and
the possibilities of tashion with some
care will make a pretty good success of
this sort of thing.

" Fancy vests, wide revers and added
basques, yokes and wide collars, which
are such a feature of fashion this season,
ail very materially in fixing over the
old gowns. The vest can be of one
_material and the revers and basque of
another, so the whole front of the bodiece
is practically new. Very pretty vests
are made of old-fashioned silk handker-
chiefs, with variegated palm leaves
scattered over & red ground. They are
first accordion plaited and arranged with
a slight poueh effect, and are very effec-
tive in & dark blue gown. Yokes of

NEW YORK STYLES.

Pink satin is even more generally
liked than white or ivory, and some
pale green, or.light blue or gray satin,
appear, and pink satin belts on white
satin are yet another proof of the ascen-
dancy of this color. Very low square
necks are in the majority for ball-gowns,
and ornamentation often takes the form
of a huge bunch of violets at the left
corner of the neck and a very large satin
ribbon bow of another color, on the top
of the right sleeve. Lace is used in
great profusion around the neck and on
the sleeves of evening dresses, and black
velvet relieved by fine white or ecru lace
is a change from the monotonous pink
and white. Chitfon often forms the en-
tire corsage, either plain or encrusted
with crystal beads, and sleeves of another
color are worn to some extent, as with a
brocaded silk, green velvet sleeves, (a
puff to the elbow) and flaring velvet col-
lar.

THE PRIZE OF ROME.

The French nation has for many years
owned a handzome palace in the Eternal
Uity, as Rome is frequently ealled, says
a writer in the St. Nicholas. This is
known as the Villa de Medic. It is a
beautiful building, standing in the mid-
d".e of 2 garden iilled with statuary and
fine old trees, commanding a view of the
tamous ol city, and ftted up with su-
perh furniture, tapestries and pictures,
the remaine of the former greatness of
t;ho mee powerful Medici family, who
for so many years were high in the pol-
itical affairs of Italy. Here each year
are scnt four young Frenchmen—a
panter, a senlptor, an architeet and a
carver of precious stones, ‘These lads
are chosen by a competition held at the
;s‘chool of Fine: Arts in FParis cvery spring,
The examinations are very scurching
and the successful candidates are greatly:
envied, ag well they may be, tor having
won their honors, they are housed, fed
and provided with a studio and an an’aple
sum of money to pay their expenses for
four years—all by the French govern-
ment.

So it will be seen that it is no small
honor to have passed successfully through
the ordeal; for not only is the oppor-
tunity for the delightful life under such
splendid conditions to be desired, but the
youth who gains the distinction of being
the prize winner is for evermore a
marked man. His work is watched for,
his future progress is noted, and his
career may be said to be definitely made.
The conditions under which the exam-
inations are made are very striet. Pre-
liminary trials take place carly in the
seagon. All who desire to enter inscribe
their names at the government school.
Of course, only French lads may try,
For the painters, a subject is giver out—
perhaps some incident from the Bible,
or an episode from a mythological story
—and sketches are made by the stndents.
. Twenty or thirty of the most promis-
ing sketches are selected, and the young
men thus chosen -are notified. These

Ten pictures Jire placedin a gallery of
the school, and each are numbered; the
doors are opened, and the anxious crowd
of students rushes in to hear the de-
cision.
You may be sure that the happy
Number One is a hero and that he is
carried around the Latin quarters on the
shoulders ot his companions. The strain
of the pust few months is over, and we
may forgive him if he gives way toa
lot of boisterous nonsense fora few hours.
To Number Two there is some consola-
tion for so narrowly missing the great
end he has aimed for—a sort of * conso-
lation prize” being awarded to him, in
the shape of a sum of money that en-
ables him to travel for &« year. Besides,
he will compete the next year, and it
frequently happens that the second man
one season is the successful competitor
of the year following.

In this oneabsolute
and unchangeable fact the French-Cana-
dian, who can speak no English, and the
English-Canadian who can speak no
French, though they have never met to
clasp hands in friendship till, perchance,
they met on foreign scil, are united—
they are brothers, though their homes
be separatcd by thousands of miles in
their native land. The same cannot be
suid of any other nation. There are but
the two native races, distinet in language,
customs and habits, who have nothing in
common but their birthright and their
common love of country; whom the
sword united, and whom nothing but a
dissolution of their national existence
can ever separate again. The ponu-
ments erceted so their herocs, who either
tell in battle or devoted their life to the
general good of their conntry, attest
that o Wolfe is loved by the Freneh and
a Montealm revered by the English
without reservation on aceount of race
prejudices:

Their ushes are mingled, their tame cannot die.

