The Rev. A. P, Doyle, of the Order of
the Pauliets,and well-known in this city

through havinig preached missions at St.
Parrick's Church, was the preacher on
the occasion o the recent celebration of
the fiftieth anniversary of the arrival of
the Sisters of Mercey in the City of New
York. We now publish the leading por-
tions of the eloquint and admirable
sermon  delivered by the reverend

preacher.

\What more joyful thing than to see
Moses, tne great leader and law-giver in
Israel, uiter lorty years of anxious wan-
dering in the dreary desert, ascending
to the top of Mt. Neboe to catch »
glimpse of the Yromised Land! Fogt‘v
years sgo he had crossed the sea with
his people. They were driven out from
the jand of thear lLirth, exiled by the
cruel hand of the oppressor that bad re-
duced them to a bondage deep and gall-
jng, in whieh hunger and persecution
were their only lot.  As he tuils up the
steep slope of Lhe mountain, in memory
tie gots back over the years. Every year
of these forty, as he luoked down the dim
vista, was consecruted by unwonted
triuvls from a thousand different sources.
Que time it is the sharp pang of hunger,
antil God by special miracle fed them by
pxeet tuanna from heaven; nother it is
the ainiless wandcrings in the unbroken
desort, with liet, coppery sky overhead,
and purched, burning sunds under feet ;
still ugain, it is the sharp contention
with the ficrce nomadic tribes in bloody
wiifure, and once more it is the rebellious
murmurings and barsh threatenings of
the people he was laboring to save. His
mumory recaltled it all.  But through it
all the Lord was with him, in the cloud

The God «of «very comfort sustained
bim in his despondencies. The God of
victcry gave bim power to triumph over
Lis enemies. Through it afl he held the
hosts of Isruel together. He kept alive
among them the fear of God, and when
thev went out alter strange gods he call-
o) them back. He instructed them in
the word of the law given amidst the
terrors of Tinai. He remembers the
swiot hnmty of the strengthening manna
—the strong arm of Divine help when
linan strength was at anend. So he
reaches the top. Before him, stretching
away into the dim distance, are the vine
clad hills of the land Hlowing with milk
and honey which the Lord had promised
to their children's children as long as
they would be faithiul to His word.

History repeats itsell and gives us
nany striking parallels.

Asin
Euypt the master hand of a raihless
tyrant kept them  in slavery, s0, too, mn
Ireland, As in Egypt they went out
from the Jund, crossing the sen, v0, too,
from Ireland the stricken people sailed
away to England, to Americe, to distany
Anstralis. And as with the chosen peo-
ple of old, God did not leave His people
to wander alone, but sent with them
their leaders and adviscrs. 1n this Intter-
duy exodus, too, there were found the
noble bande of priests and Sisters, who-
for love of the people’s souls, cnst
their lots with them so that they would
not be- left to wander alone in
the deserts a prey to the wild
bensts of error, that the people would
have some une especinlly consecrated
1o console them in their moments of

and some one who would pick up the
poor wenklings whoin their wanderings
had fallen by the way-side some one

wlo would be near at hand in the fever-
ed hospitale, to rmisethe coo]in%]druught
to parched lips, to whisper- the sweet
name of snlvation ns the dying breath
came thick and fast.

C. Bonner, us musical
director, too much praise cannot be
given, and as aomusical event, it adds
one more luurel to that gentleman’s well
earned and widegprend reputation. The
instrumental portions were carried out
by the full orchestra of the G.G F. G,
with their usaal and well known ability.

'The service rendered by Mr. W. F.
Buardiman, as an energetic and accom-
plished siage manager, were cvidenced
by the able and successful manner in
which the whole of the performances
were carried ont.

As to the cast it is difficult to particn-
larize ; the excellent singing and acting
of Miss Honorire 8t. Jeau as the viva-
cious * Seipolette,” or the pathetic act-
ing snd musical ability of Miss Lizette
=t Jean ag Germaine, deserves mention,
M or Gourdean, as “Henrd,” played the
churacter to perfection, his fine baritone
voice and expressive rendering bringing
vot to great advantage the beauties of
the musical composition.

Mr. Adolphe Leclaire, as Jean Grens
clieux,was justly adumired, his tenor solos,
rendered with great power and teeling,
and graceful acting throughout, showing
careful study and a thurough conception
of his role. Mr. T. Caldwell, as * Gas-
pard,” could not be surpassed by a pro-
fessional ; his song ** The Clink of Gald”
being especially admired. Mr. E. Banner,
who made bhis first appearance on the
rtage. sustained therole of *“ The Baillie”
in an admirable manner, and was folly
deserving of the applause which greeted
him at each performance. Mr. E. T.
Smith, as *The Notary,” sustaine. his
part ** with all the dignity of his office.”
The choruses throughout were well rend-
ered and showed the effects of careful
training and earnest study.

The Electric May FPole Dance, intro-
duced between the second and third
acts, was one of the great events of the
entertainments, and reflected the great-
¢st possibie credit on Mr. A. A Dion,
who designed and carried out the beauti-
ful electric effects, and Mr. Snge, who 80
kindly gave his services gratuitously,
was most wonderfully successiul con-
sidering the very short time at his dis-
posal in instructing and training the
young ladies who executed the dance in
such an admirable manner. Miss Pauline
Martin,who chaperoned the young ladies,
was untiring in her exertions and has
every reason to feel proud of the success
of her efforts.

