“CATHOLIC SOCIETIES
AND THE INTELLECTUAL WAX.”

Perhaps one of the most important
papers read before the Catholic Young
Men’s National Union Convention in
Boston was the one from the pen of P. J.
Flatley, of Boston, and entitled, * Catho
lic Societies and the Intellectual Man.”
After tonching on the antiquity of
Church Societies as almost coeval with
the foundation of Catbolicity on earth,
the writer proceeds as follows :—

* We may not speak of the sodalitiea
nestling in the shadow of the sanctuary,
of the Holy Nume societies who would
fain miake reparation for the revolting
profanity that vexes our ears; of those of
St Vincent de Paul who strive to bring
forth the full idea of a lay apostolate,
nor of muany others whose works are
fraught with temporal snd spiritual
benefit to the membera and to the com-
munity. Our concern is mainly with
sacieties of young men orgauized for the
physical. intellectual and moral ad-
vancement of the members. and, there-
fore, for their elevation and dignity of
character an citizens of the atate and the
republie.

In cities where young men are beset
with s0 many distractions and tempta-
tionm, auch sccieties doincalculable good,
For the siranger they aweeten the sad
neas of absence from home, and furnish
congenial companionship, To organize
such u society is no easy task,to pre-
serve ita mechanism in good running
order demands unceasing toil and tireless
vigilane, For numberless things are
to bs done regarding its normal ¢pern-
tion. Seasons of dissater may come. but
as the farmer, by stress of weather, is
forced to seed his crop three or more
times before the prospect of a rich har
vest amiles upon him, so the cificers
must re -ouble their exertiona to stimu-
late the members snd revive a drooping
organization. The members must not
be inactive; they sbould be at one with
the board of government, observant of
the by-laws, and kindly in demeanor
to each other and to visitors. As far as
means will permit it they should have a
we(ljl-select,ed and well stocked library,
an

in their homea and in the rooms of the
association. In easnys, debates, dramatic
exhibitions. mental powers are brought
into play, the views are broadened, both
sides of & question are presented, and a
noble ambition is fostered. Concerts
are frequent, lectures are given, smoke
talks furnish recreation. Ina rare and
exceptional ckse a member may try to
exploit theaociety for his own advaniage.
This ia frowned down as soon as attemot-
ed; all are pitted in generous rivalry
with each other, animated by one mo-
tive, aspiring to one end. Mindful that
this supernatural end can be reached
only by observance of the commandmenta
and precepts of the church—the di-
vinely constructed lighthouse to guard
against hidden rocks and shoals of
error and guide inlo the haven of
safety—Lhey receive the blessed sacra-
ment, at stated times, and diffuse the
glow of religion among the people. In
the regular working of the society ap-
pears to be exemplitied the direction of
St. Paul, “ Let nothing be dane through
contention, neither hy vain glory, but
in humility let each esteem others bet-
terat.hun themselves.,” Philiipp, chap. 2,
v.3. .

Young men in particular ars influ-
enced by their surroundinga, affected by
environment ; therefore there is now
such an overmastering desire for athlet-
icism. A sound mind in a acund body
is to be sought for, but we should never
cultivate the one at the expense of the
other, should never give undue attention
to the gymnasium, base ball or the
wheel, to the detriment of intellectual
and ‘spiritual requirements, We should
cherish cordial -feelings for each other,
so.that, as the pagans of the early cen-

‘tury spoke of the Catholica of that time,

The average writer vr editor hetrays an
unworthy wiliingness Ly ignoriur oppese
the dictalea of reason and eanseience,
when they soullict with the corrupt de
pires of himacll or of bhis readern, We
now come to athird danver, whose exiat-
ence in connection with reading ia all
too imperfectly renlized. Aein relution
to our bodier we muat carelully avoid
certain formy of exercise, ¢ither becanse
they are dangor us in thenselves or tn
suited to our puarticular constitution,
s0 In  the exercise of our resaon
and emations we must be carefully on
our guurd against an improper applica
tion of the nowcrs of vne mind and the
feelings of our neart. Now, when we
consider how earily pussion, preojudiee
and aclf interest may mislead o writer,
we aure furced to wamit the mulritude of
dangers that deset the reader. From an
improper exercise of the reason and
emotions many acquire dangerons habivk
of Joore reasoning and ot falss senti
ment, snd thos 1iflict promuanent in
jury upon the powars of mind and
henrt.

“ No Catholie,” argues the Profeseor,
“gectire in the truthininess of his creed,
muy fear the tenths of science. In no
department of literature mnst greater
caution be exercised thun in the domain
of history. It ougnt to be the oracle o!
truth, but has often been degraded into
the handmaiden of controversy. Haip
pily the general tendency of history
nowadays is to become more favorable
to» the Church, but atill the evil
work of four centnries is not yet entirely
uvdore.”

* In the novel of to day irreligion and
immorality absolutely run wild. Ralig-
ion im either ignored or only referred to
in orler to have its falsity calmly as-
sumed, [t is merely nesed as 2 foil toset
off the agnostic’s air of lofty suneriority.
That somewhat inconasistent individual
delights to bluspheme what he prolesses
not to know, As to morality, it is not
indeed ignored by ournovelists, but that
is because it must be continurlly out-
raged. What would the writer of
fiction do without the thres prohibi-
tiona, ‘“’Chou sbalt not kill,” “Thou
shalt not steal” “ Thou shalt not
commit adnltery "?

