Weknow that even the
best of lawyors, even judges and notaries,
have made wretched wills, wills that are
contested andl broken, wills that were
unwise, and ¢ontained all sorts of inex-
actitudes and points that exposed them
to contestation. Hence, in the first
place, make your will in time; in the
second place, take the advice of one or
two prudentfriends, and ask them to
give you honest advice about how you
should makewour will, Tell them what
you inter.; toclo, and when the dralt is
prepared submeit it to them.

In the third place, with regard to
exccutors. I im wise to get the con

scnt of the oxecutcrs previously, and
it ismtill beiter, if you have a large
estate especisdly, to see that they get
adequate remuneration for their services.
Don’t leave ghem to labor for your
family by uidertaking the administra-
tion, perbaps ofa large and troublesome
estate, and tie execution of a will that
is possibly o an intricate character;
don’t ask them todo all that without
some.remunemation . they may be men
who canaot afford to give their time for
pothing.

tembre I du ot mean that the answem
would be necessarily disingenuouns, but
that the popular and experimental ac:
ceptation of the case could unly be as-
certained amongsat the people. The sys-
temstic sort of answer is suflicient, and,
as Shaftesbury said, the most ingenious
way of becuning tovlisn is by system.

THE PRUPAGANDA MISPLACED.

Here, at least, the popular estimate
has been right from the outeet. It has
received the institution with indiffer-
ence, and hus permitted it to continue &
highly expensive and almost purpose
less existence. It has never used moles-
tation. The propaganda, misplaced and
illogical in_ an extreme way, has been
carried to still further extremes, not s¢
much of unreason as of bad taste. De
votional Catholic services have been dia-
turbed by tract distributors, circulating
in the congregation.

“Rev. Father Schmidt,” says the
Michigan Catholic, * deliverea a highly
practical and instructive discourse in
the Cathedral of Grand Rapids, taking
for his rubject ‘The Sacrament of Matri-
mony.'” It publishes a synopsis of the
reverend speaker's remarks, which can-
not fail to prove instructive to our
readers. Father Schmit sa id :—

* From tbe very foundation of society,
either of a civil or of & religious order,
the family bas been the center from
which "everything takes its rise and be-
ginning. Neither Church nor State can
exist without it. It is the starting point
from which & man sets out for fame and
hengr, and it is the resting place to

which he ¢oms ook after wozldly am:

bition has been satisfied Chris. proved
the dignity of the family when he made
marriage a sacrament, and the Church
simply followa the lead of the Saviour
when it makea laws to regulate the mar
risges ofgits children in order that the
marriage btate may maintain ite right-
ful dignity.

*“It is upon the precepts of the Church
in regard to marrisgethat I am about ta
address you this moring, The Church
has forbidden marriages between certain
persons at certain times. These laws
may seem to some to be harsh and un-
called for, but a little thought and con-
sideration will convince anyone that in
this particular the Cburch is correct, aa
she always is.

THE LAW OF CONSANGUINITY.

‘- Firat, then, marriages are forbidden
between between cerlain persons. The
Church commands that marriages shall
not take place between blood relations
within the tourth degree of kindred. In
other words, first, second and third cous-
ins are forbidden by the precept of the
Qhurch to marrv one another. Thia law
in a great measure has its origin in the
humanitariaii waich which the Church
keeps over her children. Statistics
prove that the children of blo.d
relations are ofiten delormed, they
are unhealthy and weak., Oftlen
their weakness does not become mani-
fest until they are full grown and then
there is a sudden decline. Other times
the weakness is in the mind and the
children of blood relationship are idiots.
There are many reasons for the course of
tne Church in this matter, and when we
take into consideration her long ex-
perience in watching over the wel-
fare of her children we muat ac
knowledge that ashe Lknows more
about the matter than we do. Besides
the bloed relationebip ban there is con-
tained in the precept a clause forbidding
marriages between persons related by
atlinity. Thus & man could not marry
his deceased wife’s sister or relative np
to the fourth degree. There is also a
spiritnal relationship which exists be-
tween god children and god parents. A
godfather cannot marry his godchild,
but god parents may marry each other,
A man cannot marry his deceased wife's
sister, but two brothers can marry two
sisters. A little thought will show why
this is allowable. .

