solutely nathing to communieate from Vienna ;—
beyond some Clristmas fetes Beclin is perfently
barrea,  liven the eaeries of King Bomba can-
not discover anything in Naples on which to feed
their malice, or 1o gratily their revenge, The
Court of the "Tuilteries has withdrawn so far its
slive from the public capital of news, that be-
yond a nod in the Chamyp de Mars, or a hinl ata
Rezeption, the Ianperor Las become  inaudible
and duvisible. Que own S James™s is uot far
behind the sttetce of the ather Courts, in these
premises @ and if we had not some pews fram
India or China, 1 feel persuaded the reader will
athnit that the gloon of the grave has hung over
the polities of Tngland during the tast five inonths,

IFur all this there appears a ready explanation
in the fact, that the Courts of Lurope are all at
case with their subjects.  The Cernman States
have entered un a betler inutual understunding,
stiid hence no inore trouble need be apprehended
from the North: Poland has been partly bullied,
an) partly Hattered : and the Huagarians have
hopes of a brighter future, by a more frapl and
grateful allegiance. France, after her Crimean
campaign, her Algerian legislative framing of co-
louial luw, way be said {0 be resting hersel, and
hence to feel small inclination to eater for some
tune into boisterous polities. Besides, Mrance
need not be mentioned m this case : all her bopes,
fuars, and gloriey, are centered fn the heart of
one may, cxpressed through his p, executed by
his wiil.  Sbe may, therefore, be left out: and
she way, in all official documents, be called ke :
and as ke seldam talks in publie or private, it 1s
nn wonder that France is silent in the present
circwnstanees,

I"his explanation lacks plausible : but it does
not meet the full cose. When all the eirenm-
stances are fairly known, the reserve, the re-
warkable reserve of the various Cabinets must
be accounted for on ather principles. This
explanation might meet the case if there were
uo encampments in each State. But whea
we reflect that millions of armed mweo are con-
aregated witkin their respective natious, prepared
for fight as in time of war, this fact alters the
whole complexion of the case. Their silence
towa s each other under these eircuinstances is
the silence ot two hostile canps the night belore
the battle. Prussia, besides the facilities with
which she can within some few hours put every
wan in the kingdom under urms, has recently
wade extensive arrangements for expedition and
carriage in all her armanents.  Russia has every
Foundry in her empire at work; and she will
have tens of thousands of hands ready in the
opening spring .to lay down her multitudinous rail-.
roads, as if sbe intended to make war on all
Europe at no distant period. Austria bas five
hunilred thousand men of all arms prepared to

No: 27.

Evrope. 1 need not allude to the million French-
men ready at this moment to take the word of
command like soldiers on parade; and to issue
from Cherbourg with a steam navy such as can-
not be exaggerated for skill, hands, and metal,.—
There is no disguising the matter therefore : the
surrounding countries are at Uns moment regular
pitched camps, prepared for action ; and no one
can fell when the terrific crisis may arise, Tng-
land is endeavoring to avoid colliston with any as
well as she can j she makes a matrimouial allivpce
with one of the parties ; she hunbles hersell” to
a second ; she tries to proptiate a third, Dut
she is placed in dangerous circumstances ; and
neither her Chinese embarrassimeuts, nor her In-
dian multinics will prove so fatal to her if by any
wisfortune she happens to be dragged into a quar-
rel with such a powerful encmies as lie on her
coast, and are so far ber superiors in naval and
military power. tlow the times are changed
with Lngland! she was ounce the terror of fer
irnediate neighbors 5 and naw, within a few short
years, she is an infant, compared with ber giant
compefitors.

At all periody of history there were always
amongst the families of nations some peoples,
wha were oppressed from conquest, athers who
were chaived down in order to subdue revolu-
tinnary frenzy, while others who wore the badge
of servitude from long politicai slavery. ‘There
uever will be a period of the world when some of
the case will not be developed 5 while their ae-
tions will ahways enlist the wywpathies of wan-
kind as they struggle 1o break theic clwins, and
to reenver their lost liberties,  hn the present
families of Luropean nations, the Halian race is
the people which weets the deseription of one of
the cases of subjugation dtated i the prewmises;
ind hence for the fast twenty years this race bas
Alled the whole world with their deaunciations of
the tyranny of Awustria, aml with thetr {urious
appenta for sympathy.  Anditis this race and
this question which keup the encampments of
Furope it this mement at the war standarl.—
Moreover, when Lurope next gnarrels it will be
on the merits of this question; and il the stand-
ard o Revolution shall he even fur a short time
siceessful, a more blondy war necer defuged the
plaius of centrnl Ewope.

The part of ltaly which Austria holds is  the
Lombardo-Venelian territory, and is the most
beautiful part of the world—the garden of Europe.
The idea of the Revolutionists is, to sever them-
selves from Aunstria and attach thumselves ta
Sardinin.  This case, therefore, from various
circumstanees, becones very complicaled.—
Sardinia s the friewl of England, and  Sardinia
is the friend of France. Pugld lent two mil-
lious sterling to Sardinia some few years ago in
her opposition 10 Austria 3 aud Napoleon has en-
tered into a national allianee with Sardinia,—
Moreover, there cun he no doubt of the favor
which the aunexation with Sardinia bas reccived
in Paris and Loadon.  People are now begin-
ning (o forget what once was »0 well known by
the name of Lord Palmerston’s revolution,  Ni-
chiolas would have never advanced on Constan~
tmople, except he wes supported by Palmerston 3
and I believe it is well known that up te the day
of his death he never ceased to denounce (he
Lnglish perfidy which first encouraged and then
oppesed the Russian poliey.  {n the councils of
eternal justice Liord Palinerston is the principal
cause of the expenditure of the blood and trea-
sure wasted on the heights of Sebastopol. And,
if' the Sardinian question should ever become a
reality in ICurnpe, Liord Pulmerston was the ifirst
who laid the train for the terrific explosion which
may burst sooner over Kurope than people can
well caleulate. This question of the old revolu-
tionary Premier is likely to last long afier bis
deatl : and it will be a legacy af extravagance,
folly, and war, which, like afl other diplomatie
aclievements, will bend England to the earth in
national humiiation. Pahnerston patronized Vie-
tor Ismmanuel because he favored the plunder of
the canvents, insulted the Pope, inprisoned the
Bishaps, and curtailed the ancient liberties of the
Church ; and he wished to have his revenge of
Austria, because the Austrian Court denounced
ham for his support of Kossuth, the Huogarian
rebel ; because all the Tnglish correspondents
were removed from all Germany ; and lastly, be-
cause the Austrian Cabinet refused to renew re-
lations with England till Palmerston was dismiss-
ed from the Lnglish Cabinet; a request whick
the Queen of England was compelied to grant.
Besides all this cause of offenee from Austria,
Austria, too, was Catholic, and expelled the Ing-
lish Bible Societies, and hence the whole bifl of
indictment by Palmerston against Austria. The
peculiar character, too, of Palmersfon was, that
be had the evil of changing his awn personal
quarrels into natioual disputes ; and thus he em-
ployed the whale power of the State to gratify
private malice, or feed his unappeasable sectarian
revenge. ‘ '

