FREEDOM OF EDUCATION-THE GREAT
MEETING IN CORK.

(¥From the Dublin Freeman.)

The great Catholic Meeting on the subject of [n-
termediate Education was lield in the Cathedral on
Wednesday. It was probably the wost imposing de-
monstration that has ever taken place in the city.—
The grent extent of the Cuihedral, though cramtaed
to its utmost limits, proved utterly inadequate to ac-
commodate the numbers that ilocked to swell the
assemblage. The mecting was presided over by the
Right Rev. Dr. Delany, Bishop of Cork, ussisted by
the Bishops of Cloyne, of Rosgs, and of Kerry, in
ecclesinatical robes. Tlhe great wass of the digni-
taries and clergy wore present, nnd the vank and
wealth of the Catholies of the county and city was
assembled in imposing numbers.

On the motion of the Bisbop of Cleyne, secondel
by Willinm Fagan, M.D. the chair was taken wunid
loud applause by.

The Right Rev. Dr. Delany, Bizhop of Cork.

On the motion of Fravcis Lexhy, Fszq, D, se-
conded by B.J. Goold, Eaq., J.P,, the fallowing wece
requested to et as secretaries to the meeting—the
Dean of Cork, Daniel Welply, Esqy., J.P.; the Very
Rev. Dr. Fitzpatrick, ., of Middicton, and T, Shechy
Esq., J.P.

The Right Rev. Chairman on rising to address the
meeting wis most warmly received, 1le anid, iy
lords and gentlemen, I feel extreme difiiience on pre-
acnting myself before you in the eapueity i which |
have been placed by your vote. T am zo little used
to preside on occasions iike the prezent, and frem
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in order to follow their souls convictions and testify
before Heaven and earth that they had found the
truth, that they resigned all temporal advantages in
its cause and wounld live and die in its practices
(loud npplause.) Are we then afraid of inquiry 2—
What is doing in the historical world at the present
lime? Iven in the century in which we live mors
than one son of peniug has applied himself to the
study of history—DProtestaut by birth, and with all
the prejudices thai he huppened to have engralted on
his youthful mind —such men have taken up the sub-
jeet of ccclesiaatical history, whethisr the bizlory of
councils or yontificntes, or other branches of the aub-
jeet, and thougl they were senl forth like the prophet
of old tu ¢urse the Loly cuuse, yet their hearts were
overcome aud they remained to praise (cheers). The
present age is proud of the discovery of the ancient
and long-buried glories of Ninevel, and now also
abstruse writing in hieroglyplics of Egypt are made
intelligible, ancient history receives coulirmation
from hem; portions of the UM Testumeni bave
light thrown upon them; but what are all these
cempiered Lo the disiuterving in the neighbourhond of
the Kiernel City of records aud memorinls of the Grat
nges of the chureh? what Hght from excavations nnd
regearches ke that wloch an examinetion inte the
calacumbs llings upon the caine nod creed of the
Catholic Chiwelr? (Applause.) With respect to some
Kinds of ingniry, necd § renind this meeting that the
great svience of astronomy, sud the other speculation
till Lut in embieyo, and struggling o fom them-
selves inta nosyatem concerning  geotagy, have baca
terned against the trath of revelution, whicl, Low-
ever, Is vindicated duy by day as these greiences ap-
proach to coctaiiny,  In astronamy the Coperuican

long knowledge of myself, 30 conscions of my inade-
guacy, that I cannot but regret that thers i3 nat
another prelate in my place pow to widress yoi,
more ezpecially az [ have at cither cide illustrious
bishops of tbe church of Ireland —men endowed with
the fairest gifts, and each of them having long es-
perience on the great subject, to discnes which we
are assembled here to-day. The magnitude algo of the
queation in whicli, in common with the bishops of Ire-
land, aud, I may add, with the Catholics of Ircland
(loud and continued applause) we are interesied,
would e enongh to deter me from yiclding to any-
thing but your requisition to present myself in suclia
capacity before you. Gentlemen, though the subject
be important, 1 am delighted.lo lud it thoroughly
understood, and that we bave here sasembled men of
the highest position, men foremost in their respective
walks in life, able and willing to do justice to the ali-
important theme. Our object hero to-duy is plain
and simple; and it is just—it Is one not calenluted
to create dissension or dilference of epinion, And |
trust that when the country has spoken on the zub-
juet, that for cnce we of this island shall Le fouod
agreeiny in sentiment {fond applange). Iiis potent
that we ccek at the hands of the administrstion to
whicl: the destinics of this empive may he committed
a fuir and just share in the public ptrouage, which,
like the other enlighteoed governments of Europe,
they are about to aftord to the great canze of inwr-
mediate education (bhenr, hrar). Wo live an amicabie
torms—as [ trast we suall ever coatinue to do—with
all that are of our own crecd, or all that differ from
us in religion (lond applause.)  [tis objested Lo us
that we are bigoted if we insist upou separate inter-
medintc Catholice schaols for ihe edueantion ol Catho-
lic youtl. Surely Cork is not the plave where @ sus-
picion should be Lreathed of a pround fur such an
imputation. We stand in the city where some of our
greatest men lived and preachied, We are clnse to
the spot from which the thrilling veice of the illus-
triong O'Leary sonnded, enunciating these words—
¢ Let not the sacred nnme of religion, by whaich we
discover o brother even in the persou of on enemy—
Iet uot religion be auy longer a wall to keep us asun-
der” (loud applause). 1o the same spirit we contem-
plate nothing bigoted (cheers). That illustrious man
officiated in an humble church at the other extremity
of the city, and the world i2 sequaioted with tbe re-
nown and the benevolence towards all mankind of
the Apostle of Temperance, who succecied hio there

