BOSNIA.
A telegraphic despatch fro Ithe Austrian authori-

ties ait Agrain announces that great cruelties are beinc-
committed on the Christian inhabitaints of Bosnia, by
the Turkish police, on pretence of forcing them t u
betray the biding place of the outlatied rebel chief-
tain, Aie Kedic, who wanders about in the forests
with a few adierents, and now and then appears at
the ouse of sanie Christain t extort by force saine
food, iwhich nobodyl Jares to give ta himr. A certain
Adzic of Billiac scours the district of the Kraina
initia a band of thirty police soldiers, and altitougli
the Christians assure hii that Aie Kedic ias already
gone te another part of the country, they are beaten
wivth a thieka scourge to extort confessions of con-
nivance at bis conceanent. A priest named Ragaz
iras se severely scourged, that his lif eis despaired f.
Sema peasants have been ung up ta trees by the
feet, and beaten till the beood ran in streams.. On
the 10th inst., a fanily of eight persans took rufugne
on Austrian territory, in consequence cf Adzie's
savage treatment; and many would follo did they
not fear being csent back. -

HOUSE OF LORDS-Jaek 17.
DEFEAT OF TJE JEWs5 nILL.

The second reading of the Oaths of Abjuration
(Jews) Bill was moved by the Lord Chancellor, who
dwelt upon the national rigits of Erntisi-born Jews ta
equal privileges with their fellow-subjects, and bore
testimony tl thie loyalty and general good conduct of
the class ie sougit to enfranchise. He urged, in an-
swer t the objection that the Jews was under the ban
of the Almighty, that Divine vengeance had alivays
fallen upon those mwho sougit lo adblto the piunishamet
of the 1-ebrewns, particularly reminding their lordships
of the case of Pharaoh, whose chastisemrenithe advised
them to-avoid. Recommendin them ta leave Provi-
dence te carry out its owi wor.Î, ho allaged that man
could do nothing towards bringing about lie accomp-t
lisiment of prophecy, but that hI s best course was t
airait ils fulfilmét, in the mean time doi ng ail ief
could t alleviate human sutfering (hear).

THE CENSIS.
The grand result of the Irish census realizes the

darkest foreboding. The anticipatory statement pub-
lislhed in the Times yestarday, cannot be very wide
of the mark, for the returns are now complete from
ail the counties but one. - The report about to b
publisiedi will, it is said, show Iathat the actuail popula-
tion of the island is little in excess of 6,500,000.
The aggregate returns of the tiree preceding cen-
suses were-S,17 5 ,12 4 in 1841, 7,767,401 in 1831,
and 6,801,827 in 1821. It is nowv understood that
the returns for 1831 and 1821 iwere exaggerated :
still tiere can b little doubt tiat the population of
Ireaid is not greater no'thlan it was thirty years
ago ; and it is certain that it las diminished by a full
atillion and a half during the last ten years.

The details of the census are yet uknown, but
severai important facts nay be regarded as ascer-
tained. 'There i-s a great diminution in 'héi number
of iouses as well as of rinabitants. There is a de-
crease in the population of every county excejpt
Dublin. There is an increase in aill the toins,
amorunting in Belfast to 32 per cent, and in Gahvay
to no less than 43 per cent. The enigration fron
Great Britain and Ireland during the last ten years
amîounitel to 1,49-1,786 persons; anti of those it is
estinated that nearly ninetenths rwere Irisi. Of the
Irish emigration the far greater part tas consisted of
adults in the prime of life; it lias therefore contributed
to reduce hie population by retarding increase almost
as muci as by actual diminution. It is clear, too,
that the Irish element in the population of England
and Scotland, has considerably increased oflate years.
These facts, combined with the augmented pooulation
of the Irish ltowns, wouald see to indicate, thant not-
mvitlstanding ithe awful ravages of the years of famine
and pestilence, " evictions" have liad quite as much
to do with the unpeopliug Of Ireland as either hunger
or disease.

It js appalling to reflect on the amount of suffering
and anisery whtici ias brought about tiese results.
The mortality amng Irnsh enngrants on siipboard, la
Canada and Nie Brunswick, and at New York, was
for three or four years scarcely less in amount, and
more terrible in fori, than in Ireland itself. The
surcharge of destitute Irish familles l ithe most
squalid and unhealthy quarters of English and Scotch
towns, and tliir accumulation la -Trihi tors lwere,
(except lu Belfast,) there is no enmployment for tlium,
s sugestive of unages of ieartrenJind distress. The

folly and apathy of iong years of bacl govcrnment
ani socali minanagement, hava taen? awfelly
visitecl on t/rat ill-fated country.

The past,however, except for purposes of varning,
is past for ever. Lamentation over it is vain ; prac-
tical amendment is iat the painful contemplation
ouglat to urge us to. 'he decimation of the iniabi-
tants of Ireland bas rendered their case more manage-
able. Deati and dispersion have been busiest anmong
the classes who were least susceptible of change. The
band cannot noi be said to i overpeopieti; ant as
Ille proportion of the very old .and the very Young
among the remnant is unuîsually large, the increase
among thle "mere Irish cannot for some years be
very rapid. No' i the time for promoting rwitl
effect, earnest and judicious measures for elevahtig the
social condition of the ihabitants of tie sister island.
-Spectator.

As the law stood hithert ithe yearly tenant could not
bu ejected, nor couid his house be levelled aid his
family driven to the dcitch-side for shelter,.unless the
lanilord had givean him a six months'" notice to quit"
as the prelimiary and basis of the ejeciment process.
By the recent vote of the honse, tiis safeguard lias
been removed, and the yearly tenant iay be ejectet
vitliout the customary cnotice," and by as rapid and

inexpensive a process as the most approvei extermi-
nator could devise. This is one amendment which
mittisters found time to iatroduce, and for whichiliey
easdiy procured an overwlelming majority of vites.-
By another division on Saturday last the miuusters
carried, by a majority of nine to one, a vote denylig
to the Irish tenant the guarante against unfair or
wianton eviction seeured to the Englisi tenant by the
provision that ejectment suils in certain of thIe courts
must be tried by a jury.-Did>lin Freeman.
