My Dear Sir,—As [ understacd that you bLave in-
rited the Rev. Samuel G. Potter to preach in your
chuareh next durday, I regret to say that I feel it my
duty to inhibit him from doing go, upon account of
the eermon preached by him in Down Cathedral on
the 12th of July, us I consider ita tone aud language
ns reported io the Downpatrick Recorder, calculated
to stir up rather than allay religions animosities be-
tween us and our Roman Catholie brethren.

It has been my heartfelt desire end constant ob-
ject to promote brotlerly love among all seets of
Christians throughout my diocese, in which object, I
rejoice to say, I have had the co-operation of my
clergy, and it would be a source of deep regret to me,
and equally so, I am sure, to all right-miuded persons,
were these kindly feelings whicl are springing up
amougst us to be checked or imperilled by a repeti-
tion, trom a pulpit in Belfuat, of the language and
sentiwents reported to be used by Mr. Potter in
Downpatrick, or those which he subsequently em-
bodied in a letter recently published by bim.

Under these circumstances, my duty, though pain-
ful, i3 clear, and [ must in consequence inform you
that I cannot cousent to Mr. Potter officiating in Bel-
fast. I feel assured that you will respect, even
should you not concur in my views, and that this ex-
preasion of my opinion will obvinte the necessity of
any more formal intimation.

But the Government and Legislature
wont ndmit the fact; st least, they give it the lie hy
their conduct. While the public organs and the ac-
credited Judges of the country are proclaiming Tre-
land's peaceful condition, Government persisis in
treating the country as if crimes were frequent, the
public peace insecure, its people lawless, and riot-
ously dangerous. The fact is, that even when well-
couducted, to a degree to elicit alike the preises of
friends aud foes, the Irish people are condemned to
be treated in an imsulting and exceptional way. It
ia not alone that Irishmen in Ireland are deprived of
an opportuaity of joiaing in defence ot their coun-
try in Volunteer array, but there. is to superadded,
the direct and degrading insult of putting them under
the control of a Crime and Outrage Bill. How go
on things in England ? What have the people done
bere to show them more capable of rightly bearing
arms than the people across the channel ?  Is crime
proportionately less here ?

There
Baron Martin, & Judge of great eminence and great
experience, one not to be frightened at a trifie, ex-
presses the deep horror which he experienced from a
perusnl of the calendar before Lim, He bad never
geen anythieg like it. Crimes of blood, crimes
against the marringe tie, crimes against charity,
crimes of violence and robbery combined, the lead-
ing crimes, in fine, which disgrace humanity, were
reprusented there. On the list were to be found,
amongst others, five cnses of bigamy, seventeen
cases of burglary, five cages of stabbing, ten cnses
of msanslaughter, and seven cases of mmurder. And
when it is recollected that sessions, justices and lo-
cal magisteates are continually sitting in the exer-
cise of an extended jurisdiction to try crime, and
when it is recollected that there i3 & second assize
towo in the county of Lancaster, that catalogue dis-
closes o state of public morals frightful indeed.~
Compared with the condition of things which itindi-
cates, that of the [rish people is innocence itself.—

Dear Sir—I have to thank you, not ouly for your
pamphiet, La Question Irlunduise, which you bave
been so good as to present me, but also for the com-
plimentary terms which you apply to my public
character and conduct.

I am bappy to be able to assure you in sincerity
that I consider this, your recent work, to be one of
the best statements within & short compaass of the
cnse of Ireland that I have ever seen.

1 can assure you also, that, though I am not one
of those who desire to witness an invasion of this
country by France (believing that such an invasion
would be disastre s to both France and Ireland), I
yet ardentlv desire that friendly sympathies and
active intercommunication should continually exist
between the French nation and the people of Ireland.

Whether it be our destiny to remain politically in-
corporated with England, or to re-establish a do-
mestic parliament in connection with the crown of
England, or to acquire an independent existence az a
nation, under any of these contingencies it is de-
sirable that we should find in the French peopie
sympathisers and allies.

We are Labitually misrepresented and calumniated
by the English press, and as foreigners seldom see
the Irish newspapers, it is of the utmost imporlance
to us that foreign writers who, like you, take the
trouble to investigate facts should be ready to vin-
dicate our charrcler aud our claims, and thus ip-
duce the public opinion of Europe to reader justice
to us.

