_HQOW PRUTESTANT ASCENDENCY WAS ES-
TABLISHED IN IRELAND.
(From the Dublin Review, November, 1860.)
We continue extracts from the Dubleie He-
wviet in Mustranon of the merciful, and Christian
spirit of Protestantism.  To spread the blessings
of the Protestant Faith in Ireland, the following
were the evangelical metbods resorted to :--

Eundeavours were made to invalidate all grants to
the owners of the land? of Qonnaught after the time
of Elizabeth.

ons inte the helpless wretiches!” And then 1his
canting scoundrel had the blasphemy to write to his
English parlinment, givivg ** to God alope the glory”’
of the aellish deeds which be bad himself enacted ;
and that purliament appointed a day of thanksgiving
for, and sent its approval to the Lord Lientenant of
Ireland, of the Execution done at Drogheda.

Depopulated by fire nnd sword, robbed and e-
spoiled o estates, woods, and chattels, bus not yet
Wexterminated,” those who submitted @id so with
transporintion as the alternative, and in one year
2%7.000 men were sent off.

Those found in any
other part of the kingdom after that date, man, wo-
‘man, or ckild, was to be killed by any one who met
them. And then was Ireland pacified, and theo did
Cromwell’s soldiers divide Ireland amougst them-
selves, the whole County of Tipperary being wisely
regserved for the  Regicide himself. **He made a
wilderness and called it peace!” Respecting Wex-
ford, hear Dr. Lingard. ¢ No distinction was mude
between the defenceless iphabitant and the armed
soldier ; nor could the shrieks and prayers of 300 fe-
maler; who had gathered round the great cross,
preserve them from the swords of these ruthless bar-
barinns.

Tue Irisy QuestioN.—Mr. John Martin resumes
his correspondence with Mr. Smith O'Brien on the
subject of an juvasior uf Ireland by France. KHis
speculations on the resnlt of a war between Prance
and England, so far as Ireland i3 concerned, arc
contaived in the following extract from the lutter:—
“I say, thep, if war should break out beiween
France and England, and if the French Emperor
should consider it his iaterest to invade Ireland for
the purpose of that war, I thick he wonld deal
honourably and generously with the Trish people.
Certainly, French policy (a3 you remark), like the
policy of all nations, is selfish. Certainly, it is the
interest of France that the French Bmperor is bound
not to consuit the interest of us Irizh. But if nis
Government considered it good policy for France to
expel the Englizsh power from Ireland, why should
not Louis Napoleon ally himself to the cause of Ire-
land, just 03 Louis XVI. allied himself to the re-
volted Americans in order to expel the English
power from the State. And werebe to ally himself
10 the cause of Ireland, he would adhere to his en-
gagements with the same firmness and good faith
with which Louis XVI. supported the cause of the
United States. What might be the fortune of such a
war jtis notfor me to speculate. 1tis enough to
say thut the parties concerned, and, above all, the
people of Ireland, ought to coosider well the nnture
of the quarrel, the interest at stake, the forces to be
counted upon, and to judge for themselves ns wisely
as they can ; and may God avert from our uchappy
country the horrors of civil warl”

With regard to the Trish politienl * situation” in
its present aspect and condition, Mr. Martin
BRYS:—

“A repenl of the Union would satisfy all wmy
wishes for Ireland, and it would satisfy the wishes of
99 out of every 100 of the people of Ireland, It
depends 1zpon the condiret of our aristocracy whether
we aré 10 have the bappiness of obtaiving onr tree-
dom: ## & urited people, iz our existing social order,
without disturbante of property, witheu actual war,
or whether we must trust to the chances of a foreigu
intervemiion, Events havo cansed very many of vur
people to despuir of the patriotism of the Irish
aristoerucy. Conatitntional agitation is become quite
distasteful 1 the Irish people, owing ns well to the
fuilnres and disappointments that lhave atrended
sucl attempls a8 o the sucrilices that are requisite
for supporting them. The peasantry cannot go on,
year after year, giving patriotic votes at the peril
of eviction, and the middle classes cannat cop-
tinwally sacrifice their prospects of profeasioral
advancement. So long 8 the aristocteey are upon
the side of England it is dangerous for the profes-
sionul clugges oven to ncknowledge their jpatriotic
desires. Fashion is ogainst our eause, the dispersers
of patronage are aguinst our cause. And conai-
derations of this kind may explain how it has come
to pasa that, whereas up to 1848 five-sixihs of the
people of Ireland were declared nationalists, aund
among them a very large proportion of the widdle
clagses, now there are very few members of Par-
liament, very lew mayors, and but few lawyers, doc-
tors, or merchants that publiely profess themaselves
Repenlers. Have they changed their mindsas to
the need that Ireland bas of self-government? No,
but'they bave Jost hope of obtaiaing repeal by con-
stitutional. action, they have lost bope of a success-
ful insurrection of the Irish people, they expect
nothing from England’s justice and they cannot
aperate apon ber fears, and therefore they tura their
eyes to'the foreign enemjes of England .and secretly
pray for deliverance through them.”

