Liw ver. JusTice. — There. is a very re-
markable decision of the Assistant-Barrister for
the County of Mayo, reported 1 the last number
of the Connaught Patriot, in a case which
arose out of the wrangles in Partry that have
procured for Lord Plunket, Anglican Bishop. of
‘Tuam, a notoriely which few persons of any rank
in soctety would covet. The action was brought
3y a person named Costello, for damages, against
a servant of the noble Lord and Right Rev.
Prelate, who assaulted the plaintiff while attempt-
ing to serve Lord Plunket with a writ at the
sut of a late tenant of s Liordship, who had
been, as. alleged, egally evicted by the Bishop
for the crime_of refusing to send his children to
one of the Hon. Diss Plunket’s proselytising
schools. According to the report,  the assault
was proved by several wilnesses ; among others,
by three or four policemen, who were looking on.
1t appears that Costello thought to serve Lord
Plunket on Tuesday, the 17th Dec., at l'ﬁs lodge
of Tourmakeady, and that defendant seized hun

“to turn him away. (This his Worship did not
construe into an assault.) But on the following
day, as Lord Plunket was leaving, Costello en-
deavoured to serve him on the public road, when
he was knocked down by defendunt, and Lord
Plunket permitted ‘to escape, . The wilnesses
both for plaint and defence proved ‘the assault.
Lord Plunket, 1t appears; had been subpcenaed
for the same purpose, but his Worship did not
tbiok s evidence material, ~ The' case on both’
sides-having closed, his’ ‘Vor\Shlp said that, as
regarded the first days affair ke was not disposed
to grant a decree. But, had it béen proved that
Deéfendant xuew Costello to have been theré for
the puirpose‘of serving a writ,” he would award
1hie highest” damages the law would allow.

The Arclideacon O'Sullivan, as
you will read denounces the secret work, in his sound,
if sarcastic, lecture, in which he offers the young men
of his locality warnings which they shounld fully
adopt. They should no: be entrapped by those em-
issaries whose agency disappears when arrests ané
prosecutions begin,and who are never found offering
themselves.as martyrs . in any cause in which they
recommend martyrdom and declare it holy. They
applaud but eschew it. Tbey prompt but do not
make the personal sacrifice, They sympathise but
usually ‘shrink from the suffering. If they were
.asked to show how secret confederation could sue-
ceed, they could satisfy no one fairly informed of the
‘'state of this kingdom, or its 1elations with any.other. .
-And yet, they would invite enthusiastic if gifted
young men to conspire, without the chance of accom-
-plishing any thing worth the indignity of & handcuff
the atrocity of a halter, the notoriety of a state dock,
or the severe perhaps fatal afflictions of a penal set-
‘tlernent. 1t is a serlous and heinous act for any par-
ties in Dublin or elsewhere,, to involve young men
in their projects, when these can end o more use-
folly ‘than in State prosecutions, and these no more
lightly than'in dungeors or hulks.— Munster News.:

She
went into the house of .a Miss Carter, to whom it ap-
cars she was familiar, and asked for ¢ & bit of su-
gary! which pertiaps she would bave obtained but
for the intervention of no less a personage than Mr.

