- Tug Imsu Poor Law.~It i3-difficult to
any officisl body so ruthlessly sectarian and anti-
netional in its character as the [rish poor law sys-
tem.

The sums collecled in this town for its relief, first
through the instrumentality of thie lectares organised
by the Young Men's Societies, und subsequently of &
public meeting,which together cannot be tar short of
£800, will go but a litile way towards providing for
the deep distregs that prevails in many quarters. We
cannot but express our astonishment, &3 well as re-
gret, thag other large towns have not tollowed the
generous exawple of Liverpool,

There iz at present iu Liverpool a brather of the
Third Order of The B. V. M. of Mount Carizel, soli-
citing assistance for the fearful distress existing in the
district where he resides.

The followiag letter of the DP.P. of ihe parish, to
the Dublin News, will give vur readers an idea of the
distreas prevailing :—

DISTRESS
(o the Editor of the News.)

Kilmovee, Ballaghadereen, County Mayo,
March 2, 1862.

My dear Sir,~My bouse is surrounded by scores of
starving poor every day. I have no means to relieve
them. [ caonoteven employ 1o complete some works
connected with the vew Parish Church, some trades-
raen and labourers who ace totally destitute. Under
these afllicting circumstances, 1 have requedted a
pious parishioner, Mr. H. J. Gregg, ot the third Order
of the Blessed Virgin Mary, of Mount.Cnrmel, 10 Ap-
! peal to the charituble outside the parish, for within

To a
stranger the few simple worda might seem driftless
nad accidental, but those wwho know the peasantry
must be fumitiar with the formala, * He put them out
of the land, as the coundensed statement of the foul-
est tyranny. To talk of secret societies or of the
Ribbon system as organisations necessary 1o promote
agraring crime, betrays sheer ignoracce of the real
state of feeling upon the Iand question, The follow-
ing private letter, written within a few miles of Rock-
field, the scene of the murder of M. Thiebault, throws
additioual light on the relations between bim and
the Halloran family : —

A gentleman of this neighborkood seads us (Lil-
leany Journal) the following extract, frem & private
letter received yesterday from Cashel :—¢This sad
teagedy i3 the result of the land code in Ireland, A
voung man of the uame of O'Haulloran now lies in
the gaol of Cloamel charged with murder. He was
sent from Cashel this day, escorted by 200 policemen
and a troop of dragoons. The Hallorans held a farm
from the murdered man and were rack-rented. Ar-
rears accumulated which amounted to £169, for the
recovery of whick law proceedingi were taken. This
Inw-snit was settled, and the landlord and tenant
agreed to have a valuation of the land. The land
was valued at 21a. per acre, nod had been previously
rented at 30s. per acre. The landlord refased to
abide by the valuation, and said he should get the
land.
the * Old House at Home ' oftered 35s. and thiz was
refused. The rest is easily-told, and is an old story
in Ireland. Whoever committed the murder, it was
a barbarous and savage deed; but suffering and op-
pression will make some meén reckless—will drive
them mad. ‘The greatest sympathy in felt amongst
all clagses for the unfortunate victim and bis affiicted
family. Chief Baron Woulfe inspired Under Secre-
tery Drummord's snswer to the Tippérarr magis-
trates, inreply to their application for acditional
police force to repress agrarian outrage, in which he
used the ever memorable social aphorism, *Propetty
bas duties to perform ns well 23 rights to exercise.
It i3 the neglect of those duties which chicfly mad-
dens to crime in the rural districts:

Prompti-
tude, in such cases, produces warked effect, and ro
paios can be thought excessive in extirpatiug this
new shoot of an.old crime before it can once more
.take holé of the ground.”— Times.

The Speaker took tbe chair at three o'clock, and |

Second : It will be admitted as a rule that local
legislation should not be forced on either section of
the Province against wishes of a majurity of iis re-
presentatives, and that the administration for each
section of the Province should possess the confidence
of & maejority of ite representatives, .

Third : The Government will submit a measure for
the more equitable adjusiment of Parliamenlary
repreceatation in each section of the Proviace, re-
spectively.

Fourth: An amendment of the Militia law will be
proposed 30 &3 5o secure & proper enrollment of the
available force of the Province under efficient offi-
cers ; the distribution of arms furnished by the Im-
perial authorities through the officers of battalions,
and the encouragement of the Volunteer movement,

Fifth: Thbe tariff will be readiusted so as to meet
as far ag possible the demands upon the Revenue,
but the readjustment will be made with a due regard
to the manutacturing intérests of the country,

Sixth : A bill will be introduced to settle in a more
equitable maoner the relation of debtor and creditor,
acd to afford relief to insolvent debtors in ar econo-
mical manner ; such bill being made to apply to the
whole Province.

