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WHY ENGLAND WILL KOT INTERFERE FOR
POLAND.

Some of our French contemporncies are expre:sing
more than surprise at the absence oi any effective
response of Eugtiah opinion to their czll for a war
with flussia on behalf of Poland. They remind us
of the enthusiasm cf our publie meetings, the unani-
mous ccndewpation of the Raossian government by
our press, nnd the stern note of our diplumatic notes,
and appesr to think tbat these justify them in claim-
ing us 03 comrades in a great Buropesn war. The
claim has not been recogaised, There is no war party
aaiong us. Boglish opinion is only beard on the side
of peate, Peace is not only the demand of those
who make the material interests of society thair care,
but of those who more especially represent Liberal
tendencies in politics.  These 1mnnifestntions of
opinion perplex and annoy onr contemporaries, and
it is right that they shiould be expluined. As old aud
sincers fricnds of Foland, as old and sincere friends
of the French alliznce, we will briefiy state wby we
{ind it imposaible 1o urge our leaders to war; why,
on the cuntrary, we are compeiled to deprecute such
a0 izsue of the preseat negotintions, Aad although
wo should speak ouly for uuzselves, we believe that
the cousiferalions which weigh with us are those
whieh vaderlie the general wisk of the nntion. The
war for Polund, to whiech we are invited, is un en-
terprise 5o contrndictory in ils pature that ifs incon-
sisienoy would trouble us with misgivi®s at every
swape of it presecution,  Nomijaally o wer for tbe
independence snd liberty of a nation, it would have
ut its bead the greatest ensoy of the liberty 2ed in-
depeudonce of astions who has appesred since the
days of the Iloly Ailiunce. The fourtesn yeurs
which bave elapsed since Louis Napoleon aseguired
supremo power in France bave beeu wholly spent
in defeating and desiroyicg liberty in thet couatry,
aad in nodermining the independence of other states,
The aushor of the deportations 1w Cayenne and Al-
gerie may protess bovror st the Warsaw conscription
and exile to Siberig, and tho aunthor of the conlizca-
tious in Aexico may think be is'shocked by the coo-
fiscations of Mouravieff, but we, a3 & nntiop, are in-
crednlous. Nobody umuagst us bslieres that the
the French Emperor wonld engsge in o war With
Russia from a chivalrous regard for the indepeudence
of Poinnd.

A chaonge took place last week in the weather,

‘reported as being swollen to wintry dimensions.
There is reason to believe, however, that no serious
damage has been doue, as the raia, although very
heavy, was follewed by a very hot sunsbine, with,
" gentle wind. There is, therefore, no cause for alarm,
and, unless the weather become much worse, a slight
delay in barvest operations is all that need be appre-
pended, and even this wiil not be general. The reap-
ing of wheat and oats has already commenced ic the
counties of Down, Galway, Oarlow, and Loutl, and
ihe yield 13 everywhere said to be heavy and abun-
dant. In Louth the farmers sowed less than balf the
usval quantity of wheat this year, which they now
regret. The root crops and after grass will be great-
ly improved by the rain, and the petsto crop will
afford an excellent return, There is not as yet any ap-
pearance of the disease, and the supply at market is
abundant and cheap, while the qualily is superior.
Flox pulling i3 going on rapidly in the counties of
Down aod Monaghnn, and the crop is considered the
best for wmany yearsa past, The Registrar-General bas
issued a return showing in stalute acres the cxtent
of ground devoted to the cultivation of flax in ench
connty of Iraland this year as compared with last.
The details are given with great minuteness, but the
goneral reaults show that the the total acreage under
flax o Ireland this year is 214,092 acres, against 150-
070 last year; and the total increase amounts to 64,
022 acres. The only connty in Ireland in which
there hus been no iucrease is Dublin, where only one
acre has been sown. Tn Down there are 44,970
acres under the crop.~Jfb.

