So far the cold and ummpassioned legal clron-
wcle supplies the particulars of his trial as it was
called. This is all that we have. No pea has de-
scribed: for us the ‘scene : no sympathising eye-
witness waa.by, to hand down to posterity the
numerous particulars that do not come within the
range of a mere report of evidence—no one to
depiét the conflicting passions and emotions that
moved the actors.. But we can, alas, only -too
faithfully imagmme 1t all, The gnm severity of
the judges—captious' and hostile, scowhng on
the prisoner asit be was a malefactor already
convicted, trying to escape—each question of
the witnesses, each protestation of his innocence
only aggravating his crime in their eyes. The
counsel - for the crown—five of them, no less—
hovering around the doomed captive like Indians
around their victm at the stake—each one, turn
about, having bis thrust at the defenceless breast
—each one his brutal taunt and lymg charge
upon the bound and helpless prisoner. Calmly
that venerable old man—without counsel, advo-
cate, or friend—preseats himself to bis persecu-
tors, Who can read unmoved even the rude
narrative of the law book, as it reveals him,

_ single-handed, battling with despairing energy—

contending in his own simple, earoest, persever-
ing, and importune way against the host of able
lawyers that crowd around him. Tu those days
no counsel for defence was aliowed tg men
charged with lis crime ; so there stood (he help-
less Primate, as he himself says, at their mercy
—five of the ablest Jawyers mn all England en-
gaged. agaiost him ; the judges themselves,: with
a brutal partisanship they did ol veature to con-
ceal, coming to the assistance of all the lawyers
and the wituesses whenever  Pluakett had the
perjurers in a. dilémma. Oa the 15th of June
sentence of death was passed upon him. He
was led back to prison. The sixteen dayswhich
clapsed until "his executiof, he passed ic prayer,
meditation, and fasting, In prison he fasted
usually four days in every week. The accounts
which the. jailers who had charge of him give of
the venerable martyr, are noble testumonies to
his character. They deseribe him as a quiet,
gentle old man, with a mixture of serenity, cheer-
fulness, and candor, that won upon every one of
them. 1t is said that the appearance of haggard
anxiety which somewhat tinged bhis usually calm
and dignified countenance before and during the
trial, entirely vanished after he had heard the
sentence. . He seemed like one who felt that ins
prison doors on earth were about to_open on a
glorious: and eternal liberation. In the same
prison with him were coofined several priests
charged with the crime. of having taken orders
in.the Church of Rome.. Ic 1his circumstance
the Prelate found a consolation which bis ene-
mies could not bave imagined, Adfter sentence
he'was allowed to communicate with bis fellow-
martyrs in bis prison, not pérsonally, but by let-
ter or message through his faitbful servant who
attended im'to the last. Oae of these priesis
was a-Father Corker, under whose spiritual guid-
aice the Primate’ placed himself in prepasation’
for death, and who -has ‘left 'us in wrilmg some
most. interesting particulars of Plunketls last
days. At length the last sua rose upoa'the trou-
bled career we have been following. The night
before, the Primate arranged with Father Cork-
er 'what prayers-and devouions be would offer on-
the way to execution, m order that they might
at the same. moment, in therr cells, accompany
his petitions to the throne of the Most High.—
He weat to bed (Father Corker  informs us) at
eleven o’clock; and slept quetly and soundiy til
four in the morning, when bis man-servant, who
lay in the room with him, awakened bim. Capt.
Richardson, "the keeper of Newgate, says—
“ When I came to bim 1n the morning, he' was’
newly awake, having slept all night without’any
disturbance ; and when 1 told bim to. prepare for.
his.execution, he received the message with -all:
quietness of mind, and’ went to the sledge as
unconcerned as'if he bad been going to a’wed-’
ding.” He passed down the stairs, and entered
the press yard, wto which he well kuew the win-
dows-of Father Corker’s cell looked.down ; and.
there, surely: ‘enough, behind the strong - thick
bars, were the faces of the priests all soffused.
with tears. ¢ He turned about to our ckamber
windows,”. ‘says Father - Corker, ¢ snd with.a
pleasant aspect; and with elevated: hands, gave
us his benediction.” Then be: passed through
the gateway into -the street, and they.siw him

