I remember a time when the tunult _of passion
pever troubled my svul. I remember it—yes, as
our first pareuts were won! to remember the de-
arted joys of Paradise.

Thus those three young men, once so happy
50 brilliant, so full of life, perished, victims to
that trightful passion which has brought grief and
desolation to su many happy komes, but through
the inexhaustible mercy of God, who vouchsales
to produce good from evil, Charles Dars expired
mn the act of pardoning, Rudolphe Dellaunnoy
was a martyr to friendship, and Alfred Servais
died of repentauce.

of the projected Constitutional changes. As a
permanent arrangement, as apphed to Ministers,
we have always looked upon the * Double Ma-
gority™ as impossible ; but as apphed to any one
particular question, it 1s very feasible; and in
the case before us, is indispensable—if Catholic
Lower Caoada is not to be sacrificed to the Pro-
testant Province.

So obviously Just and necessary indeed in the
case of the proposed Federal Union Bill, 1s this
principle of the Doulle Mlajorey, that we can
pot understand how 1t came to pass that our Low.
er Canadian miosters, 1 arranging the basis of
the Coalition, did not assign to it the most pro-
minent place amongst the Ministerial amuse-
ments, and make it the contition sine qua non
of their policy, and support of the Federal
scheme.
done so ; but nothing as yet appears on the face
of the record to show that they bave done so, or
that this just and most necessary precaution has
been taken and mutually accepted by Clear Grits
and Conservatives as one of the well understood
conditions of their political alliance,—as the con-
dition sine qua non, of Conservative support of
the Bill to be laid before Parliament for a
Federal Union of the Provicces.

-Legall'y, according to the letter of the exist-
ing constitution, we cannot demand the applica-
tion of tlis principle. DBy treachery, or apathy,
or stupidity we have allowed the *two-thirds
clause’’- or clause of the Union Act requiring
a majority of two-thirds of the united legisiature
to any measure affecting the terms of the Union
of the two Provinces—to be repealed. A single
majority of one—as the Watness truly boasts—
pow suffices to effect all constitutional changes ;
acd thus, though all but ane of the representa-
tives of Liower Canada were lo vote against a
Federal Union, yet that one vate, added to the
united votes of the Upper Provisce would
suffice legally to impose upon the Lower Cana-
dians a system the most oppressive and the most
unjust as respects their national and religious -

{terests. 'We cannot therefore demand the ap-

plication of the Double Majority .o the preseat
instance as a legal right, or right guaranteed to
us by the letter of the constitution; and yet 1f
this principle be not applied, it is 1 the power
of Upper Canada to force on us changes the
most rurnous to us and to rule us with a rod of
iron.

This indispensable safeguard then to Lower
Canadian aulopomy seeing, that it cannat be le-
gally insisted upon, should by our Lower Cana-
dian mioisters have been insisted upon as one,
indeed as the indispensable, condition of their al-
liaoce with Mr. George Brown, and bis friends.
The trusted guardians of the interests of Lower
Canada, they should have expressly siipulated
that, only upon the coodilion thal, alter a new
election, it should appear thal the majority of the
people and representatives of Lower Cananda
were in favor of 'a Federal TInion—wbether of
all the B. N. A, Provmces, or of the Canadas
only—wauld they, the Lower Canadian Minis-
ters, give . their support to such a measure, or.

We must insist, day
and might, in season and out of season, that no
matter at what cost to the Coalition or to.the
fortunes of the Muoistry, the ©* Double Majority”
be accepted as essential to anmy proposal that
may be laid before the Legislature for a Federal
Uuaion, or other measure of Constitutional Re-
form: We must insist that any such measure
which shall not comsmand a majerity of the re-
presentatives of Lower Canada, elected expressty
to legislate upon the guestioa, skall be deemed
rejected, even 1houah all the representatives of
Upper Cacada should vote in its favor. "We
inust force our representatives, our DMinisters,
and all who ask us to put trust in them, to speak
out unmediately and vnequivocatly on this vital
questios of the Double Majority : and we must
exact from them the pledge before God and man,
that they will never—directly or indirectly—be
parties or accessory to imposing a Federal Union
on Lower Oanadu, unless after a general election
it shall clearly appear thut the people of Lower
Canuda are 1a favor of that measure,

