she not been a person of the strictest veracity ;
we must remember however that there are many

ST. PATRICK'S SOOIETY’S OOURSE OF LEC.

On Wednesday eveoing, 28th ult,, Mr. J.J,
Currap, B.C.L., Advocate, deliverea the second
lecture of the Course in Nordheimer’s Building
before the above Society. Tbe subject of the
lecture was—¢ T'he Irish in America.”

In the absence of the President of the So-
ciety, Mr, O. J. Devlin, Vice-President, imtro-
duced the lecturer iz a brief, but very eloquent
aad appropriate speech ;- the latter spoke as fol-
lows :—

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN,—

I feel that it is my duty to open my lecture,
firstly, by teodering to the St. Patrick’s Suciety
my most sincere thaoks for baving honored me
by invitiog me to lecture before their trieads ;—
and, secondly, by expressing my gratitude to the
ladies and gentlemen - who have so kindly made
their appearance here to-night, and who have

‘thereby not merely encouraged me by their atten-
‘dance at my discourse, but generously and with

a'truly patriotic spirit, coatributed toward the
worthy objects which the Saint Patrick’s Society
bas in view. . " ‘ -

Every . member of our community, those at
least: who . belong ‘to: our own nationality, must
feel that the objects of the Association : are .no-

‘ble ‘and patrrotic ;- and it mey not be out of place
‘on this occasion to thank 1n a more especial man--

ner the Ladies, who, by their presence at this |

towards their ec/at and success. (Cheers.)—
About twelve montbs ago, I had the honor to
speak before this Association in the inaugural

Address to the Mlterary exercises of the year
1863. In that lecture, on ‘he % Effects of Lrish
learning at home and abroad,” it was my object
in a more particular manner to point out the
great things that had been accomplished by Irish
schools and Irish scholars in the Old World on
the Continent of Iurope ; and I thought it ad-
visable, as a sequel to that lecture, to speak to-
night on a subject not lese interesting, not less
entertaining, equally graod and patriotic—* The
Irish in America.” If we look back with pride
and emotion to the period when Ireland occupied
a brilliant position amongst the nations of the
earth, when her kings were mighty, and her pres-
tige was great—1f we point with glowing hearts
to the time when Ireland was the great conserva-
tory of learning, the beacon of light to the peo-
ples of Europe, who, without ber, would have
heen enveloped in the deepest intellectual ob-
scurity, when the Irish schools flaurished and
the Irish scholars sowed broadcast over the Con-
tinent of Europe the seeds of learning, and the
Irish missionaries carried with them the faith of
Saint Patrick and the scholarship of his follow-
ers far and near ;—we have not, m my opnion,
less reason ta feel proud, our emotions ought not
to be less pleasing, our patriotic sensations equal-
iy gratifying, when we turn our eyes to the de-
scendants of that people on the American Goa-
tinent, and witness the great progressive strides
that have been made by Irish genius, and the
noble stand taken by the Irish emigrant, and the
sons acd daughters of the Trish exile in this great
and flourishing country. (Applause.) True,
the emigrant n later days ¢id not carry with

description of 1ntolerance, and causes them to
extend to their fellow-men that for which they
have so long contended 1n their own country—

liberty of conscience and political freedom. In
this respect the Irish settlers m Maryland stand
forth in pleasiag contrast to the bigoted and fan-
atical Paritans of New Eunglaod ; the latter
as well as the former had suffered persecution for
conscience sake ; but, unlike the Irish exiles who
welcomed to their colony all good men of every
denomination, and allowed them not merely to
live in peace, but to take part in their councils,
and enjoy equal rights with themselves, blinded
by ther Puritanical fanaticism, they re-enacted
on the soil of free America the same scenes that
hal caused them to fee from the laud of their
torefathers. In turning our eyes towards the Irish
settlement in Pennsylvania, another pleasing
spectacle presents itself to our view 3 for not only
do our people cope with their neighbors 1o advane-
ing tae material interests of the country, but we
find the celebrated James Liogan, a distinguished
Irishman, governing the colony with marked
ability ; and not sansfied with the ordinary means
for the amelioration of s people, he, with &
nobility of purpose tor which he deserves the
bighest commendation, bestowed on the people of
Philadelphia his extensive library, which in those
days was a boon as precious as 1t was rare.—
It would hardly be possible to follow the progress
of the Irish settlers in the difierent colonies—
for where did they not penetrate —and, in spite
of all difficulties, and thiey were not a few, where,
[ ask, did they not flourish and multiply? Ia
Massachusetts, in New Hampshire, in Maine, all
over, everywhere—many of them po doubt
poor and uneducated, but having amoogst them
leading minds who impressed the mark of their

him the same prestige with which the lrish scho-
lar left his home. No doubt the sons of poor
famine-stricken, persecuted Ireland in the nine-
teenth century did not possess the same advan-
tages as their forefathers, who are admitted to
bave preserved the relics of science and leara-
ing from barbarism from the fifth ustil the eighth
century. (Cheers.) But if the emigrant did
ot possess the same advantages as the Irish
scholar, he at least carried with him the same
Irish beart, and the same Irish genius ; and when
be left his home of bondage, where the chains of
oppression had bound him for centuries, and
piaced Ius foot on this land of freedom—when be
saw the gate of distinclion open before bim, he
rushed into the race with his fellow-man, bis
Irish heart expanded, his native genwus warned,
and by the prominent position whicd he attained in
a free country, with good laws and impartial go-
vernment, with justice for every man, be flung
back in the teeth of his accusers the foul slan-
der that Trishmen are incapable of self-govern-
ment, and be presented to the world the pleasing
spectacle of what an Irishman really can do,
when he gets fair play, and is allowed the same
rights and privileges as bis fellow-men. [ Cheers.]
But you may tell ne that I am too preciptiate, that
1 bave not as yet pomnted out anything grand or
noble, elevated or refined, any achievement of
very great magmtude accomplished by Irishmen
on this side of the Atlantic. You will perhaps
think of what bas often been said by those who
have never read the history of their own or any
other country, that the Irish are a low, insignifi-
cant race ;—I say those who have never read
‘the history of any country, because where is the
country in the Old World or in the New—in
France, in Spain, in Austria, in Italy, or in Rus-
sia, not to speak of America,—where Irishmen
have not attamned the most eminent positions.—
Bat to come more closely to the consideration of
our subject, L will, firstly, refer to the early Irish
settlers on this continent, and gradually approach-
1g the present time, will endeavor tor point out
the various posttions in which our fellow-coun-
trymen bave carried off the palm of distioction,
and made themselves houorable and useful in the
land of their adoption. (Applause.) In refer-
ring to the early history of America, we find that
the Insh emngrants who left their native shores
to seek an asylum on ths continent, dwspersed
into different colonies—some of them settled
Pennsylvania, others in Delaware, some 1 South
Carolina, and a good number in Kentucky. But
the first Irish emigrants who came to the New
World, according to some of the best wraters, es-
tablished themselves in Barbadoes, somewbere

