Protessor Kavanagh made the following statement
—One of the most important duties discbarged by
the Associution has been the promotisg the forward-
ing of petitious, provincial and municipal, on the
several subjects embraced in our programme <o the
House of Commons. Thesuccess which bas attended
this portion af our labours may best be understood
froms the following statistics, abstracted from the
jourpals of the House of Commons:—Daring the
pust geasion there were presented from the Icish na-
rishes to the British Parhiament 516 petitions, with
197,520 signatures, on the land question; 352 peti-
tiong, with 163 873 singatures. for the disendowment
of the Established Clureh; 266 petitions, with
73,807 signatures, for freedotn of education, and 64
petitivus, with 11,751 signatures for the removal of
anti-Catholic official oaths, muking an aggregate of
1,204 petitions, with 436,951 eignatures, tur ocutnum-
beriog io extent of parochial force and in pumber of
signatures the petitioning in any egual unmber of
subjects brought before parlinment from any part of
the empire.

BHis Grace the Most Rev, Dr. Leaby, L.ord Arch-
biskiop of Cashel, ihen gaid— Me. Chairman, I bave
beea requested to say a few words on the preeent
occasivn, Ibave tusay—I awm sure you nre with
me-—that we are bolding our mecting toa-day under
very grave circumatances, The country cannot be
regarded with other than painful feoling by anybody
who wishea well 1o her or who is auxious for the
happiness of the people. There are two ways of re-
dressing the grievances of Ireland —two ways of ac-
quiring these rights bitherto withhold from us—I
mean the employment of physical foree and the em-
| ployment of modern means. Qur way is that pointed
ott loug ago by O'Connell (bear, hear). We do oot
consider an appeal to the aword as the only means
of redress. We do pot coasider parlinmentary ee-
tion a8 a thing altogether hoveless as some of our
countrymen do, Tberefore I think we bhave done
our part in endeavoring to procure the return to
parliament of & number of gocd men and true, of
honest, and [ think we have succeeded. We have
succeeded at any rnie ia the couoty to which I be-
long in returning at least one hogest aand true man,
my honourable and true friend Mr. Dillon (bear),
and if other parts of the country had done as well
wa should coagretulate ourselves. I think, how-
ever, that we may congratulate ourselves oa the re-
ault of the lsat election. We ave determinad, and
those who think with us, to employ such meana a3
are placed by the constitution of thia couatry within
our reach Chear, hear). Without going into parti-
cuiara, let us look at this one broad fact, that it is
now more than half a ceniury since the uniou of
Irelund with Eogland took place; yet after that
iong lapse of time, after tbat long union with the

except by an appesl to arma. I repeat, Irelond bas
vot been well governed, What bas the union of
Ireland with Englacd been but & union of the liviog
with the dead. The apoiogista "of the do nothing
policy, I will call it, sometimes upbraid the people of
this country with a want of self-reliance, but if those
who preach us gelf-relinnce to the people of this
country were only honest, they would apply the
same principle to the matter of government (hear,
hear) ; for gelf-reliance and saif-government are. I
take it, Kindred one to the other. Now if they are
honest in preaching self-rellance to vs, why not apply
that doctrine to government—why not alluw us to
govern osur own country (bear, hear)? Again, if
they are honest in preaching this doctrine of self-
 relinnce, why do they not apply it to the Protestanis
and Oatholics of this country alike? Wby not ap-
ply it to the Pratestants of this country by throwiong
them on their own resources to support their owa
Church (hesr, hear}? Why not apply the same
principle of self-reliance to the Catholics by requir-
ing-them to support their own clergy? Selt-reli-
aoee ! What is it but self reliance that -makes the
people of “this country break &ll the ties that bind
them to their own dear country, And make them ine
voluntarily exile themaelves to the farthest part of
the earth, trusting ibst with blessing of God and
ikeir own strong arms to he nble to extract from the
earth wealth, or, nt Jeast, that they may be able to
work out an hopest livelthood? [ repeat thatihis
country bas not been well governed, it bas not been
guverned wisely, por in a paternal ppirit; therefore
1t is that bishops and priests have come forth from
the sancluary to raise their voices in behalf of their
country and the people of this ¢ountry. Therefore
it is that we have fourded an associmtion. [ con-
feas it that it has not had he success that its friends
would wish it to have, There are many good lrish-
men who have not thougat fit as yet to join our as-
sociation, but if they will not sailin the same bosat
with us why may we not move on together in com-
paoy? If they not chooss to remain within
speaking distance of ug why not different tucks? If
we havo adopted as our watchword those measures
that have been put forward in the programme of the
asapciation it is not that we have considered cue of
them or all of them together to be the panucea for
the evils of lreland. After some further observations
Lis Grace resnmed bis seat amid loud applause.

