But we will not weary our readers by details
of this kind, which though iusignificant 1n them-
selves, were deeply interesting to those whom
they concerned, but quickly pass over the next
few weeks (during which Clara again almost
constantly kept her bed, as her cough and weak-
ness returned with greater violence than ever),
and introduce them at ooce to the interior of the
splendid Cathedral of St. John’s at Malta, on
the afternoon ot the 3rd of February, 1850. It
was one of those warm winter days in which
sunny Malta abounds, and the clean, well-kept
streets of the picturesque town of Valetta were
thronged with people hasteniug 1o their best cos-
tume to attend the great function in the cathe-
dral-church. Within, all was silence, hushed
and reverential awe; and as each dark form in
its black faldette stealthily stole along the matted
floor, and silently made the sign of the cross,
every eye was raiced, and every knee bent
adoration towards the bniliantly lighted up high
altar. At the west door, just within the screen,
stood a tall English figure, whose look of rever-

eace was yet mingled with too much curiosity to
betoken him a Catholic, and the tightly-fitung
black coat and white neckeloth indicated him at
once as an Arghcan. The service had not be-
gun: but the nave was thronged by a koeeling
multitude, every eye turced towards the blaze of
hight that buroed round ome part of the altar,
where the Blessed Sacrawent steod exposed,—
tbe men to the left the women to the right ;
though in some parts a few men’s figures might
be seen mingling among the dark faldettes of the
Maltese, the flowing veils and white capotes of
the sisters of St. Joseph, and the gayer costume
of the European ladiess From time to time
confraternities, with their banners borne m front,
and their costumes of red, or blue, or white ad-
vanced up the middle isle, and, kneeliog for some

-minutes before the Blessed Sacrameut, went
forth as they came, drawing their white hoods
over their faces. The ¢ coup d’eil’ was splendid,
calculated to excite feelings of devotion and re-
verence in one far less likely to give it than the
Englishman who stood with folded arms looking
on, on that eventful day, when every Catholic
heart was pouring forth its most earnest petitions
for the ‘exiled Pontiff,’ — their ¢ Father and
therr Lord,>—who had asked their prayers in the
hour of bis utmost need, For then no help seem-
ed nigh, save His Who sitteth at the helm of the
ship of St. Peter, and though He seems to slum-
ber will ever awake at the call of Uis chosen
ones, and bid the storm cease and the angry
winds and waves be still. A small light figure
passed close beslde him, wrapped in Enghsh
shawls and furs, and leaning on the arm of an-
other older perscn. He looked 1n surprise as
they both in their turn toolt the holy water, and
slowly and reverentially making the sign of the
cross, glhded up the side aisle towards the chapel
of the Blessed Sacrament ; then following them
with his eyes, he saw them make their way 1to
the nave and lose themselves among the crowd.
He, too, advanced in his turn, and presently
found mmself, as every one made way before
Ium, pear the marble railings of the choir. Here
he, 100, took a chair, nnd knelt down like the
rest ; and, close to bim, he again caught sight of
something that attracted his attention. Just in

BELFAST,

The Feast of the Dedication of the Churches of
Ireland. (Sundsy last), was appropriately chosen for
the solemn opening of St. Peter's Belfast. The
event (sa5 8 the Ulster, Observer from which we quote
most of what follows) may be regarded as marking
an epoch in the history of Oatholicity in the North
of Ireland, and all the associations,as well ag the
actual circumstances, combined to inveat it with un-
apual mportance and siguificance. Here in the

| Bis preaching was almost & failure in human eyes;

His miracles seemed to be Jittle short of & failure. —
In fact the course of Hig life scemed like a failure

ary men, the chief priests—seemed to have accom-
plished their end. They bung him on a gibbet, and

man was to be regenerated. But He.was hung ons
cross, and it was, to use the words of St. Jerome,
from the sepulchre of Obrist the Ohurch has sprung.
The Churéh dates its origin from that day of Pan-
tecost. - Let us go further into the depths of this
gecond text- There sre two principles which run
hrough God’s providence in 'the course of sreation
and of grace. These two principles are clearly
visible in the whole history of the Qhurch of God.
The first principle is that every creatior of God is
begun at the remotest distance from His Divine
Majesty, and he begins every creation in the remo-
test and puniest germ. His Lordship proceeded to
illustrate this principle at some length. The eecond
principle is that Goad begins every great work in
unity, Every work which has the grace of God
begins in unity and tends to unity. The humanrace
began in Adam, and is but a multiplication of the
body of Adam, as Christ, the second Adam, miracu-
lously muiltiplies His body for vur spiritual life.—
Tne entire human race is reducable to one root,
Adam. Again, Noah was the germinating principle
from which the human race began, Later still, God
calls a peculiar peopls, with a peculiar priesthood
and laws, He selects one man, and leads kim into
a strapge land. Abraham was the root from which
the regeneration of the Bumar race then began.
The Prophet Isaiah says of pim  Look at Abraham,
your rock,’ He was the rock end the root of the
people of (od. Again, Aaron was the rock from
which the priesthood sprung., In every great work
of nature or of grace the beginnicg is humble, and
God pug the stamp of nothingness on it, so that man
cannot glory in it. The right rev. preacher recalled
the memeory of his audience to the grrat vision of the
empires recorded in the Prophet Daniel. The people
of Israel were in exiie, and God revealed to Nebu-
ckodonozor & vision of the four greas empires which
were to spring up, each on the ruins of its predeces-
sor—the Bubylonian, the Assyrian, the Greek, and
then the Roman. They rose like a great statue on
the face of the earth, but a stone, ocut out of & moun-
tain falls down the hill side and breaks the statue,
That rock, cut out of the mountain of eternity,
which was to shatter these great empires, prefigured
the smallness ut its beginning of anotker great ger-
minating principle—the Church of God. Small as
it was, it broke that great statue, and it grew and
grew until it fillad the whole world with its great-
ness. When the prophet was called on toexplain
the vision, be told them that & kingdom should arise
which should destroy those others, but itself should
stand for ever. That kingdom so prefigured, is the
kingdom of God, placed on a rock cut from the eter-
nal mount—a kingdom againat which the Powers of
earth shall never prevail, and which sball gtand for
ever. He had twice aiready said our Blessed Lord
d1d not found the church, while yet be was in this
morial flz=sh—not uatil he had paid the great piice
of His sacritice did He send His Holy spirit down on
earth and established His Church. Abraham had
been the third rock of the human race, but still he
ecknowledged one greater than himself—1elchise-
dech, the prieet of the Most High Ged, to whom he
pail tithes of all he possessed. Now Peter wus not
called first—Arndrew and Jobn were called before
bim. Eren s0 Judah wa3 not the eldest of the soas
of Jacob, Our Lord wanted to show that his posi-
tion was not dae 1o merit but to election. On the
banks of the Jordan Andrew and John bhastened to
call Peter and tell him that they had seen the Mes-
sish. He went with them, and Jesus cast His eye
upon him. What did He find in this man? Hesaw
one who had a great and leading infirmity ; for He
selecta only the lowest germ. He selects one con-
scious of bis infirmity, But Peter was distinguished
for bhis marvellous responsive obedieatiality —the
rendiness with which he responds always to the calis
of our Divine Lord. He had nothing but that dis-
position which pre-eminently made bim fit for the
work allotted to him. He had that great capacity
ot always responding to the call of God. Still, be
had ope greas fault. Ho bad not that courage which
would give hinn stability, Nevertheless, he was to
be the first, As St. Augustin says, * That isonly
truly strong in man which is strong in God.! When
he proclaims Hiy divinity, Christ says to kim, * Thou
ari a rock, and oz this rock I will build my church.
Christ will build it not Peter. To draw an illustra-
tion frem the science of geology, Peter i3 the igneous,
not the aqueous, rock. The strength and power
passes trom the bottom rock to that which is super-
imposed gn it, fTo thee, says our Divinze Lord,
“1 will give the keys of the kingdom.? What
kingéom was that? [t was the one predicted by the
Prophnet Daniel, which was to come after the four
great empires had passed away. It was that king-
dom which began in the small stone falling from the
mountain which grew until it filied the whole earth ;
and He seys He will give Peter tke keys of that
kingdom, Now, what are these keys? In olden
times keys were not made of metal but of wood, and
of large size, aud they were borne before tnose in au-
tkority as symbols of their power. It was in this
sense that Christ gave this kingdem to Peter. Later
our Lord bogan to :ell His disciples how He should
go up to Jerusalem, and He should suifer many
tnings and be put to death, Peter eays, * Lord these
things shall not come to pass,’ end our Lord who
bad just before cailed him ‘blessed’ now says ¢ Get
thee behind me Batan' and c¢alls him a scandal.—
Why? Because Peter Las mot yet comnrehended
that Chriat’s kingdom is to be founded on suffering.
He has not yet comprenended that the spirit cannot
be given until Jesus has sanctified all things by His
death, The Passion of our Liord was approaching,
ard he lells Peter ‘I have prayed for you that your
faith fail not, and when thy faith is confirmed, con-
firm thou thy brethren. This was snother charge
given to Peter—to confirm the brethren. After the
miraculous draught of fishes, three several times our
Lord asked him, ‘ Simon, son of Peter, lovest thou
me? Petertells him be does on the first two ask-
ings, and Christ replies, ‘Feed my lambs.’ On the
third asking, Peter replies, * Liord, thou knowest all
things ; thou knoweat that Ilove thee.’ Christ then
says, ‘ Feed my sheep’ Tho right rev, prelate said
there was s force in theoriginal Greek in this pas-
sage which could not be reizined in the translation,
He could not expect every oune to' follow him into &
micute train of reaconing, by which he could besc
show the full force of the questions and the answers ;
but he would attempt to elucidate it in a homely
way, by way of anecdote. IHis object was to show
bow Ohrist had trebly proved Peter’s fidelity, each
lime in a progressive degree. He then said that the
father of a clergyman, now in hia own diocese, who
was for twenty years an Anglican minister, was in-
timate with the lzte Arcbbishop Waately, of the
Established Church in Ireland, ned on one oceasion,
while they were conversing, bis father 100k o Greek
Teatamant, aud pointed the Archbisbop's attention to
the pasgage of which the translation i3 given above.
Then the Archbishop showed him the graduated
and progressive force of the Greek version. Christ
asks, ¢ Agepeis me?’'~* Hast thou affection for me ?’
And Peter’s answer is, * Philo te’—I love Thee. Then
using the dearer term, °‘philo,’ and not fapegia’~
Ohrist repeats the question in the same words as at
first. Peter returns the same reply, But Christ
adopts the stroager and more enduring and endear-
ing term ¢ phile’ from Peter's mouth, and the form in
which the question is put the third time is, ¢ Phileis
me? Thus it was that Dr. Whately convinced the
clergyman’'s father ot the riging force of the three
questions, the answer to the last evoking the en-
larged jurisdiction of ¢Feed my eheep’--the whole
adult world witbin the kingdom of Christ, The
clergyman to whom I bave seferred (eaid his Jord-
ship) pointed out the pbrase to me and said ‘I ex-
amined it, and the effect it bad on me when & boy of
twelve years of age could not be forgotten, and
finally bronght mo into the Oathol’c Oburch. Then
our Lord 1elie Peter of His own sufforings, andaf

