"TIRISH INTELLIGENCE,.

The Very Rev. Dr. Woodlock, Reetor of the Ca-
tholic University, and the secretary to *the Cardi.
nal Archbishop of Dublin.’ bave hastened to repu-
diate the scheme af iutermediate cducation referred
to in my letter which appeared in The Times yeater-
day. The former gives his reasons categorically,
uander eight beads, The education would be mixed ;
it would not be nnder the guidance of the true
Church, whereas four-fifths of the proposed commitiee
are not Oatholics, inciudiepg bishops of - the Church
by law established, which bas been ihe prolific
source of evile 1o the country.’ He does not recog-
nize the leadership of the Dublin Ugiversity, and
protests against its right to interfere with the eduea-

_tion of Catholics. The fifth objection is thus express.
ed 1 — )

‘On the other band, the Catholic clergy, who
thoroughly ecjoy the confidence of our people, are
not adequately represented on your proposed com-
mittee. It does not appear under the auspices of the
distinguisked Cardinal, our Archbishop io this city,
a most learned man, and of the greatest experience
m educational matters. The pames of Catbolic
clergymen ars few compared to those of otber deno-
mircations. Notone of our nnmercus excellent Ca-
tholic schools and colleges for lay education is re-
presented by its bead, or by any member of ita
teaching statf. In fine, although I fied upon your
list the names of four distingnished Catholic prelates,
still I have no reason to believe that they will cot be
a8 moch astonished to find their names on your pro.
posed committee as I was to find mine.’

Now, Sir, I do not presume to pronounce dogma-
tically between ibese two conclusions, No one man
can bope, by go simple an expedient es s lotter to
1he Times, materially to influence the opinions of
hia fellow-conntrymen on &o vital a question, But
aa oae of those held up 1o the execration of the
civilized world, and to, the special Latred of rhose
in the midst of whom I live, it will pot appear up-
reagonable that [ should suggest the propriety of a
patient examination of the grounds which are aup-

Perhape the simplest method of conducting smch

‘The law has been made by
the lapdowners for their own behoof, and a9 a re-
suit, you have a population fleeing from 1heir coun-
try.! ‘Ireland is & country from which thousands of
families have been driven by the forve of the land-

Now, Sir, are these thicgs true? That is the
inquiry I propose to prosecute.

First, Hag the [rish exodus, a3 it has been termed,
been a calamity or the reverse? .

We bave to consider this question from two poiuts
of view, inasmuch as it bas s ffected the condition of
two classes of persons, namely, those who went
away, and those who stayed at home.

There i3 one gingle fact whick will probably be
accepted as safs indication ot the effects of emigra-
tion on the destinies of tkose who toock partin it.
To their immortal honor, within 18 years after their
departore tkey had sent back to Ireland upwarda of
£12,000,000 of money, chiefy for the purpose of
enabling their friends to follow their example.—
Now, unless they had prospered, these savings conld
not have been accumulated ; unless their new exiat-
ence had been full of promiss they would Dot have
tempted their brethren to join ihem. But whatif,
jnatead ofsetting forth to reap the golden harvests
of the West, these forlorn multitudes had remained,
pent up within their rainy valleys, would the exist-
ing population, those that have clung to tbe old
coun'ry inspise of everything, —would they be now
the bettsr or tbo woise? Two obrious couse-
quences must have followed,—wages would have
been lower, rents higher than they are now, while a
very large proportion of the pessantry would be oc~
copying farms half the sizs of thoie they Are at
present cullivating. Now, low wages and high
renis may be advantageous io & ceglnin senee to tte
manufacturer, to the landlord, and #o the recruiting
sergeant ; but how do tbey azffcct the masses—the
tenant, the labourer,and the mechanic? Whenl
wag in the west ot Ireland =zome 15 years ago the
rate of agricultural wages vuried from helf a-crows
to 53, & week. Ever gizce 1t bas gradually edvanced
ranging in the south and west of Ireland from 102,
to 12s,, or even 143, & week ; while in the porth the
laborer is almost absolutely master of the market
and can dictate what terms he pleases.

To those who closely wuich the transitions]
»hases of our national life indications are percepiible
of a similar emancipatory process beginning to
aflect the position of the tarmiog classes Io pro-
portion a8 the neasant cultivator bas become awsre
of the existence of a more hopeful theatre for the
exercise of his energies than that presented to him
aad his children by the misernble zeven or eight
acres hs now miserably culiivates, that morbid bun.
ger for a bit of land which has been the bane of Ire.
land i: gradoally subsiding; competition Las re.
iaxed something of its puicidal energy, and these ja
regecn to hope that in the same way as the Irish
labourer bas elready risen from tke condition of 8
mere serf to be his employer's equal, in process of
time the tenant larmer will be able to trea: with his
landlord on wore independent terms.

But it may e objected by those who deplore emi-

tion, may be more compressible than anotber.

gration, that bad these vanished thousands remained
among u3s productica would have been stimulated,
and ths wallbeiog of the whole commuoity propor-
\ionately increased, Let us see how far ihia weuld
be a reasonable expectation.

Had no emigration taken piace from Ieland, aad
hed the population continned to multiply at its nor-
mal rate, the additional increase to our prescent
numbers would by this time bave amounted 10 three
millions of sonls, and as there is po reazon to suppose
that such a circumatance would heve materinlly ex-
panded the restricted manufagturing operations of
the country, the lsrger vroportion of tbese three
millions would have bad to depend upon the land
for their support. Now, it sppears from ax cffizisl
Report, drawn up on the conjoiot authority of
Archbishop Whately, Arcbbishop Murray, and Mr.
Moore O’Farrell, that in 1845 five persons were em-
pioyed in the cultivation of the soil in freland for
every two that cultivated the same quantity of land
in Great Britein, while the sgriculiural preduce ol
Great Britain was four timea the agriculiural pro-
duce of Ireland, As a matier of fact, tbereiore, and
50 far as the past is conceroed, the addition zo the
agricuitural produce of Ireland has not been pro.
portionate to the excera of the agriculiural popula-
tion,

It may, however, be pretended that 20 npsatis-
factory a resuli is 1o be eecounted for by the nnin-
telligent method in which tkis redundavey of labor
bas been applied to the soil. But in the Lothians
of Scotland, and in certain parts of England, the
art of agriculture i3 neltber uointelligently nor
unsuccessiully practised, and probabiy & given space
ia there made to produce a3 large a crop ks the
united efforts of man ard nature are destined to
accomplish; yet in those lecalities it bss been
found that about 18 men, with a swall proportion of
women, are suflicient to ¢ hivate in the mes: effi-
cient manner 500 acres of arable [and.

