It
was supposed until the other day that the MY, copy
of the Prayer-book attsched to the Act of Usiformity,
and designed to be the ultimate standard of refer
ence, had been cither lost or stoles from the records
of Parliament. Such a loss would hzve been more
than & meére antiguarian misfortune, It happeos
that most gerions doubts wouid bave been tbrown
an the authenticity of thas rubric, 'concerning the
ornaments of the Church and of the ministers there
of to which the Ritualists eppeal, and which is, in
fact, the occasinn of all tho present disturbance. A
letter was nddressed to ths Commissioners adducing
sirong primd: facie evidence ibat 1biz rudric had-
been ioterpolated, Prioted copies of the MS. are
depesited in the Qourts of Law aod elsewnere, and
are known as ¢ The Sealed Books.” Now, ‘in the.
Sealed Book of the Court of Common Pleas the pege
containing the rubric sppears, mot in its present.
‘place; immadiately after the calendar but before it
‘and ip this*pléce the rubfic is cuncelled. Practically,
‘therefore, the rubric does not exist in the bouk of
the Court of Common Pleas. In the other Sealed
Books the rubric bae similarly been cinceiled ou the
page before the calendar.

At half-past ten
in the morning, high mass waa- celebrated in the
chureh adjoining which was erowded in every part,
and great bumbers wers assembled round the doors,
unebie to find even standing room- within Among
the "congregation were many of the Protestant
inkabitants of the town. The se-vice was intoned
by Rev. Father ‘Schnyder, of Godurich, the other
clergyman pregent, besides the Very Rev. Vicar
General, being the Very Kev. Dean Oriooan pastor
of the ghurch, Rev Father Killroy of Sarnis, Rev.
Father Ferguson, Professor, 8t.. Michael's Oollegs,
Toroato, snd tbe Rev. Father Murphy, of Irishtown.
The choral part «f the service—principally from
Mozart's Twelfth Mays—was conducted by Miss Lax-
non the orgaunist, asaisted by the church choir, and
by Mise Lanuon of Brantford, Miss Kate lacdoaald,
.Miss Dupn, and Misg Cashen, of Trishtown.

A procession was then formed to the site of the
new huilding. tae clergy taking precedence, Ar-
tived t¥ers, the usual ritnal was proceeded with,
the chief part of the sermony being conducted by the
Vicar General, the other clergymen asaiating. Before
the stone was lowered into itz resting place, & tin
box was deposited in & cavity prepared for its
reception, containing the coing of the realm, eavaral
medale. including that of the Sovereign Pontiff, the
Stratford Bescon and the Herald, and a snitable
inseription. .

In ths evening, vespers, were' sung by ‘he Very
Rev, Vicar General Bruyers, and Rev. Father Kiliroy
preached an excellent sermon. There was again a
collection.

DESCRIPTION OF THER CKURCH,

The building will be & very handsome, spacious,
and eubataptial structive of Guelph cat 8tone and
Brantford white brick. The atyle of architectare is
the pure Gothic. and most beautiful, perhaps, of sl
otkerd, with its points and gables, for a large and
expensive ecclesiastical building. Tha shape is
cruciform, The main body of the church is 150 feet
in denth, by 60 in breadth, and at the transepts
it is 76 feet wide. The height of the side walla is
38 feet, and the graceful tower and epire spticg to a
beight of 170 feet The foundstions are of great
thickness, that partion supporting the towet being
oot less than six feet at ths base. The coplngs,
gables, and capestones, are of the best cut stone,
and the tower ia richly ornamated with three conrses
of cnt stone. Provision is made in the tower for a
ting of bells and a clock On each of the five
gables there will be & crosa of cut stone, and a cross
of the aame material surmounts the spire  Tha raof,
which reats upon seven osak pillars will be covered
with colored alate, and 1he spire will be made to
correspond The windows will be filled in 'with
stained gleea, and that over the altar i3 intended to
be of & very large size and rich in tone and charac-
ter. Thera are threa doors by which the churchis
reached from the front—the principal being in the
centre under the tewer. These are approached by
fights of stone steps, Tha doors are of eak. There
gre three chapels withic —besides the large and com.
modicus main chapel in the centre, two side chapels:
Thers i3 also a veatry,to the right. The only
gallery iz a small one for the organ and choir. Tn
the basement story iza winter chapel 60 fast by 25
feet. The furnaces for supplying 'he bot air by
which tha building is heated are inan apar‘ment
adjoini g. Mr. Jobn Turner of Brantford, is the

architertof the ebyurch, ¥y Jobn Holmes, of Stratford
hag thp doiteact for the masonry at $11.200, exeln-
sive of the atons. Tbe prlocipal carpenter work is
let to Messrs, Wright & Daraod, of London, at
$5,000. but this mercty includes tha roof and frames
for windows and doors, and joists for the fooring.
It ia not difficolt to see that before the church is
complete, ir will cost from §26 00C to $36,000. But
then it w il be one of the ficest baildiogs in the Pro
vinee, The merit is chiefly dua the zeal aud anergy
