THE TRISH HIERARCHY.

The following 13 an official copy of the resolutions
come to by the Archbishops and Biskops of Ireland
at the recent general meeting in Dublin :—

& On the Disendowment of 1ke Protestant Church
Establishment and the Application of ifs Reve-
nues.’

" The Archbishops and Bishopa of Ireland, seeiog
that the Government and Parliament are preparing
to deal by law with the [rish Proteatant Church Es-
tablishment, deem it their duty to declare—

1. That the Irish Protestant Church Establish-
ment ig maintaived chiefly—almoat exclusively—by
property and revenues unjustly alienated from the
rightfal owner, the Oatholic Uhuarch of Ireland ; that
Irish Catholice cannot cease to feel as a grass injus-
tice and a3 an abiding insult the continned, even
partial, maintenaxsce of that establishment out of that
endewment, or in any other way at their expense—
an establishment to which, as to their fountain head,
are to be traced the waters of bitterness which poison
the rciations of life in Ireland and estrange from one
another Protestants and Uatholica, who ought to be
an anited people.

¢ 2. That notwithstanding the rightful claim of
the Catkolic Qhurch in Ireland to have restored to it
the propsrty and revenue of which it was unjuatly
deprived, the Irish Catholic Bishops hereby reaffirm
the sabjoined resolutions of the Bishops assembled in
the years 1833 1841, and 1843 ; and, adhering to
the letter and spirit of those resolutiors, distinetly
declare that they wiil not accept endowment from the
State out of the property and revenues now held by
the Protestan: Establishment, nor any Stata exdow-
ment whatever.

# The following are the
to:—

 Regolved —* That alarmed at the report that an
attempt ia likely to be made, daring the approaching
Session of Parliament, to make a State provision for
the Romsn Oatholic clergy, we deem itan impera
tive duty not to separate without reeording the ex-
pression of our atrongest reprobation of any attempt,
and of our unalterable determination to resist, by
every meang in our power, & measure so franght with
mischief to the independence and purity of the Qa-
tholic religion in Ireland.’—R<golation of the Irish
Bishops in 1837.

# Resolved—* That his Grace the Most Rev. Dz,
Musray be requested to call a Special Geoeral Meet-
ing of the prelates of all Ireland, in cage that be shall
bave clear proof, or well-grounded apptehensioe,
that the 0d10us and alsrming scheme of a Siate pro-
vigion for the Oatholic clergy of the portien of the
empire be contemplated by the Government, before
the next goneral meeting.! Reaclatiocs of the Irish
Bishops in 1841.

% Regolved —* That the preceding resolutions be
now recublisbed, in order to make kpown to omr
faitbful clergy and peopls, acd to all others concern-
ed, that our firm determination on this subjsct re-
maing uzobanged ; and that we unanimously pledge
ourgelvea to resist by every influence we poesess
every attempt that may be made to make any State
provision for the Oatholio clergy in whatever it may
be offered.’— Resolution moved by ths Most Rev. Dr.
Murray, aeconded by the Most Rev, Dr. Slattery, and
unanimously adopled at a meeting of the Prelates of
Ireland, iz Dublin, on the ffteenth ot November,
eighteen hundred and thirty-three, the Moat Rev. Dr.
McHale ia the chair. '

# 3. That in thus declaring their determination to
keep the Ohurck of Ireland free and independent of
of State contro! or interference, the Bishopg of Ire-
land are happily in accord with instructions received
from the Holy See in the yeara 1801 and 1805, ap
well as with the course pursued by the Irish Bishopa
of that day in conformity with those {natrnctions.

* When a project for the endowment of the Oatho.
lic clergy by the British Government waa proposed at
the end of the last century, Pope Pius VII. gave the
following iuatructions to the Irish Bishops, through
the Secretary of Propaganda : =

¢ The Holy Fatber most earnestly desires that the
Irish clergy, continuing to pursue the praiseworthy
line of oconduet hitberto followed by them, shall
scrapulously abstain from seeking for themselves any
temporal advantages ; and that while by word aud
deed they express their unvarying attachment, gra-
tituds, snd gubmission to the British Govercment,
and give atill more sensible proof of their gratitude
for these fre b favours offered to them, they shall
neverthelesg decline to accept them, and thereby
give a bright example of that constant dsinterested-
pess which o becomes the apoatotic z23al of the mi-
nisters of the sanctuary, aud which confers so much
advantage and honoar on the Catholic religion, by
winning for its ministers, in a remarksble degree,
that esteem and respect which render them more
worthy of the reverence and love ot the faithfsl com-
mitted to their spiritual charge.

- ¢ These are precisely the sentiments which our
Holy Fatker hag commanded the Secretary ot Propas
ganda to communioate to you, Rev. Father, that
throogh yeu they may be conveyed without delay to
tbe excellent Metropolitans and Bishops of the king-
dom of [reland.’

“ The same gentiments are repeated, and at much
greater length, in another letter from the Secretary
of Propsganda dated 25th September, 1805.

% 4. That the Bishops are confident that the Ca-
tholica of Ireland will receive with joy this repadiae
tlon of a State endowment for the Irish OChurch, and
that they will never cease to give, without any legal
compulsion, the support which they bhave hitherto
freely and dntifully accorded to their clergy and re-
ligious institutione.

“ 5. That by appropriating the ecolesiastical pro-
perty of Ireland for the benefit of the poor, the Legis.
lature would realize one of the purposcs for which it
was origloally (lestined, and to which it was spplied
in Oatholic times.

¢ Ox NaTi0NAL EDUCATION.

1. The assembled Bishops hereby reaffirm the re.
soluticns in reference to education adopted in a gen-
eral meeting, held by the Bishops of Ireland in Dab.
lin oo the 4th sad following deys of August, 1863,
which are a3 follows : -

%1 (n} That the Bishops of Ireland, agsembled in
obedience to the instructions of the Sovereign Pon-
tiff, and having their atteation particularly directed
by his authority to the National system of education,
reiterate their condemration of the principleon which
that syBtem i3 based—namely, the principle of mixed
education,~as intrinsically unsound, and as unsafe
in practice, ag at variaice with the interests of the
Oatholic religion and dapgerons to the fa.th of their
flocks.

tholic people of Ireland of a system in which religion
is anoaturally separated from secular instruction ;
in which the Stata would substitute its ¢wn power
for the authority of the Oatholic Ghurchin respect to
the education of Catholio youth, and, by igoosing
the pastoral rights of the Catholic clergy, would de-
prive education of the only adequate security for its
religious safety which the Oatholic Church can ac~
knowledge.

¢ (¢) That no change in the constitntion of the
body charged with the adwinisiration of a mixed
gyatem of education can compensate for its inberent
defeota or neutzalize ite injurlous action,

5 (¢) That we have learnt, with the greatest sa-
tiefaction, that in the diocesses in which the model
schoola were introducsd or npheld against the authoa
rity of the respective Bishops, the measureg taken to
prevent the attendance of Catbolic children at them
bhave’ been most sueccesful ; that we congratulate
thoee zealons Bishops on that succeas, and on the
fidelity of their clergy and paople.’

