3, usiog iucanse ; And 4, mixiog water with the wine
in the solemaization of th» Hely Communion Tlhe
learned judge of the Arches Court, by hia decree,
sugtained tbe third and fenrta of these charges, and
admonizbed Mr Mackooochie to abstain for the
fiture from the use of incense, and from wmixing
water with the® wine. Againat that part of the
decree there wpa nn nppesl, but the prosecutor in
the Arches Qourt wag disanticfied with the aeguaittal
on the fi-st and second charges. As te the first
charge, Mr. Mackooochis, while admitting the
elevation of the consrerated elements, pleaded that
ke had dircontinued the practice before the institu-
tion of this euirt. The learned judga therefore ald-
monished Mr. Mackonochie not to recur to the prac-
tice but as to the charge of kueeling nod prostrating
bimgeif before the consecrated elemeote, the judpe
held that if Mr. Mackonochie had committed any
atror 1o that respect, it wag one which should not
form tho subject of a criminal prosecution but skould
be r ferred to the bishop, in order that he might
exercise his discretion.

From Italy
we learn that the riots, caused by the grinding
taxation under which the victims of Victor Em-
mapuel’s rule groen, are spreading in various parts
of the kigdom. The military force, it1s addeds
has been used freely for the guppression of these
protests agaiost an tolerable tyranoy, and nom-~
bers of the poor people have been shot dowp.—
Rome wes trauvquil.

The Ritualists, or Romamzing party in tbe
Anglican Establishment, have received a heavy
blow, After years of tedious ltigation, the
Judictal Committee of the Privy Ceuncil bas
pronounced judgment in the Maconochie case,
whereby virtually are condemned, and pro-
@ounced illegal, and abhorrent to the Chureh
of Eogland as by Law Established, all those
Catbolic Eucharistic doctrives for which the
Ritualists have long contended. No looger can
asy one urge that Anpghcanism in any sepse

" tolerates a belief in a real presence of Our Lord
#a the consecrated bread and wine; or that m
the Church of Eogland as by Law it exusts,
there is Priest, or Altar, or Sacrifice. These
points, so long debated, are for ever set at rest
&n so far as the law of the land is conceroed ;
aud the law haviog spoken, for once unambigu»
cusly, the question comes up, * What will the
Ritualists do now 7”

Many, we expect, mil submit to the law, and
stick to their official emoluments, renouncing the
faith which hitberto they bave professed.—
Others will probably he now convinced, that as
there 18 no connection of any kind betwixt what
they call their « dranch” ot the * Church Ca-
tholic” aod any of the other ¢ branches,” whe-
ther Eustern or Western, it 1s their daty to lay
awde for ever their silly ballucinations about the
grossibility of a #Corporate Reunion,” amd to ac-
cept at once the only possible upion, that is to say,
22 mdividual union, with the Catholic Church,
by submitting themselves unreservedly io her
authonty. A third party, inconsistent to the
Bast, will for a time strive to reconcile their con-
sciences with their emoluments ; and when this
shall be no longer possible to them, they will try
%e wet up a sub.sect of their own, in the sbape of
am wdependent Avnglican Church, after the
fazhion of the non jurors at the time of the Re-
velation. Whatever, bowever, the upshot of
the deetsion of the Privy Council, it canaot fail,
i the long ™y, to be iojurious to Anglcanism,

emist, only as a compromuse. Now it ts com=

We trust, that i justice, the Wit
ness will also reproduce the short article on the
same subject, 1o our 1ssue of the 15th instact,
wherein we endeavored to arrive at the correct
grammatical wterpretation of a passage in the
orizinal English text of the Ordwauce, by col
lating it ‘with 1he corresponding passage in the
original French text ; and that our contemporazy
will thus give bis readers an opportunity of judg
ing for themselves, as to whether the nterpreta—
tion given to that passage by him o1 by us, is the
more 1n harmony with the words of the official
document known as the Ordinance of 1840 ; and
issued by the Queen in Council for the purpose,
as expressed in its Preamble, of setting at rest
all doubts acd controversies as to the right and
titles of the Seminary of St. Sulpice to the
several Seigmories and otber properties by 1
claimed, and by it actually held, possessed and
enjnyed since the Capitulation of 1760, wheu the
Province was ceded by Frznce to Great Brit
ain :—

1t is evideot, however, that three clagses and nor
twe, were weant. For if only invalids and orphans
were intended, the sentence would staed, ¢ the sup-
port of the pcor Invalids and Orphang’; but the de-
finite article happily fices the meaning in epite nf
.oy unintentioual or Intentional mistake of the print-
ter.

