The upshot of the iniquity was, that a trect of
country nesrly equal i extent to all Yorkahirs and
Lancashire and situated in the richest wnd best
cuttivated part of Ireland, wss placed at the Eog-
lish King’s disposal. It comprised no less thaa three
hurdred and eigh!y five thousand acres, which the
monarch immediately proceeded to distribute,

their preportions of Eoglish and S-otch tepants

‘Secondly, to perdons employed under Gorern-
ment, who might teke Eaglish or Irish teannts at
their choice.

' Thirdly, to the natives of those counties who
were to ba {reeholders.

‘Bt pereons of ‘rish desceut were not to be per
mitted to reside upon the lands at all; nor were aay
Ostholios to ba 8o permitted; that is, mo person
should be allowed to occopy sny of toe lauda who
had vot taken the oath of gupremacy.’ - Mem. p. 174
182 3.

To this challenge the Rev. Mr. Hellmuth re-
pbed'in a very long communication to the Free
B33, of which the greater part carefully shirks
U Ewo questions at issue : but m which never—

thelees, be does ‘cite. his- authorty for- gsserting’
that, Cathalics teach and believe that an indu!-
gence imphes aot only the remission of temporal
pugishment due to sin, but the remssion of the
sin itself: and that such indulgences are openly
advertised for sale oo the doors of all ‘he
churches in Rome aod Italy. For the first as«
seition be quotes St. Liguori :—

Whalever definition Protestant divinea may hu:a
given to the word in question, it is cfese {iom posi-
tive and implied tesching of the suthoritica of Rome,
that by f Indulgence’ something mote i3 mesot th:s

o *Duoffy's Oatholic Libracy, Part 9, translated
from the Italian ef St. Alphonsas M. Liguari’ (Dab-
In 1845), we 1ead in page 31:— L.

(I,et us algo endeavonr to gaia ss mauy indul-
gencies a0 we can. Holy indulgencies abridge the
paina which we must saffer io purgatory.

Admirable logic! St. Alphonse Liguori an
approved theologian and doctor of the Catholic
Church, defises an lndulgence as a means by
which the pains which we must suffer 10 purga-
tory —that is to say temporal pains—and tem-
poral paws only—may be abridged: therefore
the Church teaches that by ¢ Indulgence some-
thing more 1s meant than the mere releasiog of
the debt of temporal punishment which remains
due on account of those sins, which as ta the
guit and eternal pumshment, bad been already
remtted hy repentance and confession!” Ex—
cellent reasoning !

Mr. Hellmuth’s authority for his other alle
gation, that even to-day Indulgesces are soLp,
and advertised {or sale, 15 as good, and as much
to the purpose as is that which be finds in the
writings of St. Liguori, who expressly limus the
effects of an indulgence tc the remission of the
temporal pains or penalties for sin. Thus does
the Rev. Mr. Hellmutb with logic ané good
faith worthy of the conventicle, support his
second thesis :—

t2~1 am cailed upon to give eathority besides
my own &8 to tke sals of Indulgencies for sing ani
crimes.’

¢ Surely Fatber Bruyere will not deny.the fact that
the sale of Indulgencies are advertised in print, and
in Jetters of gold in the chnrches io Rome &nd in
[taly generally, in thess bold words :—*‘Indulgentia
plenaria quotidiana perpetus pro vivis et defunctis.’
[¢ Full ladulgences daily and perpetual for the liviog
and the dead I']

Yes Mr. Hellmutb ! But the question, as by
you stated, is, not whether Indulgences are pro-
claimed and granted by the Catholic Church ?
but this:—Are such Indulgences for sin and
crime sold for money ? Are they advertized for
sale, ut the doors of all the churches in Rome
and Ttaly ?

The Rev. Mr. Hellmoth, who Eas apparently
been ¢ cramming” for bis lectures out of some

-| of the wile trash known as ¥ Hand Rooks of Po-

pery,” &c., has got hold of some second band
and garbled quotations from the Canon Law,
touching the functions of an official, the Great
Peniteatiary ; and his power o absolve from, and
raise, ecclesiastical censures and canonical im-
pediments, 1mposed by Canon Law uvpor offend-
ers, who by canfession and true penitence have
bowever become reconciled to the Churcb.
But as tis official’s functions have nothing what.
ever to do with the remission of the guit of sins,
and relate only to those canonical paws and cen-
gures which the Church as a matter of discip'ine
wflicts upon certain notorious offenders, and which
she can remt at her pleasure, since she 1mposes
them —this part of the Rev. Mr. Hellmuth
long reply to the Reverend Vicar Gegeral, 1s but
an attempt on his part to divert the attention of
the readers from the two questions at issue—ta
wit :—Does the Catholic Church teach her
children that by an Indulgence sin may be re-
mitted 7 Does site authorise or tolerate the sale
of such indulgences ?

