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P. PRIMARY AMPUTATIONS.

Primary amputation after disorganization of a limb, in civil lifé, is always
a questionable procedure ; though when a limb has been nearly amputated
by an injury we may at once, with the scissors, divide the frayed integurnent
or tendons. There have been lately eight amputations in my service for
traumatisrn and pathological conditions. After reaction, when the line of
demarcation is formed in traumatic cases, we run little risk of a sloughing fiap-

Such a case is now under my care. The young man had his foot crushed
off at the ankle joint in a railroad accident. Four days later, after the line
dividing the heaithy from the dead tissue appeared, enough of the dead tissues
under the sound skin was cut away to allow the healthy integument to fali in.
