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GOVERXNORS’ MEETING.

The quarterly meeting of the Board
of Governors was held at the hospital,
March 26th. Among those present
were Mrs. J. A. Sheffield, DNisses A.
Moodie, M. Robertson; Dr. L. Muller,
Messrs. Fisher, J. 1. Hagar, S. 1.
Baylis, . E. Grafton, I2. G. O'Connor,
T. J. Dawson, Drs. A. Fisher, E. M.
Morgan, A. R. Griffith, . M. Patton
and A. D. Patton.

The meeting was called to order at
4.30 p.m., the chair being taken by Pre-
sident J. T. Hagar and Mr. T. J.
Johneon acted as secretary. The min-
utes of the last meeting were read and
jnitialed by the president, as being
those of the annual meeting, they
could not be signed until the nexr an-
nual meeting.

Reports from the various depart-
ments of the hospital, for fthe past
quarter were presented, all shewing
an encouraging state of affairs.

The Treasurer's report for the quar-
ter showed receipts of $3,301.89 ‘and ex-
penditure of $3,219.04; with a total bal-
ance in hand of $811.87 to meet the ex-
penses of the current month,

The Medical Superintendent’s report
showed an increase over like quarter
of last ycar ir number of patients
cared for. The tutal number was 122,
viz.: Private patients, 51; semi-private
31; public, 19; materrity, 6. The dexths
numbered 4; operations performed, 25;
and the nuinber of days of special nur-
sing by the hospital nurses, 163.

The report of the committee of man-
agement showed satisfactory progress
being made in the working and effi-
ciency of the hospital, and carrying out
of improvements and alterations. "The
renovation of the hospital interior at a
cost of $555 has been completed to the
material enhancement of its appear-
ance. The report showed that $505.00
of this amount had been subscribed
by the Woman's Auxiliary, Homoeopa-
this Association, College of Homoeopa-
thic Physicians and Surgeons, "and oth-
er friends, leaving a small balance
still to be met. Mention was made of
the hospital’'s being made joint resi-
duary legatee in the estate of the late
Mrs. Callow, of Westmount. The value
of the bequest being in the neighbor-
hvod of $10,000. Attention was drawn
to some very necessary improvements
the committee had in view. Among
others, the installation of a system of
electric bells for the private wards,
which work had already been com-
menced. Another work of importance
was the enlargement of the digt kit-
chen, which they hoped to h'ave under
way ere long. Also the improvement
of the lighting of the basement of the
old building, by removal of the yard
wall on Burnside Place. While the
committee was desirous of prosecut-
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ing these alterations, it was however,
determined to keep expenditure with-
in income, and not allow the incurr-
ing of debt to again interfere with its
deliberations, or the satisfactory work-
Ing of the hospital.

The question of membership in the
Homoeopathic association being includ-
ed with annual subscriptions of elec-
tive life governors was discussed, and
it was decided that in future the sec-
retary of the Homoeopathic Association
should receive notice at the end of the
year of all elective governors qualify-
ing by donation to hospital of $10. Such
governors to become members of the
Association without further payment
of fees, and the hospital to credit the
Association with a donation of $2.9v
for each subscribing governor.

A letter from Mr. Ogden expressing
his warmest thanks and eminent satis-
iaction for the care and attention giv-
en him during his stay as a patient m
the hospital was read and received
with great pleasure by the governors
and ordered to be spread upon the
minutes.

Progress was reportcd in the getting
out of the Annual Report, much delay
having been occasioned by the proofs
not being corrected and returned in
time by the various departments. It
was expected to be ready for distribu-
tion early next month. There being
no further business the meeting ad-
Jjourned, after which the governors in-
spected the hospital, viewing the reno-
vations and proposed improvements,
The next quarterly meeting will be
held on Thursday, June 25th.

“J. I. Hagar, Esq.
President Montreal
Hospital:—

Dear Mr. Hagar,—I wish to express
to you and the managing committee my
appreciation of the treatment received
by me during the time I was confined
to the hospital. I found everything to
be as nice in every way, as could pos-
sibly, be looked for. The extreme clean-
liness and brightness of everything is
particularly noticeable: Meals in
themeselves and in their service could
not be better, and the attentions of all,
the House Doctor, the Lady Superin-
tendent, and nurses, are as careful and
good as can be found anywhere, and I
was particularly glad to notice that
these attentions were given equally to
public patients as they were to private
patients.

There is only one thing that I think
I should call attention to, and that is
in connection with the Maternity Ward.
It is not fair to either the Lady Sup-
erintendent, the nurses or the other
patients, that it should in any way
disturdb the other wards, and I would
strongly urge that measures be taken,
so that the ward should take care of
itself, and not compel the nurses 1o
leave other wards to go to it. Babies,
owing, I suppose, to the contrariness
of human mature, seem to take par-
ticular delight in arriving at night,and
therefore the disturbance in the other
wards is more noticeable than it would
otherwise be.

Bold men have
taken a stitch now and then in «
wounded heart muscle, but Dr. Lauder
Brunton, although a physician himself,
would deny the physician even this last
place of refuge. He suggests that the
most excellent method of curing mitral
stenosis is not. as we have fondly be-
lieved, by rest and digitalis, but n0th-
ing less than by the insertion of 2 bis-
toury through the ventrilcular wall and
the division of the adherent mitral
leaflets. Alas, poor physician! The
glorious cases of chronic heart disease
that never got well and ahways ne~ded
the doctor, will be no more. When a
person finds that he has palpitation,
shortness of breath and swelling of the
feet he will pass by the wistful sign in
the physicinn’'s window., and walk
blithely up the steps to the surgeon’s
office. And then a little dexterous man-
ipulation of the knife, and he goes again
on his way rejoicing, perchance to play
football, io row, or to climb mountains.
In the memantime, now that there is
nothing left but vengeance, physicians
should band themselves together to
suppress the irrepressible Lauder Brun-
ton, and if they must succumb, at least
gc down with this finul oppressor n
their clutches.—Phil Med.

TO REMOVE TATTOO MARKS.

Make a mass, the consistency of
dough, with salicylic acid and gly-
cerine; apply to the tattoo marks and
confine with a compress and strips of
adhesive plaster for one week.
