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DIPHTHERIA ANTITOXIN.

The late extremely unpleasant result
with antitoxin in St. Louis is 1 hor-
rible state of affairs. Although the
coroner has placed the blame on the
Health Roard, we do not as yet know
who is to blame. Whether antitoxin
i a safe and beaeficial remedy in diph-
therin is a question and will remain
a question until physicians quit
“squirting” it into children promiscu-
ously, without fiist making a diagnosis,

o our positive knowledge, there js
being a great many cases of pronounc-
-ed diphtheria and treated with antitox-
in that are not divhtheria at all. Ar
instance: A short thime ago we were
in a city doing post-graduante work,
and the landlady where we were stop-
ping had a little girl who became at-
flicted with ulcerative tonsilitis in «
mild form, and we were requested to
sittend her. The mother was thorough-
1y scared, and wanted to know if we
thought it advisable to use antitoxin
(antitoxin being now gn very  familiare
word with the lay people).  We told
Jier we thought it would be unneces-
sary, and we prescribed the usual re-
inedies for such cases. amd  the child
was well in about four or five duya,
But their next door neighbor also halt
a little girl about the same age, who
became afflicted in t(he Same manner,
and their family physician quickly in-
tormed them that it was Q. case of
Jdiphtheria dm'elom.ng. and he thought
Possibly by the use of auti-toxin he
could save their child.

We saw both cases every day during
their illness., and all symptoms were
identical, and both children muade
Tapid recovery. \We got very little for
our trouble, and the city physician got
2 handsome fee for “saving the life
vl our dear child,” ana also feathered
his reputation cap as well. \We wer.-
wot caring anything about our repu-
Tation in that distant land, but only
brescribed for the little girl from =
humanitarian standpoint. This ease is
only cited as an illustration; there ar.
thousands similar, We do not say
there is nothing in the antitoxin treat-
ment of diphtheria, but we do say
that the profession will never succeed
In collecting any relinble statistics
while the drug is administered indis-
<riminately, without any reference to
dingnosis.

A remedy of that class certainly
should not he manufactured from
Thorses where the remotest suspicion of
tetanus exists, and then only by thor-
<ughly competent men ot livery
men), regardless of cost.—The South-
ern 1. Jour, of Med. and Surg.

THE MEDICAL PROFESSION ON
ALCOHOL.

Three times during the last half cen-
tury medical manifestoes have been
issuted giving the opinion of physicians
on alcohol. The first was issued in
1839, and was signed by 86 persons. The
second in 1847, and was signed by 2.00v
physiciang, and the third appeared in
1871 with the signatures of over 4.00V
physiclans including the names of mauy
leading physicians in all parts of the
world. A fourth declaration of opin-
ions is now being circulated for signa-
tures, and reads as follows:

The following statement has Dbeen
agreed upon by the Council of the Bri-
tish Medical Temperance Association,
the American Medical Temperance As-
sociution, the Society of Medical Ab-
stainers in Germany and leading phy-
sicians in England and on the continent.
The purpose of this is to have a2 gen-
erai agreement of opintons of all pro-
minent physicians in civilized countries
concerning the dangers from alcohol
and in this way give support to the ef-
forts made to check and prevent the
evils from this source.

In view of the terrible evils which
huave resulted from the consun ption
aleohol, evils which in  many parts
of the world are rapidly increasingz.
we, members of the medical profes-
sfon, feel it to be our duty, as be-
ing in some sense the guardians ol
the public health, to speak plainly
of the nature of alcohol, and of the

injury to the individual and the dan-
ger to the community which arise

from the prevalent use of intoxicating
liguors as beverages.

We think it ought to be known by
all that:

1. Experiments have dJdemonstrated
that cven a small quantity of alcoholic
liquer, either immediate or after a
short time, prevents perfect mental
action, and interferes with the fune-
tion of the cells and tissues of the
body, impairing self-control by pro-
ducing progressive paralysis of the
judgment, and of the will, and having

other markedly injurious effects.
Hence. aleohol must be regarded as

a poison, and ought not to be classed
among foods.

2, Observation establishes the tact
that a moderate nse of alcoholic li-
gquors, continued over a number of
vears. produces a gradual deteriora-
tion of the tissues of the body, and
hastens the -changes which old age
hrings, thus increasing the average
hability to disease (especially to’ in-
fections disease), and shortening the
duration of life.

3. Total abstainers, other conditions
being similar, can perform more work,
possess greater powers of endurance.
have on the averace less sickness, and
recover more quickly than non-ab-
stainers, especially from infectious
diseases, while they altogether escape
diseases specially caused by alcohol.

4. All the bodily functions of a man.
as of every other animal, are best
performed in the absence of alcohol,
and any supposed experience to the
contrary is founded on delusion, a rve-
sult of the action of alcohol on the
nerve centres,

5. Further, alcohol tends to produce
in the offspring of drinkers an un-
stable nervous system. lowering them
mentally, morally, and physically.
Thus, detericration of the race threat-
ens us, and this is likely to be great-
1y accelerated by the alarming in-
crease of drinking among women,
who have hitherto been little addict-
ed to this vice. Since the mothers of
the coming generation are thus In-
volved ‘the importance and danger of
this increase cannot be exaggerated.—
Medical Times,
