The reduction of the caliber of
guns is necessarily accompanied
with a diminution in the weight of
the projectile. The length of the
latter, in fact, cannot exceed a cer-
tain limit, beyond which it would
no longer have sufficient stability
in its trajectory. It would, there-
fore, be of considerable interest to
have at our disposal, for the manu-
facture of rifle balls, a metal of
reasonable price and heavier than
lead. One of the metals upon which
hopes may be founded, remarks the
Revue d' Armes Portatives et de Tiv,
is tungsten. ‘This metal, which is
almost as hard as steel, has a den-
sity varying from 17 to 19°3, say

one and a half times that of lead.
By reason of such qualities, balls of
tungsten, of equal dimensions, pos.
sess a power of penetration much
greater than that of lead. Thus, a

tungsten ball penetrates a steel

plate 3 inches in thickness at a dis-
tance of 650 yards, while a similar
one of lead penetrates a 234 inch
plate at 325 yards only. The pre-
sent ohstacle to the use of tungsten
is its relatively high price, but there
are indications that this will soon
be lowered to reasonable figures.

The following is the history ofthe
sword of General Wolfe, which is
to be preseuted to Canada :—Wolfe
died on the field of victory, as is
well known, on the 13th of Septem-
ber, 1759, and his sword was sup-
posed to have been left on the field
when the general's body was re-
moved. When the monwment to
mark the spot where Wolfe fell was
being erected, on the Plains of Abra-
ham, one of the artisans turned up
from the earth a silver handled
sword. On account of its richuess
it was said that it must belong to
the commanding officer, and that is
its only claim to authenticity. It
was sold by a gunsmith who had
bought it at an increased price, to
Mr. Derbyshire, of Derbyshire and
Desbarats, Queen’s printers for Up-
per and Lower Canada. Mr. Der-
byshire, who was a public spirited
man, presented the sword to Major
Dunn, who was then leaving Can-
ada with the 1ooth Regiment.
Whether there was any inspiration
in the memory of Wolfe or not, Col.
Dunn distinguished himself. After
the charge of the ‘‘ Light Brigade "’
at Balaclava, in which Col. Dunn
took part, when the Victoria Cross

was to be awarded to the most
heroic of the ‘‘ 400,” the officer in
command asked the men to name
who should receive it, and with one
accord they shouted, ‘“ Dunn, of the
11th Hussars.” The sword of Wolfe
and the Victoria Cross of Col. Dunn
passed into the possession of his
brother-in-law, Mr. Thurlow-Dowl-

ing, in whose possession they now
are.

According to the following para- -
graph from the [bluntcer Record,
the need of more clear definitions of

The leaders of teams
who were so consciencious asto interpret
the “drill order ™ rule literally in regard
to head gear, did so to the manifest
handicanping of their men, whose glen-
garries, pork pie and field service cov-
erings were but poor protection from the
glaring sun, as against the Wimbledon
shooting caps worn by the winuning team.
We are far from wishing to detract from
the merit of the excellent total of marks
which gave the 2und Liverpool the victory,
but we are bound to poiut to the anomaly
which no doubt helped them to gain it.

In the Snider series, as was anti-
cipated, the 13th of Hamilton 1st
team of 10, and their 20 and 30
walked off with all the honors, in-
dividually.

Sergt. Major Archer, of Coburg

368, averaging 92 points or only 114
point below the Martini champion,
Major Bishop.

The 13th had 7 teams shooting
in this series, their 30 men team
averaging 803 points per man
through the match, placing them
with the Snider, in the same relative
position as the 43rd with the Mar-
tini except with the added merit
may be of having shot with their
regimental arm.

Sharp Shooter’s Trophy open to
those belonging to battalions or as-
sociations who have had teams en-

At the old drill shed last night an offi-
cial enquiry was held as to the truth of a
charge laid against two members of the
Royal Grenadiers that they had altered
their score cards, used at the Iake Shore
ranges, thus giving the impression that
higher aggregates had been made than
was really the case. The charge was
substantiated, and both men were for-
bidden the use of the ranges for the rest
of the season.