When ages after ages shall have piss-
ed into oblivion,thre uninterrupted union
of these two great peoples under one flag,
their congtant intercourse, mutaal esteem
and undying friendship, will be some of
the most blessed results of Christ’s uni-
versal charity, and almost the only evi-
dences of time’s mellowing intluence
upon the human race as to its political
character. And yett' ere are those who |
wounld seek to draw this healthful union
of peaceful and contenteld Canadians into
the Americun charybdis of contending
nationalitics ; there are those who would
sacrifice their attachment to laws that
have been sanctitied $o them by the ap-
proving voice of ages, to adopt a new
and experimental code that everywhere
and at alltimesis subject tothe dictates of
avarice and the caprice of wealthy com-
bines ; there are those who, not content
with moderate prosperity under the pre-
sent condition of afluirs, and to add more
rapidly to their wordly possessions, wouid
submit to griecvous discomfort, renounce
all nationnl ties, and forego many in-
estimable privileges both of home and
religion; as if the accumulation of
wealth was the only or chief object of
their existence.

“Wealth’ and “ Liberty” have been
the predominant crics throughout the
world for the last century—wealth that is
an indefinite becnuse an unsatisfying
quantity ; and liberty, not that which
makes us free, but which subserves to
pride, defeats the ends of justice, creates
anarchy and rebeilion, and destroys hap-
piness, prosperity and contentment.
Nearly every human institution has be-
come debauched thereby ; and even many
of our religious periodicals, that possess
such an astounding influence upon the
masses,gay tribute thereto. How will
it allend? In internecine contentions,
the perversion of youth, the overthrow
of society, the destruction of commerce,
disaster to the nations, and the final
visitation of God’s wrath and judgment
upon a haughty and grasping people,
unless some mighty InHuence, some
great controlling power, that has not yet
exerted itself, will arise to put a check
to this otherwise inevitable ruin,

But what parl will Canada take in the
general struggle? Will the glory of her
B;esent national- existence bave become

immed or entirely lost amid the dis-
cord of other contending powers ? or will
ghe still be able to point with commend-
able pride to her.united and contented

ristian year are celebrated on
fﬁ’e precige day on which the
event they commemorate took
.piace. Those that are not celebrated on
. Bertai n days of the month, hut rather on
i days of the week, are divided
.certain dAY f S
into two groups. All those trom Beptu-
agesima Sunday to Trinity Sunday
have Easter as their common
centre; and Easter vares with
each succeeding year, within a
given cycle. The other group, which
axtends from the first Sundav of Advent
1othe Octaveof Epiphany, has Christmas
for its centre. It shall be the purpose of
the present article to treat of the feast
of Christmas, and _to answer, if possible,
a few of the questionsthat suggest them-
selves in connection _w1th it. .

I. The name of this beautiful feast is
composed of the words ¢ Arist and Mase,
and means the Mass of Christ—thc Mass
on Christmas day. We have a number
of examples of the union of two words
in this manner. In the time of the
cuilds and trades-unions it was custom-
arv for each separate organizatton, or
gr'oup of organizations, to have 1ts own
patron saint.  The members were re-
auired to hear Mass on the feast of the
patron; amd in time the enstom was
adopted of calling the Mass by.the name
of the saint.  We read, for example, of
Michaelmns, Martinmas, St. Johnsmas,
ete. The names Christmas nud Candle-
mus. being universal in the Church,
have not gone out of use in the lapse of
time,

1I. A more important inquiry is, In
what vear was Christ born? Authori-
ties are not at one on this point; on the
.contrary, the greatest diversity of opin-
ion exists. Two systems of chronology
are here to be taken into account : that
of the Bible, and that of the foundation
of the city of Rome—or year of the city,
45 was the common expression through
out the vast Roman Empire. The Bibli-
cal system of computation is twofold—
namely, the Hebrew orignal and the
septuagint, or Greek translation begun
at Alexandria in Egypt some twe hun-
Jred and eighty years before Christ.
Great diversity of opinion exists with
regard to the true Hebrew chronology.
Our common English translation of the
Bible fixes the birth of Christ in the
vear 4000, which is four years earlier
than the usual reckoning of the Chris
tian era, or A.D. This computation 1is
adopted by Pope Benedict XIV. in his
learned treatise on the feasts. Kitto, in
hig valuable work, says there are about
one hundred and forty different compu-
tations; a8 witness the following:—
Usher gives 4004 years; Playfair, 4007 ;
Hales, 5411; and Jackson, 5%26. These
ke into account both the Hebrew and
the Septuagint chronology. It may
safely Le said that the Hebrew text of
the Bible and the Septuagint made from
it furnish no perfect system of chron-
ology.