The ladies wlho organized the opera
deserve to be congratulnted on the suc-
‘cess of their undertaking. It is toabe
hoped that their expectations of a good
-financial result for the benetitof the aged

AS was announced some time aypo in
the True Wirsess, the Rev, Dr, Conaty
president of the Catholic Summer School

| of Plattshurgh, preached fust Sunday at

St. Patrick's Church, and we now have
yery much pleasure in giving our reda-
ers & report of the eloquent discourse.

Olivet on Ascension Day, when Christ
nve his last instructions tu bis Apostles,

v. Dr. Conaty said :—

“Those words of the Gospel of Trinity
Sunday constitute the greatist com-
missinn ever given {6 man. He who, on
Culvary, bad conguered the world ond
redeenied mun frum sin now gives the
power over to sinful tan, that he may
bring to ail men the bunetits of redemp
tion.  Chriat cume Lo tewct: man the
truth of God, and He wilfed that the in-
stitution whickh was to continue and
complete His wark ehouid consist of
wien redeemied by Him and clothed by
Him with Hix own anthority. * A~ the
Father gent Me. so alsu { aend yon; go
ye,therelore, teach all nations, and T am
with you all days unti! the consumma-
tion of the world.” Tu the Apostles
wbbm He had chosen and instrocted, o
the men who were to abandon Him in
the trying moments »f His Passion, to
not learned in the hooks—1t6 them
Ch¥ist said: “Go, teach whatsoever |
have communded you. who henrs yous
h ars Me> Never did commander of
armies give such orders tu his generals
Never.did the umbation of w-n coneeive
guch n mirsion.  None bt a God could
givd such u commissian and invest such
men with the power by which they Jdid
what He had comnueded. This con-
quest could not e effected by the
Apostles themselves, thix power could
not be tor them and thelr gencration
alone ; for their lives ended with the
first centory and their travels  were
limited to Roman and bordering prov-
inces. It must, therefore, have meant a
permanent, perpetual institetion, whicl
wds never to cease untid tiue rhonld end
and the world should be no more,. Henee
we see the Apostios selecting Mathine to
replace Judas, and wo tind Dim going
torth with the eleven 1w bewin the wark
of the conversion of wie world o the
truth  of Josus Christ, Henee o the
teacher I8 hever o cease, but Lis aoe
thority  passcd  on from Aposties 1o
Apostles througls all the agesof mean
while the voice of those to whom hias
come the greal commission 1+ over the
voiee of Christ. teaching adl nations
through Hisaceredited agents, the sae
cessors of the Apostoiic nien whe went
forth at His comimand to te.ch and to
die for Hinn Man needs teacher.
The words of the learned Ethiopian
eunuch are the words of humanity—
*How can I understand unless some one
show it to me.” How can tan under-
stand his relations to God and God’s will
toward bim ?  What can reasan do more
than to lead mun to the great First
eause and make him realize that there
is 1 Supreme Being who demands adora-
1ion and nlleginnee? A writer han said
that  religion is like the Cul-
ossus  of  Rhodes :(—" It hag one
foot in henven and the other on earth.”
Yes, religion is the link that binds to
God.  And hew ¢an man know the duties
it requires unless he know himselr and
God and how can man, who duecs not
fully know himself, expect to know God
unlers God make himself known? The
natural can never reach the supernatural
of its own strength, as the water reachies
only to its soarce. It will wlways be the
purely natural until it is supernaturaliz-
ed by the swpernatural itscitf. Christ
came to supernaturalize our nature, to
litt us into union with God, to eogralt us
uputn the true tree of life and send into
our minds and hearts the sup of true
knowledge, by which we might grow
intu the understanding not only of God
but also of ourselves. In the histury of
mantind we may see how men have
wandered intothe wilderness of darkness
and error when they separated themm-
selves from Gou. How pitiable tw
hear the ravings of the broken and dis-
ordered mind, to see the Joss of reason
and hear the mutterings of idiocey. All
this is as pothing compared with the
idivey of self constituted reason, which
would lead man through all the muzes
ot life and which ends in denying God or
represents him in most fantastic shapes.
Reuson alone cannot “auswer its own
qnestions concerning the lile about it.
Will it appeal to science? But science’
can only touch the seen and the known.
What cunr it tell of the unseen and the
wnknown—what ean it tell ef thespirit
within ua, of the spirit who made all
things; the First Cause the Be Alland
the End. All of Creation? During the
lifetime of human nature it has been
struggling to define existcnee, to necount
for man without God, and aiter 6000 yenrs
it. reached conclusions .trom premises.
whieli it cannat prove but hrldly assumes.
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Noj; rewsin and scivrce must go'to Re:
gess, and Religion
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wuy of seience, v teneh mnn s mind and
man’s heart the whole tenth of God, Fhe
Church of Godd, which Christ built upon
Peter aud the Apostles, to which He
gave the perpetual comminsion, has gone
throngh the world tenching as Christ
tnught and what Christ taught, and tell-
ing Pagan and Jew alike that man's
destiny could not be atinined and temth
could not be possessed, and Gl could

That he might
himself grasp the weaith for the posses
sion of which he inveighs in bad gram
mar against the lawtui owners thereof.

. difference as soon as a Catholic bishop,

TUE THINGS THAT HELP TO SUCCESS.

Yiews of the Hon. Willinm Whituey of
Holyoke on Buwinesw Life,

(Frome an Interview in the Springfield. Mass,,
Republican.)