Rev. Father Joseph F. Nugent, at
meeting ol the farmers of Grattan, Kent
Co., Mich., addressed an audience of
fully two thousand people. 11is apeech
was ; one which appealed directly to the
community in the midst of whom he
was, eloquent speaker that he is, he had
never betore bim more attentive listen-
ers. The Revercnd Father spoke for
two hours and his theme might be
termed a comparison of thie future by the
past. It wasa ringing defence of the
rights of the people and a scathing
arrajignment of the selfish capitalists of
the present generation. Hesaid :

The best minds had to-day come to
realizethat the people were not receiving
what they should. They had said that
when man shall deal with man accord-
ing tothe doctrine of St, Paul no man
svould do his neighbor wrong. It Curis
tianity failed in tbis it failed in all.
The rich bad no need of Christ, they
needed no statutes, gold was their
wealth and their security. Within the
last quarter of & century the best think:
ers had found that the great problem is
still unsolved. We might think because
we are not put upon the block we are
not slaves, but there is n feudal system
put upun the people. The only differ-
ence between a slave and & freeman was
the power to receive the pay for their
own labor. One of the things which
confronts the people is the great qentml-
jzation of wealth, When the ploneers
cleared their furms, they thought they
were certain to be worth more in ten
years, It had not proved so.

THE BAME QUESTION WHICH AGITATED IRE-
LAND

when it asked for reptesentation is noy
upon the people of this country. Poets
hud sung of the beauties of the country,
but none had ever sung of a fourstory
brick block or & railroad.

A Medizval Policy.

[Trade Revicw.]

That the better class of American
baunkers and buainess men were not in
sympathy with the hostile attitnde of
tne McKicley administration with its
dealings with this counttry haalong been
known. Indeed there is no reason why
they ahould be ; while there are plenty
of good reasons why the commercial re-
lations between our neighbors and our-
selvesshould be fostered. This Domiu-
ion offers a good market for American
manufactures and for some American
food products, although we are both an
agricultural and & manulacturing coun-
try ourselves. We¢ do a considerabie
portion of our export trade throiigh
American ports in the winter, and the
shortest route from the Northwestern
States (o the Atlantic seaboard lies
tbrough this country. In fact, were
it not for the facilities of txansit through
Capada the grain and pork products of
the North West would have to make a
considerable detour to reach their points
of shipment. Arnd the hollowneas of the
pretext that the competition of Canada
would injure American farmers or manu-.

facturers is shown by the fact that nine-
‘tenths of the very mem whoare urging

commercial hostility t0 Canada on this

ground are in favor of annexation which
would wipe. out the frontier line and
admit cur products entirely free of duty.
.If Canadian ccmpetition could not in-
Jure them then, how does it do so now?

Here is what the leading commercial
paper in the United Staies, the Daily
Commercial Bulletin, has to say on the
subject : :

“Qur_attitude toward Canada would
be unwise were it nothing more than an
application to the Dominion of the
general theory of restrioting importa-
tions. But it is more than that. The
politicians who are now carrying on
national affuirs desire to injure our trade
with Caunada as compared with other
countries. We are willing to make re-
ciprocal trade concessions with all other
American countries, but not with
Canade, and yet in spite of trade ob
atructions Capada is 28 gond a customer
as all the rest of the American con
tinent. We are willing to enter into re-
ciprocal trade relations with the coun-
tries of Continental Europe, but not
with England, by far our best customer,
or_with Capnada, our best customer on
this continent. We are trying Lo injure
the nations that buy hondreds of mil-
lions of us and are soliciting trade
favors from the people who buy
hundreds of thousands. We have
undertaken to prescribe our own
commerce if it toucbes the soil
of Canada, and some of our citizens are
cackling with delight over the belief
that they have struck a heavy blow at
the shipping trade ot a country whose
purchases of our foodstutls nnd cotton
are absolutely neccessary to give our
farmers even a reasonrble degree of pros-
perity. With the perfectly obvious fact
that the cost of trinsportation is the
only protection the English farmer has,
and that the lower it is the less there ia
deducted irom the American farmer's re-
ceipts, we have undertaken to make the
traneport of freight across the Atlantic
cost more than it dots now. We have
struck at the trade of our country, we
have tarned back the hands upon the
clock of our own muritime progress, our
politicians are graping around iu attics
and cellars for weapons of commercial
warfure that were discarded a century
ago, snd we are doing this at a time
when our manufaciiuring plants far
exceed the requirements of the home
market and exporls ot manufactires are
txpanding in the wost gratilying man-
ner, nud when onr farmers, barring an
exceptions] year like the present, have
more {0 fear from foreign competition
than ever before.”