*It is true that persons within the
fsrbidden degree may fall in love with
each other, but unless there is urgent
r2asons, the Church will not allow the
marriage. It is best that parents and
gnardians, spiritnal aud temporal, should
look after the young people and see that
a strong attachment is not formed be-
tween them before it is too late. If the
parents and guardians are watchful the
children and everyone corcerned will be
spared much pain. Prevention is better
than cure.

WHY MARRIAGE IS FORBIDDEN IN CERTAIN
SEASONS.

“Then there are certain_ periods in
which Catholics are forbidden to be
married. These times are Advent and

in sorrow for the coming of the Saviour
and after Christmas is bere and the Christ
child has come intothe world, the Church
is 80 taken up with the joy of the time
that it has no time to devote to the
smaller, individual joys of its children.

Therefore, from the beginning of
Advent until the 6th of Jan-
uary the Church does not sol

emnize marriages. In Lent it is the
same way and marriages are forbidden
from the first Sunday of Lent to the
Sunday after Easter. The nuptial Mass
is & sqlemn and joyous ceremony and it
is not meet that it should be celebrated
in time of sorrow and penance. Of
course, if there is an urgent necessity,
the Church is indulgent in this matter.
Thus, if & young couple were about to
remove to & distant country during one
of the forbidden seasons and wished to
be matrried before setting out, the Church
would allow the marriage to take place,
but without the nuptial Maes and the
special blessings that are imparted at
other seasons. i

THE CONDUCT AFTER THE CEREMONY.

* And now & word about the worldly
celebration of the marriage after the
sacrament has, been -received in the
Church. So many young people make
marriage celebrations almost debauches.
Wine and liquor flow free and immoder-
ate dancing 18 indulged in. This is not
right—it is scandalous. What do you
think of a young couple that will come
to the altar of God in the morring to
plight their troth and receive the bleass-
ing of their almighty and benignant
Fathber, and who Svill pass that night in
drunkenness and - debauchery? If a

There are two
smelters in constant operation at Ross
land, handling 500 tops of ore in & day.
There is talk ot tbree others being erect-
ed, and 3fthe C. P.R. builds, s reported,
the dissatistaction over the smelting of
ore in the United States will be allayed.
The miners seem quite satisfied with
their conditions and receive from 3 to
$3 50 a day. o : .
There has been no Chinese lubor im-
ported into the mining camps and the
relations between lpborer and capitaliat
are guite satisfactory.

Speaking iu reference to the number
of mining ventures that have fallen
throungh and the consequent loss of
money to eastern stockholders, Mr.
McConnell said that that is the experl-
ence of all mining development and can-
not beavoided. If men put their money
into mines which they know nothing
about, and which in reality are only &
prospecting experiment, no complaint
should pe made if nothing results from
the venture It is only a specles ot
stock gambling and is like all other
games of chance. Taking one thing
with another, the prospects for Western
Canada are exceedingly bright and an
era of prosperity has set in which will
prove of immense benefit to the country.

Satisfactory effects are said 10 bave been
made possible in a piano on a new prin-
ciple, which has been invented in Ger-
many. The strings are stretched across
the sounding board as in the ordinary
piano, bust the eniire hammer mechanism
1s absent. The pressure of any of the
keys puts in activn a maguet, which
antomatically attracts and releases the
wire, thus producing vibrations without
the metalhic stroke that accompanies
the sound in the common type. The re-
sult upon the tones is described asre-
markable. The high notes resemble
those of an eolian harp ; the middle and
lower notes suggest the music of the
‘cello, ox the organ. The instrument re-
sponds rendily toevery variationin power
and in expression prompted by the per-
former, and a note can be sounded for
several mioutes without any perceptible
variation in quality.