Napoleon takes -this question as he tound it,
and he-employs to such bis political views. If
Austria should ever menace lnm with hostilities,,
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he can in one day. Faise. his Tralian storm; which'

will shake the very foundation of ‘Austrian power. | .

The Emperor need not even appear as an oslen-
sible actor in the case : he las only to bold him-
self‘indifferent, and eighteen millions ot Italians
will nse up like one man, led by Sardinia, to
break the Austnan yoke. This result, too, might.
be dangerous to France herself under general in-
ternal commotion ; and hence the whole ques-
tion of Palmerston’s intervention is one full of
danger to the peace of Europe. Should France,
however, quarrel single-handed with Austria, she
certainly has the power of enveloping her Italian
possessions in a resistless flame 5 and then garch-
ing fo the gates of Vienna without much opposi-
tion. But this event would not be accomplished
without violating alliances with Russia, Prussia
and England, and thus extending the quarrel to
the neighboring nations.  In such an eventuality,
the only point guaranteed by Irance 18 the_se-
curity and the integrity of Rome, leaving Na-
ples and the Duchies to maintain their ground,
o alfiance of Austria, as best they could, against
the surrounding revolutton. Lo those who are
upacquainted with the secret workings of this
question these statements come on them with sur-
prise; but on a closer examination of the pre-
mises, observing the studied reserve of the Ca-
binets towards each other, and beholding the mi-
litary encampments screwed up to the war point
through Furope, it will become evident that some
vital case of paramount importance, some ques-
tion of menacing urgency, underlics the whole
present fabric of Luropean policy.

Aud it must be remembered that this is not a
new case, since the same enterprise was attenipt-
ed by the late King of Sardinia in 1848, wher
old Murshal Radetzki crushed the rebels, and
humbled Charles Albert to a degree of unendus-
able hunibation, from which death alone relieved
b, Iv is attempted 10 be argued that this is
not a case of pure democratic revolulion; it is
assecled that it is ouly a transfer of allegiance
fram one Crown to avother ; and therefore it s
undertaken to give a coloring of order and law
to the disorders, plunder, and blood which may
ocenr in its enterprise and final accomplishment.
This piece of casuisiry will be much better set-
tled after the Revolution than before ; and in the
meantime we shall wateh the progress of the

question.

ARREST OF AN IRISH AMERICAN IN ENNIS-
KILLEN.
(From a Correspondent of the Telegraph.)
Enuiskitlen, Jan. 6, 1859.

Dxar Sin,—Thore having been an arrest in this
town on Monday lagt, the third instant, of a suspect-
ed Phonix man, which caused aome sansation smongst
the frieuds of the gentleman arresied, but as he turn-
ed out to bo a loyal subject, the authorities smoothed
the affuir, and it kas got very little circulation yot.—
The fucts are theso:—A Mr. Gallagher, from the
neighbourhood, went to Americs gome six years ago,
and has Jately returned on a visit to bis friends hers,
and having the cut of & ronl Yankee about him he
excited the suspicion of the authorities, Howaever,
the youug gentleman went about seeiug his frionds,
and, being un Ameriean citizen, caring for nobody.
But to his great surprigo he was arrested on Monday
j in this lown, brought before the magistrates, and, no
charge being preferced against him e was liberated,
and the only onuse of suspicion was his wearing a
mnoustache, and baving the cut of a foreigner. For-
tunntely for the Government they have a vory offi-
cient atafl of police und police vfficers in this part of
the country, sinco they bave transformed the still-
hunting geniry intu police officers. It wonld appear
that the officers here, who huve been changed from