hear, hear).  Need Trepeat that the clergy of the
city and county, who like myszclf have grown old
amongat you, have never on any occasion exhibited
the lenat leaning to that curse of the country, the
bigotry that would raise one muan in hostiliyy against
the person, the creed, or the rights of another (loud
cheers). 'To show that bigotry will not be the result
of intermediate education based on thorough Catho-
lic prineiples which we advocats for Catholics, i
wish to refer to expericnce. T nsk you Lo look round
your city and see the Catbolic gentlemen who have
received this education in its bighest form, and do
they present themselves otherwise than as realising
what the Holy Secripture cummends in the good
Samaritan. The genticmen of the Society of St
Viacent de Paul in this city, as a body, have receiv-
ed their education iu separate intermedinte Catholice
schools, and I defy the world to pruduce their num-
bers & more enlightened, more philunthropic, mere
liberal, mnd gencrous sct of gentlemen (loud ap-
plause). There i3, therefore, no possibility of any
reason for an imputation of bigotry upon us (hear,
hear). Nor are we the advocates of ignorance. Qur
presence here to-day refutes the nesertion (applause).
Wa wish to promote knowledge (hear, hear). We
wish tbat our country shall rival the world in all
that cnnobles mankind (hesr, bear). We wish that
our Catholic youth shall be sccond to nonein the
land (applause). Strange, indeed, it is that the
aspersion of desiring ignorance should be cast upon
us. What arc the records of the world’s liternture ?
Who preserved the sacred remains of the past ?—
(Hear, hear.) Who treasured them up with the
faithful zes], and spent their days and nights—their
lives, in the investigation ond elucidation of long
buried, recondite manuscripts, in order that they
might communicate the contents to mankind, through
every ago to come? Who but holy and learned men
professing the Catholic faith (Rpplause.) We afraid
of ingniry ! Never (applause). How, or why conld
Catholicg fear inquiry 7 The resalts of all the well-
directed inquiries of the age tend in onedirection—to
convince the world of the truth of our holy religion.

And
aguin, said hiz lordship, if T wers to judge of the
quostion of mised intermodiste cdueation by the be-
neilis that I and the people confided to my care have
derived from the system of education which has been
ndopted for the poorer clacaes, I raust sy that [
should approach thia guestion with a very anpreju-
diced mind [hesr, hear]. But [ clearly see tho dif-
ference that has been 8o ably pointed ont by his lord-
ship the Bishop of Cork, botween the edncation that
i3 necessnvy for the child of the poor man anod the
cducstion thatis necessary for thpse who occupy
bigher positions in society [cries of hear, hear]. [
sce that the child who in after Iife must Jabor with
the body, requires, no dunbt, & religions education,
butis not exposed to greav intellectunl temptlations
[eriza of heur, hear]. With the knowledge of his
calechism and the instruction of his pastor, he is able
to mect those trinls and temptations which may as-
sail hig path through tife, for bis mind i3 not often
turned in upon itself in the discussion of abatract
and speculative opinivns, ned in his converse with
society he generally meets only with those who are
u3 little ingtructed a3 himself [hear, hear]. But the
young mun who, nfter he haz attained the rudiments
uf secular knowledge, must prepare himself to do
the work of life, not only with the body but with the
mind — he must go forward with the various branches
of secular kuowledge; be mus: stndy moral and na-
taral philosophy: he muat study history, and all
those sciences wbich spring from the congerics of
facts thnl history records, In bis conrse through life
he wiil meet with men as overmalch for bimszelf in
micd, and who will interrognte bim upon his path,
#8 well a3 he willintecrogute himself; and it is, there-
fore, cecessary thal religion, like bis guardian angel,
shiould sccompany him through those various walks
of science, gunrding him against discovering or ¢x~
sggernting  the supposed contradictions between
truth and trath, but on the contrary pointing out to
hiin the beantifol harmony that exists in all the
works of God, between the truth that is submitted
to his senacs, ihe truth that is submitted to the eye of
reason, and the truth which he may sce in the mirror
which fzith holds up to him, whicl, thongh some-
times dimmed by shades of death, gives buek to him
the glories of beaven [applause].

All experience showed, and it was
his full conviction, thet sound, separate Catbolic
education for Oatholics would mako them love their
fellow-ren of every creed more than if it were other-
wise. What they asked was for the advantage of
religion aand of the whole commuuity, and for the
promotion of the goneral good [loud cheors.]. .

Mr. Sergeant Deusy proposed thio first regolution in
n long ard-able speéch. Ho "snid—Whatever-the in-
tentions of the government might be he trusted they
‘would ‘not- overloole the procoedings of.that day
[cbeers.] If any doubtexisted as to the opinwns and
desires of the people it was dispelled by the demon~
stration of that dny, sud he did not believe that the
present or any other government, would be s» fool-
bardy as to proceed in the matter in opposition to
the Oatholic clergy and people of .Ireland--usay, he
would 3ay in opposition to tho Protestaut clergy and
Protestant. peopie. But if the government were so
ill advised and so unjust as to recowmmend the objec-
tionabls principle of mixed education, he could say
for himself, and he believed, too, he might speak for
the majorily of the [rish members, that the mexsure
would enconnter from them a stern and uncompro-
mising opposition [cheera]. Ha had the honor to
propose the following resolution :—

A swmmons
was then served upon her to attend at once, fo which
she replied that in consequence of the lateness of the
hour she should decline doing so until the following
day. The conseqaenve was, that she was forced to
1o 50, to the great tecror of her children, who ima-
gined that sumething dreadful was going to  nka
place. Whut paszed during tbe interview I know
pot, hut the result was, that this respectable wonnn,

althvugh in an extremely delicate state of health, :

was dragoed off with uch viclence to our lacal
bridewell, and there kept in a cold cell until abont
twelve o'clock thiz moining without being allowed
to bold any communication with Ler frieads, or even
to speak’ to her children, whose wild shricks upou
having their mother thus rudely torn from them
might have pierced the hardest heart. The impres-
sion left on the minds of the beholders by the scene
can never be effaced.