T am happy to find that the conditions, rights, and
prospects of the Irish people are becoming more than
at any former period a subject of discussion in
France. My friend Mr. Leonard has dome much
towards bringing about this resalt, Being always in
Paris he i3 able to supply correct inforination to
many influential foreigners who might otherwise be
misled by the representations of the Znglish press.
The translation of your pamphlet has beenread by
many theusands in this conntry.

There are many points of affinity between the
French and the Trish character, and the traditions of
this country lead a large portion of my conntrymen
to entertain towards France sentiments of affection
and gratitnde.

You may therefore rely upon the existenco of a
dispositiva on the part of the Irish people to appre-
cinte your desire te champion their rights and to de-
fend theic character.

Lerchiefs, and the most intense excitement prevailed ;
foralthough there is really little danger, yet accidents
sometimes happeu, and in every casethe passengers
w by try this mode of locomotion, for the first time,
bave to hrace themselves up to keep their footing.
Luckily the Prinee's erib went well, followed by that
containing the membersof the Press. All felt de-
dighted. After the rapid descent, the eribs floated in-
s the eentre of the bay, and there found themselves
serosded by w buwmlred birch encoes munued by
pemberers. The Pritee got into one alone, the restof
Lig svite nnd newspaper reporters with others inllow-
¢d, and all were paddled io a beautiful island in the
centee of the lnke. There 1hey variously eronlored

The latler howerer were not to be balked of,
or frustrated in their original design of insulting
their Papist (ellow-citizens. To make ‘the old
Orange slogan - 4 Uloody end to the Pope’—
ring in the ears of the inferior ruce, mith the
heir apparent himself following in their wake,
was a prospect too dear to Orange hearts to be
easily abandoned. They would not yield ; they
would not abandon their Orange Processions ;—
they would uot pull down their Orange Arches,
If the Prince and his suite did not relish these
demonstrations, they might go elsewhere, for the
loyal Orangemen did not care o ace tbem—
Such was the spirit, such the L . wge in which
the wish of our Royal guest we ceesved by the

i pronunent figure. ¢ [le did not care for the
| Duke, or aoy other ; he would wove that the
‘ Counct! present uo Address unless the Prince
lasded.  The Prince should put up witliour pre~
judices, and not we with his.  He would take up
a musquet in the Queen’s service as soon as any
inan, but, under the circumstances, rather than
give way he would say—* Prince, pass us bye’
—uand, under the same circumstances, be wouldl
say the same even to Her Majesty.,”  This will
suffice, and is a fair specimen ol Orange loyalty, |
and the general sentiments of the Orangewen of
Upper Canada.  After an angry debate,a Com-
wittee was named to confer with the Orange-
men ; though the proper course for the Council
io have adopted would have been to order the
immnediate destruction of all the Orange Arches,
and other partisan demeonstrations, upon the
streets, or public thoroughfares of the ecity.—
With the tomfoolery of the Orangemen in thewr
private domtciles, the Council could bave no
right to interfere ; but over the public thorough-
fares, and on City property, ifs authority was ab-
solute, unquestionable, and should have been vi-
gorously exercised.

PROTEST AGAINST THE ORANGE ARCH.
DEPUTATION APPOINTED To WAIT OX THR DUKE OF

of Toronto, called by advertisewent nnd placards

At this very time
the Home Governmen: was engapged passing laws
againgt Orapgemen, und party emblems, and party
tuces, and it would be very inconsistent in the Duke
of Newcastle and the Prince, if they gave formal re-
coguition here ta & body that was being denounced
by the authorities of the Empire at home. If the
memorisl was oot responded to in the way they de.

Urangemen.  (Cheers.) Father Walsh concluded
by urging upon his hearers quiet and peaceable be-
huviour, whatever might be the issue of their remon-
strunce, 50 that they might zot, he said, place them-
selves on u level with those who flaunted yellow eo-
lours in the face of the mid-duy sun  (Cheers.)

Mon. Mr. Elmsley taen stepped forward to move
the firag resolution.