On Sunday week last over fifteen hundred of the
patriotic . people of Tipperary bad their signatures
affized to the National Petitien, thereby testifying
that they are not satisfied with an Imperialising
Legialature, and showing to Englund—to Enrope,
that Irishinen consider themselves capable of enact-
ing their own laws batter than those who never irod
on Irish s0il.— Munster News.

Wuy pe Xot TENANTS Tupxove?—The question in
the mmouth of every traveller is—* Why do not the
Inab improve their holdinga? The land is badly
cultivated ; there is uo drairning, no hedging, no in-
provement of any sort going on among the small
farmers””  To this we reply, without fear of contra-
diction—it i3 not in human nature, if' you view it in
all itg bearing, for & man to improve his land, if, is
less than twelve months, he mny be doprived of the
fruits of his industry. How conld it7 The savage
will not leave his clnld exposed 10 the ferocity of
tbe lion : the Indian will shun tho scalping-knife of
the tribe that was ever hostile to his wibe. None,
rven the idiot, will leave himself at the merey of a
known enemy. Why, then, should the intelligent
Irishman be the exception ? ~ Why should he expend
whatever little money he has in making improve-
ments, with no security that he will reap any bene-
fit from them, relying on the morey of o man whose
class has been ever, with few exceptions, the known
egemy of the tepant closa? We say this with full
deliberation. The landlords cf Ireland as a cluss,
bave treated their tenantry worse than most conque-
rors treated the coaquered. For the landlord’s amuse-
ment, pleasure and profit, the tenantry labonr from
the rizing to the setting of the sun, aend their re-
ward does not amount to s miserable competence.
When ve suy it i3 not in human nature to improve
lund without having some security for the benefit of
such improvements, we mean our observationa to ap-
ply even where the tenant lives under a gond land-
lord. If a tenant would be considered foolish in
making jinprovements in such a case without n leuse,
rauch more foolish would he be did he improve where
the landlord is not a gond one—where he is an ab-
sentee—where the landiord’s place is held by n ra-
pacious solicitor-agent—where the agent is not only
an attorney, but a political bigot, venting his rude
and vulgar spleen on the poor Catholic—firatly, be-
cause he isa Catholic; and, secondly, because he
dares have a conscience of his own in politics. Such
circumstances are common i Ireland. The poor
teprnt is not only at the mercy of a bad landlord,
but often bas his fate suspended on the caprice of n
bigoted. politienl, canting, immora), rapacions agent;
and worse still, must court the smiles of & corrupt,
bribe-collecting bailiff. If, under such circumstanees,
a tenant-at-will can bave courage to improve, we
maay expect to hear that the Shannon is flowing back
to it3 source; that the tide has ceased 10 ebb and
flow; or that auy other impossibility bas been ne-
complisbed. Ag soon as the power of the people—
the influcace of public opinion—began to be felt in
Ireland, the landlords took the alarm, and deter-
mined to digarm and keep more at their own merey
the men they had oppressed. Tbe vicious can never
forgive those they bave wronged. The propriciors
eannar forgive the tenantry; and hence the reason
why they endenvir to keep them withiont lenses —niot
as yerwen, but a8 serfs, They have treated the te-
naniry 50 hadly that they think it would be impos-
sible for the tenantry not to take revenge it they had
it in their power. Hence the reason every cifort is
made to keep the tenaats ‘ithout power—to keep
them without leases and without votes. But the dis-
ense i3 working its own remnedy. Less suffering migh
louger be borne. The present snffering of the tenant-
vy i3 intolerable, The tenant class of Ireland de-
mund, and are able to insist upon gettivg, « better
state of things.