- The Committee ot the Ballinaslos. Reliet Fund have
published an address to their suhscribers, which 1s in-
tended as an answer to the'latter of Lord Clancarty.
I't shows. the extreme difficulty of getticg at the truth
in matters of fact in this country where party spirit,
whether political or religious, comes* into operation ;
and 1t also shows, I think, what would be the imme-
diate consequence of udopting the plan of out-door
relief for which somse pergons conterid. The commit-
tee eay  they have observed with regret the appear-
ance in the Times and several of the Irish press a copy
of a letter received from the “Earl of Clancarty, de-
clining to contribute to the Poor Relief Fund.” This
letter, they affirm, demonstrates, without iatent, that
the extent of the distress prevailing in that town was
uaknown. But the Committce have lifted the veil, and
revealed a scene of “ pining, private, wastiog want”
which is truly appalling, and they cxhibit the plain
fact as ‘o warning to the incredulons.” They have
discovered, by careful inquiry, that out of & popula-
tion of 3,500 there are 1,700 in a state of actual des-
titution ; that i3, about half the inhabitants of one of
the most prosperous towns in the West of Ireland are
ready to accept public charity. This i3 about the
proportion of the population which the maost intelli-
gent and experienced witnesses at the late Poor Law
inquiry in the House of Commons stated would be al-
ways demanding rations if the system of out-door re-
lief was adopted. Incredible as it may appear, the
comaittee assert that ‘“ over 400 heads of families,
averaging at least four to each, seek public relief,
being equally destitute of raiment, fuel, and food.
Out of “ this vast aggregate of human misery,” they
selected 160 fumilies of * the most extreme cases” to
whom they distributed meal and econls. —7Zimes Cor-
respondent.
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The Corlc Reporter gives the following description
of Sir John Arnott's undertakings:— Sir Joha Ar-
nott some time since intimated his intention of carry-
ing out s munificent system of reiief to the poor of
Cork; by undertaking upon a large scale the estab-
lishment of a bakery, a soup kitchen, and brewery.
The eatablishment combining all these operations is
carried on at St. Finn Barr's brewery, Fitton-street.
The soup kitchon is & square brick room, containing
an immense bailer,. opposito to which, at the other
side of the apartment, are three large iron pans,
capable of containing 150 gallons of soup each.—
To the rear of the kitchen is a very comfortable
room for serving out the soup to the public. The
bakehouse is at present in course of construction,
and promises to be a very extensive buiiding. The
bakehouse alone will occupy aspace of 32fi. in
breadth by 63ft. in length, and will contain six enor-
mous ovens,  the largest ever introduced -into this
city. Their immense size may be imagined when &
space of 57ft. in length by 32ft. in breadth will be
allotted to them. Every care has been taken to in-
sure the comfort of the millers and others employed
in the baking establishment, and no expeuse has
been spared by Sir Jobn Arnott in completing the
building so0 as to be able, as s0on as possible, to give
a good substantial loaf to the poor at & nominal
price. The necessary arrangements for the comple-
tion of the brewery ave also rapidly progressing, and
the concern promises to be one of the best establish-
ments of the kind in Ireland. Upwards of 150 men
are daily employed on the premises.”

The late season swas so bad asto have utterly
ruined the potato crop, and to have nearly destroyed
the cereal craps, so that:a famine threatens to ravage
the entire .western district of Ireland. Already have
subscriptions been raised to procure fuel for the poor
there, as the terrible rains of last year have so satn-
rated the bogs a3 to have converted them into lakes,
where neither man nor beast conld enter. Aueccen-
tric Englishman;in the person of the Chief-Secre-
tary, on hearing of the ‘tkreatened famine, took a
tour through Connnught and the north-western por-
tion of Ulster, at thé'rate of a hundred miles = day,
upon an outside car, and -then he-declared that:no
distress existed, because he didn't.see it.: How. could
he; and’td be " travelling ‘at neéarly railway speed ?—
Surely, if a stranger. were to come over to this coun-
try, to ascertain its condition, it3 various resources,
dnd the manners of ‘the people, and were he to shut |
himself in a railway carringe and go from north to
soutl, what knowledge would he ga, except from
thiose in his compaby ? How could he gain, the in-
formation he sought when he had locked himself up
in s species of travelling box, and shut out from his
view whdt would reveal to bhim the information .he
came to secek? We have at the ‘head ‘of the Irish
Gorernmeat o noble maa who bas,on. every oppor-
tunity given to bim, congratalated the. people of
Ireland on their increasing prosperity, and. his evi-
dence of that increasing prosperity i3 the statistical
accounts published quarterly of the increase of bul-
locks and sheep and pasturage.