Seventh : A system of retrenchment, including
every branch of public service, will be adopted with
a view to reduce the annual expenditure of the coun-
try within itg income. '

Eight: Her Majesty's decision with reference to
the Seat of Governwmest will be maintained. A tho-
rough inves:igation into ali tbe matters connected
with the public Buldings at Ottawa will immediate-
1y be made; sosooo as this investigation can be

to permit the work to be proceeded with under them,
po time will be loat in endeavoring to place the ma'-
ter in a condition 10 make setisfactory progress.

Hon. Mr, Loranger then explained the policy in
French, and stated that it was the intention of the
Government to ask the Jouse 1o paes certain public
bills, including a portion of the tariff bill of the late
Finance Ninister—to go ou with private bills and
then prorogue.

as much as the lies which he is sent abroad to
tell, are uot “for the good of lns country.” We
request our Irish friends carefully to read the
followiny advertisement; and having done so
they will we think agree with us that the slate-
ments which it contams are most mischievous,
and doubly mischievous ; that they are injurious
both 1o Canada and to Ireland—to the people
of the latter, by holding out to them most inflated
if mot altogether false, prospects of the advan-
tages which emigration to this country offers to
the laboring classes—to the people of Canada,
by their natural tendeney to swell the a}rea.d)'
too great mass of pauperizm with \?hlch
they are already burthened. The following 15
the advertisement to which we allude; and its
allegations are given to the public with apparent-
ly the sanction of the Provincial Goverament :—

We assert that the above, especially with re-
ference to the assuring “wmmediate employ-
ment” to 7,000 farm labourers, 5,000 female
servants, 3,200 boys, and 3,500 girls, contains
much (hat if not deserving of the name of false,
is grossly exaggerated ; and that the labor-
market in Canada is, if not actually glutted at
the present moment, at all events fully stocked.
With regard to male adults we peed say but lit-
tle ; but we can assure any of them who upun
the strecgth of the above advertisement may be
induced to abandon Ireland for Canada, that upon
landing on the shores of the latter they will be
lucky indeed, very lucky, if they can find “im-
medzate employment” at rales averaging one-
half even of these which the Agent © assures”
to them. 'This we know, that in Quebee, Mont-
real, and our large cities, there are hundreds and
thousands of able-bodied men who would only be
too glad to leara where, aad with whom, they
% could find permanent employment, with wages
averaging from eight to fifteen dollars a month,
with board and lodging ;”* and Mr. Charlton
would coafer a great favor on our St. Vincent
de Paul, and other charitable and national So-
cieties, if he would have the kindness to put him-
sell 1n communication with their several Pres:-
dents, and forin them where and how the said
“ immediate employment’’ 15 to be found.

We might however, pardon the exaggerated
assertion with regard to the finding 1mmediate
employment for male adults, were it not followed
by the far more mischievous statements with re-
gard to female servants, and children of both
sexes above thirteen years of age. 'These state-
ments cannot be too strongly ¢cnudemned. They
are false, utterly false ; and the thronged condi-
tion of our Asylums gives them the l:e at once.
1t is not indeed too much to say that he who cir-
culates them, is etther wittingly or unwittingly
playiog the not very honorable part of purreyor
to the brothels of the large cities of Britash
North America; and that he by his unfounded
assertions, is Juring the unwary to their inevitable
destruction, to the ruin of their souls and of therr
bodies. Wil respect to “ female servants” we
say it without besilation, and with full knowledge
of our subject—that no unmarried woman sbould
under any circamnstances, emigrate 1o Canada un-
less accompanied by her parents; and that it is
by no means easy in the present state of the la-
bor-market to find for her any honest and profit-
able employment when she lands upon our shares.
A few indeed may now then have the great, but
very rare, good luck of being engaged in a re-

spectable family at wages averaging from four 10 |

five dollars, sixteen to twenty shillings st. per
month ; but for the great majority of those who,
tempted by the mendacious promises of the inter-
ested agents, emigrate to Canada, a fate too hor-
rible to mention is in store. If any one
doubts this, let bim read the Gaol Reports, the
Police Statistics, and the Records of our Courts.
We will not pursue the subject any furtber ; only
would we adjure our friends in Ireland, by every
patriotic, by every religious consideration, as they
value the fair lame of the chaste daughters of
Erin, and as they love virtue—to Jiscauntenance
by every means within their power, the emigra-
tion of unmarried females, unless accompanied by
their natural protectors, by their fathers and their
mothers.