The sccounts of the state of the orops in Irelund
are most satisfactory. The cereals areall of excel-
tent deacriotion, and the potatoss were never knowan
10 bo 5o fiae, in regard to the flavour, aumber, and
quality of the tubers. Except in alfew instances
along the coast, thers has been no sppearance of the
blight.—Ib, :

-'What 1s really meant
lherefore by.those who ‘lodsely talk about Cana-
dian monarchy is merely the ndopnon—or intro-
duction of -the hereditary . principle, in the
case of the bead of the Govermnment. DBut
biere of course the questton at once arises—Is the
adoption or introduction of' such a principle fea-
sible in British North America ?

The bereditary principle, as ‘applied te the
sorerelon in Great Britain, succeeds adumrably,
because it is in harmony, oc keeping, with the
entire social system of that country. The here-
ditary principle obtains throughout, and vitalises
that system : and an hereditary sovereign is but
the logical sequence or - complement of ac here-
ditary aristocracy, of an “hereditary tenure of
Tand~and of a law, or rather custom of primo-
geniture. Tn a state of society where none of
these things existed or would be tolerated:
where there was no hereditary aristocracy, no
Lereditary tepure of land, no entailed estates
and no law or cuslom of primogeniture, an here-
ditary sovereign would be a social and political
monster, The political systemn instead of being
i harmony with, or, the logical’ development of
the social system, would be alien aud abhorrent
o3t, The poliucal order would be in opposition
to the soctal order ; and the intrusive or here-
ditary element i the pohtical order would bave
to be expelied, before harmony could be res-
tored.

Now in British N. America—unfortunately
as we believe—fortunately according to the
opinions of others, there is no hereditary aristocra-

the Federals. 'Tbe Conivderate garnson has

Wust 15 a Monsarcuy ?—OQae half of our
warmest conlroversies are mere logomachies ;
disputes zbout words, not things, which would
cease of themseives were the parlies thercnnto
to condescend to defimuions, sharp and exhaus-
tive. When, for instance, writers m the press
provoke controversy by urging the feambility,
and the advuntages of a wonarchical goveroment
for British North America, bow easily the ques-
tions raised might be solved by a simple defini-
tion of the much used—little uederstood, word
« monarcby.”  Ualortunately dew attuch any
definite meaning Lo the word wiich they use:
they employ it, somelimes in one sense, soRIe-
limes in anotber, and thus appropriately eod by
talking thorough uonsense, wod becoming unniel-
ligible not ouly to thewr sudizees—but to them-
selves.

It is perhaps casier to soy what a monarchy is
not-—thao what it 15, '{'be Government of Eng-
tand, for mstance, is not, and since the daps of
the Tudors, has never been 4 mounarchy, except
doring the short lived Commonwealth.  Oliver
Cromwell was the last donarch of Lngland :
and though in the early part of iis reign (George
the third-tried, no doubi, to be a monarch, as
well as a king, the Great Houses, or arislocracy
proved themselves 1oo powerful for han. The
Dresdent of the U. States is far more of u
monarch than is Queen Vidioria ; and the two
most strictly monsrchical goveinments on the
foce of the earth at the present day are those of
TRussia, and of the {federal States ol Norih
America.

We are statizg what we believe lo be the fact,
nat what we wish to ke so 3 for it would be well
for the country, well for its future liberties, were
it otherwise. No matter what our political sys-
tem in British North Amerien, our social system
of which ultimately the other must be but the
oulgrowth ‘or development, is wilh the excep-
ticn of Catiiolic and French Lower Canada,
tdentical with the Yankee social system, or that
wbich oblaimss in Lthe Nerthers Stales of the
neighboring Union 5 and apy altempt that mght
| be made to establish u form of government, or
pulitical order not in harmony with and based
upon our actval social system would ivevitably be
a fuilure.