They drag him along—
there go the sheriffs, and there the files of hal-
berdiers ; and there the pursuivaats march by his
side.” Crowds press round, and throng to see
the holiday. See the windows n the streets—
the' old and the young, how they press! The
bhurdle 1s dragged along—the shout, zud roar,
and gibe, and curse, is on every lip ; or it may
be some heart not altogether sione softens as
that aged face is seen stretched, looking up-
wards, as if appealing from man’s injustice to
God.- Down to Holbora-hill they bring him,
and up its slope'; the fierce crowd gathering and
swelling as they go. And now they leave the
city behind, and pass iato the green fields where
Ozxford street cow stands. They reach the spot
where now is Conpaught-square, then called the
Eims, Tyburn. The crowd sti!l thickens, and
press round. . The halberdiers advance and clear
the way, The hurdle stops. They loose the
cords—be rises—Lo! Standing up against the
dark green horizon of Hampstead-hill, that,
crowned with woods, stretch far away bebhind—
a crossbeam, with its loose cord dangling and
swaying to and Iro in the breeze. There stands
the cart beneath it, and there are the priry coua-
cillors around. Whe is the man who stands
there, with koife all bare and sieeves tucked up ?
What mean the axe and short saw that lte upon

the ground at lus teet? And hark ! that erack-

ling noise heard in the pauses of the sullen moan-
g of the impatient crowd? And see!—a co-

lumn of smoke that, till now unseen, rises be-

hind—an open in the crowd as a turnkey passes

with a bundle of faggots towards the spot. A

fire I—it lights up, even 1a the broad day, the
faces that thropg arcund, like "demons exulting.

The old man is vaised trom the sledge—he tot-
ters—the cords and irons bave paioed his limbs.
e is lifted on to the cart beneath the gibbet—

the Joose cord swinging and swaying by his face.
‘He"looks around him, s white bair streaming in
the wind, Was ever fate so desalale! Led
out like a sheep to the slaughter! Death—

what matters it—but death there and thus? No

eye ot pity—no prayer—no tear. EHad he but

‘been granted to die in Ireland; but there—

amidst strangers, and every stranger a foe—far,
far.irom bis native land—that land only the more
endeared to him by its sufferings and sorrows.—
Long, long, and silently he looks around the
borizon, as if he fain would pierce through dis-

more, as at bis trial, he makes—this time read-

ing from a paper—an able and elaborate de-
fence, and rends in fragments the web of per-
juries brought agamst bim. Taen, giving a pre-
coucerted signal to a disguised priest concealed
in the crowd at the galiows foof, be kneels and
reciles the solemnn JDMaserere mei Deus, and,
meekly bowing his bead, receives the absolution

Interesting as
it would be, it would occupy too long to trace
the fortures, or rather the doom that seems to
have fallen upon every one who had 2 band in
the Primate’s death, The very day after Ius
execution, Shaftesbury, the author and instiga-
tor of the whole Popish Plot,’ was seized and
dragged ignomimously to the Tower, amidst the
execrations of the very rabble be bad taught to

how! for Catholic blood. One by one God’s
‘vengeance followed and smote the guilty actors
in the terrible tragedy. Years after the events
1 bave described—old, bowed down, withered,
emaciated, tortured by remorse—outcast from

bis Church and abhorred of mer—one of them

sought out Dr. Plunkett’s successor, Dr, M-
Mahon.- As he approached the Arclbishop he

exclaimed in agony of soul—¥ Am I never to

have peace? Is there no mercy for me?” The

Prelate heard bim in silence, then opened a

glass-case, and in a deep and solemn voice said,

“Look bere, thou unfortunate wretch! The

head of his murdered Primate was before him—

he recognised it at a glance, swooned, and fell

senseless on the floor. This was the wilness

Dufly. The miserable man was reconciled to

the Church, and, after a few years of peniten-

tial anguish of mind, passed before the judgment

seat of God.