If Lower Canada bas no right to rule or gov-
ern Upper Canada, as litile right has Upper Ca-
nada to rule or govern this section of the Pro-
vince ; but to refrain in the present ensis from
msisung at all hazards, upon the application of the
Double Majority 10 the Federation scheme even
to the most minute of 1ts details, is (o place Lower
Canada bepeath the heel, and at the mercy cf
Upper Canada. This must be obvious to the
meanest intelligence ; and therefore until the con-
trary sball have been proved to us by clearest
evidence, we will continue to indulge Ui hope
that all our Lower Canadian statesmen have
made apd will make the appiication of the Double
Mojority, the eondition of their support or coun-
teoance Lo lbhe impending constitutional changes.
Perbaps we say they have dooe so already ; per-
baps there may be articles of agreement betwixt
(George Brown and the Conservative chief that
have uot yet been madepublic.  On these points
we know nothing, and we 1nsinuate nothing ; but
we bave no hesitation in expressing our convic-
uon that unless some such agreement or well de-
fined and wutually understoodarrangement already
exist, the interests of Lower Canada have not
been well looked after, and are in considerable
danger. The Clear-Grits wil strenuously object
to the intreduction of any new conditions, or con-
ditions otber than those already mutually agreed

upon at the formation of the Coalition. Legal-:

ly, or according to the letter of the Constitution,
we cannot demnand the application of the Double
Majority, and are therefore at the mercy of a
Single majority—which might be a majority of,
say sixty Upper Canadians and one Lower Ca-
nadian representative, against fifty-nine of the re-
presentatives of this seclion of the Province. It
was therefore above all things essential to the
security of Lower Capadian autonomy that this
important, indeed vital prineiple of the *“ Double
Majori'y” should bave been expressly included, or
stipulated for amongst those arrangements which
formed the basis of the Coaliion—arran gements
which assigned three seats to the Cabinet 1o Mr.
George Brown anc his friends : the remamder of
the seats to M. Cartier and lus friends; and
which expressly secured to Upper Canada an as-
ceodeacy in the lower branch of the Federal
Legislature, as well as a local Parliament to
legislate for its particular interests. We of
course cannot speck with any knowlege of the
facts; but we hope—and believe that it is the
intention of our French Canadian Mimsters to
to wsist upon the application of the “Double
Majority” principle to the Federauou seheme :

and if they do this we shall certainly have no
cause {0 oppose them.

And 1 justice to them we must add, that their
reputed organs of the press m Lower Canada
distioctly proclaim that Federation is not a Mi-
nisterial measure,—in the sense that Mimsters
deem themselves bound to stand or fall with it.
As a disagreeable necessity of their position, they
will allow the obnoxious and most daugerous
measure to be brought {orward, but they do not
pledge tbemselves or their fortunes to its sun-
cess. This is an encouraging symptom, and
gives us hopes that we may yet be spared the
ifliction of a Federation. At all events we
will hope for the best until our worst fears are
realised, and'in the meantime would _agam urge
all Catholics, all frends of Lower Canada, to im-
mediate, united, and energetic action against the
danger wiich menaces us.

the well koown and booorable antecedents of
some of those gentlemen, and from the political
acuteness of others, that the moral and material
interests of Lower Canada will be carefully
looked after pending the recess, and the prepara-
tion of the important measures to be submitted
to Parliament at its next Session. We are very
sure for instance, that Sir E, Tache, though he
is not infallible, though he 1s liable to errors of
judgmeunt, is a sincere Catholic, as well as an
honorable gentleman and a patriotic French
Canadian j we are very certan that M. Cartier,
with bis long and -varied political experiences,
must be aware that power, or pelitical mfluence,
can only be retained by him, on condition of his
retaming the confidence and affection of bis fel-
low-countrymen and co-religionists. He must be
aware that Ius every ‘word and action will be
closely watehed, and usparingly criticised ; and
that 1t is therefore anly by unswerving fidelity to
Lower Canada that he can hope to secure the
confidence of Liower Canadians, or to allay the
distrust with which bis connection with George
Brown has inspired the minds of many certainly
not indisposed towards him and his Cabinet.—
The sense of duty, and a correct apprehension
of their own interests will therefore conspire to
keep the French Canadian section of the Cabi-
net 1n the right course ; and if they will but do
their duty fearlessly, and conscientiously, they
should assuredly have no cause for fearing any
opposition based upon personal motives from
those whose boast it is that they belong to no
party, and know uo iaterests save. those of their
Church and their country. -

Witbout therefore committing ourselves in any
manner, or in any manner pretending to be in
the secrets of the Mumistry, we will pa-
tiently await the course of events; thus leav-
ing ourselves free to oppose, or give a hearty
and independent support to them, according as
their conduet deserves censure or applause from
Catholics. We would however take the liberty
of pointing out what seems o us to be the duty
of the people of Lower Canada to msist upon
with reference ta the constitutional reforms with
which the country 1s menaced.