about the year 1649, Later we find the Insh

founding Maryland ; and the history of this colo-

py will ever be the brigbest record of the Irish

race in America. FHere we find mez who bad

been driven from thewr own country by wtoler-

ance and persecution, where they had been de-

prived of all the rights and privileges that are

dear to man, establishing'in the New World an

asylum where the refugees from persecution for

conscience’ sake are harbored' and sécured:  In

this we find a glorious instance of “the toleration

of the Irish people, one of which we-have'a

right'to feel proud, because it indicates that 'in

our-people there ‘exists"that generous’ higimind-

abilities on the commuuities 1n which they lived.
We will now pass to that memorable period in
American history, during which the DBritish Ame-
rican Colonies passed from the control of the
mother country, and declared themselves free
and independent States. Until this time, al-
though the Irish were a powerful element i the
country, yet they had not caused their influence
to be felt in such an eminent degree. At this
momentous crisis, when it was requisite that men
of staunch stability should be at the helm, we
find that the Irish did oot shrink from the per-
formance of their arduous duties. No doudt 1€
must appear in the light of a hard and unpalat-
able task for men who had emigrated to a for-
eign country, and toiled and labered to secure a
refuge and a home, to risk the [ruits of their ef-
forts and privations; but those things were not
considered for a moment ; they felt that theie
rights as well as the liberties of their fellow-
subjects were at stake ; the blow must be struck,
or they bad to succumb. The blow was struck,
and America found her Irish adopted children at
their post ready to risk all, to sacnfice all, in
the common struggle for freedom and indepen~
dence. 'Who has not heard heard of John Rut-
ledge of South Carolina 7—who has not read of
the nobleminded Charles Carroll, of Carroltown,
Maryland ? These men bad something to lose
i that great struggle. Carroll was a rich pro-
prietor ; he was no mere political adventurer,
without a stake in the community ; but the voice
of his adopted country called him, and be an-
swered with all the geoerous impetuosity of hig
Irish nature, whea, with five of tus fellow-coun-
trymen, he signed boldly and fearlessiy the do-
cumeat by which the British Colonies declared
themselves free and indepenglent. (Great ap-
plause.) Thus we fiad the Irish doing their duty
nobly during that great and eventful crisis; they
did not besitate at, nor sbrunk from,-the perform-
ance of what they considered to be their duty to
their adopted country, but with a determnation
of which we may well feel proud. They went
heart aod soul into the contest ; and on sea and
land, in the Council of State, and in every de-
partment of the public service, they showed
themselves worthy sons of the good old stock of
which they were the scions, When we look
‘back to that glorious struggle, when we contem-
plate the worthy stand taken by our fellow-coun-
trymen in that eventful period of American his-
tory—is 1t not a subject of regret that at tlis
day, not yet a century distant fiom the time when
the Insh enngrants and their children acted so
nobly, a sad, a eruel and calamitous . war for the
destruction of that government, for the. estab~
lishment of which the best blood in.the couatry
was shed, should now have. arisen. I will ‘not,
ladies and gentlemen, in this short lecture express
auy of my private'opinions on the subject of the
unfortunate contest now.going on between the (wo
sections of thatonce happy-and prosperous coun-
try.

tute and the eountry require to be done on every
holding, and which therefore the fenunt may be
allowed to make at the coat of his lacdlord, or the
life-tennnt at the cost of his suceeasora. In default
of payment be would give the improver o zight to
such a remewal of his leage as shall repay him for
what he bas done, and 8o oa for cver, till the land-
lord pays the reqnired round sum. He would also
take away from the Irish landlord that right of dis-
tress, acd that prior clajm to payment, which in both
islands are considered the very foundation of landed
property, hard ae it may occasionally be fouand in
the interests of other creditors. Thia security of
payment, and this constant power of enforcing it, he
says, tempt the landlord to take the highest bidder,
without inquiring a8 to his eharacter or resources.
This inditference to the guality of the tenant exiends
through s1l the grades of subletting, and the result
isthat in Ireland there is.no such thing as & tenantry
that a landlord will be proud of, or with whom there
will be 8 mutual sentiment of confidence and affect-
ion. Everybody holds his tenant ina vice, and sp-
plies the screw when hs wants money. He obisins
a rent far above what he could possibly expect, even
after an immense expenditure in farm buildings,
drains, fences, and roads, in England. Nothingcan
be done in Treiand, says Mr, Longfield, till you heve
raised the tenmntry, and made it the interest of the
landlord to exerclse some kind of discrimination.
As it is, the whole island is like one of our own !
rookeriea” in this metropolis, where poor creatures
pay twice a3 much &3 they ought for their wretched

A person imagines bimself to bs suffering fro some
illness, ebout which, from motives of false delicacy,
he is unwilling to consult a regalar practitiocer. He
sees one of the advertisements of these quacks, which
to the dizgrace of our press, are scatiered breadcast
over 1lie country, aud is induced to apply to him.
From thal mcment be ceases to be & ires being, and
it he cacnot scomon up the courage and determina-
tion displeyed by the progecutor in this case, he is s
glave under the lash of the quack he has applied to
until he compounds with s tyrant for som mon-
strous random. The quack knows that bis vietim
hes resoried to him from combined motives of fear
acd shame, ia order to avoid anything approaching
to expozure, He knows, therefors that he may de-
mand almost anything, without as & rule, being in
any danger of resistance, [firat of all, the victim is
supplied at enormous charges with some gtuff or other
which is not even intended to banefit himx; be soon
fads he is being gulled, but when he eandeavors to
withdraw from the trap, he'is threatened with expo-
sure unless ha coutinuss to sabmit lo the demands
made upen him. Ia this case the unfortunate prose-
cutor paid £86 iz half & year before he attempted to
breal loose, and six months after he had ceased to
receive ndvice or medicine he was attacked by a far-
ther demand for £150.. Upor his refusal to subumit
to this extortion two letters were wrtten to bim
threatening to publish the matter. Fortunately, he
had the prudence and counrage to put the letters into
the hands of his solicitor, and to prosecute the wri-
terg. .