Tue Moat Rev. Dr. Gillooly snid- [ ked many op-
portunities withio the last two montbs of aacertain-
ing the opinions and wizhes of people of every class
in the counties of lloscommon and Sligo, and of maoy
well infurmed men from other cuunties, regarding
the proposed conference of Irish membera of parlia-
ment, aod [ was struck with the perfect uzacimity
with which all approved of ibe project, and pro-
nounced such & meeting to be an indizpensable con
dition of future noion nad coosert amongst our re-
presentutives. Tle truth is thai amongst people of
the most ordinary intelligence 1t i3 now & settled
corviction that without united preconcerted action
in parliament, our members must continue to be
mere toola &f an English purty, utierly powerless to
serve this country, and not lexs disregarded by the
ministry they maintain io cffice than by tbe minis-
terial opponents whom they ezclude from it. The
electors of the country, the laity, and the clergy, by
whose influence and exertions our Liberal represeu-
tatives bave obtained their seaty in parliament, ex-

To-dsy a man
ramed Joho Doherty, imprisoned on remand in the
country gaolsince yesterday week, was brough: ke-
fore the magistrates for further examination. Hewas
arrested on euspicion, having been found loitering
about the streets, It turned out that e bad recently
returned from America,where be had served two years
ia the Confedarste army. He stated 1n his coversa-
tion with the coostable that he bad becn regularly
enrolled ag & Feniunia America, and bad come over
ta Irelund to free liia csuntry. Since he landed in
Cork he lost a large sum of money which bie bad saved
and was obliged to leok for any kind of employment
that could be progu.ed. He isa fise hardy-looking
fellow, and comforiably clad in Yankee-cul costume.
After,underguing eight days’ impriscament he under-
took to give the court every iuformation as to his
antecedents and the part ot the country he belonged
to if they would sdopt some measure to have him
transmitted again to the States, remstking at the
same tims that it would be a judicious coutse on tie
part of the Government to send buck to America
every one who landed on the liish shore from tle
United States.

Tre Biszor or ToroNTO, AND THE GENE-
RAL HospiTAL.—The affairs of thia institution
are, it seems, in a bad state. It is burthened
with debt to the amouat of nearly $60,000, in
spite of a handsome Goveroment grant of
$11,200, and an annual income from other
sources of nearly $7,000—in all abeut $17,000
—and though it admnisters relief to only about
50 poor patients. Its internal economy 1s de-
plorable ; and the Grand Jurors of Toronto bav-
ing wisited it about a fortnight ago made a report

to the following effect :—

 They were shocked at the poverty-stricken state
in which they found it, and at the utter wans of pro-
per ventilation and’ drainage. Thers is no
furnitore except deal chairs, The bed-clothes are in
rags. Proper food, and necessary comforts cannot
be bad for the patients, and all for the want of
means to conduct an institution that ought in all
humanity to be the beat cared for in the Provinee.”—
Vide Globe,8th inst, :

Under these circumstances an appeal was
lately made to the public of Toronto, and
amongst others to the Bishop and Clergy of that
diocese in favor of the funds of the said poverty-
stricken, though well-endowed Hospital. Now
the Catholics of Toronto support theirr own
House of Providence, “an institution which
affords relief to a large number of sick and suf-
fering™—as the GYobe recognises— with but a
jittle public aid 5° and it must be borne m mind
that the Cathohc laity of Toronto are also con-
stantly appealed to for other charitable and re-
ligious purposes, to which they never fail Liber-
ally to respond.