there is one special characteristio in & chief of the

Pontificate, it is suffering ; for when' our Lord gave

the keys of His kingdom, and the charge of His flock

to Peter, He every time indicated to- kim that his

should be a life of suffering, and that be should die

on a crosa. Refarring again to the building of- the

Churoeh, it was Peter who brought the Gentiles into

it and built them on the rock itself, for when the
Apostleg sppeared in the streets of Jerusalem, they-
are found speaking with the tongues of all nations,
Peter speaks to them of the Christ whom they have
put to death, and ckarges them with the sacrilege of |
his death. Three thousand were then brought into
the faith, The apostles were brought before ths
priests and told to preach no more, and Peter asks
them will they not rather obey God than man? On
the second day of their preaching, when Peter cured
the lame man at the Beautiful Gate, he spoke again,

and rajsed the Church from three to five thousand.

From the schism of Samaria he brought over subjects
10 the Church, and begun his work amongst the
Gentiles by the conversion of the centurion Cornelius.

Thus Petar brought the Jews into the Church, then
toe Samaritans, and finally the Gentiles; and from
that day to the present Peter and bis successors have
been building on the same rock,. To sum up briefly

—Ouxr Lord has fulfilled his promise, and on Peter,

as the rock, He has built his Cburch. As St. Cbry.
sostom has well said — Why does he speak of Peter
alone? Because he is chief amongst the .Apostles.
Even Paul, when he had been for seme time in the
Apostlestip, goes to see Peter, least he may be in
error, It may be asked why James's see was fixed
in Jerusalem and not Peter's. It is because Peter
was appointed to the chair and doctorship of the

world, and, therefore, it was that he at first estab

lished his seat in Antioch, and after twelve years

hastened to Rome, then the greatest city in the
world, where he labored twenty five years, The
other Apostles died and left no successors. Peter's
exists t.-day. Indeed,in the old Norman and Anglo
Ssxon laws the Pope was also called *the Apostle.
It was predicted that that kingdom~-that Church
built on a rock, would Iast for ever, Such waa the
will of our Divine Lord. Look at her for the last
1,800 years. Wave after wave of pergecution bas
beaten against that rock, and all in vain, Her ene-
mies have melted away, and she still stands as firm

ag ever. The first attack came from Judaism, ot
only at home but in Rome, where the Jews uged the
1afiuence they posseased about the Imperial Qourt to
crush the infant Qhurch of Christ, Next came the
great tide of Imperial persecutions which lasted 300

years. They were iollowed by the great Arien
heresy, which devestated the Church fur many years,

till it was finally subdued. After it came the wave
of barbariam. Ninse times has the city of the Sover-

eign Pontiff been sacked. Still the Pontiffs went
forth with the mitre on their heads and tae power of
God on their brows, to meet the barberian chief, aad

awed them into retiring, The Fontiffs sent forth in

thair-turn missionaries to convert to the faith these
gavage hordes. That great work accomplished, the
flood of Mahometanism broke loose, and the Sover-
eign Pontiffs banded together the great Powers of
Europe to drive it back from the West. Later still,
the Chareh itself was distracied by schism aond in-
ternal divisions, They passed away, and after them,

gsome three huandred years ago, another greaterror
arose ; but we now see it every day melting awsy,

for it has no unity, It cen have no ucity when each

and every one of its followers has the right to follow

his own private judgment in matters of faith. They

are as the sand on which the foolish man built.
Never, on the other hand, was our own Charch a3
ucited a8 it i now, Never have its high prelates
aud its chief pastor been so united ; and never has

there bzen a time when they locked forward with so
much hope and confidence es now. If we look
round us it will be seen that there never was 30 mar-
velloua a time as the present. We will find the
kings aud statesmen of the earth coming to a state
of icdifference. They have given up conscience, acd
are simply guided by accomplished facts. Nations
are guided by the principle of ‘might makes right,’
and not by conscience. There haa been Josephism
and Gallicanism, acd rulers and statesmen have
seemed to think taat all was clear gaio that they
could teke from the Ohurch. But where now are
the Stuarts who ruled us 7 Where are the Bourbons ?
No fewer than forty sovereigns bave been deposed
from their pomp and power within as many years. |
Look, on the other hand, to the Sovereign Poutiff,
the successor of 300 others. He stands alome in his
difficulties, and the sovereigns of the earth look on
with indifference or are openly hostile to him, He
stands alons, expecting his cross, as Peter did. But
whenever the Sovereign Pontiff so stands, thero is
now & great fight goicg on between the spirit of the
world und the spirit of the Churech. We may soon
see the Pontiff reduced to great straits, but we
may rely on it, for it has been proved by the history
of the Churen, that all those kingdoms will fall,
while this oue—~God’s own Ohurch—stands for ever

A good writer has truly said, * The Poatiff is a man
placed at the head of the Hierarchy. but placed there
to ba a Holocaust for the people.’ His lordship con-

cluded—I have concluded. This building is dedi-
cated to him who gets the keys from Jesua Christ.