If we apply this proportion to ihe 15,833 §92
acres of laud under cattle and crops in Ireland we
shall see that about 500,600 perssns would bs able
to cultivate the en'ire area. Bai by the Census
retns of 1861 the number of those engaged iu
agricnltural pursuita in 1hal coupiry amounia to
npwarda of 800,000 persona—~that i8 to :swy, to
300,000 more than are necessary 1o the most con-
summate cultivation of the soil.  Couscquently,
there ia still in Ireland a considerable section of the
iphabitants with their wives and children dependent
for their support upon the Iund, whese misapplied
industry isas noproductive us if it were devoted to
the grinding of a treadmill or the liftiog of shot;
but though contrivating nothirg to the producing
power of the class with which tbey are incorporated
they bave to be supperted out of it profits, of wuich,
consequently, they diminish i-5 o much the share 10
tbe remainder, To deoy thix is to assert— firat, that
you can make a vessel sail faster by doubling tbe
complement of her ¢crew, and, 2econd, thal the seper-
numerary hands will have maie no impression on
the ship’s rations by the end ¢f the voyage.

But if, instead of the 300,000 persons at present
left in this false position, the hundreds of thonsands
who have emigrated had remained av home 10 breed
apd stagnate on the overburdened soil, iz it not
evident that a atate of things would not exist mn
Ireland such as no man can thiak of without a
sbudder ? :

The increase of every nation murst be limited by
the extent and capabilities of 1he area it occupies,
and the amount of capital it possesses.

Thie law is of universal application, though one
race from its more sordid habits, or lower civiliza-

emigrate, ag, has been the case in. Germany, in Ire-
land, and alesder degree in England.”: - - .

* Up.to-the year 1846 the soil -of.lieland retaived
the: capacity of producing, to an almoes unlimited,
extent; a . certain root, containing ‘all - the elements
necessary for the.support of buman life. - The ex-
pansion of the nopulation was propertionate to tbe
faciljties it enjoyed for obtaining sustenapce. Sud-
denly, by tbe visitation of God, those facilities were
withdrawn ; the potato failed ; no other product of
the soil existeq to take its place; corn croos neither
supplied the same amount of nutriment, mor could
they b2 grown in succeszive yesrs on the same spot.
The lite sustsining power of the aoil, in fuet, hed
become restricted ; as an inevitable consequence the
population of the island has become proportiorately
restricted, and exactly in the same. way ag the work-
ing classes of Maochester would have been obliged to
remove to other centres of indastry, had the cotton
femine contirued, hss the zurplus populaiion of
Ireland been compelled to smigrate to a more fertile

When, therefore, M:. Bright speaks of Ireland as
being the ouly country from wiich an extensive emi-
gration bas taken place, he misrepresenta fucts which
cught to be within hie knowledge,
erpigration frow Jreland has amounted to )ess than
104,000 & year during the last ten years, but from
Germany alone, and piiocipally from North Ger-
maoy, a3 mapy as 250,000 persons have emigrated ia
& single year, while beiween 1851'and 1861 the emi.
gration from Great Britsin has averaged about 74,000
8 year ; and when be deseribes those whom he invi-
diously terma ° the ruling classes’ as standing alooe
in their opimon—gn opision which, according to aim
i inspired by tbeir selfisbness snd stupidity —tbat
emigration hes been vo calamity to Ireland, be states
what is bolh ungenerous and untrue. Plang for the
express purpose of stimulating emigration have been
devizéd and ndvocated from time to time by such
men as Mr. Smith O’'Brien, Mr. Wyse, and Mr. Shar-
man Crawford ; while, did your space permit, [
migat turnish dozens of quotations ‘0 show how
common such & couviction i3 to every schgol of po-
litics and elass of society.

To autribute its existence to our stupidity and
selfishness is even more gratuitous, When did a
tradesman ever complain of the multitude of his
customers, or a manufacturer of the easiness of 1be
labor market? Bat what i3 the owner of an estate
other than a trader in land? His tenants are his
customerd; the morestrenuous their competition, the
bigher his rents, und the denser their oumber, the
more Keenly will they compete; emigration bas a
tendency to diminish rather than 1o increase his
rental, and if it has not dere S0 already it is because
it bas not continued long enough.

Very frequently the landiord iz & large employer
of labor. Within tbe.last 15 years I myself have
paid away upwards of £50,000 in wages alone —
During tho last balf of that period, in conseguence
of therise in wages, I have got much less for my
money than I did doring the first helf, and my cog-
sequent loss compairing one period with sanotber,
would amoun?t 10 severul thousand poucds, and this
bas been & direct consequence of the emigration.—
But, thongh a dealer in land, and & payer of wagee,
I em above all things, an [rishmso, and a8 an Irish.
man 1 rejoice At any circumetance which tends to
strengthen rhe independence of the temant farwer,
or to0 add to the comforts of the laborer's existenca

For theae reasons I belisve that emigraiion has

Mz. Borr's Lawp Bir=Draivace.—The biil
prepared by Mr, Bott for the reform of the Irish land
code has been discussed by the public press, of all
shades of opinion. Mapy have called ite good
measure, or ot & capable of deing much service to
the temamt withon: injuring the landlord; whilst
others bold an opposite opinicn. We have not a3
yet reag this productior of an able lawyer, but we
believe wo are correct in stating that it ajma to do
two important things; which, if sanctioned by par-
ilament, would give great relief to the tenaniry of
Ireland. We all koow that the landlords have the
vower to evict every tenant at will oo their estates
and thai the present law enables them 1o raise the
rent of land 1o any sum they think proper.