¢ (f) That the fiction of a mixed attendance of
COatholics and Protestanta at ordinary National
schools kas been so thoroughly exposed in 8 Parlia-
mentary report 28 to render it quite easy for the
Government to accede tn the legitimate claims
of Oatholics for the recomstrugiion of thnse fre-
quented by Oatbolic children. Those claims are
—that the teachers he (atholice, approved of
by the bishops and priests severally concerned ;
that school bonks such as those compiled by the
Cbristian Brotbers, or like them in tone and apirit
be uged ia those schools ; that the use of religions
emblems in the schools and the arrangement for re-
ligions instroction b= not interfered with ; and that
those schools be inspected only by Catholic inspec.
tors, as in E- gland.

4 (z) That, as it is expedient to have teachers
trained to teach, and a8 such training, being part of
a well-regulated system of education, is acknow-
ledged to be justly chargeable oo the public educa-
tional funds, sn adequate portion of that public
money is due to the Catholic people of Ireland for
the training of Catholic teachers for Jathnlic scbools
receiving aid trom the State ; and that, ag Catholic
teachers cannot have recourse with safety to the
existing training schools, 8 separate establishmect
for Catholica approaved of by competent ecclesias-
tical authority, is necessary, and should be provided
at the public expense ; or Catholio teachers should
be trained and supported at the public expense in
existing Catholic institutions approved of by the Bi-
shop.

w4 (h) That as it is forbidden by the Bishops to
secd Catholic teachers to the existing training
schools, and a8 it is the duty of Catholic parents, in
obedieoce to the instruction of their pastors, to with-
draw their children from existing model schools,
Catholic Oommissioners fail in the respect and ebe-
dience due to ecclesinstical authority if they require
COathelic schoolmastera or induce Calholic pupils to
go for training or edusation to those schools.

# ¢ (i) That we declare it to be the duty of Catho-
lic Commissionera of Nationa! Rducation to use their
utmost eodeavonrs to effect such a fundamental al-
teration in the system ag will allow aid to be granted
for schoola exclasively and avowed'y Catholic, a8 to
teachers, books, and other religious characteristics ;
and that, failing to effect such charge, they ought to
withdraw from a position in which they ¢an beitker
do good mor prevent mischie?,

¢ 1 (j) That we caution our priests against accept-
ing buildiag grants under snch conditions as are con-
tained in leases which the National Board has lateiy
prepared, and against concurring in the acceptance
of granta on those conditions by others.’

% 2, The bishops call particalar attention to the
resolation (@) which declares that the constitation of
the model and training schools evidently conflicts
with the principlen of the Oatbolic Ohureh, and which
enjoins op priests t0 use their best exertions to with~
draw children from them as betog specially denge-
rous. They direct that that resolution be promul-
gated anew in all parishes from which it muy be
spprebended that children would go to those achools ;
and that priesta be again instructed, that it i3 their
imperative duty to ecforce it to the utmost of their
power.

“ 3, They nlso direct that the resolntion of the bi-
ghops asgsembled In May, 1882, regarding t:e traio-
ing of teachars, and of which, in their mesting of
August, 1863, the bishops required a punctusl oba
pervance, be again notified to all Cathelic managers
of national schools.

“ 4. The meeting decides that a petition be seat to
Parliament praying for such a change in tke existing
nationnl eystem of education 83 may sfford to the
Catholica of Ireland all the advantages to which they
are entitied.

May Godenlighteo and forgive them
I sincerely pray. So far our treatment gince we
came on board ia very good. The rations are excel-
lent; we are allowed a glasa of wine a day, and ere
to go on deck any time we like. In fact, I am told
by men who know the diffzrence that we are as well
treated as emigrants are on board a well - managed
emigrant ship. ] meeta great mapy men [ koew
before my conviction. They are all well but too
pumerous to mention by name. Tell Mra. Qonnelly
that I never saw ber husband lookiag better or in
such good spirits. He got the cartes she sent him.
I received Peter's letter on 8a'urday, and was de-
lighted to hear tkat you all still continue in good
health and epirits. My own is very good, thank
Godl and I am delighted at having escaped the
hardshipa of the coming Portland winter. I fargot
to tell you that the clothes I breught with me to
Mountjoy are here and will be sent with me. I got
word to day that my box came on board ; I waa be-
gioning to feel uneasy about it. I am happy to tell
you we'll baye & chaplain ont with us, the Rev. Fa-
ther Delany, of St. Paul'a. So you see everythiong
looks well for the voyage. If you bave avytbing
to say you may angwer this letter, as the vessel may
noteail for & week yet. We did not expest her tosail,
but now she is prepared for a f{sw days. Wishing

Ho
gave 0o provocation for sech treatment, Otker wit-
negses identifizd the prisoner a3 oze of the persons
who assantted the complaicant. The charge wne
positively denied, snd witnesses were produ-ed for
the defence, who awore thit it was not he, but an-
other person, who committed tbe essault. The ma-
giatrates, however, found him guiltv, and sentenced
him to be imprisoned for two months, and kept to
hard labour. This iz the seversst punishmeat which
they could ioflict, acd thay stated that under ordi.

tence but the town had been disgraced by the pre-
ceedings in which tho vrisoner had been engaged.

There was not, he said, a farthing
of arrear due on the estate, and the tenants had laid
out last year in permanent improvements £450. He
referred to a return from his agent, which showed
that in pine years the tenanta bad expended in per«
mspent improvements—such as drainage eub-soiting
fencing, and bcilding—no less than £5900. Hig
Lordship's plan as regarde the society is to contri-
bute double the amount of the farmers” aubscrip~
tions, and he strovgly urged them to give more libe-
rally to it. He aloo advocated the necessity of their
improving the dwellings of their labourers, if they
wiahed 1o retain their services. In order to enconrage
improvements he aliows at once 5 per cen'. uponm
whatever is expended.

Fepianism, and it fosters sn inroad upon Rome by
those who certainly are more atrangers to the Eteraal
City thao the Feniacs are to [reland. It has preached
up discontent amongat the Roman peonle, but the
Times, like ita strange idal, Garibaldi hag failed to
ind it. There are but twelve thoussnd men in the
Papal army—at least as mapny Garibaldians have
entered tte Papal territory, and these latter bave at
thelr back an army of fifiy thousaad m'u belonging
to the [talinn Givernment. .If the Romang sigh for
the peace snd freedom Garibaldi and the Zumes
preach to thew ~if they writhe so dreadfully, as we
are told, under the oppression of the Pope, why do
they not take advantage of this extraordinary junc-
ture,of this favonrable circumatance. Let the Times
put this case : Suppose the British foree in Ireland
were but twelve thomsand all told-suppose there
were landed on our shores ag many Irish Americans,
with fifty thoussnd United States troops cloge at
hand and looking on with friendly looks and eympathy
that only lacked the shadow of an excase to be con-
verted into belp—would there be as much tranquillity
on the part ot the Irish masses as nn the masses of
Rome ? Even the nudacity of the Times wounld scarce
be up to the mark of an affirmative.