Nor are we left merely to this argoment, souni ap
it ia ; for that such wust have been tha inteut aed
mean g of the proviso i8 also evident from the fact
that it i8 impossible the church of Rome conld leave
out such an imnorrant cligs es ‘the poor, which
the Feripturs says we are t» bave always witis us,
and of which that church makes so much account.
Yet, if ! the poor’ sre not in thst gentence, they are
aowhere elae in the charter ; and when tha Seminary
got the whole Tsland of Mantreal for charitable par-
poses the largest ¢'ass to be benefited Were left out
That the poor must first get sick before they can re
ceive any aid trom the immense endowments of the
Seminary wounld be the greatest reproach tbas ~onld
well be conceived against that institation. To suffer
gtarvation to go ou till it ended fn sickness is what the
True Witness alleges the geatlemen of the Semin ry

aust do before relief can be administered ; but thiane-

body else will believe. Nor do thoee gentleman be-
lieve it themselves, for tkeir magoificent alme deeds
to ¢ the poar’ in fuel, food, and other wave have heen
get forth over and over again by the Minerve, True
Witness, and all other adnlatora of the Semioary
Bat accordiog to the True Wiiness, all such aid was
illegal, or, in other Words, a breach of their charter.
becauge they are restrained by that documeat from
gpending mnney for any other object than thoge it
seta forth, and the poor, he alleges, is not among
them.

The True Wailness's mig-statements are something
like &ir Joan Falstaff's. ¢ gross and palpable” aad
like his algo they do not hang togerher; and we
would respectfolly suggest to the gentlemen of the
Seminary, i{ they wiah to shitk the duty of support-
ing tbe poor that it would be for their interest to
pay him off and employ one of the m»et ekilfal Jeaait
Fathers io bis 8*ead, .

This, however, is oot the only absurdity in the
above carefully prepared, and, doubtlezs, ¢ by an-
thority” article, The laboured argument that the
Seminarians are af liberty to lay out their money on
any of the objects set forth in the Act, and to sne.
glect the othera is 8 most singular one. We tave look-
ed in vain, in the paragzaph quoted as authority, for
the disjanctive * or,” bat we find nothing except the
copulative * and.” Now, as long ae thst atands, it
fa evident that the abligation of the Seminary ia to
support, moccording to its meana sll the objects
tentioned, the * poor” included. Aa well mightit
be argoed that, because tae Commandment says :
! Thou shalt honor thy father and thy mother,”
therefore the child is at libariy to choose which of
bis parents be will honor, snd to what extent. If
the True Witness ba correct, tbe Beminary gentle-
men might expend their whole income oa their own
supvort |

Even upon tha plea of the good fathers of the
Seminaty themselver, howaver, as get forth in the
abcve article, they are bound to smpport poor in-
valida. and cosseqnently they shonld bear the
greater part of the expense of the Mantreal General
Hospital, which we bave not yet beard of their do-
jog. They shonld also, as they have tu support or
phana, pay the expenses of both the Rrman Oatbalic
aod Protestant Orpban Asylume. They gnt their
property for thess purposes a3 they themselves ad
wit; asd toat property, if it was originslly trom
Roman Oatholic sources owes most of ita valne ang
revenue to Protestant induatry, capital, and enter-
prise, These neglected du‘ies are therefore olearly
jneumbent upon them on their cwn showing ; and
it ia not less clear on cur showing that *the poor”
ghould he included. sand that they shnuld sapport,
not only Roman Qatholic charities for the poor, but
the Protestant house of Indastry and Night Retage.
Perhaps indeed if they made so good a uge of their
moaey, Notre Dame street and Bt. Fracgais Xavier
strest would not be crowded for some dis ance on a
certain day in sommer with traocks loaded with
oadke of wine going into the Seminary vaulta ; but
the good fathera would be nome the worsa for the
want of that cordial ; whilst the poor would be a
great denl the better of the fuel and bread that the
money would bay

To this first article we rerlied by collating the
French fext, with tle English text of the pas-

sage whose meaning the Witness disputed: to

claims, and other claims arising out of the war

this our contemporary returned the. foilowng
reply, carefully evading the poiat at 1ssue :—
From Wilness of 141h inst:

To suppose
that when euch an enormus endowment was bestow-
ed for charitable, and other purposes, ®the poor,
were entirely left oat, i3 to libel aiike the Goveroment
and the Bemwinary ; apd if, ag the True Witness has
it, only ! the poor Tovalids' were mesnt, who were
the invalids thug definitely pointed out? Then again
to puppose that the Seminary ia atliberty to prefer
to auy of the purposes for which it holdsits property.
and peglect the rest. is, if posaible, still wore sbsnrd
Ha fs quite right, indeed, when be says that the Act
limita the Semioary to these objects though quite
wrong When he makes attention to any of them op-
tional, But the only point on which he is right
combplately confutes his former position, for, if - the
poor’ be not among the objects of the Seminary, all
thet it has done for that class has been in violation
of its obarter, and the lesrned and sble fathers of
that corporation have cot underatood the document
in virtae of which it exiets, We pauee for theinser-
tion of our reply in the True Witness.