How the Rev. Mr. Hellmuth attempts to sus-
tamn the afirmative reply to both these questions,
we have seen: aud really it almost seems to us,
{rom these replies, and {rom the view which they
give us of the moral acd intellectual calibre of
the respondent, as if 10 nohicing the man at all:
and hus slanders, the Catholic were condescend-
ing too much. Oaly amungst the lowest and
most ignorant of the Prolestant community are
there to be found any who still cliag to the no-
tion that Catholics look upon indulgences as giv-
ing a remisston for sins committed, or immunity
for sins contemplated: only by very ignorant or
very dishonest persons could such absurd calum-
nies be repeated : apd we musl confess, that 1t
does surprise us that in this enlightened nine~
teeath century, there are still to be found per-
sons occupying prominent positions w the minis-
try of tbe Anglican denomination, whose mem.
bers (ihough Hellmuths may occasionally be
found amoogst them) are for the most part gen-
tlemen and scholars—repeating the silly stories
and Iying legends of past ages, stories long ago
abandoned by all Protestants who have any re-
spect for themselves, or those whom they address.
That there may have been abuses in the XVT,
century we are by no means prepared to deny;
but however pumerous or flagrant the abuses
may bave been even in the darkest days of the
dark ages as they are called, never was 1t taught

or belg that a plenary indulgence could be ob-

"tained- Wilbout trus ‘penitence, comprising-beart-
felt ‘contrition for sin, and confession never was
any “priest 50 wicked as 1o preach that a men
could obtawm remission of sio by the mere payment
of mouey. Ta support of this assertion we might
quote authority ad infinitum. We will coptent
ourselves with two authorities, both Protestants,
aod both of some repute io the hiterary world.—
Thesr names are Baoke and Neaader, of whom

may have

perhaps even-ihe Rev: Mr. Hellmuth
beard, and whase testimony ia support of ovr
thesis 1s a little more to the pount, than s that
adduced by the Protestant minister to prove that
the Church sedls the remissisa of sins. First we
quo'e from the Germaa hustorian Ranke’s © His
tory of the Relormation in Germany” Zih. 2, cap.
1: where speaking of the plenary indulgence
preached by Tetzel, and its essential conditions:

the writer admits that : —

t ip order to obtsin planary indulgence it was
necessary not oaly to coxfass, but to feel contrition.”

Secondly, we quote from Neander, describing
hew in the eighth century, Bonitace, the apostle
of Germaoy, the Papal Missionary, addressed
his rude converts in just such terms as a modern
Romish Missionary of the nineteenth century

would vse :—

“ Wenddresy you, not sa the mesienger of one,
from the obligation of obediesce to whom you can
purchase exemplion wilh meney, but of one to whom
vou are bound by the blood he shed for you—
Neander, Vol. 5, Bohn's Edition.

Thus we see by the testimoay of Protestants,
that in the days of Luther, asw those of the
Rev. Mr. Hellmuth, 1epentance~2z e. confession
with heartfelt contrition. — was the condition,
sine qua mom, on which the Catholic Cburch
granted a plenary indulgence ; * thatm the eighth
century, as in the nineteenth, the emissanes of
the Pope protested against the idea, so eas!ly en-
tertaived by rude communities amongst whom a
pecumary penolty bad always atiached to every
crime—1hat forgiveness for, or remissiop of, sin
could be obtained by the payment of money.

¢ An jndulgence might somelimes confer certain
privileger, such as those of 1he right of aelecting a
confesgor from emougst the clergy, the commutation
of one good work, such a3 giviog alms to a chureh,
to soms other good or pious Work. Bat these privi-
leges or indalgences which Rapke says might b8 ob
tained without confersion or contrition, were never
80 much a8 treated of by any Protestants es in any
sense conveying a remission of eia.

Tue % Wirness”? Acgaix.—Our contempo-
rary has given the Catbolic Deaf and Dumb
Asylum at Mile Eod a respite for a season, not
relshing apparently the reception that he has
lately recewved in that quarter., By way of
compensation for bis enforced silence he falls
foul with redoubled zeal, of the Sulpicians, the
proprietors of the Seignory of the Lake of Two
Mountamns. The pith of his charge against these
gentlemen is this:— .