It must not be supposed that the other
battalions are free from this kind of
work. Since the commencement of the
season complaints have been made that
the practice is persistently followed by
members of the 43th Highlanders. Those
who complain do not care to lay the
charges before the proper officers, fearing
to bring upon themselves annoyance and
trouble, They, however, feel that, in
the interests of the corps, steps should
be taken to render this cheating, for it
can be called by no other name, impos-
sible. In the Queen’s Own it is said
also that the practice is indulged in. It
would seem that more than one method
is employed by those who are mean
enough to engage in this deceitful prac-
tice. In some cases erasures are made
while the marksmen pass from one range
to another, and low sores are made high-
er. Again, three or four men get to-
gether, and, as is the practice, keep each
other’sscore card. By previous arrange-
ment each man fires from three to half a
dozen shots over the official munber of
rounds. Then the score is made up from
the shots scoring the greatest number of
points. FEach man signs his comrade’s
card, which is handed over to the execu-
tive officer, who, of course, takes it for
granted that it is correct. There can be
no doubt that experienced marksmen,
whose scores in any case average well,
have been guilty of this cheating. It is
to be hoped that the fear of prompt pun-
ishment, in case of detection, will influ.
ence in the right direction those who
would otherwise keep up the deception,
The whole business is cowardly and base,
and calculated to deaden among the
younger members of the corps that spirit
of British fair play which should be one
of the distinguishing characteristics of
Canadian militia. To the Royal Gren-
adiers belongs the credit of making the
first move to stamp out the wrong. The
charge was laid by their own executive
range officer, and when substantiated
punishment was meted out speedily, as
above, It is now in order for officers of
the other corps to see that the practice,

where and when detected, is dealt with
as promptly.—Mail, July 25th.

It is always interesting to review the
composition of the Queen’s Hundred. It
was made up of fifty-five representatives
of English, thirty-six of Scotch, seven of
Colonial (Canada and Channel Islands),
aund two of the Welsh corps. The 3rd
Lanark had nine nien in the charmed

' century, and the Border Rifles five, The
arms represented were: Engineers, three;
Artillery, two ; while the Infantry claim-
ed all the rest, the Cavalry being left out
in the cold. We have great admiration
for the shooting officer, and have, there-
fore, pleasure in recording that twelve of
those that competed gained badges,
which, by the way, they are not permit-
ted to wear by the regulations,

It is often said that the Ijuropean sol-
dier in India bears the hot season much
better than he did formerly, and medical
statistics are quoted in proof of this
argument. But have not the times chang-
ed considerably? We have particulars
before us of ‘‘hill stations,” and from
these we find that in the Bengal Presi-
dency aloue 14,687 men, 656 women, and
1,354 children, are occupying hill quar-
ters during the present summer. The
British soldier in the old days knew noth-
ing of ‘‘hill stations.”” He had to grill
on the plains all the year round, and if
his health suffered he had simply to grain
and bear his sufferings—Army and Navy
Gazette,

Some few years ago the French War
Office determined to issue separate cook-
ing utensils for each individual soldier
when manceuvring or campaigning,
After a sufliciently long trial, however,
the new system is condemned. It has
decided to devide the men into groups,
of four, who are to receive collective
rations. One man will carry on his knap-
sack a large saucepan, another a kettle,
a third a tin water bottle, and a fourth all
the odds and ends that are necessary.,

King Humbert, on hearing of the cap-
ture of Kassala, at once telegraphed his
congratulations to General Baratieri as
follows :—*‘ I congratulate you, together
with the troops. The success of our ar:ns
is a new triumph for civilisation. The
possession of Kassala gives back peace to
the tribes protected by us, opens the
route of the Soudan to the commierce of

our colony, and is a new title of honor to
Italy in those lands. All thkis is due to
you and our valorous soldiers. I grasp
your hand with affection.—Humbert.”
The number of flags and banners taken
by the Italians was forty-six. Many of
the dervishes have since surrendered.
They tell a sad story of the miserable
condition of their companions. By gen-
eral consent the campaign has been ad-.
mirahly planned and conducted,