It was not the intention of the Holy
Spirit in inspiring the writera of the
several books of the Old Testament to
give a perfect system of chronology. but
only to record such portions of the his-
tory of the dealings of God with man uas
would be necessary for the purposes
which He had in view,—a subject which
1t does not enter into our purpose to
treat of. The Bible itself furnishes the
clearest evidence of this; for in examin-
ing the lists of patriarchs and kings, the
durations of whose lives or reigns are
atated, we find the omission of names at
various places. It is equally evident
from the fact that learned men who have
mude a careful study of the subject in
:almost every age have differed to the
extent of more than fourteen hundred
Years. The Roman Martyrology gives

the date of the birth of Christ as 5199.
The Jewish historian Josephus has also
& system of chronology differing
from all these referred to above. We
are forced to the conclusion that
1t 1s impossible to know with eertainty
what year of creation, or, if you prefer
1t, what year of the existence of man
upon earth, his Heaven-sent Redeemer

We have next to consider the yea

Roman computation. At the time of
the birth of our Divine Redeemer the
Romans held sway over the greater part
of the known world, including the Jew-
1sh country, and estimated time from
thebuildingof their city. Father Didon
Jus made a careful study of the anthor-

of mankind. Authoritiesare not agreed
as to whether or not our Saviour was
actually born on December 25, as tradi-
tion is not uniform. Clement of Alex-
andria_mentions the opinion ofsome who
place it on April 20, and others who
thought it took place on the 20th of May
while St. Epiphanius and Cassian state
that in Egypt Christ was believed to have
been born on January 6. Others again
would have it in October. An objection
was raised against December 25; be-
cause, it was maintained, that was the
wet geason in Judea,and shepherds could
not have kept their flock in the open air.
In the face of a constant tradition to the
contrary, however, this ebjection is not
worthy of notice.

The establishing of the feast of the
birth of Christ on the day on which it is
now celebrated is attributed by the
decretal letters to Pope Telesphorns,
who died in the vear 138. But the first
certain traces of 1t are found in the time
of the Emperor Commodus, who- ruled
from 180 to 192. In the fourth century,
on the application of St. Cyril of Jeru-
salem, Pope Julius I, who ruled the
Church trom 387 to 332, issued an order
for an investigation tobe made concern-
ing the day of Christ’s Nativity. The
result of the inguiry of the theologians
of the East and West was an agreement
on the 25th of De:ember. The chivl
grounds for the decision were the tables
of the censors in the archives of Bome,
While it is not certain that this is the
exact date. it hing been observed sinee
that time.  This is in harmony with the
remark of St. Chrysostom in one of his

sermons  in 38 where  he save:
‘It is not  ten vears sinee s
day was clearly known to us. hut

it has been familiar from the bheginning
to those who dwell in the West.._... The
Ronmnns, who have celebrated it tor a
long time, and from ancient tradition,
have transmitted the knowledue of it to
us.”

IV. The following remarks on the
present eondition of the snot where Christ
was born, taken from Father Vetromile's
“Travels in Europe and the Holy Land.”
will doubtiess be interesting to the read-
er at this time. $Speaking of the chureh
erected in Bethlehem over the spot where
our Divine Saviour was born—i deserip-
tion of which wounld oceupy tuo much
space.—he says:

* The main altar is dedicated to the
Wise Men of the East. On the pavement
at the foot of the altar there is  marble
star which corresponds with the point
of the heavens where the miraculous star
that led the Wise Men beenme stationary.
The spot where our Saviour was born 1s
exactly undernesth this marble star, in
the subter-anean Church of the Manger
The subterranean church...... is entered
by two spiral staircases of fifteen steps
esch ; one belonging to the Latius, the
other to the Armenians and Greeks. This
most sacred sanctuary is irregular, be-
cause it occupies the irregular site of
the stable. It is hewn out of the rcck.
and is a little over thirty-secven feetin
length, eleven broad, and nine high. The
tioor, the place where our Saviour was
born. and the site of the Manger, are
cased with beautiful marble, the work aof
St. Helena ; but the walls and ceiling
are covered with fine tapestry, now fall-
ing into rags ; and nobody dares to re-
pair or replace them, for fear of he jesl-
owusy of the schismatics. No light
penetrates from the outside; but th.
crypt is illuminated by the thirty-two
lamps, sent by different princes. which
burn day and night. The original en-
trance is walled up: at the farther ex-
tremity, on the east side. is the spot
where the Blessed Virgin brought forth
the Redecemer of the world.  The spot is
marked by a circle of marble, covered
with jagper ; and a circular plate of sil-
ver, surrounded by rays of the samc
material, around which are written the
following words :

HIC DE VIRGINE MARIA
JESUS CHRISTUS NATUS ExT.

‘Herc Jesus Christ was born of the
Virgin Mary.'.....A fine rich marble altar
is erected over the spot. which belongs
to the Greeks. About seven paces to the
south is the Manger. It isalow recess
excavated out of the rock, two steps low-
er than the crypt. The spot where the
Infant Jesus was laid upen straw is
marked by a block of marble hollowed
in the form of a manger, and raised one
foot above the floor. It belongs to the
Latins, but the altar is located two paces
opposite to the Manger, on the site where
the Blessed Virgin sat when presenting
tf‘l;e Child to be adored by the Wise
en.”

V. It was formeriy the custom in cer-
tain places to celebrate more than onc
Mass un some of the greater feasts of the
Church. The custom of celebrating
three Mnsses on Christmas Day survived,
and eame gradually into general use ; it
has a mystic signification, and denotes
the threcfold birth of Christ—His being
berotten of the Father before all ages,
His Dbirth in time of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, and His birth by grace in the
hesarts of the faithful. In Rome it was
the custom of the Popes to celebrate the
first Mass in the Church of St. Mary
Majur, or the Liberinn Basilica ; the
second in the Church of St. Anastasia,
whose feast falls on the same duy ; and
the third in the church of the Vatican.

This beautiful custom conld not have
come into existence until about the end
of the fourth century, becausc Pope
St. Liberius, after whom the Basilica is
sometimes named, died in the year 366.
Again, the first. Mass was celebrated nt
midnight, becanse it is certain from the
words of 8t. Luke (ii, 8) that Christ was
born in the night ; and it has always been
the pious belief of Christians that He
was born at midnight. The fact that
the second Mnes was celebrated in the
Church of St. Anastasia removes an ob-
jection that might occur to some per-
sons—that the feast was instituted before
the early part of the fourth century ; for
it is well known that no commemoration
of a saint is introduced into the Mass of
any of the great femsts. Anastasia is
sald to have belonged to one of the most

lace. before. the -year 747. ang |iMustrious families of Rome, and was
g Aol Al ‘martyred in the year 304, Her church

and:rom.if, L

was doubtless a place of specinl devotion
for the faithful; hence it wus selected for
the second Mass, and her commemora-
tion was intruduced to  honor ler
memory. Besides, the second Mass is
the least golemn of the three. Among
the greater feasts of the Church Christ-
mas occupies the third place; Easter
being tirst, and Pentecost second,

I shall nut pauseto speak of the many
social and other customs that have from
time immemeorial cireled around this
feast. The spirit of the srason, however
I3 admirably embodied in the following
lines. which may appropriately conclude
our study of the Christmas feast ;

EYTINCTION: OR HOME RULE?

the Derby and who had obtained a share
in the wealth of the "Rothschilds by
marriage, was far below the standard of
Mr. Gladstone. His position as a peer
was objectionable to many of the more
radical Liberals, including Labouchere.