A man lays the foundation of his busi-
ness sucerss or fullure as a boy. He
can't get the Ldea tou early that he must
work at something—that he must be in-
Justrious and make his time count either
in money or cducation. The one really
vital point on which future success de-
pends is this uf learning industry while
you are young. If a boy gets the feeling
that he can let things slip along and
that he muay nut be obliged to work very
hanl—that is, depends on what he ex-
pects his parents will leave him, or on
his owp smartness 1o accomplish things
without much etturts—the resualt will
very likely De that he never will have
the right babits to gain success. He
won't have the stamina to take hold
ol opportunities. and he will be trying
a!l through life to do something and all
the time making a failure of it.

Lack of success isn’t, however, by any

means always t.e tanlt of the young pec-
ple. You'll often hear parents whoe've
eot envugh themselves say : * Our chil-
dren shall never work as we have.” But
they makea mistake, for youcan’t guard
children froo the necessity of work with-
out hurting them.
Prubably s boy brought up on a farm,
all other things being equal, is more
likely to be successtul than a city boy.
Life op a furmy impresses n person, it
seems to me, with the ides that itis
pretty hard work to aeccumulate money,
and that you can only do it by the great.
~et industry and economy. Another
thing, an enterprising boy on a farm is
disposed to do whatever there is to he
Jdone, and the hours of work are long
and there is no stated time to begin ur
to atop.

The boy who geta along is the one

who is looking arcund for something to
do and is anxious to do everything well
and thoroughly, who is interesied in his
work and in the business. Such a boy
is going to be advanced, while the fellow
whose interest centres in himself and
who wants more money for all extras
will make a failure. But whether from
the tarm or anywhere else, the boy that
gets ahead is the one who starts out
with the intention of making something
of himaelt and works and economizes to
that end.
It doesn’t hurt a young man in the
eyes of his eniployer to economize. 1
don't mean he need live on crusta and
go in rags. I suppose he stands better
in the long run to dress well and spend
enongh to enjoy himself in a reasonable
way, but he must not be extravagant.
It 1+ a danger of young people that they
tend to expend all the money they make,
instead of saving a part ol what they
exn, which they have got to do if they
are ever to succeed. Moat of them, ['m
afraid, are careless in their expenditures,
and let it 1l go. They ought to be will-
ing for the sake of the futnre to practice
the sharpest sort of economy if need be
in order to make a start.

Boys do get the idea in a good many
instancea that their parents are rich and
they wiil beindependent of the necesaity
of much effirt themselves. When such
bnys get to be men and go into business
they are careless, and instead of saving
they let it all alide through their fingers.
But if a boy who is left money is taught
to work and learns that he must use
energy himself, if he is going to get or
save anything, he appreciates the prop-
erty left him,

I don"t know 30 much ahout girls, but
their faults are nnt the same as those
of their brothers. OF course women wiil
spend money on clothing and honselur-
nix: ings, but they don't tool it away on
carrls, yachts, horses, or any eort of reck-
lexs pleasure and dissipations.

Go d habits eount in a man’s favor
Even smoking counts some times. Few
men would refussto employ a young fel-
low hecatiae he smoked, ‘The habit ia
getting ton universal, 8till ] don’y think
employers regard it as a necessary virtoe,
and if n boy begins too young it will cer-
tainly count against him. The fellow
who Indulg s in any plensures that are
suggative of dissipntion and fastness or
of extravagance and expense beyoud his
mians is laying up trouble for himsell,

There’s no end to the people who want
you to invest money ; they hold out the
most promising inducenments, The wilder
the schemes the niore attractive they
picture them:

It is important, I think,that a manin’

business should take tame for recreation.
He shouldn’t let his business absorb him
altogether. It he does he'll sutter for it.
In these days a man does two or three
times as mueh work as he did formerly
in the same hytrs. The mental respon-
sibility is increasel tremendously. A
man has to be careful not to overdo.
His work will be better il he takes re
creation. His mental condition will be
more vigorous. Find something outside
that takes vourinterest. Havea hobby,
by all means, but at the same time take
care aud get one thatdoesu’t cost much.

The terrible ele
ment had done its work with appalling
rapidity and her injuries were beyond
human skill. Sherealized her condition
anml with wonderful fortitude and faith
bade the meagengers hasten for the

riest, that the doctors could not help
er. =he received the last sacramenta
and died a most holy death, truly a
martyra death, bearing her suttferings
with a patience beyond words. Her
funeral, at the Cathedral, seemed more
like the obhsunquies ol an eminent public
wan than the laying away ot the lovely
modest girl who through life shrank
from all publicity. But the great wave
ot sympathy that awept over the hearts
of the peopte rmae to do homage at the
last rites nver the young martyr.—Catho-
lic Columbian.

Canou Shinkwin, and the other priests of
the parish, on the proficiency of the
children in their religious training, and
also on the very satistactory state of the
entire parish from a spiritual point of

Within the past few days & new cream-
ery has been opened near Skibbereen,
making tha fourth of the kind in this
distriet. The proprietor is Mr. T. O Dris-
coll, who has spared noexpense or etlorts
to equip it in the most approved and
elaborate style. The aite of the new
concern is at Hollybruok demesne, in
the centre of 2 large agricultural dis-
trict. The appliances in use are of the
best type. A twelve-horse power engine
supplied the motive force. The separa-
tor isthe “Leviathan Alpha” description,
capuble of turning out 0 gallons ot
skimmed milk per hour. Anacbed_ to
the creamery are a saw-mill, a grinding
mifland a tish box factory, where work
of the very best cadracter is done.