Tt ia a pity thal the requirements of
politics  prevent these  reinarks from
beipg printed in every newspaper in the
United States, They woulld open the eyes
of the Awmerican voter te the ‘allacy of
the beliel that in the elfort to injure
Canada he is in any way improving his
own pesition, and they would show him
the light 1 which thag poliey is regarded
by the more enligbtened leaders in the
commercial world,

Not to Re Carrled Iute Action jjere-
nfler,

\Vhatever romance there mayv be in
the prim tragedy of war has received a
severe blow through the announcement
by the Commanderin Chief of the
British Armyv that from beuceforth no
colors wili be carried into action, and
that in thus abandoning one of the most
picturesque featurcs of mititary life the
Euoglish War Department is only follow
ing the example of the German and
other Continental armies, all of which
have decided that, under the existing
conditions vl warfare, it would be rank
folly to order any soldier to carry the
regimental colurs into an engagement.
This inuovation is not altogether unex
pected. Forin the latest edition of the
“Intantry Drill,” issued by the British
Government a couple of years ago, the
paragraphs dealing with the marwnvres
of a regiment on the battlelield mention
that “ the culors. if present. will move
with the rearmost battalion.” In days
gone by they were always carried at the
head of the regiment, especially when
charging upon the enemy, 8o as to serve
as a rallying point to the troops, and as
an emblem calculated to stir their
patriotiam and their conrage to deeds of
valor. Eiginteen years ago General Sir
Evelyn Wood, who has just been ap-
pointed quarter-master general of the
British Army, passionately pleaded,
and, as now appenrs, pleaded in vain,
for the retention of the eolors in action.

In the course of & public speech he re-
marked : “ It is sugrested that they are
cumbersome and are the cause «f sucrifi-
cea. After all, they are what? A colored
rag on a stick, and is it worth while to
risk men's lives fora piece of tawdry silk ?
You might a8 well sny that because
honor is invisible and faith impalpable
they do not exist as loadstars for the hu
mand mind. Tolore are potent to check
disaster, to rally fugitives, to inspira at-
tack. Whatever continental armies may
43,1 hope that we will not give up this
strong incentive for men to hang to-
gether, Itis to my mind a moral question
interesting to all Britons, and involving
some of the brightest aspects of the
gloom of warfare.”

Sentiment, bowever, has no place in
the modern battlefield ; the pomp of war
must be sactificed to the panoplvin the
shape of quick-firlng rifles and Maxim
guns, which derl death to an enemy
whose face cannot even be saen. Bayoricts
and sword beades seidom If dver cross
and slash. The days when, as at Inker-
man, the Cold Stream Guards crossed
bayonets with their Russian foes eleven
times in a aingle day, hurling stones at
the enemy when their ammunition fail
ed, and clubbing with their rifles
when they came near enovugh, are passed
and gone, The conflict is reduced to a
mechanical interchange of volleys and
salvos, whose point of departure, what
with the use of smokeless powder and,
the absence of noise, it is difficult, nay
sometimes impossible, to determine. In-
deed, war -bids fair to ‘be still further
transformed, if the trials now in progress
at Versailles result in the adoption by
the French army of a new rifle which’
‘discharges vitriol instead of bullets.

‘shrink from disfigurement, and men who'
face rifle buliets without . hesitation can

hardly be expected to display.the same

Heroes do not fear death, but naturally |

indifference to rifles squirting ' the barn-
ing, sesring vitriol.
soldier will be got to face them. They
will have to be approached backward.
If both forcea are possessed of this novel
weapon, tbe apectacle will be, Lo say the
least, peeuliar, and wounds received in
front will no longer be considered as an
indication of valor, but quite the reveree.
In tact the more damage a soldier receives
to his back the greater will be his hero-
jam,

But_even without the vitriol rifle,

there is no room for the regimental flag.
To-day, the infantryman no longer
stands erect when attacking the enemy,
but approaches the latter crawling upon
his stomach, his one otject being to con-
ceal his whereabouts and to prevent the
foe [rom getting bis aim. This being
the cass, where would the regimental
colora come in? The best that could be
done for them under the circumatances
would be to trail them on the ground.
Bat that, in itself, constitutes an indica-
tion of ignominy and defeat.
Thus disappears a feature of warfare
that in the present sbave has been in
use since the days of William the Con-
queror, nine centuries ago, the Bayeanx
tapestry poriraying the battle of Hast-
ings containingabundant representations
of the Hags of the period. its abandon-
ment marks in a particularly fittiog
manner the vlose of what has unques-
tionably been the most iconoclastic
century of the entire Caristisn era.—N,
Y. Tribune.

Catholic Total Abstinence.

At the annual convention of the Cath-
olic Total Abstinence Union of america,
held in Scranton, Pa., Father Cleary, the
president of the Union, was very severe
in his denunciations of the selling ot
liyuors.on Sunday. In this conaection
he said :

“Tne Church has condemned the Sun-
day saleon and liquor selling on Sumday
in the most plain and emphatic terns,
but Catholica are found who patronize
the Sunday saloon and who defiantly
attempt to justify their manner of dese-
crating the day consecrated by the
Church to religion and reat. One of the
duties of our Unionis to intluence our
fellow-Catholics 10 a conformity with
the apirit and the letter of the laxs of
the Church in this country., We ahould
be the foremost defendera of the sanctity
of the Sunday. The Sunday is the cre-
ation of the Catholic Chnreh. Shame, a
thousand times shame, upon any
man professing to be a Catholic who is
not in perfect harmony with the aim of
the Church to pratect the sacred charne-
ter of the Lord’s Day.