WHY CHURCH PROPERTY SHOULD
NOT BE TAXED.

1L weuld be well if those of our Cath-
olis aldermen who are laithful to the
teachings of their Chureh, and loyal to
its principlee, kept a clese watch on the
proceedizgs of the Charter Revision
Commiitce, which in a few weeks will
meet to cousider {he draft of our new
city charter. The three lawyers to whom
has been «nirusted the task of drawing
up & new city charter are now hard at
work unpon the aocument; and their
special labors will soon be finiabed.

There is too much reason to fear that
-shen the drafi comes before the Council
for final adoption it will contsip a clause,
similar to that which the aldermien
passed last ; ear, frumed foxr the purpose
of insluding in the taxable property of
the cily “cevery pitce of land now ex-
empt from taxation, the buildings con:
structed thereon being excepted”

It is to be regretted that the majority
of our Catholic aldermen seem to favor
the adoption of a clause embodying thia
principle ; for it is a principle which po
Catholic can consistently defend. To
anthorize the tax gatherer to lay his
secular hands upon property bithcrto
sacred to the Church, and devoted to re-
ligious, educalional and charitable pur
poses, would be little short of an impious
aacrilege. And it would open the door
to the perpelrstion of a Wworse sacrifice
atill—namely, the taxation of the
churches themselves. ¥or the distine-
tion between the Church’s land and the
buildings erected upon it is & merely
prbitrary cne. The land is as much the
Church’s property as the edifice that
stands upon it ; and once the principlse
of taxing one kind of church property is
admitted the logical step of taxing an-
other kind of church property is very
easy to take. The principle covers the
taxiog of all kinds of ecclesiastical prop-
erty.

The Catholic sldermen who are in {s-
- vor of taxing the property of the Church
have one argument, and only one, to
bring forward in support of the stand
they take in regard to this question.. It
is this—that, as all the religious, educa-
.tionsl, and charitable ipstitutions in
the city enjoy the benefit of police and
£re protection, they should, in fairness,
contribute towards the payment of the
expenses of the city which providesthem
- with that protection.

‘On the face of it, there is much plau-
#ibility in this argument., But is it
~well-founded ? Do the institutions
threatened with taxation render the city

' po return at present for the police and

fire protection which they receive? The
obvious reply is that, considering the
question from a purely utilitarian point

of view, they confer upon the city benefits | not other members in the same line of

tions named.

LONGEVITY IN RELIGIOUS
ORDERS,

The article rn IRov, Sister Sainte Ur-
sule, publisbed in anathercolumn of thie
issue, naturally brings to mind the
charge oftén male that it is almosta
suicidal set on the part of young men
and women to sbut themselves up in
monasteries and cloisters, there to lead
a life of perasce and abnegation wbich
muit neceasmily ‘result in premature
death. Far from bearing out tuch an
assertion, the ficts, in all ages and in
every clime, go to prove the contrary,
and witbout leaving this province, or
even city, numerous examples can be
quoted to instance the general principle
that longevity seems to b2 a apecial
privilege for members of religious orders.
Leaving aside the large nuwmber of
secular priests in Canada who celebrate
the 50th anniveranry of their priesthood,
aud speaking only of the men and wo
men who live undcr a rcgular rule, in
raligious communities vr crders; the fol.
lowing facts go Lo eatablish the truth of
cur assertions. Ia that very cenvent
of the Congregition of Noutre Dame,
where Sister Ste. Ursule passed all her life,
not less than 75 nuna haved celebrateu
the £0.h aenivasary of their profeasion,
since the Ocder was founded, while 29
hve reached the dinmond wedding of 60
veare, and three have been at le to renew
their vowa afler 70 years.

It was only a few nonths w70 that the
venerable Father Doint dicd in thie city.
He belonged to the Jesuit Order and had
been ordained priest us far back aa the
year 1516,

Our readers will alsu remember the
celebration of tivc Golden Jabilee of the
galntly Fathers Dowd and Toupin, of the
Order <f St. Sulpice, as another very
striking evidence.