Found of the policy so long carriod out by the
defunct East Indis Company as a tew of the landlords
in this part of the country may be, contravention of
the rights of furmers are comparatively fow. Mr.
Dobbs ha3 already gained & name not peculiarly de-
sirable in sound landlordism, because of his conduct
towards 3r. Kirk ; and the latest of his anoexation
performances will place another blot on the bright-
ness of his shield, A family, named Foraytbe, held
at will a farm in the parish ot Ballynure, and, for
gevural generntions, the sama land bad been culti-
vated by their ancestors. The early progenitoers of
the Forsythes had, it i3 said, come to An‘rim shoruly
after the Revolution of '88, wlhen upwards of one
million acres of land had been wrested from tho
rightful owners, aud handed over to tho followers of
William the Third. From that date till the present
the family had continued to hold the property, and
by their exeriions, considerable additions had been
roade to its value., They were mere tenants at will.
No charge was made against them a3 to non-payment
of ront, nor did the sgent, Mr. Stownrt—who stated
that he did not think there was such a thing as
Tenant Right in Ulster—attempt to bring forward
the slightest cvideace against the character of ke
victims of our wretched system of land teaure. Al
that could be adduced was, simply, that Mr. Dobbs
bisd the power to wrest the right of possession, and
with that right atl the industrial improvements made
by the tenant. The poor people offered to give up
the farm to the landlord, without a straggle, if Le
would let them gell, at its market value, tho right of
possesgion ; but that act of justice was denied, and
now they are flung out on the Lighway, to beg or
sturve, a8 the case may be. Tho righteous indigna-
tion of the Britiah people was roused to the highest
pitch by the history told of the sacking of the palace
of Oude, and the dethroning of its monarch. To tho
family of the Forsythes, the little farm torn from
their possossion was to them an empire, and the cot-
tage in which they had been reared, possessed, in the
oyea of its ownera, all the charins of a palace, Will
our brethren of tho British Isle be able to sparo oven
a mite of sympathy in fwvour of thess poople? Iun
the glens and by the hill sides of Antrim—those ro-
mantic wilds which, in formor days, sheltered from
his foemen Robert the Bruce—thers are numbers ot
people of Saxon origin, and who, to this day, retain
the peculiar features which mark their race. These
men have toiled to bring into bhigh cultivation thou-
sands of broad acres; they have waged war agningt
a proviously stubborn and sterile soil ; and, while
achieving comfurtablo subsistence for themselves,
they bave added to tho wenlth of their chiefa—nay,
they have incronsed the riches of the nation.

Mr. Greer, M.P., addrcased a large meeting of bisg
constituents, at Coleraine, on Salurday last. In the
courae of his gpeech hie said :—He was glad to find
Mr. Bright comirpg forward to demand a cowprehen-
sire measure of Reform, so that, when carried, the
House of Commeons would really represent the peo-
ple, and not be a seccond House of Liords, as it had
bzen to a great extent. Without committing himself
to the details of the speeches of dMr. Bright, he be-
lieved he bad 1aid before the country a scheme or
plan which, in its mnio featurss, would bo necessary
to produce a thorough reform of Parliament in this
country. Having expressed bhimself strongly in fa-
var of the ballot and reform of the electoral divi-
gions, he urged the importance apd justice of a
meusure of tenant-right, and called upon the peo-
ple to petition in fuvor of it, and to re-establish the
Ulster tenant-right society. Mr. Hugh Bellis, Lis-
patty, proposed the first resolution :—* That afurther
measure of Parliamentary Reform is absolately ne-
cessary to securc & fair representation of the people,
embracing a re-distribution of the constitnencies,
vote by ballot, and an cxteusion of tha electoral
franchise” Mr. Samuecl Peacock svconded the mo-
tion, which was carricd unsnimously, The Rev. My,
M‘Dounaell, Presbyterian minister, moved tho next re-
solution ;— That an assoclation be now formed iu
connection with the Ulster Tenant Right Society,
and that the following committee be appoiuted for
the present year.” Iere follow the nwmes, Thorev.
gentleman’s apeech contained the usual arguments in
favor of tenant right. Other matters to which be re-
ferred were entirely of local character, Mr. Robert
Kerr, of Dartress, scconded the motion, which was
adopted amid loud cheers.

A correapondent of our Conservative cotemporary,
tha Daily Express, communicates the pleasing intel-
ligence— that there are thirty-nine ministers in the
Irish Church who onjoy among them the enormous
sum of £53,973" of annual income, drawa from the
endowments which wers originally conferred ou the
Catholic Cburch by Catholic benefactora. The cor-
respondent of the Daily Express takes cave to inform
his roaders that twelve Protestant Bishops on the
Irish Establishment roceive annually £66,000, ao that
it appears proved beyond the reach of cavil that fif-
ty-one gentlemen of the tavored class receive among
them an income of £120,000, for which it would be
very difficult to learn that the country receives any
roturn.

Mr. Spooner writes to the Protestunt Magazine that
the Maynooth Grant is “ not worth five years’ pur-
chase,” and proposes to *‘give more than its value to
public works in Ireland unconnected with religion er
educational purposes.”

After vigorous
efforts he succeeded in bringing o the surface the
brdy of & man, which, on being got on shore, scemed
by the dross, &c., to be that of a gcn!lcmun’ and to
have been in the water abont three weeks, d,ccompo-
sition huving gone on extensively. Around the
neck of the body a red sitk handkerchief was kuotted
by one of its ends, while to the other end was at-
tached & picce of brass weighing 20ibs. This mags of
metal was found afterwards to bave belonged to a
force pump. [ta weiglht was sufficient to keep the
body under water despite of the buoyancy conse~
quent on decomposition, and the remuing would
donbtless have rewained much longer submerged and
undiscovered had it not heen for the circumatance of
the canal being dragged for the missing child. The

‘amendment is necessary, not alone for the security
of landlords who wish to improve their estates, but
also for the protection of the well-disposed among
the peasantry from the demoralising terrorism, under
the preasure of which they are coerced into an ap-
pareat complicity with crime.

¢3. This impunity, which affords so much en-
couragement to criminals, i3 to be ascribed chiefly to
the sympathy of tho lower clasges, extending 1o ju-
rord, many of whom are drawn from these classes
who cannot be expected to act independently in any
case which strongly excites popular feeling, namely
small shopkeeprs, publicans, and others, whose
menns of living might be destroyed or materially di-
minighed by tle withdrawal of custom. Tt is, there-
fave, important that there should be & higher stan-
dard of juror qualification, and even with jurors of a
better class the venue should be changed iu trinls for
agrarian crime, to prevent the possible risk of a
failure of justice from local prejudice or intimidation,
It is al3o desiruble that in criminal crses the Crown
should bave the right of requiring n speciul jury.

3, Stipendiary magistrates, who are speeinily
charged with the detection and proseention of offend,
ers, should be invariably men of edncntion, energy
aud ability ; consequently they should be appointed
and promoted recording to & system founded upon
some adequate test of capability and merit. They
should be strictly prohibited from engaging in any
other occupation, and where practicable they should
be bound to reside in the centres of their respective
districts. The public interest absolutely requires
that those who are at present 1ncompetent through
age and infirmity should be compelled to retire, which
many of them are now entitled to do, on full pay.