We love not
and distrust the sc-called  National” Board ; but
we acknowledge that this new appointment is about
the best thing it Lias done for a long time,

The Times complaina that the fact can be no longer
coacesled, that thoe fanatical cry agaiust the system
of mized education is becoming more general every
day, and the zealous bigots of both sides nre uncens-
ing in their efforts to carry out sheir views by means
of separaie educational grauts. The Freeman's Jovr-
nal, referring to tho Cork demonstration, observes:
—* The question now at issue is, whether the pro-
posed intermediate schools shall be founded on the
niixed or on the separate priociple. Il is not 8 ques-
tion of bigotry on one side or on the otber as has
been falsely reprezented-~it is a question between
freedom of education and a forced Governmentat
system, from which nll vitality-—all pationality—all
religious teaching shall be exclnded, aud Anglican-
igm in politica and indiflerentism in religion substi-
tuted. We do not menn to attribule improper me-
tives to the advocates of tho mixed principle. We
give them credit for sincerity, and for meaning what
they so dogmatically but so wrong-beadedly put for-
‘ward, We ask, however, not in & controversial
gpirit but a8 an appeal to the common sense of the
public, is it fair, or liberal, or consistent, to atiempt
to force on this country, under tho name of a hoon,
a system apainst which the wholz body of the Irish
prelates unitedly protest—against which the whole
priestheod protest—against which guch laymen as
Lord Castlerosse, Sergeany Densy, William Fagan,
and the classed of which they nre types, protest, in
common with the great bulk of the public? This is,
bowever, bat osc-balf the case. The Protestant pub-
lic are as oppnsed to the system as the Catholic, and
would gladly edopt the separate system #s the only
ono consistent with reason, with justice, and with o
dne regard for the religious training of youtbh. In
the name, then, of peace, of unity, of social harmony,
let the exploded crotchet bo abandoned, and the
country saved from n new educational struggle,
which must finnlly end in the trinmph of truth and
principle, but the contiouance of which mey lead 1o
many evils, while it can lead to no other good than
the gratification of the vanity of o few theorists.—
But, let the contest be long or be short, one ﬂnng.ls
clear—iho Catholic public will never necept the mix-
ed system, and the attempt to foree it will only eund
in disagter. The autheritative announcement made

Maixe Liquor Law.—Notwithstanding the labors

own the swvuy of Lngland. Foremoest in notoriety
a3 the most drunken nation in the world, is Scot-
land where vice of every kind is so terribly prevalent
side by side with the nurroweat bigotry apd the
fiarcest sectarinn fanaticism. For poor Scotlund is
now at this lamentablo parisaical pass that, whilst it
really believes itself to be the only tcue Christian
country in the world, it i3 horribly distinguished for
a condition of immorality that mnkes every tenth
citizen 2 bastard and almost every inbabitant a
drankard. The sectacinn preschers and humanita-
riang of that unbappy couatry, paralysed by a spee-
tncle so borrible as thiz, despairing of God and
Heaven, can find no remedy for it but the restrictive
force of penal laws (already proved se utterly impo-
tent)—forgetful, in their blind arrogance and pride
that it is the grim psrody on Christingity which
they call religion that has depraved and brutalized
the people. '