The Comwmittee appointed on Mon-
day then waited on the Muyor, 1o see whether i Ins
capacity of Chief Hagisirate he could not puta stop
to what might cause a disturbuuce of the peace, and
perhaps bloodehed. Tliey asked--" Will your Wor-
ship prevent this being put up?” He replied that ke
would, as far as his magisterial powers would gn.
They should not forget their friends, and he (Mr.
Elmsley) hoped that if the Mayor agaiw presented
himself for their suffrages, they would remeraber that
circumstance. (Applause). Yesterday morning the
Mayor being infurmed that ground had been hroken
for the erection of the arch. went to the spotani or-
dered the men away. The Board of works were
theo applitd 1o, and they gave their sanction to the
Orangemen going on with tlie crection of theirareh,
in spite of the Mayor, and unfortunately cur wunivi-
pal regulations are such, that the Mayor was obliged
to krouckle under, not beiug able 1o do nvything
more in the matter.

The reaolution was puat to the meeling
and carried.

On motion of Mr. O'Donchos, the chair was then
vacated by Father Walsh, and haviug been taken by
Me, W. J. Macdonald, a vote of thanks was tender-
ed to Father Walsh for bis conduct in the chair.

js that Colonel Franconniere, nide-de-camp to Prince
Napoleon, who is nosw in Turin, was bearer of an au-
tograph letter from the Freneh Emperor to Vietor
Emmanuel, wirsiog him to be careful what he did,
that if he provoked o collizion with Austria hemust
Dot reckon on assistance from France, whiech Power,
bound by the treaty of Zurich, would not interfere in
bis behnlf. A well known follower of Garibaldi is
reported to have snid, when lately in Paris, that his
thief intended to liberate Venice from Pesth. Tl
must mean, if it be really Garibaldi’s idea, a course
of action on & scale and of a nature such as I do not
think has as yet been anticipated. - There are points
of the Austrinn coust of the Adriatic where a land-
jng could be far more easily effected than at strong-
y-fortified Venice, anl whence the Sicilian army
amight extend a haud to }Mungarian ingurgents. Wi-
wme s but n moderate distunce from Ancona. The
report of & mission of General Fleury to Rome to as-
certain whetber Lamoriciere's army is in a condition
1o contend against Garibaldi's forees, iz discredited
and in 8]l probability was entircly da-stitnte of foun-
dation.

Tun Hanvesr ox tur CoxTuimkr, -- The KLcho
Agrirole gives the folle wing short summary of the
accounts received from the countries in the South of
Burope, where the harvest i: terminated :— I [taly,
it iz only in the rortt -hat the cvop of whent is sa-
tigfcrory ; in'Lomburdy -t iz-middiing, anJ in the
provinces of Modewa, Parms, and Bologon, indiffer-
ent.

In Spain, the harvest in the two Castilles
and La Muaoehna hos beeu satisfactory, but in Anda-
lusis the quantity has not equalled expectation. Ac-
counts from Odessa and the whole Polish provinces
give reason to hope that the crop of wheat will be
excellent’ ’

GERMANY.

At Toplitx the Auatrian Emperor prevailed upon
the Regeat of Prussin to agree to the following ba-
aig ot “ non-intervention” in Italy. It being noto-
rioua that Gearibaldi, having gained possession of the
Neapolitan fleet, intends 1o sttack Venice, there must
ensue war between ‘Austris and [taly, The former
power asks no assistance from Prngsin while the war
i3 confined to these two combstants, But if other
great Powers interfere, then Germany 1s to support
Austrin in the maintonance of the rights guarantecd
10 her by treaties.

After this it scems that Austric felt strong enough
1o send a note to the Government of Turin declariog
that in the event of Garibaldi taking possession of
the kingdom of Naples, or organizing .o expedition
againat the Austrian possessions, Aasicia will not
wait for the attack, hut will proceed to meet the Ga-
ribsldimas on whatever point of the mainland may

| be necessary.—-As-thi

In the preseace of
such daogers we cannod wonder at the suppression
of hostile journals, st the ordersto fire upon all
Garionldinus that may sttempt & landing- on the
main land, st orders being despatched -to Baron
Winspere to leave Turin if his negotiations had not
by thas time borae any feuit, at rumours of a modifi-
cation of the Ministry, of an adjournment of the elec-
tious, and la3idy, of the proclusmativn of a state of
giege. 'Tliese measures at least seem some improve-
ment on the imbeeilicy which has hithurto character-
ised the evurse of the Governnent