The only proper tribunal of sppeal sgainst this
grievance is public opinion through the Press; and
a5 these false and faautical publications sre nathen-
ticatrd and ncknowledged by that branch of the
Irish Ohureh Missionary Socicly, which holds its gn-
therings in tbe Limerick Protestunt all, lei the
public of Limerick fully undersiand, aund bear in
proeticel rexiembrunee, that all whose numes they
find associatad with that conventicle are identified
with, and responsible for this disgraceful system of
insult to their Cuthalic fellow-citizens.

Tue Monrt Proresrant Bisnor.—Last Session of
Parlinment the Bishop of Tuam had a tribute paid to
his personal charncter in the highest ussembly in the
world, of which any man, not thoroughly penetrated
with the lmmility of a Christing, might well feel
pround. Several peers bore testimony to the gentle-
ness of his nature, the geniality of his feelings, his
active charity, and the singular purity of his life.—
He was s model bishop, and emphatically o good
man. What was the ovcasion of this chivalrons evi-
dence of Lord Plunkets character? Certain 1rans-
nctions, reported from the west of Ireland, seewred
gtroogly to impeach his conduet. Lord Plunket is
not only a lord in the ecclesiastieal corporation es-
tablished by law in Ireland; heis also a temporal
pecr, and the lord of broad aeres of Irish soil. De-
voted to the service of Henven, he apparently finds
his duties in that quarter not incompatible with the
poseeasion of earthly honours and earthly powers.—
Moro imparliel observers, however, judged otherwige,
and when it was krown that his lordship bad called
in the aic of the courts of law, and of the tivil and
military anthorities to cject from their modest hold-
ings on the estate aome dozen or score of unoffend-
ing families, because the parents resisted the bland-
ishmen1s and mennces employed for the proselytism
of their children, the good, gentle, charituble, picus
and pure-minded Lord Bishop was generally con-
demnned 88 an oppressor, and no better than o wolf in
sheep’s clothing. Nothing is more revolting to honest
minds than @ hypocriticul or bizeted proselytiser,
who endeavoura by bribery and intimidation to cor-
rupt or oppresa a conscientions religious convietion.
This is what the model Bishop was nccused of doing,
and this i3 what the undisputed tacls establish us

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PersoNAL.—According to the axiom of the
Taw Courts, every man must be considered, and
treated as innocent unhl he has been proved
gulty, and this axiom commends itself to the
heart and the bead of every honest and intelli-
gent man. In the Court of Honour, however,
the very opposite principle most justly obtains;
and be who allows himself 12 be aceused, or sub-
mits to have his integrity called in question,
without immeJiately taking steps to vindicate bhis
bonor ; he who does not when taxed with crime,
court scrutiny, challenge investigation, and offer
every facility to his accuser to substantiate his
charges—if true—is, amongst gentlemen, and
most rteasonably, looked upon as guilty of the
offence imputed to him.

11. still refused all terms of surrender. Mean

summoned.

Austria is said to be engaged recruiting its
finances, in anticipation of the coming contest for
Venetia ; which Provinces, 1t is ramored, have
been guaranteed to Austria by secret treaty
with Russia and Prussia.

This mode of
evading the difficuity may be very convenient,
but does pot stmke us as frank, but is pot cal-
colated to inspice us with a very hively confi-
dence in the writer’s judgment. The work to
which be refers us inay be, as he assares us, very
remarkable (* fort remarguable ;”) it may, as
be assures us, merit a place i the libraries of
all journalists and public men; but to our shame
we must confess that it is a2 work which we do
not possess, which we have never read, and
which, it is to be feared, our wnumerous avoca-
tions will prevent us from ever reading. DMany
articles upon the same subject which have ap-
peared in Le Canadien we have glanced over
but have never yet been able to detect therein
what we chieflly require, a full and exhaustive de-
finition of the nature of a Colonial Federation,
and of the functions of a Colouial Federal Go-
vernmenf.  Many violent eruptions of words
have from time to time manifested themselves in
the columnns of our cotemporary; but from
amidst the scos 2 and ashes which he has thrown
up, we haver never yet been able to sift out the
precious trath of which alone we were in searel.