Tee DERRYMACASE AFFRAY,—At the Lurgan Quar-
ter Sessions, on Monday, before Hans Hamilton, Esq.,
Q. C.,, Chairman of the County, and a full bench of
magistrates, tbe traversers in this case, against
whom bills of indictment bad been found at the laat
Quarter Sessions, having been called on their recog-
nisances, and being placed in the dock, ‘Mr. Lowry,
Q..C., oue of thecrown prosecutors for the county,
attended specially by the directions of the Attorney-
General, and-applied that the indictment so found
shoald be transmitted for trial to the ensuing assizes
for the ccunty, upon the ground that, although the
Court of Quarter Sessionshad jurisdiction to try tbe
case, it had been the constant practice in this coun-
try for the last gquarter of a century to send such
cases, whenever they involve questions of politics,
to the superior tribunal ; that thiJ cnse, which arose
out of the unfortunate affray at Derrymacash, on the
12th ot July, 1860, in the immediate neighborhood
of Lurgan, had caused at the time, .great excitement
there; that that excitement had been keptup toa
great extent, free from political bins o tke one side
or the other ; not to the present. moment ;.and that it
could scarcely be expected that a jury could be bad
in‘the neighborhood.” This had beed so much taken
for granted at the trinls which had takea place at
the two succeeding assizes, at which the case was
already investigated, ‘that notonly Had all jurors
from the uneighborhood of .Lurgan been set aside on
those trials, but even jurors from tha town of Porta-
down, at sonie grenter distance’ from the place of
the alfray ; and that, inasmuch ag the subject had
been already investigated at assizes, it was mauifest
that tlie further investigation of the case ghould not
be withdrawn from that tribunal, - Mr. Lowry then
referred to several circulars of the Executive Govern-
ment, commencing in 1837, and renetwed from time
to time by successive governments, including one
from Attorney-General Napier, directing the magis-
trates at petty sessions to send all cases for trial
to the next tribunal competent to try them, except
in the cages arising out of party disputes, which were
directed to be returned exclusively-to the assizes, for
the purpose of showing that the present Attordey-
General, in desiring that these cases should be re-
turned to the assizes, had merely. followed in the
footsteps of bis predecessors, but as by no means
controlling the discretion of the court if, under all
the circumstances of the case, it was of opinion that
the case could be more properly investigated at the
sesgions than at the assizes. Mr. Sheals, the attor-
ney for the traversers, on being called on by the
Court’ to say ‘whether he had any objection to the
application, stated that, on the contrary, he thought
that the Assizes was the proper tribupal for the trial
of the crge.

The crowd, mean-
time, continued to increase in the streets,and be-
came very noisy, In the midst of the confusion the
courageous lecturer was smuggled into the hall,
As the crowds increased they -assumed a more
menacing attitude, and a serious breach of the peace
wns apprehended. Oonsequently a number of the
constabulary and about 40 soldiers were brought to
the spot. Mr., Henry Echlin (a local magistrate)
read the Riot Act, and ordered the police to clear
the entrance to thel . While doing thiz two or
three of them were stru.k by persons in the crowd,
The Fermanugh Repoerter has not told us how it
fared with the lecturer afterwards, for a reason
which reminds us of the primitive times of the pro-
vincial press. The editor says,—* We remained for
an hour in'the hall ; but as it was publication night
with us, and as the lecture had not then commenced,
we could remain no longer.” The probability, how
ever, ia that there was no more disturbance.

Alderman Humphery said
neither he nor his brother aldermen sat there to do
the dirty work of the guardians of the West London
Union, and it was disgracefu! to attempt to sead
theae poor creatures to Ireland after an abserce of
20 years, and where they knew no oge. He ghould
refuse to make an order for sneh a purpose.