The crowded condition of our numerous Or-
phan Asylums, and other charitable institutions,
with which, in proportion to its population, Canada
is more richly endowed than any otber couniry
in the world—suffices to contradict the allegations
of the advertisement with respect 10 the facihities
for finding employment for children in Canada.
The very contrary is the fact. Tt 13 often almost
impossible to find honest employment for children,
which sball keep soul and body together; and
during our long montbs of winter, when all navi-
gation, when all employment on the canals and
public works are at an end, when all field-labor
is suspended, and when boys and girls, women
and men go about our streets looking, but look-
ing in valg, tor a turn of work that shall bring
them in a erust of bread—were it not for our Re-
ligious Corporations, for our Grey Nuns, and
Providence Nuns, for our 3t. Vincent de Paul
Societies, and our other numerous charitable in-
stitutions, the sufferings of the poor would be far
greater in Canada than t tbe most porverty
stricken district in Europe. If however, Mr.
Charlton is io earnest in what he says, we implore
bim to put himself in communication with the
Presidents of the several national and chantable
sociehies ; and to let thase gentlemenknow where
they can procure immediate and permanent em-
ployment for boys and girls thirteen years of age,
at the rate of wages indicated.

. There are also 10 our actual knowledge, and
as we write, many artisans or skilled laborers,
even in this City of Montreal, who would be osly
too happy il they could find “ steady employ-
ment® at a rate of wages averaging from $350
to $500 per annum. "The Government Emigra-
tion Officers make fine promises in the columns of
the Irish newspapers, but they are not so ready to
redeem those promises in Capada—as hundreds
of unemployed starving artisans know to their
cost. .
We have no design to discourage immigration
or to undervajue the material advantages which
Canada may possess: but we do desire to enter
our protest against the mischievous and wicked
system of tempting people to emgrate, by holding
out to them prospects which can never be realis-
ed, and which every one in Canada knows to be
false. For the honest, industrious, unencumbered
bealthy lsborer, in the prime of life, m the full
vigor of his strength, Canada is empbatically
« 3 fine country ; and if be capnot live at home,

he witl do well to try his fortune here. But we
cannot too often or too loudly take up our pro-
test against the emugration of “single females,”
and of either boysor girls unaccompanied by
their parents; and in the interests both of Can-
ada and of lreland we deem it our duty to tell
the people of the latter—deceived as they often
are by trusting to bad sources of tnfortnation—
that Canada is by no means a land of Cocagne ;
that here, as elsewhere man must earn his bread
in the sweat of his brow ; and that toil, hard and
unremitting toil 1s at least as necessary in Canada
as in any part of Europe. "To the question of
land, and actual settlement we shall return
shortly ; and in the meantime we entreat our
Irish exchanges, and the Dublin Catholic Tele-
graph especially, to warn their and its read-
ers agaiost placing too implicit reliance upon
the allegations of the Govenrment Agents, with
respect 1o the stale of the labor-market in Can-
ada. We bave always on hand men looking for
work ; it is not often that employers of abor are
compelled to go into the market to look for
hands.

We have never abstained from: declaring
our belief that the Emperor Napoleon has o in-
tention of giving over Rome to the Piedmontese
invaders. We still find it difficult to alter that
belief.  Yet, as journalists, we are bound to
state, not merely our own private expectations,
but also wiiat-is expected by those wno onght to
be well informed, and we wust, theréflore, admil
that the best informed persons have of late been
more uneasy on this subject than they have ever
béen before. No one imagmes, indeed, that the
Freiich Emperor wishes Lo see ltaly in the hands
of Piedmont. So far from desuing a united
Traly there is nothing he woufd so fittle tolerate.
The suspicion is that some cowmpromse inay
have been agreed upon between the Govern-
ments of Paris and Lurin in virtue of which
Naples is to become practically French, under
the rule probably of a Murat, while Rome is
abandoned to Victor Emmanuel, We lind this
expectation unquestionably gawing ground among
those who most zealously support the interests of
the Bourbon dynasty in Naples—ior instance the
French newspaper e Union. 1t is observed
that something has so desply alfected the Lu-
press Eugene, wliose devotion to the wterests of
the Holy TFather is no secret, that she has se-
claded Lerself in her pricate apartments, and even
decined to appear at the dinner given at the
Tuilleries. to the Queen of Holland.  Her vlace
was taken by the Princess Malbilde. These in-
dications we need hardly say are watched by
many keen eyes. Ttis believed that the gather-
ing of the Bishops at Rome for the approaching
canomzation has suggesied some move unfavor-
able to the Holy Father, to the French and Sar-
dinian Governments.  Iis peace, happily, is
founded upon a rock which these rumoursare
unable to shoke,— Weekly Register.