Nor can this defect be in any manner or de-
gree remedied  or supplemeated by political ac-
tion. Itasas impassible to make an hereditary
aristocracy, or hereditary landed gentry, as it is
to muke an ancient ook,  Every otler part of the
social organisen may be made, oraf lost may be
restored.  The bourgeoiste, the peasantry, if de-
stroyed, will rapidly grow again; but, whether
for good or for evil, so 1l is, an aristocracy and
an hereditary gentry, oance desiroyed, can never
be supphed.  T'he ravages ol the revolutionary
storm which swept over France durwng the last
decade of the eighteenth century have, with one
unporiant exception been repaired. The throne
and the altar have been raised vp ; a monarchy
has been re-established; the bowrgesisic have
sprosted out again ; the peasantiry ace as numer-
pus and as prosperous as ever; but the arisio-
cracy, but the ofd bvred:tnr) landed gentry of
IPrunce have disappeared for" ever, and no power
on earth can restore them,  As well attempt to
bring back last Spring’s flowers as lo resuscitate
the nobiesse of ofd France. Now we bave not
even the elements or the raw materal in ‘British
N. America, if we except Liower Canada, out of
which an aristocracy might in time be developed,
We might of course bave a snobocracy, or a
plutocracy, but an azristocracy, never ! We
might bave Dukes of ilardware, Earls and Mar-
quses of Dry Goods and Motusses—bogus titles
and bogus Honorables without end; but these
would in no wise make good the want of an be-
reditary lunded gentry ; and without the lalter
an bereditary sovereign or chief of the political
order would b2 nnpossible.

And berein probably lies the secret of the
ulter failure o} all modera allempls to copy or
imlate the British foum of government, with its
horeditary sovereigs, s anslocraey, its quasi
feudn! tenure of land, its social bierarchy, and
its political liberties. To Fogland the people en-

perfection under an Oriental despolism, where
the Monarch’s favorite of to-day is liable to

AuDr ALTERAN ParrTeM.—The Fcho, an
Anglican journal of the *low” stripe, published
on Friday last the following accusation against
the Rev. M. Ricard, Parish Priest of Acton.
The story appeared originally, we Yelieve, in the
Pays, a Rouge and anti-Catholic paper of this
City :—

 Mr, Dorion, brother to the Attorney General East,
wag at an election meeting in Acton, C. E. After
his opponent hai ended speaking without being in-
tecrupted, he commenced nnd so did the bell of the
Roman Catholic church. Ho waited, but oo went the
bell, until one of Mr. Dorion's friends went to tie it
up. The priest then appsared acd ordered the peo-
ple to go to vespers. Like an obedient flock in they
went, and after service Mr Dorion then mannged to
make his speech, without the bsll ringing accompa-
nimeat. This is entirely a new way ot potting dows
a political opponeat.”

"This is a very pretty story no doubt, but like
all other stories 1t has two sides. We propose
therelore to lay belore our readers another ver-
sion of the affuir at Actlon, which if 1t be not
qaite so brilliant or pzgieant as that furnished by
the Zcho, has at least this merit that it is strictly
true.

On Sunday the 2ud of August, a
meeting was held in the immediate vicintty of
the parsh charch.

M. Dorion took
no notice ot this polite and most reasonable re-
quest. He did not move further off from the
church, and still contmued his address to his
friends and partisans; nor did he cease his an-

noying, and we Wil add, most; mdecent mlerfer-
eace with Cbrlst:an worshlp, vatil - the - ‘priest
himsel[ ' came out, and remonstrated mth! him
upon the gross impropriety- of his beharviour.—
After Veﬂpers M. Dorion recommenéed his dis-
course, and continued spedklna for lhe best part
of arother hour;

During this time the pnest had lo perform a
baptism, which according to the custom of the
Catholic Chureb, necessitated the ringing of the
bell ; and one of the parishioners of Acton har-
ing died during the course of the forenoon, the
bell, as 1s also the invariable custom, rang forth
the glas or kaell of the departed soul. These
were the ‘only mterruptions of any kind, in so
far as the priest and the clurch authonties of
Acton were concerned, that wore offered to M.
Dorion ; and we put it to any reasonable unpre-
judiced person, whether there was therein aught
of which M. Dorion and bis friends have the
right to complain. - It was hardly to be ex-
pected that for their convenience the offices of
the Church should be neglected, or her diserp-
line and rules with regard to baptism, and pray-
ers for the departed, be set aside.