The reflections suggested by thus chapter of
Irish bustory are deep in their import ; political,
religious, and social. The period was a tura-
ing point 1a our history, I think it may be con-
sidered as the period at which the Irisk Bishops
seem to have, of necessity and from duty, re-
cognised and accepted the English Sovereign as
Sovereign of Ireland, Up to this time there
was some veslige of sovereignty, or claim to it
at least, amongst the native Irish authorities ;—
but, with the * Flight of the Earls,” 1t fled.
Henceforth the Bishops are found yielding obe-
dience and allegiance . ta the sceptre of the
Stuarts. There remamed no other claimant, no
other power to maintain, even in a ruade way, the
barriers of socicty, and the choice was between
the government of the conquerors and ulter an-
archy. So, as far as I can gather from therr
actions, the Bishops, as [ bave said, of necessity
and from duty—for the sake of their focks, for
the sake of social order and morality—* attorn-
ed” to the Stuarts; and benceforth sought to
make the best of the circumstances. The peo-
ple themselves seem so to hase * attorned” too.
When the next sword of Ireland was drawa, it
was for the English King as King of Ireland.—
The national feeling of our country seems to
have gathered oround the Stuarts ; and be whe
studtes the * Jacobite Relics of [reland” will
owa how devotedly, yea, passionately, the Irish
as well as the Scottish Gaels espoused the cause
The Stuarts were of their
own race and of tierr own faith, -which, per-
hiaps, accounted largely for the manuer in which
the Irisb clung to their fortupes. For full forty
years—throughout the penal times—the oppress-
ed and persecuted sang to each other in their
songs, whispered to each other in secret, cheer-
ed each other  with ailegories of the. return of
« King James” or « Prince Charlie.”  In the
¢ Blackbird”?—the ¢ Drimin du daelish”—the
song of  Kathleen na Houlahan”—* Dark Ro-
saleen”—ang a bundred otber of the most beau-
tiful and passionate bursts of pational feeling, we
have attested the strength of Ireland’s devotion
to the new dynasty of the old race and faith.—
The religious considerations that anse from a
study of the perod of Pluokett’s life are equally
serious, 'They open up the records of a terrible
persecution—of beyoie fortitude and usconquer-
ed fidelity.. . ‘The condition of the lrish Catho-
lics, from the date of Plunkett’s exemption to
1829, aftords a subject to which, I trust, a com-
petent lecturer will yet direct s atiention so
that full justice may. be done to the endurance of
a people who bore that long agony of slow mar-
tyrdom with a spirit worthy a nation of - saints—
wortby a-nation that, in one century, bore such
childrenas Hugh of Ulster, and O’Deonnell, Owen
Roe, and Patrick Sarsfield ; Eber. MfMahon
and Ohrer Plunkett! . .

chapter :—* And he gave some apostles, and
some prophets, and other some evangelists, and
other some pastors and doctors. For the per-
fecting of the saints for the work of the ministry,
for the edifying of the body of Cbrist: Untl
we all meet into the unity of faith, and of the
koowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect
man, unto the measure of the age of the fuloess
of Christ: That bLenceforth we be ro more
children tossed to ard {ro, and carried about with
every wind of doctrine by the wickedness of
men, by cunning crafimess, by which they he in
wait to deceive,”

Harving read these verses [lis Eminence thus
proceeded :—The opening of a new church de-
dicated to the worship of God is an event which
is calculated not only to bring us consolation but
also instruction. It is consoling to observe ris-
ing in the mdst of a growing population, that
hallowed spot in wiich the Church of God ad-
ministers the sacraments, and distributes those
graces which have beer appointed by God for
the traming of mankind to eternallife. And it
Is wstructive also, for tlie event serves as a les-
son which leads the mind to the contemplation
the solemn and momentous teachgs of the
Church. There are particvlar reasons too at
the present period which give to this event ad-
ditional interest, reasons arising from a consider-
ation of the times in which we live.  St. Paul
in the verses I have read keeps a particular ob-
Jectia view. But before I enter upon the con-
sideration of the subject of my discourse and be-
fore commenting on my text, it may be well to
call your attention to a preceding passage. It
must be admitted that whenever the Aposile re-
peats a point of doctrine almost in the same
words, be must have it deeply at heart and his
impression must be that its claim upoun our at-
tention is most important., I shall therefore ask
you to go back to a chapter or two and we shall
find the following passage in the second chapter
of the s2ame Epistle verses 1% to 22. ¢ Now
therefore you are no more strangers and for-
eigners ; but you are fellow-citizens with the
saints, and domestics of God. Bult upon the
toundation of the Apostles and Prophets, Jesus
Curist lumself being the chief corner stone: 1ln
whom all the building, bewng framed together,
groweth up 1nto a boly temple in the Lord. Ia
whoin you also are built together nto an habita-
tion of God in the Spint.” :