Furst, it seems to us that the Lower Cana-
dians shuuld demand an appeal to the couatry
immediztely after the matured scheme of Fede-
ration shall have been published. Wben the
present Parliament was elected the question of
Federation was not before the people, 1t was not
the 1ssue prezented to them. Tt s but just,
therefore that the Federation scheme should be
discussed, and decided upon by a Legislature
chosen especially for that purpose.

Secondly, 1t seems to us that the people of
Lower Canada should insist, as on a condition
sine gua non, upon the application of the
* Double Majority” prmeiple iu this particular
instance. In other words, it should be under-
stood that no constitutional changes shall be
binding upon Liower Canada, in whole or in part,
to every detail of which a majority of Liower, as
well as of Upper, Canadian representatives shall
ot bave given thetr sanction.

These two precautions taken, and they are so
obvious and so just that we scarce expect that
the French Canadian section of the Ministry
will (ail to insist upon them, the fate of Lower
Canada will be in the bands of the French
Canadians. If these be but true to themselves,
and to their country they will not allow any
man to go to Parliameut whose good intentions
are.even doubtful ; who 1s not pledged- to vote
{against every measure that would bave. the effect
of giving.10

We would,
however, take the iberty of asking him—when,
how, and by whom was the Umon Act ratified
on the part of Lower Canada ? and wherein the
ijustice to Upper Canada consisted, seemng that
both ia population and in revenue the latter was,
at the time of the Union, far outstripped by her
eastern neighbor ?  Perbaps the Globe will deign
to reply.

For the rest we admit the truth of Mr. George
Brown’s boast that be has * conquered a peace”
which gives to his section of the Provinee that
political ascendency over Lower Cauada that he
has long labored for. "Upper Canada has con-
ceded, bns promised to concede nothing.

This
15 the light in which the Coalition and the
threatened Federation of the DProvinces are
viewed by the enemies of the religion and the
autonomy of Lower Canada. They boast of
their triumph, of their having “ conquered a
peace ;” aud certainly they are the very best
possible judges in the matter.

It was un examination that will be long remem-
bered by the Catholice of Kingston ;for it afforded us
the opportunity of beholaieg togeiber 50 many dis-
tinguished princes of the Church.

Oue of the moat pleasing features on this cecasion
wasg, the presence of the juveaile band belonging to
the Ohristian Schools of Moutreal. This band con-
sisted of ubout forty boys, under the care and tuition
of Brotaer Tertullian of Muntreal, and he may b2
justly proud ot ihe musical talent dieplayed by his
young pupils, whose sgea vary from nine to fourteen
years, and who delighted the audience by the many
beautiful and difficult pisces, medleys, &c, pluyed
in the most finizhed style, and in a mancer that
would do credit to any.of the Military bands of the
country. ‘

The boya were well provided for by s Lordship
the Bishop, who had rooms prepared for them &t the
vollege, snd gave orders thiat every attentiou should
be pald them: they were also estertained at & de-
jeuner by the boys of the school, and it was a most in-
teresting sight on entering the banquet room 1o see
over ona hundred seated at tables sumptuousty spread
with «ll the delicacies of the season, epjoying them-
selves with rouch innocent and buyish mirih ; while
at the hend of each lable, gat their reapeciive teach-
ers, whose presence seemed but to add to the esjoy-
ment ol the hour,

Many of the good people of Kingaton were desir-
ous of complimenting the young visitors, and during
thoir stay puid them muny marks ot atiention. The
evening betaore their departare they were entertnined
at & sumptuous supper by Mr. Michasl Fahey of
Brock street, where the young lads freelr partovk of
the good thingd so generously provided for them.