Thug, there i8 scarcely a prisoner to whom the rout.
ine and confinement of prison lifz continue to be a
sourcs of anything like ncute suflering afier the firsy
vear, or whom the closa of the seconi year does nos
find callous and comforiable. All would prefer be-
ing at larga—some for love of wife or child, left in
ke hard world outside, all for love of personal inde-
pendence. But few {eel rmuch ; thoze who feel at all
nra touched through their affections, aod it is hard
o cause any but the finer and more highly-educated
natures much sulfering even through these. The
same reliefl comes to them which seems to come to
all in greav and irremediable trouble. This
pawer of iiving for the present seems to be posscessad
by ali alike. Itis by no meansz conflined to ihe class
of which I am now &penking. The dark, morose,
sullen ruffian, apd the conscience-stricken, melan-
choly criminal, who i3 the couvict of our imsgina-
tion, has no existence in reality, or iz to be found
only daring the firsy few moutbs efter conviction.
Un the conirary, such unvaried cheerfuluess, such
general forbearance, such a power of taking every-
thing pleasantly az apimates, almost without excep-
Lion, those who have been long in confinernent i3 not
pechaps, to b2 met with in any other social circle in
the world. Look into the exercise-grounds at Fre-
meutle, and you wiil say that uo party of ploasure
was ever apparenily so free from disturbing influ-
ences, or displayed so great an amcunt of tronguil
enjoyment a3 the denounced and exiled men beflore
you, And so completely is this the result of other
cnuses than light punishment that those undergoing
the additional and terribly severe sentences for at-
temptiog to escape =nd other prison offences, are as
careless aud happy a3 the rest. Loaded, mary of
them, with 251b, irons day and night, condemned w0
wear (bem for one to three years; placed, some of
them so loaded, on 11b of bread a day for 60 or 70
days at a time, and presenting, after such fasts, such
a spectacle of emaciation that, if they were to appear
[just a3 they are]in the strects of Londom, they
would rsize 2 geaeral burst of indignation—they yet
dely it all. Their punishmest is very painful at first
and suflliciently painful all slong to make them feel
very savage and (nietly chierish a future revenge.
But after the first 14 days which they say is worse
than sll the rest, they suffer no acute pain, Borne
up by the alasticity of youth—streng in their motto,
*i cen do it and becoming better able mentally, if
not physically, to bear their sullerings every succes-
cessive day—they grow ag indiffereat to their addi-

The debates in the Predmontese Parliament on

the transfer of the seat of gavernment from Turin
to Florence, and on the subject of the Franco-
Piedmontese Convention generally, have been
brought to a close, and on the 12th ult. the Kiog
gave his assent to the Bill for giving effect to the
provisions of the said Convention, A Liberal plot
baving for its object the assassination of the So-
vereign Pontiff, and the King of Naples, has been
discovered at Rome, and bappily frustrated. The
ostensible agents 1n this scheme for Iiberalising
and evangelsing Italy are three brothers who
profess to follow the trade of shoemakers, and
were despatched from Bologna to Rome where
for the Jast three months they have been residing.
One of their correspondents, however, a young
_ woman, betrayed their guilty secret te Cardmal
Antonelli, and the arrest of the conspirators was
followed by the discovery of a number of letters
and other documents which reveal the ramifica-
tions of the conspiracy. The prisoners give
their names as' Bassi and pretend to be from Fer-
rara: itis asserted, however, that their real name
is Zuilapi and that they are natives of Ravenna-

There bave been riots at Chateau Richer,
arising out of a resistance to the ballot for the
militia, ordered by the goverament, The offi-
cers whose duty it-was to take the ballot, were
met by men armed with pistols who declared that
no ballot should take place, and were in conse-
quence compelled to withdrair, their duty uoper-
formed. We learn that a force has been sent
to Chateau Richer under the command of Col*
de Salaberry to enforce the law, and that the
ringleaders of the riot have been arrested.

TrE Mo~yTREAL WiTNESS ON CELIBACY.
—To some it is given to find tongues in runnng
brooks, sermons 10 stones, and good in every
thing ; on the Montreal Witness has heen con-
ferred the fatal gift of detecting the blight of Ro-
manism 1 every cbject that be beholds. Poor
man ! the Papacy is a ghost which haunts him
always and everywhere—at his lying down, and
at his rising up, and as he sits at meat. It is
the one bitter drop which ever surging up, paisons
the fountamn of his delights, and renders him a bur-
then to bimself, and a bore and a Janghing stock
to lus readers.

Of all things or places wherein to look for the
presence of Popery, or the influence of Romish
principles, one would have thought that the
Militia Bill of the Province was one of the most
unlikely. Nevertheless, so it is that our lyex-
eyed contemporary finds even therein the ¢ Mark
of the Beast”—Rev. xiii,, 17,~—and for the
Protestants of Lower Canada a case of hardship,
and most grievous persecution. How comes
this to pass ? _