Relef therefore in money it was not in the
power of the Bishop of Toronto ar of his flock
immediately to give: but with that true Christ-
ian charity which ever inspires him, His Liord-
ship, when appealed to in behalf of the Toronto
Hospital, made instant reply to 1ts Board of
Directors, with the following proposals—

1. That the Hospital be kept under the pre-
sent Board of Directora.

2, That His Lordship should supply a suffi-
ctent number of Sisters of Chanity for the domes-
tic management of the Hospital.

-3. That under this domestic arrangement His
Lordship would engage for less than the present
yearly Government grant of $11,200 to mam-
taw eighty-five poor patieats, instead of fulty, as
at preseat.

4. That clergymen, and ministers of all de-
nominations, should have free access to the Hos-
pital, as at present.

5. That the Board of Directors use all the
other Revenues ot the Hospital, which last year
amounted to $6,088, to pay the oulstanding
debts, and to put the Hospital in a comfortable
posttion.

The plan that His Lordship proposes is not
novel. LEngland, France, aod the Ubnited
States gladly avail themselves of the charitable
services of the Sisters of Charity, finding therein
aot only a great dumiaution of expeace to them-
selves, but 'a great augmentation to the comforts
of the sick. 1o the words of His Lordship :—

. “The plan that T have the honor to propose to you
to benefit the hospital hasnot baen dizdained by three
of the greatsst goverments of the world. England,
France, and tbe United States of Awmericas, who in
great need, in the Orimes, and during the war hap.
pily terminated on our borders, called for the assist-
ance of the Siaters of Ohavity,and Mercy for their
military and civil hospitals, and foand in them, &g the
world knows, 8 host of goodl Samaritsns more per.
manent than the good and illustrions Misa Nightin.
gale, and her charitable companion.”

I propose to you, therefore, gentlemen, to place all
the domestic arrangements of the Hospital under the
care of the Sisters of Oharity; and I will guarantee
that you will be able to getapart all the revenuss
from rents and interest to liquidate your debs, and to
pay interest; and with the Goveroment grant and
other resources which amonated last year to the total
of $13,113, maintain as at preaent fifty three patients,
and add largely to the number, and have the hospital
as weil kept, und a3 clean as itis at present, and the
patienta as well cared for,

As a precaution agamst any attempts that the
Fenians from the United States might be tempted
to make upon Canada, the Government bas come
to the determination of calling out some of the
Militia, and stationing them on the frontier.—
Some alterations will also be made in the stalions
of the regular troops, and the garrison of Loadon
will be 1ncreased.

That there may be no need for these precau-
tions we sincerely hope ; bat nevertheless the
authorities are to be praised for having taken
them. There 15 no saymg what the Fenians
might be tempted to do if " the frontier were per-
fectiy defenceless ; and though, of course, we do
not suppose that they are simple enough to be-
lieve that, unaided by the Uonited States, they
could effect any permanent settiement in Canada,
yet they reckon not alfogether rashly in assum-
ing that, even a trifiing raid might, in the pre-
sent condition of the relations betwixt the two
countries, Great Britain and the United States,
lead to a war. To bring this about, as the pre-
liminary to an insurrection in Ireland, and not
plunder only, not the idea of eftecting a conquest
ot Canada, 1s, we believe, part of the Fenian

programme.

That the Government of the Ubited States
conmives at, even 1f 1t does not do a hittle more,
the desigos of the Fenians cannot be doubted.—
The language of the President the otber day,
though carefully worded, to a Fenian deputation
prayiog for the release of Mr. Joho Mitchell, ic
a clear preof not only that the Fenians are re-
coguised by the United States Government as an
organised body, but that their designs agaiust
Great Britain are by it approved of, and ac-
cepted as constituting a valid claim to especial
favor. The liberation of Mr. J. Mitchell frons
the Bastille to which a lettre de eachet had con-
signed him, was simply a compliment or grace
accorded to the Fentans becanse of their known
bostility to the British Government.