But, when I look around me at these walls, there i3
one thing that strikes me most forcibiy. In former
days churches were built by the kings and the
nobles, by the high and mighiy for the people, aud
they were their offerings to God. But look now.

Here is & cburch spacious and beautifal; and
how does it rise from the ground? Stone by
stone, it has &risen, and each stose is a monument
for ever of the faith and the charity of one or other
amongsy you-~the laborer, the rich man, ahd the
widow.

The constabulary under COounty-In-
spector Hill, Sub-Inspector Fallon, and Head Cocr.
ptable Sherdian, aro untiricg in their exertions to
“trace the murderers, but up till the present we did
not learn of their endeavours being atteaded with
any succese. The following is tke evidence deposed
at the inquegt : —

Grace M‘Cormick was the first witness examined.
Sha deposedas follo »8 :~—I live inthe townland of
Bengorm. ' I remember this day week, It was Tuea:
day. * I'recollect James M'Kelvey, the deceased,
coming into my house on that morning about the
bour of ten o'clock. - Some of the family wers at
their breakfast, I gave him a bo¥l of milk, and

agked him to eat some potatoes, He Slled & pipe
and immediately walked out. Nome time afterwards
[ drove the cows np the road, and I looked np the
mountain in the direction of the Slieve Snaghtha.
I aaw s man, and to the best of my opinion it was
Jamea M-Kelvey. I took it for him anywsy.

. Oondy Herran wae next called. .He said—1I live
in the townland of Coolvoy. I remember last Sun-
day. T went with other people up to Slieve Snagh-
tha, looking for & man named James M'Kelvey, who
was missing. We were all searching for him, and I
found bim lying on his back dead in a place called
Orockbrack. Hisface was covered with blood, and
wag all like strokes, Isaw a little blood on .ke

ground, about two yards from where he was lying.

I saw a stone, over five pounds in weight lying on
the ground near his head, I looked at the &tone.
There was & little blood on it. No person left s
hand on the body uatil the gergeant came, We car-
ried the body dowa on the road, and it was taken
home in a cart.

Henry M. Clarke, M. D., after a post mortem ex-
amination of the body of the deceased, James M'Kel-
vey, gave it as his opinioa that he died of extensive
fractares of the skull, cauzed by some blunt instru-
ment. -

Constable William Crilly, said —I remembe: Sua-
day morning, the 30th day of September, 1366, !
went to the mountain of Slieve Snaghtha with three
of the constabulary, accompanied by & aumoer of
country people. We searched the mountaine from
abou? tea o'clock it the morning until three o'clock
in the evening. One of the police called to me from
the top of the hill that the man whom we were look-
ing for wae found. I proceeded then to the top:of
the mountain, and saw there the body of A man
whom I believe to be Jamez M'Kelvey. He was
lying on kis back, His face waa partly covered with
blood. [saw acutoun highead, [ saw a quantity
of biood on the ground near where he was lying.
I8aw o stone, about eight pounds weight close 1o
his head, There was blocd upon it, and hair at-
tached to it, and particles of white matter. I paw
a place about five yards from the body from which
& store had been removed. I put the stoze which
wa3 tound nesr bis head io the place, and it corres-
ponded, The body was afterwards removed to his
dwelling house. This is the body on which the in-
queat is now holding.

At the close of the evidence the jury found that
the deceased bad been murdered by a person oc per-
sone unknown between the 25th aad 30thday of
September.— Derry Journal.

Dusury, Oct. 17. —A meeting of Liberal slectors
was held in Cork on Monday, which was largely
attended, for the purpose of expressing opinion upon
Irish questlions. The Mayor of Cork presided, aad
among other things referred to the banquet to be
given to Mr. Bright ic Dablin. The mesting was
nddessed by Sir Wiiliam Hacket, Mr, D. O'Sullivan,
Mr. Murray, and Mr W. Shaw, who argued thas
Lord Derby cannot carry om the Government of this
country un Liberal principles, aud therefore cannot
satisfy & couatry Libersl in thought and sentument.
Alr. N. D. Murphy, oge of the city members, spoke st
much leagth on tae state of publicaffaira. Alluding
to what their respected chuirman had said on the
subject of the Bright banquet, he aaid that the
misrepreseniatioas of the Conservative and Orange
organs were part of a systematic plan for ‘he
purpoge of dizorganizing the Liberal party and
particulary the Imsh Liberal members, per fus ant
nefas, every exertion being made to produce that
effact, The hon. member explained that the
invitation 1o r. Bright originated with a few
gentleman in Dublin, who baviog accidentally learnt
that Mr. Bright was about to visit Ireland for
recreation thought iz wouid be fisting opportunity of
paying that grent man a rompliment. The misrep-
resentation of the Conservative and Crange orgabs
had rendered what was intended ss & personal
compiiment mow an absolute Liberal necessity.
Those organs were afraid that the opportunity would
be teken advantuge offor an intercommunication of
ideas between Irizh sod English Liberals, and they
desired to prevent that Libaral demonstration. The
hon, gentlemac said be could not better describe the
anomalous position of the Established Church than
by quoting an extract from the speech made by the
Right Hon. Besjumin Disraeli, Conservative Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer in 1844 ;—

* Thatdense population in extreme distress inhabited
an island were there was an Eslablishea Church
which was not their Church, and & territoral
aristocracy, the richest of whom lived in distant
capitals. Thus they had a starving population, an
absentee ariatocracy, and an alien Church, and, in
oddition, the weakest execntive in the world. Toat
wag the Irish question, Well, then, what would
honourable gentlemen say if they were reading of a
country in that position ? They wculd eay at once
the remedy is revolution. But the Irish could not
have a resolution ; and why ? Becauze Ireland was
connezted with another and a more powerful country.
Then, wbat was the consequenca ? The connexion
with Eoglarnd thus became the cause of the present
state of Ireland. If the cornexion with England
prevent a revolution, and & revolution was the only
remedy, England logically was in the odious poszition
of being the cause of all tbe misery in Ireland, What,
then, was the duty of an Epglish Minister? To
cffect by his policy all those changes which a
revolution would do by force. That was the Irish
question in i3 integrity........ The moment they
hud s strong executive, a just administration, and
ecclesiastical equality they would have order in
Ireland, and the improvement of the physical
condition of the people would follow.'

They would see that the Ohurch Establishment
waa not merely a sentimental grievance if they went
into an agricultural district—to a parish of 4,000 or
5,000 inhabitants, of which, perhaps, 80 were Pro-
testants, and observed the contrast hetween the
relative conditions of the richly-endowed rector and
of the Catholic clergy of the parish. He was for
removing all artificial barriers of that kind, and for
forming a clerical and lay committee under the
State, who should provids the clergy, Protestant and
Oatholic, with glebe houses and grounde, and then
leave the reat to the voluntary devotion of the people.
He concluded with the followicg compiiment to Mr.
Maguire, his colleague in the representation of the
city, who has gone to America with the intention
of writing e bhistory of the Irish in the new
world.

‘ Before I sit down let me thauk you most cardially
on the part of my learned colleague and myselt for
the approbation you have expressed of our exertions,
1 am perfectly satisfied that whea be aeea the reports
of these proceedings, s he will, at the other side of
the Atlantic, it will give him most unfeigned satis-
faction, and add, if possible, greater impetus to the
strong mind and vigorous intellect which he will
apply to the work that kas seat him there, and will
enable bLim to return with new laurels, adding
another gew to the coronet of fams which encirclea—
and deservedly encirzlea—the head of Jchn Francis
Maguire.'— Teumes Cor.