Now these powers, we regret to say, have been
wielded by many landlords without mercy, and the
result bag been most disustrous to the country.—
Toe farmars 20 treated have been either driven from
tbe land or converted into paupers. The greedy
landlor 8 have raised the rents wherever they counld
aod placed burthens on the 2bhoulders of their tenants
whielt they were unable 10 bear. If & tenant im.
proved lis farm, the rent was immediately increased
and he was taxad for his own improvements ! If he
remmopstrated he was iold to leavs ths farm, as
athers wonld be found io give a bigher rent; and
thus he kad the choice to remaic and become a pau-
per, or to lexve, and receive nothing for the capital
in labour and money whick ke had expended

A country where lawa of this kind are tolerated
could not be expected to prosper ; and if Mc, Buti's
oitl sbouild pecome Jaw, it will effvct mnch good for
the tenant farmers, But we maintain that oy land
lawrs that du vot provide cumpensgation for improve-
ment, will not giva real protecticn to the tecvants,
nor encourage them to improve the lupd, There is
nothing wore required by the soil of Ireland thne
perfect drainage.  More then oue balf of the county
requireg 1o be drained, snd if that were properly
performed, toe pr. dace of corn, grass and roos crops
wonld be more than double what it i3,

As a proof of this we may mention that we have
geen wot land near Dundulk, which, a few years
since, produced nothiscg bus mess and soar grass. —
If it were plougbed, and seed vats or barley cast
into it iz Mareh oc April, the harses couléd hardly
pves over it; aad half the seed wia, perizsed’ by the
wet and cold But ic has been drained a year or
two sioce, and this year it prodoced fnlly twenty
barrel3 of oaia per ncre.  The soil hag become dry
sbu enaily ulled, and it is capab’e of yielding large
cropg of whest, onts or flax. )

Now if all the wet land of Ireland were treated in
a similar manner, we haveno doubt at ell that it
would be f. ur times a3 fertile aa itis. Sce, then, the
loss Ireland sustuias for want cf s law to give com.
peasation for improvements. Some people sre silly
vnough to ask—* Why dou't the teuruis make the
iwopruvements snd trust to their landlords?’ We
su7 in reply, that they bave ssea improviag ienants
ruiged by landlords, and they ars wirais 1o meer a
timilar fate. But give them a guarantee that if they
improve, their reots won't be raized or their improve-
ments confiscated, and they will svon vommence the
good work.~ Dundallc Democral.

' Whatever fears Greatrex may baveat fi-3% eatar-
tained as to his apprebension, he had evidently
adopied the belief latterly that his pleas to outwit
the authorities had been completely successtul, Ac-
cordingly we find from a letter which hes just been
ceceived from the bank clerk who went to Amarica
slong with Superin‘eudent M‘'Cali, that he com-
menced operations &s a preacher and revivalist in
New York aad it seighborhood, and bed seemingly
atwioed to & measure of popularity which was de-
nied him in tbis country.

“1i would appear that after bizarrival in America,
Mr. M:Cull advertised in the New York He:ald for a
first-clasz photographer, the mdvertisement being
worded in such a way as was thought most likels
to attract the attention of the perion *wanted.’ -
Amongst ather replies to the advartisement was one
woich, from its guarded tone and the chazacter of
the handwriting, Mr, M‘Call believred to bs from
Greatrex. This letier appears to bave communi-
cated ths applicact's address, and the clus thus
gained was at once followed up.

*“Mr. M'Call, wirth one of the Naw York detectivea
sod the back clerk, who kaew Greatrex by mizht,
weat on an early morning to a Germen lager-beer
saloon, commnnding a view of the boarding house in
which Greatrex was supposed to bave taken up his
quarters. Several hours pessed away with no re-
gult, but they were by and by rewarded Ly seeing
Greatrex and the young woman who weat after him
frem this country pop their heads out of the window
a3 & band of mueic passed along the street,

“The officers waited until Greatrex quitted the
biouse for an afternnon stroll,when they followed him,
He had taken eff his beard and whiskers, and ware
bis hair after the manner of the Yankees, but aot-
witbstacdiog tkis chuoge in his appearance, the
benk clerk at once idesntified kim. The American
detective then came forward and quistly slipped his
arm within that of Greatrex, aceosling him by name,
while Mr. M'Call took kim by the other arm, and
the trio walked in the most friend’y way along tte
strest. Greatrex did not speak for some time, hut
when nddressed by tbe bank clerk he stared, hia face
became flusbed, aud he atfected not to know the per-
800 who was spesking to bim.

" As we have already hinted, Greatrex bad so im-
proved bis shining hour in Ameriea, a3 a preacher
and revivaliat, that at the time of his apprehenasion
his gettlement aver & Baplist church near New York
was considered an estremely probable matter. He
occupied one of the New York pulpitsid place of
Rev. Dr. Adams, who appeared to have teea pleased
with him, and recommended him 83 & suitable pas.
tor to & congregation out of town which hed beer
deprived of its epiritual guide.

" With a viaw to secure the appointment, in all
likelitood, Greatrex had labored for four or five days
in the ueighborbood of the vacant church, wkere a
grea: work of revival was going on. He alse turned
hiz talents to account in seeking t0 convert bis fel
low lodgers in the boarding-house. Upan this point
& writer says: ‘I know most of those in hislodging.
He was there very buey in what be called the Lord’s
work. The lady of the honse, aged about sixty, I
thiok, he bad been very anxious about, and had
marked a nomber of passsges in her Bible, and had
reasoned often on others. He prayed reguiarly in
the house, and altogether was very good. Greatrex
told that he was a victim--a 8ort of martyrr for
others. However, none here who knew him would
believe & word be gays.”