Whoever was the father of
Fenwanism, says the Meelify R gister, its pursing
ggtheg wag most uudoubtedly the Irish Protestant

NEWS OF TEE WEEK,

In our last we t~ld haw the Garibaldians were
encamped ie the vicimly of Rome—how a de-
tachment of Freacl troops occupied the Huly
City—and how the troops of Victor Emmanuel
Aad likewise crossed the [rontier, under the pre~
text of enforeing the provisions of the September
Crgvention. Al the date on which we wrote it
-gras also expected that an actack on the Gan-
fsaldian rayders would be made by the Papal
-¢roops.

That expected attack took place on the 3rd,
:and the details, some of which were snbsequently
-modified with respect to the participation of
‘Freach troops wn the fight, were transmited to
a8 by telegraph:—

This (Sunday) morning Garibaldi, ®ith 3,000 men
-and two guns, moved for Tivoli, 10 juin Nicotera one
«of his officers. Beantime the Papal Zounves, ad«
vazcing, hed taken Tivoli without noise, at the point
of the bayonet. . )

Garibaldi's force did not koow this, and were
ynarching lowards the same point, sioging nationsl
saira. When they arrived at Metaoa, they were sur
-priged by seven battalions of the Papal army, sup-
‘ported 1y 12 guas, who attacked thewm in front end
-«gn both flanks. The battle ground was among hills,
«with a couatry rond on both sides, Fighting con-
“tinued fiercely for over an hour.

* Iu the hotteat moment of the engagement, Gari-
“psld: bad to ba dravged away from the battle. His
<roops puffered much loss. and retrested towards
Monte Rotondo, puraned hy the soldiers of the Pope.
“Here the fight wag renewed and continuved over two
Fours, when the Garibaldian retreat becsme an utter
woat

It is believed that Garibaldi had 900 men killed
and 1,000 made prisoners, nnd maoy wounrded. —
‘Menotti Garibaldi wag elightly wounded. The loss
*of the Papal force was not go heavy,

Arriving at the frontier, the retieatiog Garibal.
‘dinas gave up their arms, except weapon3 which
<vero tteir own private property, to the Italisn re.
ggolar trcops atationed on the lines, .

Garibaldi lefs here this morning by a special traio
for Plorence. He made no parting wddress nnd
1ooked old, haggerd, nnd disappointed  The revolu-
‘tionary morement is brolen down all over the lerri-
“fory.

Subsequent telegrams, probably mendacious,
and apparently invented to rob the Papal Zouaves
.of thewr well won laurels, attributed the victory
o the active co operation of the French: but as
“to the fact of the thorough defeat of ibe filibus-
“ters, and of the capture of their leader there
wvere po two accounts. ‘The first act of the raid
~upon Rome is therefore over ; and by diplomacy
‘gather than by force of arme, willit next be
%ried to rob the Pope of his sovereign rights,
and to accomphsh the rwn of the Catholic
“Chareh.

tion of the rump Congress. We hear also ugly
rumors to the effect that the pegroes excited by
the doctrines that bave been dianed into their
ears by their pretended friends from the North,
are arming and organising as if for a war of ex-
termmation upon the whites,

The Atlantic Cable has been remarkaoly re-
ticent during the past week, It seems that there
bad been riots, excited by Mezzim, at Milan,
but these bind been suppressed by the government.
Garibaldi was still a prisoner in the bands of the
Piedmontese authorities. A demand for the
release of the prisoners made by the Papal
troops from amongst the raiders on the Teini-
tory of the Sovermign Pentiff, had been presented
by the Frencb, but this request hae beea refused.
The situation is very complicated, and the best
view thereof that we have seen 13 that ewen 'n
Punch. The French Emperoris represented
as holding the Pope suspended over a precipice,
acd around staad a lot of red-shirted revolution-
i1sts crying out * Let him drop !’  No—reynins
Lows Napoleon, ¢ it will make too much nose.
L will let him slide.” This we believe truly de-
picts the intentions of the French sovereign as
towards the Sovereign Pontift: be will keep up
appearances a little longer for fear of piving
scandal, and provokiog 1he bostility of the entire
Catholic world: but 1t has been long azo or-
ranged betmixt him and the revolutiomste that
the Pope 15 to be sacrificed. This is the human
solution of the Ruman question : there 1s perhaps
another different and divine solution of the same
question, for the enuntiation of which we will do
well to wait with patreace and coofidence.

The Eastern question is again forewng itself on
public notice. The Sultan 15 said to have re-
phed to the last note of the European Powers,
and to the effect that be declines to acceyt their
adsice—and 1e responsible for the consequences.
France, Great Britain, ant Austria are said to
have come to a common understanding on the
Fastern question,

From Dublin we learn that in the case of the
priconer  Costello charped with Teniamsm, the
jury could not agree.

PROVINCIAL PARLIAMENT.

The first session of the central legislature of the
enited Colopies of British Nerth America was
opened on Wednesday the Gth inst. al Ottawa
by His Exceilency the Governor General.  The
first step was the election of a Speaker for the
Lower Tlouse or Commons ; and on the nnmina-
tion of Sir J. A. Macdonald, seconded by M.
Cartier, Mr. Cockburn, an Upper Cavadian
member, was chosen ta fill this important posi-
ton, Some ohjections were rawed on the
arounds that Me. Cackbura did not understand
Freuch ; but these were met by . Cartier, wio
remarked that, though Mr. C ckburn might not
indecd be able to speak French (uently, he un
derstood 1t sufliciently for the position which he
was called upon to occupy.

On Thursday the 7th, the Speech from the
Throne was delivered by Iler Majesty’s Repre-
sentative i the following terms:—

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate;
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

In sddreasing for the firat tima the Parliamentary
Representativeg of the Dominion of Ornada, T desire
to give expression to myowo deen feeling of gratifica-
tinn that it has been my privilepe to ocenpy an
official position which hag made it my duty to ageigt
atevery step taken in the creation of this great Con
tederation.

1 congratnlate you on the Legislative sanction
which bas been given by the Imperial Parlinment to
the Act of Unioo, under 1he provizions of which we
ar) now aBsembled, and which h-glaid the foundatien
of n new Nationality, that T trust apd believe will,
ere lang. extend itg bouunds from the Atlantic to the
Pacific Ocesn.