To the inuendoes of the Witness in the first
article as to the habits of the gentlemen of the
Semioary we shall offer no rejoinder. The
“ good fathers” are known to,and are appre
cialed by all gentlemen and Christians. whether
these call themselves Catholic or Protestant,
aod we peither marvel nor prieve because the
editor of the Watness knows them' not, aod 1s
by his very pature ncapable of appreciating
them. 'We ghall say no more on the subject, for
we kaow that his remarks will provoke the dissp-
orobation of all that 1s respectable amongst our
Protestant fellow-citizens, to whose general cour
teey towards our clergy, and religious, and whose
grnerous effarts w bebalf of the wndigent of thewr
own denominatica, we are always happy to have
1t 1 our power to bear wilness.

The points at 1ssue betwixt us and the Wit
ness are but two, Oce turas on 2 wmatter of
historical fact ; the other on a rule of French
grammar. et us stick to these:—

{1.) The question of historical fact betwixt
us 13—Was the Semnary ct St. Salpice founded
as the Witness asserts that it was, for the sup-
port of the indigent of the 1sland of Montreal ?

(2.) The grammatical 1ss1e 18=—Do the words
of the Ordinance of 1840, wbich 10 the Eaglish
text indicate as a legitimate object for the ap
plication of the Seminary’s revenues, * the sup
port of the paor [avalids and Orphans:” and in
the equally authoritative French text, /e sou
teen des pauwes invalides et des orphelinsy
oecessarily, and aceording to the rales of crits
cism and of grammar, include three classes of
persons as the Wilness asserts? or twa classes
as the TRue WiTnNess pretends? These, and
uo other, are the questions at issue.

With regard to the first issue, we observe :—
That or the Witness, which asserts that the
Seminary of St. Sulpice was founded for the
support of the iedigeot of the island of Montreal,
aod not on the True WiTNEss which meets
this affirmative proposition with an ungnalified
denial, rests the burden of prosf. Tt is, accord
ing to the laws of logic, for the Witnessto
prove that what it sars 1s true: not for us to
prove that it 12 false.

And yet by referesce to facts recorded 1n
story, and to the words of an official document,
issued hy the British Goveroment, it 15 easy to
vrove these two propositions § —

(1.) The Semioary of St. Sulpice was found
ed by the illustrious servant of God, M. Olier,
with the cbject par excellence, of carrying out
the desire expressed by the Council of Trent 1n
the 18th chapter of its 23rd session, for the
erection of a Semioary, or Seminaries, for the
training of young men to the service of the altar;
so that thereby the Charch mighit be coustantly
supplied with a body of learaed and zealous
priests, fitted by -their learniag fo oppose the
errors of the day, and by their z-al to carry the
Gospel amongst the heatben to the uttermost
parts of the earth, This was the object of the
founder of the Seminary: and to this 1ts grear
object, all its efforts, all its labors no matrer in
what direction they might exteond, and all s
revenues no matter how applied, were to ha
subsidiary or auxiharg. The very name ¢ Se
minary” applied to the nstitution suffictently
indicates what was the object of its founders,
what the main object of its members, and its
special object as it exists tn Canada,

(2.) And the legal right of the Seminary of
Mootreal to pursue this as its object is formally re-
cogmised by the Ordinance of 1840, or verdict
proncunced by the Queen in Council, a3 to tne
titles, rights, and duvies of the Semmary of St.
Sulpice in Moatreal. Tn that decument Sect.
II.—t is declared 1hat the said Seminary * shall
have, hold and possess” its property in Canada,

“ag proprietor thereof,” —
1 24 fully, in the eame manoer, and to the same ex-
tent as the Eccleaixstics of 1he Seminary of St. Sul-
pice of the Fuuxbourg of Saint Garmain Lez Parin
¢ * * might or could have done, or had a right
to do or might or con'd bave held, joyed, or ap-
plied the 81me or ary part ‘trereof previnnaly to the
Iast mentioned period® i.e 18th Sept.. 1759

To ascertain therefore what the ohj-ct of the
Seminary of St, Sulpice - of Montreal 1n 1869,
what the purpose to which ahove all things, and

accordiog to the mtear~ of ita founder, 1ts reve.