Some of the Indians whom the owaers of the
said Seigmory allow to live on their property,
oot content with the privilege kindly allowed
them of cutting wbat wood they want for ther
own use as fuel, have taken it into therr beads,
probably at the suggestion of others, that the
timber belongs fo them, and bave mzde free with
it accordingly. The gentlemen of the Semmary
did what all other owners of land in Capada
would do under swmilar circumstances. They
wvoked the protection of the law ageinst these
depredators on tbew private property; where-
upon several of the guilty parties were arrested,
and six cf them were sentenced to a penalty
whch, with costs, amounted to a sum of abou
£31 5s. 9d.

1t is hard to see bow out of so simple a tran-
saction the Witness or its correspondents can
make a case againat the Seminary. The Seig-
otory of the Lake of Two Mountams is abso-
lutely (he property of the Sulpicians, wmita every
stick of timber on it: and no man, white or red,
bas any better right to cut a tree thereon, with-
out the permission of the legal owners, than be
would have to walk into the garden of the editor
of the Witness, and there to gather bis fowers,
or to steal his frut and vegetables. TF it be
urged that the ancestors of the present Tndians
were once the lords and masters of the counlry,
and its contents, and are therefore entitled to seg
at naught the proprietary rights of tie Sulpi
cians, the plea is a dangerous eoe to urge : for
upon the same grounds, the lodians would be au-
thorised to enter upon the land of every other
proprietor in Canada, and work their will with
the timber thereon growing. Whatever may
bave been the case ceaturies ago, the land 1s aow
i many instances beld as private property : and
1he State 13 bound to protect the sctual bolders
in their claims agaiost all intruders, whether
white or red.

It 1s complained n the WWatness that the ma-
gistrates in giving judgmeat against the Indiaos,
did not adjudicate upon the proprietary rights of
the Seminary. They had no call to do so; for
those rights bave been finally adjudicated upon
by the highest tribupal—the Privy Council ; and
the claims of the Seminary to be the absolute
owners of the Seigoiory of the Lake of Two
Mountains, and therefore of course of all the
timber thereon growing, bave been declared
good and valid 1 law. If the Indiams are not
content with the conditioos upon which they are
allowed to restde upon the property of the Semi-

‘nary,they. havey the ‘remedy’ within their own
bands.  They ‘have ‘but to retire to the large

Reserves secured to them by Government, where
they will be at bome : where they will be lords
and masters, and quwre at liberty to do as they
please with the timber. But if for the .sake of
the benefits which they daily receire at the hauds
of the gentlemea of the Seminary, they elect to
reside upon tbe laods the property of the said
geotlemen, they must abide by the conditions
which the latter see fit to anpex to their liberal.
ity. :

The question really at 1ssue, the sole question
13—To whom does the Seigntory of the Lake o
Two Mouatains legally belong ? Te the Semi-
nary o trust for the Tadians? or to the Seminary
as absolute owners? Thesa questions bave al|
been determived by the Ordinance of 1840, and
m favor of the Semioary ; and this the Watness
well keows, though perbaps many of Ins readers
are 1goorant of the fact.

ImperiaLism (8N THE UNiTED STATES.—
The English readers of the journals of the Great
Republic, may have bzen surprised at the opeo
adsocacy of Imperialism in the U. States, as the
ooly remedy for the many and sore ewls with
which the body politic is afil.cted. True, that,
as yel the agitation in favor of Impenalism is
peither very wide spread, nor very active; but
that it should exist at all, and that it should dare
to digplay itself, are sigus of the times, of no
slight importance. It 13 a sign that what is
called Republicaniem 1s a farlure.

The vast extent of the Republic, the weak
ness of the Executive, the corruption prevalent
1 all departmen's of the government, acd with
which the Supreme Court aloge seems untainted 5
the destruction, radical and complete, of the old
Constitution hequeathed to thesr political chil-
dren by Washingston and the grest men of the
revolution ; the growing depravity of the people,
their irreligion and immorality—are to be reck-
oned amongst the many causes at work, which
have elicited this expression of a desire for a
stronger,and more highly centralized form of gov-
ernment. Having suddenly attained the propor-
tions of a first rate Power, and with the prospect
before 1t of being, together with Russia, one of
the two greatest Powers of the world,the Yankee
Republic feels that the political garments which
were well suited to it in its wfancy, and in 1ts
boyhood, are not adapted for 1it, pow that it bas
attaioed to the stature ot the full grown, and we'|
developed man.