A German paper publishes particulars
of the shells discharged by the Germans
against the French fortresses in the war
of 1870-71. Strasburg heads the list with
202,100, whilst Beifort received 112,500;
Paris, 110300 ; Thionville, 16,600 ; Neuf-
Busach and: Fort Mortier, 11,200; Ver-
dun, 8,900; Soissons, 8,400; Bitche,
7,100 ; Mézidres, 7,000; Toul, 6,700;
Montmédy, 6,700; I.ongy, 6,400;
Metz, 4,900. Others follow with 3,000
down to 100, The grand total reaches
521,000 shells,

Renewed efforts are being made in
Germany this year to introduce a fish
ration tor tne Army. ‘l'he experiment
is being tried in the regiment of Guards.
Similar attempts have failed hitherto in
consequence of the difficulties of trans-
port, but technical arrangements have
been made by which it is hoped that the
supply of fresh fish can be kept up and
sent to long distances inland even in the
bottest weather, If these prove to be
successful, on one or two days a week
most regiments will have the benefit of a

fish meal, ‘This, it is hoped, will be a
popular as well as an ecconomical
measure,

It is stated that the military authorities
have definitely refused Herr Dowe's
cuirass as being worthless for practical
purposes. During the trials at Spandau
the cuirass was completely pierced by
bullets from the German regulation rifle,
fired at a distance of 600 métres. This
statement is quite irreconcilable with the
alleged results of former tests,

It is interesting to know, on official
authority, that in the last twenty years
the Australian colonies, including New
Zealand, have spent at least three miil-
lions sterling on the construction of
armaments and fortifications; Cape
Colony as much as /47,000 ; and, fure
ther, that the total expenditure of Can-
ada, the Australian colonies, Cape
Colony, and Natal on defences during
theten years up to 1892 reached the pretty
considerable sum of eleven millions ster-
ling. An annual expenditure of £12,-
000,000 shows that the colonies are be-
coming sensible of their own interests,
and are being brought to see that they
must dosomething to protect themselves.
The more this is impressed upon them
the better, for, so far as land defences are
concerned, the mother country would
have enough to do to guard her own
shores and commerce in the event of
complications arising.—Army and Navy
Gazette,

In a report recently submitted by Capt.
E. N. Godwin, Fight Cav., on Alumium
horseshoes, that officer says: ¢The
shoes were on Feb. 22 put on a troop
horse which weighed about 1,000 1bs,
On March 22 the shoes were reset.
April 21 oneof the hind shoes broke near
the toe, and the whole set was removed.
During the two months the horse was
ridden about 140 miles, not including
drills, parades and the ordinary garrison
duties, The shoes are much reduced in
thickness, of course, but have lasted bet-
ter than was expected. ‘The front shoes
could be used a little longer, The pieces
of steel set in the toes of the front shoes
added greatly to their wearing qualities,
They were worn off at the toes until the
pieces of steel were reached and further
wear in that direction prevented. The
hind shoes, which had not these pieces
of steel set in, wore quite thin at the toes,
and, as stated, one of them finally broke;
the other was broken in taking it off,"!

The ramming of a derelict by the

-Atlanta with unexpected damage to the

warship hasreawakened renewed interest
in the question of the value and dangers
of ramming. Commander Harrington
lectured at the Naval War College last
Monday on the place and office of a ram
in a fleet. He did not allude to the
Atlanta’s experience, but Captain Taylor,
president of the college, in opening the
discussion, said that he had seen a large
craft ramming a smaller vessel, as the
Atlanta had done. The result was that
the ram went under the craft and raised
it up, and the extra weight on the bow
elevated the ship astern, so that she was
practically unmanageable and was easily
taken by two small war ships. This ex-
perience gave the cue to the discussion,
in which several officers took part, and
the general opinion was that small craft
should not be raummed by large vessels,
but attacked with guus, for ramming
tactics between large and swmall craft
might result very unexpectedly with most
injury to the larger ship.