With the Irish Nationa! representa-
tives for nearly twenty years the attain-
ment of self-government for Ireland has
been without change the paramount ob-
ject of their Parliamentary work. Cap-
tain O'Shea is the only instance of a
man elected on & Home Rule platform
who changed his party allegiance for
personal grounds. There have been in-
ternal dissensions, but there bave been
no desertions among them. The power
of a minority devoted to one object in a
larger body with varied interests is much
greater than its mere numbers indicate.
In the field of imperial politics there are
at times questions which divide the
most powerful faction, and these are the
legitimate opportunities of the minority
which seeks an honest end with single-
ness of purpose. It is quite within the
range of possibilities that the present
regime may find it expedient to look for
Inish help long before its six years’ lease
of power ends. There is another con-
tingency not much mentioned, but which
is anything but improbable. The death
or abdication of the Sovereign would,
according tousage, entail a new election,
and Queen’ Victoria's life is now far be-
yond three score and ten. It is well for
the Irish people to brace themselves for
a six years’ struggle, but it by no means
follows that they will have six years to
wait for a reversal of the present con-
dition of British politics.

DANGERS TO BE FEARED,

The most important point, after all, in
counting the chances for Home Rule
within the next few years is the course
of action of the Irish people themselves
and their representatives in Parliament.
Impatience and apathy are the chief
dangers to be feared. The former may
relex the bonds of discipline, which are
essential to success in politics as in war,
The latter may allow advantages already
won to slip away, or may keep compe-
tent men from the direction of the
national politice That dissensions have
occurred in the National ranks during
the last four years is unfortunately true.
The division into Parnellites and Na-
tionalists caused the loes of three seats,
and prevented the gain of at least two
more in 1893, and has kept the ranks of
the Home Rule representatives five or
six lower than they might be in the
present Earliament. The divisions be-
tween the friends of Mr. Healy and those
of Mr. Dillon have been also disastrous,
though they are a good deal exapgerated
in the American and English pross.
Friction between members of the same
pariy cccurs everywhere, and there has
been no more in the ranks of the Irish
Nationalists than in those of either Eng-
lish party. Still it is unfortunate that
it should nccur at all at such a crisis of
the nation’s fate. The fault does not
resi wholly with either side, and the
divisions cannot be removed by mutual
recriminations, however strongly either
side may believe its own cause right.
Mutual forbearance isthe only remedy,
and & vigorcue struggle in Parliament is,
humanly speaking, the best means to
that end. .

In justice to the Irish members who
have at the present moment charge of
their country’s interests, it should be re-
membered that their position is 2 much
harder one than that of either the aver-
age English “ Member” or American
Congressmen. The Iatter are expected
to devote their time to legislative work
in the same way a8 the holder of any
other public office, and they are paid for
that time likewise. A member of the
British Parliament attends it practically
at his own discretion and receives no
compensation directly for whatever at-
tendance he gives. The prizes to be won
by party service in Parliament are in-
deed both numerous and valuable, but
they depend on the Ministry, not the
public.

It is a fixed rule of the Home Rule
party that none of its members shall ac-
cept office, even from & Home ‘Rule
Ministry, until Ireland obtains its own
government. This rule has been faith-
fully maintained during the last fifteen
years. Mr. Gladstone was ready to be-
stow the well-paid offices of the Irish
Government on members of the Nation-
alist party, but their own rule forbade
them accepting such. The landlord
class, which furnishes so large a contin-
gent of men of leisure for Parliamentary
gervice in England and Scotland, is gen-
erally hostile directly- to Irish nation-
ality. There are not more than three or
four landlords, including Colonel Nolan
and 8ir Thomae Esmonde, in the Home
Rule ranks. The cost of atfendance in
Parliament, then, is- & serious one for
the Irish representatives.

ONE GREAT OBSTACLE.

Gladstone did not feel that he could rely
on such a support in the present temper
of the English voters, and hence it was
necesgary for his party to wait a favor
able oceasion for taking the tinal stepto
making Home Rule 4 reality.

We are by no means disposed tounder-
value the importance of complete har-
mony in the Irish party. We are con-
vinced that the dissensions caused by
Mr. Parnell's action have been highly
injurious to the canse of Home Rule in
the minds of the English people and that
their effacement would be the most
effective measure that could now be
taken for making it successful. But we
do not believe that they have been of a
nature to make us lose faith in the ulti-
mate success of Home Rule. It may be
that the accession of a hostile
party to power willprove the
bharbinger of wunion to the Irish
Nationalists of all shades of opinion. To
attain that end requires abowe all
mutual forbearance and resolute absten-
tion from bitterness of language towards
one another. To a united Irish party
Parliament, even with a hostile majority,
offers a field of combat in which the na-
tional enthusiasm may be developed to
a higher point than ever. In 1t the
lines of faction should and must be effac-
ed, and we have every hope that the
present leaders of the Irish people will
attain that much-desired end ere long.