At Templemore, before Mr. Bruen, R.
M., a man named Maher and his nephew,
a young fellow named Longstatfe. were
charged on remand with having intlicted
scrious injuries on John Maher, brother
of the first-named prisoner and uncle to
Lungatafle, from the etfects of which
Maher died. Deceased and the prisor.ers
lived together with -Maher's sister, who
is Longstafie's mother. Dr. Mitchell
gaveevidence that deceased died rom ab-
acess on the brain, caused he had no
doubt, by a punctured wound on the
head. Sergeant Higgins proved that de-
cearsed betore his deatn accused Long-
statfe of having caused the inj:ries on
hia head by three strokes ot a tongs.
The prisoners stated that deceased had
fallen on a bucket. The prisoner Maher
was admitted to buil, and Longstatle was
remanded.

At a meeting of the Cork Butter Mar-
ket Trustees, held last week, Mr.C.J.
Dunn, [.P.,, was unanimously re-elected
chairman of the body for the ensuing
year. Mr. Dunn was one of the com-
missioners sent by the Trustees to Kng-
land to inquire into the Irish butter
trade, and to the result of the report
which e made upon his trip the recent
improvements in the market are due.
The new regulations have now been in
force ten days, and their working has
been carefully watched. The supply of
butter to the market hasimproved. The
standard of quality hasbeen raised and a
better price has been obtained. The
quality of some of the superior brands
has been rarely excelled for sweetness
and uniformity, and the prices compare
favorably with those secured for the pest
Danish brands, The farmers are talling
into the new system, and English deal-
ers are better pleased. It is premature
as yet to pronounce a detinite opinion,
but even those who looked with appre
bension on the change are impressed
with the improvement which hus tuken
place, The prices have varied a little,
but u good average has been maintained,

\Vriting in regard to the state of the
Irish workhouses and their intirmaries,
the “ British Medical Journal ” points
out that the repurts of ita Commission
have disclosed an nhimence of all sanitary
appliances, and have shown that in do
mestic administration they represent the
manners and customs of sixty years ago.
The character of the people tor whose re-
ception these institutions were erected
has since then entirely changed. The
rigour of the mendicancy laws, the emi-
gration of the more vigorous part of the
population, and increased facilitiea for
seeking work, have reduced the number
of able-bodied paupers, for whose dis-
cipline and repression the workhouses
were originally built, and tend to leave
a residuum or aged, infirm, sick, and
children, as the permanent innfytes of
the workhouses. It is for these helpless
classes that their shelter is now muainly
required, and the * British Meitical
Journal "' asks thas in their administru-
tion cognizance shall be tzken ol the
changed condition of those with whom
they have to deal for, thotigh the hands
on the clock have movel on, those on
the dial of the Poor Law atand where
they did when they were aet in the year
1849, the law being altogether out of
hermony with the condition of the
peopie 10 whose needs it is snpposed to
administer,

Trade in  freland during the past
month was pervaded with o slightly
tirmer feeling rduring the puat ten days,
Of il descriptions of stocks, steers still
continue 1o meet with the most active
infuiry, and pow that another grazing
geason i upou u it is uot likely that
values for these will be found to ease off
prices nntil the summer is well ad-
vanced. Just now, big, wellbred two-
year olds seem to be Inomost active re-
fjuest, and wl ere of the proper stamp
they readily command prices up to 10
and 11 guineas.

aware, 1s represented in Canada by an

orginization of somewhat a diflerent

na'ne, hius received astunning blow from
Mr. Patrick Henry Winsten, who claims
to be “a native-born American citizen
of English discent, a Protestant in re-
ligion and in politics a Republican of the
schoo! of Abraham Liuciln.” Accord-
ing to Mr. Winsten, the American Pro-
tective Association is a secret political
society, formed for the purpose ol ex-
cluding Koman Catholics from holding
office in national, Stute or municipul
government and.from enjoying the other
rights incident to American citizenship.
Ats platform wasadopted by the Supreme
Council at Des Moines, Iowa, on the 4th
of May, 1894. One of the declarations
of principles is to teach 1ts members to
be intensely active in the diacharge of
their political duties. While prolessing
toleration of all creeds, it holds that the
subjection to and support of *‘any
eeclesiastical power not created and con-
trolled by American citizens, and which
clnims equal, it not grealer sovereignty
than the United States of Americn, is
irreconcilable with American citizen-
ship.” [t is, therefore, of pwed to the
holding of offices of any kind by any
“subject or supporter of such ecclesins-
tical power.” What is the power indi-
cated in this extraordinacy clause? No
person can fail to discern that one par-
ticular communion is aimed at, and no
person is unaware that the communion
in question is the Roman Catholic
Charch. That Church certainly was not
created by American citizens. But is
there any branch of Christendom that
claims to have been rreuted by American
citizens? Surely even these sects thar,
as to their organization, are of recent
origin, if they proless Christianity at al!,
must pretend to some higher sanction
than the autharity of American citizens.
And what religious bodies are controlled,
ag well ascreated, by Americae citizma?
It isevident that this negative definitivn
is extremely vague. Even among non-
Catholic corumunions it would be dith-
cult to find such an organization. Isit
meant tocreate the impression that there
isa form of Christianity thatiseasentially
American, anl tha: (uly such peraons
as belong to it are worthy of holding
office in town, state or nation? Does it
mean that thece is a church established
or especially favorad by the Inw of the
land, and that those who are outside of
it are unworthy to be trusted with any
publicemployment? And their chorch,
it would seem, differs from all others in
teacing its creation not to divine author
ity, but to American citizens and by
American citizens, not by thos-
-whom God hias chosen for its administra-
tion, it is to he controlled. If the wonl-
ing here is absord, the terminology that
follows is quibbling and dishonest, the
‘term soveréignty being 80 used as to
confound in the minds of ignorant read-
ers thenotion of eivil or political suprem-