“In our day the grecdy sapirit of
avarice is slowly but surely encroaching
npon the rights of God and the rights of
the working people on the Sunday, If
the people forget that, first of all, this
day belongs to religion, and attempt to
degrade it into a day of revelry and
dangerous amusement, they must be
warned that the spirit of avarice will
never reapect a day devoted by the peo-
ple o pleasure, whautever hope we may
have that bungry greed will stand in
awe of a day devoled by the muases of
the people to the wourship of the
Creator.”

However, our main hope and relianee is
in multiplying the number of men,
women and children who will pledee
themwlves to the practice of total ab-
stinence.”

Re-opening of Schools.

The Baltimore Catholic Mirror.in an
articte on the above subjeet, thus retcrs
to the responsibility of COatholic
parents i —

Cuthe lie parcnts have a grave duty in
this matter of the selection of a school
for tiwir children and one for which they
will be held strictly responstble. They
kunow, mostly from their own (xpericnee.
of the importance of the chulce of u
Catholie school. The firat impressions
wreivdelible. How vividly each of us
remembers hig own! Tender and Jde-
lightful xre they, in most inatances, tu
recall—the heloved Sisters, the kindly
acholastics, Christian Brothers, and here
and there, distinetly recalled, the fnces
of good and honored priests—zometimes
of visiting Bishops and even higher
dignitaries. All  this comes back
pathetically later in life, and there is
not a note or incident that bhas not ita
influence.

So the routine of dutyin a Catholic
gives a color to the young life which is
absolutely imperishable. The early
lessons of the Catechism are never f[or-
gotten; likewise thcee of the Bible His-
tory ; and there is the discipline of daily
and frequent prayer, of monthly con-
tessions and frequent communions. All
this becomes intertwined in the hife and
in the very libre of our beinv,and let
come what may afterward we never en-
tirely iose it. Oune of the most inteveat-
ing things, and unspeakably sad as well,
in the lives of Victor Hugo, Renan and
other French writers who afterward fell
away from the practice of their religion,
is the keen aund sincere pleasure with
which they dwell upon the memorics of
their-youth amid the surrotndings ol re-
ligion, Victor Hugo speaks especially,
with moistened eyes, of his first Com-
munion ; and there was a cerbain some-
thing about Renan, even when he had
parted forever with the Chuarch, that not
only betrayed his Catholic training, but
actually suggested the Catholic eceles-
instic. In spite of what those men wrote
for the world it is impossible not-to sus-
pect that the faith was atill in their
hearts, or if they bad really lost it, one
cannot but believe that they were secret
ly unhappy.

This. then, is the important thing in
educating the child—the early atmos-
phere. Rarely will that child who bhas
breathed it go astray in after years. In
the Catholic school itis not alone the
mind that is educated, but the henrt.
How can mere secular learning make
good citizens and really upright men
and women? We cannot truly under-
stand the teachings of science aud phil-
osopy if we do nos know God, And we
capnot know God properly unless we
honor and serve Him in the dasily cus-
toms and busineas of our lives.

- Catholic parents fall dismally short of

their duty if they do'not have their

children edueated in Catholic schools.
Very oiten there is a penalty visited for
this neglect. The Catholic achools are
maiotained. sometimes under circum-
stances of difficulty, and shonld be sup
ported. Thousands of good men and
womsen abandon the world expressly to
engage in tenching; so there is no ex
cuse on the score of the nhsence of
opportunity or facilitice.

HOME RULE'S ECLIPSE,

A Cavadian Priest Ti1is of What He
Aw in Ircland.

Rev. Father Minehan, of St. Peter’s,
Toronto, who is at present in Ireland,
writes to a friend in Toronto giving his
observations of things political in lre-
land. The letter in as follows :—

Sik,—1 promised just before my de-
parture on a visit to Ireland to give yon
a duscription of the state of that country,
especinlly from a political standpoint.
Iost I might jump at conclusions I
waited to discuss mntters political with
all classes, andin various paris of the
country. JIcommenced my worknt seek-
ing inlormatiou at Loudonderry, before
I was an honr on shore, and continue d
it on my trip to Dublin and Limerick.
Since my arrival home on tha banks of
Lough Derg, the larzcat and maost beau-
titul of the expansiona of the Sbannon,
I bave cultivated the acquaintance of
politicians in Clare and Tipperary, so
that if Ihavenot a tolsrablv correct iden
ol how Teeland stands politienlly at pres-
ent, it is not tor want of hearing all sides,
and tiie reault of my inveatigationn is that
the question of home rule is for the pre-
sent dewd.  Not that the people have
lost intr reat in the question, or do not
desire Home Rule aa ardently as ever,
but they have no confidence in thelr
preaent parliamentary representatives.
What & contrast between the situation
now and that ot thirteen years ago!
Then there was & unitod parlinmentary
party under w great leader; preat polit-
1cal demonstraticns were of weekly oe-
currence ; the people wore tuil of en-
thusiaam. Today instead ot a great
united party, which compelled the re-
apect of its tuen, there are three or noore
jarring factices that provoke the eon-
temptucus ridiculs of their opponents,
Instead of «ntbuadsem you have the
apathy of d:espair. Daring the last
montn ot wsingle politienl mectiv g of
any importance hae been held in e
Provinee of Mut ster,or, ! helieve in any
ather Provinee,  The pecple are o tieed
of hearing their repressutatives eriticiz-
ing one another, instead of diseossing
grave «uestions, thut they are sick of
politieal meetings,  One harnily bears a
word about Home Rale from the lrish