When, some twenty-live years ago, the
regretted Bishop Bourget cdlebrated bis
zolden wedding, al a reception tendered
bim by the Sisters of the Hotel Dien,
addresses were presented by not lese
than four of the nuns who had them-
seives been over fifty years in the Order.
Still those good nuns, among whom
longevity hes become proverbial, not
only live in close continement and pever
go cutside the walls of their monastery,
but they pusa their life attending the
sick in the ditferent wardas of their in-
stitution.

Even the most rigid form of monastic
life seems to be conducive to longevity,
and when, & few weeks ago, (he ducrs of
the Trappist Monastery at Oka were
thrown open tu the public for several
days, the thousands of 7isitors noted the
many grey-bearded monks who passed
through the vast curridors as shadows.
Those men, nevertheless, live on vege-
{nblea only, sleep but a few hours and go
through very hard manual labor.

Teaching is generally considered one
of the professions most injurious to
health, still a visit to any of our male or
female orders of teachers will reveal the
fact that every one of them has a goodly
pumber of very aged members placed on
the superannuation list.

The above instances mentioned cur-
rente colamo simply go to show what in-
teresting features of longevity in local
monastic life could be discloxed by a
careful study of the question.

Tue New York Credit Men’s Associa-

 Municipal Ownership ” is one of the
burning’ topics of the to-day political
economist. It would seem that there is
a general idea that in this paxticular
branch of social science Euogland is far
in advance of the United States, but this
is not a fact. So far as can be ascertained
both are on a par in this respect and
that the great example set by England
is not borne out by the facts of the case.
In this asin many other questions of
public dispute a few individual instances
are made to do duty for a whole army of
argument. Up to 1894 there was quite
n fever of excitement in favor of this
idea and Glasgow and Birmiogham were
cited as startling examples of the success
of this municipal sccialistic idea. It is
possible that in these two cities the
acme of success may have been obtained,
but it is nevertheless true that the

mupicipalities of Engiand, ruled
generally by hard-headed men of
busineas, logk askance at the move-
ment and prefer letting matters
remain in statu que. London’s supply
of water depends on private corpora-
tions, as well as Bristol, Newcastie-on-
Tyne and Norwich. In the United King-
dom, according to the latest statistics,
there are 203 gasworks owned by muni-
cipslities asagainst 429 owpned by private
concerps. London, Liverpool, Dublin,
Newcastle and a large number of otber
important cities have not yet mumicipal-
ized their gasworks. The resvlts of in-
vestigation into municipally-owned
electric lighting plant, tram and elec-
tric motor systems in the United King-
dom does not show very much in favor
of this new proposition in social

economy.

The tramp family is a peculiar one,
and, to my mind, one which is not treat-
ed with that conaideration its position
in our social conditions deserve. Now,
there are various kinds of tramps, but
all the same they are men, human
beings, with instincts like our own and
with feelings whick, however latent in
some of these unfortunate, still bring
with the capacity to suffer pain and sor-
row. People say there should be 16
tramps. The people who say this are
generally well fed, oily looking =peci-
mens of mankind who, havicg turned
into themselves all their milk of human
kindness, have none to spare for their
fellowa. *“ How to ciiminate the tram,”
is the tille of a paper by a learned
Chicago professor, ome Dr, Bayard
Holmes, and professcrlike, he starts
right away to dissect the genus tramp,
separate him into classes, put him under
the microscope, and having thus scien-
tifically handled him with X rays and
what not, calmly leaves him where he
was before. We do not like to be
rude, but we have too much of this
scientific clap-trap. A friend of ours
was approached by & beggar not so long
ago and ssked for m hulf dime. The
friend gave him a lecture on the err r of
his ways only to be met with thereply:
“ Talk is cheap but it takes money to
buy food.”” Thatisthe trouble, too much
talk. Lot the hand help the map; talk
to him afterwards. If people would only
refl-ct that a tramp is or was & man once
and thet it is ill preaching to an empty
stomach, then more could be done to
reatore the tramp tosociety than by any
other process. There are mauny things
in Dr. Holmes’ paper which it would be
well to study, but first of all let the stu-
dent practice charity. Let the tramp
be dirty, intoxicated or in any other low
condition, if ‘he addresses you civilly
answer bim in the same fashion. If, al-
though under the influence of fire-water,
he asks you for money for food and you
can spare tive cents giveit to him How
do you know but that he really wanta it
for that purpose. A man can always gat
liquor where he cannot get food.

the Community. .