‘14, The commissiva of the peace shionld be given
by the anthorities only to gentlemen whose stition
and character are such as to command the respect of
the people, and who possess n property qualification,
such as is required in England, and the local magis-
trates shonid have the same authority, privileges,
and immunities in everything connected with the dis-
charge of their duties as those enjoyed by the sti-
pendinry magistrates.

“¢5. As so much depends on the efficiency and
fidelity of the constabulary, no constable should he
appointed to the foree without o certifiente of gond
character from the magistrates in petly sessions for
the district where he resides ; and aa it is stated that
considerable numbers, comprising the best men of

Yesterday, an eicape was effected from the County
of Cork Jail, which for daring and ingennity almoat
equalg any of those recorded of the famous Jack
Sheppurd. A person named William Julinson, who
wasg awaiting his trial on 1 charge of sheep-stealing,
wag gent tox small ward where unined prisoners
were generally confined, for the purpose of cleaning
it out, and being locked in alone, he determined on
effecting his ¢scape. Having got a couple of shevts
from oue of the cells, he tied them togetler, and then
fastened an end of one of them to & hand brush
about a foot and a quarter long, which he bhad heen
using. e next mede a pretty long pole, by rudely
splicing together the handles of some sweeping brush-
es with twine, which he had made from oakum, anil
by means of this he succecded in iuscrting the hand-
brual crosswise, inside the bars of an upper cell win
dow, The sheets being torn, served him ns a means of
drawing himself up, and he thus succeeded in getting
on the wall of the small yard attached v the ward,
from whence he scrambled on the roof  Betwesn
this and the outer wall of the jail was an insulating
passage; over eight feet wide, and the ocuter wall
itselt’ was between thirty and forty feet high, nad he

aoust have sprung across this passage, awd either lit

on the wall, from whence he let himself duwa by some
monng, or clse have cleared the passnge and wall bath
ata jump.  In cither case the feat was a most aston-
jshing one, when the breadth of the passnge and the
height of the wall i3 considered, bat (hat sneh wng’
the way in which he got aut 1here seemas no doubt,
for gome of the slales were found displaced ou the
roof where he had stood, nnd the marks of his feet
were found deeply indented in the bed of elay, which
'was close under the jail wall in ao adjeining or-
chiard, and on which ke must bave alighted afier his
desceat.

of the Proviuciul Quurts, In this country we believe

the statute would be interpreted by the right of con-
stitutional practice, which establighes thig principle,
that when Ministers of the Crown in 8 body resign,
they shnll not return to offics till they have gone to
the country. The English law is too clear to permit
the possible occurrence of auch a shufte ns that
which the preaent Cnnadisn Ministers hnve been per-
mitted to perpetrnte. The gpirt of the Proviucial
stntute would seem to Le, that changes of offico by
members of one Administeation sbould. not earry
with them a Parliamentary disqualification, but this
is a very different thing fvewm o principle, which, if
established aa good law, would ennble an unpopular
Cubinet, with the complicity of the Governor Qene-
rat, altupether to ignore the opinion of the country.
There rre cerinin orgunic laws which precede and
interprev the provisions ol positive statutes.  Minis-
terid regponsibility is oue of those laws, and a3 Mr.
Chief Justice Draper very properly retarks, that the
Legistature could not have contemplated a Minis-
tevinl intrigue g0 artful and suspicious in its nature,
common sease and an equally commen regunl to the
interests of the people of Cannda should, wo submit,
have led the Courts to have travelled owl of the
miserable verbinge of the Aet of {urtinment, and to

have boldly agserted the constituiional right, which
aught tn be held a3 dear in the Provinees asitis in
Buglund.”

Any appearance
of o meditated rebellion does not exist, A placard
may be posted up during the night by a man who
rans oft immedintely, or a patriotic ery may be ut-
tered when there are only Italinns to hear it; bat
that tbere has Leen any braving of the Austrian
power, nuy menace of popular nsing, any refusal of
obedicnce ta the police ar the taxgatherer, i3 the
grossest misrepresentation.  Whetber voluntarily or
not, the French and their ally have imposed on the
credulity of Europe; but how the Sardinian Monarch,
who ninst rememder the events of 1848, can lelieve
in apopular insurrection in Lombardy, passes concep-
tion.”

A telegram announces the somewhat sudden

death of the King of Naples, after a few hours’
iliness. but the report is not confirmed.  Ta other ‘*
respects, the news from Ilurope is of little in-
terest.

The result of the secret examination of the
prisoners imprisoned at Belfast is at last before the
public, and certainly does not seem to justify the
extraordinary measures of the British Govern-
ment. The ¢ Secret Socielies” now appear to
be of the most insignificant dimensions, and the
conspirators, a parcel of silly beardless boys, who
met occasionally in taverns to drmk whiskey, and
talkk treason. ‘That such societies should exist, is
to be deplored ; but their existence is but the in-
evitable consequence of the growth of Orange-
ism. There is nothing of importance from the
disturbed districts in India; but Lord Clyde’s
tactics are becoming the subject of much hostile
eriticism. There are marchings and counter-
marchings, but no progress is made towards the
suppression of the insurrection, or the capture of
1ts leaders.

PROVINCIAL PARLIAMENT.

LucisLaTive CounciL.—The proceedings in
this branch of the Legislature have been of little
interest since our last ; with this exception, that
the Ministerial proposition to carry out the un-
derstanding with Quebec, by which the Seat of
Government was to be removed to that City at
the end of the present year, was negatived by a
small majority.