in Eugland things are not quite so bad. The po-
pulation of that blessed laud are wicked and depray-
cd enough in all conzcience.  Murder, infanticide,
wife-beating, and oiher social pecualarities are plenti-
fully rife; but druuken sottishness, and reckless
contempt for the marringe tie, are not quite so pre-
valeut a3 in Scotlind.  Sili, in Englasd, whers
anti-Ilomish piety is in the ascendant and vice pro-
portionately popular, the socinl reformers [ignoring
the power of religion and divine juspiration which
the kiug of seven wires, aud his amiable dnughter,
trodouy in blood and puddle centuries ago] call,
with.s fierce, funatic outery, for the power of the
policematt, the magistrate, and the jail-keeper, to
curz the Innd of its moral leprosy. And there is
much of the vice of drunkenness in Ireland, too—
Heaven knoews too much—ip our busiest and most
prosperous towns and seaports where our people come
nearest into contact with imperial iniquity. Yet
how much less the evil is, after all, may be gathered
from the fact, whicl those plain-speaking statistics
reveal, that in Scotland, with o population less than
that of Liondon, considerably more whiskey is con-
sumecd than in Ireland with its population of six mil-
lions and s-half : or, in other words, that the average
Scotchman drinks about three times as wuch intoxi-
cating liguor s the average Irishman! This start-
ling comparison proves with powertul conviction,
what a really temrerate and highly moral population
our poor maligned and ountraged Irish are, when
comparved With their arrogant, self-suflicient neigh-
bors. Neverthelesy, there are in Irelund a school of
“roformers™ whu, like the Scoteh nnd English funa-
ties, would szek to cure whatever of intemperance
there is in Jeeland, not by the ministrations of re-
Jigion and the attractions of morality, hut by the
edict of the magisteate and the baton of the constable.
Father Matthew, the trie reformer, hoped for every-
thing from the juspired teaching of his priesthood and
the ever present blessing of Heaven: these small-
brained funaties, with narrow intellects and per-
verted zeal, believe only in the power of brute-force.
And so, because there are sot3 of feeble will and
brutes of wmorbid nppetites and beastly pasions
here and there, whom mere human means cwunaot
reclaim, these men whom Heaven hes net gifted
with intelligence to measure the causes of the evil
that alarms Lireny, deinand as a cure that the good
and the bad, the virtuous and the profligate, should
be chuined aud cramped upon the same Procrustes’
bed : in other words that the hundred decent tem-
perate citizens should be deprived of their whole-
some after-dinner glass of punch or wine, because
the one brutal drunkard beats his miserable wife
down the nearest back court.  The forcible supypres-
sion of the sale of lignors of nll kinds 18 the * reform”
which these men advocate; and for that end they
have leagued tuemselves into a mischievous and
dangerous combinations thronghout the empire.—
Now this outrageous funativism is & social pnisance
with which there shionld be no temporising : itis a
wild, unnataral 2nd rabid attack on the very ground
work of social freedom which should be repelled
by every putriot aznl Christian reformer who wishes
for the well-being of his conntry.  Throagh all time,
tho astempt to mnrke a people moral by the instru-
wmentality of coercive Jaws which tie up personal
freedom, aud seek, ot the teniniag, but the impossi-
ble extinction of man's natural propengities, has
proved a fnilure for all possible good, but a dan-
gerous promoter of eril. Wise and moderate men,
who have iatellect enough to grasp the fulness of a
social disease, and, sceing where the causes lie, know
where the natural remady is too, must combat and
gcout and ceush thoe ignorvent and rabid fanaticism
of these narrow-m'adod, albeit well meaning, ngita-
tors, who, in the i, ~f the terrible lessons of past
experionce—woulil . to blight our ancial progress
with that wicked syciem of unanatural and ungodly
restriction. Louok at Scotland ! All the vices of that
unhappy land, so affficted by the twin devils of
drunkenness and impurity, aro tae product of that
blending of paganism and Judaism with which its
¢ reformers” replaced the gentle but powerful rule of
truo Christianity. Restriction—by force of law, per-
verted religion, and social tyranny—has for (wo cen-
turses nod a half been  the sysiem in Scotland ; and
the Jogical result is fouud in the awful dejravity
which the philauthiropisis of that country brwail so
loudly. Shall we allow this blighting system to
spread into Irélend ?  Shall we set aside the inspiva-
tion, the power, and the light of our pure and pri-
mitive Christianity, which have kept the Celtic race
who dwell within this island pure and virtuous so
long—shall we spurn the glorious instrumentalitiss
of religions and moral control which Theobald Mrt-
thew nnd the consgecrated priests of Ireland have
found go fraitful nnd cffectual—to haed the country
over to the hands of & combination of fanatics, whose
intelligonce and moral sense are so low that the
scourge and the prison are their only instruments of
social reform. These men demand from the State

who would solace a day's labour ,with the moderats
enjoyment of thoge cheerful stimulants which God’s
own inspired word bas stamped with'a divine sane-
tion. They ask that the industry of the country
should be suddenly criushed to crown’ their stupid
tyranny. What man- of intelligence, and Christian
sentiments, will listen to so monstrous an outcry ?—
‘This most mischief fanaticismm—which saps the foun-
dation of true rcligion and social freedom—has been
for some time rampantin Scotland and Englang,
though denounced there by the ablest writers and
honestest and wisest reformers, We find the in-
sidious digease stealing into Ireland already. Here
in Dablin it hos establigshed its head quarters under
the leadership or & well-known Quaker-benevolist,
with far more zeal than brains; aod even now its
champions prench their unchristinn creed on the
platform and in the press. Irish patriots and true
reformers, who love their country and confidently
rely on the power of pure Christirnity, working on
the hearts and souls of a noble intelligent people, to
elevate and gunrd that people from the glough of im-
periul vice and godlessnese, must be prepared te de-
nounce and combat this dangeroue fanaticism.—Bel-

A tobular return has beenp issued from the {{overn-
ment printing-oftices containing the most minute in~
formation on the subject of crime in Scotland, the'
unforiunately extending over a very brief period—
only six months., From the 15th of March to the
29th September, 1838, is the period in question. 'The
oflfences committed in the conntry are classified in
one table, those in burghs in another. The sex of the
offender, the nature of the offence, the resuit of the
trial, and the burgh or county in which the offence
was commitied, nre all set forth with the grentest
exnctitude. To take, as an example, the town in
which by far the greatest number of crimes bave
leen comwitted, Glasgow, nawely, wa find that the
total number of offences reported to the police ia the
six months in question,is 21,81%. In rather more
than a thousand of these cases the oflender was not
apprehended ; but the total number apprehended
was 20,546, of whom 13,151 were mnles. Among
the heavier offences it is curious to notice that those
against decency, ot of a kind which cannot be ex-
actly specified, are conspicuously numerous.