The BEmperor of Auaatria, havizg plaated his uail
80 true, anid driven it 30 deep, seeins determined to
keep hitting it on the head, till he is enabled to
clinch it. At a dinner following the joauguration
of tne Munich and Saizbury Railway, Angust 12th,
the Bmperur, in proposing the health of the Kiug of
Bavaria, suid that in bis frieadly feelings he included
all Germnn sovercigns, and especinlly the Regent of
Prussin, whoge hauda he had lately jprasped to
strengthen the unanimity of sentiment which brought
them together, and concluded with the words,
- Long live the unisy of the princes and peoples of
Germany.' The King of Bavaria, in reply, hailed
with joy the late meeting of the twy Rulers, which
he declared 10 be o guaranies for German uaity, and
therein for the puwer sad strength of Germuny.—
Count Reciburgz haz added the diplomatic seal to
these enunciations, in a noie which communricates the
complete establisbment of an understanding between
Austrin and Prussia on all great questions of Euro-
pean policy, as well w3 on questions specinlly refer-
ring to the affuirs of (ermany.

Now, thereiure, the disturber ot the peace of
Europe will have his necount to setile with a uaited
cunfederation of 10,000,000 men.  And in the parti-
cular poliey which Austirin i3 forced to adopt with
regard to Naples, she is sure to hase the sywmpathy
of Russia, & reconcilintion with which Power is not
impossible through the intervention of Prossin. The
asanssination of Prince Daniel, of Montenegro, at
Cattaro, lxst Sunday may afford opportunity for
mutual courtesies and concessions between these
Pawers.

In presence of these events we cannot wonder at
Napoleon turning once more to the English Alliance
But his advances do pot seem to be met with any
great cor jality by onr Ministry. Lovrd John Russell
for instance, he= rejected bis proposition for the ad-
mission ¢~ Spain ae. 0 grent Power at the Buropean
board. F awsiu, on Protestant grounds has doue the
same, Auswinonly accepts, provided it is not made
& precedent for introducing Piedmont there tuo.
Thus thwarted abroad, the Emperor at home has the
mortification of sceing M. Jules Faure elected taton-
nier of the Paris bar. But he cousoles himself by
telling the 6,000 men whom he sends out to Syriy,
thet  aough they are so few, yec they may rest as-
su.-d that the French flag never goes forth ‘without
a x- tcause going before it, and a great nation fol-
law: . cloge after it. .

A Heutenant of an Awstrian regiment 1n Bohemia
has invented o new cannon, which, in the opinion of
conouisseurs, far gsurpasses the Armstrong and Wait-
worth guns for precision., range, streogth, and ra-
phdity in Joading, as proved by tie experiments made.

Queey Vicrorta’s visiT To BERLIN. —A letter from
Ostend says:—

% The Prince Regent of Prussia is expected to stay
in this town till the S$th v 10th of next month, about
whieh time the Queer of Fuigland is Lo como lhere on
ber way to Berlin, to act as godmother to the infant
of the Prince aud Princess Frederick Willinm. Her
Majesty is o bz sccompanried to Berlin by the Prince
Regent, sud the ceremony of Baptism i3 expected to
take place on the 12th September.

1TALY.

S0 swift, steady. and unbroken has been the
acdvance of the Re:olutiunary flood for so mapy
weeks, that men hé:1 almost renounced the idea that
any check was pos-ioie. This week has been con-
spicuous for the first sywjtoms of & change. All
Europe has been agitated by a succession of reports
that Ausiriz was about to quit that attitude of pas-
sive resignation and acquiescence in the progress of
evil which it has maintained since the disaster of
Solferino, and the pence of Villafranca. None of
these reports have us yet been confirmed, but it has
every where been assumed that, however erroneous
they might be in detail or in form, they contained
the cssentin]l elements of truth. Thus it has been
stated and denied that Austris had transmitted o
note to Piedment announcing that the iavasion of
Naples hy Gnribaldi would be treaied #8 a casns
belli; and that, as the invesion of Venelia bad
been avowed to be vne of the Freebooter’s designs,
Austrin would march ber forces to repel the
jnvader wherever he might land in Italy. There
is, of course, no +onbt thbat the open and uo-
torious embarkation of thousands upon thousands
of Piedmonlese subjects from Piedmontese harbors,
to assist (raribaldiin the conquest of Sicily, and
tho invasion of Ituly, with the avowed purpose of
attacking Austrin in Venetin ns soon as Naples and
Rome should be rediced, iz, according to the law of
nations, a perfect justification for o declaration of
war by Augiria against Piedmoent. Other accounts
gpenk of « diplomatic note forwarded by the Aus-
trinn Government to its Ministers at atl the Courts,
announecing the intention of pratecting Rome and
Naples against invasion from Sicily, The precise
truth is a3 yot enknowo, hut enough hag trenspired
to muke a chapge in the current of men's thoughts,
1o cause & Leavy fall in the public funds of Burope
in noticipaticu of another great war, and to revive
the hopes of thoze who had almost begun to despair
of seving any cfectual resistance to the onward
march of the Revolution. Tt i3 quite certain that
the conquest of Naples is resolved on, whether it is
to be accomplished by an armed invasion and a vic-
tory over the Royal forees, or by a landing in the
Neapolitan dominions, fcllowed by the desertion of
the Royal troops and an insurrection of the people,
or by the nssembly of & Revolutionary Pa:liament
and the deposition of the lawful Sovereign. Thisia
to be the next act of the Revolutionary drama, and
it will bring un the crisia.  According Lo some it is
already arcanged that General de Lamoriciers will
defend the Pupal territories by attacking the in-
vaders of Naples: and all accounts agree as to the
marvellaus energy and gkill with which that Cham-
pion ot the Cross is training, organising, and. mar-
shalling his troopa for a decisive encounter. . Mean-
while Piedmont is preparing. for battle, is raising
vast Jevies, fortifying cities, storing magazizes, and
accumalating artillery and firearras.— Tublet. .