Initeed the expressions, ¢ Colonial Federation™
aod © Colonial Federal Government,” seem to us
to itvolve a contradiction in terms. The
senee of every Federation, or [Federal Gorern-
ment, 1s that the several States of which that
Federation is composed, and which are subject
to that Federal Governneni, are, as with respect
to every other Government, sovereign and wde-
pendent States; we therefore cannot eveo con-
ceive, or form an idea of, a Federation of Depen-
dercies, or ofa Tederal Government, which shoutd
usell be subject to the Imperial anthority of

Great Britain. Tt may he owing 10 our owa m-
tellectual deficiencies, but, we confess it, we
would find it an easier task to conceive the ideo
of an “abstract, or universal Lord Mayor,”
viz., of a Liord Mayor without his gown, mace,
or year of oflice—than to form an idea of such
a Federation as that which Le Canadien pro-
poses as the remedy for the existing political em-
barrassments of Canada. -

Neither has Le Cunadien cvondescended to
explain on what terms Canada is to become a
member of the Federation—whether as one
Province, or as zwo distinct Provinces., 1f as
one, then is it evident that nothwg will have
been gained towards a settlemeat of the questions
which now distract the country ; bul il as two
distinct Provinces, then must a Repeal of the
existing Legislative Union —pur et stmple—
ingically precede the proposed Federal Union,
Ou this question, as on the other, respecting the
functions of a Dependent, or Colona!, Federal
Government, the oracle of Le Canadien maiu-
tains a prudent reserve; but as it 1s of the na-
ture of oracies to be reserved in therr communi-
calions, we suppose that we have po right to
complain, and we suppose that our Quebec co-
temporary is an advocate of the doctrine, that
man is an animal endowed with <peech, in order
to enable lum to conceal hus thoughts.

TUE REV. FATHER O'FARRELL'S LECTURE
ON THE POPES IRISH BRIGADE.

(Reported for the True Witniss.)

Oo Friday evening last, at 8 o’clock, in the
Bonaventure Hall, the Rev. Mr. O'Farrell de-
livered a bighly interesting leciure on the
« Pope’s Irish Brigade.”

The general desire to hear the eloguent jec-
warer discourse on such a subject, may be inferred
from the fact that the Hall was filled to incon-
venience long before the appointed hour, und
large numbers were reluctantly compelled to
turn away, being unable to obtain admission.
The Rev. Mr, O’Brien and Bev. Mr. Hogan,
occupied seats on the platforn:.

Rev. Mr, O’Farveli, who, on coming forward,
was received with loud applause, said :—

Ladies and Gentlemen—"There is u general
and natural feeling in the hearts of all, which
moakes us sympathise with, and pity, a brave man
struggling with misfortunes. This pity is chang-
ed 1o admiration when we kuow that the misfor-
tunes are unmerited ; and that he wno coinbats
with them deserves a better fate.  Our age has
witnessed the sublune spectacle of nne who by
his position and churacter is raised above all
other men—one who rules over an emnpire of two
hundred midlions of souls, ard wlhose comimands
reach to the extremtties of the universe —now
cutraged and insulted maost atraciousy, and bis
authority repudiated most shamelessly, yet bear-
ing 1t all with Christian fortitude and resignation ;
our loly Father, Pope Pius the Mmth. But
amid the confusion which reigns on cvery <ide,
he alone appears calm and serene, like a Master-
spirit destmed to rule the storm—like a pilot
faithful to his post, whose voice is heard shove
the howlings of the tempest. (Applavse.) No
Calliolic can deny that the glorious tiara of (be
Pontifl-king has been changed into a crown of
thorns ; but like his Divine Master when taunt-
ingly asked if He were king,he has replied with the
same unflinchisg firmaess—* Thou bast said 1t:
Rex Sum Lgo, Lamking.” (Applause) His king-
ly power and temporal sway are the cause of his
suftering, because that power protects the weak
against the strong, while it reproves the human
passions, and humbles the human beart. In the
midst of the deceit and false-hearteduess so com-
mon now, it is a relief to the mind to turn- to him
whose firmness, allied to gentleness, whose sinceri-
ty and sapctity, render him an example of chris-
tian admiration to be sought in van elsewhere.