Alderman Humphery has steadfastly refusel to Jo
the dirty work of the West London Union, in pass-
iog paupers for transmission 10 Ireland becnuse they'
happened to be boarn there, although they .have
lived for twenty years and more in England. Unp-
happily it i3 still law that such persons are linble to
be sent “home,” asit is termed in mockery, in
renlity toa place where they must be strangers,
without relntives and withous friends. But although
that linbility exists the law leaves a just dizcretion
to the magistrate before whom application for suzh
o warrant of removul must be made. That disere-
tion will of course be varivusly used according to
the character of the magistrate: what we are anz-
jous to bear witness to in this case ig, that Alderman
Humphery used his discretion well. However much
is it to be desired, we can scarcely venture to hope
that the magisterial bench throughout the country
will be able to cise to the same elevativn of bum -’
ity and sense of jnstice townrds the poor. The facts
of the case will bear this out DBeckett, the reliev-
ing officer, brought before the bench a wonan named'
Twiss, with an application that.the alderman should:
sign the order to pass her: to Ireland., This woman
was indeed, born in Ireland, but she was brought to
this country when five years old. She hazlived here-
ever since —some twenty seven years. IHer busband.
ia now serving his country in the army, and 35 she
gets.no: assistance from him, She had been paszged:
to Ireland once,. about four years ago, and returned
because, 83 Alderman Humphery ohseived, ghe
could - do nothing there after heing away neurly all’
her life, It is impossible that this woman can teil
what union or parish in Ireland she was born in, so
that even on-the ground of the luw of settlement,
auy union of English parishes ia equilably, a8 much
bound to support her as an Irish uniop. She there-
fore ougkt not to be sent 16 [reland, and so theal-
derman thought.. The relieving officer had, indeed;.:
something  to say on behalf of the union he repre-,
sents. It supports the three children of this woman’
at Hanwell schools, at an expeuse of 103, a week for*
each child—a sumn for which they ought to be kept .
in luxury, and receive a superior education. Aldée-’
man Humphery, however, would ceithe: send: the
rapther back to [reland, norsend her to' prison for
the crime‘of having returned to this country after
she.had been hefore depocted. Then, says Beckett,’
“The board will not give ber any outdoor relief.”
To which the alderizan replied, ! Then she must go
into the house.” * The bonrd will not take her iato*
the, house,” retorts the relieving officer, .80 called
obviously on'the locus wnon principle, because he
won't relieve, " Then let her ' die of starvaliion in -
the streets,” says the alderman, by way of .puiting
the alternative, * and you will see who will have to,
nagwér for the 'conseéquenced.” * This, no ‘doabt,
wouid be - the strictly right and legal course (for the
‘matter to take; gince the beautiful vrinciple of Eng-
lish law is,; not to prevent, hut gimply to compendate
for, . injuries after ;they are inflicted.:: To'let'a--poor:

"This 15-all very true, and very well. The Ca-
tholics of Cansda are, and have abundant reason
to be, loyal to Great Britain, and ‘to. shrink with
feelings strouger than mere loathl_ng, from the
prospect of annexation to the United States.—
The language and conduct'of the French Cana—
dians in . Lower Canada does indeed stand out in
remarkable contrast, to that of the- people of Ire-
land at home. This cannot be denied ; but for
all this there is good reason’ and from it there is
a valuable moral lesson. to be derived.

The Catholics of -Canada generally are loyal ;
the l‘rench Canadlans in, particular — though
standing in the relation of aliens in blood, lnn—
guage, and rehalou, to the people of England—
are attached to Enohsh connection, and are ready
to shed their blood in defence of " the nghts of
England’s Queen. And they are so, not only
because their religion enjoins loyalty as a duly ;
but because they have been honorably and equit-
ably dealt with by the British Government.

The' Catbolics of Ireland, the people ot Ire-
jand, bave not thus been dealt with by their
rulers. They liave been robbed of their Legis-
ature § lhey bave been sirtually treated, until of
ate years, as a- conquered and, subjet.t people ;—

property- handed over to'a hated and alien Estab-

thelr Governors has been that of mamtamg Pro-
testant: Ascendency-——that is to say, the pohucal
ascendency of a Protestant minonty over a Ca-
tholic majority. Ireland is; therefore, and most
naturally, discontented, and a source of weakuess
and disgrace rather than of strength and pl"lde,
to tlie British.

Mormions, or- « Lazter Day Saints,
who can boast of only 77 adberents; of whom

If numbersalone constituted political strength,
we should find in the above figures 2. full assur-
ance, both for the preservation of our civil and
religious liberties iu the Lower Province, and
for the triumph of Freedom of Education in the
Upper. But numbers without union profit fittle ;
and it is because Calhohcs, unfortunately, have

not been united, that the minority of Waestern
Canada have still to .complain of - ‘vexatious re-
straints upon their schools ; and that the majoruy
of Eastern-Canada  find themselves constanlly