* The Indcpendance Belge, of Friday, May 2,

It iz nn uscertained fact that the Emperor Napoleon
has beep fur mouths past wost desirous of seeing the
war between North iod South at aa ead, chiefly, no
doubt, from motives which nre creditable to his hu-
manity, but a great deal from anxiety to arrest the
snffering as well as the discontent which accompa-
nies sulfering among the working and commereial
classea in Frunee, nnd  which are in most part ateri-
butuble to-the eivil war in America. He believes,
too, aud this belief is shared by the mujority of his
ministers—tha: the re-establishment ot the Ualon is
hopeless These views were some time ago pressed
on the English Government, but withour effect.  The
last bautle, a3 fruitless as it was snuguinary, nud the
gort of snceess of which the North buasts, and which,
50 fur a3 we kvow, consists in the army having just
eseaped utter destruciion, remiod His Majesty that
the present momentis a fuvorable one for tryiog what
he can do to prevent more bloodshed. He thinks
that the militnry honor of the North has been saved,
or redeemed, by what has occurred, and that furtier
carnage is without an object, us. regurds either glory
orinterest. When some time ago he expsessed bis
willingness to interfere as a medintor, if asked to do
so, medintion waz then declined ; but it was art the
snme time intimated that, if circumstances should oc-
cur to render such an alternative desirable, no media-
tion wonld be mare acceptable than that of the French
Bmperor. The lute battle, its doubtful resuits, the
uncertsinty of fature success for the Noril, ke cer-
tainty in any case of much colamity 1 both, together
with rhe increased suffering in France, induce the
Emperor 10 think that the momentis opporiane for
reviving the question of mediation, as the proposal 15
still.open ; or rather for suggesting an armstice with
a view to a definitive arrangement. Itis then rea-
sopable to presume that M. Mercier's mission is with
a view to this armistice; and an armistice which
would precede a serious arrangement mu3t necessa-
rily be of some iength. Whether M. Mercier will
succeed in his mission I do not pretend to say, and no
one pretends to say. People only hope, and their
hopes appears in some degree to be justitied by the
follgwing short article in the Constilitionnel, appear-
ing as it dues io the o3t promiaent pluce and in the
largest type of that paper:— :

w[f there be at the present time an incontestable
fict — one which, unfortunaiely, is beyond the reach
of discussion—it is, that the most experienced eye
cunnot perceive in a fulure however distant the ter-
mination of the war in America by merely bhostile
means, The North, at the outset, said that three
moaths woutd suffice to reduce the South; it is now
13 moiths siuce the struggle by meaops of canoon-
shot commenced, and a pernsal or the last despatches
must coivince any one that things are not further
advanced than pn the frst day. Were it only in the
interest’of lumunity, all must ardently wish for the
pacification of that immense courtry; but there is
more thaw an interest in humanity involved, —there
is the suflering of manufacturing Earope. Io the
midst of tbe puainful circumstances which sueec:d
each other, and of the accounts which are every day
brought by the despatches from America, the visit
ot ). Mercier to Richinond bas been interpreted in &
favoursble manner, and considered as o groncd for
bope. We are not acquainted with the cbject of that
excursion, and we are not aware whether M, Mercier
bus been charged with « mission, but we are willing
to bope, with the publie, 1hnt the French Minister ut
Washington may induce the wdverse parties to listen
to words of concilintion wnd peace. [f those words
are uitered end listened to it will ceuse great joy to
all feeling hearts in Burope, and particularly in
France.