Indeed the only things worthy of notice in the
whole affair, dre—l'uslly, the priest’s great for-
bearance in postponing the hour of Vespers from

2 p.yPlo 3 P, to accommodate M. Dorion ;
and secondly, the indecorous conduct of the lat-
ter and of his friends, in violently interfer-
ing by brute force witha church officer in the
execution of his duty, and in M. Dorion’s 1ater-
ruption of divine service in spite of the oft re-
pealed admonitions, and reiterated requests of
the priest. We lkpow oot whal aclion the
Fabrique and church authorities of Acton intend
to take in the premises, or whether they wtend
taking any action at all : but we should be well
pleased to hear that they had deterimaed to ig-
stitute legal proceedings for * brawlng,” for in-
decently interrupting divine worship, and for
assault, both against M. Dorion, and the ruffians
who by force interfered to prevent the bendle
from ringing the bell, when ordered to do so by the
priest.

broken out. If the Emperor of the French

- -shores, and barely one month will then remain
for active operations. 1t is true a large - force
1s ready to march; it s true that an immense
smeatericd bas been prepared for active service,
.but it must be borne in mind that an expedition
-could hardly be sent off before the notés now be-
-iag concocted are sent off, received, and replied
te. Now,all this will take time, and it is oot
the interest of Russia 1o accelerate the tardy
progress of diplomacy. The month of August
will in all probability be fairly over before the
.auswer of Russia is recesived. There are Inany
here who think a winter campaign on the Rhine
probable. More extraordiary things have come
to puss, and it is impossible to say that there
wmay not be some secret understanding, seme
treaty of alliance between the Cabnets of Ber-
‘bim and St. Petersburg, which may place Prus-
sia i the unenviable posttion of standing right
between the hammer and the anvil. All that a
eareful consideration of facts has enabled us to
arnve at is this :—The situation is as dangerous
as ever ; the war party show no dimmution of
canfidence ; but we have no coup de thealrem
the Monizeur, and i a fortnight it would be too
Sate to think of commencing a campaign in the
Baltic.

A Russian-AMEeRICAN ALLIANCE. — The
Presse says :-— We hear that communcations
have been received from an English source, ac-
cording 1o which we must prepare ourselves for
the approaching ratification of an ofiensive anc
defensive alliance between St. Petersburg and
Washmgton.  This eventuality, should this
somewliat speculative information be confirmed,
would principally affect the bearing of the Mexi-
<an and Polish questions.”

‘The Natiorn under the heading “ Our Allies
at Fraokfort,”” publishes an article which sags—
% Jt is clear that 1f the Emperor of Austria had
mo other thought than that of Federal reform,
the idea of the Congress at Frankfort would not
beve been a sudden inspiration. It must be that
the Court of Vienna is desirous of avoiding a
saare which it thinks s being laid forit. ltis
our duty to foresee that Austria will shortly as-
tegish the world by a startling defection. Her
peo-Polish  enthusiasm must come to an end.—
Afunother step and she would be compelled to
gwe up Gallicia apd Venetia. Insiead of rash-
sy to the rescue of Poland, Austria is thinking
euly of her perzonal defences behind the phalunx
of German princelets. This melancholy speeia-
cle does not scandalise England, since quite by
aactdent the Queen of Epgland finds herself w
the neigbborhood of Fraukfort. I, then, a plot
against France be on foot, England is unphcated
therein. More than ever is 1t urgent that France
should lock for allies elsewhere than at Vieons
2ed Liondon.”