Here St. Paul. represents the Church, to
whose aggregated completeness he would direct
the mind under the similitude of a house ora
building, the Apostles being the, as it were, se-
cond founders, working upon the earlier rude and
strong foundations which the Prophets lawd of old,
both being unmited from the beautiful order which
the New Testament developes. This house thus
built up rises to the roof, baving the Saviour of
the world for 1ts corner-stone, in the main body
of - the edifice, and according to St. Paul ¢ you
are also built together” as it were hke living
stone, joined together by faith of Christ, who
forms the support of the Church. Now, could
any words more clearly convey the great doc-
trine of the necessity of unity of faith? If you
were to break away the wall of this building n
which we are to-day assembled, the edifice falls,
for the integrity of the structure would have be-
come impaired. DBut no power on earth can
move the Rock of the Chureh, no mfluence can
prevail against its power. The unity of a budd-
ing depends on the unity of all its parts.  The
parts which are joined must bz properly cement-
ed. - All must rest upon the same sound founda-
tions, and thus will be acquired firmness and
stability, so ‘that all wiil be secure even to the
bighest pinnacle. . According to St. Paul the
Church has the one foundation and the one head,
no part being separated. It would be very diffi-
cult to place m a stronger light than the Apostle
does the necessity of umity to cause stability.—
Let us go farther,.. The Church 15 no- longer
like a building which can be changed and al-
tered. In a material bulding we may cautiously
remave a portion to add a chapel, and all the
time by care maintain the sopports ; but not so
witb the living body of the Church, Our Sa-
viour is not a mere part of the Church.' He 15
all. We are parts, and if we remamm umted to
Him we.live ;. but if we be cast off from Him
then, like limbs tora from a tree, we die and
wither away, for corruption attacks us, and once
we separate from the ‘Tree of. Christ there is no
more life in us. . Uity is necessary to persever-
ance and persistence, and ‘woe to us if._we be
lopped . off from the Truth. = The true Caurch
has been compared .to: living . stone, but that is-a
figure we cannot well comprehend.

were intended to, be shepherds. 1L was to be .
theic privilege to instruet, and the flock were to
learn. It would be folly to suppose that there.
was to be no flock. The shepherds are respon-
sible for the flock, for the Lard and Master
shall come and say, ¢ Where is that sheep L
gave o your care T Have you followed it into
the desert when it strayed, even as I would, and
whea found have you carried it home?

Catholics -
have the one faith throvgbout all time and alt
countries. It 1s not one faith in Rome and
another in Liondon, ore in Madrid and anothér
1 China, one in Australia and another in Mexico -
but in every place one and tke some faith, and °
thus unity is secured, that umty of {aith which -
consists of the true knowledge of the teachings
of God. The Gospels tell us that Our Lord -
passed from earth in the full maturity of his *
powers. Speaking humanly, He was of that age -
when Lhe body is still active and supple and when
the mwnd is experienced. Thus the Church
knows no decrepitude, no failure, no tottering,
no weakness of limb, none of those ailments which -
break up the health. Of course the Saviour, if
He pleased, could have lived on without change :
but I spealc now of His humanity, and as man
we find that he cbose for Ins death the culminat-
ing perjod of life, asit to symbolize that the -
Church tle lelt started on her career in' perfec- -
ton.  The true Christian, though aged, may,
like Zacharias and Ehzabeth, walk with God by
ths Grace.

GariBaLDI AXD Lorp ParLumgrsron. — Garibaldi
has been squeezed out of England. The expression
sounds odd, but we know no other which s0 com-
prehensively deacribed the irresistible kind of force
by which & seemingly welcome guest has been com-
pelled, under the aftectionate plea of a most tender
solicitude for his health, suddenly and most reluc-
tantly to depart, not only from the capital, but from
the shores of a-kingdom where he had hoped to find
millions of hearts throbbing in unison with his own.
Monarcha have long arms and stroog hands; and
Garibaldi will not find a continuous 'welcome in any
country beyond the precincts of his island home in
which Napoleon 13 able ta exercise the influence
which his imperial position in Europe secures to him
even in free and happy Epgland. Garibaldi’a visit
wasg for our Minisiers a great embarrassment, inas-
much as it was announced when preparations were

In addition to this, there would be great inconven-
ience in allowing Garibaldi to communicate freely
with the mass of the Eoglish people, inazmuch as he
might Sre‘them with a passion for political changes
the very reverse of any desired by the upper clasaes.
Igoorant of British feelivgs and prejudices, the Ita-
lian adventarer in the cause of buman liberty wouald
be sure to be demanding for his Eaglish admirers
universal sufirage, the confiscation of the property
of the Church, and the substitution of an official and
personal for a heriditary nobility.

teur, had not once noticed the :General's arrival or
reception in Eoglacd, Earl Russell tried hard to
bring-about one meeting of the London Conference
previous, to-Garibaldi's depariure en roule for Oa-
prera. But the Noble Earl was only very partially
successful. ‘The Uonference wag'opened pro forma,
but peither the representatives if:the great German
Powers nor of the Diet were in attendance, and no
bosiness could be done. Ar adjournment bad, there-
fore, to be moved, extending oveér the period of Gari-
baldi's residence in London. .Our Government has
done all it ceuld do to cover the forced retreat of
Garibaldi. Lord Palmerston and Mr. Gladstone, in
the House of Commons, and the Earl of Clareudon,
in the House of Lords, have given assurances, the
value of which we all know bow to estimate.