Tue Ricurnies Coxpany.—The Richelieu Company
have just commenced the building of another new
steamer, at Sorel, to be called the Quebec, to run al-
ternately with the Alonlreal, on the Montreal and
Quebec line, Like the Monireal, iiis to be an iron
steamer, only 25ft longer, and of larger capacity for
frieght and pussengers; and of greater speed. The
keel is now beiog luid 10 the ship-yard of Messrs. Mc-
Qarty; the iron plates for the hull, fited for use, just
received from Eugland, are now being discharged.
It is intended to launch her next fall, and have her
ready to place npon the line in July or August 1865,
When the Europz commenced running a few years
ago, she was deemed a large &leamer, but is now
quite too small for the business. It i3 a gratifying
evidence of the rapid increase of the commerce be-
tween the two cities of Montreal and Quebec, that
such large accomodationa are requred ; and at the
sume time it is highly creditable to the Richelien
Company, that they provide for this increase of busi-
ness by promptly furnishing such large, elegant aand
swift steamers. The company have built & new
whaerf, warehouse snd passenger dopot at Sorel, the
present year, an expenee of over $20,000.

Her Mbjesty’s Governmeat. AS however it is the
expressed determination of the Washington Govern-
ment to establish a. .naval depot on the Ospadian
Lakes, the probabilities are that the British Auihori-
ties will also baveto retura to.the Dockyard system
in thet interesting quarter.

Tae CONFERENCE.--V1enya, July 4.—The Adend-
post (the'evening edition of the officinl Wiener Zei-
tung)publishes u despatch of count Rechberg, dated
Carlsbad, June 24, 10 the Austrian Ambagsadors in
Paris, London, St. Petersburg, and Stockholm.

PRUSSIA.

GCaprsaap, June 24,~Yesterday morning the Em-
peror of Austria drove to Schlack werth on a visit to
the ex-Grand Duke of Tusecany. His Majesty subae-
quently received Herr von Bismarck, and dined with
the Kiog of Prussia. The town was brilliantly illa-
minated in the evening, The Emperor leaves this
evening for Prague. The Emperor of Austria con-
ferred the Grand Cross of the Order of St Stephen
upon Herr von Bismarck yesterdasy evening. The
King of Prussia remained with the Emperor up to
the time of his departure from Prague. General von
Roon arrived here at T o'clock this evening, Count
Rechberg left Qarlsbad at 5 p.m.

RUSSIA,

The Guzelle de Moscow states thet on the 4th of

June & terrible fice destroyed all the wooden build-
ing that had been constructed for the buasiness of the
great fair at Ninji-Novgorod. All the shops on tha
line of the Okn, a verst inJengtb, all the.theatres and
shows, thirty restaurants, fifty ‘public heuses or ho-
tels, the public batha and several workshiops, were
destroyed. The Tartar mogque gad three or four-
houses are all that were preserved from the fire. A
letter in Le Nord, dated Nijoi-Novgored, 18th June,
gives the following particulars ;
. The fire destroyed the greater part of the buildings
in which the famous fair of Nijni-Novorgod is held.
The conflagration commenced at five o'clock in the
afternoon, and was not mastered till tiree o'clock
next morning. Daring these ten hours the flames
laid bare an area of nearly a squsre kilomeYre.

The fire was 80 fierce that the fire-engines could
not keep near enough, and some had even to be
thrown into the river to prevent their being burned.
The town of Nijni is separated from the gquarter of
the fair by the river Okn, and =il the town engines
wont to a3sist thoge of the merchants’ guacter. The
English fire-cngiues aloue being able to act at & con-
siderablo distance, were used with sowme success.
The engineer-in-chief of the railway, Wigel, assisted
by four other engineers, arrived on the scene of the
disaster with & steam fire-engine, and the whole of
the gastinoy dvor along the canal was seved by this
powerful engine. The warket for hides, mats and
ropes, and the enormons stocks of wood have been
consumed.

The conflagration has also destroyed the theatre,
the circus, 20 booths of mountebanks, 8 photogra-
phic establishments, 2 cafes, 16 restaurants, 8 taverns
50 wine cellars, 6 hotels, 1 ice-house, 6 inuns, 2 apo-
thecaries’ shops, ¥ counting-houses, 4 hair-dressing
saloons, 8 bathing establishments and 12 buildings
belonging to the State. There have, besides, been
gatted, without counting the depots for timber, 40
commerciai buildings, with 1,514, magazines, and
248 isolated buildings. The fair not having -com-
menced, & considerable portion were empty. - Never-
theloss, the losses are enormous, and amount to se-
veral millions. Only a few of the buildings were
ingured, the total bardly amouvating to 800,000f.
The causge of the conflagration is unknown. A Com-
mission of enquiry will be held to-morrow.

" GERMANY ARD DENMARE.