Io this wise. The Militia Bill creates three
classes of British subjects, from whom the militia
are to be taken. 1st. The service men ranging
from those 18 years old,to those over 45 ; and this
first elass again is subdivided into the unmarried
and the married—the latter bewng the clzss from
which the first balloting must take place. Now,
the bardship and the grievous wrong to the Pro-
testants of Lower Canada consists is this: that
the Romish section of the population are adicted
to the enormity of early marriages : that in con-
sequence, In proportion to therr numbers, more
French Canadian Romanists than Protestants
are married, and that therefore an uadue pro-
portion of the former are exempt from the opera-
tion of the first ballot for the wilitia, Hereupon
our contemporary discourses eloquently upon the
enormity of early marriages, and the excellence
of celibacy, provided only that the iatter be not
adopted from any religious or supernatural mo-
tives ;—

t The hardship”—that of the ballot—*is very un-
equally distribated between races and religiona. —
What class is it marries 3o eatly and so generally ag
to make the second class of service mer nearly
double in number of the first? 1t is the Catholic
French Canadians, The English Protestant, more
prudent, more impreased with the responsibilities of
the head of a family, and also requiring more years
to qualify himself for & position of nigher usefulneas,
has to poatpone his marriage to s Inter period, The
consequenco is that one class must supply an nodue
proportion to the active militia, and the olher lcss
than their just share,"— Witness, 30th ult,

Seeing bow constantly, when the voluntary
cehbacy of Romish priests and nuos is in ques-
tion, our evangelical friends appeal to the text
“ mdrriage s honorable in all,” the condemna-
tion implied in the above extract upon the Ca-
tholic French Canadians for marrying young, and
for marrying generally, strikes us as somewhat
strange, as dees also the implied apprabation of
cehbacy amongst English Protestants. Itisan
aiticle of faith, we say, amongst Protestants, that
true celibacy 1s impossible or 1ncompatible with
purity, if embraced voluntarily from religious
and supernatural motives, and after a long, care-
ful and diligent course of self-examination; but
were we to hint that celibates amongst those who
are determiuned in their choice of a state of life
not by religious and supernatural motives, but by
pecupiary and natural molives, were necessanly
impure acd unchbaste, we suspect that we should
be exposed to a volley of pretty hearty abusé trom
the ¢ only daily religious” in the world, written
in most choice English, such as a Mrs. Malaprop
or a Mrs, Gamp would delight in.

According to the principies laxd down by our
evangelical Protestants it is impossible that Rom-
1sh priests can be atherwise than immaoral. To live
as St. Paul hived, and as he himself tells us, that
be would that all men would live ; to live chastely
and unmarried, in short, 15 according to the gen-
erally received code of Protestant ethics mor-
ally impossible even with the grace ot God, and
with the belp of the Sacraments; even with the
aid and accompaniment of mortifications, and
vigils, and fastings, and macerations of the flesh.
But if without any of these things, without re-
tirement from the world and 1ts seductions ;

without any supernatural motives, such as those:

included in the desire to Jead alife 1n some degree
resembling however remotely, the lfe led by
Our Lord upon earth,” by ' His Blessed Mother,
and by St. Paul, the Protestact refram from

marriage, not in order that he may be more {ree

to serve God and to spead himself-for s fellow-
creatures, but that  he may " be' able to bave his
‘bouse, his furniture, s gown and everything

about lim ~ handsome and - respectable—then m
such a case to doubt the compatibihity of chastiy
and celibacy would be an outrage 'and an insult.
Celibacy, the voluntary celibacy of the Levite,
who koeeling before the Alter of the Living
God sacrifices to Him all his desires, all his
earthly affections, and all his material enjoyments,
is impure, an accursed thing, the note of the
great apostacy spoken of by St. Paul i his let-
ter to Timothby, 1v. 3. But the celibacy of the
cautious money-making, English Protestant who
not for the love of God but for the love of
Mammon, refuses to marry, 1s a sign of his or-
thodoxy, as well as of bis moral superiority over
the early marrying Cathelic Canadian, and of hus
rehigious proficiency.

The Catholic French Canadians may howerer
console themselves by this reflection, that if
they do commuit the enoruty of early marriages ;
that if their Church so far from . forbidding to
marry,” encourages marriages amongst all those
whose vocation is not clearly declared ta be to-
wards the higher or celibate life—they 10 this re-
spect do butthe more closely resemble their fel-
low Catholics of Ireland, the purity of whose young
men, the chastity of whose daughters are mar-
vellous in the eyes of all non-Catholics, and
would be deemed iocredible were they not re-
corded by the very best of witnesses, that 1s to
say by Protestants. Any people might be proud
of such a resemblance wilh the Catholic Irish,
who 1a respect of early marriages and the purity
of their women are a model to the world, and
the glory of the Catholic Church.

A Huxery MurToN.—Outs Lsuriens wrtes
to the T'tmes to make known a want keenly and
generally felt amongst Protestants of the Church
of England in these troublous times. Our poor
hungry mutton asks for bread and gets buta
stone ; s State-provided shepherds have no
regard for the poor creature’s sufferings. Thus

doubts and disenses, in like manner, to a clergyman
with any assurance of comfort! But the probability
is that he, poor man, knowe little more than i know
myself, and is powerless to aid me,

" Ag %o the sermons one hears week after week,
and year after year, it seems te me that they are
mostly, if truth were told, next akin to useless,
« Ovis Esoriess.”

In spite of the ¥ open bible,” and such food as
it can aftord to the hungry, such light as it can
throw on the dark valley of death in which they
bave gone astray, there are many oves esurientes
in Protestant pastures ; many who, like the writer
mn the Times, feel their need of a teacher, and
are keeoly altve to the uselessness of those
blind leaders of the blind, who amongst Protest-
antf, impudently arrogate to themselves the title
of shepherds and deputy shepherds of souls.—
Of what good to apply to these men for light and
jpstruction and for focd 7?7 "Who gave them au-
thority to teach ? or when did the Lord com-
mission them to feed His sheep?

The complaint of Ovis Esuriens is the formal
condemnation of Protestaatism. Neither ¢ open

sodiation of Lowér Canada;and -in recognising
the ‘soundness of the. principle on- which it is-
based—-to wit, that' the State has no Fight to
force 2'man to pay for the support of a school or
system of education to which he s opposel—we
do not of vourse mtend n any manner to com-
mit ourselves asto the details of the scheme
which the manifesto advocates, We think that
if carried out 1t would operate very disadvanta-
geously to Protestaats themselves ; seeing that it
is not probable that the sum given by the State
for educational purposes will be raised, and that
in that sum Protestants can only claim a share in
proportion to their numbers ; whilst out of that
share they would bave to provide for the entire
salaries of the officers of thew own educational
department. The result would be to double the
number of government officials salaried out of the
funds set apart by the legislature for educational
purposes—those funds at the same time remaining
the same, Such an arrangement would we think
never give satisfaction to either party.