Our authorities have therefore very escellent
reason, ot for alarm indeed, but for being on the
alert. As an additional motive for adopting
timely precautions, it is asserted iz the daily
press, we know not with what degree of truth,
that two mea tn the Toronto jail have revealed
to the authorities a plot on the part of the
Fenians to rob the banks: and in other quarters
the certainty of a Fenian raid and 1ts prospects
are announced, discussed, and amply commented
upon. Witk the precautions now adopted, we
may confidently expect that, should any such
altack be attempted, the ratders: will meet with

a warm reception.
¢ Rest and be thankful” Lord Palmerston’s

motto, would be, were the Fenian beaders, the
# head-centres,” or by whatsoever other silly
name they designate themselves, wise —the prin-
ciple they would adopt. These geatry have got
themselves into a good thing, and should there-
with be coatent. Accordisg to the Munster
News, a Lomerick Catholic paper, Mr. John
O’Mahony has a salary of £5,000 a year; and
Mr. Stevens touches the annual sum of £1,°00
—very nice rewards indeed for their services.—

They fired several times, and killed one man, and
mortally wounded a lady, before the desperadoes
could be forced to desist.

Harper, of the 20th Indiana, with
three men and three citizens of Cartersville, went
to Pickens county for the purpose of arresting Gra-
velly and Nally. They found Gravelly, his thres
sons aud Nally, all in Nally’s house, thoroughly arm-
ed and preparad to resist an acrest. Messrs, Smith
and Qollins, as they were citizens, went to entreat
them to surrender. As they approached the door they
were both shot and killed. It was about eight
o'clock at right. A goneral fight ensued, 1ssting
nearly half an hour. Two of the desperadoes being
then dead and a third one mortaliy wounded the
other two rushed out of the house and attempted to
escape by ruoning. One was killed, and the other
saying he would sarrender, attempted to shoot one
of the soldiers, and was himself despatched witn a
bayonet. "

order to promote their own sordid views, I have re-
peatedly riised my voice agsinat it since it firat
became known &t the time af M*Manua's funeral, four
yeara ago ; and that I cautioned young men againgt
promiging or swearing obedience to strangers with
whom they were altogether unacquainted, putting
themselves at the mercy of plotting spies and treach-
. .erous informers, and riskiog their lives and hberty,
. and endangering the lives of others, in attempting
to carry out projects, hopeleas in themselves, which,
doing no good to any class, might involve the coun-
tey in ruin and bloodshed. Would to God that more
_ attention had been paid tosuch friendly admonitions !
If they bad been histened to, we should not now have
to regret that 50 mAny young men are auffering the
hatrdships of prison, and their families overwhelmed
with affiction, while their seducers are far away
- from dapger, laughiog a* the simplicity of their dupes,
. and enjoyiog the wages of iniquity. Buteven if no
advice had been given—if you, rev, brethren, in your
. affection for your flocks, bad not cauiioped them
against Fenianism, should oot those who wers called
.on to join it bave raiged the fellowing questiona :—
Who sre its leaders? What public services bave
they rendered to the country? What claim bave
tbey to demand our confidence? Would they sacri-
fice others to promote their own sordid viewa? Are
they men of religion? Are they men remarka?le for
their sobriety, their good conduct, and attention to
their own affaira? Have they been successful in
business 7 Are they men to whom we would lend
. money, or irust the management of our property ?
Were they to succeed, would they be good rulera_and
good magistrates 7 Would they better the condition
.of the country ; or rather, a8 needy and desperate
adventurars are always disposed to do, would they
not introduce despotism and & system of confiseation,
and tae saolistion of 811 property public and private ?
In the case of the leaders of the Feniaps, if these
.questions had been seriously tonsidered, no men of
gense would have joined their ranks. Nay, more, if
the charges lately made against the orginatora of the
movement had been known, every ons would have
been filled with alarm at their introduction into the
.comntry ; for they are said to have proposed nothing
Iess then to destroy the faith of cur people by circu-
Iating works like those of the impious Voltaire, to
preach up Socialism, to seize the property of those
who bave any, and to exterminate both the gentry of
the country and the Qatholic clergy. Whatever is to
.be said of such fearful accusations, which we hope