Progress of Riroarigy.—This is illustrated by a
letter mn the Times in which the writer bitterly com-
plains of the close approach to Oatholic doctrine on
the part of some Anglican ministers of the gect by
Law Established :—

Sir,—I attended, Sunday, September, 20, the after-
noon gervice at St. Albans Cbhurch, Baldwic's-gar-
dens, The service consisted of the Litany of the
Chureh of England, catechising of the ohildren, and
another Litany, entirely unauthorised ; this was
‘suog’ as the first Litany, the congregation being on
their knees, and formed in all respects & part ot the
service,

The catectetical iastruztion ziven to the children
was upon the five 1ast answers in the Qhurch QOate:
chism, which few of the unconfismed children, boys
or girls, seemed abie to repeat, They were taught
that the * continued rememorance’ in the Lord’s Sup-
per bad reference, not to man, but to God. That &0
it was with the Jews. God had promised Christ
{rom the beginning, and the Jews ® reminded' Him of
Hig promise by offering saerifices —firat killing, then
burning part and eating part, They sate to get the
good ot the sacrifice,

Our memorial iz also a sacrifice, and our sacrifice
is the body and blood of Qbkrist, which was first of-
fered to God by Jeaus Christ Hireslf, who command-
ed us to continuet. *Thigdo' (it should be trans-
lated) ‘as My remembrance.’ The whole Old Tes-
ament worship was sncrifices- . ¢,, remembrances
of God’s promises. OQur sacrifice remembers the tul-
filment of the prowise. Bullz and goats cannot take
away gin, but our sacrifice can. Our sacrilice 13 a
continuation of Jegua Obriat's, which was begun the
night before His crucifixion, and is continued till the
end of the world. The priest offera the gsacrifice be-
cause heis appoicted to doso and astands ia the
place of Jesus Curist, who said, * Lo, 1 am with you
alway, even unto the end of the world.” We (prieats)
gwand at the altar, but He ia the real offerer. The
offering is under tie form of bread and wine, but
really of much more—the body and blood of Obrist.

This ig ¢ the great sacrifice.’ When the Church
wante any special grace from God it offers tho great
sacrifice, ¢, g., in the cholera it offers the great sacri-
fice for s propitiation. Algo it offers it for thanks-
giviag, ¢. g., when St. Paul bide us offer *thanks-
giving' tor kiogs, &c., he mears the Eucbarist, and
the Bame ocours often in the Now Teatnment. It is
at the tims of the great sacriiice that we read in
Oburch the names of those who are prayed for. It
ia also done in the evening, but thas is oaly for lay
people, it i3 not ordered by the Church for the eve-
ning.

The great service of the Churchis *tte great sa-
crifice.” If you can only attend one service, come to
a Oelebration. The great service i3 the offering of
the daily sacrifice of Christ. Some say the Holy
Communion i8 only instituted for those who receive
it, but this i3 not the first object of it. The first
object is for God. We can put Jesus Christ before
us by offering the eacrifice of Jesus Christ,

I have been careful ic the above notesa to uge the
words of the catechizer. Notwithstanding some
occassionai logical contusion, and sometimes wu in-
definiteness of expression, toe meaning of the whols
teaching i3 unmistakabie, and I am sure that had I
been able to take down every word the tone of the
instruction would be more definite even than it ap-
pears in my notez. Ishould add that the catechiz-
ingclergyman repeatedily stated that this was the
doctrine of the Church ¢f England.

I thought the teacking almost as remarkable by
what it did not coctain (considering the apparent
state of kuowledge of the children) as by what it
did, There were, I 2hould suppose, about 700 cbil-
dren present. The congregation on the mon’s side
consisted principally of youag men from 18 to 30,

In spite of great
and almoat incessant reductions year after year, thia
country raited, during the twelve months which
ended yesterday, £21,621,000 by Customs, and £20,-
255,000 by the Excise. These stupendous amounts
are made up wijkcut imnosing any intolerable bor-
dea on individuals,and nowhere, with the exception
of the flourishing American peaple, are forty millions
sterling so lightly and cheerfully paid.

IupoRTANT TonL Qasm.—A case of some impor-
tance was brought under the notice of a full bench
of borough magistrates at Bideford on Tuesdsy, and
the Guildhall was crowded by farmers and otbers
.ntereated in the decision. The collector of tolls at
the Northam turnpike gale was charged with ilie-
gally taking a toll of Gd., from a Mr, Down, mer-
chant, Complainant passed through the gate with
hiz borse and waggon, and paid 6d. Laler in the
day be passed through with the eame horse aud =
phaeton, Thte coliector demanded another toll, as
the phaeton had been substituted for the waggon,
and the amount waa paid under protest. The clerk
to the truatees said the question had, he believed,
never been raised before, and the practice of demaad-
icg toll under similar circumsgtances had been gene-
rally adopted for some time past. The Bench order-
ed the to!l to be returned, and the defendant to pay
costs.

Teg Croprs or 1866.—Mr. Turnar, of Richmonds
Yorkshire, in referance to the yield and quality of
the agricultural crops, says, we have had very little
suashine in the North, and a ver? late harvest over
all the country north of Derby, hag heen the . conse-
quence. Even the more southern counties have had
a lingericg barveat, and at thiz very time many
fields of grain, especially barley-and oats, may be

seen standing out in moat of thom. I have by me

samples of wheat from most of our best countiegr
and all thoge secored early are excellent in quality
and condition. There i3, unguestionably, mnch of
wheat that is more or leas unsound, while a consi~
derable part of that which has beer carried into the
stackyard will certainly not be fit to grind befor next.
epring. Itis painful to see wheat standing some cut
and some uncut, in what might justly bedescribed aa &
great lake. But although such floods have been dis-
astrous to individuals, the aroa of land so affected is
comparatively small, and the effect upon the general
question of our food supply would Yave scarcaly been’
perceptible had it not been jommed with the gieat
loss in quality on tae whole crop over 1 very large
extent of country. [a a former letter I stated my
belief that the wheat crop was a little brlow an ave-
rage one. That opinion was of course formed under
tbe hope andexpectation that the crop would be
secured sound. Unfortuoately, that hope haa only
been partially fuifilled, and wo are now 1o try to get
some general iden of our present condition I eonsider
that the grain over ona half of the kingdom has been
exposed to the heavy rains of the last month, and
according to the best evidence I have besn able with
much diligence to obtain, ard from extended end
close personal observation in several counties, I think
that one-fifth of the crop so exposed has been ren-
dered ugeless for human food. If I am right inthese
datu it follows that one-tenth of the wheat crop over
the entire kingdom has been lost, Thii i3 a seriouz
deficiency. It is right, howover, for us to remember
that it was quite a fortnight later thau usual befora
any of this year's crop could be brought into use,
and should next year's harvest be at tho ordinary,
period, we shall have only 50 instead of 52 weeks to
provide for with this year's produce. Barley and
oats have suffered much in colour and in quality, and
bave been and are being, stacked in very soft condi-;
but owing 1o the cold nights, and high winds, actual
sprouting is not so generel as might, from so much,
rain, have been expected. The root crops generally
are good, but the humid seadon is in somoe districts
producing a great desl of disease among potatoes.

There are now thirteen steam packet companied
runaing steamers between Xurope and the United
States. These steamera make 420 1ound trips every
year, and the gross annual revenue they yiold ia
about four millions eterling. The Italinn Govera-
mens has just subsidied a line of steamers to run be-
tween New York and the Mediterrancan ports,
touching at Madeira, the Azores, Cadiz, aad Margeil-
lea, and it is expected that & bill will be passea by
the United States Congress next gession, suthorising
the subsidisation of American mail steamers to and
from Europe at the rate of 2 dols, per mile.