Iu
Ireland the Ostholic Clergy bave alwayz set their
faces against insurrecticnary moveinea's, even when
suffering under the most cruel pennl code that wes
ever frawed 12 & Christinn couwntry against (he pro-
fo sivr acd practice of a Christian form of divine
worship, and when ag men they must have eympa-
thized with the motives by which the irsurgeats
were impelled, and the cbject they propesed to them-
selves—uamely, & redress of grinding grievances,—
It is againat the Irish priesthood, £nd not againat the
Orapgemen, that Stepbens burls bis fiercest invee-
tives, We have not the least deubt that the Hend-
Ceutre of the Fenians sympathises much more with
the Grand Master of the Oraogemen than with the
Papel delegate in Ireland ; snd very nsturally, tor
the Cardinal is a [riend of order, whereas the Grand
Meater is the head of the most disorderiy confede~
racy that ever kept up disssensions and prevented
the growth ot harmony in any country,— Heckiy
Register.

Recruitd FoR THE ARuY. — The returms which
have heer iasued for the jear 18G4 show that in that
year 27,754 recruits were examined: 10,725 were
rejocted at the primury inspection (386 per 1,000),
and 1,720 more were rejected sl the secondry inpec:
tion, bringing the rejections up to 448 per 1,000 and
leaving 15,309 o pase into the aramy as aoldiers, Of
every 1,000 recruits 563 came from Eupgland and
Wales, 112 from Scotland, 320 from [reland, and five
from parta beyond the seas. Theee figures, when
compared witk those for the preceding year, show
a slight decrease in the proportioa from Scotland,
und 8 corresponding increase from Eagiand., Of
Scotchmen, only 358 par 1 000 were rejected, and of
Welchmen only 366 : but 458 Eaglishmen per 1000
were rejected, and 471 Irishmen.

The breaklng up and scatter-
ing ot many households, by which mothers and chil-
dren were geparaled and thrown upon their own re-
aocurces, and removed from the conservative influ-
ences of the househoid, i3 a prominent cause of that
phase of ¢ ime which grows ou: of domestic infidelity
or indiffereace. But a still more fruitful cause of
crime may be truced in the general laxity with
which the laws are administered and the frequent
abuse of the pardoning power.

Nex York, Jan. 8. —Anocther important meeting
of Feaian Centres and Delegates was held this
erening.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

We do aot veuch for the truth of the follow-
ng account of the propositions which the repre-
sentative of Viector Emnmanuel at Rome 1s
urging upon the Sovereign Poatiff. We give
them for what they are worth, which perhaps 15
not much, seeing that they are taken from the
Protestant and revolutionary press :—

1st. The Piedmontese Government is to carry
a law for making Florence its capital.

ud. The Cardinals are to be salaried by the
same Goveroment, and to be called Princes of
Italy.

Brd. The subjects of the Savereign Pontiff—
with the exception of the people of Rome itself
—are to be wvited to declare by plebuscite whe-
ther they will remain as they are, or be annexed
ts Piedmont.

41b. Rome to be declared a free city, under
the sovereignty of the Pope, with perbaps a
small territory adjacent: the Government to be
secularised.

Hch. The Papal troops to be discharged, with
permission lo joip the army ot Victor Ewm-
manuel.

6th. These conditions to be biading during the
lifetime of the present Pope only.

7th. Pius 1X. to recegnise Victor Emmanuel
as King of laly, and to crown him at ¥lor-
ence. )

8th. Italy to pay a part of the ciril list which
all Cathohic States will contribute to the Sover-
eign Pontiff.

" Sueh, tn substance, are the propositions said
to have beea offered by the revolutionists,through
their present chief, or rather tool, Vietor Em-
manue!, to the Holy Father; but as the latter
cares more for the Pope, than he does for Pius
IX. ; as it 13 the honor and the interests of the
Church and the Holy See that be has at heart,
and not his own ease and personal digmty, we do
not expect that he will accept them, or ratify a
Treaty which would by implication admit the
right of the Piedmontese to take possessioa of

Rome aiter his death. However we know that |

_the mterests of the Church are in safe hands,

and that Pius IX will never agree to anything
which io any manner may mpair the rights ol
his successors. Persecution, and exie, he
can suffer, as be has suffered, and cheerfully
:aecept, and death even if such be the will
of God; but when asked te sacrifice a principle,
and to barter away the rights of the Holy See,
bis answer will, we may be sure, still be, as it has
been—* Noa Possymus,”

‘We are sorry to Jearn that France has met
with yet another rebuff, Her expeditiou to the 1
Corea is reported a total failure, and tis 1s as
much a European, as it is a French misfortuse,
Some how or another, the star of France 15 nat
so brilliant as it was some (wa or three years
ago, when she occupied the proud position of pro-
tectress of the Holy See. She has been snub-
bed in Mezico, snubbed by Prussia, and now her
arms have suffered a defeat in the far East.—
Frepchmen lay these things to beart, and their
practical conclusions will, we think, not be favor-
able to the present occupier of the [mperial
throge.

It is still the same story from Ireland. Ar-
resis of doubtful Femans, seizures of indubit-
able aris. © Stll the excitement is dying out,
aod the general impression seems to’be that there
will be no fighting.  Lord Langford, traveiling
with a double- barrelled gun 10 his possession, but
without a license, bas been arrested near Dubhu.

A report hasreached this country of a'bgfﬂed
aftempt to assassivate the French Emperor ;

stituttonal motives, prefers stapdiog aloof from

The Eastern Question 1s becoming mare seri-
ous. Greece appears about to make ibe cause
of the Cretan wsurgents her owu, by declaring
war with the Porte, She will be backed by
Russia, perhaps by France, and the danger of
another European war is imminent.