In the discuesion which preceded the introduction
of this measure to the Imperial Parlirment, between
the wembers of Her Majesty’s Government on the
ope side and the Delegates, who represented the
Provipces now united, on the other,—it wae apparent
to all those who took part in thase conferences, that,
while Her Majeaty’s Minisiers considered and pressed
the subject of Union 3 a subject of great Imperial
interest, they allowed to the Provincial Represen
tatives every freedom in arranging the mode in which
that principle £hould he applied.

In a similar spitit of respect for your privileges, as
a free and self rcvernine peoole, the Act of Union, as
adopted by the Imperial Parliament,impresses the duty
and confers upon you tha right of redncing to practice
the system of overnment, which it has ealled into
exigtence, of congolidating its pstitntinns—har-
monizing its ndministrative details, and of making
sueh leglalative provisions as will cecure to & consti-
tation, in snise respects novel, a full, fair and un-
prejudiced trial.

With the design of efucling these objects. mensures
will belaid beforn you for tbe amendment and as-
gimilation of the Laws now existing in the several
Peovinces relating to Currency, Customs, Exciseand
Revenue pausrally—for the sdnptinn of a unifurm
Postal System—for the proper manazement and
rmaintennnce of the PPublic Works and VProperties of
the Dominion—for the sdoption of A well considered
scheme of Militia Organiziation and Defence — for the
propor administration of Indian affaira —for the intro-
¢uction of Uniform Lawarespecting Patentaof Taven
tions nnd Discovery—the Naturalization of the
Alieng—nnd 1he asgimilation of the Oriminal Law
and the laws relating to Bankruotcy and Tesolvency.

A meagure will #130 be gubmitted to you, for the
performpnce of the duly jmposed upon Osanada,
under the terms of the Urino Act, of immediately
conatructing the Interrolonial Railway.

This great work will add a practical and physical
connection to the legislative bond which mow unites
the Provinces comprising the Domiaion, and the
liberality with which the guarantes for the cost of
its corstruction wasgiven by the Imperial Parliament
is n new proof of the hearty intercst felt by the
British people in your prosperity.

Your consderatinn will also be invited to tke im-
portant subject of Wesatern erritorial extension, and
your aitention will be called to the best mesuns for
the protection and development of our Fishories and
Marice interesta.

You will also be agked to consider measures
defining the privileges of Pafliament, apd for the
ea‘ablishment of uniform laws relatiog to Elections,
and the trial of Qontroverted Electione,

You will find 1hat they have been framed with
all the attention to ecomomy which i3 compatible
with the maintenance of efficiency in the ditferont
bragches of the public service.

Honoruble Genltlemen and Genllemen,—

The Goneral argruizatinn rnd efficieney of the Va-
luotrers nnd Militia have been greatly improved
within the last Year, and the whole voluntesr Force
of Ontatio and Quebec ia already by the liberality
of the Tmperial Government, srmed with tire Bresch-
loadiog R'fle.

1 am happy to be able tn congratulnte you on the
abnndant harvest with which it bes pleased Provi-
dence 10 blesa the country and on the general pro
sperity of the Dominion.

Your new nationality enters on its conrse backed
by tha moral snpport—the materil aid —snd the
most ardent good wishes of the Matber Country.

to which a speedy answer was promised, the
House adjourned.

The Address in Reply to the Speech from the
Throce was moved w the Lower House on
Thursday $th mst., by Mr. Fisher, seconded by
M. Desaulnier. Mr, Howe spoke at some
length, moving an amendmeat expressive of re-
gret that the people of Nova Scotin bad noet
been consulted prior 1o being forced to a politi-
cal union with Canada; he contended that the
people of Great Britain had bern grossly de.
ceived by the false statements pu forward with
respect to the feelmas of the Nova Scotians
with repard to that measure, Dr. Tupper re-
phed, aud was followed by several olbher mem-
bers {rom the same Province.

Sir J. A. Macdona'd gave explanations as to
the retirement from the Munstry of Mr. Galt,
and was {ollowed by the last pamed gentleman:
his motives in resigning were of a private and
personal nature.

The several paragraphs in the speech from the
Throne are being discussed, one by one. It does
not seem that any amendments to the Address
wili be proposed by the Opposstion.

Protestant objections to Catholie doctrines
and Catholic practices, when made in good fairh,
as po doubt they often are—are for the most
part based vpon popular fallacies, upon 2 miscon-
ception of the real teachings and practices of the
Church, and upon a loose or slip shod use of
Tndeed so many of the popular objec-.
tions to Catholicity arise {rom this 1goorance ot
the meaning of words, and their consequent ms-
use, that, to disstpate ‘them, hittle more than a
goad dictiosary of the Loghsh language 1s
needed.

"T'hus ¢ 1dolatry” is one of lhe objections urged
commnoly agamst us, because of our Tnvocation
of the Saints; becaase of the respect which we
psy to their images, pictures, and relics 5 and
partieulariy becavse of our devotion to Our
Blessed Lady, the Mother of God. DBut this
objection implies a miscoaception, either of the

words,

lcultus sanctorum, as taught and practized by

the Catholic Church, or of the word ¢ 1dolatry’—
perbaps of both: and a mere explanation of the
one, and a strict definition of the meanwng of the
other, will always suffice, with intelligent and un-
prejudiced Drotestants, o work in them the con-
niction—not of the truth of the Catholic doc-
trioe tndeed, but—of the absurdity of the re-
proach of “idolatry” when urged agamst the
practices which are the necessary resulls of that
doctrine, _
Tdolatry consists, essentially, and exclusively,
in attributing to creature, that which belongs
exclusively to God the Creator: in worshipping,
in short, any creafure or arything that s no¢
God. as if 1t were God. Now does the Catho-
lic, when he invokes the prayers of the Sainls,
when he honors their images or relics, or when
e commenJs himself aud his necesaties to the
prayers, and patronage of the Blessed Virgin,
altr:bute to those Saints, or to the Holy Mother
that which belongs exclusively to God ? does he,
1 short, worship any ene of them a5 he tupreme
Gad? This s the question at issue, If he
does, he 1s an idolater : 1f he does not,—no mat-
ter what his error, oiience or sin, it is not, can-
not be 1dolatry, any more than it is burglary, or
arson, or forgery. And here agamr we would
pause to observe that, just as the charge of
% Mariolatry” urged against Catholics always

Could we bring our calumniators to book, we
should always find i last analysis, that they
formed no higher coneeption of God, than that
of a bighly magnified man; that with them, at
best, the iofioite was only a multiple, or exten-
sion of the finte ; differing from the latzer in de-
gree only, very much perhaps, but still only in
degree, ant not at ali w» kind, Because in the
inmost recesses of their hearts, most Profestants
conceive of Jesus Christ only as of an exalted
creature, a very exalted ereature, the most ex-
alted by far perhaps of all creatures, they call us
% Marwolaters,”’ because se think quite as highly
of Mary as they do of her Son. Because they
entertzin but Jow and grovelling 1deas of the
Acbsolute and Infimte Godhead, they tax us with
wlolatry, because we give to His creatures, and
the work of his hands, honor and worship equal
to that which they for the most part give to Him
‘whose work the Saints are. Because they give
to God, and to Christ, tro little, therefare 15 it
that they accuse us of giving to IIis noblest
works, too much,