nues should be, and to which by British law they
‘may be, appplied, we have but to determine from
French history, what was the object for whick
the Semwary of St. Sulpice of Saint Germain
L+-z Paris was founded: what the purpose to
which, préimarily, the revenues' of the latter
were applicable on the 18ih Sept, 1759. In short,
whatever the rights of tbe Semnarians of St.
Sulpica at Paris over their property at the date
indicated, these, nerther more nor less, are the
legsl rights of the Semiarians of Montreal over
tkeir property 1n Canada to-day. Whatever
the objects, whatever the duties, for which, and
subject to which, the Paris Seminarians in Sep.
.tember 1759 beld and possessed their property,
tbese are the objects for which the Seminary of
St. Sulpice of Montreal exists to-day ; these the
duties and obligations to winch it is legally sub-
ject, according to the express words of the Or-
dinance of 1840. It is now in the nineteenth
century—as its name indicates—what it was
the eighteenth century ; what 1t has beeo from
tbe day it was founded tm the seveoteenth cen-
tury—first and above all things a % Seminary,”
that is to say, n the words of TWorcester’s Dic-
twnary, % a place of education:™ or a college
appointed * for the instruction and education of
young persoas destined for the priesthood.”~—

Hook.— Vide Worcester.

As to the second point at issue, we submit it
to such of our readers as are moderately ac-
quamted with French grammar. 7The question
simply is—In the sentence,

demned. ¢ We canoot” says the Teimes ¢ be
said to be wholly without respoasihility wheo we
allow our religion to be preached in a manaer
certain to provoke a furions antagonism.” Tins
may be admired i evaogelical mizsionaries to
mere Insh Papists, and such hke, but it will no?
do for China. Aud the ZYmes eontinues in the
following straio, not flatterieg indeed to the in-
tellectual or moral attainments of Protestant
missionaries, but very true nevertheless ;:—

Thess miasionariss are not generafly men prepar-
ed for so great and ao delicate a work, They have
been educated, of course, after a fashion, byt ttey
are oot men who wauld be called * educated” in any
literary cirole of this country. They are men gene-
rally with & confirmsed prejudice aguinst sll tradi-
tiona, all philosophy, and every spiritaal or preter-
natural doctrine not expresaly and distinctly reveal-
ed, They look into their Bibles, and they dou't find
there either the Chinese anceatry or the Chicese in
tellectual system. As the Chinaman ia perfecily
gatiefi+d with his own aystem, and fnds it oonven-
ient ae well as plansible and harmonions, be resists
the intrnduction of foreiga ideas; which, as he thinks,
would only unsettle bim. [a & coaree and brutal
way he carries the war futo the ensmy's couatry by
{nsolting bis faith. Bat ig it at ail pecessary that
there shonid be either this attack or this consequent
recoil? In the sacred record we read that the firat
preachera of our faith had to present themaelves
everywhere, among idolators, philcaopbers, barba
viand. civilized men, Jowish sectariana, and every
variety of faith and opinion. Yet it ia impossible to
find a siogle expression in their racorded discourses
and conversations otherwise than reapectful kind
and congiderate. They appealed to every belief and
avery feeling, ndt ng falge and hateful, to be con-
demoed and destroyed, but as the foundatinn on
which their own batter teacting waa to ba rafsed,
and with whioh it did, in fact, fase itgelf.

The sneer at the ignorance and the narrow-
mioedness of the Protestant Mirsionaries 1s well
merited we admit ; but 1t is out of place, to say
the least, to cite as an wstance. thereof, their
prejudice agamst all traditions, &z., and every
doctrine not expressly and distinctly revealed,
when this prejudice 1s the very boast and glory
of Protestantism ; which moreover limits all re.
velation to the Bible, on the strange, or rather
groundless assumption, that it contaios all things
vecessary to salvation,” so that whatsoever 15
aot read therein, nor may be proved thereby,s
not to be required of any mac {hat it should be
believed as an article of the Faith.”—Art. VI.

and mouey, have dooe so much for the Asvium.

Tue contract eolered into by John O’Leary,
E.q., for the erection of an addition te the Asy-
lum, is now completled with some trifling excep-
tiosr, and the new buildiog will be handed over
to the Committee 1o a day or two. The amount
of money exrended on this bulding to the present
time is $11.522, and a turther sum of about
$3,000 will be reauired to complete it.

1t will be fresh 1n your memeory that,in order
to carry on the work, 2 lean had to be regorted
to in 1867, the amouat of which was $6,800.
Your Committee 1s happy ta he able to report
taat of this sum $2 800 have been returned. thus
reducing the debt upon the property to $4,000.