Sut the great cause that prompts the agitation
for Imperialism, seems to be the vice ioherent in
the elective priaciple—in tius, that the head of
the U. S, Executive is but the nominee of a

party, and pot the head, or representative man of

the entire nation, or political community, Now
as this vice 1s inherent 1o, inseparable from the
elective principle, the mere substitution of ap
elected Emperor for an elected President, would
not meet the evil complamed of: and we must
suppose therefore, that though they do not as yet
openly avow ity the Imperialist party n the U
States propose the substitution of the bereditarys
for the elective principle.

But to this change, all the social counditions
all the traditicns of the U, States are opposed.
As we have often isisted, the bereditary prin-
ciple in the political order, presupposes the ex
istence of the hereditary pricciple in the social
order: since, where the ooe order 1s not in
barmony with the other, a cataciysm call=d revo-
lution 13 the wvariable and nevitable conse-

quence.
Oa the other band, one reason why
any attempt at the present time to es-

tablisk an elective Imperialism m the United
States, must fail, is this—That m the United
States there 1s no one City which stands to the
rest of the proposed Empire n the relation that
Rome stood to the Roman Smpire, in which
Paris stands to France—of which it may be said,
it 25 the U, States, in the sense in which 1t 18
said, * Paris s France.” There 13 no cre
Caty in the United States which is at once the
political, and the wtellectual, or social capital of
tbe country. If Washiogton be the political
capital, New York 15 the commercial capital,
and we should say that Boston 13 1ts intel'ectual
capital, where all the tall tbinking 13 done, and
whence proceed the ideas which vivify and bear
froit.  The local, or sectional jealousies of the
several great cities of the U. States seem to be
unfavorable to the establishment ever of an
elective Emprre, which implies an Imperial
Court, and an Imperial City. Each State would
naturally aspire to create the Emperor ; and the
history of Rome, after the fall of Nero, shows
us what such Provincial pretensions invariably
lead to. Spaiu tried to give the Empire a head
in the person of Galba : the Imperial City set up
its Otho ; the German legions proclaimed Vi
tellius: and within a few months revolution fol.
lowed revolution, uatil at last exhausted by the
sanguinary strife, all parties agreed to receive
thewr chief from the army of the East, which first
saluted Vespaman as Zmperator, Some such
internecive strife would be the result of a nons
hereditary Imperialism in the U. States, and at

last the armed citizen, or preetonian guards

tion of simply meaas Cesarism, or the substity-
10 short personal for represectative gbverdmeut.
Therefore,—if, as we believe, an bereditary
Tmperishsm be i tke actual social coudition of
the U, b‘tates‘ morally |'mpossible,—and as an
elective Imperialism would certainly only be 1pe
prelude lo civil wars, in the course of which the
fighters ac soldier would abso:b all political
power, and as the goveromeat would become g
simple military despotiem, or Cmsarism—so we.
do not believe that for the present generating at
all events—anything serious will proceed from
the oovel agitation. What changes time may
briog forth, first 1 the social order, and then jo
the political order of the great ccuntrr whgse
fortunes we are discussing, he would be a very
hold man, or rather a very iguoraat man who
shonld rerture to predict. But this we think we
may venture to asser!: that the svhstitution of
an elected Emperar, though choses for life, for
an elected Presldent whose term of rule €xpires
every four years, would oot ooly utterly fail (o
apply a remedy to any one of the political evyls,
and social sores of the U. States, but weuld only
aggravate them. If the office of Emperos were
to be made of greater importance agd digoity
than that of President, in functions aod in emo-
lumeats, the competition for its attainment woyld
be more bitter than ever. In elective Tmperial.
ism there 13 therefore no prospect even of safety .
and if bereditary Impenalism be imposs:ble—wha;
other form of goverament than that which they
already have, {3 possible to the U. States?
Neverthelese, though 1t may have no immed;_
ate practical results, this Imperial agitation 1n the
Great Republic 1s a curious political phenome~
noo, the study of which should, and we thipk wil)
have the efiect of makiog the s:bjects of ap
bereditary monarchy more contest with, more
sensible of, the political advantages which they
actually enjoy. Theoretically bereditary 1ulers
may be an absurdity : practically they deliver us
from the evils of elected, and therefore pirty
rulers, In this copsisty their great advantage.