The Detroit ‘‘ Evening News,” in an-
nouncing the reception of of orders from
the War Department to hold the troops
at Fort Wayne in readiness for immediate
service, gravely informs us that Asst. U,
S. Attorney Wilkins ‘‘ instructed Major
Smith to provide his command with am-
munition and not to use a single blank
cartridge, if occasion require the use of
the troops.” This was very thoughtful
of Mr. Wilkins, and it is gratifying to
know that Major Smith has such com-
petent legal advice at hand. It would
certainly be very unfortunate if he should
forget his ammunition.—U. S, Army and
Navy Gazette,

The hail of bullets which will sweep
over the battlefield of the future will have
little regard for the Geneva Cross, and
the surgeon will undoubtedlv perish with
the wounded whom he has come to suc-
cour. We would substitute for the pre-
seut system an organisation which would
attempt to grapple with the problem of

treating the wounded by the aid of field
hospitals well in the rear, to which no
wounded would be brought till the fight-
ing had ceased. Theidea of carrying off
_the wounded from a modern battlefield
while the fight is still raging is utterly
absurd, and should be dismissed at once,
~while the system which would needlessly
sacrifice the lives ot the majority of our
army surgeons, at the very iime when
they would hbe most needed, is entirely
indefensible, and opposed to all experi-
ence and common sense. The lot of the
wounded in the next Furopean war will
be terrible enough in any case; it will
not be improved by a massacre of the
doctors.—Pall Mall Gazette,

A return has been issued showing the
military expenditure of the Covern-
ment of India in India and Eungland for
each year from 1875 to 1892-93, together
with u memorandum of the principal
causes of the iucreased expendilure in
1892.93, as compared with 1875-76. The
increase from 1875-76 1o 1892-93 is 7,717,-
214 rx,, of which the following 1s an ex-
planation :—Increase of troops—DBritish,
10,753 at 891 rx.=958,092 rx.; Native,
19,220 at 345 rx.=659,246 rx.—1,617,338
rX. ; loss by exchange on pay of British
soldiers, and on sterling expenditure,
3,139,737 rx, ; increase in home pensions,
mainly due to the growth of the colonels’
allowances, derived from a much larger
number of officers than that now existing
—the ordinary pensions have also been
increased 929,322 rx. ; Native army res-
erves, 42,740 rx. ; increased pay of Native
cavalry, 86,850 rx.; extra expenses in
Upper Burmah, 502,500 rx. ; minor field
operations, 254,657 rx.; pensions to

-natives, due partly to various reorganisa-
tions, and partly to wars, 206.571 rx. ;
War Office arrears included in 1892-93,
212,458 rx. ; deferred pay, 208,000 rx,—
total, 7,200,723 rx. This leaves a balance
of 516,491 rx. to be accounted for. There
are many items which go to make up this

. increase, in which the following are the
chief : —Accelerated rates of promotion
for Medical and Staff Corps officers; in-
creased pay to British warrant and non-
commissioned officers and men, and the
establishment of paid lance rank; in-
crease of the volunteer forces and of their
allowances ; creation of the Indian nurs-

"ing service ; various concessions to the
native troops, as kit money, &c. ; higher
prices for Australian horses owing to a
fall in exchange ; more expensive ord-
nance, rifles, and ammunition, and a
larger allowance of the latter for mus-
ketry practice ; increased pay of Roman
Catholic priests; rise in prices, addirg
to the cost of feeding men and horses,
and to the charges for compensation for
dearness of food and forage.