He did
not think that the upholders of the
Board plan were quite honest in de-
nouncing all teaching of religion in
schools, for, unless he had been misin-
formed and the convietions of a large
part of the public were mistaken, a re-
ligion was taught in the Board schools
that was neither that of Catholics nor
that of Bible-believing Protestants. Mr.
Clancy pointed nut the inequalities that
would still remain if the bill passed in
its actual form. The advantage, in
Government support, would atill be
largely on ithe side of the seenlur system.
At a laterstage iv the debate; Mr. Dillon
and Mr. 1. P. O'Connor said they would
vote for the second reading Mr. Dillon’s
speech was apologetic throughout. It
was with the deepest pain, he snid,
that he should go with the loblby
against  those who had  been the
allies of the Irish party. But, a8 a
Catholic, he had no alternative. He
criticized adverselv several features of
the bill, and thought the voluntary
schools, now that they had their oppor-
tunity. should elaim the full mensare Of
sheir rights.  Mr. O'Connor spoke more
kindly of the bill, with the main pro-
posals ot which he was in agreement.
It bad its defects, however,—some of
the provisions being mierely an allevia
tion, not a removal, of the grievances
that weighed down the voluntary schools.
Mr, O'Connor foresaw that the promised
decentralization was not likely in all
cases to be a boon to the Catholic schools.
It must be conceded that neither Mr.
Diflon nor Mr. Q'Connor spoke with the
freedom and candor of Mr. Clancy, their
deaire toconeiliate the Opposition, whom
they were offending by casting in their
lot with the Unionists, though only fora
time. giving their criticism of the mea-
gure & strained and unveal logk. Mr.
O'Connor made, for instance, a point qf: :
symupathizing with the Nonconformists,
who were being sacriliced for the benefit
of other Protestants; yet by a singular
coincidence two Nonconformists, who
apoke before and after him respectively,
expressed themselves in favor of the bill
which, in the opinion of one of them,
would effect a great educational reform.

But the main point on which we would
jneiat is that the Nationalists, however
reluctant they might be to turn their
backs on their Liberal friends who had
stuck to them. for.ten years, even court-
ing defcat rather than betray them,
recognized that the case was one of con-
science and that they could not do other-

wise than vote for the principle of re-:

A CORRESPONDENT, in another portion
of this issne, ealis attention to the fact
that certain persons are endeavoring to
prejudice the Catholic voters against Dr.
Roddick, on the grounds that he wuas op-
posed Lo the, admission of Cutholics 1o
the Royal Victorin Hospital. The cor
respondent gives an instance in his own
experience of a apecial case where the
Doctor not only applied for the admis-
aion of a Cathiolic, but gave the case his
special attention with nsuccessful result.
We agree with the correspondent that
Dr. Roddick is quite incapable of such
an ungenerous act.

' IRELAND'S ANCIENT SPEECH.

A few weeks ago the Bishop of Raphoe
(Most Rev. P, O0’Donnell), being unable,
through other and pressing engigementa,
to attend a public meeting of the Cuelic
Union, wrote a letter to the Secretary,
commending the Union's work in aig
niticant and grutifying terms. . His Lord-
ship wished the Guwlic movement the
foll measure of success that it deserved.
To let the ancient tongue of Treland die
through disuse and neglect would be,
he sald, “to thruw away a national
treasure of great value and to neglect an
educational medinm of the highest im-
.portance to ounr people.” We are not
aware that the movement of which the
Bishop of Raphoe spoke so highly has
made muceh progressin Canada. Doubt-
less, here, as in the United States, individ-
ual, students have made the language and
literature of ancient Eire a special pur-
suit. The Society for the Preservation
of the Irish Language numbers several
ditigent and trnitful workers between
the Atlaitic and the Paditic, Hudson's
Buy and the Gulf of Mexiep, snd for
those who wiah to learn there is no lack
of gond teachers. Such masters of Irish
lore as Jeremiah Curtin ave exceptional
even in the old land, bui that the sub-
jeet is receiving an attention that even
the most sanguine did not look for some
years ago, is beyond question. Some of
our readers may. perhaps, be sceptical
as to the utility of reviving a
form of speech which they are wont
to regard, complacintly enough, as
doomed to extinetion. In this view
they can claim the approval of a good
many and even some of the foremost of
Ireland’s political leaders. A recent
lecturer before the Irish Literary Society
blamed even the patriotic O'Connell for
neglecting to inculcate the necessity of
keeping alive Irish racial custowms, lan-
guage and traditions. It would be un-
grateful, however, to dwell too emphati-
cally on such incidental shortcomings
in the career of a leader who was called
to do a speeial work and who thought it
better tu concentrate his energies on his
chosen and needful task than to risk
total failure by attempting more than
he could accomplish. Davis and his
culleagues in the Young Ireland move.
ment Jdeemed it possible to awaken the
best aspirations of their fellow-country-
men by a literature which, while
leavened with Irish sentiments, tradi-
tions and hopes, wus still English in
language. form and culture, and alien to
the mass of the Irish pea antry. Until
the cloae of the 18th century, according
to Dr. Hyde, the literary activity in
those communities in which the old
tongue was still spoken was very great.
Not ir: the South only, but also in Ulsier,
“the nnmber of poets was something
aatonishing.” Translations were also
made from the French, Latin, Spanish
and English—mostly of prose. In those
days ‘“‘every wellto-do farmer could
read and write Irish, and many of them
could underatand even Archaic Irish,”
which was “ much the sume as though
Chaucer's poems were handed down
amongst Engligh peasants.”” During the
tour that he made while collecting
material for his escellent volume of
Irish tales, Mr, Curtin was saddened to
find 50 few able to speak their ancestrnl
Innguage, but wherever it was spoken,
gome share of the traditioual lore still
survived.