«d In  In Cleee and Limerick it has
anll red considerably teom blich o In
North Cork the dread discuac has aluo
been cxtenaive, and in many places baa
cantged o partinl failure, worse than that
of 1=90  In Wist Cork the great bulk of
the farmers arve alrewdy ustng bread ad-
together, beeanee they have practicaliy
no potatoes. Owing to the continue |
moisture the grenter portion of the grain
crop is alao Lost, and the fear s that the
vear will be one of the worst of aoy tor
the last half centory. The following are

nLuNcarey, County Lim rick,
usday.

Large fivlds of oats are *‘levelled” to
the gronnd from the unceasing downpour
of raln, accompanied with strong wing,
and farmers say should line weather even
now set in {of which there is not thelenst
indieation) toripen it in this position,
it will never come to anything likely to
be remunerative. Then there are fields
of onts fit to be cut, but the reapers are
prevented from engaging in this opera-
tion by the continued inclemency of the
weather. A& " bad yerr” is gloomily
lookexl forward to.

Gy, County Limerick, Tuesday.

We have been having fearful weather
here for the past fortnight or more, and
its etlects on the crops 18 dreadinl. The
potato fields present a saddening sight,
a8 the blight and the terrible rains have
done thelr fell work. There will ba
absolutely no potatoes in this and tte
adjoining districts this year. Hay, too,
which promised a more than erdinary
vield, is in a bad state. Whoie tields
are cut down and cannot besaved. Dur
ing the tine weather of three weeks ago
about u third of the crop was saved.
Tarnips and mangolds are pretly fair.
There is little wheat or oats sown here.

SkipperrkeN, Tuesday.

The state of the potato and grain crop
in this immediate and surrounding dis-
tricts is such this year asg to leave sufli-
cient room for gloomy and dispirited
nmieditation. Not probably since * Ilack
217 7 was there sunch = general failure of
the potato crop ns we have this year,
while owing to the continual rains the
grain crep is at the present in a deplor
able and hopelese o state, with the ears
shedding their scanty fruit and the reed
rutting in the lields, while that portion
of it that has been cut down is little
better off in the stooks, where it is ulso
rotling and shooting out afresh befor:
the iniluence of the constant moisture,
The loss of the potato crop is, however,
the most serious for all clesses, both in
town and country,some of our largest
farmers not having one fit to put on the
table, while those that may suit cattle or
pies are either blackening or rotting in
the ground. In many places, farmers
would not waste their time digging the
ground but have long since plonghed up
the fidges and put in roots, which are

now well advanced and flourishing. The
hay, which was the most abundant ciop
of any, is also sutlering for want of
dreught to save i, and altogether it is
ditticult to conjecture what will be the
result.

The potatocs, altbough so
bad previously, are made atill worse by
the unlavourable atmospherieal condi-
tions. The outlovk for tarmers duringe
the coming winter cannot he ¢ nosiderad
bright in any reapect. The farm peo
dace will undoabtedly be scarce, and
there 18 every pign ot thur and brewd-
stutfs being verv dear for some time to
come. Small holders in the pooror dis
tricts  will frel thelr posittons muost
keenly. and 1t is fearcd that great dis
treas will provail wuenest them anrdy 2
the eoming season.

.- WasgixeroN, D. O, Sept. 14.—The
Hasselton ' massacre -is-likely (o cause
serious complications between the Uni-
ted States, Austria and Rusaia. The
murdered men were foreigners,aa Sheriff
Martin states, and were either Hunga-
rians ar Rossian Poles. , - :
Russia and Austris have already cabled
their ministers here for full particulars
of the murders with a view of demanding
compensation. Italy compelled this
from tbe United States for the New
Orleans murders and the two Slav
nations are showing a disposition to fol-
low auit. Correspondence between the
White Houre and the Austrian and
Russian ambasaadors has already taken
place the tone of theiwo latters’ com-
gmnma.&ions being respectiul but very
rm.

Hazevrtox, Pa., Sept. 13 —The slaughter
of twenty-two miners here by the Pink-
erton deputies, while they were walking
along the high road, has roused a terri-
ble feeling in the community, and Sher
iff Martin, who .acknowledges be gave
the oxder tofire past, is just now the most
hated man in the whole State. Thefacta
of the tragedy are as lollows :—At half-
three in the afternoon of September 10th
word was brought to the waiting depu-
ties that the advance guard of the
strikers was coming over the turnpike.
Three companies of deputics werz then
drawn up across the roadway, barring
further progress of the strikers

Sheriff Martin was in command, with
Thomas Hull, 8. B Price, son of ex-Judge
Samuel B. Price of Carbon county, and
E. A. Hess, as assistants. They atood in
the trunt of the line when the strikers
appeared. When the strikers had ap-
proached in force the Sheriff read the
Riot Act and commanded them to dis-
perse and return to their respective
homea. This the strikers retused to do,
and, urged on by their leaders, charged
upon the Sheritl'and the posse of deputies.
In a moment the order to tire was given,
by whom it is not quite clear, and was
promptly obeyed by the deputies.