Afierbreakfaat, the Rev. Vicas Gepers]
presented bis rerpects Lo tha Venerable
~ater in the presence c¢f the whole Com-
munity, He referredin feeling terms to
her life long services in the education of
youpg giris, and after congratulating
“ger for havicg cttzined such & good old
sge, expreesed the hape thet Providence
would preserve her for many more years
to the love and affection of her younger
Sisters. .

For the afternoon, two specinl enter-
tainments tock place. One was of a
atrictly private nature, only the mem-
bers of the Orde r heing present, and con-
risted in  the presentativn of addresacs
by the nuns and novices, the render ng
of vocal snd imstrumental music, spe
ciallv prepared for the occasiun, and
familiar talk over sweet reminiscences
of the paat.

Snortly afierwards another seance was
given by the pupils of several of the city
educational establishmenta, including
Villa Maria, Bount St. Mary's, St Pat
rick’s Academy, Bourgeois Academy,
Notre Dame Academy, and a relect pro-
grame was yone through, the young
pupils feeling hupgy to join with their
teachers In doing honor to the venerable
Mather.

During the rest of the afternoon, Sister
Ste. Ursnle received a Iarge number of
visiters, including delegates frem all the
sister religicus orders, members of the
clergy, former pupils, as many as three
generations being represented in some
lnstances, and also 8 large number of
prominent citizens.

famlly‘and his Bister neighbors were not

Mother Ste. Ursule takes pride in the
silver crosa that hangs on her breast and
which bas now beeun in use fur a periud
of 140 yenrs. It comes [from a tormer
Sister =te. Ureule, who trained the
prenent one nnd was bherself a nun for &
period of 70 years.

Since the foundation of the Order,
three of the Sisters have covered the ex-
traordinary period of 70 years of profes-
sion, but while the two others barely
reached that term, the indications are
that the wishes of the community tbat
gond Motber Ste.

Physicians usually snecrat the reputed
merity of beef tea as an article of invalid
diet, and declare that by no ordinary
metbod of manufacturing it is any par-
ticular nutriment derived. Beefjuice is
another matter, and that may be ex-
tracted nccording to the following direc
tions : Iave a juicy piece of beef cut
one and a halt inches thick from the
tender. part of the round or the rump,
taking away all the fat. Heat a frying-
pan and rub it lightly with a bit of the
tat, just enough to keep the meat from
sticking, but leaving, of course, no fat in
the pan. Lay the beef on the hot pan,
adding = little ealt and cutting into it
as it heats. Preas with a knife and turn
over and over, but do oot let it cook
much. Then take from the fire and press
thoroughly in a lemon-squeezer.

It is certainly injurious to the teeth to
subject them to an extreme of tempera-
ture, and, although moet persons eat of
frozen foods and drink iced water freely,
it has become a question whether hot
water—so often recommended for dys-
peptics as an ante breakfast beverage—
may not hurt the teeth, It can, at
any rate, do no harm to take it through
& tube or a straw.

Lemon and orange jelly are pretiy and
toothsome served together. Although
some cooks make these dishes so stiff
with gelatine that they are leathery, it
is usually considered really nicer to see
a quivering, upformed mass of jelly
rather than n moulded form in any de-
vice, if the latter calls for that unappe-
tizing thickness of the materials em:

And you put the woman that was 80
‘weak into a dung-cart, as 1f she were &
dead pig? [ carried out orders.

Who ordered you? The relieving
officer.