LraigLaTive AsseMBLY.—Tha debate on
the Address, in reply to the Speech from the
Throne, has been prosecuted with much energy
daring the past week. Tho amendment propos-
ed by Mr. Sicotte asserts, as the fundamental

speeches delivered during the course of the de-
bate, we cannot but notice that of Mr. McGee,
which is allowed on all hands to have been one
of the most eflective delivered during the dehate ;
whilst we have no doubt that the Hon. Post-
master-General will long remewmber the castiga-
tion inflicted upon him by the junior member for
Montreal, who in 2 masterly manner exposed the
artifices employed by lis Ministerial opponent to
secure his clection by appealing to the Anti-Ca-
tholic fanaticism of the people of Upper Canada.
As a specimen Mr. McGee read the following
extracts from one of the Ministerial clectionsering
tacards :—

He (Mr. McGee,) lLeld by mere accident in his
bunds one of the hon. genileman’s clecticneering
tlacards, issued the lagt tine he was a candidate.—
The document was headed—* Protestantiam in dnn-
ger ; come to the rescue—vate fur Smith! ! (Lond
Inughfer,) “ My Burnbham i3 supported by Father
Smilin,” & Cuihelie clergyman in the town of Co-
bourg, * who boasts he ¢an return Mr. Burnham by
Lotding up bis right hand.” “Rememwber the civil
butcheries of Romei” This was one of the docu-
mems which the Hon. Postmaster General, who is
opposed to religious dizsensions, ind put forth. Tt
is part of a deep Inid scheme to bring Canadn under
the dominion of the Pope, by means of Separate
Schools  (Loud Langhier.) This was the placard
and the platform of the bon. gentleman when before
the electors.

Strangest of all, it is for the men who make
these appeals to the Protestantism of Upper Ca-~
nada, that the support of the Cathalics of the
Lower Province is claimed, by the friends of
 bons principes!”  Why even George Brown
himself was never more brutal in his desunciations
of Popery than are the leading racinbers of the
present Ministry !

Up to the time of going to press the debate
on the address still continued. Mr. Hogan’s
amendment had been negatived, as also one pro-
posed by M. Archambault.

Tur “ Brown-Dorion Poricy.”—We bave
carefully perused the speeches of the leading
members of the short-lived administration of last
summer, in the hopes of discovering wherein its
policy consisted ; and how it proposed to deal
with the great questions of the day, such as the
¢ School Question,” the ¢ Seat of Government
Question,” and the % Question of Representation
by Population.” The only conclusion at which
we can arrive however, is this—that upon these,
as upon all other important topics, it had no
clearly-defined policy whatever. Mr., George
Brown tells us indeed, that, bad he been allowed
to remain i the enjoyment of his salary, it was
his intention to have * grappled’ with these
questions ; our opinion however from the first
was, and always bas beem, that he and his col-
leagues were determined to shirk them; and in
this opinion we are fully confirmed by their own
official declarations in the present session of Par-
liament.

Take the * School Question® for instance—
(the most difficelt, and incomparably the most
important, of those questions with which any M-
nistry that may be formed, will bave to deal)—

principle of represealative government, the right
of the majority to have their views and opinions
carried out; 2nd, referring to the vote of the
Assombly on the 28th of July last, declares that
the House then ¢ oxpressed its views and opi-
nions on the subject of the Seat of Government
in the ovdinary and constitutional exercise of its
privilege.”

T'¢ this amendment, another amendment was
subsequently moved by Mr. Hogan, seconded by
Mr. Wallbridge, to the following effect :—

ment to Her Most Graeious Majesty, and our grati-

{ude for the interest she has taken in the welfare of

Her Canadian subjects by selecting the City of Ot-
tawa as the future Seat of the Provincial Govern.
ment ; but we would at ihe same time, respectively
bog lorve to submit 1o your Excellency that the Fed-

eral Uuion of all the North American Colonies bav-,

ing been moved by your Excellency's Conatitutional
advisers to the Imperial- Government, and also to
the Governments of the other Colonies which, stiould
sush & Union take place, might be desirous of hav-
ing a voice in the selection of a Seatof Government, !
it is-inexpedient at presont to take anysteps towards
the erection of public buildinga at Ottawa.” l

Tt is impossible within our limits to give any '
ahstract of the desultory debate, to winch the
discussion of the original motion, and the amend-
ments thereunto proposed has given nise. The
re.'apective advantages of Montreal and Ottawa
as ‘the permanent Seat of Government— the

and the declarations of the “ Brown-Dorton® ad-

i ministration as to its intentions towards it ; and
! jts incompetency to deal with that question, is at

once apparent. It was agreed”—so we are
pow informed—* to take the question up, and
after examining the systems in vogue io Belgium,
Ireland, Prussia, &e., to introduce into our com-
mon school system such amendments as might
seem pecessary.” Ia other words, it was agreed
to cvade the question ; and under the pretence of
“ grappling” with it, to postpone, indefinitely,
its discussion and settlement, whilst inquiries were
being made into the school systems of other coun-
tries ; systems utterly inapplicable to the circum-
stances of Upper Canada; and all open to the
same objections as those which Catholics urge
,.oginst the system now actually in operation in
- that sectinn of the Province. ‘

For the main objection against that system,
and one which is conclusive in so far as Catholics
are concerned, against it, and against the school
systems of those countries from which we were
‘to borrow * such amendments as might seem
necessary”—is this ; that it, and they, are rom-
mon or mized school systems ; and that all such
systems of educalion are repugnant to, and have
been once'and for ever condemued by, the Catho-

lic Churchi.” Evéiy tne. i _(be slightest degree

acquainted with the public declarations of the

or' commion “schools—no matter ‘what may be
taught therein, . or how conducted—that the Ca-
tholic Church objects; and that no possible or
conceivable modification of a common or mized
system, can mitigate our bostility towards it, or
induce us to regard it with an eye of favor.—
An essential condition of any and every system
of public education to which we will ever give
our support, is a provision for ¢ separate,” as ap-
posed to  common™ or ¢ mized” schools. In
the plenitude of our rights as parents, we declare
that we will not—so help us Ged—that we will
not allow our children 1o be educated, either by
Protestants, or 2ith Protestants; that in this
matter we are answerable to God,and to Him
alone ; and that we will histen to no compromise,
and will allow no one,no buman auathority, no
matter how constituted, to dictate to us therein.
The Catholic, or professing Catlolic, whe can
talkk of so modilying a © common® or  mized”
system of educalion, as (o make it “tolerable to
Catbolics, must be either a simpleton or some-
thing worse.