Sir Charles Napier is undouhtedly one of the most
experienced and practical men in the naval service
of BEogland at the present day. He is not restrained
by any false delicacy from putting pertinent ques-
tions to the Government when topics in which the
iuterests of his profession or of England are con-
cerned ; and however brusque bis manuver or incisive
his interrogntories, his greal knowledge on all sub-
jects relating to his own navy or the stalus of that
of other nations, must always give him an impor-
tance and autlority when such matters nre in de-
bate. He slates definitively that the navel forco of
Buglund at present is in an utterly nnzafe condition;
that France bas twenty sail of the line ready man-
ned between Brest and Cherbourg; that Louis Na-
polcon ot the present momeni commands both the
Channel and the Mediterranean ; and that, in short,
if France thinks proper she hes every means to in-
vade Bngland.  As to her mercaniile marine, there
were 180 stenmers in the Channel aud 150 in the
Mediterranenn upon which she could lay an embargo
for transmitting troons which might be readily land-
ed in Portland, when they would fiud the harbor ut-
terly defenceless. He also called the attention of
the Goverament to the fact that Frapee had great
experience in the landing of troeps at Algiers and
other places, apd that this branch of naval opera-
tions had been constaptly put in practice of Inle so
as to ensure the greatest rapidity and facility in the
exccation. * I hope,” said Admiral Napier, ‘ that
Frauce has no intention to invade this country; but
it T were. on ihe throne I would do precisely what
Napoleon is doing~—namely, threaten Austria as a
ground for concentrating my forces and then slip the
wask and make a descent on England. As to Aus-
trin she was armed to the teeth, and the chances of e
contest between her and Franee, were, upor the
whole, adverse to the Iatter; whereas, in the cvent
of an attnck on England, they had neither a fortified
coast, a sufficient fleet, or an adequate force on laxnd
tn resist an invading army. All this is well known,
and, doubtless, great efforts will now bo made to put
England into a state of dcfence; but years must
clapse before this can be effected, and, in the interim,
her conguest would be an easy problem for the pre-
sent fleet and army of Napoleon to solve. After a
naval battle, the issue of which could not be doubt-
ful, considering the numerical amount and material
of the French navy—whose vessels are modern sci-n-
tific porfections contrasted with tho lumbesiug squa-
dron of hulks which England, for the most part, pos-
sesses—a hundred thousand men could be thrown in
a single night on the southern coast. It is necdless
to say that the animus of the French army iz in-
tengely anti-British, and though the French people
display a disinclination for war with Ausiria, which
would meraly increase their burthens, it by no means
follows they would not ambition the conquest of
England, tho old ecemy of their industry, conscious
that the destruction of her commmerce would be the
tesurrection of their own. In & word, they are well
aware that the occupation of London for one week
would give France the empiry of Europe as a com-
mercial a3 well as & naval and military power.—
Nation.

The papers about the French slaver Charles ef
George and the Portuguese Government, have been
1aid before Parliament, and we shall no doubt hear
more of them. They show clearly enough that Lord
Malmesbury thought Frarce utterly wrong and did
what he could to dissuade the outroge. When all

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NEWS OF TBE WEEK.

By ‘the Niagara we lave hopes given us that
peace may yet be preserved in Europe; though
the Great Powers were still increasing their
forces, and engaged in preparing for hostilities.
Yet there can be no doubt that public opinion in
France has declared itsell strongly against war
and the Emperor, powerful though he be, cannot
afford altogether to disregard the feclings and opi-
nions of those over whom he rules.

Tne Courreer des Ltats Unis asserts that
another piratical expedition agawst Cuba is on
foot; and that the filibusters bave all their pre-
yarations ready for a start. It is to be hoped,
that should they make the attempt, the scoun-
drels may meet with a warm reception.

The Provincial Parliament is—it is said—to
be prorogued befor e Easter. The Ministry having
married their chief financial measures, can, of
eourse, have no interest in prolonging the Ses-
sioe ; and considering the high wages that mem-
bers of Parlismeat have so generously helped
themselves to, out of the pockets of the people, it
iy desirable that it should be brought to a close
ae speedily as possible.

'T'he Persia from Liverpool, 19th ult., arrived
at New York on Wednesday. Her news is of
a decidedly warlike cast ; and a secret treaty is
mid to exist between France and Sardima, in
vi:tue of which the former guarantees aid against
Anustria to the Jatter on condition of certain ter-
ritorial cessions to Fraoce. Ausiria thus me-
maced was actively preparing for war ; whilst a
revolutionary outbreak in Central Italy was look-
ed for daly.

The jury in the case of the Phaniz conspira-
tors in Ireland, had been dismissed, as unable to
agree upon a verdict.

PROVINCIAL PARLIAMENT.

On the 24th ulto., in the Legislative Assem-
bly, the infamous ieasure known as the McLean
Dirorce Bill, was broughtin from the Council by
Mr. Morrison for a first reading. M. Cimon
moved an amendment to the purpose that, as the
indissolubility of the marriage tie, was the basis
of Christian Society, it was inexpedient to pass
tbe Bill before the House. Aun animated debate
ensued ; in which Messrs. Cimon, McGee, Lan-
gevin, and others spoke well, in support of the
icompetence of any human tribunal to grant a
divorce, or in other words, to put asunder those
whom (od bad )oined together. Mr. Orange
Gowao, with an utt er disregard for truth, or per-
baps in this case, an igoorance of history for which
We i+ distinguished, asserted that the Pope bad
unnnited the marriage of the First Napoleon with
the Empress Josepbine. This silly statement—
for which a school-boy would deserve to be

“well whipt—was promptly contradicted by M.
Langevin ; the © Alpha and Omega of
Orangeism,” as be styles himself, baving of
oourse to digest his leel with the best grace he
sould assume.

On the Protestant side of the House it was
argued, that Protestants bad a right to do that
which they believed conscicntiously that tbey had
a right to do ; and that Cathohcs bad no right to
jaterfere with Protestants in the matter. Upon
2 division there appeared for M. Cimon’s amend~
ment—39; and against it—66 ; so that the Bill
was read a first time ; and will most probably be
earried through all tts subsequent stages.