Aceording to an extract from the Turin Military

A letter from Turin in the Debals says : —

“ The expeditions of volunteers from Genon are
made publicly. The volunteers march through the
streets with their ofticers at their head, and drums
beating ; they are even in uniform, but withoutarma.
They halt before the house of Dr. Bertani, where they
receive their pry ; after which they are embarked in
commercial steanmers. All thiz ocenra as publicly.as
possible. ‘The number of voluateers who have left
Geneu for Sicily is 22,000. ‘

In the Dnchies and in the Legutions annexed to
Piedmont there is universal discontent and disgust
at the present state of things. Criminals go un-
puuished, while the . Bishops and Priests are perse-
cuted. But only those Ecclesiastics sulfer who are
fzithful 10 their Church and thewr God. Victor Em-
manuel has ordered the Minister of Public Worship
to distribute grants and pensions to such Priests as
have been suspended by their Bishops for their con-
duct since the Revolntion. The expense is to be met
out of the sequestrated Church property. In the
‘Dachy of Modena several professorships and the di-
rection of several educational establishments have
been piven to suspended Priests. Such masters find
apt scholars. At one of the late public feasts in
Modena the astonished population read the following
inscription, inscribed by the scholars on a brilliant
transparesey :—* Vogliamo la vera Religione senza
Preti” ¢ We wans true Religion without either
Pope or Priests.” ‘

A letter from Bologns, dated August 3, published
in the Jrmonia, tells of o Belgian servant, aged 31,
of thie name of Pierre Joseph Vermote, who was in
the service of an English family at the Hotel Brn,
The family had been at Rome, and Vermote had a
number of little brass medals blessed by the Pope,
representing the Apostles SS. Peter and Paul, on
one side, and Pius IX. on the other. He wore oune
of these on the chain of his watch. The servants of
the Hotel noticed it, and Vermote nade each of them
a present of a medal. The police learned it, and
immediately lie was imprisoned in the cachols of the
Great Tower. Aifl lis effects were geized, so that,
but for the charity of the jsilor, who lent him a shirt
he could not even have a change ot linen. The cause
of this treatment was, that the authorities suspected
him of being *a Jesuit in disguise.” After eleven
weeks of suffering and suspense he was set at liber-
ty on August 1, without any sentence having de-
ciared bim either innocent or sufficiently punished.
This is the liberty which the Libernls hawe establish-
ed in Bologna.—-Tablel. K

He i3 now with the centre of the army, ex-
amining thefleldworks and inspecting the numerous
cerps he has posted en echellon along the frontier of
Tuscany and the Romagna. He recently had a long
interview with a foreign general, supposed to be in
the service of Austria ; but of the object of the con-
ference nothing has transpired. Lamoriciere scarcely
gives breathing time to his men; he marches and
couutermnrches them for the double purpose of ex-
ercising the troops and deceiviag the Italians as to
their exact number. He orders eartbworks and bat-
teries to be constructed, then suddenly demolishes
them to throw up others elsewhere. He thus keeps
the officers of artillery and engineers continually in
motion. He sees all and directs all himself.-