! Instead of giving us, as he might easily bave
done, had he himself any clear or concise no-
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sight of that faithful few who did not abandon
our Holy Father in his time of need, and who
rose, according to the dictates of therr con-
science, to protest against foul wrong-—to arrest
the progress of confusion and anarchy—and to
protect the Iast stronghold of order, civilzation,
and 1eligion. (Loud applause.) Treland, ever
alive to generous imputses and deeds of religion
—poor Ireland, oppressed and crushed as she is,
hears of our Holy Father’s necessities and suf-
fering, draws from her very poverty to assist
him ; and when his cause demands physical as-
sistance, sends her own children to his aid, and
exhiorts them to remember that, when they strike
for the Pope, they strike for Treland too. (Ap-
plause.)  Well have these sons of Treland up-
held the honor of their-flag, fighting by the side
of Catholic France and Catholic (zermany ;

Jidelrs”—(always and everywhere faithful)—on
their folds, will not pass over the Brigade of
our own day, which has fought so nobly in the
cause of their country and thew religion.

1f such were the cuse,
we might efface from ocur annals every name
which we most esteem, and sweep away the
O'Neills and O’Uounells fram one Justory.  Bat
we are no worshippers of success, and will not
bend the knee before crime because 1t has
triumphed ; and we are hopeful and pions enough
to pary that, aided by Providence, trath and
justice will ultimately preval.

tion thal Tappear belore you to-night 5 but simply
through a desite to commemorate the glorious
stroggle in which our zountrymen have been
engaged ; to recall to your mind some of the acts
which led to 11, and point out some of the con-
sequences likely to result from it.

Somelimes the designs against the
Sovereign Pontiff have succeeded, but, whether
long or short, the triumph has never been com-
plete, and the Popes always get their own again.
‘The hand of Providence has never been inore
visibly manitested thap in the preservation of the
temporal power of the Holy See.  In the pre-
sent attempt to deprive the Holy Iather of bis
temporal power, there has been notlng very
different from what has taken place before. The
same instruments bave been employed—such as
deceit, duplicity, violence and wreligion. "L'he
common cause assigned by Drotestant and re-
volutionary writers, is, the abuse of ithe Papal
influence. They allege various abases, but, at
the same time, the enemies of the Holy Fatber
take good care never to allow time nor leisure to
introduce reforins, and have succeeded in im~
posing on many well-meaning persons, who
thought that where there was so much smole
there must be some fire ; others, who ought to
know better, entered into the spirit of the ac-
cusers, to show their liberality ; while others
allowed themselves to be made the dupes of ar-
guments which they did not believe. Some tune
ago it was alleged that the Government of THis
Holmess was tyrannical ; that his subjects were
disgusted with lis sway ; that laymen were ex-
cluded from all offices; and that there was no
possibility of intreducing inprovements. You
can vasily perceive that all these pretences were
aimed agsnst nothing less than the Pope’s tem-
porai power.  This much, however, we know,
that o Govermaent in lurope wields a milder
or more paternal sway 5 and that, in 1837, when
His Holiness visited the different Provinces of
his dominions, he was received with thie grearest
acclunations, and never wes King or Pope so
welcomned before.