Since the annexation to Piedmont of the Papal
Stutes, snd the confiseation of the convents and me-
unsteries of thoge provinces, numerons communities
of religious have Geen reduced to the greatest misery.
The nuns of Umbria, especially where the decree was
carricd out with more rigor than eisewhere, have
been obliged 1o appeal to the charity of the inhabit-
ants of Rome; and the Osservefore Romano bhus al-
ready collected £100 for their retief. One of these
‘convents, tontrining:twenty-seven persong;.receives
from the Piedmontese Grovermnent, in lieu of.its cou-
| fiscated properly, a pension of -45) scudi & year (less
than.£100), and evea tbatis irregdlarly pdid. In
others, each nuu receives 20 centimes ‘(1wopence) a
day ; und one convent is mentioned where the daily
allowance of each inmate i3 barely six centimes (one
halfpenay). -Previcus to the confiscation, all these
conveats uot only existed in comfort, but distributed
abundaunt alms to the surrounding poor; and yet now
“the Casse- Ecclesiusiica, or department charged with
the administratiou aod repartition ot the stolen pro-
perty, not only can hardly pay the lawtul proprietors
their wretched allowances, but its accounts for last
year showed a deficit of 1,000,000 of francs—££00,000.

mittee. The real motive wasto jntimidute the po-
pulation. ’
Thizs end was obtained, for on the 2Tth in the even-
ing, and during the day on the 28th, nobody dared
to go out, and the deserted and silent streets were
only fizfully animated by tbe passing of revolutionary
gaogs, and paid shouters who cried * Long live Unity,
Victor Emmanuel, Garibaldi,” and uttered threats
agaiost those who did not basten to place flags at
their windows. ‘
When Victor Emmanuel was seen to present him-
self before the Neapolitan population, preceded by
the English fleet and accompanied by the French
squadron, people asked ench other atter the £rst mo-
meunt of astonishment, * What does this mean?
France and Englaad are. maiking & demonstretion
against the nationnl reaction of tle Neapolitans, it is
an intervestion.” The King went yesterdry after-
noon to the Chiago promeuade where thouszuds ot
carriages are usnaliy seen; but everywhere on his
passage he found the same freezing silence. At the

NarLes, May 2.—Domiciliars visits and arrests are
more than ever the order of the day, since the arrival
of the "King of {mly.” We daily sze Generals,
Priests, Barristers, merchants, nobleman, honest
workmen and even women led lo prisoa through the
streets chained like eriminals. The * Brigands,” are
now at the very garés of Naples and at night their
bivounc fires may be seen on the mountains. Mean-
while the central committee of Naples, with a view
of setiicg at naught the last efforts of Piedmontizm,
has more frequent intercourse with the Boarbon com-
mittees in ihe provinces, who are wonderfully active.
The Piedmontese and their adherents are furious on
account of the defeats and losses daily experienced
by their troops. And so not being able to overcome
their epemies by violence they wish to terrify them
by their ferocity. The population of Sorn has beea
thus deeply affected and terrified by the barbarity of
Colonel Fontaea, who, after vainly attempting
to attack Chiavone, dragged out of prison and
arbitrarily shot the political prisoner Raffacle Sto-
funo, who had been for several moanths aweiting
his trial withont ever beipg able to obtain an oppor-
tunity of proving his iunocence. At Mirabells, in the
province of Avellino, the superior of a Franciscan
monastery, a.od several otber friars hrve been arrest-
ed and dragged off in chains by the gendarmes. A
crowd of people of every kind have come to Naples
with the King and his court. The Royal Palace i3 so
crowded that the rooms ant halls are filled with beds,
g0 that, to prevent confusion, the apartments are num-
bered like in an hoiel. No 1,462 is the bedroom for-
merly occupied by the Dowager Empress of Russia.
That of the Archduke Charles of Austris, father of
the Dowager Queen of the Two Sicilies, is now No.
753, and the chamber where the Holy TFather, Pius
IX,, was praying in 1849, for the peace of the world
and the happiness of Italy, i3 now the boudoir of a
certain lady 1n Rulaszi's suite! This minister mean-
while is busy with the organisation of 41 moveable
columns to raoge through the provinces. The woods

The espedition of Victor Emmanuel to Naples, I re-
gacd as the last move on the board, which is des*ized
to fail.

. Enthusiasm has been bought there, as one may well
believe, to & large exient : tuilors huve Lad to fit out
men in suits of bluck, to make ' respectabilities’ of
thew, in order to show that the‘palantuomo’ had
friends of mark to say God seve him; and a few car-
lini goa long way with the lazy lower clags, wlose
physical energy is cheaply stimulated by a dose of
maccaroni—so the cry of ‘Long live the King
is raised, without much trouble, and at no very
great cost. But the end is comiog. A man need not
claim to be a prophet, when he foretells that Vietor
Emmanuel will leave Naples certain of never being its
sovereign.