The Courter du Dimanche says that the
Notes of the three Powers are undersiood in
their conclusion to call upon Prince Gortehakolt
to give his serious attention to the gravity of the
situation of affairs, I[f Russia does not enter
upan the course indscated by therr friendly eoun-
sels, sbe will become responsible lor the serious
camequences whieh the prolongation of ilie war
in Poland will bring about.

Arunan LocoxoTiok. — Un the subject of asuch
movement by means of screw propellers, M Babiret
expresses himself a3 follows: —'* M[M. Nadar and de
la Landelle have constructed a little apparatus
which receives its propulsion by means of springs,
and which riges in the air, springs and all without
any other action. These little engines are therefore
perfectly automotive, and find a fulerum in the air,
The form of the screw propellers remains to be
studied, as well us the nature of the steam-engine
which is to provide the force of locomotion ; but, ag
a large model is always, in a mechanical point of
view, more advantageous than & small apparatus,
we may here boldly say that if a mousq has been car-
ried up into tbe air, it will be much more easy to
transport an elephant. That is & question of money
and technology. Hence we may warraut the suc-
cess of aeria! navigation within the limits of possi-
bility ; that is, we shall never be able 1o go against
violent winds which the strongest birds cannot re-
sist. As to the exclusion of air balloons, which MM.
Nadar and de 1a Landelle proscribe, natural philoso-
phers have long considered the directing of balloons
lighter than air as & problem which is not only in-
soluable, but absurd, As to screw propellers, they
should be possessed of great velocity, but a great
many may be applied so as to work togetber, A
spring will give the propellers a regular motion, and
the steam-engine, made of thin metal, iz oaly to
keep the spring constantly tight. This spring will
act a3 a fly for the motive power. As to the neces-
asry velocity, I may say that on the Seine, a screw
stesmer, the screw of which had a distance of a
metre between the threads, and which might have
formed a kilometre in 800 reveolations, only went
200 metres when it turned slowiy, whereas it went
800 metres when it turned fust. The advantageous
effect of rapidity consista in this, that the air, oblig-
ed to yield to the impulse, has not time to escape
from under the screw, aud isstrongly compressed.—
For thiz same reason a parachate descend slowly,
because, to escape from under it, the air muss fetch
a considerable compass, which is effected at the ex-
pense of 1he descent.”

BELGIUM.

The Catholic Congress at Malines was solemnly
opened on Tuesday by a Pontifical High Mass st the
Cathedral of St. Rombaut, celebrated by the Cardi-
nal Archbishop of Malines in the presence of the
Bishope, cclesiastical Diguitaries, the Clergy and
the lay members of the Congress, who, to the pum.
ber of several thousands, attended this important
gathering. The vrocoedings of the QCongress will
terminate with the grand banquet on Saturday ; and,
ag we are forced to write while some of the most
interesting busineas is under discussion, and before
several of the leading objects of the Congress have
been treated, a review of work done, and of the re-
sults, or aay attempt at a history of the event, must
be postponed. Bu: enough has already pasesd to
impress every mind with the importance of the oc-
cagion, aud to justify the best hopes that an immense
stimalus will be given to the Catholic cause and to
Catholic interesis by this assembly. We doubs
whether any description could enable a Catholic of
these islands who had not been an eye-witness, to
form aa inea of the scene on Tuesday in the Hall of
the Pet1t Seminaire at Malines, either at the first
general session during the opening discourse of the
Gardinal Archbiskop of Malines and the inaugural
address by the President, the Baron de Gorlachs, or
at the discussion in the fifth section on the same
day, in the same place, when the establishment at
Brusseils of a Catholic International Journal was
debated and provisionally resolved.

The first public session was the most imposing de-
monsiration of Catholic strength, energy confidence,
and spirit that we have witnessed.