They found themselves in &
difficulty, not unattended &y danger, sud they got
out of it a3 well ag they could. ‘But they ought not
to have said a word in Parliament.

Ganmmanpy, Mazzivi, axp Dr. Cowsuxg. -~ The
various sections of Garibaldi's friends are quarrelling
over him with reference to the gathering at M. Her-
zen's house at.-Teddington, on Sunday, the 17th. It
will be recollected that on that day Ganbaldi, in-
stead of going to Dr. Cumming's-churcb as he was
expected to do, went off to the houss of M, Herzen, a
Russian outlaw and editor of & democrative news-
pajer called the IKotokol, which is secretly circn-
lated in Russin.

Garibaldi .now ondmits the truth of this
statement, and io deiag so nccuses the Bnglizh Go-
vernment of agsisting 1n the invasisn of a Power
with which it was on a friendly footing, and at the
moment it was professing, 50 loudly, a policy of the
strictest non-interference. Nouw such a statement as
tbis from Garibnldi could not fail to be embarrasing
aud annoying to the Government, because it con-
victs it of the most shameful duplicity towards a
friscdly Power end damages it in the eyes of other
Powers, or it accuses Admirsl Mundy of an uct
which, if perpetrated without the privity and con-
sent of his superjors, would lay bim open to a most
grave and serious charge, calling for prompt puaish-
ment.

13. Your late illustrious predeceasor in the cam-

mand of a Britizh fleet in the Baltio talked a great
deal of fighting, but brought his skips home again in
aafety.

14. For your gridance, my Lords recommend you
to sindy the Foreign policy of Her Majeaty's Govern-
ment a3 shown in the blue bouks furwarded bere-
with.

* towards ooe another for the space of ose month)
which commenced onthe 12th ult, we Lave nothing
to record this week 1o the shape of “naval vic-
tories, - bombardments” or other warhike achiev-
ments. In the meantime the dlplomatlsts are mas-
ters of 1he situation ; and though the task before
them: 1 no- easy one, it is sull hoped that they
will be able so to adjust matters as to stave off
a European . war, though as yet they have done
nothing to justify such expectations.

- Of the domestic political news the most im-
portant items consist 1 the defeat of (be Minis-
try in the [House of Commons on Wednesday
the 21th ult., by 2 majority of 56 upon the ques-
tion. of extending the franchise. Upon this oc-
casion Mr. Gladstone delivered humself of a re-
markable speech, 1 which he declared himself 10
favor of umiversal sufitage, and of giving an

- equal share in the Government of the country to
every man not incapacitated by personal unfitness
or misconduct. This 1s Jlooked npon as rather
strong, as almost too democratic for a Mimster
of the Crowe, and a represestative of the

- Unwversity of Ozford. From Ireland we regret

to learn that the Ezodus o spite of the favor-
able prospects for the harvest of 1864, proceeds
with undiminished vigor. The Weekly Regis-
ter mentions a fuct, strongly suggestive of the
feelings entertained by our excllent Queen towards
Garibaldi, and those of her subjects who dis-
graced themselves by their abject adoration of
the unclean fetisch—that ¢ it is worthy of re-
mark that, in the list ot persons specially invited
to attend the Queen’s Court on Wednesday, not
a member of the Sutherland family is to be
found.”

Northern telegrams .as usual report briliiant
victories by Gen. Grant over the Confederates,
and Gold under the influence of the exciting
news rises at once to 94, thus showing what
credit 1s placed in thereport by sensitive brokers,
‘We believe that the Jatter know more about the
war, and are better judges of its prospects than
% special correspondents” or telegram manipula-
tors ; and from these financial operations we are
inchned to iafer that in spite of their hard fight-
ing and their superior numbers, the Northerners
are still unable to make any permanent impres-
sion upon the Southerners.