Agam we think that our Protestant friends sin
agast thewr own principle—to wit, that majo-
rities have mo right to coerce, or dispose of the
money of minorities coatrary to the views of the
latter—in that clause of the manifesto wherein it
is proposed that corporate bodies boldwog property
1n any school district should have the power of
determining ¢ though their govermng. Boards”
to what school their taxes for school purposes
should be made over. The corporate body may
consist of both Catholics and Protestants to whom
its property would conjontly belong ; but the Go-
verntog Board would represent only a majarity of
that body : how then could it bave the right to
appropriate money reised from Catholics and
Protestants indiscriminately to the exclusive sup-
port of either Protestant or Catholic schools ?

We potat out what seem to us to be some of
the obstacles to the carrying ont of the details of
the scheme proposed by our Protestant fellow-
citizens, not from any hostile spirit, but because
we would be glad to see a well considered and
practicable measure, applicable to both section of
the Province, brought forward, and carried 1oto
execution. For m deeling with the School
question in Lower Canada we must not forget
that the same question exists for the Catholic
minority of Upper Canada ; and that it 13 our duty
always to claim as a right for the latter—every
advantage or facility in the matter of education
that a sense of duty, and the love of fair play
may prompt us to copcede to our non-Catholic
fellow-citizens in Tuower Canada.

meetings for prayer and Seriptural jnstruction. The
influence of one of the older Christians here waa ugeful
ful to him He beard the narrative of the giving of
manna expaunded, and it occurred to him that if the
Israelites were provided for by God miraculously on
the Sabbath, withous going out of their tents to ga-
ther manna oo that day, he might bope for the same
blessing if he ceased on the day of rest from the ex.
ercise of his calling. He is uow liring a8 & keeper
of the Sabbath, and was baptized with the rest of the
four converts, last Lord’s day.”—Lond.n Missionary
Magazine.

This fact which bas been plain as the sun at.
noon to all not blinded by political passion and
party prejudices, is begianing to assert itself even
to those of our Catholic contemporaries who
hitherto have been the warmest supporters of the
Northern States in the long and bloody war
which the latter are waging aganst their South-
ern neighbors, * That by so doing Catholics 1a
the said Northern States were but preparing =.
rod for their own backs, which their unnatural
allies would not fail to apply at the earliest op-
portunity we bave long foretold, and to-day the-
New York Tabiet is becoming convinced of the
truth of our predictions, ¢ It says our con--
temporary of the 31st ult., % a violent persecu-
tion do not come upon the Catholics of the
United States they certainly need not thaok the
fanatics of the New York Tribune.”

This we believe to be a fair exposition of the
law of the case, Our Governmest would be
guilty of a serious offence agawst the Northern
States, were it 10 encourage, conmve at, or not
to take every means within its power to prevent
raiding expeditions from Canada upon the neigh-
boring republic ; butin giving “ right of asyp-
lum” to belligerents flying from the United
States [so long as those fugitive belligerents do
not abuse the asylum so granted] Canada is
guilty of no wrong towards its neighbor,

As to the matter of fact at 1ssue, we are as
much in the dark as is the New York Freeman.
As yet oo proof of any kind has been adduced
to show that the late raid on St. Albans was
planned, or organised in Cacada and carried out
(rom a Canadian basis. Qo the contrary, the
raiders themselves assert, and there is 1 this re-
spect every reason to believe them, that the
whole affair was concocted and brought to ma-
turity 1z the Northern States. However upon
this point we do not presume lo speak posi-
tively.

As to the merits of the raid, we have often
expressed ourseives ; but whist we do not pre-
tend to admire such a mode of carrying on war,
or to give our sympathies to the parties therein
engaged, we argue that irrespective of conse-
quences, strict justice, according to the spirit as
well as the letter of the law, should be meted out
tbem. If they be ordinary criminals ucnder the
provisions of the Ashburton Treaty, then as
criminals let them be treated; but if they be
belligerents, as some pretend they are, and as
some Senators of the Northern States have re-
cognised them to be, then we contend that, no
matter what the consequences to ourselves or to
our country, as fugitive belligerents they should
be treated. :

Were a rebellion to break cut in Ireland to-
morrow ; were a small detachment of the rebels
with the view of distracting the British Govern-
ment in Ireland; and of crippling its resources, to

‘make a raid upou Dublin, and to carry off all the

funds ;n the Banks:; were:these rebels then to
make good their escape to New York with their
booty—how, we should like to know, would the
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robbery,:to be- demanded of it by the British
authorities, and in virtue of the Ashburton
Treaty ? ,

Bat f both the British and the Washington
Governments had previously recognised the Irish
nsurgents as belligerents—as they have both
done-in the case of the Confederate States of
the South—how then, and in such a case, would
a demand for extradition, upon the grounds of
felony, of such Irish insurgents be received and
entertained by the people of the Northern
States ?

These are questions to which we should be
glad to receive an answer from our talented
and esteemed contemporary the New York
Freeman.

The Union scheme proposed by the Quebec
delegates does not seem to find many ardent sup-

porters outside of the ranks of those who have a
pereonal interest in its suceess. As we have al-

ready mentioned even the delegates from Prince
E. Island are not unanunous in favor of the
scheme, and 1n the other Provinces the measure
1s anything but popular,

At Halifax there have been meetings on the
subject, amd as we learn from our exchanges at-
tended with much excitement, especially on the
evening of the 10th ult., at a public mesting
called by the Mayor, and whieh the friends of
Dr. Tupper had packed, or attempted to packs
1o order to prevent their opponents from obtam-
g a hearng for the arguments agawnst centrali-
sation. The great majority of those present, we
are assured by the Halifax Citizen, were op-
posed to the Quebec scheme ; but the ¢ 7oughs”
i the service of Dr. Tupper and his friends
kicked up such a row, that Mr. Uniacke and lus
friends attempted in vain to make themselves
heard. At last the latter left the meeting in
disgust, and the Mayor adjourned it to some
other occasion.

the world that peace and consolation for which
mankiud for forty ceaturies bad sighed in van.