.geemas now to be at an end ; 8 few policemen demo-
lished the structure ; nota band was raised in its
defence probably, after a short time, w2 shall hear
no more about'it. However, to aid in utterly eradi-

.abaurdity of the system they were agked 10 adopt, it

It will thus be see that two articles in the
above list especially address themselves to subjects
on which all Catholics should be well posted up,
as these, t.e. the St. Bartholomew Massacre and
the case of Galileo—are constantly thrown io
their teeth as proofs of the cruelty and the igno-
rance of their Church. The articles tn the Re-
view examine these two subjects most carefully
and thoroughly ; and they prove conclusively, that
the Roman Catholic Church is no more respon-
sible for the atrocities of the St. Bartholomew
and the crimes of Charles 1X. and bis mother,
than 15 the Church of England for the Massacre
of Glencoe : and that in the case of Galileo the
stories commonly circulated amongst Protestants
about torture having been applied to the learned
man are without the shadow even of a founda-
tion, and that the Catholic Church never com-
mitted hersell either as to the truth or falsity of
the Copernican system. The other articles are
all worthy of a most careful perusal.

The Orangemen of Canada Last, as will be
seen from a notice which we publish elsewhere
bave repudiated Mr. Ogle Gowan’s advice to
arm, and take upon themselves the task of de-
fending the country against a Fenian invasion.—
With much good sense, and geod feeling we
hope, they condemn Mr. Ogle Gowan’s scheme
as calculated to increase the dangers agatost
which 1t is levelled, and to break up the entente
cordwale that, ia Lower Canada, at all events
exists between all Her Majesty’s subjects, whe-
ther Catholic or Protestant.

We hail this action oo the part of the Lower
Canadian Orangemen as a good omen ; as a sign
that the angry passions which alone can keep
alive Orabgeism 1 a community like ours, are
dying out ; and as a proof that, should the neces-
sity arise, Cathalics and Protestants, remember-
ing only their common duties assubjects of a
common sovereign, will stand up side by side in de-
fence of their common liberties, and their national
-independence. That for this purpose Orange-
men should arm, 15 but right and proper ; and
what their Catholic fellow-subjecs object to is
the exclusive arming of Orangemen—asf the
latter alone were loyal, as if to them alone be-
longed the full status of British subjects.

The letter of Mr. Ogle Gowan cast a slur
upon the loyalty of the Catholics of the Pro-
vince. The address of the Orangemen of Lower
Canada is, as far as 1t goes, a vindication of Ca-
tholic loyalty, a simple act of justice. We trust
we pray, tbat it may have the eltect of meutralis-
ing the ewil which the letter of the Ex-Grand
Master was but too well caleulated to produce,
1o that 1t discriminated betwixt Protestants and
Catholics, and insinuated that the former, be-
cause true to thewr Church, must needs be
traitors to their Queen.

Mg, Qara R. Gowax oy Fauiawism.—There are
cortain birds of ill omen who are never seen except
in times of alarm, and who, in such times, always
come ous to make the alarm greater, and to convert
it from apprehension into actual disaster. Mr. Ogle
.R. Gowan is an excellent type of busy-bodies of this
bre.ed. and we euntertain no doubt that the letter, of
which we have telegraphic information from Toronte,
and which, we suppose, was intended for the Leader
of Saturday, and probably appeared in that paper on
that day, is exceediagly well conirived Yo mako the
utmost poesible ampouat of mischief out of the present
posture of affairs.