Reutetoy or Tue PriNoess Dagya.~The Standard
dilating somewhat euthugiastically upon the splen-
dour of the lot that awaits the gister of tbo Princess
of Wales,—ssys:—'In this approadhing event we
perceive a curious exemplification of the course
which Ruasian dyaastic history is taking relatively
to the crowned circles of Europe. Tho marringe of
Nicholag with the daughter of King Frederick Wil-
lism [IT. of Prusaia was an incident of no common
importance to the Imperial house of Russia. It was
the first time that a Princess of the lineage of Hohen-
zollern had conaented to renounce ber faith, and to
leave her country for the stern grandsur of tha Qourt
of 8t. Poteraburg. Frederick the Great used to boast
thut be did sufficient honour to the Muscovite Princes
when he allowed them to marry tue daughters of his
generals in Oldenburg nnd in Anhalt, Princess Dag-
mar of Denmark nlso leaves her couatry, but does
not renounce her religion, becouse she has never
been confirmed in the Lutheran faith. With her a
new alliances of blood m 1y be orected ; yot waat are
alliances of blood wortk to our generation, which
sees one side of a kirdred upsettiug the other with
no more compunction than if they were members of
a Tarter horde 7

Our coctemporary here pays, sarely, a doubtful
compliment Lo the Princess. ln embracing the Greco
Russ or Russo Greek religion to gain an imperial
match, Her Royal Highness does not renounce ber
religion, because, according to the Stundard,she
oever had & religion to renounce. Nover having
been ‘confirmed’in the Lutheran faith, her conaci-
eoce, a8 well ag her hears and hand, were er dispo-
nibilite.! We have heard before of German Princessen
being educated oreedless until marriage, bat we have
bardly expected to see the syatem 80 calmly avowed.

AXERICAN CnEBie,—American chease hag not the
best reputation in the world; but the Mark Lane
Exzpress thinks it is only the produce of private
diarles which is ¢ doubtful.’” The Americans have
taken a jeaf out of the Swisa book by eatablishing
public cheese factories, to which the dnirymen send
all their milk, receiving their due jproportion of
cheese when the seasan closes. 'The American
Dairymen’s Association’ has just published ite frat
aonusl report. The society comprises 300 dairies,
and receives the produce of 130,000 cows. Great
advantages are supposed to result {rom mixing the
various kinds of milk, though this scems hardly fair
to the members, unlesa those who send in the richeat
milk get the most cheese. Even then a Oheddar
farmer would hardly like to mix hia choice milk with
that of some of the ! lean kine’ belonging to his lesa
fovoured neighbours, The great thing is, that the
cheesn is always well made, and the expense of mak-
ing is reduced to & minimum, In 8witzerland, whore
the plan has been long in use, the cheese from the
public dairies always fetches the highest price.
Butler is made on the same plan, and with auccess, in
New York State. ‘We are not go sure,’ pays the
Mark Lune Express,® but that it would pay our own
dairymen in the cheese and the butter countiez to
form similiar establishments , , . Kver 'where
they sald some of their milkk it would be better and
cheaper to bave the rest manufactured in a public
dairy than at home.” Thisis what we ghall pro-
bably come to at last ; butter and cheese factorles,
¢ dairy mills’in fact ; but where then, will be the
poetry of country life? The flail ia almost gone, and
now the churn is threatened,— Pall Mull Gazelte.

{ known that everything which teads to cultivate,

or develop the sthetic faculties, militates agamst
Protestantism—betwixt which and the beautiful;
God knigws, there can” be ‘no other coasection
than there 18 betwixt heat and cold, Iight and
darkness, life and death, or betwixt any one
thing and 1ts opposite. Whatever may be its

| spirstual claims, of  this no one éan doubt : that,.

wsthetically considered,Protestantism has reduced
toa system all that is bideous in art, all that 1s un-
gainly, all that 1s repulsive to the refined and cul-
tivated taste. In architecture its highest feat 13
the red-brick meeting house ; what in music it
bas accomplished, let the mirth-provoking nasal
psalmody of the conventicle declare; and if we
qualify its poetry as ribald doggrel, we certamly
do no mjustice to the Protestant muse.  True
amongst Prolestact individuals there bave beea
many great artists, architects, musicians, and real*
poets ; but the genius of these men was essen-
tially alien to their religion; i1t was a pale re-
flex of the Catholic sun, to them alas! below
the horson ; and 1t will be fourd, on examina
tion, that all the great things that have been ac-
complished in art, that 1s to say religious or
Christian art, by Pratestants, have been accom-
plished by men in whom the true Puritan spirit
was weakest, and least developed; by those
who in sentiment and sympathies approxmmated
most closely to the Cathohc type, and who, con-
scious of the inability of Protestantism to origm-
ate anything, have wisely contented themselves
with copyiag, as closely as possible, from the old
models. By a natural and intallible instinet
therefore, ‘helow-churchman or evangehcal Pro-
tastant, looks upon any development of the
@sthetic faculty, and upen the display of a taste
for, and hankering after, the beautiful in religion

| and worship, asa most ¢ parlous symptom,” as a

sure and unerring siga of the beginning of 2 fall-
jog away trom what he calls Gedliness, which
with the children of the conventicle 1s the
synonym of ugliness.

But “ Ritualism,” though a bad symptom, is

rather symptomatic of a tendency to disease, of
the existence of a peculiar Cathohe diathess, or
predisposition to Romanism on the part of the
patient, than of the disease itself. Upaccom-
penied by other symptoms, 1t need excite but little
alarm; for until the disease spread from the in-
tellect to the heart, and attack the spiritual as
well as the patural organs, there is no certainty
that the true “ Romish Fever” bas declared it-
seif. Itis mercly a premonitory symptom, which’
should excite certainly to vigilance, and to a care-
ful avoidance of all things likely to provoke a
spirit of asceticism, or contempt for the things of
this world : but which after all, by a rigid adher-
ence to the laws of Protestant hygeine in other
respects, by proper regime, and by a studious
avoidance of meditation, self examination, humil-
ity,and generally speaking ail “superstitious prac-
tices” may be counteracted and got over without
fatal results.
Not so, however, when the second symptom by
us adverted to, declares itself. Then indeed
the disease s far gone, and generally a fatal ter-
mination is not remote. As the appearance o
the petechicz, or spots that, n aggravated cases of
typhoidical disease, declare themselves on the pa-
tient’s body, is generally the forerunner of deaths
s0 in the ternble © Romish Fever,” the break-
ing out into acts of charity, purity, and seif-immo-
lation, 38 a sure sign that the malady bas made
fearful progress, and has asit were tamnted the
very blood of the person alfected. Delirium, as
evangelical Protestants concerve ity soon sets in ;
the unbappy patient begins to babble of poverty,
chastity, and celibacy as acceptable 1o the sight
of God: but at this stage of the disease, the
Protestant physician usually retires in disgust—so
ofiensive to hum are the sick person’s ravings,
and leaves the victum to his rapidly approaching
and apparently inevitable fate.

This dread symptom has, as we learn from our
Protestant exchanges, lately declared itself 1n
New York, and great in consequence is the dis-
may amongst the Godly. The disease has de-
clared itself amongst several young ladies of the
Episcopaiian sect of Protestants ; and these hav-
iog run through its * Ritualistic” stage, have dis-
played unequvocal symptoms of the second, more
dangerous, and what we may call the “ascetic”
stage of the dread complaist. They have—it
will be seen bow desperate is their state—they
have devoted themselves to a life of celibacy, and
acts of charity towards persons of their own sex ;
they have renounced the world, and its charms ;
and, sad reflection, bave given themselves up, and
consecrated themselves to tbe Juord Jesus Christ.
It is evident, then, that ualess a speedy change
occur in their moral condition ; that unless tiis
evil spirit of chastity, charity, and asceticism can
be exorcised or cast out of them, and they them-
selves be- won back from the bed-side of the
pemtent outcast, to the ball-room, and from the
worship of God, to the service of Mammon—their
fate 15 sealed. If they continue as they are at
present, Kome must bave them ; for in a Protest-
ant atmosphere such a lite as that which they
have elected is morally impossible.