The mmpeacbment of the President by the
Congress of the Northern States will most likely
be abandoned {rom want of grounds. Stephens,

We can suy no wore on the
subject at presest; and wait the action of
the Soetety, which of course cannot condescend
to plead to cbarges made by an anonymous as-
sailant, who, in that he withholds his name, is cer-
tainly a coward, probably a liar.

Qur Kingston correspondent, Enquiver, will,
we trust, parden us for our seeming neglect of
his letter of last monih, to which however we
now tender the following reply.

So in the same way, even i
Liberwss bad signed an © Arian creed” (which
he never did do) the Catho'ic docirme would be
thereby unaffected ; siace Liberins did not pro-
pound that Creed to the Church as containing
the true embodiment of the doctries revealed
to the Chureh. Tor, be it remarked, the Pope
never does pretend 1o be the organ of a new re-
velation, or to have the right to declare of faith
anything oot contained, implicitly at least, m the
original depositum of reve Jed iruth.  He claims
only to declare wherein that depasitunm consists ;
to define 1ts true meanwg; and to draw up new
formulas, as the exigencies of the case may.re-
quire, agawst novel forms of error, contra
€rrores nascentes.

Tie Javvany Fever.—Hares are said to
go mad in the month of March. Tl may bea
pepular superstition ; but what is more certain is,
that- what may be called * pe.iodic wsaoity”
breaks out in the month of January, amongst a
great mauy of our Montreal Protesiant fellow-
cilizeas—otherwise and at other times, well be-
baved and amiable wen; good neighbors, good
fathers of families, good men of business, ané 10
short the very last sert of persons in the world
whom we should suspect of being subjert to
periodic hallucinations.

The perwdicity of the disease 1s not 1ts only,
Ror even its most marked characteristic. 1t is
at least equally poteworthy for its virufence
whilst it lasts, and the rapidity with which it ruas
its course. Tt generally breaks out on a Mon—
day evening, in Great St. James Street, avd in
the vicieuty of the Methodist chaoel, Itattacks
people of both sexes indifferently, and of all
ages; though old women, whether ip or out of
petheoats, are ils favorite victins, It goes oc
intensifying in force, as the week advances, till on
Thursday evening it attains its chmax ; but after
this date 1t rapilly subsides again, so that by
the begioning of the next week the traces of it are
bardly to be discovered, even amongst those most
severely attacked.

In mary of its features this disease, which 13 in
fact a kind of moral inloxication, presents some
striking points of analogy with what is valgarly
kaown as the ¢ blue derds.” There 18 the same
nervous excitement, the same morbid apprehen-
sion of some iil-defined, yet impending danger :
the samne outward and visible tokens of demonia-
cal possession. Its victims rave, and slobber;
they are—if put upop platforms especially- ~subject
to violent contortions, during which they oft foam
at the mouth, and groan pitesusly : others, again,
are comwcally affected, and, 1he demon possessing
them manifests iself 10 grotesque attitudes, and
low bufloonery. 'We may remark en passant,
that the tall, that the lean and spare of flesh are
generally the subjects of the tragic manifesta-
tions ; whiist the display of jocular madness s
mostly abandoned to the fat, the corpulent and
anctuaus—to the spiritual Faistaffs of 1he comedy.
It 1s a marvel to behald some of these ' vessels”
when under the influence of the spirit.

We said that the disease, or © January Fever,”
bears a ciose reseihtance to wnat is known as
the ** Blue Devils, the chief difference betmixt
the two being one o ;color. * January Tever”
in chort 1s an attack of the * Scarlet Dewils ;» the
ciuef dewil being a mythical old lady clad
red, with a preposterously developed hindec eud,
who 1s by ouc lunatic friends supposed to be
devising ali manner of evils and dlictions upon
Canada. Just as m the % Blue Devils,” or delz-
rium tremens, \he patient fancies that he sees
fiery eyed sumakes, and ferocious bulls about to
spring upon him, and devour him, so do those
suflering -upder a smart attack of the ¢ Red
Devils;”” imagine that they see themselves and
their friends about to be swallowed up alive by a
drexdinl wmooster called © Popery,” or the # Scar-
let Woman,” with which they are called upon 1o
wage unmediate, and active war,

Luckily bowever the last named disease is
short hved. 1i never Iusis beyond the week;
and at 1ts elose our friends, for the most part per-
fectly convalescent, return to Lheir stores and to
thesr merchandise, to their account baoks and
their ledgers, as if nothing bad bappened. Here
and there exceptions are to be met with, pititul
cases in which the disease bas becowe. chronic,
and buflles ali the skill of the prafessors of the
bealipg art. DBut these cases are rare and ex-
ceptional in Lower Canada ; 30d we 1nay safely
say that the periodic Jacuary attack having passed
away, our Protestant acquaintances become as
amiable, and as. friepdly as ever, not only per-
fectly barmless, but kisd and courteous, even o
the dreaded Papists.

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_ AUSTRALIAN StaTisTics.—The correspon-
dent of the Lo,ndon.-ﬂ"zmes furnishes us with
some very valiable information respecting these
lately settled dependencies of the Bruish Em-
pire. Already 1t appears that Ausiralia stands
second, amongst Britssh possessions, 1n England’s
nist of customers ; India bewng first,-and British
America, but at 2 long distance behind, oply
(hird. ‘lnderd the exports from Great Britam

" 1o the Umted Siaies, are’only one-fousth wore
in value, than are British exports to Ausirala,

which amnuat to 2bout sixty entiions of dollars a
year.

There 15, of course, even in Australia as
everywhere else, disiress, and complaints make
tpenaelves heard 5 but the distress of Australa,
after all, is very different from that which we, 1n
those semi-arctic regions, cail distress ; and the
complaints of lbe Australian destitute and usem-
ployed, sound somawhat strasguly m ears accuse
tomed to the bitter cry of cur own half-starsing
poor—as will be seea from the followiag state-
ment of facts given by the Times correspon-
dent.