The difference betwixt the cwitus of the
Saits, even at tts highest, even of that which
we render to Her whom we honor as the Mother
of God, Whom we love and cherish with tender-
est affection as our own dear Mother—and that
which we daily reoder tn (fod as the worship
alone wor'hy of II'm Whose creatures the
Saints are, Whose creature Mary 1s—1is infinite : a
differeace of kuwad, not of depree : so that the
one 13 not a multiple of the other ; so that the
former, when raised to its highest power, cannot
make the slightest approach even to the other.
To a word, the worsh-p which Catholies offer to
God, as the ounly worslip worthy of Him, but
which mdeed 1z fuliy worthy of Hun, great as He
is, and wfiote as are is perfections, 13 sacri
fice, the sacrifice of the Nase » but no Catholies
ever did, or ever will, offer sacnifice to the Saints
or to the Blessed Virgin: and therefore even it
that devotion wineh ihey pay to the laiter be
superfluous, and superstitious, it does not trench
upon, it can never make the remotest approech
eren towards, that worship which they pay to
God: for the finte cannot by amy process of
addition, or of multiphcation become -the In-
fimte.

“We hovor the Samts a5, and solely because,
they are. God’s works, and therefaore infinitely
beneath Him Who made them. We ack their
prayers and intercession on our behalf, and
therefore wnplicitly assert that they are not qute
equal to the Absolute Infinite God. But that
which is not quite wfinite, is altogether finite :
and that which we recognise as in the least less
than God, we recoguise as infisitely less thap
God. DBut how can any act of honor or rever-
ence which we pay to those whom by that very
act we recngmse as infinitely beneath God, be
construed nto the attributing fo them that power
and digoity which heloog to God 7 or in other
words, how ean that act be wlolatrous—since
idolatry consrsts essentially in giving to sometling
that is not God, that which is due to Godalene ?
Superfluous, superstitious the Cathalic culius
sanctoruwm may be —but that s not the question—
but it is not idolatrous : for it does not give to
creature that which 1s due only to Creator: hut
it does pot rob the latter of anything that 1s His
due; for to offer to God that worship which we
offer to the Saints, and to the Blessed Virgin,
would be a sacrilege, would be an msult and an
outrage on the Divine Majesty, and would be
blasphemy agawst the Most High God.

Oaly one word as to the charge of idolatry,
and violation of the (Protestaat) second com-
mandrment, in that we make images of the Saints,
of the Blessed Mother, and of Our Lord Him-
sell. 'We cannot condescend to cliop Scripture,
becaase our rule of faith ts, not a dead book, but
a living Church ; and because we capnot recog-
nise mphicitly, the right of private mterpreta-
tion, We do pot clam it for ourselves,
though we are fully as competent to interpret
the Scriptures as 1s any Protestant; aad we do
vot admit ils existence in any one. Destdes, but
for the autbority of the Catholic Church, we
should not recognise any more supernaturd av-
thority in the collection of writings called the
Bible, than we do in the Talmud, or the Koran.
The Bible is of supernatural value io our eyes,
because, and only because, the Catholic Chureh
which we believe to be the infallible exponent of
God’s mind to man, has authoritatively declared
thiat it contaias in part the Word of God. Take
away this authoritative declaration,shake our faith
in the infallibility of the Church proclamming the
Bible to be an iosprred work, and thougl twe
might still adinire its peetry, and recogmse the
excellence of many ol its moral precepts, we
shoutd Feel as little inclined to reverence it as in
any sense supernaturally anthoritative, or as a rule
of faith, as we are to reverence the oll pagan my-
thologies aod cosmogontes which we read at
school, or to accept as a divine revelation the

Metamorphoses of Ovid.
But with this promso—we would respectfully

indtcates on the part of um who urges it, alow, { beg our objector agamnst the Catholhic practice,
a very low estimate of the person and dignity of | to study grammatically, the twentieth chapter of

the Son of Mary, so the charge of idolairy fre-
quently urged agatnst us, indicates a low, very

low estimate of the nature of the Godbesd.—

Exodus, and the fourth of Deuleronomy, and to
atk himself this questios i—Was the precept
aghinst making any graven image, or hkeness of

ongthing in heaven or in earth, ahsolute, unquaii-
fied? or merely directed agaiost making an
iwage of the Godhead, or of representimg the
Creator nader the simlitude of creature, as the
Kgyptians o particular did ?—and that, because,
on the day when the Lord spake from Horeb,
out of the mtdst of the fire, the people saw o
manoer of likeness to anything fn Him Who
spoke : only they heard a voiece. If 3o, and as
Catholics do not represent the Godbead under any
meterital form or hkeness whatsoever, except
under that of “ God made man” Who dwelt
amongst us, so that we unot ouly heard His vorce,
as did (Pe penple of Ksrael, but aclually behetd
Hirz, which the people of Israel did not—thep
indeed, neither in the letter, nor in the spirit, do
we violate divine law when we mske to oyr-
selves wmages of the Lord Our Gad, Who For yg
was made man,—of His Mather, and of Hig
Saints. But Papists bow 1be head when they
see an image of Chrst: but many Protestants
bow the head when they hear the name Jesus :
and if there be no idolatry in the one act, neither
1s there in the other. The image 13 a sensible
sign whicn through the medium of the optic
nerve evokes the same idea that another sep-
sible sign, the spoken word Jesus, evokes through
the medium of the ear. Why shonid ot o‘ne
elicit the same outward, 2nd sensible signs of
reverence as the other?

The speech of Mr. Howe, the leading etates-
man of the Provinece of Nova Scolia, must have
disappointed those who expecled that he was
about to assume in the central legislature of the
voited colonies, the atfitude of organiser snd
leader of an uncompromising and factiuvs oppo-
mtion t0 the new politeal order, and the party o
power, Deprpcaﬁng the maoner in which this
new political order has been imposed on Nova
Scotia, as in his opmion impolitic and unjust, M,
Howe nevertbeless disclzimed the posihen of
leader of the oppositionjand declared s mtention
to deal with all measures that might be laid be—
fore t' e legislature, on thair intrinsic merite, and
oot in the spint of a partizan.  Ile accepts the
tituation, and proposes to make the hest of it.