There 1s still due by subscribers to the Build-
iog Fuod a very coasiderable sum, which if paiud
would nearly extioguish ane-half the debt upon
the Asylum. Subscribers sbould bear 1n mind
that, dependiog in a great messure upon therr
promises, lbe Committee undertook the erection
of the bwldiog, aud that delsy on their part in
paying the amounts promised retards the com-
pletion of the new Asglum.

STREET BEGGARY.—The heart of the be-
vevolent man is sorely tried to resist the appeals
made i the bitter days of winter by shivering:
fooking men or women or chilires for belp.
Most, if not all, of these applicants are profes-
sionals, and have made the science of extraction
a stady, Oae Little raseal is in the babit of
buying up from the newsboys their unsold copies
of the evening papers at reduced rates, and of
staodiog in a pitiful attitude late in the evening,
whining out that he has not sold his papers and
cannot go home. 'This was a neat stroke and
bas sold well, as the soft-hearted often buy the
whole collection and carry them off, others pay
for the whole lot but do not want the papers, and
so leave them n bis hands to repeat the httle
game. One blind deformity has beea in the habit
of standing near the Semnory with a misshappen
baod extended, into which a pretty constant
stream of coppers aad now and then a silver
coin, flows. A family of girls were pests for a
time ; a man with a sore, from which ke would
suddenly pull the cloths and disgust people was
hardly so suecessful as he might have been, as
irascible people used to threaten to kick him if
be persisted in his horrible trade. The destitute |
mdow dodge bas a few repre<entatives in the
city. In the country this class drives round
with a horse and cart, and swears in gond set
terms 1n bad patois at those who refuse to be
taxed to support a beggar on horseback or rath-
er, in a carriage, for often the vebicle and borse
are better than some hard-workiog farmers can
afford to keep. Io France none of these people
can go without their papers. If the man with
the sores, or the man to be found lounging on a
Sunday morning vear the Church, and whisper-
iog mysteriously and tnodestly bus wish for a
quarter or half a dollar as lus family 1s starving,
aod be has run out although it is sunday, not be-
iog able to bear their suffering, were to try
their appeals they would soon be pulled up. The
system of street alms 1s altogether discounten-
enced there, and it should be so here, With so
many patione! societies and bepevoleat institu-
tions there is no need for out-door begging, and
it may almost be said that every ceat given is a
direct encouragement to vice.—Moatreal Her-
ald.

SaaLL Pox axp Sieigas,—The by-law
which was passed not long ago, forbidding the
corveyance of a corpse in any public vehicle for
hire, except a Learse, 19, we are sorry to observe,
being daily broken. This would be bad enough
at any time, but must be fraught with the great
est daoger at the present moment, whes small
pox is so prevalent amongst childreo in the city,
that a large proportton of these offenses against
a samitary by-law must involve the presesce of
small-pox 10 vebicles which will be used, perhaps
the next time, by healthy and unsuzpecting 10-
dividuals, who would not. on any consideration
eoter the sleigh, did they know that it had con-
veyedfa corpse at all, much less one that had
suffered fatally from small-pox. To the extre
mely poor there may he a strong temptation to
break this wize probibitary law, and to save the
difference of expease hetween the bire of a hearse
and a simple sleigh, but the matter is of too serious
a natare to he winked at. Moareover, it 1s nat
the very poorest who are the only offenders ; and,
in view of the bazard hereby caused to the com-
mupiry, hundreds of wbomn are mourmng n breave-
ment from small.pox and other wlectiovs diseases
duripg the pest twelve months, we cull for the
total extinetion of a practice which, 1t seems, has
ooly been scotched not killed.— Montreal Wat-

gecure their object by simoly forbidding war.
Auatria is not in a position to act alove; Prussia
bas no interest in acting at all. If, tuerefore, Ruse
sia snd France cannot agree upon thig simple 8 lu-~
tion of the diffeplty, or agree upon it in a way cal«
colated to produce political changes in sn important
quarter of the world, ulterior cous quences are lke-
ly to ersue. The Rossian papers alse begin to have
an iokling of this. The St. Petersbarg Golos, some-
timea ingpired by the Minister of Edaeation, advises
the Government it serves to cut the Gordian knot of
Ensstern difficnlties by setiling with Frauce about a
regeneration of the interesting nationalities on tke
debsatable peninsuls. The paper admits :

‘War wonld just ncw be very inconvinest
to Russia  Her Southera Railway is not yet fisished ;
ber fleet ia frrz .0 up at Crounstadt; her army but
very irsuffiziently sapplied with the peedle gun. A
compromige with the only Power to ba feared, there
fore, would be the most npatmral thing in the world.