THE CHRISTIAN BROTHERS,

The follow:ng is takea from Maguire’s “ Trish
In America,” showiag bow the Christian Bro-
thers schools in the United States und Canada
are conducted, aud to which we referred in
our last issue :— ‘

As the Brothers of the Christian Schools are
amongst the most successful promoters of Ca-
tholic education in America, something may be
gaid as to their progress. They were first es-
tablished some thirty years since in Moutreal, to
which city tkey were invited by the Salpiciant;
and last year, 1866, they had in Capada 19
bouses, 170 Brothers, and 9,000 pupils, The
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" first- establisbment of .the -Order  in- the United
. States'was in 1845, the-next in 1848 ; and 1
1RG6 they were to be found 1o successful opera-
tion in the chief rities of the Union—in which
there were, that year, 35 houses, 370 Brothers,
and more than 20 000 pupils, This year, 1867
there is a considerable increase of houses, Bro-
thers, and pupils. The Brothers now exceed
400, and tbe pupils are fast rising to 30,000.
Besides parochial schools, whick they teach
with signal success, the Brothers conduct several
collezes, including that at Maohattao, 10 New
York ; St. Louis, Missouri, Rock Hil, Mary-
lan‘,; and Rags, Mississippi. Of the 370 Bro-
th®s who conshtuted in 1866 the strength of
the Order in the Unmteé States, 300 were eitber
Irish, or of Irish parents. Aod of Euglish speak~
1og Brothers in Canada, the great majority are
of the same race. Probably m 1868 the number
of Brothers in the States may be at least 500 ;
but were thera 5,000, that number would not
be too maoy for the work to be done. There is
ia America no lack of appreciation of the educa-
tional labours of the Christian Brothers. . 'With
bishops and clergy the cry is, ¢ Give us more
Brotuera>—¢ Ob, if we had more Brothers!
These men are the inheritors of one of the best
educational systeris 1 the world ; and devoting
themselves excluxively to their selt-imposed task,
their success 18 vecessarily great Their parochial
schools vie with the Puoblic Echools m the excel-
lence of their teaching—that is, in mere secular
koowledge ; and their bigh schools, academies
and colleges rival any corresponding stitutions
sapported by the State. The proficiency of their
puptls in the bighest branches of poirte learning
. 13 the theme of admiration in journals of the most
marked Hrotestant character ; and enlightened
Americans of various denomsations admit the
gervices which these men render to society
through tbe influence of their teaching on the
risiog youth of the country. The Brothers are
emineatly practical ; they thoroughly comprebend
the spirit and geoius of the American mind ; and
they so teach their pupils, of whatever class, nich
or poor, as to suit them to the position they are
to occupy in life.

Perhaps the lruest praof of the religious 10
fluence which they exercise over their pupils 1
tb1s— that wherever they are any time established
the Bishop ol the diocese has less difficul'y ic
procuring candidates for the muoistry. They
themselves are examples of self-derial and de
votedoess, All men of mtelligence, many tull of
eaergy and gens—all capable of pushing therr
way io some one walk of life or other—nut a
few certain o have risen to eminepce in the
migher departments, had they dedicated them-
selves to the world and 1its pursuits ; himiag a hfe
almost of priration, cootent with the barest
pitance—what will, 1o fact, aflord them the
merest means of existence—the Brothers labour
io their glorious vocation with a zeal and ean-
thusiasm which religion can alone inspire or alone
explan,

1t
requires at least four horses to drag it alrng.—

whick, when required, an additional three or four
toas weight of iz iron may be placed to sive
greater rollog power, when unecessary. The
roller, we understand, cost $480.

Yourne HicHwAYMEN.—QOa Saturday afier-
noon a young boy son of Mr. Wilham McGhbbon
was playwg in Sherbrooke street when he was
seized by two bigger boys named Macdenald and
Hamilton, his Lacrosse snatcbed away and his
pockets rifled of their contents. The ape boy
beld McGibbon while the otber examimed his
pockets. Constable Clapperton arrested Hamil
toz and conveyed him to the Ceatral Poulice
Station. The other boy could not be found.

A pocr old woman named Mary Ann Desnoyers,
whose only crime was her poverty, died in the jail
yeaisrday at the advanced agaof 77. Sie was
committed for a ghort period on the 313t Dacember,
by the Recorder, for which the law is pleaged in its
ruthless mercy to csll vagrancy, but after the filteen
days in the committal! had expired, waz fouad to be
8o old, belpless, and infirm, that the jiiler stretched
the tarm of the Statule ia her fuvonr, and retained
her, 8 pauper, a charge upoa the Provincial bonxsty,
—abounty dispeased amid vagabonds and thieves and
a disgrace to the peop's who a0 unfeelingly holda it
forth. The poor woman wad attended on her death-bad
with all due care and kiodness, but what must have
been her feelings expiriog amid the jibes and exe-
crations of the incarcerated scoundrelism of a large
city. We do not bisnme the Recarder for sendiog
the woman to jail. Uader the circamstances, it was
a praiseworthy act, for she would otherwise have
been frozen to death in the atreets but we certainly
do blams the Govercment for its inbuman action all
through the matter in cases of thia particular des
cription. Grand Juries have; term after term, de-