A contemporary asserts that one of the
grievances of the private soldier in the
British Army is that he is not allowed to
have speech with his captain except
when accompanied by a non-commis-
sioned officer. It is stated that, by a
recent Imperial order, a private who con-
siders himself ill-treated by a comrade or

superior, may lodge his complaint direct-
ly with his captain. We are not told
whether the German private in such a
case can merely insist on a non-commis-
sioned officer taking him to his captain,
or whether he can go unaccompanied to
his captain. Be that as it may, a German
is not an Englishman, and what might
‘answer with the former would not an-
swer with the latter, and *‘vice versa.,
As a matler of fact, it mightlead to very
disastrous consequences were a British
private empowered to go straight to his
captain without being accompanied by a
non-commissioned officer. The man
might be drunk, infuriated by passion,
or meditate an insult or act of violence.
Should he behave in an unseemly or
violent manner there would be no wit-
ness, and a court-martial might be placed
in the unpleasant predicament of having
to weigh the word of the private against
that of the captain. Where, however,
a relaxation of the existing wholesale
rule might be allowed with advantage,
is when the private wished to speak to
his captain about some private matter
not connected with the service. We have
known that relaxation nermitted without
any abuse of the indulgence taking place.
Of one thing we feel certain, namely,
that thereis 1n our service no widespread
feeling of grievance in connection with
this matter, —Broad Arrow,

The condition of the navy still occupies
some space in the daily newspapers. To
a contemporary, Admiral of the Fleet
Sir Thomas Symonds and Admiral Sir
George Elliot have recently written Jong
letters. The former quotes, from the last
Parliamentary return, the comparative
numerical force of England, Fraunce, and
Russia :—

“Qur officers and men,” says Sir

Thomas, *‘‘are 22,400 short, while France
and Russia can man all their available
ships, merchant cruisers, lighthouses and
defend with mines and enast hattories
their coasts. Itis impossible that in a
minority of 22 armourclads we can face
“triumphantly 22 more battleships and de-
fend a commerce equal to that of the
whole world—our life’'s blood. The ar-
moured cruisers are —Eagland 26, France
and Russia 25. But our cruisers are very
bad ; seven of them —viz., Aurora, Aus-
tralia, Galatea, Narcissus, Orlando, Un-
daunted, and Immortalite —have no fore
and aft bulkheads, aud are thus quite
unfit for battle ; besides, nine are old
dumimies, wrong in all ways—viz., War-
rior, Black Prince, Minotaur, Agincourt,
Northumberland, Shaunon, Northamp-
ton, Nelson, aud Achilles,”’—1"nited Ser-
vice Magazine.

In the course of a paper recently read
before the Colonial Institute, Bishop Sel-

wyn referred to the assistance and help
he has always received at the hands of
the Naval Service. Adverting to the
need for a strong man to preserve peace
among the islanders of the South-West
Pacific groups, one who ‘‘should know
and be known, whose word was absolute-
1y trusted whether in threat or in re-
ward,’’ he expressed his preference for
‘““‘some good naval officer,”” whom he
would put iu ‘' an old roomy comfortable
tub, with a gun or two, a few blue jackets
to man her, aud a force of sixty or
seventy native police, recruited, say, in
Fiji, well drilled and well officered.
With such a force he could go anywhere
among the islands ; he would soon be
known, feared, and trusted. He would
have time to investigate carefnlly, and to
wait and persist until he could really
reach the wrong-doers. Ile would exer-
cise a salutory and wholesome influence
on the white traders and the crews of the
trading vessels, while at the same time
lie protected them.”” We do not under-
stand if the Bishop proposed that such &
vessel should be supplied by the Navy at
public expense or by the Missions at
their own cost, but itis surely time that
the question of the allocation of expendi-
ture on such vessels, and those employed
in the African rivers, should be settled.
The principle that all ships built and
maintained out of the Navy Estimates
should be capable of use for war pur-
poses is surely the right one to guide us
this matter,

Lieutenants Degouy and Delguey-Ma-
lavas of the I'rench Navy, who were seiz-
ed in Gerthany, and imprisoned atGlatz
for espionage, have returned to Paris,
having been released by the clemency of
the Emperor, as a mark of his sympathy
with France in the tragic death of Presi-
dent Carnot. They gave toa representa-
tive of the ‘‘France Militaire” a plea-
sant account of their sojourn in the fort-
ress. They had been treated with greater
consideration than could have been ex-
pected; the Governor was full of kind-
ness ; they were permitted to receive
French papers and visits, without mnuch
formality, and even to receive and des-
patch sealed letters, having first pledged
themselves to reveal nothing and to at-
tempt nothing. In a word, they were
treated as prisoners of war, and the Prus-
sian officers showed them much kindness
As they drove to the station at Glatz
flowers were thrown to them, and as the
train steamed away many called out,
begging them to retain pleasant recol-
lections of the Fatherland. They declare
that this warm feeling was for Trance
rather than for themselves.