With thia deeay of their native tongue
among it8 true heirs there has, on the
other hand, been & wonderfully suceess-
ftul revival of it in .the circles of the
learned. What is called the Celtic revival,
which ol course includes all the divisions
of that onee wide-spread branch of the
Aryun lanmily, was a natural reeult of the
fresh interest in philosophy due to the
discovery of the rolations of Sanscrit to
the languages of Europe. Coruish had
hecn allowed to die unheeded, bat Welsh
and Breton, Gmlie, Erse and Mang, were
still alive; and foreign acholars had
shown their importance. Welsh is the
degcendant of the language that Jolivs
Cosnr henrd nearly two thousand years
suo front the Bretons that resisted his
Ianding, and the speech that Tacitus as-
signs to the northern foeman of his
father-in-law, Agricola, was based on an
Loriginnl probability not greatly dissim-
ilar from the Guwlic orthe Irish of tu-
duy. Celtic was thus the original speech
of the British Islands as of a great part
of Gaul and other regions of western Eu-
rope, and for.the wealth of t.ra.dxtlun that
it ganrds; it for not,hmg else, it is. worth‘
preserving. = Wales. has been’ most stub- |

norant of the spedch of his fathers, the
national revival, which so many profeas
to desxre, is out of the question,

Others would be satisfiad with 1mbumg
the English langunge with the spirit of
old Irish literature. This is a tusk on
which a good many .gifted and zealous
writers—poets, story-tellers, scholars—
are already ebgaged. Aubrey De Vere,

others, have contributed to this patriotic
labor of love. But, while some .of the
best minds that Ireland bhas given the
present generation are thus devoting
their gifts to the transfusion of Celtic
blood into English poetry, fiction and
drama, those who believe in the vitality
of the lrish language are sparing nq
etfurt to familiarize the tongues and eara
of the people with that ancient speech

“The magic power of our ancient Ian-
guage,” wrote Bishop O’Donnell, on the
oceasion which suggested these remarks,
“to open and fill the minds of our
people was admirably illustrated during
the confirmations, when we had several
sermons from priests who are mastens of
tue Guulic tongue.” His Lordship clcaed
by recommending the encouragement of
the study of Irish in the nutional schoola.
1t is pleasant to observe that this move-
nment has the support of Protestants as
well as Catholics. At the meeting at
which Bishop O'Donnell’'s letter was
raud, the mover of some important r so-
lutions was a Protcstant incumbent of
the neighborhood, the Rev., Mr. Shea.
The Irish Literary Societies of London
and Dublin are alike comnosed of Irish-
men of both creeds. Their aim, acceord-
ing to Sir Gavan Dofly, is “to make the
Celtic peonle of Ireland all they are fit
to become, to increase knowledge among
them and lay its fuundations deep and
sure; to strengthen their convictions
and enlarge their horizon; and to tend
the flame of national pride, which, with
sincerity of purpose and fervor of zeal,
constitutes the motive power of great
enterprises.”

ST. LOUIS IN MOURNING.

THE TERRIBLE RESULTS OF
CYCLOXNE VISITATION,
VARIOGUS ENTIMATES PLACE THE LOSS OF LIFL
AT BETWERN 500 TO 400 AND DAMAGES
TO PROCERTY At $25,000,000,

A

The awful sweep of the tomado is
murked to-dav by 8 devastated district
1u the south-western portion of the city
of 5t Louis, a hall a mile wide and four
iniles long, with wredked buildiogs, tot-
tering walls, debng choked streets and
regening purties to tell the story of havoe
and death.

St. Louis ix dazed by the extent of the
calamity and it will be days before the
total luss of life and the amount of prop-
erty destroved will be known.

The estinates of the number killed

vary from 300 to 400, with the belief
general that the latter figures are the
nearer correct.
_ Coroner Waite said that the death list
in 8t. Louis proper woull easily reach
200kand that In East St. Louis it would
be perhaps as large.

Louisx were estimated at 300 and in East
St. Louis at 200, Extra editions of the
local papers place the total Toss of life at
300 or mare.