The repurt seemed to shake the hill
sides, and a cry of dismay went up from
the strikers. They acattered, these of
them who c¢onld move, and another
volley was fired into the retreating and
disorgunized vand, killing and wounding
several,

The moans of the dying filled the air,
while the relativea of the dead men
rushed [rantically aboul screaming at
the top of their voices. In the outer
edge of the strikere’ crowd were & num-
ber of women and some children, who
immediately became panic stricken.

After the firat two volleys the strikrrs
were completely disorganized and niost
of the crowd fled, lenving the dead and
dying on the billside. Along the tiolley
road and in the woods adjucent men
were lying here and there.

The tiring ot the deputies had been so
sudden and its effvcts wo terrible that
those who had assembled with the Sher-
itf could scarcely reslize the extent of
what had occurred.

METHQDS OF A BiG BANK.

Unexpeeted Internal Fxaminatiens
Mnde by Commliitees of Eme
ploy.es.

In one of the largest of the National
banks ¢f New York City there is a aya-
tem of internal examipations which is
as unique and interesting as it is effect-
ive. There are about 110 persons em-
ployid in the bank, aud the methoda of
appolutment and  promotion are so
adjusted that they tend to make each
employee feel & personal interestin the
{eers] welfare of the institution

Each department of the bank is sut-
jected toa searching examination by =
committee of clerks at least three times
f year, and frequently four or live times,
In each instancethe examination begina
At 3 o'clock P.M., and the President
does not send word to his committee-
men until juat before that hour, and the
head of the department which is to be
examined does not know that his work
is to underzo invesiigation until the
members of the committee appear at his
deak ready to go to work.

For illustration, the receiving teller’s
department is to be examined. That
officer has no inkling of the fact, nor
has any one else except the President
and Vice-President, and possibly the
cashier. Just before the close of bank-
ing hours the President summons three
bheads of departments, or responsible
clerks, and quietly instructs them to
take complete charge of the receiving
teller’s department at the stroke of the
hour of three.

The teller meanwhile finishes his
lIabors in the usual way, makes his final
entries and counts and picks up his
money. Without any warning whatever
the committee appears and takes im-
mediate possession of his books and his
currency. Under such circumstances a
dishonest teller would not have a single
second’s time to change a figure or con-
ceal his book. He must aurrender his
department to the examiners on the in-
stant,

This method of examination has been
applied to every department of the bank
in question for a number of years, and
the President says that since it has been
in practice there has not been a trace of
dishonesty in the inatitution. In each
case where an examination is made the
members of the examining committes
receive extra compensation for their
work, . . X
~ Each olerk in the bank who goes
through the yoear without an error being
charged against him also receives a sti-
pulated bonus, and 1t is forthermore the

ployes’ time by furnishing them with'
daily lunsheons on the premises without
charge, The bank, in "fact, maintaina
for its use a daintily appointed restaur-
ank. . . .

But, not to saeri-
fice too many souls in the laying of that
foundation, let us each and all protest
and protest, and cry down, early and Iate,
the horrible, deadly, niocking * yellow-
sheet’”” journalism that makes its snect-
ing boaat of “{ooling all the people all
the time.”

As a result the fol-
lowing resolution was unanimously
adopted :—* That in th- opinion of this
meeting it is advissable to hold an Irish
Iodustris]l Exhibition next yesr, and
that a requisition he presented to the
L-rd Mavor asking him to call a meet-
ing at the Mansion louse to make
the arrangemenis necessary to carry
out  that object.” In seconding
the resclution, Dr. Thomas Kelly,
of Enniscorthy said that there were

several industries in this country,
and notably inthe County Wex{ord, able
to hold their own with any other coun-
try if they only got a fairchance. (Hear,
hear.} Me hadno doubt that the traders,
manufacturers, and agriculturista of this
country would contribute liberally to
the project and help to carry it out.

The birth-rate is
the higheat since 1884, and the death-
rate is the lowest reported for the past
twenty-six yeara. The emigration stutis-
1ice, which are also included in the re-
port, show, however, what & serious drain
1g still made yearly upon the populstion
of Ireland. The emigration returns in-
dicate that 358,995 veople took their de-
parture for otber lands cduring the year,
and the suggestivn contained in the re-
port that this outflow is made up for by
immiyration issimply a statement which
cun bardly be satisfactorily tested.

totally disappear. There is just that
diflerence between the two. and no one
should cousent to take the coarser vola-
tile liquid, under the idea that **they
are all the same thing.” They are not
when it comes to this point.

Almost every one likes the dulicate
little eakes kwown as pulls, or cclairs
but almoat every one imagines that they
are too ditticult for an amateur cook to
attempt, Directions given for them in
the receipt books usually are lor & great
number, and sound like professional
work. But thefollowing makes a couple
of dczen of small pulfa, which may be
baked in gem pans, and then filled with
whipped cream, cusiard, or whatever ia
desired : Boil together for one moment
one cup of water, one half cup cf butter,
and one cup of flonr. Set away to cool,
and then atir in, one at & time, three
egps not beaten, Drop into the greased
pans, and bake. Surely there is no ensier
cake to make than this, and none surer
to “turn out well.” After baking,
which must be done in a steady oven, let
them cool, cut & slit in the side, and in-
sert the filling as fancied.