What then must be our opinion of these who
twaddle aboeut reforming our actual system by
importations from Prussia, Belgium, Ireland or
elsewhere—as if it were merely to the details,
and not to the fundamental prisciple, of all
“comamnon” or ¢ mized” education, that Catbo-
lics obiject T Lither that they are grossly igno-
rant of the state of the * Schoal Question,” as
betwixt Catholics and Protestants, and therefore
intellectually incompetent to legislate thereupon ;
or that they are for party purposes prepared to
sacrifice our riglts as pareals, and to wmake abne-
gation of their duty as Catholivs ; and are, there-
{ore, morally unfit for the office of legislators,
and altogether unworthy of our support.

At the same time, and in justice to the late
Brown-Dorion Administration, we must admit
that the scheme of looking for mmnendments to
the Upper Canada School Laws in the School
Laws of Ireland, was by no means original on
their part; but was borrowed from the policy of
their Munisterial predecessors. Though Ministers
and their organs may to-day reproach the
“ Brown-Dorion” Admmistration with a design
of importing the Irish systein into Canada, they
themselves some two years ago entertained some-
what similar views on the School Question ; and
in the Prlot of the 2Ist August, 1856 —then as
now a docile Ministerial hack—we find the fol-
1owing sigmificant hints upon the Separate School
system, and its remedy :—

* The adminisiration,'—suys the Pilof, under the
nbove mentioned date—*"strong enough to abolish
this (the Separale) systent, and estnblishone in which
every boy could receive o practical eduecatiou ; that
wounld allay or eradicate its vicea ; and in place of
nourishing though coliaterally, disanion, distrust,
aad discord, enconrage and cultivate the more Christ-
inn feelings of forbearance and respect, would confer
on the people of Canada & bleasing invaluable to us,
and to our children. Ji hus been done in Ireland, end
may be done here.—Pilot, Augast 21, 1856, (The
Italics aro our own.)

Now this was just what the Brown-Dorion
Administration profess to have had in view; and
it is therefore entitled, in so far as the Pzlot and
its Ministerial patrons are concerned, to the
praise due to these who design well. Mr.
Brown it seems picked up the cast-aside gar-
mets of his predecessors in office ; and it is really
too bad that the latter should now condemn irn
bim, that which originated with themselves.—
With Catholics, however, the case is different ;
and we, at least, are justified m looking upor ali
as alike our enemies, who endeavor to impose
upon us, or perpetuate asy modification of, a
“ common® or “ mized”’ system of education.
. Plain speaking is at all times a salutary prac-
tise ; but above all upon a question of such trans-
oendant importance as the education of our child-
ren, and at a time when men, who from their
position ought to know better, will still persist in
talking as if it were possble so to modify a
% common’’ or ¢ mized” system of education
as to render it accoptable to Catholics. Tt is for
this reason then, that we assert that the most ob-
jectiopable feature of all those systems from
which the awendmeats to our Upper Canadian
sjstem were to bave been borrowed is this— that
they are commos or mived systems; that to
no such system will we ever give our approba-
tion; and that the total separation of Catholic
children from Nan-Catholic ehildren, in the
School as in the Church—in education as in reh-
gion—is, and ever mll be, an indispensable con-
dition of any school system for which we Catholics
will ever submit to be taxed.

Tus ANNIVERSARIES. — In this country,
Christmas Pantomimes, the fantastic tricks of
Harlequin, tbe sprigatly Columbine, and the rich
drolleries of Clown and Pantaloon are almost un-
known.

.;Moﬁt'zjeal Auni versaries ; and in every conceivable
variety of nasal intonation denounce the ¢ Man

the head of the  Scarlet Woman of Babylon.”
It may be, and indeed bas been, objected that
there is a sameness,a want of variety in the
amusements given by the Montreal Evangelical
troupe; that they vary not from year to year;
and that we have always the same old jokes, the
same  touching appeals,” the same  consolations
in the past,”” and the same “ Jively hopes® for
the future. 'This complaint is no doubt only too
true, and the proceedings df the past week were
no exception to the general rule. We may,
therefore, be excused if we give but a very cur-
sory glauce at them and the prominent actors.
The only thing indeed worlhy of being put on re-
cord is the following, which we find in the Mon-
treal Witness’ notice of the aunual Farce play-
ed with great applause by the French Canadian
Missionary Company. Our cotemporary says :—
% The mecting of the French Cunadian Missionary
Society has on former years been characlerised ‘oo
much by controveraial speeches, which, however true,
jarred a little upon the tender feclings of love and
compassion for perishing souls which the previous

meelings bad excited; but this yenr no discordant
note was struck.”

In other words, if there was as much misrepre-
sentation, there was a little less blackguarding
tian usual 5 and above all, warned by repeated
exposures, the several speakers were careful not
to indulge in the dangerous luxury of * ¢he lie
with a circumstance.””  'This of course detract-
ed very much from the interest of the proceed-
ings ; but upon the whole it was no doubt the
most prudest course to adopt, and one to whieh
we expect our evangelical friends will for the fu-
tnre adbere.

have to be suspended.

Tt seems further that ithe number of children
by thein inveigled into the “Swadd/ing™ estab-
Jishment at DPoint Awz-Trembles amounts to
94 ; that the cougregation at the same place
“ numbers 73, exclusive of pupils, of whomn 22
are communicants. These,” adds the Montreal
Witness, “ with about one hnndred pupils make
the largest French Protestant Congregation in
Canada.” Aitogether it would appear that the
Society has about 281 children in its hands un-
dergoing the process of perversion ; and that
the aggregate congregations average about 500.
Considering the amount of money annually ex-
pended ; and comparing that amount with the re-
sults as evinced by the above statistics—we think
that we are fully justified in applying to the pro-
ceedings of our farcical friends of the French Ca-
padian Missionary Society, the words of the old
adage, “ Much cry, and little wool.”