By examining the division hsts upon this m-
portant measure, it appears that with some three
exceptions all Lhe Protestant members ‘of the
House voted for legalising adultery ; whilst of
the Catholic members, the great majority sus-
tained M. Cimon’s amendment, It is with shame
and regret, though not with surprise, that we find

" ourselves unmable to say that alf the Catholics
-who took part in the division voted the same way,
whilst we must add that our Catholic Ministers
«abserved a disereet silence. Their vote, however,
settles one question with reference to the duty of
.members voting for the first readings of all pri-
vate Bills. The M‘Lean Divorce Bill is to all
intents and purposes, and as much so as the Bill
for the Tncorporation of Orange Lodges, a pri-

_vate Bill; yet many Catholics who disgraced

Bill. As an explanation of the large Protestant
majority in favor of Divorce ' the Legulative
Assembly, the Toronto correspondent of the
Montreal Gazette (Ministerial) hints that theré
are several members of that House who are
themselves desirous of obtaining accomodation
of the same kind, as that which they have so libe-
rally extended to Mr M‘Lean. _

On the same day the new Tariff was burried
through its three several stages in the Legislative
Council ; and received the asseat of the Governor-
General on Saturday, as did also several other
measures ; amongst which we notice one for
« Proliibiling the sale of intoxicating liquors in
Upper Canada, from 7 o,clock on Saturday even-
ing; until Monday morning.” Devised with the
best intentions, no doubt, this measure will share
the fate of all other sumptuary laws; and in
practise, will be found 1o operate asa premium to
the unlicensed dealers in liquor ; whose business
will be extended in precisely the same ratio as
that of the licensed tavernkeepers is diministed.

That men should be found in this enlightened !
XIX century, to believe, or to fancy that they

believe, that drinking and grog-selling can be re-
strained by Acts of Parliament, is,if we rightly
consider it, one of the greatest marvels of the
age.

Besides we have the results of the ¢ Forbes
Mackenzie Act” in, Scotland befare our eyes.—
That Act closed, or was intended to close, all
public-houses and taverns on Sundays. The con-
sequence has been, that the amount of liquor ac-
tually consumed in Scotland since, is nearly dou-
ble what it was before, the passing of the restric-
tive law ; and that increased consumption has oc-
curred in spite of an mcrease of nearly 100 per
cent. upon the duties on ardent spirits. These
facts are asserted by the Scotish Press, and by
the Liondon T%mes ; they are amply confirmed by
statistics ; and should, one would think, have some
effect in inducing our legislators to pause ere
they commit themselves to a course of policy for
Canada, whose moral results have proved so di-
sastrous 1 Scotland. We respect, we say, the
motives of those who voted for a restrictive law,
but we cannot but deplore their infatuation.

*We beg from om friends in Monireal and
Qttawa, cspacially from the True FWitness, the
charity of a fair construction of our moetives, and the
justice of an occasional inquiry into the atate of
facts which really exists around us, and with which
we have to desl as we fnd them. On the Otiawa
and in the island of Monireal, they can hardly re-
alize the conditions of our society West of the Ridesn
(but more especially Weast of the Trent); and we
hope it is not asking too much of our confreres to ad-
mit, whenever they writo on our region of the coun-
try and its affairs, that we wmay be, after all, the
aafest guardians of our own immediate interesta."—
Toronto Freeman, 1Bth ult.

Our Toronto cotemporary, by referring to the
TrRue WirNess of the 11th ult., will see that
that journal bas already done that which the
Freeman requests him to do ; and that, in no-
ticing the determination of the Irish of Toronto
to refrain from an open air celebration of St. Pa-
trick’s Day, we explicitly stated that we believed
that the ¢ Catholics of that City were more com-
petent to judge what was best ta be done—to pre-
serve their own digmty as Irishmen—as Catho-
lics, to show their charity towards all men—and
as citizens, their ardent desire to maintain peace,
than we, {of Montreal] could be, who live at a
distance ; and in a happier land, where the civil
and religious rights of all classes of the ecommu-
pity, are—thanks to the predominance of the
Catholic element, and the comparative -inmgnifi-
cance of Orangeism—scrupulously respected.”
These were our words, writing some few weeks
ago; and we see nol what maore the Freeman
can expect {rom us,

‘We recognise the competence of the Irish
Catholics of Toronto to judge for themselves
how to celebrate, or to abstain from the celebra-
tion of, their National Festival ; we repudiate all
idea of criticising that judgment, whilst we freely
admit that it was dictated by Christian prudence ;

men'and Catholics, We. find therein signs that
cannot be’mistaken; of: the-growth 'of Orangeism;
and the triumph of . puritanical intolerance ; and
last; Lot - least, we see but'too good reasons to
dread, lest from'the forbearance ard Christian
-prudence of our Irish fellow-citizens, the spirit of
Orangeism derives encouragement to coatinue its
career of cruelty, insult, and oppression. An
Orangeman is, ez-officio, or in that he is an
Orangeman, essentially a bully. Before the strong,
he will fawn and cringe, and hide his ugly fea-
tures beneath a mask; but where Catholics are
weak, or where be thioks that he can bully with
impunity, he exhibits himsell to the world without
reserve, and in all his deformity.  Thus we fear
that, encouraged by having put a stop to Irish
National Processions, Orangeism in Upper Can-
ada will proceed to further acts of violence ; and
that emboldened by success, it will become more
mtolerant and oppressive than it was before, and
seek to extend its empire over the entire Dro-
vince.