This does not
show that we [tnliaans have so much confidence in
the futare of Piedmontas you Euglish entertain.—
You will be glad to hear that his Holiness displays a
hervic deterreination to go through this crisis un
flinchingly, and that his health is, thavk God, good.
I know you would wish to be informed as to our
crops. Well, here in Central Italy, we havehad a
wrotched summer and very unhealthy; as yet we
have had no hot weather at all, The wheat ecrop
was supposed to be a most abundant one, but it did
not thrash cutso well; on the whole, however, the
wheat crop in this part of Central Italy is good.—
The maize, or Indian corn, is expected to be a good
crop. The grapes are not plenty, but they propose
to be large and full, if nothing should injure them
before the vintage. We expect a large crop of olives
and quantities of acorns, oo which we feed almost
entirely our pigs.

Tus Massacues I8 Syria.—A Paris leiter in the
Independunce sn -s:--* Great agitation against Turkey
appears to prevail in some parts of the Russian Em-
pire, and particulary at Moscow, The correspondent
of & merchant in Paris mentions in his letters that
the Greek clergy are preaching upa holy war, and
crying out for the Russians to march at the same
time as the French to avenge Christian blood, The
agitation is said to bave become so grert amoong the
inhabitants of Moscow that the authorities, who had
‘not o first done anything to impede these manifest-
-ations, have since recommend the clergy to be more
moderate in their language. Accounts from Odessa
also state that preparations for armament are there
beicg made secretly,- and that an aide-camp of the
Emperor recently arrived in that port with private
instructions for the governor.

CRIMES OF THE SAXON.
(From the Drogheda Argus.)

What a spectacie to the world does Eagland
exhibit at the present moment, s0 steeped are
the mass of her population in every conceiv-
able and disgnsting crime. England, which sends
sends missionaries to all purts of the world where
heathenism prevails, is at this very moment sinking
in &ll the abominations of wickedness which the
most depraved mind can conceive ; in all the mazes
of hideousness which the depraved nature of man
could at all conceive in his frail mind. How fright-
ful are the crimes which have been committed in
that country within the last few weeks—orimes
which make the very blood chill within us, when
contemplating the hideous record which every as-
gizes present. Burglaries, violent assanlis of every
kind, and murders, are crimes a8 common as those
of a ligihter character; and so uumerous nre they
that at every asAizes the calendar in cach "court is
generally so large, that it takes n judge often a
month to dispose of it. No assizes calendar is scen
free from a homicide of some dreadful kind ; that is
a crime so, indigenous to the pious Saxon, that there
would be tpo mach cause for rejoicing, if it were not
perpetrated to adorn an agsige list. We will put a
question to our readars, and we defy the very oldest
among them—-and we have many readers atau ad-
vanced age—to aaswer it in the aflirmative, The
question which we put to our readers 1s thisg—* Have
they ever heard or rend of a judge having been pre-
sented, within the last century, with a pair of white
gloves, the cmblem of 4 maiden assizes, in any part
of England 7" We do not limit the time to nny man's
personal knowledge of the fact, we give him to a
date long anterior to when he was born; and yot we
defy any man to show a chronicle of any maiden
assizes having occurred in England within the past
bundred years. Crime is so genial to the English
mind; the lower population there are so uchased,
and g0 brantalised in their habits ; so ignorant of 1he
precepts of religion which alone can imbue the
mind with right ideas of morality, that crime hag
become with them a depraved accomplisliment.

What a contrast does there at this mon-nt appenr
between Ireland and England? The one religious
and moral, with a population as peaceable as could
be found in the world ; the other with a name which
calls forth the reprobation of Europ:, on account of
her manry heinous cfimes against both Guq‘?nd man.
At the nssizes throughout the country, which have
just terminated, the judges had the plaasure of .con-
gratuluting the grand juries everywhere on the com-
paratively great absence of ‘crime, particularly of a
heinous or agrarian character From Cork to Derry,
and from Louth to Galway, the peon of rejoicing
went forth, the judicial funciionaries enjoying o
species of pleasure tour on each circuit. What an
answer was this to the calummies of the Times,
which has denounced Irelnnd asa ration of mur-
derers.