Commissioners were empowered to inspect ec-
clesiastical seminaries, and the Professors of
theology there, were obliged to follow in thejp
teachings the programme of the University of
Turin, though men there were known to hold
the most anti-Catholic principles. All religious
offices were secularsed; and new laws were
made, by which a large number of religious fes-
tivals were abolished, without consulting the
Sovereign Pontiff.  Chvil marriages were esta-
hished. In 1851, alsa, the Archbishop of Turip
for the writing of a Postoral, was fned m 100’
franes, and imprisoned for one month, Ip
August of the same year, the Prelate was again
apprebended, and trown into prison, and g
month after, doomed o banishnent, and his Sue
sequesirated. In the sawme year, also, (he Bishop
of Tagliari shured the saine fate; these two
Prelates are still i exule, ealing the bread of
sorrow, and living on alms in a strange land.—
The chief defenders of the Chureh thus disposed
of, the work of spoliation began. The treasury
of Piedmont was exhausted, in consequence of
the corruption of Mimsters and the immense
sums used in debauching the people. So the
longing eyes of the Governmen! were cast upon
the property of the Church. A leavy tax was
itnposed on the clergy and the religious establish-
| ments ; and on religous chanties also.  In 1854,
the property of the clergy of Tarin was seized,
aud this act was followed up by others of » simi-
tar kind. The Priests of the Mission of St.
Vincent de Paul were expelied ; even women
were not spared.  Tu the inonth of Awgust, %48,
the Ladies of the Sacred Heart were nroscribed ;
theic pupils expelled, and their property coufis-
cated. In 1853, the Ladies of the Compassion,
whose sole object was the education of the chil-
dren of the poor, and attendance on the sick,
were suppressed.  On the 10th of August, 1834,
the Nuns of the Holy Cross were expelled from
thelr Convents, and theiv property confiscated.
In May 1855, another suppression took pluce;
and in all, 7,850 of the religious were deprived
of their property, and thrown upon the world
without any means of subsistence ; and besides,
the great ecclesastical school of the kingdom
was suppressed.  DMeasures were tuken o ren-
der as difficalt as possible all ecelesnastical edu-
cation. In May 1853, there was a law passed
rendering the Brothers of the Christian Schools
liable to military service. ‘I'o render the iniquity
stilt more glaring, during the time all these mea-
sures were in progress, the Sardinian Aumbas-
sador at Rome was deceiving the Sovercign
Dontiff, by the most hypoeritical professions of
friendship and devorion. Yet, notwithstanding
N o
all she bad already done, Diedmont attempted to
turn astray tle Catholic mind, and for this pur-
pose a license was given to publish works of the
most infamous kind, in which the most sacred
mysteries of our religion were publicly carica-
tured.

A short sketch of the early career of Jerome |
He entered the naval |
service 1o 1808 —his brather, the future Em- -
peror, being then Furst Consul—and proceeded
from Martimque on board of a merchant vessel '
to the United States. If he were born, as;
stated, m 1784, be would then only have bren 19 |
years of age 3 but from a communication of Gen. i
Smuth, wncle of Miss Putersan, his commission |
as officer showed b to have been 22, He was |
intreduced in the month of May 1o the family of
Mr. Paterson, * oie of the rnichest and most res-
pectable citizens of Maryland.” Jerome became
enamoured of Mr. Paterson’s daughter, and after
some time proposed marringe. Aller due inquiry
as to whether any difficalties, iegal or otherwise,
existed, the suitor was accepted,  Jerome an-
nounced 1 his family in France s approsching
marriage. The French Charge ®Affaires to
the United States communicated to his Goveru-
ment the particulars of the negotiation, and the
despatches containing thein are stll n the ar-
eluves of the French Foreign-office.  The cere-
mouny took place with great solemuity at Balti-
more, on the 2dub of December, 1803, and the
contrat de mariege was signed by Jerome, his
wife, and his wife’s father; and witnessed by
Mr. J. Carroll, of Baltimore, by the Vice-Consul
of France, by M. de Camus, a French eitizen,
afterwards Munister of Foreigu Affairs in' West-
phalia ; and by Commnodore Barney, of the
United States’ navy. The ceremony was per-
formed by the Roman Catholic Bishop of Balti-
more, who delivered the following certificate :—

“ PALTIMORE, Dee. 24, 1803 — Whith license,
T this day united in vie holy bonds of marriage,
in eonformity with the rites of the Holy Catholic
Church, Jerawe Bouaparte, brother of the First
Constt of Hrance, with Elibabetic Paterson,
dauglhier of Willmn Paterson, Esi., af the eity
Baltimure, and of Doreas Spear, his wife.

This certificate was venfied by the Trench
Vice Consul, Heury Vernet.

« SQuch were the solemnities of the masriage
of M. Jerome Bouaparte with Miss Paterson,”
observes the memoir.  # No oppositicn was seut
from France, when the projected union had hevu
known many monttis before.  The whole year
1804, passed over withoul uny protest,or any sn
of disconteut disturhing the quictand honor of the
Patersan family, or troubling the happiness and
mutnal affection of the young conple.”