The muster of Bishops, and Ecclesiastical Digni-
taries aod Clergy of all ranks, from the Two Pri-
mates of Belgium and England, the Cardinal Arch.
bisbop of Westminster, down to the Curate and the
Student of Divinity was prodigious; but more strik.
ing and extraordinary still was the dense array of
the hundreds and thousands of the lay members of
the Congress, including the very flower and bloom
of tbe Catholic manhood of Catholic Belginm, whoae
meré aspect bespoke A conscicusness of moral, in-
tellectual, and paysical furce, which made the all.
pervading enthusiasm less conspicuous than the
cheerful selt-reliance and unaffected confidence in
themselves and in their cause which was the most
marked characteristic of the day. It was an ex-
treordinary spectacle, and we only regret that more
of onr Catbolic English, Scotch, and Irish fellow-
subjects were not present to witness it. They could
scarcely have failed to carry away with them some
of the vigorous and hopeful spirit which pervaded
all aronnd 1hem.— Tubletr

their exteot and magnitude. Engrossed by the de-
teils of military command, in which be considers
himself an adept, he has long mffected to control
and direct every movement of every battalion
throughout the length and breadth of his monarchy
from his Cabinet at Berlin. At Carlsbad and at
Gastein—notlwithstending his physivians' recommen-
dation to abstaia from work and avoid harsss und
anxiety—De has not entirely abandorced his bubit of
military sopervision. This practice —to the extent
of which be carries it,—~of course takes up s very
large portion of his time, Were he to devote as
muca of it to politics as he does to plaFing at snl-
diers, it still may be donubtful whether he would
shine a3 a politician ; but it is certain thaty, owing
to bis military pastunes and pipeclay porsuits, far
too little leisare remains to him to fulfil the most
jmportant duties of & King.—Times.

1In his address to the assembled sovereigns
Francis Joseph expressed his regret thnt Prussia was
pot represented at the Congress, and observed that
there was no cause for rivalry ur jealousy, as in Ger-
many Prussia and Austria were upon a perfect equal-
ity, which would be secured for the future by
the proposals for the reformation of the Bund
if ndopted by the Corgress and approved by the nu-
tion, The Emperor energetically digelaimed ali sel-
fish considerations in the siep he has tulcen. Suiil the
Kiog of Prussis standa doggediy aloof, though she
Congress desprtehied a colleclive note by the King of
Saxony 1o Daden, invitjug Liis Majesty 1o joia them
ia their deliberations.

DENMARK.

Corexuaces, Aug. 14.—Information from a reiiable
source states that the King of the Greeks will positi-
vely leave this capital for Athens before the end of
the mouth, but will await in Loudon the decision of
the Ionian Parliament upon asnexation to Greece.

The diffussion of Mormonism in Denmark is becom-
ing more rapid every year. In 1862 there were 3,347
Mormons in Decwmark, comprising G00 priests of vari-
ous grades, and 2,748 lay persons. Of these 1,142
had been re-baptized, and 865 have left tieir homes
aod emigrated. 2,482 persons still remain in Den-

mark.
RUSSIA.

Letters from St. Petersburg respecting the con.
tents of the Notes of the Wesiern Powers stats that
the purport of the French Note is of a thoroughly
pacific nature, and that the English Note, although
couched io terms of the most perfect courtesy, is
rather more reserved, althoagh majotaining the same
sense.

Both XNotes persevere in the proposals formerly
meade by the Powers to Russia. They regret that
Russia has not consented to accept .the six points,
the project of a conference, and an armstice, bat
hope that afler mature consideration the Govern-
ment of the Emperor will arrive at & different cou-
clusion. While both Powers make Russin responsi-
ble for future consequences, they declare that after
haviog folfilled the duties imposed upon them by
bumanity and the right intBrpretation of treaties,
they must for the present confine themselves to re-
peating their former observations with incrersed
emphasis.

M. Drouyn de Lhuys and Earl Russell further de-
clare themselves willing to await the measures which
the Ruseian Government may adopt, 1o the hope Lhat
they will lead to peace.