PROCESSION OF TEE BLESSED SACRAMENT.
Sunday last, the. 29th ult., being the Sunday
within the Octave of the TFeast of Corpus
Christy was distinguished by the customary so-
lemn rites of our holy religion. At ap early
hour the pupils of the Christian Brotlbers’ Schools,
with flags and music, the schools of the Religious
Sisterhoods, the differeat religious and National
Societies, mustered in front of the Parish Church ;
from whose portals at about 9.45 A.n1., the pr..-
cession saltlied forth, His Liordship the Bishop of
Montreal bearing in bis hands the precious Body
of Our Lord beneath u magmficent dais, which
was immediately followed by the St. Patrick’s

In this order the Procession passed along by
Craig Street, St. Lawrence and St. Catherine
Streets, to St, Dems Street, where a handsome
Reposoir, or altar, bad been erected for the oc-
casion, and from which a solemn Benediction
was given to the kneeling thousands, prostrate in
adoration of Our Lord really and truly present
in the Blr~sed Sacrament of the Altar,

The Piocession agan moved along St. Denis
Street, arross ‘which several elegant arches of
evergreeus had been erected, to Notre Dame
street, along which it passed to the Parish Church,
whilst from its towers the bells pealed forth 1heir
loudest and most triumphant notes. Here again
Benediction was given, and with this, this so-
Jemn and imposing rite was brought to a conclu-
sion.

FeasT of « Corpus CurisTi” AT ToronTo.
~We regret that at Toronto this solemn festival
was signalised by a serious riot, and an attempt
on the part of the Protestant populatron to pre-
vent the rites of the Church bewng celebrated,
got in public, but in the garden of the Cathedral,
and the private property of the Charch.

In consequence of the threats of -the Protest-
ants and a message from the Mayor, His Lord-
ship the Bishop of Toronto, for the sake of peace
waived s legal right to a public Procession,
a right guaranteed to the Church in Canada by
solemn treaty ; and anncunced his mtention to
confine 1t to the Church and his own garden.
In the afternoon about 5 p.m. the Procession
took place, when ihe Protestant mob outside, as
we learn from the Toronto Globe, attempted 1o
force an entrance through the © gate rext the
Cathedral, on Bond street.” The Catholics in-
side attempted to defend their own property from
this brutal intrusion—and a fight ensued. ¢ The
panic became general,” we still quote from the
Globe--and a fearful scene of confusion took place
amondst the liitle girls of the schools, who ran
for shelter in every direction. Fortunately no
hives were lost, but the Gilobe congratulates its
readers—that ¢ the interruption” by those Pro-
testant rowdies—" bhad the effect of shortening
the proceedings.” We will gwve further parti-
culars of this brutal riat in our pext; but 1n the
meantime commend the abiove to the notice of the
Witness as a specunen of the religious liberty

that obtains n Upper Canada.

Through the colvmns of the Globe, Mr. Geo.
Brown is lcudly felicitating the Clear Grits or
Protestant Reformers of Upper Caunada, upon
the success of his motion, to which we alluded
in our last. Here are some of the congralula-
tory expressions 1 which the Globe indulges,
towards Lower Cacada, which already it lools
upon as an easy prey, because deserted, or ratber
betrayed, by its own representatives, by those
who should beits defenders. Be it remembered
that, n the course of the debate Nr. Brown,

manner tend to satisfy the people of the Western

Province :—

With four-fifths of Upper Canada all but unani-
mous, sud with the remaining well divided ia our
favour—with many Lower Canadiacs admitting the
necessity vt considering the difficulty under which
Upper Canada suffers—the friends of constititutional
reform have the best prospect before them.—
Eight Lower Canadians, by their votes for 3r.
Brown's motion, committed themselves to a con-
sideration of the question of Comnstituticnal Reform,
while several of the absentoes, we ere informed, were
prepared to take same course. We have, theret‘ore,
a decided majority of the whole House committed to
an admission of the evils zrowing out of our present
coastitutional system, and to an earnest and calm
inquiry as to the best remedy. So much we have
never had before. Ounly let the members of the Com-
mittee of all shades of opinion address themselves
seriously and honestiy to the tmsk set before them,
and we shall have strong hopes that furtber progress
will be speedily made. The friends of Constitntional
Reform have now & vantage ground that they never
enjoyed before.