Such was the idea that struci us as we en-
tered the chapel ot the Grand Seminary to assist
at the midmght Mass celebrated there on
Christmas Day. The interior of the magoificent
edifice was on that occasion more than usually
charming, having been most brilliantly lighted up
with countless lamps, so beautifully arranged on
‘ech gide of the building that, whilst bathing the
whole of the interior ina floed of light, their
rays fell softly aud pleasantly upon the vision
of the beholders. In the middle of the large
and spacious sanctuary was erected a platform,
on which was lad a glass frame, contaming a
wax image of the ¢ Infant J esus,”—the whole
surrounded with all the scenery that piety and
good taste could suggest.

Solemn High Mass was celebrated on the oc-
casion, by the Rev. M, Lenair, President of the
Montreal College, assisted by the Rev. M.
Laboreau, as Deucon, and the R ev. M. Allard,
as Sub-deacon,

The splendid vestments used on the occasioa
were, we were told, the gift of the Rev. Mr,
Barparin, Priest; S.S., whose generosity is al-
ready so well known to our fellow-citizens, The
Chorr was, as usual, divided into two parts, one
of which was composed of the Ecclesiastics of
the Grand Seminary and a number of Priests, all
led by the Rev. M. Larue, Acting Director of
that Inst.tution ; the other was composed of the
students of the Montreal Coilege, under the
direction of the Nev. Mr. Lefebvie. The in-
strumental music, consisting of a number of wind
and string nstrumen ts, accompanied by a power-
ful orgac, was fikewise under the exc ellent lead-
ership of the Rev. M. Lefebrre, of the College.
The organ, which is destined for the use of the
Grand Seminary,is quite new, baving only lately
been purchased at Mr. Warren’s celebrated
Organ Manufactory, Montreal, and 1s the oge
that took the first prize at the Provincial Exhibi-
tion held in this city last sunmer.

Death is sad at all times ;—~sad, when it tears
the young girl from the happy home-circle 1. the
glad spricg-lime of her youtb; sad, when 1t bids
the mother part from her sleeping children ; sad,
when it leaves the cradle empty, and hushes the
merry laugh of wfant prattler ; but when it car-
ries the virgm-spouse of Jesus to her Lord’s em-
brace, tts ¥ery sadness becomes beautiful and con-
soling.  Thus we have thought, thus we bave said
as we stood, not with tearless eye, beside the
lovely bier of a dear departed Teacher.

Four years ago, a young girl, rich in accom-
complishmats, richer stitl n the higher gibts of
piety and virtue, knelt at the foot of the altar,
and consecrated her whole life to the service of
God and her neighbor, as an Ursuline : there
she vowed to remain pure, humble, and obedient
to the end of ber days. In the midst of friends,
warm aud true, she bad heard the voice of God
calling her to higher perfection; she hesitated
not, but left all to obey. Without one pang
of regret, she renounced the ilusive hopes of
youth, for the purer joy of loving and serving
God as His consecrated spouse : and from Hea-
ven above Jesus walched jover the little flower
which sweetly bloomed iz the shade of the Clois-
ter.

After a few years of devotion and sacrifice,
consumption declared itself ; graduaily tbe assi-
duous Teacher was forced to resign her seat in
class to another. Even the care of the *little
ones,” whom she had loved with all a mother’s
tenderness, at length became too® much for her !
declimng strength. It was a sad day for her |
little charges when they heard that their kind, !
gentle mistress was to leave them: so pahent?
bad she been in teaching their Little lessoms, so |
gentle m her repritnands, so skilled in toose long,

beautiful stories, in whick good childrea are al-

ways ultimately rewarded, and wicked ones pun-

ished, They loved her with all the warmth of

their young hearts, and when at times she still

came to pay th2m a visit it was indeed a day of

rejoicing.

Mother St. Ignatius had yet one earthly wish
(it earthly it could be deemed) that remained un- :
satistied. 1

A beloved brother was waiting to consecrate
himself to the Almighty, acd often had she been
heard to say ; “ If I can but see my dJear brother
a priest, I shall die contented. }Ee wili continue
to render to sociely those services which I must
now 1nterrupt.”

That day came and his first Mass was offered
up 1 the Conmveat Chapel. A ray of happuness
lit up ker pale, placid coustenance, as she knelt
to receive her Maker from s hand. It re-
minded her, she s2id, of the joy she bad experi-
enced when for the first time ber Saviour had
rested on her bosom, and of that other blessed
day when later, she had consecrated herself to
his Divine service.

Her health, from that day, declined with
rapdity 5 ber sufferings were 1otense, but no
prayer to he released ever crossed her lips. It
was a bappiness to suffer (or her Lord, siace she
could no longer labor for Him,

Nor did the dying Nun forget those who sur-
rounded her. A sweet smile, a bend ot weary
head, when ber lips could no lenger articulate
ber thanks, spoke ber gratitude, and showed that
she appreciated the services of her loving sisters,
At last, the strife of palure was at anend;
calmly she sank to her last sleep, sweetly resting
w the armns of her Saviour.

“ Her sisters thought her dying, when she slept ;
And now, when dead, they thought she did but
sleep.”

It was a solemn spectacle to see her laid out
in the chapel, dressed in the habit of the Order,
with the parchment that contained ber vows, and
the crucifix that she bad pressed to her dymg
lips, tightly clasped to her thin, almost trans-
pareat bauads.

All earthly beauty had vanished from her pale,
emaciated face, but a sweet smile liogered on
her lips, and an expression of serenity rested on
that countecance where death bad placed bhis
seal. The happiness which had now become her
portion, seemed to have left its impress on bher
earthly remans.

Truly itis a blessed thag to live under the
baoner of St. Ursule, and to imitate as closely
as did our dear mother St. Ignatius, the examples
of those saints who reign with her above. For
my part 1 cannot say for ber soul * Requescat in
pace,” but I say to her from this weary world :
# Ora pro nobis! ”

SUGGESTIONS AND CONSIDERATIONS PRE-
SENTED TO THE FRIENDS OF PROTESTANT
EDUCATICN IN LOWER CANADA, BY THE
UOMMITTEE OF TOE PROTESTANT EDUCA.
TIONAL ASSOOIATION.