There 1, therefore much consternation in the

evangelical world, Young and ofd of both

"s’eij.e'rs; loudly cry out and clamor for the gﬁoptfon
of “preventive measures, to check tbe’further

spread of the pest, even If in'the caseof "the
young ladies actvally ‘attacked, it cangot .be
stamped out, . Twa classes of .New York so-
‘ciety are’ especially excited: and indignant—=the
evangelical mimsters! and the young ladies?! {—
We can only imagine'how the former must feel ;
but of the latter we read in the, New York
‘World, copied by the BHcho, an evangelcal jour-
nal of this City, as % & significant fact” that :—

“ Some of the young lady members of 8¢, Luke's
Church were the firat to question the 'orthodoxy of
the services which introduced temporary celibacy
smong their sex, At & receat pic-nic of mn
Episcopa] Bunday School, one of the ladies who
witnessed the ceremonies denounced them, and the
new Sisterhood befors a minister whom she knew

had taken the hand of Sister Agnes to cheer berin
her jzolated work,"— Echg.

-~ The same paper adds :—
“In the present troubled state of church matters,
theze is something moat chesring in this extracs.”—1Ib.

This protest of the young ladies of New York
against even the temporary celibacy of their own
sex, must be looked upon asa general declaration
of principle, addressed lo eligible young New
Yorkers  of the other sex with a satisfactory
balance at the bank ; and as ap eacouragement to
the latter to pay their addresses immedialely with-
out any fears as to the existence of any prefer-
ence for a celibate life amoagst New York
young ladies generally; but peither in that pro-
test, nor 1n the stern denuaciation by another lady
cf the mimster who gave words of encourage-
ment to Sister Agnes in her arduous and “ iso-
lated work™ of charity, do we see aoything
cheering to the Christian, whatever may be the
case with our evangelical contemporary. As
Cathohics ourselves, rather do we feel inclined to
bid God-speed to the movement m favor of Re-
hgious Sisterhoods now declaring itself so strongly
iz the Usited States ; for we are convinced in
the first place that they will be the means of giv-
ing material relief to many a poor sufferer ; and
in the second place, they are indicative of the
working of a spiuit which, faitbfully followed and
obeyed, will lead many a one into the bosom of
the true Church, within whose fold alone works
of charity can become permacent. Itis cer-
tainly strongly ¢ sigmificant’” of the essential
differcnce betwixt Catholicity and evangelical
Protestantism, that tbe latter finds something
cheerful 10 the bitter depunciation of works
which, however imperlect; do bear a strong
family resemblance to those that we read of as
recommended in a certain book or Bible ; and
which certainly were extensively followed in the
entire Christian world until such time, as through
the mtercourse of a lewd monk withan incontinent
pun, the Gospel according to St. Paul, I. Cor.
vil. passim, was odractically set aside or re-
pealed by St. Luther and s followers.

The Echo indeed pretends to find an argument
w the Bible against regular efforts made by vir-
tuous upmarried ladies 1o raise vp and restore to
the paths of virtue, therr fallen sisters, He ad-
mits that woman are just the persons to do such
work, and to deal with the ¢ daughters of
shame:” but married, not unmarried women
should undertake the task, because St. Paul says,

11, Cor. xv. 33, that *eril communications cor-

rupt good manners.” QOa the other band, St.
Paul also shows us that married women can do
no great Christian work, because they have got
their busbands to obey, and their families to
mind ; and that there 1s this difference betwixt
the ma;ried and unmarried woman ; that the cne
careth for the things of the world, how she may
please her busband ; the other careth for the
things of the Liord, that she.may be holy both in
body and in spirit—I. Cor. vii. 84, Thereisa
decided difference of opinion om tkis pomt
then betwixt St. Paul, and our evangelical con-
temporary.

It 15 the celibacy, however, that is tbe rock of
offence to Protestants ; though the experience of
ages sbould have convinced them® that, without
celibacy, without freedom frem the cares and
apxieties of this world, and the burdens of a
family, it 1s imposstble that men or women should
permanently and exclusively devole themselves
to certam kinds of work—work which would cer-
tainly be most unfitted for any young unmarried
woman, not engaged to lead a celibate life. But
tbis engagement is the stumbliny block to the
evangehcal. Of Sisterhoods, whose members
are at liberty to jump at an offer ot marriage, if
made to them, ard to accept it * as a manifesta-
jon of God’s will,” even the Zcho can speak in
terms of very mild censure ; as of a Sisterbood
at Baltimore, whose members devoted themselvyes
to ther work with the saving clause * subjectt
to the mamfestations of God’s will.”” The Ecko
adds :~— .

These Baltimore Sisters of Charity, ever on
the look out for * a manilestation,” must indeed
bave been a queer lot. What has become of
them? Are they still m existence ? or bave

‘tions of God’s will”’ which other yousng ladies

look for in the ball-room perhaps, or at the pic-
nic, or other secular occupations?

Oane other question would we like to have
answered. If a young lady is to look upon one

offer of marriage as “"a manifestation of God’s

will,? ‘in: ‘what light should -she ook upon.two’
such offers 7. She cannot  dccept botb, without
being guilty of bigamy ; and she cannot refusé
either withdut, w practise, -recoguusing that an:
ofter of marriage is not necessarily a “ manifesta-
tion of God’s- will.”? The question is a very
delicate ‘one, which would puzzle, we thk,
a whole Synod of Baltimore young ladies to
settle.

baving the spectacle of the Iuxurious mode of-

living of the Protestant misstocaries: before its
eyes, and not being restrained by fear of the
wrath of the conventicle from calling things by
their right names has, 1t appears been speaking
its mind rather too freely; insisting that the
heathen people of India can never be chris-
tianized, till the Protesiant missionaries re-
nounced their accustomed mode of life. The
argument of the Caleutta Review was repro-
duced by Macmillan’s DMagazine, and excited
of course much attention and some rejoinders:
amongst others, one from the Protestant Bishop
of Caleutta, who not only gives the said Protest-
ant missionaries an excellent character, but in-
stances cases of heroic self-devotion amongst

sionary 18 that of the proprietor of a comfortable
European house. We will let the Bishop speak
for imself:—

“ They—the missionaries—do not shrink, if need
be, from the duty of slesping in native hats, living
on native food * * * but they believe that they
are also preaching Ohrigs practically, if they exhibit
in & half converted village the pattern of a Christian
home, and the parsonage of & Qhristias pastor,”

This 1s well put; and certamly of the two
modes of preaching Christ—tiaat adopted by a
St. Paul,or a St. Francs Xavier, and that
which our Protestant missionaries adopt by pre-
dilection, there can be no doubt as to which is
the more comfortable, the more in harmony with
the lusis of the flesh, and the cravings of the
belly. We know lots of fellows, no great saints

- either, and without much * janius for work™ who

would ask nothmg better than to # preach Christ
practically” through the mediam of a comfortable
well conducted home, furnished on the model of
an English parsonage, provided only that some
one would furnish them with the necessary argu-
ments.in the shape of funds,

We like the doctrine put forth by our Protest-
ant Bishop o¢ Calcutta, Far more acceptable to
flesh and blood s it than the asceticism of Popery.
¢ To labor is to pray ;”” and so our Catholic wis-
sionaries, foolish fellows ! * preach Christ prac-
tically as they think, by constant: self--mposed
austerities, by fastings, and by denying thewr bodies
the least indulgence. Wiser by far in their
generation are the missionariet of Protestantism.
They have found out the secret of combizing the
service of God, with precious good care of them-
selves. They too © preach Christ practically,”
not as did a St. Francis Xavier or a St. Paul, in
poverty, and huager, uaked, buffeted, and as hav-
ing no certain dwelling place,no comfortable home,
no parsonage of any kwnd ; but well clad, well-fed
with every thing rich and handsome about them
they, as it were, show forth the power of the
Gospel unto salvation in their own sleek and
portly persons, in their patent leather boots, n
their elegant doaestic arrangements, and ia the
amplitude of the crinolines, wita and through
which aleo do their wives and davghters ¢ preach
Christ practically” to the beathen. What a
comfort to the missionary it must be, what an ad-
ditional zest to the pleasures of s table must it
give, to reflect, after a good dinaer, well cooked,
well served, and discussed with appetite, that he
bas beea bringing into play something far higher
than his digestive orgaos: that whilst eating and.
drinking, the grace of God as well as the gastric
juices have been active and at work within him :
and that even 1n the filling of s belly ard the
gratification of his palate—he too hbad been
« preaching Christ practically” to the benighted
heathen.