A meeting of the unemployed, be tells us, was
held the other day in Melbourne to iavoke the
Government ia behalf of these poor destitute la-
borers. A series of resolutions were adopted,
and a deputaticn wus appointed to wait ujion the
Chief Secreiary, 1o see if anything could be
done. Awongst the deputation, and, of course,
chief sufierers,- was one who admitted that his
distress amounied to this. That be had just
tbrown up au employment under a miniog com-
pany, because his wages bad besn reduced from
Five pound sterling a week, to Four pound, ten
shillings. Now, as the Zimes inlorms us, a
working man can, even in the mining distnicts,
hive very comfortably for thirty shillings a week,
and thus save, even out ol lis reduced wages,
the soug hitie sum of about Three pounds, or
gearly fifteen dollars, a week. There are, we
thiok, many laboring men in Canada, as !vell as
in 1reland, who would be very glad fo be ex.
posed to the distress of which the laboriag
classes in Australia complain.

We recommend ibe consderatinn of these
facts to those very &illy, or very dishonest jour-

. palists who pretend that the material advantages
which attract so many Canadians to the United

States, are due to the superior political coodi-
tions.of the last named country: and that we
have but to assimilate cur political wstitutions to
those of the great republic Iymg Suvuth of us; to
enjoy at once an cqual degree of materul pros-
perity. 'The progress of the Australian Colovies
gives the lie to all these theories. It shows how
perfectly insiguificaut in theiw iufluence upon
material prosperity, are political institufions ; and
bow all important are the raterial conditions,
such as soif, temperature, latitude, aod the pos-
session of voal. Australia, a British Colony like
Cagada, thrives faster even than the most go-
abead portion of the United Siates j not because
of the superiority of its politica! institutions, but
because of ils geographical position, ifs climate,
ita splendid pasture-laiids and its mioeral re-
sources: and if 1 any respects Canada be in-
ferior in material progress to the States lying
betsrixt us and the Equater, 1t s owing m like
manper, ool to any defect in our mode of Gov-
eroment, ncl 1o apy vict 1o our laws ; but to our
wlerior physical " conditions, to our shorter sum-
mers and longer winters, 1o our want of coal, and
to our being cut off {rem direct cemmuarcation
with the sea for nearly one hall of the year,

It 1s painful, but at the same iime wstructive,
to note the steady decay of religious feelingin
Protestant Baogland, with respect to marmage,
especially since the formal recognition by the
Legslature of the principle of Divorce, and the
creation of a legal tribunal particularly charged
with the duty of putting asunder those whom
God bad jomed together ja holy matrimony.—
For maoy long vears after the outbreak of the
apostacy of the XVI century, the old belief re~
specting marriage still mamtatned tts bold on the
pecple of England, Though they no longer
called it a Sacrament, they deemed 1t a religious
rile ; they looked on it as a uaion of the sexes
cemepnied and blessed by God Himself, to be
bconfracted in Hits bouse, and to be solemmized
by His minister. It was for several centuries
after the rupture with Catholieity, held to be in
its essence indissoluble; and therefore essectially
distinct from a mere civil contract, of which the
essence is that the contracting parties are the
sole factors therein ; and are therefore competent,
by mutual agreement to release one another
from their respective obligations, the moment
these are fonnd to be burdensome.

But ilfogical as 1s the Eoghsh mind, thisstate
of things could not last for ever : the via media,
in which Anghicans debght to walle, must, in
eoarse of time, become worn out; and the 1dea
of attaching any pecubiar rehigious sigo:ficance and
value to marriage, after it had ceased to be
deemed 2 Sacrament, could not, when exposed
to the test of reason, retamn for ever its hold oa
the Protestant irnind.
or mddle term betwixt marrmage a Sacrameat,
and wmarriage a mere “ civil contraet;” and all
Protestants having rejected the first, are pow
rapidly adopting the second theory conceramg
marriage, and its meanisg, Kven had the Le-
guilature not interfered in the matter, had it re-
frained from inseribing on its Statute Book the in-
famous and asti-Cliristian recogaition of the right
of Divorce, the respect for marriage as a sacred
rite, and thercfore as distinguishable from a civil
contract for lbe delivery of a specified quantity
of Mess Pork, would have died out., Recent
Legislation has but accelerated an irresistible
movement, and brought to hight a little sooner,
that contempt for Christian or religious marrage
which now forms one most noticeable feature in
the vital statistics of the British Empire.

Tt was ia 1837 that the Legislature began to
tinker its marriage laws; and even up to 1S44,
so strong and generzlly Jiffuzed amongst the
Protestant people of England was the belief that
somehow or other marriaze was something mere
than a mere’ civil contract,” that no less than 91

out of every hundred tmarriages were celebraled
io churches. Tae next decade, that from 44 ta
*34, shows a falling off in the number of such
marriages, only 8% 1 100 being celebrated in
churches or places of worship. Ta the next de-
cade, that from 54 to 64, the Report of the
Registrar-General shows a stll greater falling
off, a still greater decline is the uumber of mar
riages coniracled with some ‘orm of religious
rite, or snvocation of Gad, since only 78 1 100
were sa celebrated. _

But just ir proportion as religious marriages
ceased, cr the idea of marrisge as a ** religious
rite” decayed, so did the pumber of civil mar-
risges, or marriages contracted before the civij
magistrate and without any “ religious rites at
all,? (we copy from the Report in the Londen
Times,) steadily increase 1 —

Nor can tt well be otherwise.’ All modern le-
gislation in Protestaat couatries, and for that mat-
ter i some Catholic countries too, aye! even
Canada—teuds in oge aud the same direction.—
Tt 15 all based upon the assumption that marrage
is a mere civil conlract, to which, however, re-
ligious ceremonies or accidents may be added at
the pleasure of the contracting parties; aml the
people unfortunately, but only too readily, talke
their cue from their rulers and legisiators,