There is we think much in the actual position
of Nova Scetia, that 1s analogaus te the position
of Lower Canada some guarter of a coniury ago,,
when against the wishes of ber people a legisla-
tive union with Upper Canada was imposed upon
her by the Tmperial Gove rument ; 2nd we skould
not therefore indulge in harsh ao0d uncharmtable
opinions of the Nora Scotans, because of the
quast hoshle atutude which they have adopted
towards the polhtical measure known as Con-
federation. That measure presents itself under
very different, we may aimost say under contra-
dictory aspects, 1o the Lower Canadian, and
Nora Scotian respectively,

To the former 1t presents iself unt so much
as a measure of union, as of political separation
or ds-umon. Ttis, or at all eveats, 1t appears
to them as a measure which to a constderable
extent relaxes the politieal honds wiich hitherto
bave bound, or united thern to Upper Canada &
asa measure which n snme degree restores to
Lower Canada that autonomy, that right of self-
2overnment, and of control over her own affairs
of which she was barshly, not 10 cay unjustly de-
prived by the Act of Umon which pohtically in-
vorporated her with Upper Canada. And it is
this element of dis-union, or detachment from
Upper Canada : it 1s this gras: restoration of
political independence to Lower Canada which
Confederation contains, that canses that measure
to find favor in the eyes of Lower Canadian
Cathohes and Conservatives. To them it pre-
sents stself as a means for the conservation of
their national peculiarities—their laws, their lan-
guage, and thew religion. 'We sneak with diffi-
dence, and under correction, but such seems to
us the explasation of the favorzble reception that
Confederation has metl with in Lower Canada.

But to the Nova Scotians that measure pre-
sents itself 1 a very different aspect indeed. To
them it is a measure of wniow, and nolhing more,
with a people with whom they da not at ipresent
feel that.they have any commercal, fiscal or
political sympathies, and whose political prepon-
derance they dread. To them the measure car-
ries With it Go promise or prospects of a grealer
amount of political independerce in the monage-
ment of their own affirs than that which they
bave hitherto enjoyed; bat on the contrary, it
threatens to curtail considersbly their former
liberties, and to transfer the control over their
taxation, and the expenditwe of their revenues,
to a body in which they will be but feebly
reprezented, It 1, we thiok, hesanse of this
twc—fold aspect of Coalederation—which pre-
sents itsellas a measure of union and nothing
more, tn {he Nova-Scotian; but as a measure of -
political separation, or quasi dis-union to the
Lower Canadian heretofore bound by the bonds
of a legislative or incorporating union to Upper
Canada—that it has met with such a very dif-
ferent reception 1n one Province, from that which
it bas met with in the other. Ta the one case
it implies the exchange of one kind of union for
another, and looser or less strangent kind : in the

other case it implies neither more nor less than
the putiicg oo of new and onerous yoke : and if
the Nova-Scotians are anti-Unionists 1 1867,
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we should hear 12 mind that the Liower Capa-
diaps were no- less ast-Umiomsls 1o 1839 and
40. .
Yet as the latter by then frankly and loyally
accepting the situatson, and in good faith P.lll-
deavoring to make the best of 1t, saved their
country from the danger with which it was appa-
rently menaced ; so by adoptiny a simiar haoe
of conduct now, will the Nova-Scotians, we are
confident, succeed 1o making for themselves a
good and infuential position 1 the new political
order. Dangers there may be therein no doubt ;
dangers doubiless there are—for what pesition can
pe said to be altogether free from danger 7—
Every man coming mto the world brings with
Lim some faint, or predisposition to disease "
herited from his parents. This man is of a scro-
{ulous, that man of a gouty diathesis, and so with
podies pohtic. They too have each ol them
whether monarchic, or demoeratic, some parti-
cular disease or danger to which in wirtue of
their particular constitutions they are especially
l1able, no matter how nicely balanced and well
Jefned may be the functions of the several or-
gars therein. . .

Now as in the U, States this bereditary or
congental proclivity to disease lay in the immi—
pence of a collision betwixt Tederal Rights and
State Rights, and the destruction of the balance
or harmony betwixt them, so under Confedera-
(ion tbere is the danger of the tno great political
preponderance el Upper Canada or .Ontar:o as it
is styled. Tl preponderance exists already :
and as from its peculiar physical and geographi-
cal conditions, it is to be presumed thatits popu-

“fation Ml always increase in a _reater ratio
thaa that of Liower Canada, or any of the Mari-
time Provinces, so also it is to be feared will its
pohlical prepanderance Iikewise increase. That
preponderauce will be greater ten years hence
than it 18 ta-day.

Tlus 18 the danger that the Nova Scolians

dread, and in this too hes the danger for Catho-
e Linwer Canada. Boihtherefore have a com-
mon interest o resisting the danger accruing from
the political prependrrance of U. Canada m l'he
covocils of the Daminion ; and this coramon in-
terest caa ouly be subserved by an eatente ror-
dzale, or harmouious pehitical alhiance betwixt
these (wo Provinces. Such an allianre might
well be contraeted without dereliction of prnci

ple on either side, unless, indead in a moment of
petulance, or irritation, nur Nova Scotian fellow-
citizens should rashly throw themselves into the
arms of the Rouges. or avti-Catholic and Annex-
atiouist party. With these men, with their allies,
Catholic Tonservatives can have nn sympathy,
po commuaity of action, although both as Ca-
tholics and as Conservalives we can eater
warnoly wto the feelings of the Nov.-l Scottans
with respect to the manger in which the present
poiitical order has been forced upon them ; since
very sinilar feelings were entertaned, aud ex-
pressed by Liower Canadiaps when the Legis

lative Umon with Upper Canada was inposed
unon 1bem: and smnee what Linwer Canadians
chiefly valve in the new Union or Confederation,
15 the relaxation of these bonds which have
mitherto bound the two Provinces together, and
the restoration to this Province in some measure,
or apparently at least, of her autouomy or powers
of self-government.

CONSEJRATION OF THR BISHO? OF SAND-
wricH.

Yesterday, the eonsecration of the Rev. Joho
Waish, lately nominated to the Cathohie See of
Sanduich, took plice in St. Michael’s Cathedral
in this citv. The event was marked by all the

that uswally centres around  the red
letter days of the Catlolic calendar. All
the Canadian Bishops, including the Arch-

bishop of the Prowince of Quebec, were
wvited, together with a large number of Ameri
can prelates, OF the latter but one, Dr. Coo-
roy, of Albany, attended, but, of the f:nrmer, only
one—Bishop LaRocque of St. Myacinthe—was
ahsent, and he on acceunt of sickness. Tue
Archbishop of Quebec, by his higher ecclesias-
tical posilion. as Primate, oficiated, assisted by
the Rev. Bishop Lynch, of Toronto, and the
Tev. Tg. Bourget, Bishop of Montreal,

Bishop Walsh, the newly elected prelate of
the Church, was born 1 the couaty of Kilkenny,
Ireland, m 1828, and is consequently wn his 40th
year. His classical education was acquired o
that country, but Iis theological course was
passed at Montreal. After his consecralion as
priest i this cily, about 14 years ago, i.le was
appointed fo' the mussion of Brooklin, in the
county of Outario. Subsequently, be took the
pastoral charge of St. Mary’s Church, in this
city, and afterwards the Cathedral.  After
spending two years as reclor of the latter; he
ngamn returned to St. Mary’s, where he has
beer 1n charge until nominated by a council of
Bishaps to the Bishopric of Sandwich, rendered
vacant by the resignatioa of Dishop of Punson-
reault. Although nomnated by the Canadian
Bishops to the posttion, his” was not the only
pame mentioned. The rules of the Church re-
quire that three names should be suomitted to
Rome from which to select an eligible person for
the charge. The choice of the Pope feli on
Mr. Walsh, and, in accordance with the Papal
Bull to that eflect, the consecration took place
at St, Michaei’s yesterday. . .