plored the scandsl which the present practice of

committing the poor, belpless paople, almost daily
gives rige to, yet nothing has been doce-—the jail
continues to ba the receptacle of tha thief, the black-
guard, the outcast, and the poor. Old men and wo-
men, like the subjest of the present aotice, have a
certain claim upon the bounty ot the relfgious chari:
ties, which are the great redeeming festure of our
peculiar forma of civilization, and worthily, nobly,
do they bestow it, but their warde are now over
c:0 #ded, their moans taskd to their ntmast, xad it
iz impossible to find room in them for any more des
titute people, bowever helpiess or deserviow. The
Sigters are, nevertheless, anxious to fuifil their obli
gationg to God and mnn to their very fullest exrent
and would rejoice, ws believe, if they could be in-
creased. The Guvernment, on the other hand while
professiog to be equally willing to alleviate theae
particular cases of distcess, holds that s fizances
will bot allow 1t to Brcur the outlay which the
erection of a proper buildiog wounld undonbtedly en-
tail. We canoot well find fanlt with i forits inac.
tion in this respect at this early day under the new
order of things: but as the Nutrs are 8o willing to
devote their tima and atlention to tha proper cire ot
the aged and the distresead, s meara surely cano be
found to atrive at & zatiafactorv resalt without in-
curring the greai experse which a poar asilam
would fovoive The eharity of some of the princely
donorg whom Mcntreal o prondls connts amoog her
oitzane, i3 by no meaps exhausted, at least io

" {hat from three millione to three millions end a half
of Frenchmen have voted againat the Governmant
sapdidatee, as againgt somewhat more than four mil-
Hons who have anpported them. Whstever may be
the relatire numbera in the Legislative Budy itaelf,
this eignificant resalt of universal euffrage cannot
but icflaence the whole policy of the Govercment.
Amid the cheers and copgratnlations of its trinm-
phant supporters it ought to bear the dissenting
volces of ita opponenta, who are not there, because
they sppealed to not qoite the balf of voting French-
men. The Government, of courss, will bave a large
msjority in tte Legia'ative Body. In the eyes of or-
dinary politicians it will be aa strong 8s ever. Bat
there ie one man whoge eye will not fail to discern
ibe epoctre that stands behind the racks ot his Par-
liamentary supporters, and on whose mind the warn-
ing:will not bave ‘been lost whatever may ba ijte
jiflaenco on bis conduet. The Emperoz will not be
deceived as to the temper of France, though he may
til fancy that by inflexible firmoness he may bend it
to his will.

rooms. There were immense ories of * Vive Dorian,”

the great throng of peuple was more and more ae.
camalating, ead more sediticus cries of ' Vive Jes
Rouges” arose, and tens of thousands of voices sang
the_‘ Marseillaiser About half-past nine s atill
mors dangerous cry of ‘‘ Aux armes citoyens” was
heard: - There was no oppesition, no real cause tor
thig excitement, but a fow leadera leok advantage of
it and Jed a large detachment of the rioters towerds
the Jesuit College of St. Michael uttering terrific
threats to burn the boilding, and shoata of “Down
with the Priests,” ¥ Down with the Jesuita!” Iu
was now time for the armed authority to intervene,
and the bayonets of the troops were seen gleaming
in the moorlight as the soldiers cime down at the
double to the Place Jscquart. They were accom
panied by the prefact of the Lore, the mayor of Et.
Etienne, and the Joant de Roshfort Becretary Gene
ral of the Prefecture. The last nsmed gentleman
was sabsequently separated from the troups and had
s narrow escape of hig lifa, his ewerd being brekea
in bis hand, Meauowhile, the mob had by a harried
movement, already obtained an eotrance into the
Jesnit establishment. They broke down the outer
railiogs and then forced the doors of the schools,
The gas pipes were cut and fire wagget to 1he porter’s
lodge. The schoolrooms wers gutied in ax instant,
The polpit-desk was smashed down; the clock mas
broken in pieces ; and even the pictures of piety acd
instruction were torn to shreds, The statues of the
Virgin, snspented from brackets in niches «f the
wolls were ground down to powder. The great
object of attack next was the chapel. But the
fathers had well barricaded the doors, which with
stood even the trunks of emall tiees which tbe meb
had torn down for batteriog rams. Two flags, a
black one borne by a woman aed a red one by a mas
of herculcan proportions, were 1he rallying emblems
of the ferocious beinga who still acres.med at the top
of their voices ' Down with the Priesta!” At this
moment wy friznd writes to we that 2 noble act of
gelf-devotion end conrsge wes performed by the ve-
orable Superior of the Monastery.