British Columbia Rifle As-
sociation.

The 21st annual prize meeting of the
B. C. Rifle Association opened on the
morning of July 26th. While the attend-
ance exceeded by a few the average of
past years, the previous record of scores
was altogether echipsed, for never before
was the scoring on the Goldstream range
anything hike up to the average of this
meeting. No doubt the increased atten-
tion to practice noticeable this scason
had a good deal to do with the improve-
ment noticed, but another cause largely
contributing was the exceptionally favor-
able weather. The variable wind pecu-
liar to this range was not felt, and for the
greater part of the first day there was
only the slightest breeze of any kind.
The sun was hidden behind friendly
clouds, which sufficed to shade the com-
petitors anl modify the light without be-
ing dense enough to injuriously affect the
sighting.

The range had been put in first-rate or-
dey, the targets and firing points having
been thoroughly overhauled by Gunner
H. Roper, who had spent a week or so
on the ground attending to the numerous
wants in the way of fixtures which deve-
loped as the arrangements progressed.
Two new targets have been added this
year making in all nine, which worked
admirably, enabling the several competi-
tions to be completed ahead of time. The
usual camp for competitors had been
pitched, between the 500 yards firing point
and the hotel, and upon the arnival of the
morning train from Victoria, bringing
marksmen from the city these were soon
all occupied, some as day headquarters,
and others fitted up for the two nights
camping which several of the competitors
will put in,

Lieut. Barnes, R.M.A, was a model
range ofiicer, keeping the shooting going
without loss of time, and without friction
with the competitors. In the Secretary’s
office, Capt. L. 11. Fletcher had the work
of taking entries and issuing tickets well
in hand, and with the assistance of lieut
Ross Munro the business was transacted
with the greatest promptitude, and at the
conclusion of each match the lists of win-
ners appeared with celerity only rivalled
by that of the markers in signalhing the
scores shot by shot as made. The regis-
ter keepers, were drawn from the Royal
Marine artillery, and performed their du-
ties in the most exemplary manner.

‘The competitors nuinbered about 353,
representing the Garrison Artillery, the
Royal Marines, the Navy, and civilians.
The visitors included ten from New
Westminster and four from Vancouver,
The expected contingent from Nanaimo
did not put in an appearance.

The president of the association, Lieut.
Col. Wolfenden, spent the day upon the
ground, and rendered material service in
the general supervision of affairs, he be-
ing the head of the executive committee
appointed to conduct the matches, the

other members being Dr. Beii-irving,
Vancouver; Mr. S. A. Fletcher, West-
minster ; Capt. E. H. Fletcherand Lieut.
F. B. Gregory. The D.A.G. of the dis-
trict, Lt.-Col ]J. Peters, who is ex-officio
a vice-president of the association, was
on hand at the opening, and made an in-
spection of the range and the markers’
butts before the firing commenced. The
match first on the programme was for
prizes kindly presented by Col. Peters
himself, restricted to recruits who had
never won a prize at such a meeting as
this. It had the desived effect of attract-
ing to the range a number of new men
who would not otherwise have been there,
and who thus encouraged are not unlikely
to develope a taste for the pastime of
rifleshooting and to be found attending of
their own accord another year.

In the above list of twenty-five, five
were not eligible for places on the Ottawa
team, which is restricted to efficient mem-
bers of the active militia.

The Closing Ceremony.