The storm left its path littered with
dead and dying, and patrol wagpons,
ambulances and undertakers were busy
all day lomy eareying the identitied dead
to their homes #nd honuwes of relutives
and friends, or leaving the unidentified
with the city morgue authorities,

The estimate on the property losses
wifl be about $25 000,000,

The storm which wrought thie havoe
was a most peculiar one, and scarcely
two people in all the city agree ae to
just how the damage was done. The
wind seemed to take the form of a tor-
uado rather than that of a cyclune,

The first heavy damage was in the
vicinity of Lower Grove and Lafayetee
parks, where handsome residences were
wreeked and many injured.  The tornado
swept from  the northeoust as  far as
the river, when a sudden turn to the
north cleared the Misaissippi and toreits
way into the heart of East St. Louis.

Another  report  says:—It  will be
several duys hefore detinite information
cann be obtained as to the luss of lile
and injnry 1o the unfortunate people
who happened o e in tle path of the
evelone.  Reports received vive accounts
of serious loss ol life and maimings in
quite a number of places. Appended in
a table showing a careful estimate of
the killed and injured, based on these
reports

(Oue ol the remarkable features was
the destruction of a wing of the city
hospital, carrying 200 patients and
narzeg down in the wreek and killing
but one person.

I'hesteainers Pittabure of the Dismond
Joe Line, City of Vicksburg and City of
Providence of the Colunibian Excursion
Company, the City of Monrve of the
Anchor Line and sl sorts ot small eraft
were pitched and tossed xbout until a
tinal blast rent them from their moorings.
I'hey were swept across the river and
struck the fllinois bank within a few
Hlocks ol each other. The loss of lifeon
these borts is thought to be slight, as
everybody was cantioned not to jump.
The City of Vicksburg is almost a total
wreck. The City of Providence was
blown np on the Ilinojs side. Her
rudder is gone. and cabin and smoke-
stucks were blown awuy before she
purted 'rom her wharf,

A sarvey made. here to-duy shows that
over 3000 houses have been damaged or
wholly  destroyed, The damage to
chureh property was particularly severe.

Irresponsible  correspondents.  have
wired o the outside world preposterous
vstimates of the lusses here. some reach-
ine the ahsurd figure of $60,000,000. The
eetimat s of good achitects and reputable
resl cstite dealers now place the total
uss at akout $:22,000,000.

Nearly all South St. Louis is practi-
enlly destroyed. It will he tully two
years hefore the eflvets of the hurricane
are offaced The reliet fund is eapidly
growing.

Altgeld and
the trustces of the Ilinois State Uni-
versity, nnd the teachers” asyociations
generudly ; and if thebr patriotism shonld
not prove satisfuctory at the expiration
of their sentences the duse shonld be re-
peated and reiterated, it necessary, until
the culprits are rewdy to whoop it up for
Old Glory to the satistaction of the
Hlinois legislatures in general and the
grand jury of Morgan county in particu-
lar.

Ilinois Nabuchodonosors should not.

THE HAROSHIP OF LABOR I8 CITIES

An exchange says that in times past
much has been snid and written to in-
duce boys to stay on the farm. Latterly
the same note of warning needs to be
uttered for girls. If farmers’ daughters
in well-to do homes could see the hun-
dreds and thousands of girls who are
crowding, and crowded, into the fac
tories and shops of all our large cities.
they would rejoice und be glad that
their lots were cast in more desirable
places.

The writer has recently been making
personal inspection of some of the many
places in which girls and women are
daily employed in Cleveland, O. One
was A& lactory whore they print wall
paper. It may not be generally known
that the most benutiful wall paper is
made in large guantities in the above
mentioned city. The heat in the room
where this paper is made is almost in-
tolerable. Then there are the odors of
dves mingled with all this heat. Girls
from twelve to liften years are em
ployed in manipulating the simple ma-
chiuery necessary lor cutting off the
paper into the sixteen-yard rolls.  Day
after day these girls sit in this heated
room with its odurs of poisonous dyves,
and at a given signal “click” the bit of
muchinery which cuts the paper inty
rolls.

The proprietor of the business said

that experts in this work could earn 1
aday. Heiailed totell how lung it tock
th become an expert, or what wages the
new begiuner received. Hesaid that a
number of applicants for the work were
deily turned away. Itis simply dread{ul
for growing girls to be spending their
time in such work. Uuder such condi-
tione neither their minds nor bodies can
progeriy develop. They nre learning
nothing that can be of help to them 1n
alter lire. From & few years of such toil
they will emerge with health broken and
with an absolute untitness,in every way,
lofr the duties and responsibilities of
li e. '
The clerkships in stores are scarcely
better. It has been truly said of some ol
the girls who work in leading dry-goods
houses in the samecity, that their wages
are 80 low they are ashanmed to tell what
they are. Oue bright young lady, in
ber effurls to fit herselt for teaching,
broke down in health and had to give
up her favorite vocation. She vibrated
for a Jew years between working in a
store and housework. When in the store
she earned $4 per week. She paid her
sister, with whom she lived, $1.50 per
week. This left her $2.50 per week for
clothes and car fare. She said she could
hardly keep herself comidortably clad.
After following this up up lor a time she
would turn to housework. Whije she
could do betterat this frum a tinancinl
standpoint, her pride was so hurt that
she could not stand it all the time,

Profits have been
maintained snd the usual Dividend
earned—in face of a continued and in-
tensified decline in the value of money
and of many staple productions of the
country.

A REVIEW OF THE SITUATION.

The world-wide and long continned de-
preseian in every branch of business, due
primarily to want of confidence, has been
less felt in Canads than in most coun-
tries. Qur banking system and financial
nstitutiobs have stood the test well—
such disssters as have recently occurred
being relatively of no considerable bulk,
and not due to the general causes above
referred to. But it Ia not to be concealed
that such 4 prolonged strain as has been
endured must weaken the ultimate power
or remistance in many quarters, and it
hecomes the earnest wish of everyone to
v disturbing elements speedily removed
and confidence restored.