A thrifty housewife’s query is why
every - popular toilet soap should not
come in different eized cakes. “ One
wants to keep & fresh cake, always, in
the guest room, of course,”” she explains,
“and il the coming visitor is to stay for
but a day or two, it is a clear waste to
have oanly a bulky article for use; and
s0it is in travelling.

Some Striking Instaneer of Its Benefits
to Children—The Power of the Necdle
in the Iands of 1Invalids.

To the house of a well-known retired
physician one day came the well appoint-
ed carriage of & wealthy cilizen of New
York, and from it, with her parenta, de-
scended a feeble young xir! who seemed
to find the stone steps to the front door
diflicult of azcent. This vieit had been
expected, and the family of the physician
waited with anxiety to hear the judy-
ment he would pass as to the future of
this frail life, so inestimably precious to
those who loved her and awaited his
verdict.,

In an hour the good doctor was ready
to speak : “I told them to dismiss her
attendants, and let ber not only dress
herself, but take care of her own room,

especially requiring her tosweep it once
a week. I donotthink they will do it ;
her mother was angry, and the girl cried
bitterly ; but if they would obey me [
think she might live. She is dying from
want of using her limbs ; her arms are
like those of a little child.”

Thia incident was the means of first
drawing my thoughts to the nccssity of
the aystematic use of the limbs, and par-
ticularly of the hands and urme, and my
attention so called has {ollowed up the
subject by persistent obaervation for
mapy years. Naturally the legs have
to be exercised a little, if only in walk-
ing ncross the room, descending and as-
cending the stairs, etc.; every few mo
ments bring some need of change of
position, but to many women. in these
luxurious days, their arms are practi-
cally useless, not even literally tying
their own shocstrings.

With grave study and many experi-
ments the great nerve acientists are
coming to the conclusion that not only
in disease prevented, but that thereisn
curative power in the intelligent, if I
may 8o express it, the applied use of the
musclcs and nerves o!f the arms wnd
hands in increasing bLirain power and re-
sturing lost action of the will. To the
mother who bas watched over a delicate
child, or the nurae wha has had churge
of a nervous iavalid it seems a puzzle
that it should take rank among helpful
diacoveries ; it hus long been patent to
them.

The city child who takes its daily
walk with one little hand held tightly
by its careful nurse, runs nn chance
with the country boy or girl who picks
up chips, or weeds the little garden, or
Inoks for eggs, or trundles his barrow.
The brain of the latter, pleasautly atimu
lnted, is all the time directing the busy
fingers, and the whole body is alert and
refresbed.

‘That love of home and the care for a
bouse which comes with it provide the
wisest and the pleasantest use of & wo-
man’s hands, there can be no doubt, and
here is cne of the largest compensations
for restricted means, The ‘need tozee
the whole honse from garret to cellar
once a day includes the need for & thou
sind touches, innumerable handlinge.
The ordering of the linen-closet, the
examipation of the store room, the ar-
rangement of draperirs, the filling of the
flower-vases, the happy tossing of the
baby ; every aweet, light hearted per-
!'Ormnnce of these home making duties
is insensibly giving tonic exercise and
perfect circulation, and keeping brain
and body in beantiful equipoiae,

If it is but to gather
twigs to build a bonfire, he has found a
motive which steadies and stimulates his
weak steps and maker him enjoy an ex-
ertion otherwise difficult. When the
eflort becomes & means to an end, you
have turned it into a pleasure.

And, apart from mnscular exercise,
there is a nerve rest to every tired womsan
in any use of her hands by which she
makes something. How many hours of
dread, bow many days and nights of ap-
prehension, when unavertable sorrow
bar overbung her home, have been made
endurable by the quiet, steady mave
ment of the needle which fashioned a
garment, or the growth of a stocking
qnickly and silently knit ?

If it were anly for this reamon, every
gir] should betangbht tobe a skilful
nerdle-woman, and learn the ready uxe
of knitting-pins and crochet-hooks, and
every pretty implement by which she
can make useful and pretty things.
The sewing-machine has no such helpful
nerve irfluence; its noise, ita speed, its
mechanical haste, ae if greedy to be fed,
all are disquieting and irritating; but
the silent little needle which can do
nothing but obey has kept many a
broken hearted woman from wringing
her handa in deerpair, and permitted her
to keep her quiet watch in sick-cham-
bers, when she would otherwise have
been as restless as a tiger and 'orced to
move inceseantly.

It ia said of the wife of Gen. Lowell
that she had begun to embroider & pair
of shoulder straps for her heroic busband
in anticiption of hia swilt-coming pro
motion, and that, hearing of his pathetic
death, she kept on to their completion,
and that he carried these insignia of his
just-won rank to his grave, decorated by
her loving handiwork.