There is, however, an amount of work done by
the Society—insinuates its Report—avhich can-
not be expressed in figures, or laid down in terms
of dollars and cents. 1, in substance it 1s said,
we have but few coaverts to boast of, we have
at least shaken the faith of inany simple Aabitans,
in the doctrines of the Catholic Church; if we
have made but trifling additions to the frequent-

pounds he had roceived from them.

This is not “the whole question;” for the
reverend Chief Superintendent forgets, or rather
purposely omits, one very important feature there-
ofy, and ene which essentially affects the whole
question at issue. e was the lired and salaried
servant of the public ; paid, and handsomely paid,
for his trouble in paying out from time to time
the money by them entrusted to lim for defray-
ing the oxpenses of his Department; and his po-
sition wag therefore in no wise analogous to that
of an unsalaried person, undertaking to take
charge of, and pay out, a sum of money placed
in Ius bands by a neighbor. The latter would
ro doubt have a right to exact a commission as 2
remuneration for his trouble ; but the public ser-
vant in receipt of a salary has no night to levy
toll upon public monies passing through his
hands, because by his salary he has aiready been
amply remunerated for all work by him done.

Our Reverend « Ancient” is far more success-
ful in attacking the character of Mr. George

EccresiasTicaL Corrorarions.—The Cowr-
rier du Canada calls the attention of its read-
ers to the fact that there will, in ali probability,
be laid before Parliament, during the present Ses-
sion, several Bills for providing for the incorpo-
ration of religicus and charitable societies; and
warns Catholic members of Parliament to be on
their guard against allowing the introduction into
those Bilis of any of those insulting and restric-
tive clauses, which, thanks to our Ministers of
good principles—Fbons principes”—were en-
bodied in the several Acts of Incorporation
passed during the Jast Session.

We know uot what eflect this warning voice
{from the Courrier dw Canade may bave upon
our legislators.  But remembering that the ma-
jority of them voted for the worst clauses of Mr.
Dreummond’s Bill of 18D06; that those same
clauses were, with the knowledgze and assent of
the Cathohe members of the present Ministry
embodied in all the Bills passed last Session for
the incorporation of religious and charitable So-
cieties ; and that uatil vevy lately, no voice,save
that of the True 'WiTNESS, was raised to pro-
test against the establishment of such an infam-
ous precedent in our Canadian legislation, and
such an outrage upon the nghts of individuals,
and the interests of religion ; remembering we
say all these things, we fear greatly that in the
Session of 1839, as in all preceding Se:sions, we
ghall still find our liberal Catholics, the friends of
#“ good principles,” doing as they have done hi-
therto ; and ever ready to sacrifice the interests
and honor of their religion, to the political exi-
gencies of a party.

But this we hope, and this we have a right to
demand,—That no such measures as those alluded
to by the Courrier du Canada shall be again
allowed to pass without a contest; or, like the
Bill for the Incorporation of the Academy of St.
Cesaire, shall be again smuggled through the
House, as was the case last year. Let Protest-
anis place what restrictions they please upon their
Societies ; nothing can be more reasonable, and
with those restrictions we have nothing to do.—
But it 1s our duty to insist that our Catholic in-
stitutions be not modified, or tampered with, to
gratify Protestant prejudices, or to meet the
wishes of the fanatics of Upper Canada; and we
would therefore warn those who pretend to re-
present Catholis interests, and who owe
their seats in Parliamont to Catholio votes, that
their eonstituents expect of them the exercise
of the greatest vigilanee over sich measures as
may daring the present Session he brought beflore
the Legislature for the incorporation of any Ca-
tholie, raligious, educational, or charitable insti-
tutions.

This, coming from a Seatchman, is strong and
conclusive lestimony to the moral condition of
the people whose ¢ course dallads” and © ribald
songs™ were the the infallible exponents of thew
coarse and ribald modes of thought and aclion ;
and though of course in the older ballad poetry of
Scotland, and its glorious Jacobile ministrelsy a
purer and more elevated strain makes itsell heard,
there is no reason to doubt that Viadex is sub-
stantially correct 5 and that indelicate as is much
of the poetry of Burns, still at jts worst, it is in a
mora! point of view, an immense imprevement on
the popular poetry that oblained wongst almost
all classes of Scoteh society before his day.

Divorce Courts. — We see by our Parlia-
mentary papers that Mr. Gowan hias given notice
of his tatention to introduce a Bill to provide for
the establishment of Divorce and Matrunonial
causes. This will again give our Catholic {riends
of good principtes an opportunity of distinguish-
ing thewselves.

the Redemptionsst TFathers of Detroit to come
bere and hold 2 Mission ; during the week that
saintly man remained here § the Confessional was
crowded morning, noou, and night ; so much so,
that the Rlev. M. Baidoux, of Dundas, was also
sent for, and both day and night assisted the
good Missionary. T could relate many other
good deeds of our French Pastor ; but as fear I
have already trespassed (oo much on the columns
of your excellent paper, I will now conelude be-
seeching all Catholics to become umied. We
have foes enough to contend with; and require
our undivided strength to battle with Orangewsm,
Brownism, Ryersonism, Proselytism, and other
tsmes.

Tue EMpERorR NAPOLEON AND THE ITA-
L1aN QUEsTION.—The Zémes feels certain that
the Emperor’s speech was made with a view of
learning how the great powers would receive the
project of a French interference n Ttaly. The
result of the appeal has amply been most deci-
sive. This notion of proposing himself as the
champibn of Italian independence is one of the
greatest of his falures. It is increasing the sus-
picion with which the Tmperial policy 1s regarded.