Yet do we not blame our brethren of Toronto.
God forbid! rather do we admire the Christian
spirit that they have exhibited. 1l would it be-
come us, dwelling in a land of freedom, to cen-
sure, or criticise harshly, the conduct forced by
untoward circumstances upon the Catliolics of
Orange-ridden Upper Canada. Here the sons of
St. George, and of St. Andrew can celebrate
their respective National festivals with a9 uch
pomp, and as perfect security against insult or
outrage, as can the sons of St. Patrick, or Saint
Jean Baptiste ; for Lower Canada is Cathalic ;
and all therefore are free. I'or this we should
thank God ; but for our less fortunately situated
brethrea of Upper Canada, we have but our
prayers to offer, that in His own good time, He
will deliver them from the foul thraldom be-
neath which they now groan. This in substance
is what we said on the I1th ult. We ap-
plauded the prudence of our Toronto friends;
we regretted the adverse circumstances in which
they were placed ; and we trust therefore that
the Toronto Freeman will feel satished, and do
us jusice by reproducing our words upon that
occasion.

Laatly, the in-
door celebration on tho eveaming of tho 17th, was
honored by the presence on tho plaiform at St, Law-
rence Hall, of the Very Rev. Vicar-General, and
coery seculor Priest in the City of Toronto, who all
como there, as they said, to show their cordial ap-
proval of the apirit exhibited by the Iaity in fore-
going their usual street procession.

I can sum up in 2 few lines the leading facts
of the preceding week. Natwithstanding Liord
Cowley’s mission to Vienna, and the official news
of 'the evacuation of the Papal dominions, no one
here seems one tittle more confident in the main-
tenance of peace. . True, the Constitutionnel
has published an article endeavoring to show that
business is as lively, and industry as brisk as ever ;
no one believes the fact, because every oane
kpows positively the contrary. The revolutiof-
ary papers —such as the Presse and the Stecle—
are as violent as ever against Austria, whilst the
Pairie plays to the same tune, though in an un-
der tone. This circumstance is the more signi-
ficant, as the two former papers are the- well-
known organs ol Prisce Napoleon, whose in-
fluence with the Emperor is gaining ground daily.
1t would appear that at the Council Board this
gives rise to scenes of violence on his part, which
are somewhat starlling. Whenever he meets
with opposition on the part of the Ministers, he
breaks aut into the most passionate laoguage,
amounting almost to insult. This hardly seems
possible in the Emperor’s presence ; but still 1t
shows how truly unpopular is the prince. Another
circumstance of a more serious character is the
reception he lately gave to the Italian refugees,
now resident in Paris, on their offering a bouquet
and an address to the princess on the oceasion of
ber marriage. Sterbini, one of the Roman tri-
umvirs in 184§, was selected as spokesman for
his countrymen. No paper received communica-
tion either of the address or of the princess’s
answer—a fact ominous in itself. It is impossi-
ble that the Emperor should bave been ignorant
of the reception, and we may well inguire whe-
ther such acts will in any way contribute to con-
ciliate the rising spirit of Hurope? What Ca-
tholics thiuk upon such matters you may gather
from an able article in the last number of the
Correspondant, by Count de Falloux, and which
would be well worth trauslating for the beaefit of
your readers. By the bye, you are no1_aware,
perhaps, that the pretended letter of the King of
Sardinia to the Freach Emperor is nothing  else
but a hoax, in order to try and perlups electrifly
the public opinion of France.

L’ Univers contains an able article by M,
Veiifot, ia defence of the Roman Government.
One of the most popular charges against that
government is, that civil functions which pro-
perly belong Lo laymen are inonopolised by ec-
clesiastics, by M. Veullot shows that aut of
7,157 state employees, there are only 303 eccle-
siastics, and of these 189 occupy posts such as
chaplaincies, which, under any government, must
be filled by clergymen. 'There remain only 114
ecclesiastics aceupying places which might be
filled by laymen. Finally, in the returns furnish-
ed in 1836, by M. Rayneval, the French Am-
bassador at Rome, it was shown that there are
in the Civil Service of the Roman Government
sizty laymen to one ecclesiastic ; and that the
salaries of the lay employes amount to irearly
£350,000 a-year, while the payments to ecclesi-
astics are oot one-tenth of that sumj and yet
they tell us the revenues of the Papal States are
devoured by the priests. Of course the saluries
and expenses of purely ecclesiastical functiona~
ries, such as Apostolical Nuneios, are not in-
cluded in tius; but it is evident that such offices
could nnt -possibly be filled by faymen. But
they tell us that laymen are systematically ex-
cluded from all high employinents. Thatis an
error. 'The ecclesiastical element rules, and
must rule, in Rowme. 'The Pontifical States are |
the patrimony of the Chureh. The Cardinals,
the first Aids and Counsellors of the Pope, are
naturally part of the Government—they formn
the political family of the Sovereign—they have
the same rights as'in other countries have the
Princes of the Blood; and from amongst them
must come the future Sovereign. Would any
one wish {o see the Princes of the Church syste-
matically excluded from public business? Sull
laymen are not excluded from the mast impor-
tant offices of the State. They are admitted
into the Council of Ministers; they are Gover-
nors or Prefects ; they are seen in the first rank

. of every branch.of Administration; they even
take a large part in Education. - Beyond this it
is'not possible to go without opening the door for
revolution.