who could murder a helpless child in the desd of
night, possibly when it was fast asleep, and. ivoapa-
ble of making any noise.. What cvidence does not
this case reveal of the social state of England? s
it not one of the many crimes which reveal them-
selves from day to day, proving how dreadful is the
state of Raglish society. Ts it not quite common 1o
read in the newspapers of wothers poisoning ther
children ; husbands killing their wives, and wives
slaying their husbands? How frequently do we
read in the English jourvala of a family bemg
broken up through the destruction of one of ite mem.
bers by another. And then only look st . . re-
ports in the Témes of the trials in the Divorce Cuart -
how disgusting, how abominable, how revolting are
the facts us uubluskingly related in the columns of
that jourual. In fact, let a gentleman but read the
police reports in that journnl, and be will find in
them sufficient evidence to convince him of the
hideous state into which the English population have
falleo, In the whole world 2t the present moment
we believe, there cannot be found, living ia 1he
midst of civilisation a jeople so steeped in misery
and crime us the lower class of England ; they out-
vie in wickedness the natives of Babglon, and in
misery the savages of North Awmerica.

Ansricax OitizeNs Iy Panris.—A case of greas
importance to American citizens of foreign birth from
the continent of Europe, und particularly Frauce, has
just been decided by the French tribunals. A na-
tive of the department of the lower Rhine, named
Michae] Zeitor, emigrated wbile yet a boy to the U.
States, where he became a naturalized citizen al the
oroper time and in dug form of law. In France his
name bad been enrolled for conscription oun the re-
gister, and when he reached the ay " military ser-
vice the lot fell upon him tr serv.. Being absent,
the police were directed to scize him whenever they
might find him.  An opportunity at length pre-
sented itgelf. Zeitor, htile dreaming what was in
store for bim, returned to see the spot where he fiest
drew breath, It was at Welssenberg., He was ar-
rested as o deserter from the army. Mr. Faulkner,
the American Minister at Paris demarded his releass
as a right, on the ground that there was no servies
due from him of s emigration, and that havieg re-
nounced his allegiance to France it has now no
claim upon him, and his undivided allegiance is dae
tothe land of his adoption The French tribunal has
proncunced in favor of the claim of the Amencan
Minister, and Zeitor has been discharged. = This case
is highly important, as the releage of the prisoner
was claimed as a right, and it will therefore serve as
a precedent not only in France, but on the continent
of Europe generally. ‘

Tag Cavuses or Daatn.—Out of 100 deaths in
Eogland and Wales in 1858, the last year for which
the cnuses of death have been examined, twenty-five
were from zymotic disenses, nineteen from constita-
tional disease and three from accidental or other
violence. Zymotic diseases wern exceedingly fatal,
especially scarlating, hich, with ils auxiliary dip-
theria® caused 30,317 ueaths. Smallpox and measles
destroyed —the one 6,460 lives, the other 9,271. Sy-
philitic diseases killed 1,006 persons, above %00 of
them infants, whe roceived it as their only inherit-
ance. Want was rec led as the cause of denth in
sixty-iwo instances; but, observes Dr. Farr, in how
many more it was the real, though unavowed syurce,
or support of fatal disease, it was impossible that re-
gister-bcoks could reveal, Almost 1,000 children
died from want of brenst milk. * Alcobolism” de-
stroyed 7" persons, the deaths of 288 being expressly
referred 1o intemperance, and 424 more vaguely {0
delirium tremens.  Io the second class—the constitu-
tional~which includes tubercular diseases, it is found
tliut the rate of mortnlity from phythisis in London
and in the Welsh division was nearly the same,
though the two districts differ widely in 1mportant
circumstances ; but other pulmunary diseases—bron-
chitis, pueumonia, asthma, &c., were more than three
times as faotul in London as in Wales. Ju the third
clags—local disenses~ there was & clear increase in
the affections of the brain, the heart, the lungs, and
the kiduneys: & very remarkable decrense in phleg-
mon. ln the fourth class—~ developmental disenses—
there was a1 inerease in the deaths from old age,
caused by ‘he cold of the winter, 3,131 mothers
died frow child bearing, a counsiderablo increase of
mortali-- supposed to be caused partly by the gene-
ral unhe Jlihiness of the year, and partly by priva-
tions oceasioned by the distress resulting from the
commercinl crisis at the close of 1857.  There were
six disenses, cach of which killed nbove 25,000 per-
souns in the year —phythsis, 50,442 ; searlatina, 30,
317; bronchitis, 29,093 ; atrophy and debility, 26-
860 ; penumonis, 26,486 ; couvulsions, 25,488 (cbil-
dren).