Tae CoNsTITUTIONAL QUESTION.—I! is no unimpor-
tant matter that the Canadian Parliament has at
length voted thatthe constitutional difficulties of the
country shall be considered. TFor years the need of
constitutional reform has been urged upon the atten-
tion of the Legislature. Repeatedly bas an over-
whelming majority of the Representatives of Upper
Canada voted in favor of a fair solution of the diffi.
culties. But never till now has the majority of the
whole House sanctioned a proposal for the earnest
consideration of the whole question, An important
step hag thus been taken. A committee appointed
by Parliament, and containing many of the oldeat
and most promment members of Parliament, is now
to meet for the serious consideration ol the ‘difficul-
ties which bave rendered the guod goverament of
the country wWell nigh #n impassible task. All sec-
tions and all opmlona are represented ir tbat com-
mittee, and if ite members can be got to set earnest-
ly about the work entrusted to them, we may cer-
tainly hope that their deliberations will tend to 2
good result; .The present position of polltrcn.l affairs
is calculated to coavince the most inveterate oppo-
nent of constitutional reform, thatsomething must
ba done, The antagonism belween the two sections
arisicg meinly, if not wholly, out of the injustice of
our representation —is fatal to the satisfactory work-
ing of our system of government, Crisiz suceesds
crisis—eession after session barren of]eglslatlon pass-
es—election after election is held—and stiil the sit-
uvation is nothing nnproved If » Government is ac-
ceptable in one Section, it is week in the other. -A.
strong Administration has .apparently become out of
the question, and without. & strocg Administration
the country fails. to get necessary legislation, while
the fnances are either corrnptly managed, or .at
ledst managed without that vigor and that thorough
ecoriomy which a “strong .Government might:give.

It sags, “ If a Government
15 acceptable in one section, 1t 1s weak in the
otber :” and it must be so, because of the ir-
reconctlable antagonism which proceeds from
the religious and ethnological diversities of the
two Provinees—and which will remam in force
until such time as one race, or the other, shall
bave been “ improved off the face of the earth.”
¢ Constitutional Reform” such as the Globe and

s friends call for, might have the effect of
stifling the voice of Lower Canada, and of rex-
dering her mdignant protest against the injustice
inflicted upon her inaudiblé ; but it would aggra-
vate rather than mitigate the discontent which
of people would feel at being placed at the mercy
her an alien and hostile race.

As to the “enjustice of our representation”
of which the Globe complains, we need only re-
peat that, until the Upper Canadians shall have
proved therr right to a Legislative Usnion with
Lower Canada at all, it is impossible for them
{o establish their right to’ a Tegislative Unton
under any particular conditions ; and where no
right is infringed upon, no injusiice is done. A
Legislative Union may ‘be defended upon grounds
of expediency and of common advauntage ; but
neither Upper nor Liower Canada can claim sucha
Union upon the grounds of right or justice, This
simple consideration disposes of the plea of ¢ in-
justice 3 and if the Upper Canadians Iike not the
terms of the existing Union, they are at liberty to
dissolve1t. If Lower Canada had in the first in-
stance imposed, and still insisted upon maintaning
that Umion, and upon terms unfavorable to Upper
Canada, then indeed, but under such circum-
stances only, would the people of the last-named
section of the Province be entitled to raise the
cry of *injustice ;” but no wrong is done them,
1o that the Lower Canadians refuse to accepta
Unton at all, except upon the condiion of
« Equahty of Representation”—for the simple
reason that the latter are not bouad in * justece”
to assent to any kind of Legislative Uhnion with
their Western neighbors. It may be—though
into this question we care oot to enter—for the
commercial and material 1nterests of both that
they should be bound together in Legislative
Union ; but no wrong or injustice would have
been, or would be, done Lo eitber, had that Umen
péver been contracted, or were it to be repealed
to-morrow, :

. Soch power was always claimed and exerctsed
by the Imperial Parhament, but- it “does 'not
thence follow that 1t is mberent ia our Provi-
ctal Liegislature. Aecordmg to the theory of
the Bntlsh Constitution the former is legally
omnipotent ; it holds - from none, and its legiti-
mate functions are absolute and illimited. The
morality of its acts may becalled quest:on,
not their legality 3 for 1t has no legal supenor on
earth, none therefore by whose laws lt can be
bound, or whose laws it can mfringe.

Our Provincial Parliament, or Legislature on
the contrary is the creature of the Imperial Le-
gislature § holding from the latter, and exercising
only linited and delegated functions. It is not
Sovereign or supreme as s the Imperial Legis-
lature ; and therefore 1t may be admitted that
it may exceed its legitimate functions, since it
cannot pretend to the legal omnipotence which
the Constitulion recognises as nberent in the
Lmperial Parliament. Tor instance, our Legis-
lature is not legally competent to pass a Bill of
Attamnder ; the Imperial Parhament is.