The Committee of the Protestant Educationa] At-
sociation deem it a fit time to set before the general
Protestant community of Lower Canada, what ap-
pears to them neceasary 1o bs immediately attended
to, in order to place the interests of Proteatant edn-
cation in a satisfactory position in this part of the
Proviace. : o

While they desire to avaid the appearance of dic-
tating to their fellow Protestants the course which
they ahould follow in regard to this matier, they yet-
feel constrainéd by the inportance of -the question
itaslf, a8 well ap by the prospects of political changes
in'the genéral ‘government of the country, to invite-

special attention to the educniona‘I_ wants of the

-education, in 80 far

tion or with those of & different faith from thems
selves ; bat simply for the purpose of securing what
appears to them to be right and necessary for the
maintenance of their just privileges in a matter so
vital te their welfare as that of education.

It ie generally understood, that a Bill will be in-
trodused into Parliament at it3 next Session on the
Bubject of Protestant Education in Lower Canada,
and that whatever may then be enucted will be
placed under the guardianship of the general consti-
tution and government of the propored Confederacy
of the British Provinees; it is therefore important
that this Bill should not be merely an amendmeant of
the present unsatisfactory educational laws, but
should ba a complete revision of the whole code. of

as it atfects the Protestant popu-
lation. :

After maturely considering the question, the Com-
mittee would suggest that the new Bill sbould in its
enactments embody the following general principles,
viz .—

I. That there sbould be a geparato Educational
Department for the Protestant populatign, vit.;a
Protestant Superintendent appointed by afid commun-
nicating directly with the Provincial Government,
and a Oouncil of Public Jostruction, representing
a8 far as possible the leading Protegtant denoma-
tions of the country; such GCouncil to have, under
the provigions of thoe law, the control of all matters
pertaining to Protlestant education, iocluding the
Protestant Board of Exawioers, and qualifications
may bs deemed necessary for Teacher's diplomas.

11, That Protestants should iz no case be taxed for
Schoels under the caré of Roman Uatholic Commis.
sioners ; these Schools being essentially religious in
their charscter, and conducted iz & manner repug-
nant to the conscientious convictions of Protestants,
We do not propose any interference with the liberty
claimed by Roman Catholics to teach the doctrines
and practices of their own faith in their own public
Schools, but we require that, so long s they con-
tinue to do 8o, Protestants,and those who from time to
time may ally themselves with or become Protestants,
should ba exempted from taxation for the support of
such Schools, Ouor idea is, that Protestan:s sbeuld
anly be required to pay School taxesto Protestant
School Cowmissioners for the support of such School
a8 may be under the care of the Protestant depart-
ment of Public Instruction ; and that Protesiunia
regiding in any locality in which a Protestant School
Diatrict shali not bave been organised, should have
the right of claiming exemption from any School
taxes imposed by Roman Catholic School Commis-
siouers; and to assign their taxes to the Council of
Public Instruction, to be held and administered by
it for the benefit of such parties,

It is also suggested that Commercial or TLand
Corporations shonid have the power, through their
gorerning Boards, designate to the taxes which may
fall to be paid by themw, in any School District in
which there ars Protestant and Roman Cathelic
Schoo} Commissioners, to either the one or the other;
but in case such taxes sball not be so designuted,
they should then be diviced between the Protestant
and Roman Catholic Schools, accordiog to the ratio
of population, or in such other equitable manner ag
may bu provided.

It is further suggested that non resident proprie-
tors sbould have the power, either by tbemseives or
their agents, specially to designate their taxes to
Protestant or Romuo Catholic Schools; but in case
they shall not go designate them, they should be
paid to the School Commissioners of the majority ;
and in districte where there are both Protestant aud |
Roman Catholic Schools, should by said Comnia-
sioners be dirided hetween such Schools according
to ths ratio of population,

III, That Districts, for Protestant School purposes ;
should be established without reference to Parishes, |
Municipalities, or Counties; and that powers should
be granted to the Protesiant Councii of Public In-
struction to conatitule such Districts, when petition-
ed g0 to do by any five resident Rate-payers, being |
Protestants.

IV. Thet Legiglative Grants and Public Eandow-
menis for the support of Schools, should be divided
between the Protestent and Roman Catholic Depart-
ments according to the ratio of popuiation n3 deter-

priated to their respective Schools, accountisg for
the same to the Provincial Government aud subject
to their review. Such Public Grants and Endow-
ments not to exceed the aggregute amount of the
local taxation.

V. That specisl provision te made for education
in the city of Montreal, and that the educntionai
grants now held by particutar schools from the pub-
lic funds should, if they continue to be appropriated,
be received and administered by the Protestant Board
of Edncation, and that all assecsments for school
purposes sheuid be regulated by the gamo principles
as are applied to other parts of the conntry,—provi-
sion being made that Protestant taxes shall-be up-
propriated only 1o Protestant schools.

It ie also sugpested that the Board of Protestant
School Commiasioners for this ¢ity be tacreased from
8ix to twalve,, one half of whom shall be appointed
by the Qity Council and the other half by the Pro-
testant Council of Public Iastruction, biennially ;
. care being taken that as far a3 possible the leading
Protestant denominntions of the city be represented
in it. AIl public Schools in the city soliciting aid
to bs under the management of this Board, excepting
the McGill Normal and High Schools.
| Special arrapgements to be alao provided for the
city of Quebec.

VI, That all non-Cathalics be at liberty to avail
themselves of the educational arrangements provided
for Protestants; and that Rommrn Caluolies may
avail themselves of the privileges accorded to Pro-
testantia.

VII. That the terme Dissentient Truslees and
Dissentient Schools should henceforth cease tu be
used, and that the managers and the schoals for sae
Protestant population should be known respectively
a8 Protestant School Commiesioners and Protestant
Schools.

VIII. That Universitiesa and their affiliated Coi-
leges, and the Provincial Normal Schools, should
bave special funds or grants of land appropriated to
their support; and that claseical Academies and
High Schools, properly 8o called, should also have
specinl funds appropriated to their svpport, and that
pe portion of the Legislative grants for eommon
School purposes should be appropristed to such in-
stitutions.