The Bishop of Calcutta is right, perfectly
nght on Protestant principles. .Tae best, the
very best way of practically preaching Chris-
tianity —that is what Protestants mean by Chris-
tianty—is that which, according to s showing,
the Protestant missionaries in [adia and every-
where else adopt. Christiamty, as Protestant
themselves delight to represent it, i1s of the earth
earthly, of the world wordly. Itis a religion of
broad cloth, and licen goods, of Brummagem

NOTES OF TRAVEL THROUGHS NEW BRUNS-
WIOK, NOVA BOOTIA, &.

To the Editor of 'he True Witness.
Sir,—Assuming that we are on the eve of
Confederation, popularly ecalled the * the thres-

bold of Independence,” and thinking that any

news, however meagre, from any of the Mari-
time Provinces might not be altogether voud of
interest to many of your numerous and wide-
spread readers—I venture to request a corner in

your excellent paper for the following hurried
sketch of the more promioent objects which at-
tracted my notice during my recent busines tour
through certain portions of New Brunswick and
Nova Seotia.

About the mddle of last month, I ventured on
board one of the Grand Trunk cars at the depot
near the botel of Terence Moore, your enterpris-
ing fellow-citizen, and whirled along with the
characteristic rapidity of the iron-steeds on that
line, I was speedily deposited at Portland, now,
alas! a shapeless mass of unsightly ruins.—
Anxious to reach as soon as possible the © Ultima
Thule” of my lebors, in about eight hours after
may arrival at the dismal wreek of what bad, a few
mon ths ago, been a beautiful and flourishing city,
1 found myselt snugly ensconced on board the
% New England,” and sieaming away for St.
John, the commercial capital of New Brunswick,
whera we arrived in the afternoon of the follow-
ing day, after a pleasant voyage of some 46
bours up the Jovely bay of Fundy,on whose wide
and fowing bosom nestle some beantsful 1slands.
On approaching the harbour, we had a good view
of Partridge Island, which bad a pretty, caquet-
ish appearance, and contawns a light-haouse, signal
statinn, battery, and quarantine bospitel. A few
revolutions of the wheels of our noble steamer
brought us in close contiguity to the * Beacon,”
a substantial erection on the ** bar,” and * crown-
ed by au excellent light ;> while on a shoal on
the opposite side of the entrance, we gratefully
noticed the graceful undulations of several buoys
nodding and bowing as if congratulating our noble
Captain lor his kind attention to the passengers
who crowded the deck.

Eastward of the barbor, which is open “all
the year round,” is a broad and shallow estuary
separating tie towa of Portlaad from St. Jobo;
and fronting the latter 18 Carleton, a pretty town,
betweea which aond the former a small steamer
crosses and recrosses every 15 or 20 minutes.
The fare 15 7 cents per head, and judging from
the vast pumbers that patronize this mode. of
travel, this ferry boat must realise large profits.
“In the offisg are several valuable fisheres,
abounding at all seasens, in Cod, Halibut, Pol-
lock, &e. while in spring, salmon are caught
large quantities. These fisheries are sold annually
by pubhe auction in lots wineh realise from €50
to £100.” At high water the tide rises to 80
feet, thereby aftording safe ancharage for vessels
ot the largest tomnage. Owing to the ebbing

| and flowing of so vast a volume of water, and the

counter-currest of the =iver St. John, which 1s
very rapid, the water, in certain parts of the
harbor, 1s almost constantly fretting aud foaming
and wildly circhng i gurgy gyrations, Con-
pected with the harbor are some docks or # slips”
where vessels are repaired, painted, &e. Of
these, by far the largest, prettiest, and best is
that owned by Mr. Lloyd, who richly merits an
extensive patronage. Leaving the wharf and
tbe bustling porters and Cabmen, (a very mdus-
trious und obligiag class and far less exorbitant
in their charges than their classmates in Mont-
real) let us make a hasty tour of the city, the
greater part of which is elevated above the beauti-
ful sheet of water witich almost entirely engurds it
St. Jobn is built on a rocky peniusula of very
uneven ground, that slopes in opposite directions
from a central ridge, and much time, labor, and
money must therefore bave been expended to give
this fine city its present flourishing and attractive
appearaace. Most of the streets, certainly all
the prineipal ones, bave been laid out witk a
praiseworthy regard to bealth, beauty, and con-
venience, being wide, straight, and intersecting
each other at right angles. The houses, chiefly
of wood, though not equal 1 size, solidity, beauty
and costliness, to very many of those which be-
grace Mantreal, are, withal, comfortable and
respectable erections, not at all ¢ to be sneezed
at 3 and the well-filled shops you frequently meet
with, particularly in Prince William and King
Streets bespeak the skill and taste and affisence
of their energetic occupants. Par parenthesis,
should any of your numerous acquaintasces here--
after wisit St. Jobn, and feel a craviog for litera-
ture, pbysic, or “ ne plus ultra” garments, they
may readily and cheaply gratify the tripple desire
at the establishments ot Messrs, Chubb, Robin-
son, Bros., aud McDonoughs, Prisce Willam
Street. The population is over forty-five
tbousand—the city and surroundings contain a
Custom House, Court House, Alms. Honse, Jail,
Penitentiary, Lunatic Asylum, two Hospitals, a
fine and costly Skating Rk, a Mechanics’ lo-
stitute, 2 Theatre, a Gymoasium, .and many
pretty- churches. The most substantial, coslly,
and imposing rehgious .edifice is the Catholic
Cathedral, Waterloo Street, flanked by the
Bishop’s Palace, a_superb and spacious building,
and by two large brick buildinge, one the Sisters’.
Convent, the _other, that of the Ladies of the’
Sacred Heart, botb of them flourishiog schools

By the 18t January next, nota single French
goldier will be left within the pontifical territory. It
is difficult to foresee what course the Holy Father
will take. Diplomatists assert they have it from his
own lips that he will remajn at Rome; but among
the kigh dignitaries and prelates the idea prevails
that he will repair to Malta assoon as the French
shall have evacuated Rome, and that he will take
this step a8 a protest against a position which he
would otherwise appear to accept. There is no
knowing, however, how his decision may be influen-
ced by unforeseen occurrencea.

Ths Monileur says : —* Certain journals have on.
nounced that the Roman Legion formed at Antibes
by the efforts of the French government, and placed
by it at the disposition of the Pope, bore the French
tricolour cockade, This information is quite in-
correct.

PRUSSIA.