But from this view of marriage the moat deplo-
rable consequences must follow, and have followed,
as a logical pecessity, If, as has beep often urged,
marriage be a mere civil contract—and it it be
aught more, it is altogether beyond the jursdiclion
of the mere civil magistrate—it follows as a neces-
sary or logical consequence, that there is an
moral difference betwixt marriage and concubin-
age. A /legal difference there may stil be as-
serted, as there was betwixt the sexual uatons of
Roman citizens with one another, and those con-
tracted betwixt Rowans and strangers, betwixt
slaves and freed men ; betwixt the connubium
celebrated wilh the solemn rites of confarrentio,
and the mere contuderntiem which the Roman
law tolerated betwixt the vilest of Romes popu-
latiop. But a moral difference, or distinction be-
twixt marriage and concubinage, cac no longer
be logically asserted by those who, clauming for
the civil magistrate the right to leguslate for
aught more than the civil accidents of marriage,
thereby by implication assert that marriuge is a
mere civil contract,

Another fatal, but unavoidable consequence of
their theory 15 this. That according to its ad-
vocates, adullery ceases lo be a crmue suz
generis, or mdeed according to commercial
ethics, any moral offence at all, Adultery 15 a
breach or violation of the marriage contract.—
But if marriage be a mere civil contract, then
adultery, which is a breach or violation of such
a contracty 1s the same in kind as, and, morally,
indistinguishable from, -the breach of azy other
civil contract—such, for instance, as the fadure
of an army contractor in furnishiog the Go-
vernment with a specified aumber of bullocks,
or pantaloons, within the specified time. The
coatractor so failing renders himself Lable to be
mulcted 10 damages, and to forfeit all the advan-
tages of lus contract; but in the general apinion
of the world, he is guilty of no very urave moral
offence. Yet s the offeace of the defauiting
army conlractor precisely the same in kind, it
notn degree, as is that of the adulierous husbund
—if indeed marriage be a mere civil contract, if
indeed 1t o rightfuily fall within the domain of
the mere civil magistruie, .

Therefore it is that, although from a Cathalic
pomnt of view, a marnage contracted belore, or
celebrated by, a registrar, or a police magistrate,
or a toker, 15 just as valid, just as much a
Christian marriage, as i3 ooe coutracted before,
or solemmsed by a Methodist mister, or for
that matter by the Archbishop of Canterbury,
we look upon the substitulion of civil, for reii-
gious, marriages in Eogland as a great musfortune ;
or ralher as the symptow of the spread of sen-
ous moral corruption agiougst the Euglish people,
It shows that, gradually, but surely, they are
throwing off all idea of a connection betwixt re-
higicn and marviage, and are becoming accus-
tomed 10 treat 1L as a mere civil contruct,  Tins
coatetapt far, or disregard of, the religious char-
acter of marriage, mill of course be accompanied
with contempt for, and disregard of its moral
obligations ; for it is impossibte that intelligent
betogs can long force themselves to believe that
the moral value of itew sexual unions can 1a aay
manner be afiected by ke sanction given there-
unto, or withheld therefrom, by a registrar or
otber civil magistrate, e may be able to
legalize that which without lus sanction would be
illegal ; but be can neither add to, nor take away
from the moral character of the uniog itsel,—
'The bar-keeper of the meanest tavera is,-in so
far as the moralty of the offuir is coucerned, lully
as competect to solemaize a marrisge as is apy
public officer appointed by the State ; for all that

either the one or the other can Jo 1s to witness ar
testity to the fact of the coutraer, which woutd
be just as morally bindiag withoul him, as with
him-—netther more nor less so.

BAVARIA.

The relations betwixt Qhburch and State in Bava-.
ria, and the degree of freedom which that Qonatitu-
tional State, with its preponderatingly Catbolic po.
pulation, allows in matters of religion, has been in-
structively illustrated by a receat tranaaction which
has caused congiderable commotion. Itappears that
since the Autumn of 1865 several priests of the So-
ciety of Jesus have visited Ratisbon, some of them
staying for & shorter, some for a longer period.—
During their visita which were often of brief dura-
tion, they resided either with the Bishop or in the
Episcopal Seminary. From Ratigbon they frequently
visited cther towns and dioceses to preach midsions
to the people, and to give retreais to the clergy, and
with the authorisation of tbe bishops shared i the
ordinary care "of gouls, (The number of parochial
clergy in Bavaris 13 notoriously ingufficigns for tre
spiritual wants of ke faithful). The righy wing of
the famons old mopestery of the Scottiah Benedic-
tinea at Ratisbon, concerning which a few years
ago an interesting article appenred in the Edinburgh
Review, and which bhad been letas private residences
waa destined by the Bishop of Ratisbon tor the re-
ception of of these Fathers, and after the termination
of the tepants’ terms and ceriain alterations aad re-
pairs, the R.R. F.F. Ehrensberger, Kohlschreiber,
and V. Peikhoven, all three native Bavarian citizens
took up their abods in it iast October. In thosame
mouth they were joined by two priests of the So-
cety (foreigners), and a lay Brother, and the six
lived in community. It is also stated that the
Bishop of Ratigbon destined one of the Fathers to
underteke the direction of the Episcopal Seminary.
Meanwhile, the municipal authovities bad made ne
objection, but the Radical press commenced a
frightful outery, and demanded the expulsion ot ihe
Fathers.