It was arranged that the consecratior services
should be inauguarated by a procession, and this
organised n St. Vincent’s Chapel, attached to
the residence of the Bishop of Toronto, at 9 a.m.
Led by the band of the Christian Brothers’
School, the party marched to St. Michael’s
Cathedral, taking a route down Church street
and west Shuter street to the maw eatrance of
the building. The services in the other Catholic
churches of the city commesced at 5 a.m., in
order to allow the parishioners in these to attend
the consecration at the Cathedral. While the

procession wended 1ts way to the church, these
with large pumbers of the congregation of St.
Michaer’s, formed on the eilher edge of the side:
walk, as a guard of honour to the prelates and
clergy about to take part i the ceremouial.
The bishops, in mitre cope and crozier, beaded
the procession — the lately conserraied Bichop of
Rimousk: taking the lead, the rear bewng brought
up by the newly elected of Sandwich—DBishop
Walsh— haviog on either side the assistant
conseerators, and following them the Archbishop
of the ecclesiastical Province of Quebec, The
crucifix headed the procession, the thurifer or
bearer of the incense and acolites, bearing lights,
followed, the mam body of the pracession having
been made up as already described. Oa the en-
trance into the edifice, the procession was re-
cewed by the chowr singing a ¢ Gloma’ from
Mozart’s 12th Mass ; the procession meanwiile
taking 1ts way to the Sanctuary, where episeopal
seats had been arranged and e diewx erected
for the use of the prelates. I[mmediately n their
rear sat the cleruy, the following being the list
of bishops and clergy present :—

jewelled, gold and silver mitres were wora con
sprcunusly throughout the ceremony while the
cope or vestment which decorated each gave a
brilhiansy to their appearance,strangely in cen
trast with the poor, uncomtartable, dingy lonicing
rews which constitute the furaishing of the
hody of the cathedral. [ the chuarch, two
chanels were prepared, the greater one for the
consecration, being at the heh altar, and the
lesser gne for the elect at the altar of the Blessed
Virgin, The greater chapel had alterations
similar fo thnse usually appesring on imposing
ceremonials. A large number of candles highted
up the altar and displayed a number of floral
fecorations, whch constituted the main change.
Tn the smaler chanel besices those things which
are usial, were to be seen the pantifical restmeats
tor the elect, as also a cope, ewers and water, a
pith of bread for use ia the ceremony, and other
articles, A profusion of drapery alsn appeared
i tins lesser chapel tn add to the ornamentatinn
of the enclosure. The inoterior of the church
itsell was fringed with festoons of evergreens,
and the pillars supporting the roof had similar
decorations., Besides this, the mazn body of the
edifice attracted no unusual attention, in fact it
presented a rather dingy, vel, no doubt,
sufficiently soleran appearance for Lhe ceremnaial
about to take place,which by Catholics is consi-
dered one of the most august ceremnnses of thetr
church. The essential nite by which the prwer
of the emscopacy 13 held to be communicated is
the imposition of bamls with prayer; but the
preparatory examwnation, the delivery af the
emblems of this pastaral authorily, and the various
other ceremonnies fsrm a whale which is priner-
cipally distinguishahle (or its showy magoifi-nece.
Three bishops are required by the ancient canons
and the general practices of the Catholic Church
for the consecration, thausl i soma instances
the places of the two assistant hisoops are {illed
by priests, by special dispensation from the Holy
See.

The church was filled before the processinn
entered,although admittance was by card. After
the arrival of the digmtaries, the concourse
crowded the isles and corridors fo such 2n extent
that standing ronm was scarcely availahle for the
crowd—fully 3,500 were present, Many were
cnmpelled to leave for want of room, while, of
those present a large number belonged to other
religious dsnominations, and prominent eslizens
were 1neluded amnng this number.

adorned garment worn on particular oceasions,
The consecrator toak Ins seat at the altar and
the elect in -addition to the garments named,
wearing his hiretuin, & small purple cap, was led
to him by the assistant bishops, who were also
clothed with a cope and wore the mtre. 'This
Yatter, in the Cathelic church,is mtended to re-
present the helmet of salvation, a kind of armour
with which the bishop it is presumed should be
specially protected.

. .'There are not many in Paris who declare they

_believe that the Italian Goverament i3 really de-
sirous to prevent the invasion by the Garibal-
dians of the Pontifical territory, and as for the

Press, this incredulily is pot confived to that por-
tion 'which defends the temporal power of the
Pope. For instance, the Journal de Pars has

a strong article from tbe pen of its chief editor,

M, Weiss, against M. Ratazzi; and the grounds
of the charges be brings against Lim are thus set
forth :—M. Rattazzi, he contends, has during
three moaths atlowed Garibaldi to pubhcly earol
voluateers for the invasion of the Roman States,
These volunteers find in Italy, and without the
least difficulty, arms, muoitions of war, and mo-

ney. They have their officers ; they are formed

in groups under the orders of their chiefs, openly
and mamfestly with the object of marching into
the Pontifical terntory. They talk publicly in
every coffee-house of their designs. They publish
in all the newspapers that they mean to be at

Rome on a fixed day aod at a fixed bour. M.

Rattazzi, who does not disturb or disquiet them,

makes such little mystery ot the malter, that in

the early part of September tle (German water-
ing places resounded with the echo of those pre-
dictiens to be actomplished at a certain date ;
and when the plot is matured asd the storm
bursts, when tfe binds, with the assent or the
tolerance of the Italian Government, invade the
tranquil territory of Rome, 1t 1s that very iova-
sion by those volunteers of whom Italy and its
Government are the zccomplices that M. Rat.
tazzi pretends to make the pretext for confis
catiog Rome and ats terntory. M. Rattezar,
perhaps, trusts too much in the credulity of ins
contemporaries. The Juurnal de Paris will
not admit that be is not responsible for the dis-
orders which at this moment take place in the

Roman States, and which add one more to the

causes of angwish which a bad policy has created

for Europe. If the ¢ party of action,’ who have
their sdeas about Nize, as they have them about

Rome, presume to act towards Nice as they act

towards Rome, M. Rattazzi would most assur-

edly have stifled the conspiracy at its very birth,
apd pot three volunteers waould set foot on the
territory of Nice. M. Weiss has no belief
whatever in the powerlesiness of the Ttalian Go-
vermnent against these bands; but if 1t be pow.
erless against them, why do the supporters of its
policy allege it as a crune against the Pupal Go-
vernment that it is powerless 7 T{it be pretended
that the Roman States shou!d be supyressed be

cause it has not the force to instantly disperse
ibose armed bands, they should begin by sup-
pressing the kingdom of ILtaly, which cannot dis.
perse them ; and which put on foot 40,000 sol-
diers, excellently well armed, cannon, and cavalry
agamst the Garibildians, and having exhimted
the execution of that design all imaginable good

faith, bas obtamed precisely the same result as o

it bad placed en echeloiz on the Ponufical fron-

tier 40,000 soldiers of painted pasteboard.