On most oceasions
Frenchmen would bonour such devoted courage, but
the exoited savages were only rendered more violent
by the appeal, apd one cowardly aconndrel stolerennd
to the side of tha Superior and struck the venerahle
man heavily on the head with o large stivk For
{unately the troops came up &t the moment, and,
when the rioters heard them balting and leadieg thei-
arms, they made off in all directions through the gar-
deng and neighbonring bye streets, re.forming agaic
nesar the Fo'el de Ville and siogiog the ‘Margeitlaice
They made demonstrations befare the Charch of Notre
Dams at the Gapuchins’ Monsatery and at the Honge
of the Christian Brotters. Bat the returning so'diers
graduslly cleared the streets aad the fire wag extin-
guighed at St. Micheal’s which certainly hiad n very
narrow escape of being wrecked and burnt, A boly
of troops ig sinceon guard at tho College, and i have
heard of noanbsequent demonsiration. It isprobablp
to the excitement of Lhe elections that maoy of the
puicides are due of which we bave this week so me-
lancholy a list. I canonly give you b brief acconnt
of fonr which happened the day hefore yesterday i
Parig: — A young man of 24, liviog in the
Rus Montgolfier, threw himseit cut of his window or
the third floor, Strange to say thers was no fracture
t5 be fonnd in any booe of the body but 8ome interoal
rupture mnst havo taken place, for he died ina few
minutes after he was lifted from the flagway. An-
other wen of & good family shot bimself with a pistal
in the beart. He lived in the Rue de Verneuii,and left
a paper on his dressiog table with these words :—*]
voluntarily kill myeelf ; may my blood fallon the
heads ofthe wieked.” A far more exiraordinary sui-
=ide was that of o lady aged thirty six, who lived io
the Rue du Ohemin de Fer. Inibe absence of her
hugband she opened tha veirs of the thigh—tke cra-
ral ertery - with a sciceore and bled to  death. Sbe
appears to have just previonsly suckled ber infant of
eight monthe, and the poor bady waes found literally
soaked in the mother's blood. The fourth uchappy
cage i3 that of a whitesmitb, aged 54 who closed the
windows and aperturez of his spartment and lighted
a pan of charcosl in his room in the Rus Gerbier.
He was found dead, the motive of his suicide being a
mystery, Though the body ewas orly discovered
on Thursday, it is believed the mar was desd for
gome foew days previons, I wust conclude to-lsy
with these gickening detaile. Ihave no beart to
‘write more,

yesterday evening 50 workmen aud boys .marched
along tha Boulevard Montmartre singing the ' Mar-
seillaige; . The crowd . increasing,. several bodies of
sergenta . de_ ville .tock up a& poeition in the Rue
Faubourg Montmartre and the Bonlevard Monimartire.
All the cafes and shopa in the neighbourbood were
closed.by 11 o'clock, and the eergents de ville zlopped
all traffic in the Rue Montmarctre.. A company of
infantre and’ of {he Gards do:Paris cocupied the
pavement of the Boalevard Poissonniere, and a de

tachment of cavalry wag vosted across the boulevard,
omnibngea and cairieges being ordered to paes
through by-streetg. About midnight a considerable
number of persons, chiefiy lookars on, assembled, but
cfi¢a were heard only in the direction o: Rue Moot~
martre ; consequently the savalry made & movemest
to ocenpy the middle of the road between tke Boule
vards Poigsonniere. aud Mon‘marire,. and all trafic
bere was entirely -ptopped. Later accoants of the
rioting at Belleville and the Place ds la Bastille :—
Al the gas Jamps wers smashed on the Bonlevard de
Belleville and Fanbonrg du Temple. The rioters set
fire to the Kioek of a newsvender, sud broke fntoa
cafe and rangacked it, The police and a detachment
of the Garde de Paria re-establisbed order before mid-
night. Similar disterbances ocourred at the Dlace
de Ia Bastille, but everywhere the police succeeded
in preventing any breach of the peace. A cozsider-
able number of arreats have been made.,

Pagts. Jupe 11.— The disorders and riota were re-
newed lsst night at Belleville and on the Bounlevard
Montmartre, where two houses, 15 kioske and the
office of 8n omnibus proprietor were sacked, and all
traffic wad interupted. The Gardes de Pario charg-
ed the orowd, wh:ck was singing the Marseillaise.

fhe proclamation of the Prefect of the Police, in
which he announnces his intention of preserving tran.
quility by ail the means in his power, wes torn down
in several places.