A former presentation of the chief
trophies won during the three days shoot-
ing was the closing event of the twenty-
first annual prize meeting of the DBritish
Columbia Rifle Association, and the gen-
tlemen who took part in the ceremonies
very fittingly remarked upon the excep-
tional excellence of the scoring, and the
success of the meeting generally. Among
those present were Lieut.-Col. Peters, D.
A. G, Lieut.-Col. Prior, M.P., Major
Quinlan, and Capt. A. W. Jones, District
Paymaster. They with several other
Victoria gentlemen were present in the
reception marquee when at the close of
the firing the competitors were gathered
together for the ceremony. Lieut.-Col.
Wolfenden, president of the association,
presided, and called upon Lieut.-Col.
Prior to make the presentation. The
winners were called up one by one, and
received with cordial applause from the
less successful competitors, and this was
particularly the case when Sergeant
Arthur Langley came forward time after
time to rcceive the numerous handsome
trophies which had fallen to his share,
and his phenomenal scores were justly
made a matter of comment. In the
Grand Aggregate, consisting of ninety
shots at all ranges, Sergt. Langley with a
total of 406 had 40 over an average of in-
ners, or as nearly as possible 4.5 points
per shot. In connection with the Maiden
match, won by Trumpeter Leslie, of No
4 Company, New Westminster, attention
was directed to the interest of Col. Peters,
the doner of all the prizes in this match,
has shown in rifle shooting matters in the
district, and the beneficial results which
must follow the encouragement of young
shots by providing for such matches as
this one. The Dorothy medal, one of the
souvenirs won by Sergt. Langley, was an
object of general admiration, for it is cer-
tainly the prettiest medal which has been
offered for competition in Victoria for a
long time. It is the annual gift of Mr,
H. Dallas IHelmcken. The presentation
of the Laurie bugle to Sergt.-Major Hun-
ter, representing the winning tram from
No. 2 Company, was made the occasion
of complimentary remarks by Col. Prior
on the continued superiority shown by
this company in repeating this year their
win of last; but addressing Gunner
Henry Chamberlin, the captamn of the
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the Westiminster team, he complimented
them also upon the wood fight they had

made for first place, and expressed the
conviction that if next year they should
in turn be successful the Victoria com-
panies would not begrudge them their
well-earned victory. Bombadier F. Mal-
landine, the winner of the Nursery match,
was cordially greeted as a worthy repre-
sentative of the younger shots coming to
the front. Another new-comer on the
range, who was very cordially compli-
mented by Col. Prior, was Gunner W, Let-
tice of No. 3 Company, who amongst other
prizes won in this the first competition
in which he has taken part, secured the
Nanaimo Corporation cup, to hold for the
year. Mr. W. W, I}. McInnes was next
called to receive the Nelson cup, which
he won in the Lieutenant-Governot’s
match, with the splendid total of 48 out of
so pomts, and Col. Prior gracefully refer-
red to the fact that in the matter of rifle
shooting young Mr. McInnes is following
worthily the example set him by his
father, Senator MclInnes, who also was a
competitor and prize winner. The fact
that Mr. McInnes was the sole represen-
tative from Nanaimo was remarked upon
as a subject for regret, the hope being ex-
pressed that next year the riflemen from
that city will be found in attendance as
usual. Gunner R. J. Dutler of No. 2
Company then came up for the Victoria
Corporation cup, which he had won with
06 points out of 70. The Goldstream
match agamn brought forward Sergeant
Langley, who having won the Chapleau
cup—the first prize—once before, it now
becomes his permanent property. Lieut,
B. Williams, captain of the team of No. 2
Company, and Lieut. J. D. Taylor, cap-
tain of the Victoria Rifle Club team, were
presented the prizes won in the competi-
tion of the morning, and which the two
teams of ten men each had finished so
close, with remarkably high scores.
Lieut M. G. Blanchard, the winner of the
Cornwall cup, was complimented upon
his splendid score of 48 points out of s0
in ten shots at 6oo yards. The aggre-
gates brought Sergeant Langley to the
front once more, to receive the Martini-
Metford rifle presented by Lt.-Col. Hon.
J. H. Turner, and set as first prize in the
militia aggreyate ; and also the gold badge
of the association awarded for the hi hest
score in the grand aggregate open to all
comers. A prize not on the published
list was a pretty medal given by Mr. J. T.
Bethune for the highest aggregate made
by a civihan, and this was won by Mr. .
R. Sargison, well-known as a military
rifle shot, but on this occasion did not
compete as & militiaman. The team ag-
gregate prizes were reccived by Sergt.-
Major Hunter for No.2 and Gunner
Henry Chamberlin for No. 4 Company,
the captains of their respective teams.
The last named was then presented with
D.R.A. silver medal just won in the Ot-
tawa team match ; and Gunner W, Dun-
can, who won the D.R.A. bronze medal
after contesting a tie for it, was warmly
applauded also as he came forward.