The Cbairman then gave many facts
and figures relative to the record of
fuilures during many years, as well ns
making a splendid reference to the erop
production during the past year. Cun-
tinuing, he said that the prospects were
hopeful and the fact could not be con-
cealed that the decline in all purchasing
markets of the world in the value of vur
staple products, such as wheat, cattle,
pork and ‘lumber, has been most dis-
appointing—not only to farmers snd
producere—but_also to all who dealt in
these commodities—but the hope of
better times is largely based on the ex-
trente improbability of any further de-
cline, and indications in fuvor of en
hanced values are not wanting,

The general trade returns show very
decided improvement.

Shipping omt of this port is fully em-
pluyed. Thetonnageavailablefor grain,
1t is stated, has been taken up for sev-

. jeral weeks ahead at fairly averave rates,
1und_the expourts since- the: opening of

navigation bave been considerably
larger than they were in 1895, but in-
ward cargoes have been light.

The foreign trade is again expanding
From 1840 to 1894 there was a steady in-
creage in exports lrom  §Y6,749 000 to
$117,524,000. In 1895 they dropped to
$113 635 000, but in the 10 montbs of the
tiscal year ending with April they reach
ed $91,950,000—an iucrease over the
same periuvd in the previous year of $5,-
650,000, If thia ruijo is kept up during
the following 2 months the export trade
will be one of the largest in the history
of Canada.

There is a gratifying increase in the
traffic returns of our railways. The
Canadian Pacitic Railway Company
from Janunry 1st to the end of April
shows an increase of $1,158,000, and the
Grand Trunk returns for April show an
increase of $40,000 as compared with the
same month in 1395.

Since welast met, nonew legislation has
been passed affecting the banking inter-
est or calling for remark, and the chief
distracting element in domestic palitics
now in view is the impending election
of a new House of Commons.

He then turned hia attention to the
Silver question in the U. S. and referred
to the fact that the continued apitation,
which is being kept up regarding the
matter, bad no small influence in re-
tarding progress and prosperity in cer-
tsin ways. The chairman concluded a
very ablereview of the financialsituation
in the following terms:

Generally speaking I think we may
more hopefully regard the future. The
suspense now existing must end. We
have survived without serions scathe an
upexampled reign of distrust and low
prices over all civilized countrics; and
our resources are comparatively unim-
paired. The savings of the Iaboring
ciagses go on accumulating. With more
settled political conditions we may con-
fidently lnok for returning prosperity.

=~ The general manager, Mr. E. S. Clous-
ton, was then called npon to address the
meeting, Hespoke ay followa :—

The business year just ciosrd has been
one of the mast disuppointing in my ex-
perience as General Managerof the Bank
of Montreal.

booming. Railruads were showing im-
proved earnings, and with improved
earnings restoring the wagea of their
employda, spending more maney in bet-
terment and aiding the recovery in busi-
ness in all direetions,

Reference was here made to the Vene-
zuelan incident in the following terms :

Upon the 17th December last, how-
ever, all waa changed by the Venezuelan
incident, A general disorganization was
the result; a drain on the United Statea
Treasury ensued ; foreign DBankers with-
drew their money from the United States
money markets; American securities in
the United States and Europe were
thrown on the market. All this rapidly
produced a panic on the Stock Exchange,
money advanced to high rates, and in all
cases way not procurable,

It was one of the worst pauies, i no!
the worst, of the century, und not only
in the United Siates but in Cunada, also,
ruin apparently atared every one in the
face., Aund Le would have been a rash
man who would have undertaken to
value the assets of the Banks of the Uni-

ted States and Csnadr during the first

few days of that crisis. Bui the very
violence of the panic worked its own
cure, as it made it apparent to the more
conservative element how closely the
two great Engliah apesking nations were
bound by their commerciul relutions.
Cool heads and better counsels prevailed
and the danger graduslly pnssed away.
And probebly the result is that we un-
derstand each other betier now than be-
fore the trouble and are better {rivnds in
consequence. The shock to commerce,
however, was sa violent that it hna done
infinite damage, and tue evil con
sequences time alone cah eure.

The General Manager, after referring
to the stute of the Unitod States lumber
market and the position of finnnein]
matters in that country, said:

There is another factor in the general
situntion that must not he overlnoked.
Not for many years have the laborers,
the artisans, the mechanics, and the rest
of the prople cxperienced such cheap
Yiving. Bread, meats, butter, cheese,
eggs, milk, {ea, coffee, snyar, clothing of
all desceriptions, in faet. all the heces-
saries of lile, are obtainable at a lower
basis of cost than ever before known in
the bistory of the Dominion. “

The speaker then turned his attention
more particularly to the annual state-
ment Irid before the shareholders, and
said :

I will now explain the position of the
different items. I wmay say that at the
request of one of the shareholders we
tried the experiment of placing last
year's figures in parsallel column., but it
made such & clumsy locking statement,
that we gaveé'up the idea and have
given, as required by our By-laws the
statement, in the usual way, of the
year's working. We felt also that such
& comparalive statement as was sug-
gested might in certain cnsis convey &
wrong impression, and that it was better

that the General Manager should give

an explanation of any changes.