To those who are ill and incapacitated
for active participation in the life of
the world, the use of the needle. and
other implements by which the thousand
varying teminine industries are carried
oun, atturds a relief which only these can
estimate who have shared the blsasing.
An idle invalid ir doubly atliirted and in
certain peril of becoming abaorbed in
herself. To be able to (ranstorm the
wearying consciouspess of pain which
will not cease, to picture some happy
mother with her baby wrapped in the
soft blanket vou are knitting ur to fancy
a jolly boy, rj dcing in the protection of
your himeknit scarlet mittens, is like
having lovely tableaux thrown npon a
screen by magic lantern lighe for your
diversion. Iicture after picture will
rise vividly before you as your buay
fingers ply their trade: your world wiil
enlarge, and your thcughts take nappy
flights from the tired self whose limita
tions are so clese and narrow. The
mere sight of the pretly materials, and
the growth of the form your choice hae
taken as your cbject of creation, give a
peculiar seuse ot restiul satisfaction of
infinite value.

This is a principle of relief, if not of
cure, when upnlied to the neede of chil-
dren who sutler from chronic disurders,
such as hip or spinal diseases. To do
for them, to amuse them by working for
them, is & far more common way than
to endeavor to teach them to do some-.
thing with their own hauds. Atniost
all the Kindergarten specialties are
within their power and are to be found
in great variety.

To apply this scientitic medical truth,

Water Drinking,

According to Irofessor Allan, says the
Medical Times, we should drink from
one third to two fifths as many ounces
as we weigh in pounds. Therefore, for
a man weighing 168 pounds, there
would be required fitty-aix to sixty-four
cunces daily, or lrom onc and one-half to
four pints.

This the Journal of Hygiene regards
a8 very indelinite answer. The quantity
of water required depends on the seasin
of the year, the amonnt of work done,
and the kind of food eaten. In hot
weather we require more than in cold,
becanse of the greater loss through the
skin, though this is in part made up by
the lesser quantity passed awny through
the kidneys. It a man Inbors very hard
he requires more than if his labor is
light, A man working in s foundry,
where the temperature 18 high and the
perspiration profuse, not infrequently
drinks three or four gallons daily.

Vegetarians and those who use
much fruib require less water than those

PERSONAL PROPERTY IMPORTS.

inapection of baggage of first class pas-
sengers, that examinations are purposely
imperfect, and a spirit of opposition to
the law is to a great extent in the ser-
vice ; tha! this spirit can only be over
come by the transfer or removal of such
of these oflicials as have already openly
expressed thelir disspproval of thelaw.

themselves open to charges of disloyal-
tv .”
yIu connection with this matter Col-
lector George R. Bidwell eaid that he
was reaponsible for the execution of the
Treasury regulations in regard to pas-
sengers’ baggage and not for their pro-
visions.

S8CHOOL CENBUS TO BE TAKEN.

Superintendent Charles R Skinner of
the State Department of Public Instruc.
tion has completed the arrangements
for the compilation of the biennial school
gensus which was provided for by the
Legialature of 1895. In & circular letter
on the subject, Supt. Skinner says :

* By & ruling of this department, the
cesus will be taken in all cities, and also
in incorporated villages of the Btate
baving a population of 10,000 or upward.
Villages claiming a population of 10 000
will have their clnims taken under con-
sideration. A sufficient number of enun-
merators should be employed to faith-
fully and accurately perform the required
work within the time specified. The eox-
pense incurred in taking this census will
be a charge againat the villages and
oities respectively.”

condemnation of the Democrats by the
Papacy. Rumors were apread with a
wily persistency forthe purpose of sug
gesting difficulties to men’s minds and
conaciences. And this, deapite the policy
of Leec XIII., who had just imposed
silence on The Corrier Natiopale, of
Turin, which, from motives that I shall
absatain from snalysing, hud carried on
an invidious and vigorous campaign
against the Christian Democratic party.
This, too, st the moment when the Holy
Father had commissioned his social con-
fident, Signor Toniolo, to publish in the
Revista Internazionaie, of Rome, a re-
markabie study on the Chriatian idea of
Democracy, “ Il Concetto Cristianodella
Democrazia,” a study which was a
powerful justification of the existence of
the new party, and which supplied a
portion of the contents of the Encyclical
“Rerum Novarum.” These intrigues
and premeditated measures bring the
uitersnces of Rome into strong relief.
A moderating power, obliged to be
keenly alive to all the complex in-
terests of the central government of
the Church, the Holy See not only
does not condemn Christian Democracy
but blesses it and approves of its being
put forward as an object of high esteem.
Hoatile newapapers have pretended that
the word Democracy was not pronounced
—that the Pope dislikes it. What pe-
culiar reasoning ! What a strange con-
ception of traditional doctrine! At all
periods and in ail circumatances Demo-
cracy has been recognized as legitimate
by the Doctors of tbe Church—even by
those who for accidental socinl reasons
have given the preference to other forms
of government. How eould the Holy See,
at & time when the tide of Democracy is
running high, stigmatise a governmental
-theory and usage whioh the Doctors of
the Church have always held to bein
agreement with the Gospel and tradition,
whilst absolute power enjoyed every
privilege ? This is more than an error: it
betrays a complete ignorance of the
“sensus ecclesiaaticus et Catholicus,” aa
the Fathers express it. If the Pope has
not pronounced the word, he has praised
the thing, And he has approved of the