The Z%mes® Daris correspondent says that :—

“ The Emperor is reported to have said yes-

terday to a member of the Diplomatic Body that
he had read with much interest and satisfaction
the speech of the King of Sardinia on the open-
ing of the Chombers. 1t is thought here' that
Prince Napoleon's presence at Genoa and Turin
will be accompanied by popular demonstrations of
an unmistak-able character. People were look-
ing for a note or article in the Monitenz to-day
on whal may be termed the war crisis. Nothing
has appeared, but we are told that weare to lose
pothing by delay. We hope, if it be of a paci-
fic furn, that it will have less of the ambiguity of
the Delphic oracle than the last paragraph. In
the meantime orders have been sent round to the
various newspapers, either to cesse blowing the
war trumpet for the present, or to lower the war
notes as much as possible.

“The Pays has an article wm reply to the
Presse, m which it reproaches the latter journal
for exciting the (zovernment to conmence a war
which, if it were even necessary, would be a ca-
lamity. ¢'To provoke a war, it says, ‘1s to as-
sume a moral responsibility which becomes enor-
mous when it cxtends to the voluntary rupture of
treaties—when the object is to declare war either
through ambition or as a system without any ne-
cessity corresponding with the iuterests of 2 na-
tion.”

Russian journals attack that committee with violence,
The wish expressed by the committee of St. eters-
burg will, letters state, be reproduced by the com-
mittees of other provinces. This ia n sigoificant
symptom of the state of public opinion in Russiz,”

At gix days' distance
from Emuy we meet in different placrs 700 or 800
Christinna, deprived of missionaries since the death
of the indigenous father. It is from this town of
Focheufu, a distance of three days' march, thut we
must go L0 curry spiritual puceess. There we have
3,009 Cbristinns in four hundred and eleven families.
Going on still three days we come to the district of
Limken, with 1,200 Christisna, confided to the zeal
of Father Manuel Rosads, Advancing twodnys fuar-
ther we reach the tecritury of Fogrp. whose district
cuntaiug the grent part of the Christiang of Fokien.
The whole migsion comprehends from 22,000, to
24,000 souls, served by eleven European Priests, in-
cluding two Bishovs, and Father Nicolas Guixs (who
arrived the day before yesterduy), and five indigen-
ous Priests. The mission has beee alternately perse-
cuted, snd left teanguil,  The last persecution was
in 1837. In 1846 M. de Lagrence obtuined the Im-
perial edict, since which we have enjoyed comptete
peace. We celebrate our feles with great solemnity.
The Gentiles do not molest a single Christinn, we
are here just as we siould be at Munilln.” Lach

oue Losr Asertcax Rack.—Dr. De Ilans  of
Virginia, whose discovery of nn inscription in one
of the ancient mounds of the Weat, excited con-
giderable ailention in the archaologienl world s
year or two ago, gave, on the ovening of the 18Bth
jnst., in the rooms of the Ilistorical Socioty, the first
of a series of lectures on the antiquities of America,
ag throwing lizht oo the ancient inhabitants of this
eontinent.  [le estimates that there are 100,000
tumnli within the United States. Their shape i3
very varied, and they are smaller and more numerons
in the North thau iv the South. Their situation indi-
eates that they were built by an agricultural people:
indeed they are generally most numerous in those
poriions of the Mississippi Valley which are now
most numerously setitled.  In the luke region of
Wisconsin there are some which are in the form of
apimala. Most of tbese mounds are pinces of se.
pulehre, and with the skeletons nre sometines found
Lrass implements, and even pivces of cloth. Some
mounds in the douth zod West have been and are
hoing built by the [odng, bur they are differens
from the ancieat mounds in every respocl. The
ancient tumuli are never found on the first terrace
of the rivers, which Pr. De Haas supposes to prove
that they wore built before the rivers had cut their
present chanoels. He divides thein into mounds of
eepulclire, of sacrifice, of worship, of observation
and of defence, beside miscellancons.  The mounds
of sepulelre rarely contain more than two skeletons,
and nre squnare or ellipsoid.  The mound at Grave
Ureek, Marshall County, Va. is unique. It is 70
feet high by 800 in circumference, and covered with
forest trees. It was opencd in 1838, and in the
centre were found a male and a funnle skeleton, in o
smull  chamber constructed of wood and stouy,
with a passage oul toward the north-east, On one
of the skeletons were four copper bracelets; and a
gzall stone pebble, containing the indcription which
It excited o much attention, was iylng near by.—
e drew o comparison between the tumuli raised
by all the ancient inhabitwnta of the Instern Comii-
aon and those ef thiz; he finds nearly every variety
upon this continent which we knew were built up. n
the other.  The mounds of saerifice are rafsed nlat-
forms. Dr. De Hang exhibited a larze numbar of
articles which hehad fomud in alrar mounds. 1o
some of these charred skeletons ace found, which
suggeat human burnt offerings ; une such skeleton
had its skull feactured so mueh as to produce denth.
Tie guard mounds rrrely conlnin any remaing;
their position indicates their characrer. Mounds of
ghservation cowmmand most of the Valley of the
Missizai;pi, and probably served for a fire telegraph.
The temple miound: stund within inclusuves, and
contain no remains. Mounds bave been thrown up
by the Indians for defence, and for refuge in inunda-
tion. So, also, the Indians pile up berpa of stones
over their dead. Qccasionatly circles of stone are
found about the back of the mounds, reminding us of
the Druidical circles. Tkey are most frequent
Yucatan. There appear to have besn four methods
of interment by this ancient race :—First, in & cham-
ber in the centre of o mound, stretched from east to
west, with copper ornaments Rccompanying the
body ; second, by folding the body in 2 small stone
coffin ; third, by iucremation, tho ashes being placed
in earthenware urng, and fourth, by general sepul-
chro, whick was probably dons only after the gene-
ral slunghter of a battle, After the lecture s large
aumber of interesting relics, including the fumous
jnscription, were shown 1o sucl: of the audience zs
chose to examine them.—New York Tribune.

It isa com-
mon practics with some blacksmiths to rasp evnck-
od boofs in order to remder them more tough, but
salt brine is far superior to rasping for effecting this