and regulority.  He next proceeds to examine
what wouli] have been the use of a French fleet
in a4 war with Sustria before the introduction of
steam. Trieste and Ragusa might have been
blockaded, a few thousand tons of sugar would
have had to be sent a roundabout way into Aus-
tria at a large expense, and ihe Austrian Lloyd’s
would have been obliged to suspend its lines of
packet-boats—that would have been about the
whole amount of mischief done to Austria by a
fleet. But how stands thé case now? France
has transformed most of her sailing vessels into
screw steammers; her old frigates, the sading
qualities of which are not equal to those required
for stean frigates of the preseat day, have been
turned into steam transports, and there exists a
flotilla of screw corvetltes which can aid mate-
rially in carrying men, horses, and stores. In-
stead of the 60,000 men the allies Janded in the
Crimea, the author now supposes 50,000 men to
be embarked with a full complement of horses,
and this large force to be hovering on the ene-
my’s coast. What can the latter do? How
can he foresee where this force is likely to land ?
Shall he concentrate his forces on the most pro-
bable point?  The French may select another,
and then this concentration is useless. Or, else,
should he detach an ariny strong enough to beat
50,000 Frenchmen to each of the menaced pownts ?
No European power is in a condition to do that.
If the populations of the coast are favorable to
their Government, their condition will for many
days be one of anxiety and suspense ; if unfavor-
able, they will quietly zwait the landing, and then
increase the difficulties of their rulers by insur-
rection. A fleet may also detach their hoats
inta the rivers, and thus carry the war into the
beart of the enemy’s territory. ‘I'he writer now
passes under review the different powers with
which France might possibly have to contend in
her present state of full equipment. Prussia and
Austria are dismissed at once as unable to cape,
for many years to comne, with the navy of Fraace.
Russia, it 1s stated, is in the same case at present,
but she will soon be provided with a respectable
fleet.

Now, in
a contineatal war, there are two cases possible—
either England is the ally of one or more mari-
time powers, and then the weight of her alliance
is decisive ; or else she is at war with one or inore
maritime powers of the Continent, and m that
case she can only acquire an ascendancy over
them by ruining their navies.  Then, of course,
she can do them infinite mischief by ravaging
their coasts, but not by a military invasion ; she
could only carry on a war of annoyance by a
multiplicity of partial expeditions; all ber army
conld be called upon to do would be occupy some
fortified position under the guns of her ships.—
But this is only a possible and not a probable
case. England, in engaging in a continental war,
would probably ensure the services of some allies,
whose armies would then derive immense advan-
tage from her fleets.  The conclusion at which
the author of the article arrives is, that naval
forces will henceforth become indispensable ele-
ments in future continental wars.— Tymes.

AUSTRIA.

Vienna, Manrch, 4.—1In the non-official part
of the Wiener Zeitung of this morning is the
following Ministerial article :—

¢ Tle Imperial Royal Goverament has learned
from Bome, by electric telegrapb, that his emi-
nence the Cardinal Secretary of State (Anto-
nelli) has communicated to the Austrian and
IFrench Ambassadors the wish ot lus Holiness
that the occupation of the domains of the Chureh
by the troops of their respective Sovereigns
should cease in the course of this year. The
Tmperial Royal Government Jooks forward to the
roceipt of a formal (written) communication on
the subject. It is self-understood that as His
Dmperial Royal Apostolic Majesty seat bis troops
in accordance with the wish and at the request of
liis Holiness into the Papal States, in order that
they wight restore order, they will —the express-
ed will of bis Holiness being perfectly decisive
(inassgebend) in this matter—be withdrawn as
soon as the Roman Government ceases to con-
sider their presence necessary to the maintenance
of order.”

By way of supplement to the foregoing it may
be observed that the Austrian troops are not
likely to be withdrawn from the Papal States
until all the usual forisalifies have been gone
through. — Times’ Correspondernt.

The Austrian Government will not, certamly,
be taken by surprise if a war breaks out. Every
preparation bas been made for such a contingen-
cy, and now we read that an Imperial order, ad-
dressed to the Minister of War, commands the
recall of ali furloughed soldiers belouging to the
regiments stationed in Italy. 'This 1s done, we
are further informed, mn consequence of the war-
like preparations of Sardinia.

The Empercr of Austria has made the Pro-
testants 1n Viennz a present of a piece of ground
on which to build their school-house.

Saroizia.—~Tuniy, Marcuy 4.—We are
waitng, impatiently rather than hopefully, to
learn the result of the Cowley mission. Already
private telegrams state that 1t has had but mode-
rate suecess, but we await more authoritative in-
telligence. The wonder of the day is the an-
nounced tnmediate evacwation of the Roman
States.  As people here are persuaded that such
a step wanld be quickly followed by revolution,
they canunt believe that some precautions will
not precade it.  There are various reports afloat
—of Siiss, and even Spaniards, who are to be
sent 1o preserve order in the Papal territories.
The Pope, according to a huge canard that was
lately flying about, will come to Turin for safety.
It must he admitted that there is nn place where
he would be safer, although, doubtless, there are
many he would prefer.

UNITED STATES.

Axn INsBRIATE Asyvivy. — Four Hundred Feuwale
Applicants.—There hos been lately established in
New York a State Inebriate Asylum, and a proposi-
tion was recently made to the Legislature for an ap-
propriation in its behalf. This proposition was un-
successful, but it will doubtless be renewed hereafier.
The New York Journal of Commerce, speaking of
the appalling spread of intemperance, gays that a
large number of eminent names are being erased
from the list of the living, where the true cause of
death is never suspccied by the community at large
(the interposition of surviving friends saving their
memories from indelible disgrace,) died of ¥ delirium
tremens,” being the fearful secret. At least two on
the list of subscribers for the contemplated asylum—
men who stood high in the profession of law and
literature—are already victima to this insiduous de-
stroyer. It has been asserted that men are not to be
found who would voluntarily commit themselves to
an institution for inebriates ; but this is refuted Ly
the fact that almost before the foundation stone was
laid there had been 2800 applicants for admission, of
whom necording to Dr, Turner, Corresponding Se-
cratary of the New York State Iuebriate Asylum,
¢ more than four hundred are women in the high
walks of life educated and accomplished.” There
appears to be no room for reasonable doubt on thig
point.—N. Y. Paper.

A shoc-pegging machine bas recently been in-
vented in Massachusetts.