* The latter also—and this seems to us an in-
portant distinction—can in virtue of its peculiar
composition, exercise judicial as well as legisla-
tive functions. The House of Lords, one
branch of the Imperial Parliament, is a Court of
Judicature as well as a Court of Legislature.
In the exercise of its judicial functions it was
legally competent to determine the truth of the
criminal allegations upon winch the Divorce Bill
before it was based ; and 1t was—it seems to us
—mn virtue of this two-fold power, of these
double functions—judicial and legislative—that
the Imperial Parliament, before the erection of a
special Divorce Court, undertook to Lear, and
try tbe complaints of married parties, acd to give
legal remedy in the shape of Divorce a wvinculo.
So much for the legal aspect of the question,
upon which however we confess that we pro-
nounce our opinion with much diffidence, seeing
that it 1s surrounded with dificulties. As io the
mored competence of the Provincial Parliament
to pass a Divorce Bill there can be no two opi-
nioas, ‘

No Court, 5o tribunal upon earth, civil or
ecclesiastical, is competent to grant (o parties
validly untted in Christian marriage, a divorce a
vinculo under any circumstaoces. The law of
Christian marriage, * one with one, and for
ever,” 1s not of man’s making; 1t is not merely
a commandment of the Church which the Chureh
1s competent to suspend, mitigate or anpull ; but
itisa Law of God’s own maklna, and whxch
under no conceivable circumstances either King
or Pope, High Court of Parliament, or General
Council can set aside, or allow to be violated.—
The civil magistrate many indeed exempt from
all civil penalties those who violate its provisions ;
he may give legal sanction to polygamy and
adultery ; and accord to .the impure and sinful
unions of divorced persons the same civil eflects
or consequences as are attached to vahd Christ-
ian marriages ; but naught that he can say, do,
or enact can render such divorces valid 1 the
eye of God, or absolve those who are parties
thereunto from the consequences of mortal sin
should they in consequence thereof contract
other sexual unions. Whom God hath once joined
together, man cannot put asvader ; death-alone
can dissolve a validly contracted Christian mar-
riage; and a Divorce is merely an exemption
awarded by the civil magistrate to parties al-
ready married, from certan legal pains and
penalties, and civil disabilites which attach to
the offence of bigamy. '

trian. Government does not wish to deprive Christian.
IX. of any part of his territory, and it will demand
no more for the Duchies than astonomy and a per-
gonsl union between :themand Denmark. It will,
however, expect to receive ar indemuification for the
expenses of a war which was uunecessary, as the
same ends might have bean obtained by the occupa-
tion of Holstein and peaceful negotiations. Not
long since Austria and Prussia moved in the Bund
that federal troops shonld be ordered to occapy the
Danish island Femern. On Thursday last the poli-
tical Committee of the German Diet sent in ils re-
port, which was to the effect that the motion of the
two great Powers could notbe taken into cozsider-
ation, ‘it not being known whether the island in
question belonged to Holstein or to Schleswig., It
is evident that the secondary German States dis-
trust Prussia, and are resolved not to be involved in
a war which would not have been waged had not
M, von Bismark been desirous to divert the attention
of the Prussian.nation from internal matters,—
Times Cor.

GERMANY AND DENMARK.

The Fremdenblatt of Vienna deolares that it is not
tke threats of Eogland but the Danish batteries in
the Sound which will prevent the Austrian equadron
frem entering the Baltic Sea. The two German Pow-
ers continue concentrating considerable maritime
forces in the North Sea. A despatch from Hambarg
-announces the arcival of séveral Auastrian ships of
war at the mouth of the Elbe. The Bolschafler makes
the following remarks ‘on the movemeut of the Dan-
ish fieet : —‘ It is no_lobger just political combina-:
‘tions bul national fantasies, momentary caprices,
which direct English policy, and the very moment
at which, according to all reasonable calculations
we should expect to,see it impose a limit-to the sad’
game which is being played at. Copenhagen, and to
torce the Danish QOabinet to recounce ita abaurd con-
conditlon of the maintenance of the blockads, lo, and
bekold ! we gee it turn against Germany. This'is a’
policy which baffles all calculations ; but, neverthe-
less we do not serionsly believe in the reality of the
British threats.. England, which left the Danes un-
aided at the Dannewerks, atthe heights of Duppel
and Fredericia, will not support.them now that they
have lost all theic continental possessions and half
their army. As to the understanding witk France,
we have reason to balieve that that is all & fiction.
Doubtless if England sends a - fleet iato- the Baltic,
France will follow the example ; bat.it would be ab-.
surd to cocclude from that the two powers were act-
ing in concert; on the contrary, this demonatration
might serve for directly opposite ends. In any case
Eogland will do better to abstain from this'demon-
stration. It will not déceive the German Powera.’