IX. That all matters relating to the legal value of
University Degrees ghould, in the event of a Con.
federacy of the British Provinces, be cnder the con-
trol of the general government,

The Committee, in lasuing these comsiderations,
wonld invite the attention of Dissentient School
Trustess, Boards ot Examiners, and Teachers' Asgo-
ciations to them, aod request that they would report
to the undersigned their views of the above principles
proposed to ba embodied in the new edncational Bill,
or any suggestions in regard to them that tbey may
think important. The Committee would aiso re-
commend that all parties interested should patition
the Legislature atite approaching meeting on the
subject ol such Bill.

It i3 rigorously
forbidden to the Clergy to preach in the pulpit the
observance of temperence, The DBishop of Wolo-
nezewski of Samogitis, who had regdered great ser-
vices to the temperance cauae, has had to undergo
great persecuiion on this sccount. He has Dbeen
forbidden to give Confirmation, and has been re-
moved from Kron to Kowno, 30 a3 to be morestrictly
watcked.

The telegraphic information from St Patersburg
rospecting the compulsory closing of the religious
houses in Poian¢ made no mention of the circum-
stances under which tLe orcer was carried out. A
letter from Warzaw, of the 28th ult., however, in
giving fuli details of the midnight razzin made on
the unfortunate mopks, ¢ontainz the following nar-
rative ;(—

The quietude which prevailed bere for some time
was unfortunately disturbed last night in a very se-
rious manner. A3 the rumors respecting the aboli-
tion of the monssteries and nunneries had died away
by degrees, it was penerslly believed that tbe Go-
vernment had given up their intention to earry out
their project ; but this expectation was found to be
bitierly delmsive. Early this morning tha npews
went from mouth to mouth that daring the night the
inmates. of the wonasteries in Warsaw had been
dragged from their beds and sent off towards Russis
by Railway. In tbe course of the day the truth of
the rumor wad made kaown though it wa3 much
doubted at frsi.

For o long time discuasions respecting the aboli-
tion of the Polish convents bave taken plece st St
Peterapurg, and the hostile attitude af the Pope to-
wards the Russian Governmeat much s3aisted the
Miletin party {a their efforts for the azecution of the
waasure. However, the imperiai uitase was printed
iu St. Petersbucg, 2nd wasg brooght to Warsaw by
General Milutin himselt. According to thiz uksee
of the 155 monasteries and 42 convents at present
existing in Poland, 7! of ihe tormer and two of the
latter, in which lived 318 monks und nuns, are ea-
tirsly closed, and 39 mooesteries with 614, mooks,
who more less participated in the insurrectios, are
10 be treated in a similar wanner,

Thoe decrso was carried out, notic a public and
opes manner, but the authorities, according 1o their
old custom, executed thewr orders ic the dead of ihe
night, under the personal éirection of the Minister of
the Inierior. Prince Czerkaski, aan ndherent of
General Milutin, at the heud of the police, 1epaired
in all quietness to the religious honsez which were
ordered to be closad. The unlocky inhaditants were
uncereroniously awakened from their sleep, were
ordered to dress themsslves immediately, and werc
appreheaded by the police, Tae buildings were
cloged by the band of P:ince Ozerkaoski afier the
cells had been thoroughly searched, and the unfor-
tunate monkz were sent ol by railway belore break
of day, The excitemant respecting thi3 exercise of
arbitrary power ia very great, and it is considered
to be & very harsh measure, even if it i3 politically
wise., The faith in the forgetfulness of the poatis
snaken, and thid new midoight razzia amongst the
bely men i3 icoked upon a3 & direct attack on reli-
gipn, and #3 & parallel act to the midright recruit.
ing in Jaaugry, 1862. .

The purification of the officials, or rather the entire
ra-organisation} of the present adminiatretion, is now
looked forward to,and with this object Milutin has
alrecdy brought with him his appoiatment as vivil
head of tbe administration of the kinpdom. The
present Government commissions will-for the future
be styled depariments, and the Semate will be con-
verted into & court of appeal, How Count Berg will
receive these changes cannot be imagived at preaent,
but it is stated that Genral Trepeff has sent in his
resignation in consequence of the nomination of
Milutin as chief of the civil Administration.”

Aunother letter gives a foew additional facts as fol-
lows:— “ In Warsnw the decree was carried out
ia such a way that punctually at midniget a colonel
with & number of troops, arrived at each of the réli-
gious houses indicated, sssembled the monks read
to them tae order of the viceroy, and icatrucied them
1o beready to leave for a foreign country by railway
at half-past four. Of the 12 establigshments here in
Warsaw three have been spared, nader the condition
that they shall receive no more novices, and 8o by
degrees shey must die out. The other nime wers
guppressed in the manner jindicated, and in some
caly two monks were left, in.others three. . Of these,
the colonel selected one as the superior, the names
having been indicated to bim previonsly.. By two
o'clock the work bad besn executed throughout the
city, and apparently throughout the entire country.
At half-past. four the monks were brought to the
rail¥ay station in’ coaches, under a strong escort.:

10 be a leiter wrung from the writer by his troubles
and perplexities. Tne following are the moat strik.
ing passages in this sizange epistle :—* Major Gene-
ral Thomas. —Dear Sir.--Where & company. boards
at halt-a-dozen different places, ranging from 100
yards to & quarter of a mile from headquartfers, is
the orderly sergeant bound to make out regular ang
irregular details, notify the men, and have them
ready to start en s scout or other dutyat a moment's
notice? If the orderly sergeant tries to get the pri-
vates to fall into roll call, and privates tell him to
g0 to h—, is the ocderly sergeant bound to go
there ? 1o cavalry scrvice bow often must the or-
derly sargeant notify & private to go oo duty before
lie is cléar of any wrong himself ? And after notify-
iag private soldiers the proper number of times to
o va duty, is the gergeaunt bound to catch and sad-
dle sll their horses, and after palting ca sii their
eqnipments, and furnishing those who by carelessness:
or otherwise have no arms wiith the necessary wea-
pona, to take 4aid private soldiers by the papes of
their necks and the seats of their breeches and put
them in their saddles? After serving -as orderly
gergeant ic o company over 13 manths —the company

pany bzadquartera as-they could find places to board
at, and Leing trcublesome gererally, and using every
exertion to get the arderly sergt. 10 resign and retire