Berrin, Oct, 20.—It reslly seems as though the
events of the summer had been too momentuous to
allow of the autumn becoming wkat it usually ig—
the dead season. Abouta week ago General Mon-
tebello, the French commsndant at Rome received
formal orders from head quarters touching the evacu-
ation of the Holy Oity. At the same time, the Pope
was promiged the more than diplomatic assistance of
Spain in case of desertion by France, and moreover
heard the gladdening intelligencs from America that
the loan which Messrs Blount and Rasen have been
raising for him in the United States is all but sub-
seribed, While a great crisis is thus drawing on in
the Soath, symptoms of as serious a nature are noti-
ceable in the North and East. It is now pretiy clear
why Russia has suddenly countermanded the depart-
ure of her troops from Poland. Not only her press has
assumed a meuancing tone towards Austria, on ac-
count of the avowed intentlon of the latter to Pol-
onize the Ruthenian (or more correctly Russinian)
peasaniry of Eastern Galicia ; but the language em-
ployed by the Russian papers in furious .unison has
been heard also in the council hall of the Czar, and
found & ready echo in the more moderate but no less
significant utterrances of his diplomatists both &t
Vienna and St Petershurg. The effect of this un-
disguised hostility upon the minds of Austrian states-
men has been strong enough to cause them to appre-
hend something more than words being contemplat.
ed by the Rugsian Government, I believe I am cor.
rect in saying that the expedienoy of occupying
Galicia with gome considerable force has been al-
ready discussed by the Ministers of Francis Joseph.
Berlin politicians on their part closely watching the
cauidron of Orental sffairs, and observing & new
pheno.nenon in the visible eagerness of the Czar to
make the Russiniap grievances a cause of gnarrel,
cannot help speculating upon his ultimate intentions.
Is it not pozaible, they ask, that the Ozar, dreading
a European attack in case of his interfering with
Turkey, should be preparing to forestal the blow ?
Does he, perhaps, think of attacking Austria who
would be one of his worst antagonists in such & melee,
and disabling her single handed before the more com-
prehensive conflict begins? I3 he only waiting to
strike until the apprehensions undeubtedly awakened
in his breast have beer confirmed by unequivocal signs
of caming trouble ? Or does he, in reality, not mesn
to fight, but only wish to provent the formation of a
atgne he fears by showing himseli up and doing?
Such are the considerations current in political cir-
in this capital. Peopls, you see, are upt to ascribe
s good deal of pluck and initative to the Russian
Government, and their copjectures are naturally
otrengthened by the fact that Austria, were she now
taken by surprise,alone, ard 50 soon after her re-
cent defeat, might find it no easy matter to hold her
ground. Yet it i3 undeniable that the deep designs
attriputed to Russia, if they really exist, would not
be without some legitimate cause, While on this sab-
ject it will not be superfluous to remark that the
Swedish press go far ag its organs can lay claim to
political weight, has without any apparent immediate
reason, suddenly raised ar outcry at the Russian luat
of conquest, and insists upon the country’s entering
into alliance with Prussia. The Liberal Goleborg
Guzelte and Malmo Journal harmonize on its head
with the Liberal Conservative Nya Dagliet Sllehanda,
and the Paa Scsndinavian Jftonbaldet, thongh it
cannot bring itgelf to befriend Prussia, out of the
Danish quarrel, seconds the common action of its
contemporaries by sounding the alarm against the
Czar. Whatever may have occasioaed these warn-
ing calls, Russia has manifested no present hanker-
inga after Swedish territory.— Tumes,

The ‘semi-official IVorih Germun Gazelle of this
evening says:—

¢ Qertain journals bave published o statement that
the British Ambassador in this city, during a recent
conversation with Herr wvon Thiele, the Prussian
Under Secretary, of State, bad either demanded that
the private fortune of King George of Hamover
should be given up to him, or protested againsu its
sequestration by the Prussian Government: With
regard to this intelligence we aré’enabled to daclare
that the British Minister on the occasion in question
confined himself to asking what course the Prussian
Government intended to pursue relative to the
private fortune of King George, and that his remarks
by no means partook of the nature of & demand.’

The statement published by the New German
Gazelle that Prussia had despatched an wltimalum
to the Government of the Netherlands relative te
Luxembourg is a complete inventioc.

The German Generals,it is true,
that contend to secure the safety of their country
no territorial change ought to be permitted io take
place in those opea and not easily defended regions,
unless the point of confluence of the Nareft, Bug, and
Vistula rivers is awarded to Prussie. They remem-
ber that the Polish Parliament, in the last days of
their independence, solemnly enacted a chivalrous,
but to neighbors not very pleasant, cesolution to the
effect,—¢ Tutbulontam malomus livertatem quam
quistam diaciplicam, and they have ever advised
their Government to possess themselves of one of
the finest strategical poasitions in the world, which
they think all the power of Russia and Poland
combined would find 1t difficult to. wrench from

them.

THE SITUATION OF EUROPE.
(From the Dublin Irishman.)

To say that the atate of Europe is very unsettled,
would be to give a poor idea of the condition of
things, Rulers walk upon volcanic ashes, yet hot,
and presaging red rains to follow. Take first the
circumstances of Rome: correspondence from that
centre of Qhristendom in tbe Paris Oatholic organ,
says that M. de Sartiges, the French Ambagasador,
before quitting Rome on leave of absence suggested
to the Pope that he might, perhaps, retard the de-
parture of the French troopa by decreeing the politi-
cal reforms the French Emperor has always recom-
mended, or by ‘imploring a respite from Napoleon
IIL. of the total rnin of the temporal power,’ in order
to allow of the grand convocation of bishops at Rome
in 1867, which the Pope has ordered, and by recog-
nising the convention between France and Italy.—
Bat his Holiness refused to act on ejther suggestion
and in consequence ‘in the present state of things
there is nothiag in the world, humanly speakiag, that
can give ug (the Court of Rome) the hope of an ad-
journment ot the convention, or of a radical modifi-
cation of policy, and nothing consequently which can
calm our apprehengions, and prevent the consequen-
ces of the confidence of the French. Government in
the uprighiness of Italy. The letter moreover inti-
mates that, after the departure of the French, distur-
bances are to be expected, The Pope, from respect
for his Royal Majesty,’ will make one attempt to
repress them BF furen, and tSat done, ! the swords by
his order will be skeathed,’ for he will not maintaln
his authority by violence,

The next fount of uneasiness is in the Austrian
dominions, A shor: time ago when pressed by what
seemed an unsurmountable series of catastrophes,—
Austria shows itself willing to make every conces-
sion to the various nationalities agglomerated around
it. And, indeed, it has given to 1ts share of Poland a
Polish Lord Lieutenant—much to the a'arm. indignas
tion and disgust of Rascia and Prussia. 1t bas like-
wise made other changes favourable to its other peo-
ples. But with regard to Hungary, the Goveroment
it is gaid, is less disposed to make concessions to the
Hungarians now than it waa a short time back, The
chief obstacles to the settllement of the question,
says the Pall Mall Gazette,lies in 1the demand of the
Hungarians for a distinct and responsibie Ministry,
which the Government is now convinced can alone
lead to a satisfactory conclusion of the debates of the
Diet. The fact that no mention of the Hungarian
question is made in the letier of the Emperor to
Jount Belcredi has caused & great deal of remark in
connection with the unfavourable torn which. the
Hungarian negotiations have taken. The determi.
nation of the Deak party no longer to support the
Austrian Government, whieh we learn by telegraph,
is & proof thatthe Hungarians think themselves
trifled with and deceived. This determination is of
excehding importance, The Deak party, our readers

who have been inclined to concede something to the
manjfest difficulties
Government in desling with this question. Desk
kept up negotiations when a large portion of the
Magyar magnates wished to hold themselves aloof|
ané 1o refuss everything 1n the sbape of concession,
unies they got all they waated.

Perhaps, it would not be giving a bed idea of the
position of things, if we said that tbe Deakists were
somewhat like our Federal party in '48, whilst ‘the
others represent the strict Repealers. The compa«
rison s not quite accurate, but is sufficiently so for
our purpose. Now, for these to break off all nego-
tiations, believing tbemseives trified with, is just as
if Federalists and Repealers had gone over bodily to
the opinions ef O’Brien and Mitchell.

For
this she has been conciliating ber provinces, and for
this are her magazines now incessautly at work to
produce arms of the newest and best description.

And, in fact, pacific as she may wish to be, she
must go to war with Prussia before long—and it will
be & war, which, like the great Maelstrom whirlpoo),
will draw in power after power, till all the great
armies of Europe be clashing against each other in
the vast and whirling vortex.

For Prussia is bent on self aggrandizement at any
cost, and she will soon be irresistibly carried onward
at every risk—on, as the French were whirled on
after their revolution, as Napoleon the Great was
borne over Europe ox the resistless tide of the ocean
of new ideas, hopes, sentiments, and passions just let
loose.

So it will be with Prussia. We do not say the
attempt will be successful like Napoleon’s—we be-
lieve it will be hurled back, an avalanche of blood

broken open, and the waters are bursting ferth;
threatening to rise and submerge all around like the
waters of the fountain of Locia Neagh.

Ever. were Prussia disposed to rest and limit mat-
ters, it will be impossible for her to dv 30. The spirit
that carried her on is stirring in other parts of Ger-
many-—instigated, it may be, by seduious agents.
Take the case of Bavaria, the g.eat Kingdom of
Southern Germany. Hud it aMan at' its head, it
would be the gaeat.centre ronnd which all the States
of the Soutk, and all those opposed to Prussia, would
rally. It could be anothar Pecasia. Well, how is it?