The (3overnmenst interfersd on the ground that, by
the Bavarian Oonpstitution, no new religions socie-
tieg and institutes can be formed in Bavaria withont
the oo-operation of the Government and the express
permission of the Sovereign. Accordiegly the
Minigtry for Affairs of Religioa and Eduestion de-
gired the Presidency of the province to tnform the
Bishop of Ralisbon with reference to sce, 76, tit. ¢
of the Appendix to the Constitution, and Art. 7 of
theConcordat, that his Lordship's conduct had fa-
tringed on the Constitution and oa the Coocordat,
and unless desisted from wonid nedessitate legal
proceedings againat him. The Bishop of Ratishon
yielded under protest; and the Fathers have with-
deawn., But it is stated in the Augsburg Guzelfe
that his Lordship informed the Government that Le
reserved the question of legal right, and yielded to
the demand for the sols reason that ¢ at & time when
the existing condition of 'sociely made any weakon-
ing of the authority of the Government, especially
undesirable, he was unwilling 1o creats further diffi-
culties for the Government in this aflair.’ There is
no better baroxeter cf Catholicism than the illua-
trious company of Jesus. Whers they are bonored,
protected and loved, the religious atmosphere Iz calm
and bright. When they are treated with coidness,
hostility, or insult, the religious atmosphere is
gloomy and ill boding.

was to follow, the pope went from one individual to
acotber to dispense the Sacrament. If any one
slosed his teeth, and refused to accept the Sacra-
meat, the goldier who accompanied the pope opened
the mouth of the recaleitrant with his bayonet.’ Such
is the process of Muscovite conversion !

A new kind of Protesting or politico religious sect
has sprung vp in Russia, of whick we find the fol.
lowing notice 1=

The * Nihilists,’ who are now occupying eo wuch
attention, and against whom the Goveraor of Nijni-
Novgorod, General Ogareff, bas just published a for-
mal declaration of war, have npothing in common
with any of the political sects to be found in the West
of Earope, This reflection must be gratifying to those
thorough going Russinns who hold ihat their coun-
try onght no longer to be indebted for the slightest
thing to the West, and that, in the spiritual
ad well as the material world, it iz bouod to
gupply it3a own wanls from its8 own peculiar re-
gources, Political economy, for inatance, is said by
people of this way of thinking to be a very good
thing for Eogland, but quite uafitted for Rnssie. Tt
wag grave!y asserted not long ago in a scientific
journal published at Moscow that Russia had had
enough of * German physiology,’ and that it must
have its own ' Rusaian physiclogy’ now. The gene-
ral disigion of political men into Liberals and Con-
secvatives hug loag baen objected to as suitsd only to
the effete Weat, though in Russia, as in other coun.
tries, 1Le political world 18 made up of those who
wish to keop things &8 they are and those who wish
to change them, as they think, for the better. " The
great merit of the Nihilist party seema to be that it
has no principies at all. Not that a Nihiliat is epea
to conviction—ha is already convioced thst there is
¢ nuthing new, nothiog true, and thatit don'taignify *

Some notion of the difficulty of definieg Nibiliam
may be derived from the fact that M Sch=do Ferrotii,
writiog oa the subject in his journal, hat already
published four long chapters without telling us what
the thing means, The Nihiliats would be mortified if
it could be proved that, instead of being an original
Russian product, ¢ Nihilism’ was anly an adaptation
of American ¢ Know Nothingism ; but there i3 a cer-
tain aonlogy betwesn the two nevertbeleas.. One of
the first duties of a Nihilist, for iastance, i3 to keep
clear of foreigners and to ignore foreign iofluences.
Indeed they ignore everything—even crinoline, which
the female Nihiligts of Nijni Novgorod, to the rage
and indignation of General Ogareff, refuse to wear.
Call * Nihilism® the negaticn of all that now existain
Russa, and we get at what is probably the truth of
the matter-—that the Nihiligie are a party of exireme
Radicals or Revolutioniats, whose firat step, if they
had the power, wounld be to make a {ubula rase of all
political, social, and rcligious institutions. ¢ Non
credum in nonm Daum’ is suid to be the first artiele
of thig nica little beliet, of which taking it aliogether,
it would be unfuir to coatest the originaliry,

*In the streets of Nijai.Novgnrod,’ says Genorsl
Ogarcl, in bis order on the subject, ‘ladies and
yourg girls are seen attired 1n aspecial costume
which the women of the aeetof * Nihilists® have
approprieted to tham:elvea, This costume is, for the
most part, a3 follows: —A round hat, beneath which
the hair i3 cut cloze to tne head, green spectacles,
hoods, no crioline.!

After this strange description of what i3 certainly
a very atrange costume, Genersl Ogareft goes on to
say that, since the crime of the 4:hof April, the
party io which the malefactor belooged has besn
stigmatised in the eyes of all right-minded " persons
20 that the public exhibition of the costume adepted
by the women of this party can only be locked upon
by the guardians of Public order asan act of ineo-
lence, deserving not only blame, but alto the moss
promp repression,  Aocordingly, ne directs ke
police to f pay attention’ to all women dresged in the
costun:e jndicated, and to summon them to the palice
effice, where they are required 10 sign a formal pro-
mwige 10 adop! forthwith another aund more szitable
garb, In case of refusal or of subsequent contraven-
tion, they are expelled from the provineial, and, more.
over, placed under the surveillance of the palice, who
will cbaerre f their modes ot life, their acts, and their
contections.’

This orderbas been published in the official jonrnala
of ihe province of Nijoi-Novgorod, apd hes naturally
caused much exciterment and alarm. It i3 asked in
virtua of what law General Ogareff forbids women
to wear green spectacles, and compels them to wesnr
crinolive. As long as his edict remains in foree any
ledy who may chance to appear in the streets of
Nijoi-Novgorod without enough cricoline to satisfy
the taste of the police exposes herself to insult avd
arreat. Qeneral Ogarefl’s order is clearly a plagiar-
ism from those iseued by General Mouravieff, at
Wilca, and Counc Berg, at Warsaw, in respect to
the mourning worn by the Polish ladies during the
late insucrrection, Nihilism may be a very foolish
and injurioua thing; but edicts imposing ths nse of
crinotine are worae. The introduction iato Ruasia
proper of the system ¢f oppression, applied with so
much geverity in Polacd, is very . gignificant, and
ghows tbat when the Russians have learced to prac.
tise tyranoy in one part of the empire they are nat
likely <0 coatinue 1t in avother,—Pall Mall Gazetie,