1 have reason to believe that a short article io
the Constitutionnel of to-day is from an official
source. It declares that the question at issue is
purely and simply one of a freaty—treaty drawn
up in terms so clear as to have no doubt what-
ever as to its meaniag. ‘There 1s nothing of as-
prration or of sentiment; it is a treaty and
nothing more ; and treaties signed deliberately
and freely must be executed with good faith.—
‘Who shall say that Italy did not sign the Sep-
tember Convention freely, or that one of the
contracting parties used violence towards the
other? France and [taly tock upon themselves
certain engagemeots towards each other which
must be strictly observed, and from which one of
the parties canoot be relieved without the con-
sent of the other. No doubt there may be <iffi-
culties in the way of their execut'oa, and it may
require sacnifices at a certain moment to do one’s
duty to the end; but it is precisely for this tha!
treaties were made, and that guarantees were
given and taken ever since civilization existed,—
ever since there were States and peoples. Never
was treaty more explicit than the Convention of
September. In order that France might qut
Rome Italy took upon hersell epgagements to-
wards the French Goveramenot. It is the duty
of Ttaly—a daty which becomes her—to observe
these engagements; ‘aod it is the right of
Fracce, concludes the article, * to make them
be respected. Itis her nght, and a right which
cannot be called in question.”

- It 1s oot exclusively the clerical journals that
urge the Groverument to undertake a fresh ex.
pedition to keep b-ck both Garibaldrau and
Italian troops from occupyiog the Pontifical ter-
ritory 3 the Presse, for instance, and the Jour-
nal de Paris are strong in their reprobation of
the invaders, and cf those who are believed to
support them.

a few vesgels ghould get their steam up at Toulon to
make the Italian Cabinet obey with docility our in-
junctions. Apd gome yerrs back, when we had oot
as yet at our gales Prussia aggrandized, while our
troops ware gtill at Rome, we were not able to pre-
vent the Italians from laying their hands on the
Postifical territory - that territory on which our fiag
was at that moment floatiog. Apnd we allowed M.
Cialdini=-this same General who is now charged
with mekiog our policy triumph at Florence— orush
with an army of 40,000 men the handful of volun

teers commanded by Lamoriciere. Was it more
difficult to do then what we do new ?  Or ratber,
wus it not st once essier and more useful? Eagier,
ag we had not as yet quitted Rome; more nseful, as
the Pontifical States had not yet been reiuced, as
they now are, to a territory manifestly insufficient.
This i3 a questlon which our readers may answer for
shenseives.

A contest between France and Italy, were it to
becomo jnevituble, wonld be a short one and of no
doubtful issue. France is a eompact, warhke em-
pire. Italy isa distracted, half-bankrupt State,a thing
of yeaterday 10 & grent measure France’s own crea.
tion. Thereisdangernct anly of Italy beiog worsted
in the fight, but of ber receiving injuries far beyond
the ictention of France ta repair. The expectation
anod bope of many ure that if the agtiation io
creases the [talian troovs should bs puskel om
to Rome, for if the enterprise succeeds through the
medium of the party of action, and in oppositico 10
the will of the I alian Government, the probability is
that this party will declare a Reopublic. Indeed,
[ have it from a most distinguisbed man, who for the
last 20 years bas been known to me as tzking & pro.
micent part in the political movements of Southern
[taly, that such i3 the prabable programms of the
purty of aciion, It will not bave escaped your atten.
tion that the leading men in the existivg agitation
are Repablicans in their aspirations, and though they
may heve kept them under restraint tor some yrars,
it is sc-reely likely, when smarting with frritation
sgeinst the Government, that i 1he bour of triumph
t.ey would abstaia from demanding & Conatitution
or declaring o Republic on the Capitol.— Times.

The Mounitewr du Soir of yesterday’a dote publishes
the following is its weekly bulletin . —

The Note published ia yeaterday’'s Monileur has
made ko-wa one result of the appeal made by France
to Italy in requiring from the lutter the exeecutioa of
the Convention of Septemb:r 15, nad the ndoption of
meisures fited to put astop to thz eaterprises of
the revolutionary party sgiinat the States of the
Holy Father. The [telinn Government basadmitted
the forcs of the engagemernts which it had coa-
tracted, and haa made known its fized intention to
g:op tha Garibaldian bands, to - ppose enli:tmente,
aod to establish a surveillence over the Pontifical
irontier. Signor Rattazzi bas given in Lisresignation,
and General Gialdini has been charged by tha King
with the formalion of & n2w Minizstrg. On the other
hand, the invaderz, who, in viclntica of all the rulea
of the la~ of nations, had thrown themselv:sinta the
Pou-ifical tercitory, ba e had tosbanden the positions
which they had taken up in cenarquencs ¢f anus-
hreken seriea of reverses inflered upoa them by the
Papal troops. At Monte Libreti and at Nerols
the Pontifical eoldiers bravely attacked the epemy,
always superior in numbers, and bave evéry-
where defeated and put them to fQight, These deeds
of arms reflect the highest hooour upen the small
Romin erm?, all the various edrps of whizk, native
aud foreign slike, have rivalled each otber in courage
and ardour. The popnlation of tke Pontifical Siates
hive made it a point of honour to prove theic senti-
menty of fdelity towsards their Sovercign by them-
8a'ves combatting the sggressors. Detechments of
pensent volunteers (squudrigiieri) have taken nan
active part in tte contest, and have shown by their
r:solute attitnde that the revolutionary agilation
con'd reckon neither on \heir indiffsrence ncr their
complicity.

Roxe.—The Pope’s subjects remsin faithful to the
last, nowhere did a gingle village, town, or com-
muae join the movement, Nowhere bad any feeling
gafe fear and disgust been exprassed for the bands.
Everywhere the people of every clnss stood aloof, in
sollen but impotent indigunation, while therr faith
wag outraged, their altars profaned, their God in-
gnlted—their homes invaded by a horde of lawless
rufians unrecognised by sny Europenn power, and
ag fairly without the pale of the law a3 any band of
brigands that ever ravagad Cirslaba, or devastated
Spain or Mexico.