Towards 11 o’clock & dense erowd appeared upon
the Boulavard Mottmsrire, the Place de 1a Bastille,
and ~n the Bonlevard V:llette.

The public force -cccupies the most important
pointa of the disturbed quarter, kut up to the pre-
sent hour RO collision with the troops bse been re-
ported.

The digturbances were gre=tly aggravated throngh
the extivction of the gas lighta at various pointa of
the Boulevarde.

Severa! members of the editoriai staff of the Roppel
were arrested during the day.

By 1 o'clock this morning trarquility wae redtored
on the Boulevard Montmartre, aod it is now occu-
pied by the police and the Gardes de Paris. "A fow
groups of people persisted iz remaining in the neigh-
bonriog streets )

The police succeeded in arresting yesterday geveral
individuals who tried to bresk into the gun shop of
M, Lefandbeux, in the R1e Vivienne.

The following repart of last night's proceedings is
published this morning in the Gazefte de Tribunaux :
—¢The Boulevard Mootmartre was lagt pight from
8 o'clock agnin the scene of isturbances. The crowd
ehounted, screamed, and whistled. A gang of rioters,
pessing through the Rne Moptmartre, arrived on the
spot by half-past 9, singing the ‘Marseillaize’ and
uttering seditious cries. Wherever they paesed the

shops, the cafee, and the arcades were immediately
closed. By 10 o'clock 200 sergenta de ville appeared
sod sammobed the crowd to diaperse. Tae rioters,
however, again collected in the neighbouring streets.
Oavalry patrols traversed the Rues Rougemost and
Bergere, in the Fanbourg Montmartre  Similar
dizorders occurred cn the Place de I'Hatel de Ville.
The crowd shouted and sang the * Marseillaise.” The
police energetically forced the rioteraback. At half-
past 10 o’clock scme individuals tried to mpset an
omuibug, but were prevented by the police. At 11
¢'clock about 150 persons pasred through the Boule-
vard Mortmartre, upsetting the sea's aod kiogks in
front of the Cale des Varietes, in order to block up
the gtreews and prevent the passage of cavalry. They
even succeeded in extizguishing several gaslights,
throwing t1his part of the Boulevard into darknees,
which cacged great excitement. The arrests made
here were very numerous.’

Paris, Jure 24 - The Emperor to-day visited the
Camp at Chilong, and made a spech to the soldiers.
He reminded tLe army that this was the snniveraary
of Solferino, ard siid he waa pleased 1o see that they
knd not forgotten the grest cause for which they
fought ten yaars sgo. The Emperor contioued 8s
follows .—Preserve the remembrance of the battles
lought by your fatbers and yourgelves, for our vic.
torieg are the history of the progress of civilization.
You will thus maiotain the military epizit which is
the trivmph of nobility over psssiouns, it i3 fidelity to
the flag, devotion to your conantry. Coaticue in the
same course ’nd you will slways be worthy of so
great a pation,

Oo the occasion of lagt New
Year’s day bo add:ezzed to ber a letter of compliments,
which she thought right to communicate to the ledy
euperior, who resolved on removing the Sister io
another establishreat. Rennoer haviog learnt that
decision ti r;ugh "te indisereticn of a eervant, resolv-
ed to kill tho Sister rather than be geparated from
her. With ibst view be procured ¢@o double-
barrelled loaded pistols, and when on the evening of
the 7ih Febroery, the day before that on which she

ITALY.

Florence, June 10.—In to-das’s sitting of the
Chamber of Deputies the Committea ta which the
propossl for a Parliamentary icquiry into tke charge
of venality against o member of the House bad been
referred presented its Report. Jt reccmmends that
an investigation be made by a ocommittes of nine
members to be chosen by the President, and also that
tbia iogniry sboul? be conducted in two stapes, of
which the first would be privats, and would be de
voted io the examination of Signor Orispi and of the
documents {eadered by Sigoor Lobbie. If gufficient
evidence should then be presented, the committee
would prosecate the inquiry publicly, but if not
wonld discontinne the proceedings aliogether.
Sigoor Boughi opposed any cecret action, an - main-
tained that entire publicity was necessary from firat
to last. He cited the procedure of the Koglisk Par-
liament in similar csses, and strongly condemued the
vague and undeterminate character of the present in-
quiry. The Ohamber, hsegaid should not sanction
any icquiry until the accuser and accuged were fairly
confronted. Signor Semipiatelli defended the re-
commendations of the Committea. The cebate will
b3 continuned to-morrow.