Sergeant Arthur Langley was then ntro-
duced as the leading man on the team to
be sent to Ottawa, and Col. Wolfenden
made an address explanatory of Sergeant
Langley’s performances.

An Armored Disappearing Turret Oper-
ated by Hand Power.

It is now thirty years ago that the pro-
tected turret made its appearance and
took a place among the most important
adjuncts of permanent fortifications. It
was in 1863 that Gen. Brialmount mount-
ed the first cupola upon the redoubt of
Fort No. 3 of Anvers. Since then this
metallic apparatus has been the object of
numerous improvements, the principal of
which have been successively brought to
the knowledge of our readers ; but the

latest word is not yet said. Miltary en-
gineers are always at this work, and their
opinion is far from being definitely settled
touching the conditions that should be
satisfied by numerous as yet undetermin-
ed elements of a question that is so In-
teresting from a military standpoint. All
that 1t is possible for them to do to-day is
to formulate a few general principles,
which may be unsettled to-morrow by
the fact of some new discovery or new
cotnbination.

The following are the general rules
that they think should be followed, at
least provisionally, in the course of their
work : Protected turrets for guns of
large caliber are of two kinds, the disap-
pearing, for the direct firing done by large
guns, and the other, simply (revolving
for the curved firing of short guns. The
latter should be carefully concealed from
the sight of the enemy. The turrets may
be called upon to receive one or two guns.
The first of these two arrangements is
preferable from a military view-point. If
the second 1s quite often adopted, it is
Solely by reason of economy. As regards
the selection of the metal to be employed
for the manufacture of the movable
armor-plating, experience has permitted
the conclusion to reject hard cast-iron,
and even the best steel (cast, forged or
tempered with lead), which cracks too
easily under the action of the impact of
torpedo shells. At present it is rolled
iron that 1s in favor ; but will 1t be so
long? Hard cast-iron seems also to be
admissible for glacis plates that have to
withstand only the effects of vertical fir-
ing.

The top of a turret may have the form
of a convex cap of large radius composed
of two or three pieces of rolled iron from
10 to 12 inches in thickness. As for the
cylindrical part of the movable armor
plating, that should not be less than 18
inches. Every armor casing includes a
lining for the purpose of warding off the
danger of 3 falling of fragments of metal
detached from the roof through a shock
or the explosion of projectiles during a
combat. This lining, which is of steel
plate, is formed of two thicknesses of 3{
inch plates.

Such are the essential rules that are
now about admitted ; but there 1s a host
of conditions of detail that a well-organ-
ized turret must fulfill.  The limited space
at our disposal oblhiges us to confine our-
selves to a simple enumeration of the ac-
cessory (uestions that are to-day the
object of the studies of a number of en-
gineers of merit.

These subjects of study are the follow-
ing : form of the glacis plate ; hermetical
closing of the gun chamber ; method of
revolving the turret ; organization of the
armament, as well as of forward and up-
ward pointing, direct or indirect ; mason-
ry substructures ; lighting ; acoustic and
telephonic communications ; observator-
1es ; ventilation ; methods of getting rid
of the foul air, etc.

While waiting for each of these (ues-
tions to receive a rational solution, it 1s
well to make known an extremely simple
disappearing apparatus, conceived by
commandant of engineers Galopin. A
model of this apparatus constructed at
the Creusot works has been tried with
complete success under the eyes of a
delegate of the council of war.
